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FIFTH THIRD ARENA

After a 20-month, privately-funded $87-million renovation, Fifth Third Arena 
reopened prior to the 2018-19 season as the latest marker in the continued 

growth of University of Cincinnati basketball. 
Improvements to the 12,012-seat arena include two 360-degree concourses with 

court-centric seating, club seats, loge boxes and premium suites. The Arena Club, 
Champions Club and the Mercedes-Benz Courtside Club provide entertainment 
options for fans. State-of-the-art videoboards and ribbon boards raise the gameday 
experience to the next level while increased points-of-sale for concessions feature 
food options from some of Cincinnati’s most famous restaurants.

New student-athlete amenities include new locker rooms, a film room and a 
hydrotherapy room while the Margaret K. Valentine Classroom creates more learning 
environments for the University.

What hasn’t changed is the thrilling environment on game day, featuring loud and 
intimidating student sections along both baselines and passionate, determined play 
on the court.

In the first two seasons following its renovation, Fifth Third Arena has welcomed 
more than 11,100 fans per game and ranked among the national leaders in 
attendance.

In all, more than 5 million fans have watched a Bearcats men’s basketball game 
since the arena originally opened on Nov. 25, 1989. In the 29 seasons since, Cincinnati 
has posted a 414-83 (.833 win percentage) record in the building, while the program 
has achieved 21 NCAA Tournament appearances, six Sweet 16 appearances, one Final 
Four showing and 12 regular-season conference titles. 

Cincinnati also ranks nationally for best home win percentage (fifth at .925) and 
most home wins (sixth with 62) since the start of the 2016-17 campaign. 

Originally tabbed the Myrl H. Shoemaker Center, it was named after the former 
Ohio lieutenant governor who was instrumental in securing state funding for the 
building while he was chairman of the Ohio House Finance Appropriations Committee. 
Shoemaker died in 1985.

Affectionately known as “The Shoe,” the arena was renamed Fifth Third Arena at  
Myrl H. Shoemaker Center in 2004 in recognition of Fifth Third Bank’s support of 
the Varsity Village facilities enhancement project. Fifth Third Bank remains a valued 
long-term campus-wide partner on numerous initiatives.

In 2002, the floor was named Ed Jucker Court in honor of the head coach who led 
Cincinnati to its two national titles in 1961 and 1962.

GENERAL INFORMATION
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COACHING STAFF

John Brannen made an immediate impression in Clifton in 2019-20, 
becoming the first Cincinnati head coach since 1966 to win a conference 

regular-season championship in his first season on the job, guiding the 
Bearcats to a share of the American Athletic Conference title.
 The achievement seems to be a pattern for Brannen, who also won regu-
lar-season crowns his last two seasons across the Ohio River at Northern 
Kentucky (2018, 2019) before coming to Cincinnati. 
 The feat also puts Brannen in rare company nationally as one of only 
six active coaches to have won a conference regular-season crown in 
each of the past three seasons along with Gonzaga’s Mark Few (eight 
consecutive West Coast Conference titles), Vermont’s John Becker (four 
American East Conference titles), New Mexico State’s Chris Jans (three 
Western Athletic Conference titles), Michigan State’s Tom Izzo (three Big 
Ten Conference titles), and Murray State’s Matt McMahon (three Ohio 
Valley Conference titles). 
 Brannen also became the fifth UC coach in history to win a regular-
season conference title in his first year leading the program, joining Frank 
Rice (1929 - Buckeye Athletic Association), John Wiethe  
(1947 - Mid-American Conference), Ed Jucker (1961 - Missouri Valley 
Conference) and Tay Baker (1966 - Missouri Valley Conference).
 Brannen, who was named UC’s 27th head coach in program history 
on Apr. 14, 2019, had served as NKU’s head coach since the 2015-2016 
season, taking the Norse to unprecedented success as the school’s athlet-
ics department underwent reclassification. Since earning active Division I 
status eligibility prior to the start of the 2016-17 season, the Norse men’s 
basketball program has compiled a 72-30 overall record, making three 
consecutive postseason appearances (NCAA Tournament [2017, 2019], NIT 
[2018]), winning back-to-back Horizon League regular-season champion-
ships (2018, 2019) and claiming a pair of conference tournament titles 
(2017, 2019). No other school in the nation has enjoyed NKU’s amount of 
success in its first three years with active status at the Division I level. 
 Brannen, whose coaching career spans 20 seasons, owns a 102-62 
career record as head coach, including a 20-10 mark at Cincinnati. He 
registered an 81-51 ledger in four seasons at NKU and a 1-1 mark as 
Alabama’s interim head coach at the end of the 2014-15 campaign.

