PHILADELPHIA - David Dejulius poured in a career-high

Cincinnati (4-7, 2-4 American) squad to a gritty, 63-60,
road victory at Temple on Thursday, in the Bearcats' first
game in 25 days.

Keith Williams scored 15 points, including a driving layup
with 38 seconds left and Jeremiah Davenport finished
with 14 points, tallying six points late in UC's first game
since an 82-76 loss at Wichita State on Jan. 10.

Damian Dunn led Temple (4-6, 3-6) with 16 points,
including 10-of-13 shooting from the free throw line.

The Bearcats took a limited roster to Philadelphia, as
they continue to fully recover amidst COVID-19 protocols,
and started a make-shift lineup that featured first career
starts for Mike Saunders Jr. and sophomore walk-on Rob
Banks.

TIP-INS

COVID-19 SCHEDULE CHANGES: UC played its first game
in 25 days when it visited Temple (2/4) earlier this

week. The Bearcats have had six games postponed and
one other contest rescheduled since their 82-76 loss at
Wichita State (1/10).

The Bearcats started a make-shift lineup against the Owls
that featured the first career starts for freshman guard
David Dejulius and sophomore walk-on Rob Banks.

UC entered the month of February having played only 10
games for the first time since 1944-45.

The Bearcats haven't played a home game since a 70-66
loss to Tulsa (1/2). UC's next home game is scheduled for
UCF (2/14) - a span of 42 days.

DEJULIUS COMES UP BIG IN PHILLY: Junior transfer
David Dejulius poured in a career night at Temple on
Thursday with 26 points on 10-of-18 shooting with four
3-pointers and three steals.

He enters the weekend ranked among AAC leaders in
assists (2nd at 5.1) and assist-to-turnover ratio (3rd

at 2.5-to-1) for the season. He ranks nationally in as-
sist-to-turnover ratio (46th) and assists average (52nd).
He nearly recorded a double-double at SMU (1/7),
grabbing a career-high nine rebounds and handing out a
career-high 12 assists with three turnovers.

The 12 assists were the most by a Bearcat since Steve
Logan dished out a school-record 16 assists vs. Coppin
State during the 2001-02 campaign. Dejulius becomes
only the sixth Bearcat in school history to record 12 or
more assists in a game.

He was named to the AAC Weekly Honor Roll on Dec. 14
after posting 11 points and seven assists at then-No. 12
Tennessee.

WILLIAMS READY TO JOIN 1,000-POINT CLUB: Presea-
son AAC First Team honoree Keith Williams needs nine
points to become the 54th member of UC's 1,000-point
club.

He entered Saturday tied for sixth in the league in
scoring, averaging 15.0 points this season. He also ranks
among league leaders in steals (11th at 1.3) and blocked
shots (T14th at 0.7).

Williams has scored in double figures in nine of 11 games
this season, including each of the last seven.

Williams was named to the AAC Weekly Honor Roll fol-
lowing his performance against UCF (12/22). He posted
his first career double-double with a team-high 19 points
and game-best 10 rebounds against the Knights.

Williams has led the Bearcats in scoring in five of 11
games this season. He scored a game-high 27 points on
10-0f-17 shooting with five rebounds against Furman
(12/9) and accounted for a team-high 18 points with six
rebounds against city-rival Xavier (12/6).

DAVENPORT TRENDING: Sophomore guard Jeremiah
Davenport ranks second on the team in scoring over UC's
past eight games, averaging 12.1 points and 5.8 rebounds
while shooting 45.5 percent (35 of 77) from the field
with a team-best 14 3-pointers. He has scored in double
figures in five of the eight contests.

In his first career start against SMU (1/7), he posted his
first career double-double, matching a career-high with
18 points and grabbing a career-best 10 rebounds while
hitting a trio of 3-pointers.

He posted 18 points at Georgia (12/19) on 6-0f-13
shooting. He hit four 3-pointers and posted 14 points at
then-No. 12 Tennessee (12/12) and tallied 16 points with
seven rebounds and a trio of threes against Tulsa (1/2).
Since the start of AAC play, Davenport ranks among the
AAC leaders in defensive rebounds (8th at 5.0), rebounds
(9th at 6.3) and scoring (20th at 10.8).

HARVEY HONORED: Sophomore guard Zach Harvey was
named to the AAC Weekly Honor Roll on Jan. 11.

