The Bearcats won for the sixth time in their past seven
games Tuesday, earning an 82-73 win over Vermont at
Fifth Third Arena. Keith Williams scored a career-high

23 points. Jaevin Cumberland hit five 3-pointers on his
way to 21 points. Trevon Scott registered his second
double-double of the season with 13 points and a game-
high 12 rebounds.

Xavier extended its home win streak to 10 games
Wednesday with an 84-71 victory over Green Bay at

the Cintas Center. Five players scored in double figures
led by Naji Marshall’s 24 points. Tyrique Jones added a
double-double with 14 points and 14 rebounds.
Cincinnati leads the all-time series 51-35 after claiming a
62-47 win over the Musketeers last season at Fifth Third
Arena.

SCOUTING XAVIER

Xavier won for the eighth time in nine games this season
with an 84-71 home win over Green Bay on Wednesday.
The Musketeers features three players averaging double
figures led by Naji Marshall (15.4 points, 5.8 rebounds and
3.8 assists). The junior forward was a preseason first team
All-BIG EAST honoree.

Junior guard Paul Scruggs (15.1 points, 4.3 rebounds and
1.6 3-pointers per game) has been named to the BIG EAST
Honor Roll twice this season.

Senior forward Tyrique Jones (14.2 points, 9.4 rebounds,
55.8 FG%) has recorded double-doubles in four of the last
five games.

Xavier was picked to finish third in the BIG EAST in a
preseason poll of the league’s coaches, behind Seton Hall
and Villanova.

Xavier head coach Travis Steele is in his second season
leading the program. He has been a member of the
coaching staff since the start of the 2008-09 campaign.

Saturday’s Skyline Chili Crosstown Shootout marks the
87th meeting between two schools located four miles
apart in the Queen City.

Cincinnati owns a 51-35 advantage in the series that
started in 1928. The Bearcats own a 35-19 lead at neutral
sites and 11-6 edge on its campus. Xavier owns a 7-1lead
at Cintas Center and leads 10-4 all-time on its campus.
The home team has won eight of the last 10 in the series.

The two schoals first met in a game scheduled after the
conclusion of the 1927-28 season to dedicate Xavier's
Schmidt Fieldhouse. It was 15 years (1942-43) before they
met again. Following anather pause, the schools began
playing on an annual basis in 1945-46 and have played
every year since.

In 1948-49 and 1949-50, XU and UC played each other
during the regular season and met again in the season-
ending Cincinnati Invitational Tournament.

While the tournament was discontinued after 1949-50,
the schools played twice a season for the next eight years.
The series was deadlocked at four wins each after the first
eight clashes, but UC won the next three games (March 18,
1950 - March 8, 1951) and has led the series since.

UC held a 12-10 advantage before launching a 12-game
win streak (Feb. 13, 1957 - March 3, 1967), and from the
mid-1950s to the late 1970s, the Bearcats captured 22 of
24 clashes.

Since the schools went to playing just once a year in
1958-59, UC and XU have played 28 times when one or
both of the schools were ranked nationally in the AP poll;
UC owns a 15-13 record in those games. UC was ranked
No. 1in four of those games (1999-00; 1996-97; 1962-63;
1959-60).

Mick Cronin is the last coach on either side to win his first
game in the matchup, 67-57 on Dec. 13, 2006 at Fifth
Third Arena. The win snapped a six-game losing streak by
rookie head coach in the series.

In his only previous meeting with Xavier, John Brannen’s
first Northern Kentucky squad dropped a 78-66 decision
to the No. 23 Musketeers on Nov. 23, 2015 at the Cintas
Center. It marked NKU's first season at the Division | level.
Cincinnati has eight scholarship players on its 2019-

20 roster who have never played in the Skyline Chili
Crosstown Shootout.

UC senior guard Jarron Cumberland is averaging 16.3
points and 2.3 3-pointers in three games against Xavier.

CINCINNATI (AP)- Jarron Cumberland scored 19 points,
and Cincinnati (9-1) used its front-line advantage to shut
down Xavier's inside game and beat the Musketeers 62-47
in the annual Skyline Chili Crosstown Shootout.

JARRON CUMBERLAND’S 20-POINT GAMES: Senior
guard Jarron Cumberland has scored 20 or more points in
twice this season and 22 times during his career, the most
by a Bearcat since Sean Kilpatrick ( 2011-14) registered 32
during his career.

He scored a game-high 23 points in the Bearcats’ win over
Illinois State (11/22). He accounted for seven of UC’s final

He scored five of UC's 12 points in the extra period against
UNLV on Saturday.

FREE THROWS GALORE: Cincinnati ranked seventh in the
nation entering Wednesday with 222 free throw attempts
this season.

UC has attempted more free throws than its opponent in
each of the last six games (187-95).

