NO— the only permissible use of a student athlete’s name / photo is on the camp counselor sec-
tion of the camp brochure. Additionally, no photos of PSA aged campers can be included in mar-

keting the camp.

12.5.1.6 Camps. An institutional or privately owned camp may use a student-athlete's name, picture
and institutional affiliation only in the camp counselor section in its camp brochure to identify the

student-athlete as a staff member. A student-athlete's name or picture may not be used in any other
way to directly advertise or promote the camp
