CINCINNATI STORYLINES

» A BIG EAST Conference Player of the Year candidate,
Sean Kilpatrick ranks among league leaders
(through Feb. 9) in scoring (fourth at 18.2 points)
and three-pointers made (second with 2.63). )
Kilpatrick has led UC in scoring in each of the last
six contests while being the game’s high scorer five
times. During the stretch Kilpatrick is averaging
21.0 points while shooting 40.0 percent from the »
field (40 of 100). He also has made a team-high 22
three-pointers and swiped a team-best eight steals
while averaging 4.7 rebounds.

Cashmere Wright is four steals shy of the school
record. The senior has 186 steals, trailing only David »
“Puffy” Kennedy (189 from 1977-81).

Wright is also only nine games away from becoming
the all-time leader in games played. He has played
in 129 contests in his career entering Tuesday,
trailing former teammate and current record holder »
Dion Dixon (137 from 2009-12).

» Titus Rubles leads the Bearcats in rebounding (6.0
rpg), is second in assists (2.22 apg) and ranks
fourth in scoring (6.4 points).

Rubles has led UC in rebounding in nine games this
season and grabbed eight or more rebounds nine
times. He also has made 21 of his last 26 free-throw
attempts (80.9 percent) over the last six games.
The Bearcats rank among the best shot-blocking
teams in the BIG EAST and the country entering the
week. UC ranks third in the BIG EAST (6.42 through
Feb. 9) and seventh in the nation (6.6 through Feb.
7) in blocks per game.

UC's 154 blocks this season are tied for sixth most
in school history with the 2001-02 squad. The
Bearcats' 6.42 block per game currently rank third

in school history behind the 2004-05 squad (6.85)
and the 1999-2000 team (6.76).

The Bearcats have been out-rebounded in only three
of 24 games this season.

PREVIEWING THE GAME

» The University of Cincinnati men's basketball team looks to

snap a two-game losing streak Tuesday when it plays host
to Villanova at Fifth Third Arena. The game tips at 8 p.m. ET
and will be televised on the BIG EAST Network locally by FOX
Sports Ohio. It also can be heard on 700 WLW-AM.

» UC (18-6, 6-5 BIG EAST) dropped a 62-52 decision to No. 23
Pittsburgh at Fifth Third Arena on Saturday. Sean Kilpatrick
led UCin scoring for the sixth consecutive game pouring in
a game-high 16 points. Titus Rubles added eight points and
eight rebounds. JaQuon Parker had seven points.

Villanova (15-9, 6-5 BIG EAST) won its second consecutive

game by claiming a 68-40 home win against USF on

Saturday. Darrun Hilliard scored a game-high 17 points while

JayVaughn Pinkston tallied 10 points and five rebounds.

Mouphtaou Yarou added nine points and 10 rebounds.

» Cincinnati won both meetings last season: an 82-78 home
win on Jan. 14 and a 72-68 decision at Villanova in the
regular-season finale on March 3. Villanova owns a 6-3 lead
overall in the series, including a 3-2 lead in Cincinnati.

SCOUTING VILLANOVA

» Villanova comes to Fifth Third Arena on Tuesday having won
two in a row and four of its last six contests. Last week the
Wildcats won a pair of games by more that 20 points at
DePaul (94-710n Feb. 5) and at home against USF (68-40
on Feb. 9).

» Three Wildcats average double figures in scoring: JayVaughn
Pinkston (1.5 points per game), Darrun Hilliard (11.7) and
Ryan Arcidiacono (11.3).

» Arcidiacono ranks among the BIG EAST leaders in three-
pointers per game (sixth at 2.04), free-throw shooting (ninth
at 811 percent) and assists (14th at 3.38).

» Mouphtaou Yarou ranks ninth in the league, averaging 6.8
rebounds.

» Villanova ranks among the top teams in the BIG EAST
in three-pointers per game (fourth at 6.50), free-throw
shooting (fourth at 71.9 percent), rebounding (fourth at 37.7
per game) and rebounding margin (fifth at +4.0).

THE VILLANOVA SERIES

» Villanova leads the series 6-3. The Wildcats lead 3-2 in
Cincinnati and 3-1in Philadelphia. The teams have not
played a neutral site contest in series history.

» The Bearcats won both meetings last season and are looking
for their first three-game win streak in series history. The
victories last season snapped a three-game losing streak in
the series for UC.

» Both UC wins last season (82-78 at UC on Jan. 14 and 72-68

at Villanova on March 3) were decided by a four-point margin.

