»» Farad Cobb, Coreontae DeBerry, Octavius Ellis and 
Shaq Thomas will be honored Sunday during Senior 
Day ceremonies about 20 minutes prior to tipoff.

most of the game, rallied from a seven-point deficit in the 
final 3 1/2 minutes to beat Cincinnati 59-57.

»» The Mustangs trailed 55-48 at the final media timeout 
with 3:40 remaining, but Cincinnati missed its last five 
shots after that.

»» Moore finished with 14 points. He had two 3-pointers in 
the game-ending 11-2 run, and when he missed, Tolbert 
followed up to put the Mustangs ahead. Tolbert then 
blocked Troy Caupain’s shot at the other end.

»» Ben Moore made a free throw with 8 seconds left before 
Farad Cobb, the league’s top 3-point shooter, missed a 3 
on the last shot when he said he was supposed to be a 
decoy for Caupain to drive the lane.

Thomas, a red-shirt senior has been in 
the program the longest, followed by Octavius Ellis (three 
seasons) and Cobb and DeBerry (two seasons each). 

»» Since the start of the 2011-12 season, Cincinnati has 
compiled a 119-50 mark, advanced to four NCAA tourna-
ments, played in one NCAA Sweet 16 and won a share of 
the 2013-14 American Athletic Conference regular-season 
championship. 

»» The Bearcats are 6-3 on Senior Day during the Mick Cronin 
coaching era, having won five in a row. 

honoring oscar robertson
»» Cincinnati legend and NBA great Oscar Robertson will be 

honored during the second media timeout of the first half 
Sunday. Robertson earned the NBA’s Lifetime Achievement 
Award at a banquet on Feb. 14 during the league’s 2016 
All-Star Weekend in Toronto. 

»» Robertson played 14 seasons during his Hall of Fame 
career, leaving a legacy as one of the greatest all-around 
players the game has ever seen. The NBA’s Rookie of the 
Year in 1961 and MVP in 1964, Robertson was a 12-time 
All-Star and led his teams to the postseason 10 times, 
including the 1970-71 campaign in which he helped bring 
an NBA Championship to Milwaukee. Robertson famously 
averaged a triple-double during the 1961-62 season when 
he posted 30.8 points, 12.5 rebounds and 11.4 assists per 
game for the Cincinnati Royals – an achievement nobody 
has been able to match since.

»» Off the court, Robertson’s impact on the game of basket-
ball was just as significant. He served as president of the 
National Basketball Players Association from 1965 through 
1974, becoming the first African-American president of any 
national sports or entertainment labor organization. 

»» In that role Robertson fought to bring an end to the “re-
serve clause” in NBA contracts that bound players to a sin-
gle NBA team in perpetuity. In what ultimately came to be 
known as “The Oscar Robertson Rule,” the league agreed 
to a settlement with the players association in 1976 that 
paved the way for free agency in the NBA and contributed 
to the growth of the league. In 1992, Robertson, along with 
Dave Bing, Archie Clark, Dave Cowens and the late Dave 
DeBusschere, co-founded the National Basketball Retired 
Players Association and served as its president from 1992 
through 1998.

»» Robertson played varsity basketball at UC from 1958 
through 1960 and still ranks as the school’s all-time lead-
er in points (2,973), rebounds (1,338), field goals made 
(1,052) and free throws made (869). He was a three-year 
consensus All-American and three-time pick for National 
Player of the Year honors. Robertson helped UC to a 97-7 
record and two NCAA Final Four appearances (1959 and 
1960) during his college career.

»» Cincinnati will wear its new postseason black Under Ar-

mour uniforms Sunday. More uniform details will be made 
available prior to the game. 

another 20-win season
»» Cincinnati achieved its sixth consecutive 20-win season 

with a 65-60 home win against UConn (2/20).
»» The Bearcats were 26-9 in 2011; 26-11 in 2012; 22-12 in 
2013, 27-7 in 2014 and 23-11 a year ago. 

»» Cincinnati has won 20 or more games in 35 seasons during 
its history.