 The 2017 Horizon League Coach of the Year, Brannen led the Norse to 
a 24-11 record in 2016-17, the Horizon League Tournament title and an 
appearance in the NCAA Tournament in the school’s first season of active 
status eligibility. NKU’s win total was an improvement of 15 victories from 
the previous season, marking the third-best turnaround in the nation 
behind only UCLA and Minnesota.  
 Brannen guided NKU to a 22-10 mark, the Horizon League regular-
season championship and an NIT appearance in 2017-18. NKU posted a 
Division I-era record 26 wins with eight losses in 2018-19, claiming the 
league regular-season championship and tournament title and its second 
NCAA Tournament appearance in three years. 
 Brannen’s players earned 10 Horizon League postseason accolades at 
NKU, highlighted by Drew McDonald receiving league player of the year 
honors in 2019. NKU finished 2018-19 ranked 11th in the nation in both 
total assists (592) and assists per game (16.9). The Norse also ranked 
nationally in field goal shooting percentage (27th at .478), scoring mar-
gin (28th at +9.6), assist-to-turnover ratio (32nd at 1.34), three-point 
shooting defense (34th at .314), rebound margin (43rd at +4.5) and 
scoring offense (44th at 78.5 points).
 Brannen came to NKU after spending six seasons (2010-2015) at 
Alabama coaching under Anthony Grant, four as an assistant coach and 
two as the associate head coach. The Crimson Tide made four postseason 
appearances during his stay. Alabama finished as the runners up at the 
2011 NIT, posting a 25-12 overall mark and winning the Southeastern 
Conference West Division title. The Crimson Tide made an NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance the following season and later advanced to the NIT 
quarterfinals in 2013 and the second round of the NIT in 2015. Brannen 
served as interim head coach for Alabama’s two games in the 2015 NIT. 
While in Tuscaloosa, Brannen helped sign Alabama’s 2011 recruiting class 
that ranked fifth in the nation according to Rivals.com. 
 Prior to Alabama, Brannen served as an assistant coach at VCU for 
three seasons (2007-09) under Anthony Grant, helping lead the Rams 
to three 20-win campaigns, two NCAA Tournament appearances (2007, 
2009) and a showing in the NIT (2008). The 2007 squad posted a 28-7 
mark, upsetting Duke in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

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Brannen helped recruit Larry Sanders, who later was 
drafted by Milwaukee as the 15th pick in the 2010 NBA 
draft and also helped recruit four of VCU’s five starters 
on its 2011 Final Four team. 
 Brannen also was an assistant coach at  
St. Bonaventure (2004-06) for three seasons, Eastern 
Kentucky (2001-2003) for three seasons and Charles-
ton for the 1999-2000 campaign.   
 A native of nearby Alexandria, Kentucky, Brannen 
attended Newport Central Catholic High School. He 
began his collegiate playing career at Morehead State 
before transferring to Marshall for his final two sea-
sons, playing for head coaches Billy Donovan (1996) 
and Greg White (1997). 
 Brannen was a first team All-Southern Conference 
selection as a senior at Marshall in 1996-97 when he 
led the league in scoring, averaging 20.9 points. He 
scored 1,008 points in two seasons with the Thunder-

ing Herd and still ranks among the school’s top 25 
players in career free throw percentage (.777), career 
three-pointers made (14th at 135), career three-point 
shooting percentage (14th at .386), single-season 
scoring (12th with 605 points in 1996-97) and single-
season scoring average (23rd with 20.9 points during 
1996-97).  
 A Rhodes Scholar finalist, Brannen received schol-
arships from both the NCAA and Southern Conference. 
He earned a degree in business management from 
Marshall in 1997. He was inducted into the Marshall 
University Athletics Hall of Fame in September 2019. 
 Following his time at Marshall, Brannen played two 
seasons of professional basketball in Belgium’s First 
Division before beginning his coaching career. 
 Brannen and his wife Lisa live in Northern Kentucky 
and are the proud parents of twin daughters, Jaylee 
and Katelyn.

 He spent the 2018-19 season as an associate head coach at Winthrop.
 Gee’s more than three decades of coaching experience includes head 
coaching positions at Longwood (2014-18) and Division II Charleston 
(1997-2003) in West Virginia, compiling a career mark of 202-175. 
 Gee also has served as an assistant or associate head coach at 
Youngstown State (1990-93), Ohio (1994-96), St. Bonaventure (2004-
06) and Cleveland State (2007-13). While at Cleveland State, Gee helped 
guide the Vikings to four 20-win seasons and four postseason appear-
ances, including an automatic bid into the 2009 NCAA Tournament, where 
the Vikings knocked off Wake Forest in the first round. 
 Gee recruited and coached 2011 NBA Draft first-round pick Norris Cole at 
Cleveland State and helped develop 1995 NBA Draft first-round selection 
Gary Trent while at Ohio. Gee also was tabbed one of the nation’s Top 10 
assistant coaches by BleacherReport.com while at Cleveland State. 
 In 2015, Gee received the prestigious John Lotz Barnabas Award from the 
Fellowship of Christian Athletics, honoring a basketball coach who best 
exhibits a commitment to Christ, integrity and encouragement of others, 
and lives a balanced life.

 Gee spent three years at St. Bonaventure (2004-06), including two 
seasons as associate head coach.

 Prior to that, he was the head coach and assistant Athletics Director at 
the University of Charleston (W.Va.), where he led the Division II program 
to a seven-year record of 160-55. It was here where Gee gave Brannen his 
first assistant coaching job. 
 Gee served three seasons on the staff at Ohio (1994-96), including his 
final season as an associate head coach. 
 Gee began his collegiate coaching career at Youngstown State, where he 
spent four years with the Penguins after becoming one of the youngest 
Division I assistant coaches in the country, at age 23.