Harvey put together his most productive week as a
Bearcat, posting a career-high 19 points on 7-of-10
shooting with four 3-pointers in a 82-76 loss at Wichita
State (1/10). He also tallied 13 points on 4-of-7 shooting
from the floor while making 4 of 5 attempts from the free
throw line in a 76-69 road win at SMU (1/7).

For the week, Harvey led all Bearcats, averaging 16.0
points while shooting 64.7 percent (11 of 17) from the
field and 71.4 percent (5 of 7) from 3-point range.

Since the start of league play, Harvey leads all AAC players
shooting 64.3 percent (9 of 14) from 3-point range while
also ranking among the leaders in field goal percentage
(2nd at .645), 3-pointers made per game (12th at 1.8)
and scoring (18th at 11.6).

CLOSE BUT NOT QUITE: Despite having seven losses this
season, UC has played its opponents closely in nearly
every contest. The Bearcats have been within three
points or less in the final 100 seconds of five of their
seven losses this season.

UC trailed Xavier (70-67 with 1:04 left) and then-No. 12
Tennessee (59-56 with 1:36 left) by three points, USF
(73-71 with 41 seconds left) by two points, UCF (71-70
with 1:04 left) by one point and was tied with Tulsa (63-
63 with 1:30 left).

EASON’S CONTRIBUTIONS GROWING: Freshman Tari
Eason has made an immediate impact on the Bearcats
this season, leading the Bearcats in rebounding in five
games this season.

Entering play Saturday, Eason ranked among AAC leaders
in blocked shots (4th at 1.2), offensive rebounds (8th at
2.1) and rebounds (13th at 5.5).

Eason had a season-high 14 points on 5-of-10 shooting
with five rebounds and four blocks at SMU (1/7).

He posted 13 points, nine rebounds, three assists and two
steals against USF (12/16).

Tarrice
Gibson (1990-93) and AD Jackson (1991-93), who both
were members of UC's 1992 NCAA Final Four team, and
James White (2004-06), who played on two teams that
made NCAA Tournament appearances, earned degrees.
AMONG GREATEST PROGRAMS EVER: Matt Norlander of
(BSSports.com ranked Cincinnati 10th in a ranking of the
68 greatest college basketball programs since the advent
of the NCAA Tournament in 1939.

The Top 25 ranking, which was announced on Nov. 19,
2020, was based on wins and losses, NCAA Tournament
success, conference dominance, NIT titles and the
cultivation of NBA talent.

Entering this season, the Bearcats had compiled a
1542-765 record with 25 regular-season titles, 33 NCAA
Tournament appearances, two national titles, six Final
Four appearances, 434 weeks nationally ranked and 39
Top-60 NBA picks since 1938-39.

UC's ranking places the Bearcats ahead of 70 of 79
programs who are current members of the ACC, BIG EAST,
BIG 12, Big Ten, PAC-12 and SEC.

500TH GAME: UC's Dec. 16 home game against USF
marked Cincinnati's 500th game at Fifth Third Arena. The
Bearcats have registered a 415-85 record (.830 win per-
centage) at the arena since its opening for the 1989-90
campaign. The 2020-21 campaign marks the third season
since Cincinnati's Fifth Third Arena (capacity 12,012)
reopened after a 20-month, privately funded $87-million
renovation prior to 2018-19.

COACHES PICK BEARCATS FOURTH IN AAG;
WILLIAMS AND VOGT HONORED

American Athletic Conference coaches predicted a fourth-
place finish for Cincinnati in the preseason. The Bearcats
were allotted 77 points. Houston was picked as the league
favorite, garnering 99 points, followed by Memphis (30
points) and SMU (80 points). Houston received nine first-
place votes while Memphis gathered the other two.

The predicted order of finish for the remaining AAC teams
follows: USF (61 points), Tulsa (50), Wichita State (44),
UCF (37), East Carolina (34), Temple (18) and Tulane (15).
Senior guard Keith Williams earned preseason First Team
All-AAC honors while senior center Chris Vogt received
Second Team All-AAC accolades.

Williams becomes the sixth Bearcat to earn AAC presea-
son first team all-conference honors since the league
formed prior to 2013-14, joining Sean Kilpatrick (2014),
Octavius Ellis (2016), Troy Caupain (2017), Gary Clark
(2017) and Jarron Cumberland (2019, 2020).

UC’s road win at SMU (1/7) marked the Bearcats’ 100th
AAC victory. UC has won more AAC games than any other
league member since the conference formed prior to the
2013-14 campaign.