The Bearcats shot 55 free throws against Bowling Green
(11/24). 1t tied for the third most attempts in a single
game in school history. The Bearcats also attempted 55
free throws against UAB during the 1997-98 season. The
single-game school record is 59 against Arkansas-Pine
Bluff during 2015-16.

THREE OT GAMES IN A ROW: Cincinnati played three
overtime games in a row from Nov. 24 through Nov. 30
posting a 2-1 mark.

It mark the most consecutive overtimes played in school
history and fell one short of tying the NCAA record set

by Jacksonville (1982), lllinois State (1985) and Dayton
(1988).

During the stretch the Bearcats split a pair of overtime
decisions at the Paradise Jam. UC fell to Bowling Green
91-84 in OT in the semifinals before outlasting Valparaiso
81-77 in OT in the third-place game. The Bearcats re-
turned home and had to hold off UNLV 71-65 in an extra
period.

Cincinnati saw its modest four-game win streak in
overtime contests end when it suffered a 91-84 setback
to Bowling Green (11/24). It ranked as the sixth longest
active overtime win streak in the nation.

The Bearcats have won six of their last seven overtime
games since dropping a 104-97 decision to UConn in

four overtimes during the quarterfinals of the 2016 AAC

SUCCESS AT NORTHERN KENTUCKY

John Brannen served as Northern Kentucky University’s
head coach for four season (2015-2016 to 2018-19),
taking the Norse to unprecedented success as the
school’s athletics department underwent reclassifica-
tion. The school gained Division | status prior to the
start of the 2016-17 season and the men'’s basketball
program preceded to compiled a 72-30 overall record the
following three seasons under Brannen, making three
consecutive postseason appearances (NCAA Tournament
[2017, 2019], NIT [2018]), winning back-to-back Horizon

League regular-season championships (2018, 2019) and
claiming a pair of conference tournament titles (2017,
2019). No other school in the nation has enjoyed NKU's
amount of success in its first three years.

In all, Brannen registered an 81-51 ledger in four seasons
at Northern Kentucky.

The 2017 Horizon League Coach of the Year, Brannen

led the Norse to a 24-11 record in 2016-17, the Horizon
League Tournament title and an appearance in the

NCAA Tournament in the school’s first season of active
status eligibility. NKU's win total was an improvement

of 15 victories from the previous season, marking the
third-best turnaround in the nation behind only UCLA
and Minnesota.

Brannen guided NKU to a 22-10 mark in 2017-18, the
Horizon League regular-season championship and the NIT.
During the 2018-19 season, NKU posted a Division |-era
record 26 wins with eight losses, claiming the league
regular-season championship and tournament title and
its second NCAA Tournament appearance in three years.
Brannen’s players earned 10 Horizon League postseason
accolades at NKU, highlighted by Drew McDonald receiv-
ing league player of the year honors a year ago.

NKU finished 2018-19 ranked 11th in the nation in

both total assists (592) and assists per game (16.9).

The Norse also ranked nationally in field goal shooting
percentage (27th at .478), scoring margin (28th at +9.6),
assist-to-turnover ratio (32nd at 1.34), three-point shoot-
ing defense (34th at .314), rebound margin (43rd at +4.5)
and scoring offense (44th at 78.5 points).

FIFTH THIRD ARENA

»

Cincinnati has sold out season tickets for the second con-
secutive season since Fifth Third Arena (capacity 12,012)
reopened after a 20-month, privately funded $87-million
renovation prior to the 2018-19 season.

UC averaged 11,256 fans per game last season, ranking
29th in the nation and the highest at Fifth Third Arena
since 2003-04 (12,237).

The Bearcats have registered a 405-81 record (.833 win
percentage) at the arena since its opening for the 1989-
90 campaign. UC was 16-2 at home in 2018-19.

While Fifth Third Arena was undergoing renovation during
the 2017-18 season, Cincinnati played its home schedule
at BB&T Arena on the campus of Northern Kentucky
University where current UC head coach John Brannen was
mentoring the Norse.

BEARCAT POINTS OF PRIDE

Cincinnati is one of six schools in the nation to have
appeared in the last nine NCAA Tournaments, joining Duke,
Gonzaga, Kansas, Michigan State and North Carolina.
Cincinnati's 33 NCAA Tournament appearances are tied for
12th most in the nation.

UC ranks 13th in the nation for most wins (1,822).
Cincinnati's 2017-18 squad tied the school record for wins
in a season with 31. The Bearcats posted 30 wins in back-
to-back seasons (2016-17 and 2017-18) for the first time
in school history. UC has won 26 or more games in five of
the last eight seasons and has won at least 22 games in
each of the last nine seasons.

Since the 2011-12 academic year, 24 of 27 UC men’s
basketball seniors have graduated including 15 straight.
Redshirt senior Trevon Scott graduated in December 2018.

ohn Brannen was named the 27th head coach in University of

Cincinnati men’s basketball history on April 14, 2019.