LAST SEASON’S MEETINGS

» CINCINNATI (JAN. 14, 2012) - Dion Dixon scored 22 points
to lead four Bearcats in double figures as Cincinnati overcame
Maalik Wayns' 39-point performance, rallying for an 82-78
victory over Villanova.

» Yancy Gates had 16 points and nine rebounds while Sean
Kilpatrick added 14 points and Cashmere Wright contributed
11 points and six steals for Cincinnati, off to its best start in
league play since it joined the BIG EAST in 2005-06.

» The Bearcats swiped 10 steals, forced 17 Wildcat turnovers
and committed only three turnovers in the game.

» Villanova's Wayns set a Fifth Third Arena record for points by
an opponent shooting 12-of-22 from the field and 6-of-13
from three-point range while grabbing 13 rebounds.

» The Wildcats shot 64 percent in the first half making 10-0f-16
three-point attempts before struggling in the second half on
2-0f-14 shooting beyond the arc.

UC overcame an eight-point deficit early in the second half
and pulled even at 51-51 with 14:29 left after three baskets
from Gates and a three-pointer by Wright. The teams were
tied eight more times with neither team leading by more than
three points over the next nine minutes.

The Bearcats took the lead for good when JaQuon Parker
drove the lane, scored and converted a conventional three-
point play to give UC a 71-68 lead at 5:01. Dixon and Wright
scored four points each inside the last five minutes and UC
made 6-of-8 free throws in the final 30 seconds.
VILLANOVA (March 3, 2012) - four Bearcats scored in
double figures led by Yancy Gates, who scored 16 points and
nine rebounds and Dion Dixon, who netted 14 points and a
trio of three-pointers as Cincinnati topped Villanova 72-68 in
the regular-season finale for both teams.

Sean Kilpatrick had 13 points, JaQuon Parker added 11 points
and Cashmere Wright contributed nine points, a career-high
seven steals, six assists and five rebounds.

Maalik Wayns led Villanova with 26 points and five three-
pointers.

UC used a 16-2 run midway through the first half to grab

a 20-11 lead at 11:33. Gates scored 10 points and Kilpatrick
added nine to give the Bearcats a 40-32 lead at intermission.
Villanova slowly chipped away at UC's lead and took a 53-52
lead on a three-point play by Maurice Sutton at 10:09.

But three-pointers by Kilpatrick and Parker inside five
minutes left helped give UC some cushion. Free throws by
Dixon and Parker with less than 30 seconds remaining helped
seal the win.

RECENT SUCCESS IN THE BIG EAST
» Since the start of the 2010-11 season Cincinnati is tied

with Pittsburgh for third in the league with 70 overall
wins, behind only Syracuse (80) and Louisville (73).
The Bearcats are tied with Louisville and Georgetown
for fourth in the conference with 29 league wins behind
Syracuse (36), Notre Dame (34) and Marquette (31).

NATIONAL RANKING

» UC enters the week of Feb. 11 listed just outside the
Top 25 in both the AP poll (28th) and the USA Today
poll (26th).

» Prior to this week, UC had been ranked in the AP Top 25
pollin all but one week (Jan. 14) this season. The Bearcats
had been ranked in the USA Today poll in every poll since
the preseason poll (receiving votes).

» The Bearcats were ranked in the USA Today poll for 13
consecutive weeks prior to the lastest poll, the longest
stretch since being ranked for 17 consecutive weeks to end
the 2003-04 season.

» The highest rankings for the Bearcats this season came
at No. 8 in both polls on Dec. 24. It marked the highest
ranking during head coach Mick Cronin’s seven years at
Cincinnati and the highest since the 10th week of the
2003-04 season when UC was listed seventh by the USA
Today poll and eighth by the Associated Press poll.

» The highest ranking under Cronin prior to this season was
at No. 19 in the fifth AP poll of the 2009-10 season and
No. 18 in the final USA Today poll taken last season.

NATIONAL NUMBERS

» Cincinnati ranks among the nation’s top 30 teams in
five categories through Feb. 7 statistics: blocks (seventh
at 6.6); rebounding margin (11th at +8.3); field-goal
percentage defense (13th at .376) and scoring margin
(24th at +12.7) and scoring defense (27th at 58.6 points).

» Individually, Cheikh Mbodj ranks 26th in blocks, averaging
2.48 while Sean Kilpatrick ranks 37th in scoring at 18.3
points per game.