»» The last time the Bearcats won at least 20 games in six 
consecutive seasons came during the Bob Huggins era 
when Cincinnati won 20 or more games for 11 consecutive 
seasons (1992-2002).

»» Eight UC head coaches have recorded at least one 20-win 
season in school history. Mick Cronin joins Huggins as the 
only UC coaches to string together at least six consecutive 
20-win campaigns. George Smith (1958-60), Ed Jucker 
(1961-63) and Gale Catlett (1975-77) had as many as three 
consecutive.

»» HOUSTON 69, CINCINNATI 56 (MARCH 3, 2016)
»» HOUSTON (AP) - Damyean Dotson and Rob Gray Jr. had 13 

points each on Thursday night and Houston pulled away 
after a slow start, closing its regular season with a 69-56 
win over Cincinnati.

»» Devonta Pollard added 11 points for the Cougars, who used 
a 13-0 run to move in front for good midway through the 
first half.

»» Houston had its largest lead of 16 early in the second and 
matched it at 50-34 with 11:18 left. The Bearcats got no 
closer than 62-55 before the Cougars closed it out with a 
7-1 run.

»» Troy Caupain had 19 points, Jacob Evans scored 14 and Oc-
tavius Ellis 11 for Cincinnati. Gary Clark had 13 rebounds to 
go with his six points.

EVANS NAMED AMERICAN’S
ROOKIE OF THE WEEK

»» Jacob Evans was named The American Rookie of the Week 
on Monday after scoring a career-high 18 points on 7-of-
12 shooting with four three-pointers to go with seven 
rebounds and two assists in 40 minutes of play at East 
Carolina (2/27). 

»» It marked the most points scored in a game by a Bear-
cat freshman since Sean Kilpatrick produced 18 points 
or more six times during the 2010-11 season, including a 
season-high 26-point effort against Wright State (Dec. 1, 
2010).

»» Evans is averaging 8.0 points and 4.1 rebounds in 23.2 
minutes this season. He made three starts in February 
while averaging 10.6 points and 4.0 rebounds in 27.9 min-
utes during the month. He is third on the team with 40 
three-pointers on the year. He has scored in double figures 
in 11 games. 

»» Evans earned The American’s Rookie of the Week on Dec. 
28 after posting 14 points and five rebounds against then-
No. 11 Iowa State on Dec. 22. 

»» Evans saw his streak of consecutive made free throws end 
at 25 against USF (2/4) when he made 3 of 4 attempts 
from the line. His streak started against Arkansas-Pine 
Bluff (11/22). Prior to the USF contest, Evans hadn’t at-
tempted a free throw in the previous eight games. 

»» Former Bearcat Steve Logan (32 in 2000-01) owns the 
school record for consecutive free throws made. Bobby 
Brannen (31 in 1997-98) and Gary Yoder (30 in 1976-77) 

rank second and third, respectively. 
»» Evans’ streak of 25 consecutive made free throws is the 

longest among active players ahead of Troy Caupain (23 in 
2014-15) and Octavius Ellis (22 in 2014-15).

clark enjoying standout 
sophomore campaign

»» Gary Clark is building a solid resume for all-league honors 
this season for the Bearcats. 

»» The sophomore, who earned All-Rookie Team accolades 
a year ago, enters the weekend ranked among the league 
leaders in six categories: offensive rebounds (second at 
3.4), field-goal percentage (seventh at .547), rebounds 
(second at 8.8), blocks (fifth at 1.5), steals (T-12th at 1.2) 
and scoring (28th at 10.8).

»» Nationally, Clark ranks 34th in offensive rebounds per 
game (3.38) through Thursday’s games. 

»» Clark was named to The American’s Weekly Honor Roll 
three times in February, most recently on Feb. 21 after 
averaging 15.5 points and 10.0 rebounds while shooting 
50 percent from both the field (13 of 26) and three-point 
range (3 of 6) two weeks ago against UConn and Tulsa.