Jake Luhn joined Cincinnati basketball as the assistant to the head coach/
recruiting coordinator in May 2019.
 Luhn (pronunciation rhymes with fun) had worked alongside new UC head 
coach John Brannen at Northern Kentucky as director of basketball operations 
during the 2018-19 campaign.
 With Luhn on staff last season, the Norse compiled a 26-9 overall mark 
while claiming the Horizon League regular-season championship and appear-
ing in the NCAA Tournament for the second time in three seasons. 
 Luhn previously served on the coaching staff at Longwood for five seasons 
(2014-18) under Jayson Gee, who now serves as an assistant coach with the 
Bearcats. At Longwood, Luhn was an assistant coach his first two season 
before being elevated to associate head coach for the final three campaigns. 
He was involved in recruiting, scouting, player development and scheduling. 
He primarily coached wing players.  
 Prior to his time at Longwood, Luhn worked four seasons (2004-07) at 
St. Bonaventure for Anthony Solomon, currently the associate head coach at 
Dayton.

 Crawford, who attended Cincinnati’s Withrow High School and played at 
UC under Bob Huggins for two seasons (2001, 2002), returned to Clifton in 
2019 after spending the previous four years on the coaching staff at Fordham, 
including the last three as associate head coach.
 With Fordham, Crawford helped direct the Rams to the 2016  
CollegeInsiders.com Tournament (CIT), the program’s first postseason 
appearance since 1992. Fordham ranked nationally in steals and turnovers 
forced during both the 2015-16 and 2016-17 campaigns.
 Prior to Fordham, Crawford spent three seasons on the coaching staff 
at Eastern Kentucky where he helped the Colonels to 70 wins (most during 
any three-year period in program history), including a school-record 25 wins 
in 2012-13.

2019-20 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS

LOOKING BACK AT 2019-20
 » An eventful 2019-20 regular season saw a new coach, new 

system, a challenging non-league schedule, a nation-best 
seven overtime games and several standout performances 
and last-second heroics culminating with the Bearcats 
earning a 13-5 league record, a share of the regular-season 
championship and the No. 1 seed in the AAC Tournament. 
The coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic forced the cancella-
tion of the 2019-20 postseason.   

 » After an up-and-down nonconference season and 2-2 start 
in league play, the Bearcats strung together five consecu-
tive victories highlighted by a 64-62 home win over then 
No. 21 Houston and an 80-79 road win at Wichita State, 
thanks to a Jarron Cumberland three-point play with 3.5 
seconds left. 

 » February may have been the craziest month in school 
history with UC posting a 5-2 mark. All seven contests were 
decided either on the final possession or in overtime. The 
Bearcats played four consecutive overtime games, tying the 
NCAA record for most consecutive games with extend play. 

 » The excitement spilled over into March as UC closed the 
regular season with consecutive comeback wins after 
trailing USF by 13 points in the second half in Tampa and 
trailing Temple by 14 points at halftime on Senior Night in 
Cincinnati. The rallies were two of six comeback wins from 
10 or more points performed by the Bearcats on the year.

 » VYING FOR NCAA TOURNAMENT BID: The Bearcats were 
also attempting to earn an invitation to the NCAA Tourna-
ment; what would be their 10th consecutive appearance 
in the Big Dance. It would also have marked UC head 
coach John Brannen’s third NCAA Tournament appearance 
in the past four seasons (made the tournament while at 
Northern Kentucky in 2017 and 2019). 

 » Cincinnati was one of six schools in the nation to have 
appeared in the last nine NCAA Tournaments entering 
the 2019-20 postseason, joining Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, 
Michigan State and North Carolina.

 » STEPPING IT UP IN LEAGUE PLAY: The Bearcats turned 
their season around going 13-5 during AAC play. UC 
finished conference play ranked among the league’s lead-
ers in eight categories: field goal percentage (1st at .446), 
blocks (T1st at 5.3), assists (T1st at 15.0), scoring offense 
(2nd at 71.9), scoring margin (2nd at +6.2), rebounding 
margin (2nd at +3.7), assist-to-turnover ratio (2nd at 1.1) 
and 3-point field goal percentage (3rd at .326).

 » Jarron Cumberland ranked second the AAC in assists (6.1) 
and fourth in scoring (16.8) during league action. He has 
eight 20-point games in 2019-20, including six during AAC 
action. He handed out 104 of his 133 assists this season 
during league play. 

 » Trevon Scott ranked first in the AAC in rebounds (11.6) 
and defensive rebounds (8.9), third in field goal percent-
age (.511), third in minutes (35.6) and tied for fourth in 
steals (1.8) during AAC play. He posted 11 double-doubles 
in league play, scoring 20 or more points in four of the 
last eight games. He grabbed 10 or more rebounds in 14 
AAC games, including each of the last 10 games. 