The UC men’s basketball program has been a member of
nine leagues (not including three stints as an indepen-
dent) during its 120-year history. The Bearcats have 100
or more conference wins in two other leagues: 128 in the
Missouri Valley Conference (1957-58 through 1969-70)
and 123 in Conference USA (1995-96 through 2004-05).
Cincinnati has claimed three AAC regular-season crowns
(2014, 2018, 2020) and two AAC Tournament titles (2018,
2019) while winning an AAC-best 100 conference games.
Last season, UC head coach Brannen became the first UC
coach since Tay Baker (Missouri Valley Conference) in 1966
to guide the Bearcats to a regular-season league crown in
his first season at the helm.

TEAM ACCOMPLISHMENTS: Cincinnati (20-10, 13-5
American) earned a share of the 2020 American Athletic
Conference men’s basketball regular-season championship
and received the top seed in the 2020 AAC Championship,
March 12-15, at Dickies Arena in Fort Worth, Texas. The
event was canceled due to COVID-19.

The Bearcats compiled a 13-5 league record, winning 10 of
their final 13 conference games to share the regular-sea-
son crown with No. 2 seed Houston and No. 3 seed Tulsa.
UC extended its streak of 20-win campaigns to 10 consec-
utive seasons in 2019-20. It continued the longest streak
since the Bob Huggins era when UC set a school record,
winning 20 or more games for 11 consecutive seasons
(1992-2002). It marked UC's 39th 20-win season.
Cincinnati led the nation, playing in seven overtime games
in 2019-20. The number was also a school and AAC record.
UC also played in four consecutive overtime games at the
end of February, tying for the NCAA record with Jackson-
ville (1982), lllinois State (1985) and Dayton (1988).

UC rallied from a deficit of 10 or more points for the win
in six games in 2019-20, including each of its last two
regular-season games.

TEAM RANKINGS: UC ranked in the top third of the AACin
field goal percentage (2nd at .445), assists (2nd at 14.6),
points (3rd at 72.7), rebounding defense (4th at 34.1),
rebounding margin (4th at +3.6) and blocks (4th at 4.9).
The Bearcats ranked nationally in blocks per game (24th
at 4.9), field goal percentage defense (29th at .398) and
total blocks (30th at 146).

PLAYER ACCOMPLISHMENTS: UC's Jarron Cumberland
and Trevon Scott were named AAC First Team honorees as
voted upon by the league’s coaches.

Scott claimed AAC Defensive Player of the Year, the Most
Improved Player and the Sportsmanship Award.

Jarron Cumberland finished his career as only the fourth
Bearcat in school history to achieve 1,700 points and 400
assists for his career.

Scott became the first UC player to average a double-dou-
ble in a season since Dwight Jones averaged 16.6 points
and 10.1 rebounds in 1982-83.

Scott’s 10.5 rebounds per game in 2013-20 were the most
by a Bearcat since Pat Cummings averaged 11.3 rebounds
during the 1978-79 campaign.

BRANNEN'’S YEARLY COACHING RECORD

CINCINNATI HEAD COACH JOHN BRANNEN

ohn Brannen made an immediate impression in Clifton in 2019-20,

becoming the first Cincinnati head coach since 1966 to win a conference
regular-season championship in his first season on the job, guiding the
Bearcats to a share of the American Athletic Conference title.

The achievement seems to be a pattern for Brannen, who also won reg-
ular-season crowns his last two seasons across the Ohio River at Northern
Kentucky (2018, 2019) before coming to Cincinnati.

The feat also puts Brannen in rare company nationally as one of only six
active coaches to have won a conference regular-season crown in each of
the past three seasons along with Gonzaga's Mark Few (eight consecutive
West Coast Conference titles), Vermont’s John Becker (four American East
Conference titles), New Mexico State’s Chris Jans (three Western Athletic
Conference titles), Michigan State’s Tom Izzo (three Big Ten Conference titles),
and Murray State’s Matt McMahon (three Ohio Valley Conference titles).

Brannen also became the fifth UC coach in history to win a regular-sea-
son conference title in his first year leading the program, joining Frank Rice
(1929 - Buckeye Athletic Association), John Wiethe
(1947 - Mid-American Conference), Ed Jucker (1961 - Missouri Valley Confer-
ence) and Tay Baker (1966 - Missouri Valley Conference).