Brannen had served as Northern Kentucky University’s head coach since
the 2015-2016 season, taking the Norse to unprecedented success as the
school’s athletics department underwent reclassification. Since earning
active Division | status eligibility prior to the start of the 2016-17 season,
the Norse men’s basketball program has compiled a 72-30 overall record,
making three consecutive postseason appearances (NCAA Tournament
[2017, 2019], NIT [2018]), winning back-to-back Horizon League regu-
lar-season championships (2018, 2019) and claiming a pair of conference
tournament titles (2017, 2019). No other school in the nation has enjoyed
NKU’s amount of success in its first three years with active status at the
Division | level.

Brannen, whose coaching career spans 20 seasons, owns an 88-54 ca-
reer record as head coach, including a 6-2 mark at Cincinnati. He registered
an 81-51 ledger in four seasons at NKU and a 1-1 mark as Alabama'’s interim
head coach at the end of the 2014-15 campaign.

The 2017 Horizon League Coach of the Year, Brannen led the Norse to
a 24-11record in 2016-17, the Horizon League Tournament title and an
appearance in the NCAA Tournament in the school’s first season of active
status eligibility. NKU's win total was an improvement of 15 victories from
the previous season, marking the third-best turnaround in the nation
behind only UCLA and Minnesota.

Brannen guided NKU to a 22-10 mark, the Horizon League regular-sea-
son championship and an NIT appearance in 2017-18. Last season, NKU
posted a Division |-era record 26 wins with eight losses, claiming the
league regular-season championship and tournament title and its second
NCAA Tournament appearance in three years.

Brannen's players earned 10 Horizon League postseason accolades at
NKU, highlighted by Drew McDonald receiving league player of the year
honors a year ago. NKU finished 2018-19 ranked 11th in the nation in both
total assists (592) and assists per game (16.9). The Norse also ranked
nationally in field goal shooting percentage (27th at .478), scoring margin
(28th at +9.6), assist-to-turnover ratio (32nd at 1.34), three-point shoot-
ing defense (34th at .314), rebound margin (43rd at +4.5) and scoring
offense (44th at 78.5 points).

Brannen came to NKU after spending six seasons (2010-2015) at Ala-
bama coaching under Anthony Grant, four as an assistant coach and two
as the associate head coach. The Crimson Tide made four postseason ap-
pearances during his stay. Alabama finished as the runners up at the 2011
NIT, posting a 25-12 overall mark and winning the Southeastern Conference
West Division title. The Crimson Tide made an NCAA Tournament appear-
ance the following season and later advanced to the NIT quarterfinals in
2013 and the second round of the NIT in 2015. Brannen served as interim
head coach for Alabama’s two games in the 2015 NIT. While in Tuscaloosa,
Brannen helped sign Alabama’s 2011 recruiting class that ranked fifth in the
nation according to Rivals.com.

CINCINNATI HEAD COACH JOHN BRANNEN

Prior to Alabama, Brannen served as an assistant coach at VCU for three
seasons (2007-09) under Anthony Grant, helping lead the Rams to three
20-win campaigns, two NCAA Tournament appearances (2007, 2009)
and a showing in the NIT (2008). The 2007 squad posted a 28-7 mark,
upsetting Duke in the first round of the NCAA Tournament. Brannen helped
recruit Larry Sanders, who later was drafted by Milwaukee as the 15th pick
in the 2010 NBA draft and also helped recruit four of VCU's five starters on
its 2011 Final Four team.

Brannen also was an assistant coach at St. Bonaventure (2004-06)
for three seasons, Eastern Kentucky (2001-2003) for three seasons and
Charleston for the 2000 campaign.

A native of nearby Alexandria, Ky., Brannen attended Newport Central
Catholic High School. He began his collegiate playing career at Morehead
State before transferring to Marshall for his final two seasons, playing for
head coaches Billy Donovan (1996) and Greg White (1997).

Brannen was a first team All-Southern Conference selection as a senior
at Marshall in 1996-97 when he led the league in scoring, averaging 20.9
points. He scored 1,008 points in two seasons with the Thundering Herd
and still ranks among the school’s top 25 players in career free throw
percentage (.777), career three-pointers made (14th at 135), career three-
point shooting percentage (14th at .386), single-season scoring (12th with
605 points in 1996-97) and single-season scoring average (23rd with 20.9
points during 1996-97).

A Rhodes Scholar finalist, Brannen received scholarships from both the
NCAA and Southern Conference. He earned a degree in business manage-
ment from Marshall in 1997. He was inducted into the Marshall University
Athletics Hall of Fame in September 2019.

Following his time at Marshall, Brannen played two seasons of profes-
sional basketball in Belgium’s First Division before beginning his coaching
career.

Brannen and his wife Lisa live in Northern Kentucky and are the proud
parents of twin daughters, Jaylee and Katelyn.