THE TERRIFICTRIO

» The guard trio of junior Sean Kilpatrick and seniors
Cashmere Wright and JaQuon Parker entered the season
as arguably one of the best backcourt trios in the BIG
EAST Conference and leads the Bearcats attack this
season.

» The trio accounts for 85.7 percent of UC's three-pointers
(144 of 168); 59.1 percent of its scoring (1,000 of 1,692
points); 51.4 percent of its assists (163 of 317) and 50.6
percent of its steals (30 of 178).

» Kilpatrick ranks among the BIG EAST Conference leaders
(through Feb. 9) in scoring (fourth at 18.2 points) and
three-pointers made (second with 2.63).

» Wright ranks among the league leaders in seven
categories (through Feb. 9): three-pointers made (fourth
with 2.26); three-point shooting (14th at 374 percent);
steals (eighth at 1.74); assist-to-turnover ratio (12th at
1.67-to-1); free-throw shooting (eighth at 81.3 percent;
scoring (18th at 13.5 points) and assists (15th at 3.35).

» Parker is 10th in the league in three-point shooting at
39.7 percent.

KILPATRICK LEADING BEARCAT ATTACK

» One of the BIG EAST Conference’s top scorers, Sean
Kilpatrick continues to lead the Bearcats’ offensive attack.

» Recently, the junior has raised his production. Kilpatrick
has led UC in scoring in each of the last six contests while
being the game’s high scorer five times. He is averaging
21.0 points during the stretch while shooting 40.0 percent
from the field (40 of 100). He also has made a team-high
22 three-pointers and swiped a team-best eight steals
while averaging 4.7 rebounds.

» Among Kilpatrick's top efforts during the stretch, he
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netted a career-high 36 points on 11 of 23 shooting with
five three-pointers and 9-of-10 shooting from the foul
line against then-No. 25 Marquette (Jan. 19). His game-
winning basket with 4.3 seconds left gave the Bearcats a
71-69 overtime win over the Golden Eagles.

His 36 point-effort against Marquette is a school-record
for points scored in a BIG EAST game.

Kilpatrick has scored 20 or more points in eight games
this season, including three times in UC's last seven
games. He also has made five or more three-pointers in
three of the last six games.

His performance on the court this season hasn't gone
unrecognized. Kilpatrick has been honored by the league
six times with two player of the week awards and four
weekly honor roll selections.

KILPATRICK NAMED TO MIDSEASON
TOP 25 JOHN R. WOODEN AWARD LIST

» Sean Kilpatrick was named to the John R. Wooden Award
Midseason Top 25 list by the Los Angeles Athletic Club on
Jan. 10.

Named a preseason first team All-BIG EAST selection by
the league’s coaches, Kilpatrick has won weekly honors
from the conference four times this season, including
player of the week accolades on Nov. 26.

The midseason list, selected by the Wooden Award
National Advisory Board, recognizes those student-
athletes who, based on their performances during
November, December and early January, are frontrunners
for the most prestigious individual honor in college
basketball.

Kilpatrick is one of five student-athletes selected from the
BIG EAST - most of any conference - along with Michael
Carter-Williams of Syracuse, Jack Cooley of Notre Dame,
Otto Porter of Georgetown and Russ Smith of Louisville.
He was also one of six juniors named to the list.

The Wooden Award is bestowed upon the nation’s best
player at institution of higher education who has proven
to his university that he is making progress toward
graduation and maintains a minimum cumulative 2.0 GPA.
The Wooden Award All-American Team, consisting of

the nation’s top 10 players, will be announced the week
of the “Elite Eight” round of the NCAA Tournament. The
John R. Wooden Award Player of the Year presented by
Wendy's will be announced on ESPN during the Final
Four Weekend in Atlanta. The 2013 Wooden Award Gala
presented by Wendy's will take place April 11-13 at The Los
Angeles Athletic Club. The Gala will honor the Men’s and
Women's Wooden Award winners, All Americans and the
Legends of Coaching Award winner, Kansas Head Coach
Bill Self.

KILPATRICK ON NAISMITH WATCH LIST T0O: Kilpatrick
also was the Naismith Early Season Watch List (announced
by the Atlanta Tipoff Club on Nov. 13).

The 50-player Naismith watch list was compiled by the
Atlanta Tipoff Club’s Board of Selectors, which based its
criteria on player performances from the previous year and
expectations for the 2012-2013 college basketball season. The
Naismith Men’s College Player of the Year presented by AT&T
will be awarded on April 7, 2013 in Atlanta.