»» Earlier in February he won the award after posting con-
secutive double-doubles against USF on Feb. 4 (16 points 
and 13 rebounds) and at Memphis on Feb. 6 (15 points 
and 14 rebounds); and again after tallying 13 points, eight 
rebounds and what proved to be the game-winning three-
point play with 12.1 second left at UConn on Jan. 28.

»» Over the last 12 games, Clark is averaging 12.3 points, 9.3 
rebounds and 2.3 blocks while shooting 49.5 percent (55 
of 111) from the field. He’s registered double-doubles in 
four of the last eight games. 

»» Clark has led UC in rebounding in 15 games. He has cor-
ralled as many as 14 boards against Morgan State (12/6), 
Tulsa (1/2), at Temple (1/16) and at Memphis (2/6). 

»» DOUBLE-DOUBLES: He has registered seven double-dou-
bles on the season, posting 13 points and 14 rebounds 
against Morgan State (12/6), 13 points and 11 rebounds at 
then-No. 15 SMU (1/7), 12 points and 14 rebounds at Tem-
ple (1/16), 16 points and 13 rebounds against USF (2/4), 15 
points and 14 rebounds at Memphis (2/6), 15 points and 
12 rebounds against East Carolina (2/13) and 13 points and 
11 rebounds against UConn (2/20).

»» He has started all 64 games of his collegiate career.
»» Clark was named to The American’s All-Rookie team last 
year. He was the league’s only freshman to rank among 
the conference leaders in rebounds (third at 7.2), field goal 
percentage (sixth at .524) and blocks (sixth at 1.3). He fin-
ished fourth on the team in scoring at 7.8 points.

ELLIS a strong presence inside
»» A preseason first team all-conference selection, Ellis enters 

the weekend ranked among the league leaders in field goal 
percentage (fifth at .554), blocks (sixth at 1.4), offensive 
rebounds (sixth at 2.9) and rebounds (ninth at 7.5).

»» In February, Ellis averaged 10.3 points and 9.4 rebounds 
while shooting 50.9 percent from the field (29 of 57). He 
posted three double-doubles, grabbed a team-high 26 of-
fensive rebounds and registered 10 blocks.  

»» DOUBLE-DOUBLES: Ellis has six double-doubles on the 
season: at East Carolina (10 points/14 rebounds), East 
Carolina (16 points/11 rebounds), at UCF (10 points/4 
rebounds), vs. Houston (13 points/13 rebounds), vs. But-
ler (16 points/12 rebounds) and vs. Western Carolina (17 
points/10 rebounds). 

»» AWARDS: Ellis has been named to The American’s Weekly 
Honor Roll four times this season: Nov. 16, Dec. 7, Jan. 18 
and Feb. 15. Ellis also was named the MVP of the Barclays 
Center Classic after averaging 10.5 points and 8.0 re-
bounds in two games in Brooklyn.  

»» Ellis did not start against Temple (12/29) - coaching de-
cision - snapping a streak of 47 consecutive starts since 
returning to the Bearcats prior to last season. He respond-
ed with 12 points, seven rebounds off the bench against 
the Owls. 

doubling down
»» Double-doubles are becoming a trend with the Bearcats. 

Cincinnati has registered at least one double-double in six 
of the last eight games and 14 times this season. 

»» The 14 double-doubles are the most by a Bearcats squad 
during the Cronin coaching era (Gary Clark 7, Octavius El-
lis 6 and Troy Caupain 1). The previous high was 12 during 
2011-12 (Yancy Gates 10, Sean Kilpatrick 1, Cashmere 
Wright 1). 

»» Clark’s seven double-doubles are the most in a season 
since Justin Jackson had eight during the 2013-14 cam-
paign. Yancy Gates had a Cronin-era high 10 double-dou-
bles during the 2011-12 season. 

»» Gates leads all players during the Cronin era with 23 career 
double-doubles followed by Clark (10), Ellis (9), Jackson 
(8) and John Williamson (8). 