 » Keith Williams poured in a career-high 30 points at USF 
(3/3). He ranked among the league’s leaders in free throw 
percentage (4th at .833), field goal percentage (11th at 
.437) and points (T15th at 12.7) in league games. 

TEAM ACCOMPLISHMENTS
 » Cincinnati (20-10, 13-5 American) earned a share of the 

2020 American Athletic Conference men’s basketball 
regular-season championship and received the top seed in 
the 2020 AAC Championship, March 12-15, at Dickies Arena 
in Fort Worth, Texas. The event was canceled due to the 
coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic.

 » The Bearcats compiled a 13-5 league record, winning 10 of 
their final 13 conference games to share the regular-season 
crown with No. 2 seed Houston and No. 3 seed Tulsa.

 » Cincinnati extended its streak of 20-win campaigns to 10 
consecutive seasons in 2019-20. It continued the longest 
streak since the Bob Huggins era when UC set a school 
record, winning 20 or more games for 11 consecutive 
seasons (1992-2002). It marked the 39th 20-win season 
in program history.

 » Cincinnati’s 109 games since the start of the 2016-17 
season finished the 2019-20 season tied for eighth most 
in the nation. 

 » Cincinnati led the nation, playing in seven overtime games 
in 2019-20. The number was also a school and AAC record.

 » UC also played in four consecutive overtime games at the 
end of February, tying for the NCAA record with Jackson-
ville (1982), Illinois State (1985) and Dayton (1988).

 » UC rallied from a deficit of 10 or more points for the win 
in six games in 2019-20, including each of its last two 
regular-season games.

 » TEAM RANKINGS: UC ranked in the top third of the AAC in 
field goal percentage (2nd at .445), assists (2nd at 14.6), 
points (3rd at 72.7), rebounding defense (4th at 34.1), 
rebounding margin (4th at +3.6) and blocks (4th at 4.9).

 » The Bearcats ranked nationally in blocks per game (24th 
at 4.9), field goal percentage defense (29th at .398) and 
total blocks (30th at 146).

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

PLAYER ACCOMPLISHMENTS
 » UC’s Jarron Cumberland and Trevon Scott were named 

AAC First Team honorees as voted upon by the league’s 
coaches.

 » Scott claimed AAC Defensive Player of the Year, the Most 
Improved Player and the Sportsmanship Award.   

 » Jarron Cumberland finished his career as only the fourth 
Bearcat in school history to achieve 1,700 points and 
400 assists for his career. He joined Oscar Robertson 
(2,973 points/425 assists from 1958-60), Steve Logan 
(1,985 points/456 assists from 1999-2002) and Deonta 
Vaughn (1,885 points/511 assists from 2007-2010) on the 
exclusive list. Cumberland finished his career with 1,782 
points and 415 assists, ranking seventh in school history in 
both categories. 

 » Jarron Cumberland ranked among AAC leaders in assists 
(2nd at 6.1), scoring (4th at 16.8), assist-to-turnover ratio 
(7th at 1.5), minutes played (8th at 34.9), blocks (10th at 
0.9), free throw percentage (10th at .787) in league games 
only in 2019-20.

 » Scott became the first UC player to average a double-dou-
ble in a season since Dwight Jones averaged 16.6 points 
and 10.1 rebounds in 1982-83. 

 » Scott’s 10.5 rebounds per game in 2019-20 were the most 
by a Bearcat since Pat Cummings averaged 11.3 rebounds 
during the 1978-79 campaign. 

 » Scott ranked among the AAC leaders in rebounds (2nd at 
10.5), defensive rebounds (2nd at 7.8), offensive rebounds 
(4th at 2.8), field goal percentage (6th at .493), minutes 
played (6th at 33.8), steals (8th at 1.5), blocks (T12th at 
0.8) and points (21st at 11.4).

 » Scott ranked among the nation’s best in defensive 
rebounds (8th at 7.77), rebounds per game (15th at 10.5), 
total rebounds (24th at 316) and double-doubles (33rd 
with 13). 

 » Scott played in 108 of UC’s 109 victories over the past four 
seasons while Jarron Cumberland played in 105 of those 
wins. 

 » Scott’s four-year win total ended the season tied for 
second most of any player in college basketball with Michi-
gan’s Jon Teske, two victories behind Virginia’s Mamadi 
Diakite (110).

2019-20 SEASON REVIEW
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The University of Cincinnati men’s basketball program 
ranks among the nation’s elite with 33 NCAA Tourna-