Brannen, who was named UC's 27th head coach in program history
on Apr. 14, 2019, had served as NKU's head coach since the 2015-2016
season, taking the Norse to unprecedented success as the school’s athletics
department underwent reclassification. Since earning active Division | status
eligibility prior to the start of the 2016-17 season, the Norse men'’s basket-
ball program has compiled a 72-30 overall record, making three consecutive
postseason appearances (NCAA Tournament [2017, 2019], NIT [2018]),
winning back-to-back Horizon League regular-season championships (2018,
2019) and claiming a pair of conference tournament titles (2017, 2019). No
other school in the nation has enjoyed NKU's amount of success in its first
three years with active status at the Division | level.

Brannen, whose coaching career spans 20 seasons, owns a 106-69 career
record as head coach, including a 24-17 mark at Cincinnati. He registered
an 81-51 ledger in four seasons at NKU and a 1-1 mark as Alabama'’s interim
head coach at the end of the 2014-15 campaign.

The 2017 Horizon League Coach of the Year, Brannen led the Norse to a
24-11 record in 2016-17, the Horizon League Tournament title and an appear-
ance in the NCAA Tournament in the school’s first season of active status
eligibility. NKU's win total was an improvement of 15 victories from the
previous season, marking the third-best turnaround in the nation behind

only UCLA and Minnesota.

Brannen guided NKU to a 22-10 mark, the Horizon League regular-season
championship and an NIT appearance in 2017-18. NKU posted a Division
I-era record 26 wins with eight losses in 2018-19, claiming the league
regular-season championship and tournament title and its second NCAA

Tournament appearance in three years.

Brannen's players earned 10 Horizon League postseason accolades at
NKU, highlighted by Drew McDonald receiving league player of the year
honors in 2019. NKU finished 2018-19 ranked 11th in the nation in both

total assists (592) and assists per game (16.9). The Norse also ranked
nationally in field goal shooting percentage (27th at .478), scoring margin
(28th at +9.6), assist-to-turnover ratio (32nd at 1.34), three-point shoot-
ing defense (34th at .314), rebound margin (43rd at +4.5) and scoring
offense (44th at 78.5 points).

Brannen came to NKU after spending six seasons (2010-2015) at
Alabama coaching under Anthony Grant, four as an assistant coach and
two as the associate head coach. The Crimson Tide made four postseason
appearances during his stay. Alabama finished as the runners up at the 2011
NIT, posting a 25-12 overall mark and winning the Southeastern Conference
West Division title. The Crimson Tide made an NCAA Tournament appearance
the following season and later advanced to the NIT quarterfinals in 2013 and
the second round of the NIT in 2015. Brannen served as interim head coach
for Alabama’s two games in the 2015 NIT. While in Tuscaloosa, Brannen
helped sign Alabama’s 2011 recruiting class that ranked fifth in the nation
according to Rivals.com.

Prior to Alabama, Brannen served as an assistant coach at VCU for three
seasons (2007-09) under Anthony Grant, helping lead the Rams to three
20-win campaigns, two NCAA Tournament appearances (2007, 2009) and a
showing in the NIT (2008). The 2007 squad posted a 28-7 mark, upsetting
Duke in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

Brannen helped recruit Larry Sanders, who later was drafted by Milwaukee
as the 15th pick in the 2010 NBA draft and also helped recruit four of VCU's
five starters on its 2011 Final Four team.

Brannen also was an assistant coach at St. Bonaventure (2004-06)
for three seasons, Eastern Kentucky (2001-2003) for three seasons and
Charleston for the 1999-2000 campaign.

A native of nearby Alexandria, Kentucky, Brannen attended Newport Cen-
tral Catholic High School. He began his collegiate playing career at Morehead
State before transferring to Marshall for his final two seasons, playing for
head coaches Billy Donovan (1996) and Greg White (1997).

Brannen was a first team All-Southern Conference selection as a senior
at Marshall in 1996-97 when he led the league in scoring, averaging 20.9
points. He scored 1,008 points in two seasons with the Thundering Herd and
still ranks among the school’s top 25 players in career free throw percentage
(.777), career three-pointers made (14th at 135), career three-point shoot-
ing percentage (14th at .386), single-season scoring (12th with 605 points
in 1996-97) and single-season scoring average (23rd with 20.9 points
during 1996-97).

A Rhodes Scholar finalist, Brannen received scholarships from both the
NCAA and Southern Conference. He earned a degree in business manage-
ment from Marshall in 1997. He was inducted into the Marshall University
Athletics Hall of Fame in September 2019.

Following his time at Marshall, Brannen played two seasons of profes-
sional basketball in Belgium’s First Division before beginning his coaching
career.

Brannen and his wife Lisa live in Northern Kentucky and are the proud
parents of twin daughters, Jaylee and Katelyn.