In late February, the Atlanta Tipoff Club’s Board of Selectors
will compile a mid-season team of the top 30 players in the
nation. Then in March, the Naismith Trophy voting academy
will narrow the list to the four finalists.

WRIGHT IN FINAL SEASON
OF STANDOUT CAREER

» Entering the middle of February, Cashmere Wright
continues to make his case as one of the elite players in
program history.

Wright is the only player in school history to tally at least
1,000 career points as well as 450 assists and 175 steals.
He currently ranks second in career steals (186), fourth in
career assists (453) and 29th in career points (1,209) at
Cincinnati.

Wright is within reach of the school record for career
steals (needs four), trailing only David “Puffy” Kennedy
(189 from 1977-81).

Wright is also only nine games shy of becoming the all-
time leader in games played. He is currently tied with four
other players in seventh place with 129 games played.

He has recorded at least one assist in 118 of his 129 career
games played. He has had at least one assist in 99 of his
last 103 games. He did not hand out an assist against
Syracuse on Jan. 21, snapping a string of 28 games.

He has committed three or more turnovers in a game only
seven times this season.

Wright has started 91 of Cincinnati's last 94 games dating
back to 2010-11 and has played in 129 of a possible 131
career games, He sat out against Marquette (Jan. 19),
snapping a streak of 24 consecutive starts. He did not
play against Notre Dame as a redshirt freshman on Jan.
26, 2010, a span of 107 games played.

Before missing the Marquette game with a sprained right
knee, Wright was averaging 16.8 points, 4.0 assists and
2.0 steals while shooting 50.8 percent from the field (33
of 65) and 40.0 percent from three-point range (14 of
35) over his previous six games.

Wright set UC's single-season record for steals last year
with 74 (35th nationally) and has 39 steals this season.

NEWCOMER CONTRIBUTIONS

» Titus Rubles has performed well in his first season at UC.
The junior transfer forward has played in every game this
season with five starts. He leads the team in rebounding
(6.0 rpg), is second in assists (2.22 apg) and ranks fourth
in scoring (6.4 points).
Rubles has led UC in rebounding in nine games this
season and grabbed eight or more rebounds nine times.
He recorded his first double-double as a Bearcat against
Marquette (Jan. 19) with 12 points and 10 rebounds,
making a season-high 10 of 12 free throws.
» Rubles has made 21 of his last 26 free-throw attempts

(80.9 percent) over the last six games.

A DEFENSE THAT FRUSTRATES

» Cincinnati’s defense has performed well through 24
games this season, limiting opponents to only 37.8
percent shooting from the field - third in the BIG EAST
and 13th in the nation (at 37.6 percent through Feb. 7).
The Bearcats have allowed 70 or more points in only three
games and have surrendered 60 or more points only 10
times this season.
UC opponents are scoring 11.65 points below their average
this season when playing the Bearcats. In league play,
opponents are averaging 12.27 points below their average.

UC also has
held foes below 30 percent shooting from three-point
range 13 times.
For the first time since joining the BIG EAST prior to
the start of the 2005-06 season, UC held a league foe
without a three-pointer when Pittsburgh went 0 of 10
from beyond the arc on Dec. 31.
UC allowed a season-low zero fast break points at Rutgers
on Jan.12.

RETURN TO SENDER

» The Bearcats rank among the best shot-blocking teams in
the BIG EAST and the country entering the week. UC ranks
third in the BIG EAST (6.42 through Feb. 9) and seventh in
the nation (6.6 through Feb. 7) in blocks per game.
The Bearcats have 154 blocks in 24 games and are on
pace for 199 blocks by the end of the regular season.
UC has blocked eight or more shots in 11 games this
season, a feat that was accomplished seven times all of
last season when the Bearcats recorded 170 blocks - a
single-season high for the Cronin era.
The Bearcats are 10-0 this season when recording eight or
more blocks in a game.
Cheikh Mbodj is second in the league (2.42 through Feb.
9) and 26th in the nation (2.48 through Feb. 7), in blocks.
Mbaodj has 58 blocks on the season after posting 19
blocks in 28 games last season. Justin Jackson (seventh at
1.30 bpg) and David Nyarsuk (13th at 1.13 bpg) and also
rank among the league leaders.
Cheikh Mbodj had a career-high and Allstate Arena record
seven blocks at DePaul on Jan. 15.
Justin Jackson recorded a season-high seven blacks
against Rutgers (Jan. 30). The effort matched Cheikh

UC posted 12 blocks in back-to-back games (at DePaul
and at home against Marquette). The last time UC had
double-digit block numbers in consecutive games came
in 2004: 13 vs. Miami (Ohio) on Dec. 27 and 10 vs.
Longwood on Dec. 30.