 

WHo Cares Who gets the points?
»» Cincinnati continues its balanced-attack on the offensive 

end again this season. Eight players are averaging at least 
5.6 points with three - Troy Caupain (12.4), Gary Clark 
(10.8) and Farad Cobb (10.8) - averaging double figures. 

»» The Bearcats have placed at least three players in double 
figures in 27 of 30 games this season. UC has had at least 
four players in double figures in 11 games and placed a 
Cronin-era record eight players in double figures against 
Robert Morris (11/15).

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FIFTH THIRD ARENA RENOVATION approved

CINCINNATI - The University of Cincinnati Board of Trustees approved on Dec. 15 an $87-million, privately funded  
renovation of Fifth Third Arena, home of the Bearcats men’s and women’s basketball and volleyball teams.

“It’s a transformational day for UC Athletics and the University,” Director of Athletics Mike Bohn said. “We are inspired by 
the passionate engagement from the Board of Trustees, campus leadership and key constituents who are making a bold 
commitment to our athletic program and the campus community.

“The cost of the project has grown due to complexities associated with renovating a 26-year-old building in line with our 
plan to construct a state-of-the-art arena that will be among the finest on-campus facilities in the nation.”

Construction is scheduled to begin in April 2017 and be completed in fall 2018. 

“Our entire University has grown an3
d transformed into one of the best in the country over the past 15 years, both academically and aesthetically,” Men’s 
Basketball Head Coach Mick Cronin said. “This arena will be awesome. The planning has been meticulous and the first-class, 
new design is as good as I’ve seen across all of college basketball. This building is about our future and is a testament to the 
commitment our University and donors have toward our programs. Today is a great day if you love Bearcats Basketball.”

The board previously approved $2.2-million for the completion of the design development phase by Populous/Moody 
Nolan that resulted in the current detailed timeline.

Proposed improvements to the facility, built in 1989 and originally named the Myrl H. Shoemaker Center, include: 
 the creation of a 360-degree seating bowl, new HD scoreboard, ribbon boards, sound system, an LED lighting system 
which will allow for enhanced gameday presentation, new restroom and concession facilities, a new upper-level 
concourse with its own fan amenities, expanded food and beverage options and a new main entrance and plaza with 
centralized ticketing and guest services. The renovated arena also will feature upgraded locker room spaces, expanded 
premium seating options, including a courtside club, arena club and concourse club as well as enclosed suites,  
loge seating, a new Bearcats Lounge and super suites.

“We have strong commitments through the silent giving phase, including long-term suite agreements,” Bohn said.  
“We anticipate a continued high degree of interest from all levels of our loyal fan base.”

»» Troy Caupain enters Sunday averaging 4.8 assists. It’s the 

highest average by a Bearcat since Taron Barker (5.0 in 
2002-03). 

»» Deonta Vaughn’s 4.7 assists average during the 2008-09 
campaign is highest by a UC player during the Mick Cronin 
coaching era.  

»» Oscar Robertson owns the school record with 7.3 assists per 
game during the 1959-60 season. 

 

cronin claims 200th win at cincinnati 
»» Head coach Mick Cronin earned his 200th win at Cincinnati 
in a 97-75 home win over Tulane (1/24).

»» Following the game, he was presented the game ball by UC 
Director of Athletics Mike Bohn and former Bearcats great 
Kenyon Martin, who was visiting Cincinnati.  

»» Now with 206 wins, he ranks second only to Bob Huggins 
(399) for most victories at Cincinnati. 

»» Only one other active American Athletic Conference coach 
has 200 or more victories at his current institution. Tem-
ple’s Fran Dunphy enters the week with a 212-118 record in 
his 10th season with the Owls.

»» Cronin owns a 206-127 mark in 10 seasons at his alma 
mater and a 273-151 record in his 13th season overall as 
a head coach. 

»» He also ranks as the winningest coach in the nation among 
active coaches his age (44) or younger and is listed among 
the top-10 most successful active coaches under the age 
of 50.

»» Gary Clark and Octavius Ellis are the only duo in The Amer-

ican to rank among the top 10 leaders in rebounds, blocks 
and field-goal percentage. 