ment appearances, six Final Fours and back-to-back national 
championships (1961, 1962).  
 The Associated Press thinks so too, listing the Bearcats’ 
program 10th in the nation in 2017 for its all-time appearances 
in the weekly AP polls. 
 And the program’s 109 wins since the start of the 2016-17 
season, including a school-record tying 31 victories in 2017-18, 
have helped the Bearcats climb to 11th nationally for most 
wins with 1,836.   
 American Athletic Conference trophies returned to Clifton 
in 2017-18 as the Bearcats claimed their first outright regular-
season title since 2002 and their first league tournament 
championship since 2004. The Bearcats repeated as league tour-
nament champions in 2018-19 and claimed the AAC’s regular-
season crown in 2019-20. In fact, during UC’s stay in the 7-year 
old AAC, the Bearcats have claimed three regular-season crowns 
(2014, 2018, 2020) and two league tournament championships 
(2018, 2019) along a conference-best 99 league victories. 
  In all, since UC’s program began in 1901-02, the Bearcats 
have won 41 conference championships (29 regular-season titles 
and 12 league tournament crowns).
 UC has advanced to postseason play 43 times, including 33 
appearances at the NCAA Tournament where the Bearcats own a 
46-32 (.590) record.
 Cincinnati’s excellence is not portrayed in numbers alone. 
UC is the alma mater of several college basketball greats - 31 
Bearcats have earned All-America honors, two went on to be-
come Olympic gold medalists, two are enshrined in the National 
Basketball Hall of Fame, and Oscar Robertson was the first UC 
basketball player inducted into the FlBA (International Basketball 
Hall of Fame). 
 One of the first of UC’s long list of standouts was Jack 
Twyman, who earned All-America status in 1954-55. He went on 
to NBA stardom and is in the Basketball Hall of Fame.  

 Robertson is still widely recognized as one of the greatest 
to play the sport — college or professional. A unanimous 
three-time All-American, he was college basketball’s all-time 
leading scorer at the close of his career. His 33.8 scoring aver-
age today ranks third on the NCAA career charts, and he has 
the NBA’s sixth-most career assists. The Hall of Famer led the 
U.S. Olympic team to the 1960 gold medal. 
 Sparked by the exploits of Robertson, who became the 
first player to lead the nation in scoring in three consecutive 
seasons (1958-60), Cincinnati advanced to the Final Four in 
1958-59 and 1959-60, settling for third place both years. 
 With a rookie head coach, and without Robertson, the 
Bearcats won their first national title in 1960-61. Then to 
prove that the first championship was no fluke, UC repeated 
as champion in 1961-62 - beating Ohio State in the title game 
both seasons.
 Cincinnati made a then-unprecedented fifth-straight trip 
to the Final Four in 1962-63, and narrowly missed capturing 
a third-straight national crown when Loyola (Ill.) overcame a 
15-point deficit and defeated the Bearcats by a basket, 60-58, 
in overtime.  
 During those five seasons, UC recorded a 37-game win 
streak and posted a 161-16 ledger. The five straight Final Four 
appearances is a feat topped only by UCLA.  
 Connie Dierking (1958), Ralph Davis (1960), Bob Wiesen-
hahn (1961), Paul Hogue (1961, 1962), Tom Thacker (1963),  
Tony Yates (1963), Ron Bonham (1963, 1964) and George 
Wilson (1963) were accorded All-American recognition with 
Wilson playing on the U.S. 1964 Olympic gold medal team. 
 The Bearcats success continued in the 1970s, during which 
UC compiled a 170-85 record (.667). Cincinnati inaugurated the 
Metro Conference by winning the league’s first two tournament 
championships and made four post-season appearances. Jim 
Ard (1970), Lloyd Batts (1973), Steve Collier (1976), Gary Yoder 
(1977), Bob Miller (1978) and Pat Cummings (1979) earned 
All-America recognition.

RETIRED NUMBERS

 Bob Huggins, who was named head coach in 1989, rekindled 
those national championship expectations in only his third season at 
the helm when he directed UC to the 1992 Final Four. The Bearcats 
advanced to the Elite Eight of the NCAA Tournament three times and 
reached the Sweet 16 four times under his direction.
 Cincinnati won its conference season and/or tournament title 12 
times during the Huggins era. UC claimed eight league tournament 
titles and 10 regular-season crowns during the span, including seven 
Top 10 finishes in the final polls. During this time, Cincinnati ranked 
among the nation’s winningest programs both in terms of winning 
percentage and victories.
 Seventeen Bearcats garnered first-team all-conference honors 
during this era with three of those, Danny Fortson (1996, ’97), Kenyon 
Martin (2000) and Steve Logan (2001, ’02), picking up a total of four 
C-USA Most Outstanding Player Awards.
 Fortson (1996, 1997), Nick Van Exel (1993), Ruben Patterson 
(1998), Bobby Brannen (1998), Melvin Levett (1999), Logan (2001, 
’02), Martin (1999, 2000) and Pete Mickeal (2000) joined Cincinnati’s 
list of All-Americans. Fortson was a consensus first-team All-American 
in 1996-97 after receiving second-team recognition in 1995-96. 
Martin was college basketball’s top player of the 1999-2000 season, 
making a clean sweep of the national Player of the Year awards. Logan 
was a consensus All-American in 2001-02 and a finalist for every 
national Player of the Year award. 
 Mick Cronin became the 26th head coach in school history prior 
to the 2007 campaign and reestablished the Bearcats as a national 
contender. In his 13 seasons leading his alma mater, Cronin guided 