The Bearcats rank 11th in the nation in rebounding margin
at +8.3 in statistics through Feb. 7. UC has out-rebounded
20 of its 24 opponents this season. The Bearcats had

an equal number of rebounds against Marquette (41)

on Jan. 19. UC leads the BIG EAST in rebounding offense
(41.5) and is tied with Pittsburgh for the league lead in
rebounding margin (+8.0) through Feb. 9.

The Bearcats are 42-2 when scoring 70 or more points in
a game since the start of the 2010-11 season.

UC head coach Mick Cronin earned his 200th career
coaching victory when the Bearcats claimed a 65-53 win
at Seton Hall on Feb. 2. Cronin posted a 69-24 three-year
record at Murray State and has registered a 131-94 mark
in seven seasons at Cincinnati.

The UC men’s basketball team will continue to wear
special edition “Black Out” adidas uniforms on occasion
this season. Designed and developed by adidas, the new
Cincinnati uniforms feature solid color blocking of team
logos, word marks and numbers with minimal accent
color and shimmer finish for a bold on-court look. The
monochromatic uniforms are a nod to team unity and
pride for the Bearcats’ team colors. The uniform design

is similar in spirit to those worn by select NBA teams on
Christmas Day.

UC was one of the last five Division | teams in the nation
to start the season undefeated (along with Arizona, Duke,
Michigan and Wyoming). The Bearcats won their first 12
games of the season for the eighth time in school history.
The 2010-11 squad started the year 15-0 en route to a
26-11 mark and NCAA tournament berth, head coach Mick
Cronin’s first at UC.

The Bearcats have won 11 games by at least 10 points,
including eight contests by 15 or more points. UC was
ranked 24th in the nation in scoring margin at 12.7 points
(through Feb. 7).

Kilpatrick set the school record making 16 free throws
without a miss in the lowa State game on Nov. 23. The
previous mark for most free throws in a game without

a miss was 14 by Oscar Robertson vs. Xavier during the
1957-58 season and 14 by Bobby Brannen vs. Southern
Mississippi during the 1997-98 campaign.

Cincinnati set the school record with 23 steals in its 87-53
win over Arkansas-Little Rock on Dec. 6.

UC's 93-39 win over North Carolina AGT on Nov. 18

marked the Bearcats’ largest margin of victory (54 points)
since the 1995 season (63 points Dec. 19, 1994 vs. Cal-
State Northridge).

PITTSBURGH RECAP

» The 17th-ranked UC men’s basketball team fell to No.
23/25 Pittsburgh 62-52 at Fifth Third Arena.
UC's Sean Kilpatrick led all scorers with 16 points, but had
just one in the second half. Titus Rubles followed with
eight points and a team-high eight rebounds.
Pitt's Tray Woodall (14 points) led a Panthers trio of
double-digit scorers. Steven Adams scored 13 points and
Talib Zanna tallied 11 and a game-best nine rebounds.
UC shot just 22.7 percent from the field in the game’s
final 20 minutes, compared to its 40.7 percent clip in the
first, as Pitt held the Bearcats without a basket for the
game’s final 9:21.
After UC outrebounded Pitt 18-12 in the first half, the
Panthers returned the favor by hauling in 18 second-half
boards compared to 15 for the Bearcats.
Pitt shaved UC's lead down to one point after going on a
7-1run before a three-pointer from UC's Cashmere Wright
extended the Bearcats’ lead to 35-31. Wright's triple led
to an 8-3 UC run and a 40-34 lead for the Bearcats at the
12:16 mark of the second half.
Pitt again cut UC's lead to one point, 40-39, before
Wright and Rubles scored five straight points for a six-
point Bearcats lead with 9:21 left.
The Panthers went on an 8-0 run, capped by a layup by
Trey Ziegler with 6:21 remaining to take a 47-45 lead.
UC went ahead by one point at 48-47 with 4:55 left
after Kilpatrick made one of two free throws. But Pitt
outscored UC 15-4 the rest of the way.

That event
also helped bring attention to The Dragonfly Foundation.
He served as master of ceremonies for Ono’s head-
shaving event.