»» UC enters the weekend averaging 7.7 three-pointers per 
game, second in The American and the second most in 
school history behind the 1993-94 squad, who averaged 
7.9 threes. The Bearcats’ .352 three-point shooting per-
centage this season ranks as the highest of the Cronin era 
and best since the 2003-04 Bearcats shot 38.7 percent 
from beyond the arc. 

»» Cincinnati’s 15.8 assists per game average is its highest 
since the 2003-04 campaign (16.2). 

»» The Bearcats have handed out 20 or more assists seven 
times this season: 32 vs. Robert Morris [11/15], 25 vs. Mor-
gan State [12/6], 20 vs. Norfolk State [12/15], 20 vs. Tulsa 
[1/2], 21 vs. Tulane [1/24], 21 vs. USF (2/4) and 21 vs. East 
Carolina [2/13]. Last season, UC posted 20 or more assists 
only once (vs. UCF, 2/25/15).

»» Cincinnati’s 31-point win (88-57) over USF (2/4) tied for 
the Bearcats’ largest margin of victory in an American 
Athletic Conference game. The Bearcats defeated Temple 
84-53 at Fifth Third Arena on Jan. 17, 2015.
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»» The Bearcats tied a season low with only seven turnovers 
against USF (2/4). UC also had seven turnovers against 
Houston (1/13). 

»» The Bearcats have been out-rebounded by their opponents 
only four times this season (Houston 40-38 on 1/13 and 
Memphis twice: 35-29 on 1/21 and 49-38 on 2/6 and at 
Tulsa 42-41 on 2/18). Cincinnati is 2-2 in those games. 

»» In six of its nine losses this season - Butler, Iowa State, 
Temple (twice) at SMU and at Tulsa - Cincinnati has held 
the lead at some point within the last five minutes of the 
game or in overtime. UC led Butler 73-72 with 1:11 to go 
before falling 78-76. The Bearcats led Iowa State 79-78 
with 33 seconds left before dropping an 81-79 decision. UC 
also led Temple 63-62 with 5:05 to go in Cincinnati (12/29) 
before falling 77-70. UC led at No. 15 SMU 55-48 with 4:10 
left before suffering a 59-57 setback. The Bearcats fought 
back from a five-point deficit with 3:31 to go in regulation 
at Temple (1/16). They had a one-point lead in the first 
overtime (60-59 with 46 seconds left) and a three-point 
lead in the second overtime (65-62 with 1:58 left) before 
falling to the Owls 67-65 [2OT]. The Bearcats rallied from a 
15-point halftime deficit at Memphis (2/6), trimming the 
deficit to 56-55 with 1:52 left before falling 63-59. UC led 
at Tulsa 64-62 with 3:48 left in overtime before falling 70-
68 on Feb. 18.

»» UC was ranked for six consecutive weeks from Nov. 23 
through Dec. 28, climbing as high as No. 17 in both polls on 
Nov. 30. It marked the highest ranking in the AP poll since 
the of the 2013-14 campaign (ranked No. 13). 

»» Cincinnati has been ranked in the AP poll at some point 
in five of the last six seasons, climbing as high as No. 7 
during the 2013-14 campaign. The Bearcats were ranked 
for 13 weeks in both the AP and USA polls during the 2012-
13 season – a Mick Cronin coaching-era high. 

»» Octavius Ellis was named the MVP of the Barclays Center 
Classic (Nov. 28) while Troy Caupain was selected to the 
all-tournament team. Ellis averaged 10.5 points and 8.0 
rebounds in Brooklyn. Caupain averaged 16.5 points and 
hit six threes in two games in Brooklyn.

»» The Bearcats attempted a school-record 59 free throws 
against Arkansas-Pine Bluff (11/22) and 41 free throws - 
one shy of matching the school mark. Both marks were 
conference records. 