the Bearcats to the NCAA Tournament nine consecutive years before 
leaving to coach UCLA following the 2018-19 campaign. 
 Over the past nine years, Cincinnati has won 80 percent of its 
games, 93 percent of its home games, gained inclusion in the AP 
poll 71 weeks and finished ranked in the nation’s Top 25 for scoring 
defense in seven of the past eight seasons.
  As a senior, All-American Sean Kilpatrick (2014) joined Oscar 
Robertson as the only two players in school history to score 2,000 
career points. 
 Gary Clark (2018) earned AP Honorable Mention All-America 
accolades and several conference awards, including the AAC Player of 
the Year and Defensive Player of the Year, in leading the Bearcats to a 
31-5 overall and 16-2 league mark in 2017-18. UC was ranked in the AP 
Poll every week of the season, climbing as high as fifth. 
 Jarron Cumberland (2019) also earned AP Honorable Mention 
All-America honors and grabbed AAC Player of the Year accolades as 
a junior while helping the Bearcats to 88 wins during his first three 
years at Cincinnati. 
 It marked the first time a Bearcat had won conference player of 
the year accolades in back-to-back seasons since Steve Logan in 2001 
and 2002 (Conference USA).
 In 2019-20, John Brannen became the first UC head coach to win 
a conference regular-season championship in his first season leading 
the program since Tay Baker in 1966. The Bearcats claimed the top 
seed in the AAC Tournament prior to the event’s cancelation due to the 
coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic. 

One of the best to ever play the game 
at any level, Oscar Robertson, “the 

Big O,” established himself not only as the 
finest player in UC history but one of the 
finest in college basketball and the NBA. 

       Robertson finished his career as col-
lege basketball’s all-time scoring leader, 
amassing 2,973 points in 88 games. His 
33.8-point scoring average remains the 
third-best in NCAA history.  

        The owner of numerous school 
records, Robertson was a three-time first 
team consensus All-American, three-time 

national player of the year and three-time All-Missouri Valley Confer-
ence selection.  
 Robertson guided Cincinnati to two Final Four appearances (1959, 
1960) in three varsity seasons, leading the Bearcats to a 79-9 record 
during his career.
 Robertson helped the United States win a gold medal at the 1960 
Olympics and was the first pick in the 1960 NBA Draft by the Cincin-
nati Royals. 
 Robertson played 14 seasons in the NBA with Cincinnati and 
Milwaukee, earning all-league honors in all but two seasons. A 
12-time NBA All-Star selection, he helped lead Milwaukee to the 1971 
NBA championship. He also ranks as one of only two players, along 
with Russell Westbrook, to average a triple-double (points, rebounds, 
assists) for an entire NBA season. 
 A native of Indianapolis, Robertson was named to the Naismith 
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 1979, tabbed to the NBA Hall of 
Fame in 1980, selected to the NBA’s 50th Anniversary Team in 1997 
and recognized with the NBA’s Lifetime Achievement Award in 2018. 
 Robertson’s jersey No. 12 was retired at the completion of his 
senior season, the first retired number in UC history.

Cincinnati’s first All-American, Jack 
Twyman helped set the stage for 

the Bearcats’ winning tradition while 
developing into a highly decorated 
professional player.  

        Twyman led Cincinnati in scoring 
and rebounding in each of his final three 
seasons, averaging 24.6 points and 16.5 
rebounds as a senior.  

        Twyman was named a second team 
All-American in 1955 by NEA, Interna-
tional News Service and Tempo, and an 
honorable mention from Converse.  

 Twyman finished his UC career as the program’s leading scorer 
(1,598) and rebounder (1,242), totals that today rank 10th and 
second, respectively. His senior season scoring average (24.6 points) 
ranks second behind Oscar Robertson in school history. 
 Taken by the Rochester Royals in the 1955 draft, Twyman played 
11 seasons in the NBA, earning all-star selection six times. He led the 
league in scoring in 1959-60, averaging 31.2 points.  
 Forever linked to Maurice Stokes, Twyman came to the aid of his 
Royals teammate who was stricken by a stroke in the last game of the 
1958 season. Twyman became Stokes’ legal guardian and helped raise 
money to defray medical expenses. The relationship was the subject 
of the 1973 movie, “Maurie.” 
 Twyman, who was cut from his high school basketball team for 
three straight years before his senior season, was a charter member 
of the UC Athletics Hall of Fame and was inducted into the Naismith 
Memorial Hall of Fame in 1983. 
 Twyman’s jersey No. 27 was retired by UC in 1993.  
 Twyman died in May 2012.

Few players made the progress that 
Kenyon Martin experienced during 

his career at Cincinnati, developing into 
a devastating defender, polished scorer, 
and eventual NBA veteran.    

       The all-time blocked shots leader at 
Cincinnati (292), Martin earned National 
Player of the Year accolades, consensus 
All-America status and Conference USA 
Player of the Year honors during his 
senior season (1999-2000) when he 
averaged 18.9 points, 9.7 rebounds and 
3.5 blocks.  