MILESTONE DAY FOR DUO

»

Cashmere Wright and Sean Kilpatrick each reached the
1,000-point plateau against Alabama on Dec. 1. Wright
needed two points and made a layup less than three
minutes into the game to reach the club. Kilpatrick
needed seven points and topped 1,000 career points after
making a pair of free throws with 3:53 left in the first half.
Respectively, Wright and Kilpatrick became the 48th and
49th members of the UC 1,000-point club.

0f the 11 seasons when multiple UC players have scored
their 1,000th point in the same season only once has it
occurred in the same game.

Danny Fortson and Darnell Burton joined the 1,000-point
club together at home against Memphis on Feb. 29, 1996.
Fortson entered the game with 999 points and scored 25
points, while Burton entered the contest with 988 points
and netted 16. Teammate Damon Flint also scored his
1,000th point earlier in the 1996 season at Southern Miss
onJan. 1.

The feat also nearly happened in 1950 with Dick Dallmer
and Ralph Richter. Dallmer scored 10 points against
Butler on Feb. 14 to reach the milestone one game before
Richter scored 14 points against Long Island on Feb. 23.

The Bearcats rededicated themselves during off-season
workouts and, under the direction of new strength and
conditioning coach Mike Rehfeldt, several players made
noticeable changes.

Senior center Cheikh Mbodj, who battled an ankle injury last
season that limited his mobility, lost more than 30 pounds
during the offseason while doubling his bench press numbers
and lowering his body fat to less than 10 percent. The
increased strength and lighter load helped Mbodj increase his
no-step vertical leap by five inches (the biggest increase of
any UC player).

Sophomore forward Jermaine Sanders lost 11 pounds this
past summer which helped increase his no-step vertical leap
by 3.5 inches.

Junior transfer forward Titus Rubles redefined his body
composition since joining the team earlier in the summer,
dropping three percent of his body fat (the biggest change
on the team) and increasing his no-step vertical leap by 3.5
inches.

Junior guard Sean Kilpatrick, already the strongest player on
the team, improved his nutrition, lost two percent body fat
and upped his no-step vertical by two inches.

Redshirt freshman forward Shaguille Thomas added 15
pounds to his frame during the offseason, doubled his
bench-press reps and increased his no-step vertical leap by
four inches.

HONORING JACK TWYMAN

»

UC men'’s basketball jerseys will include a No. 27
remembrance patch this season for former Bearcats legend,
six-time NBA all-star and Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall
of Fame inductee Jack Twyman who passed away in late May.
UC's second All-American, Twyman led the Bearcats in scoring
his sophomore through senior seasons (1952-55), finishing
his career as the school's all-time leading scorer (1,598) and
rebounder (1,242). He was named an All-American in 1955
after averaging 24.6 points and 16.5 rebounds. His career
scoring total currently ranks ninth while his rebounding
numbers rank second at UC. Twyman is one of three former
Bearcats to have their jersey number retired. His jersey No. 27
hangs at Fifth Third Arena.

The Pittsburgh, Pa., native was selected by the Rochester
Royals with the eighth pick in the 1955 NBA Draft. The
organization moved to Cincinnati two years later. Twyman
was named an NBA all-star in six of his 11 seasons, including
1960 when he led the league in scoring, averaging 31.2 points.
He was named Second Team All-NBA in 1960 and 1962.
Twyman was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball
Hall of Fame in 1983.

Twyman was also known for his compassion for others. He
became the legal guardian of Maurice Stokes to help with
medical expenses after his Royals teammate was paralyzed
due to the aftereffect of a head injury sustained during
agame in 1958. Twyman organized an NBA memorial
basketball game to raise money for Stokes and other needy
former players.

»

Four prospects signed National Letters of Intent to attend the
University of Cincinnati and play basketball for the Bearcats
in November: Troy Caupain (pronounced Co-PAIN), Kevin
Johnson, Deshaun Morman and Jamaree Strickland.

Caupain, a 6-3, 180-pound guard from Midlothian, Va.,
averaged 26 points, 12.9 rebounds and eight assists during
his junior season at Cosby High School. Originally from

New York, Caupain was named a Top 50 shooting guard

by 247Sports and a three-start prospect by Scout.com. He
eamed second team all-state, first team all-metro, first
team all-central region and Dominion District player of the
year honors last season. Caupain also was named the most
valuable player of the Big Shots AAU Tournament earlier this
summer.