FIFTH THIRD ADVANTAGE
»» Cincinnati is 46-7 at Fifth Third Arena since the start of 
the 2013-14 season. The Bearcats were 15-3 at home last 
season and 18-1 in 2013-14.  

»» The Bearcats are 23-3 at Fifth Third Arena in American Ath-
letic Conference games. 

»» UC is 367-79 (.823) all time in Fifth Third Arena, home of 
the Bearcats since the 1989-90 campaign. UC is 131-45 
(.744) at the facility during the Mick Cronin coaching era. 

»» The Bearcats finished the 2013-14 home slate 18-1 at 
home, tying for the second-most single-season wins in the 
arena since UC was 18-2 in 1993-94. The arena record was 
set in 1997-98 (19-1). 

»» UC won its first 17 home games in 2013-14 - the best start 
in Fifth Third Arena history - before dropping a 58-57 deci-
sion to then-No. 11 Louisville on Feb. 22, 2014. 	

 
 
 
 
 

cumberland and brooks 
sign with cincinnati

»» Guard Jarron Cumberland and center Nysier Brooks (nah-
SEER) signed national letters of intent to attend the Uni-
versity of Cincinnati and play basketball for the Bearcats 
beginning with the 2016-17 season. 

»» Cumberland, a 6-foot-5, 215-pound guard from Wilming-
ton, Ohio, averaged 24.5 points, 7.5 rebounds and 3.3 as-
sists as a junior at Wilmington High School last season. He 
helped lead the Hurricane to a 24-2 record while earning 
First Team Associated Press Division I All-Ohio accolades 
a year ago. 

»» Cumberland has been evaluated as a four-star prospect 
and ranks among the top 100 players in the nation accord-
ing to Rivals, ESPN, Scout and 247 Sports. He averaged 17.8 
points, 5.4 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 1.8 steals during AAU 
action with King James (Ohio) this summer, later earning 
Third Team All-Peach Jam honors during Nike EYBL action. 

»» “Jarron is a great young man from a wonderful family and 
is one of the best guards in the country,” Cronin said. “He 
has size and skill, but what I love most about him is his 
toughness. He is a real competitor. We are very excited to 
sign the best player in Ohio, in my opinion. Jarron already 
bleeds Red and Black and our fans will love him.”

»» Brooks, a 6-foot-10, 235-pound center from Philadelphia, 
Pennsylvania, posted double-double numbers at Life Cen-
ter Academy (Burlington, New Jersey) last season, averag-
ing 14 points and 12 rebounds to go along with four blocks. 
A three-star prospect according to all recruiting sites, 
Brooks is attending Advanced Prep International (API) in 
Dallas, Texas, during the 2015-16 academic year. 

»» “Nysier is a special young man,” Cronin said. “He has a ma-
turity level that I’ve rarely seen in a high school player. He 
plays to win first and is all about what’s best for the team. 
He has great size and toughness and is a very important 
recruit for us considering that Coreontae (DeBerry) and Oc-
tavius (Ellis) graduate this year. Nysier is the perfect fit for 
our program and we are very excited he will be a Bearcat.”

»» Cincinnati is one of 11 teams to make the NCAA tourna-

ment each of the past five seasons along with Duke, Gon-
zaga, Kansas, Louisville, Michigan State, North Carolina, 
Ohio State, San Diego State, VCU and Wisconsin. 

»» The Bearcats are one of only six teams to rank among the 
nation’s top-25 leaders in scoring defense each of the past 
three seasons.

»» The Bearcats are seeking the program’s 30th NCAA tourna-
ment appearance this season.