 Martin was named Conference USA Defensive Player of the Year 
three times and ranks as the only player in school history to recorded 
10 or more blocks twice.  
 As a sophomore, Martin registered Cincinnati’s first triple double 
in 31 seasons, posting 24 points, 23 rebounds and 10 blocks against 
DePaul. He added another triple double during his senior campaign 
to join Oscar Robertson as the only players in school history to ac-
complish the feat multiple times.  
 During his UC career, Martin helped the Bearcats win four Confer-
ence USA Championships and make four NCAA Tournament appear-
ances with one showing in the Elite Eight. 
 Martin was selected as the No. 1 pick of the 2000 NBA Draft by 
New Jersey Nets en route to logging a 15-year NBA career. An NBA 
All-Star in 2004, Martin played in the NBA Finals twice (2002, 2003) 
with the Nets. 
 Martin’s jersey No. 4 was retired by UC in 2000.  He was inducted in 
the University of Cincinnati James P. Kelly Sr. Hall of Fame in 2013.

Widely recognized as one of the best all-around players

for the 1962 season. A 12-time NBA All-Star, 

Robertson was noted one of the league’s 50 greatest players.
He also was co-captain of the 1960 U.S. team that won an 
Olympic gold medal. Robertson, who played in the league 

for 14 seasons, also was president of the National Basketball 
Players Association from 1965-74, and the settlement of his 
anti-trust lawsuit against the NBA  — known as the Oscar 

Robertson Rule — ushered in free agency in the league.

PRESIDENT DR. NEVILLE G. PINTO

UNIVERSITY

N eville G. Pinto serves as the 30th President of the Uni-
versity of Cincinnati. A university teacher, researcher and 

administrator with more than 35 years of experience in higher 
education, he became UC’s chief executive on Feb. 20, 2017. He 
is the first UC president to rise from the ranks of UC’s faculty 
since Herman Schneider, the founder of cooperative education 
(1928-1932).
 Dr. Pinto leads the Cincinnati region’s only Carnegie 
Research 1 university – an institution attracting over $452 million 
in annual external research grants and contracts (including 
affiliates). In February 2018, he launched UC’s strategic direction, 
NEXT LIVES HERE, which is a new paradigm for university plan-
ning that allows the university to be nimble and responsive to 
the world’s changing landscape. It focuses on UC leading public 

universities into a new era of innovation and impact, with three main platforms of academic 
excellence, the innovation agenda and urban impact. As a part of this strategic direction, Pinto 
established a new position – the university’s first Chief Innovation Officer – and UC opened doors 
to its 1819 Innovation Hub. Pinto’s leadership led UC’s intellectual property process to be reimag-
ined and it became a model for the state’s “Ohio IP Promise.” Under Pinto’s guiding vision, the 
university also is reinventing its cooperative education program – the world’s first – for the digital 
economy and has attracted a $100 million investment from JobsOhio to accelerate the number 
of its STEM graduates, promote federal research at UC and the affiliated Cincinnati Children’s 
Hospital Medical Center, and launch the Cincinnati Innovation District in Uptown.
 Pinto also presided as UC celebrated its Bicentennial in 2018-2019 whiling looking ahead to its 
next century, launching a $2 billion comprehensive campaign, “Next, Now.”
 Regionally, Pinto currently serves on the Ohio Governor’s Executive Workforce Board and the 
Cincinnati Business Committee (CBC), as president of the Inter-University Council of Ohio, chair 
of the Uptown Consortium in Cincinnati and chair of the Education Committee of the RESTART 
Task Force (a partnership of the Cincinnati USA Regional Chamber, CBC and Cincinnati Regional 
Business Committee). He also serves on the boards of the United Way of Greater Cincinnati and 
the Boys Scouts of America Dan Beard Council.
 Just prior to returning to UC to serve as president, Dr. Pinto led the University of Louisville as 
acting president and professor of chemical engineering. Before serving at the University of Louis-
ville, he served for 26 years on the faculty in chemical engineering at the University of Cincinnati, 

where he established the Adsorption and Ion Exchange Laboratory, which focused on research 
in biochemical and environmental engineering. His research included purification of genetically 
engineered drugs, the study of bio-membranes, and air and water purification. His laboratory 
attracted over $6 million in external research funding and trained 32 graduate students including 
16 PhD students, many of whom have moved on to become leaders in industry and academia.
 Earlier in his career at UC, Pinto held a number of administrative posts including Department 
Head for Chemical Engineering, Assistant Dean for Graduate Studies in the College of Engineering 
and Applied Science, and Vice Provost and Dean of The Graduate School. As Dean, he had a lead-
ership role in attracting major external awards totaling over $10 million to UC to support graduate 
and STEM education.
 Pinto joined the University of Louisville (UofL) as Dean of the Speed School of Engineer-
ing in 2011. While dean, his accomplishments included overseeing a major expansion in the 
enrollment of the college and spearheading the development of the Belknap Engineering and 
Applied Sciences Research Park. He significantly strengthened the university’s relationship with 
GE, to develop a partnership that has led to significant educational and career opportunities for 
students and encouraged the company to bring its FirstBuild microfactory to campus. This effort 
earned the Silver Fleur-de-Lis award from Greater Louisville Inc. in 2015.
 From May 2015 to July 2016, Pinto served as Interim Executive Vice President and University 
Provost at UofL. During this period, he finalized the 21st Century University Plan and launched 
major initiatives to strengthen educational excellence, student success and access, research and 
community engagement. He was appointed Acting President in 2016.
Pinto was elected Fellow of the Graduate School at UC based on outstanding scholarly attain-
ment and was elected to the National Academy of Inventors in recognition of U.S. patents 
awarded. He has variously been active in the American Institute of Chemical Engineers, 
American Society for Engineering Education, American Chemical Society and is a member of 
the Tau Beta Pi Engineering Honor Society. He is also the recipient of numerous outstanding 
teaching and service awards.
 Pinto was born in Mumbai, India. He was educated at the Indian Institute of Technology, 
New Delhi, where he earned his bachelor’s in chemical engineering. He earned his MS and his 
PhD in chemical engineering at Penn State University.