Johnson, a 6-2, 175-pound guard from Cincinnati,
averaged 14.1 points, 6.6 rebounds, 2.8 assists and 2.3
steals last season at Summit Country Day School. Johnson
helped his team to a 26-1 overall record and the school’s
first Division |1l state crown last season. For his efforts
during the state tournament, Johnson received most
outstanding player recognition. Johnson also was named
a Division IIl Associated Press honorable mention all-state
selection and Cincinnati Enquirer Divisions II-1V all-area
honoree. He was named a Top 150 prospect and a Top 30
shooting guard according to Rivals.com.

Strickland is a 6-10, 230-pound center from Oakland,
Calif. Currently attending Queen City Prep Academy in
Charlotte, N.C., Strickland graduated from McClymonds
High School in Oakland, Calif., where he battled a knee
injury that caused him to miss all of his junior season and
portions of his senior campaign.

Morman helped lead Coolidge High School in Washington,
D.C. to the 2012 D.C. City Championship title while
averaging 16.8 points, 7.3 rebounds and 5.6 assists
during the season. A first team All-Metro selection by the
Washington Post, Morman earned honorable mention
All-America accolades and was listed a Top 150 prospects
by Rivals.com.

Positive momentum continues to build for the University of Cincin-
nati men’s basketball program and Mick Cronin, who in his seventh year
as head coach has restored the Bearcats’ winning tradition and brought
pride back to his hometown and alma mater.

Though the process was anything but easy - with the Bearcats’
roster including only one returning letterman when he arrived at UC
in March 2006 - Cronin’s steadfast determination spearheaded what
could be considered one of the nation’s top rebuilding efforts during
the past six seasons.

No program from a major conference other than Cincinnati improved
its win total every season from 2007 to 2011. The Bearcats built off an
11-win season in 2007; earned 13 victories in 2008; added 18 wins in
2008; compiled 19 victories in 2010 en route to the postseason NIT;
and posted 26 wins and returned to the NCAA tournament for the first
time five years in 2011.

Last season, Cincinnati matched its win total from 2011 with 26
victories but made a bigger splash nationally in the postseason. The
Bearcats topped BIG EAST stalwarts Georgetown and Syracuse to
reach the league’s tournament championship game for the first time
in school history. UC followed that achievement with a pair of victories
over Texas and Florida State to advance the Sweet 16 of the NCAA tour-
nament for first time since 2001. Along the way the Bearcats defeated
eight ranked teams, posted 12 BIG EAST victories and tied for fourth in
the conference standings - all school records.

Cronin enters the 2012-13 campaign ranked among the top coaches
in the BIG EAST Conference for most victories - both overall wins
(third-52) and league wins (tied for third-23) - during the past two
$easons.

TRACK RECORD OF SUCCESS

Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to UC after serving three
years as head coach at Murray State. As mentor of the Racers, Cronin
compiled a 69-24 overall record while earning a pair of NCAA tourna-
ment berths.

In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed Murray State
to a school-best 28-6 record, the Ohio Valley Conference tournament
championship, and an NCAA tournament appearance. His 28 wins are
the sixth most in NCAA history for a first-year head coach. He earned
0VC Coach of the Year honors two seasons later, guiding Murray State
to another OVC title, league tournament crown and NCAA tournament
appearance with a 24-6 overall record and 17-3 conference mark in
2005-06.

Prior to earning a head coaching position, Cronin built a sterling
reputation for his ability to evaluate and recruit top talent. In his stint
at UC as an assistant coach for Bob Huggins from 1997-2001, Cronin
made an immediate impact by recruiting several top players, including
NBA Draft selections Steve Logan (Golden State); DerMarr Johnson
(Atlanta); Pete Mickeal (Dallas); Kenny Satterfield (Dallas); and Jason
Maxiell (Detroit). Those players helped build a recruiting base that
included two top 5- and a top 10-rated class over Cronin’s final three
seasons. His work paid dividends for UC as it compiled a 108-26 record,
five Conference-USA regular-season titles, and a pair of tournament
Crowns.