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Adversity tends to bring out one’s true colors – even with a college basketball pro-
gram. And when Mick Cronin was forced to sit out most of the 2014-15 campaign 
for precautionary reasons due to a vascular condition known as arterial dissection, 
fans quickly learned the wherewithal of Cincinnati basketball. 
	 A young team without any returning starters from the previous season 
overcame the loss of its head coach, won 23 games and managed to reach the 
NCAA tournament for a fifth consecutive year. But more importantly, the group’s 
determination, toughness and togetherness illustrated the winning culture that 
has grown under Cronin’s leadership.  
	 Ever since Cronin was named head coach in March 2006, the Cincinnati native 
and UC alumnus has displayed a steadfast determination to return the Bearcats to 
national prominence. Facing a rebuilding job that started with a roster featuring 
only one returning letterman, Cronin’s commitment never wavered. Even while 
competing within arguably the sport’s toughest league ever organized – the old 
BIG EAST Conference. 
	 Despite the surroundings, Cincinnati began the retooling process, becoming the 
only program from a major conference to improve its win total every season from 
2007 to 2011, building from 11 wins in 2007 to 26 victories and a return to the 
NCAA tournament in 2011.
	 Now a fixture at the Big Dance, Cincinnati can include itself on an elite list of 11 
programs appearing in each of the last five NCAA tournaments, along with Duke, 
Gonzaga, Kansas, Louisville, Michigan State, North Carolina, Ohio State, San Diego 
State, VCU and Wisconsin.

FIVE CONSECUTIVE TRIPS TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT
	 2014-15:  A young, inexperienced group of newcomers and role players 
overcame the loss of its head coach due to health reasons and banded together 
to register a 23-11 mark and advance to the program’s first third-round NCAA 
tournament appearance since 2012. UC finished third in the conference but swept 
league-winner SMU and registered a victory at second-place Tulsa (in the only 
meeting between the schools) to secure the school’s fifth consecutive NCAA 
tournament invite. The Bearcats outlasted Purdue 66-65 in overtime in the second 
round of the NCAA tournament before falling to previously unbeaten Kentucky, 
64-51. 
	 2013-14: Cincinnati won a share of the inaugural American Athletic Conference 
regular-season crown, the program’s first conference title since 2003-04, behind 
the efforts of AP All-American Sean Kilpatrick and league defensive player of the 
year Justin Jackson. Kilpatrick led The American with 20.6 points per game and 
Cronin was named The American’s Coach of the Year in leading UC to a 27-7 record 
– its most wins since 2001-02. The Bearcats strung together 15 consecutive wins, 
including their first 11 league games. UC was listed among the top 15 teams in the 
AP poll during each of the last eight weeks of the regular season, climbing as high 
as seventh.  
	 2012-13: Senior Cashmere Wright fought through nagging injuries and, along 
with fellow senior JaQuon Parker and junior Sean Kilpatrick, helped lead the Bear-
cats to a 22-12 overall record and third consecutive NCAA tournament appearance. 
Wright finished his career as UC’s all-time steals leader (198) and Cronin claimed 
his 200th career coaching win. The Bearcats ranked sixth nationally with 6.1 blocks 
per game. 
	 2011-12: Cincinnati advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16, registered 26 wins for the 
second consecutive season and defeated a school record eight nationally ranked 
teams, including No. 2 Syracuse in the semifinals of the BIG EAST Champion-
ship. The Bearcats posted a school-record 12 wins in the BIG EAST en route to 
tying for fourth place in the league standings and finishing as runners up in the 
league tournament. Yancy Gates capped off his career as one of only six players 
in program history to compile more than 1,400 points and 900 rebounds. The 
Bearcats outlasted Texas and Florida State before falling to Ohio State in the NCAA 
tournament. 
	 2010-11: Cincinnati won its first 15 games of the season and closed strong 
with five victories in its last six regular-season contests to secure its first NCAA 
tournament appearance since 2005. Yancy Gates led the Bearcats with 11.9 points 
and 6.9 rebounds and Sean Kilpatrick was named to the BIG EAST All-Rookie team. 
UC defeated Missouri 78-63 before falling to eventual national champion UConn 
69-58 in the third round of the NCAA tournament. The Bearcats finished 26-9 
overall. 
	 Cronin has guided Cincinnati to 145 wins since the start of the 2010-11 season, 
highlighting one of the most successful periods in program history with five 20-win 
seasons, including three years with at least 26 victories.
	 Tenacious defense and continuous all-out effort reflect the Bearcats’ standard. 
Cincinnati is one of only six programs in the nation to rank among the top 25 in 
scoring defense in each of the last three seasons, joining Florida, Louisville, N.C. 