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John Cunningham was named the Director of Athletics at 
the University of Cincinnati in December 2019.
 Since 2014, Cunningham has overseen the external 

operations at three NCAA Division I institutions, Boise 
State, Syracuse and Minnesota and has served as a sport 
administrator for bowl teams, conference-championship 
teams and NCAA Tournament teams.

 Most recently, Cunningham served as Minnesota’s 
Deputy Athletics Director for Administration from 2016-19, 
overseeing the day-to-day administrative operations of 
the department, working with all 25 Gopher programs and 
external units, as well as serving as sport administrator for 

football, men’s basketball and men’s golf. 
“My family and I are thrilled to be joining the Bearcats Athletics family,” Cunningham 

said. “The opportunity to come to a world-class institution like the University 
of Cincinnati was one I could not pass up. Working in college athletics takes an 
unwavering set of values, including courage, confidence and dedication along with true 
care and concern for your student-athletes, coaches and staff. My previous stops in my 
career have prepared for this role and I am extremely excited to get started.”

 He was part of the fundraising and implementation of the Gophers’ Athletes Village, 
a privately-funded project of $166-million which added more than 338,000 square 
feet of new academic, leadership, nutrition, practice and team support space for all 
sports. The Athletes Village marked the first significant additions to the everyday 
facilities Gopher student-athletes use to study and train in more than 30 years. 

Other student-athlete centric initiatives which occurred under Cunningham’s 
leadership were a significant increase in the focus on student-athlete mental health, 
improvements to team training tables and nutrition along with enhancements to team 
travel experiences.

 Cunningham was instrumental in Minnesota’s search for its most recent football 
head coach, PJ Fleck, played a key role in Fleck’s recent long-term extension and 
oversaw a highly successful external unit which achieved increases in attendance and 
fundraising from 2016-19.

The Gophers 2019 football attendance averaged 46,190, its highest in four years 
while attendance at men’s basketball games has averaged 11,738 so far this season, 
the highest number in three years. 

Overall, football attendance increased by 22 percent from 2016-19 and men’s 
basketball attendance had a 15-percent jump during the same time period.

Philanthropic support increased each fiscal year over Cunningham’s three-year 
tenure, with giving to Gopher Athletics totaling over $35-million in FY19. As part of 
Minnesota’s $190-million Nothing Short of Greatness campaign, Gopher Athletics 
secured over $38-million in capital gifts in the past three years.

In addition to Athletes Village, which opened in 2018, fundraising was completed for 
new or renovated facilities in men’s and women’s golf, hockey, volleyball and wrestling.

On the field, Minnesota won 15 Big Ten Conference titles in nine different programs 
from 2016-19. Minnesota finished 20th in the 2019 Learfield Directors’ Cup race, which 
measures broad-based success across all programs, putting the Gophers top seven 

percent of all NCAA Division I athletics departments.
Cunningham joined the Minnesota staff from Syracuse, where he also served as the 

Deputy Athletics Director for Administration from 2015-16. 
Prior to his tenure at Syracuse, Cunningham worked at Boise State University from 

2011-2014 as the senior associate athletics director for external relations and executive 
director for NCAA Compliance.

At BSU, Cunningham was promoted to senior associate athletics director for 
external relations in 2014 after leading the NCAA Compliance program for three years. 
As the head of external relations, Cunningham led the operations of Boise State’s 
development, marketing, media relations and ticket offices. He was also the sport 
administrator for men’s basketball, men’s and women’s golf, and men’s tennis.

 Prior to his appointment at BSU, Cunningham worked at Texas Christian University 
for five years in the compliance field. He was hired by the Horned Frogs in 2006 as 
the assistant director of compliance and followed up a year later with a promotion 
to director of compliance. In 2011, he was promoted again to assistant athletics 
director for compliance. In that position, he was responsible for a comprehensive rules 
education program and provided rules interpretations for athletics staff, coaches, 
student-athletes and university officials.

 Cunningham started his career in collegiate athletics as the compliance coordinator 
at the University of Maryland, where he was responsible for providing rules 
interpretations, tracking initial, and continuing and transfer eligibility of more than 
700 student-athletes. While in law school, he was a compliance intern at Maryland for 
two summers.

A 2001 TCU graduate, Cunningham received a law degree from the University of 
Nebraska’s College of Law in 2005. 

Cunningham and his wife, Caitlin, have two sons, Gus and Hank.