Following the 2000-01 season, Cronin became the associate head
coach and recruiting coordinator at Louisville, under Rick Pitino. In
his first year, Cronin helped attract a top-10 ranked recruiting class,
including Francisco Garcia, who went on to earn 2003 C-USA Fresh-
man of the Year and was eventually drafted by Sacramento. National
sports publications took notice in 2002-03, ranking Cronin as the top
assistant coach in the nation (Athlon) and the top assistant in C-USA
(Lindy’s). That same year, Sporting News named him the top recruiting
assistant in the nation and the top assistant in C-USA.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

Cronin’s passion for success on the court also carries over to the
Cincinnati community where he is committed to making a differ-
ence. He currently serves as a board member of the American Cancer
Society’s Coaches vs. Cancer of Southwest Ohio chapter. Among the
fundraising events for the organization is the annual Tip-Off Breakfast
where Cronin and other area Division | coaches discuss their upcoming
season while raising money for the American Cancer Society (ACS). In
June, Cronin received a $5,000 check that he presented to the ACS as
his charity of choice for participating in the “Infiniti Coaches’ Charity
Challenge” during the 2011-12 season.

Other recent community events that Cronin has been involved with
include an effort to couple with Xavier head coach Chris Mack in August
2012 as special guests of the Catholic Inner-City Schools Education
(CISE) Fund. The fund provides children from low income urban set-
tings the opportunity to attend Catholic schools. The two coaches met
with the organization's Young Executive Group, a collection of young
business professionals who contact Cincinnati area corporations,
foundations and individuals asking for support of CISE.

Cronin also served as the honorary host of the Soul of the City
Soiree and Fireworks celebration in September 2012. The event helps
support programs and services offered by Our Daily Bread, a ministry
of hospitality located in the Over-the-Rhine area of Cincinnati that is
dedicated to serving the needs of the neighborhood residents.

PATH TO COACHING

Cronin has long held great pride in the Queen City, the University
of Cincinnati and the sport of basketball. As a child growing up on the
west side of town, he used to follow his father, Harold “Hep” Cronin
-- a highly successful local high school coach -- around the gyms of
Cincinnati. A product of LaSalle High School, Cronin had his playing
career end sooner than expected due to a knee injury in high school.

That didn't stop his desire to find his place in basketball. While
completing his undergraduate degree at UC, Cronin served as assistant
varsity coach and head junior varsity coach at Woodward High School.
He compiled a 57-3 record as a junior varsity mentor and helped the
varsity squads claim three city championships. He helped develop six
players who went on to play Division | college basketball, including
former Bearcat Damon Flint, who ranks among the top 20 scorers in
program history.

Cronin made the jump from high school to college coaching during
the 1996-97 season joining Huggins as video coordinator for UC
basketball. A year later, Cronin was elevated to an assistant coach for
the Bearcats, setting the stage for his long tenure in college basketball.

Mick is the second generation of the Cronin family in the coaching
ranks. His father compiled more than 400 victories in his high school
coaching career and is recently retired from being a Major League
Baseball scout for the Atlanta Braves.

Mick Cronin resides in Cincinnati with his six-year old daughter,
Samantha.

The Bearcats had cut their biggest deficit, 47-34 with 6:49 left, to
49-48 on two free throws by Cheikh Mbodj with 2:28 remaining. It
was 52-50 when Batts missed two free throws with 13.4 seconds to
go and Justin Jackson rebounded for Cincinnati. But Sean Kilpatrick,
who led UC with 13 points, lost the ball on a backcourt violation with 2
seconds to play and Batts finished the scoring with two free throws.

UC (18-5, 6-4) lost for the second time in seven games and for just
the fourth time in 16 games in which it allowed 60 or fewer points.
And UC lost just its second game in the 10 its played away from home.
Providence improved to 4-9 after an 8-2 start.

The Friars led 26-21 at intermission despite a scoreless first half by
Bryce Cotton. He finished with 11 points, hit two 3-pointers and three
free throws in just over three minutes early in the second half, helping
the Friars take their 13-point lead.

Then the Bearcats rallied by scoring the next 12 points on a
3-pointer by JaQuon Parker, two free throws and a layup by Kilpatrick,
a free throw by Parker and two layups by Shagquille Thomas. That
made it 47-46 with 3:25 remaining.

Vincent Council gave Providence a three-point lead with a 15-footer
from the right baseline before Mbodj made his free throws.

The 17th-ranked UC men'’s basketball team fell to No. 23/25

Wright's triple led to an 8-3 UC run and a
40-34 lead for the Bearcats at the 12:16 mark of the second half.

Pitt again cut UC's lead to one point, 40-39, before Wright and
Rubles scored five straight points for a six-point Bearcats lead with
9:21 left. The Panthers went on an 8-0 run, capped by a layup by Trey
Ziegler with 6:21 remaining to take a 47-45 lead. UC went ahead by
one point at 48-47 with 4:55 left after Kilpatrick made one of two
free throws. But Pitt outscored UC 15-4 the rest of the way.