Central, Wofford and Wyoming. The Bearcats allowed only 55.8 points a game in 
2014-15, the third fewest in school history (since 1960). 
	 You can also find Cincinnati’s name listed among the top 25 teams in field-goal 
percentage defense and blocks per game in each of the last three seasons. The 
2012-13 Bearcats squad set Cronin-era high marks, ranking 14th in shooting 
defense (.387) and sixth in blocks (6.1). 
	 In 10 seasons at Cincinnati, Cronin has compiled a 206-127 mark and owns a 
275-151 record in his 13th year overall as a college head coach.  
   
PRIOR TO CINCINNATI
	 Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to Cincinnati after serving three 
years as head coach at Murray State (2004-06). As mentor of the Racers, Cronin 
compiled a 69-24 overall record while earning a pair of NCAA tournament berths.
	 In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed Murray State to a school-
best 28-6 record, the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament championship and an 
NCAA tournament appearance. His 28 wins were the sixth most in NCAA history for 
a first-year head coach at the time. He earned OVC Coach of the Year honors two 
seasons later, guiding Murray State to another OVC regular-season title, league 
tournament crown and NCAA tournament appearance with a 24-6 mark  
in 2005-06.
	 Prior to Murray State, Cronin built a sterling reputation for his ability to 
evaluate and recruit top talent. In his stint at UC as an assistant coach for Bob 
Huggins from 1997-2001, Cronin recruited several top players, including NBA Draft 
selections Steve Logan (Golden State); DerMarr Johnson (Atlanta); Pete Mickeal 
(Dallas); Kenny Satterfield (Dallas); and Jason Maxiell (Detroit). 
	 Following the 2000-01 season, Cronin became the associate head coach and 
recruiting coordinator at Louisville, under Rick Pitino. In his first year, Cronin 
helped attract a top-10 ranked recruiting class.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT 
	 Cronin’s passion for success on the court also carries over to the local commu-
nity where he is committed to making a difference. He currently serves as a board 
member on the American Cancer Society’s Coaches vs. Cancer of Southwest Ohio 
chapter. 
	 He also assists with a major fundraising event - Soul of the City Soiree - for Our 
Daily Bread that has generated more than $100,000 each of the past four years to 
assist the soup kitchen and community center in Cincinnati. 
	 Cronin also annually speaks with the Young Executive Group of the Catholic 
Inner-City Schools Education (CISE) Fund. The group raises money from area 
corporations to help give children from low income urban settings the opportunity 
to attend Catholic schools. 
	 During the 2013-14 season, Cronin also wrote a column in the Cincinnati Enquir-
er highlighting the dangers of texting while driving as part of the AT&T sponsored 
“It Can Wait” campaign. He spotlighted the campaign again during an on-campus 
awareness event in October 2014. 

PATH TO COACHING
	 Cronin has long held great pride in the Queen City, the University of Cincinnati 
and the sport of basketball. As a child growing up on the west side of town, he 
used to follow his father Harold “Hep” Cronin -- a highly successful local high 
school coach with more than 400 career wins -- around the gyms of Cincinnati. 
A product of LaSalle High School, Cronin had his playing career end sooner than 
expected due to a knee injury in high school.
	 That didn’t stop his desire to find his place in basketball. While completing his 
undergraduate degree at UC, Cronin served as assistant varsity coach and head 
junior varsity coach at Woodward High School. He helped develop six players who 
went on to play Division I college basketball, including former Bearcat Damon Flint, 
who ranks among the top 25 scorers in program history.
	 Cronin made the jump from high school to college coaching during the 1996-97 
season joining Huggins as video coordinator at UC. A year later, Cronin was elevat-
ed to an assistant coach for the Bearcats, setting the stage for his long tenure in 
college basketball.
	 Cronin resides in Cincinnati with his nine-year old daughter, Samantha.
