THE RUNDOWN
» Cincinnati opens its second year in the Big 12 on Sunday, facing the 13th-ranked Kansas State Wildcats at 2

p.m. ET in Manhattan, Kan. The Bearcats were picked 13th in the league's preseason poll, while Kansas State
enters as the preseason favorite.

This season marks the Big 12's expansion to 16 member institutions. Cincinnati will face three league
opponents twice while playing the remaining 12 teams either at home or on the road to complete its
conference schedule.

Cincinnati closed out non-conference play with a 67-64 win over Marshall on Wednesday night in Fifth Third
Arena. The Bearcats improved to 8-2 overall, riding a four-game win streak, and secured their best non-
conference winning percentage (.800) since the 2005-06 season (.909, 10-1).

Sophomore forward Brianna Byars delivered in the clutch against Marshall. With under a minute left and a
one-point lead, she stole the ball on the Herd's final possession and sank two free throws. Byars accounted
for five free throws in the last two minutes, even as the Bearcats went without a field goal in the final five
minutes.

Cincinnati controlled the boards, posting a dominant +18 rebounding margin (46-28) and converting 16
second-chance points. The Bearcats are 7-2 when winning the rebounding battle and have averaged 13.6
second-chance points during their four-game win streak.

Senior guard Tineya Hylton led all Bearcats scorers with 16 points on 6-of-15 shooting. She's posted seven
double-digit scoring performances this season, including four 20-point outings in the first eight games.
Redshirt junior Alliance Ndiba nearly notched a double-double with nine points and eight rebounds against
Marshall. Ndiba is 12th in the Big 12 in both blocks (1.0 per game) and rebounds (7.1 per game).

Freshman Chloe Mann provided a spark off the bench with 12 points on 5-of-10 shooting. The sixth woman
leads the team in free throw percentage at 88.6% (fourth in the Big 12) while averaging 8.3 points per game.
Despite a cold shooting night, Jillian Hayes grabbed eight rebounds vs. the Herd. She is 31 rebounds away
from moving into second on Cincinnati's all-time career rebounds list with 977.

Hayes is averaging a double-double with 17.6 points and 10.2 rebounds per game while shooting 45.8%
from the field. Her six double-doubles lead the Big 12 and rank 12th nationally, and she is one of just 17
players in the country averaging a double-double this season.

Hayes also ranks second in the Big 12 in rebounding and free throws made while standing eighth in scoring.
She is just 25 points shy of becoming the 10th Bearcat in program history to reach 1,500 career points. She
has set a career best this season with four 20-point games through the first 10 contests.

Among active career Division | leaders, Hayes ranks third in FTs (459), 15th in rebounds (946) and 27th in
double-doubles (29).

Sophomore Reagan Jackson is averaging 14.0 points while shooting 52.6% from the field over the last four
games. She erupted for a career-high 29 points vs. Western lllinois, shooting 10-of-13 from the field and 5-of-
8 from beyond the arc.

Defensively, Cincinnati has held eight of its 10 opponents to 59 points or fewer, going 7-1 in those games.
The Bearcats are forcing 21.3 turnovers per game during their win streak and are 6-0 when committing fewer
turnovers than their opponents.

Cincinnati leads the Big 12 in free throw percentage (79.7%) and ranks seventh nationally with 23 attempts
per game. Hayes sets the pace with 7.5 attempts per contest, second-most in the conference. Twice this
season, UC has made 31 free throws in a game—the most in the Big 12 and tied for 10th nationally.

The team's turnover margin highlights a key trend: 10.0 turnovers per game in wins, but 20.5 turnovers per
game in losses.

OUR CITY.
Cincinnati defeated Xavier 60-48 in the Crosstown Shootout on Dec. 15 at the Cintas Center,
securing the Kendle Cup for the second consecutive year. The Bearcats have now won four of the
last five matchups against the Musketeers.

* Head coach Katrina Merriweather remains undefeated in the rivalry, improving her record to
11-0 against Xavier.

» Cincinnati native lillian Hayes had another strong performance, recording her sixth double-
double of the season and 29th of her career. She finished with 18 points, a season-high 16
rebounds—just one shy of her career best—and also contributed two blocks and two steals.

OFFENSIVE EXPLOSION
Cincinnati scored a season- hlgh 95 pomts in a 95-52 victory over Western lllinois on Dec. 6. It
was the Bearcats' highest scoring game since a 99-point performance against Southern Indiana
in 2022.

* The Bearcats made 31 free throws, shooting 81.8%. The 31 makes are the most in the Big 12
this season and tied for 10th nationally.

» Sophomore Reagan Jackson scored a career-high 29 points, going a career-best 10-of-13 from
the field and 5-of-8 from three-point range.

* Senior Tineya Hylton added 20 points, including 14-of-17 from the free throw line. Her 14 makes
tied the Fifth Third Arena record and lead the Big 12 for a single game this season.

FROM THE QUEEN CITY TO PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND
Jillian Hayes and Tineya Hylton earned All-Tournament Team honors at the inaugural Atlantic
Slam W, held in Charlottetown, Prince Edward Island, Canada from Nov. 22-24.

* Hayes averaged 20.0 points, 9.7 rebounds and shot 43.6%, while Hylton contributed 12.0
points, 3.3 rebounds and shot 40.6% during the event.

* Hylton notched her third career 20-point game in the finale vs. FGCU, scoring 20 on 7-of-

14 shooting against FGCU. Hayes shined with a 28-point, 11-rebound performance against
Georgetown, marking her fourth double-double of the season and 27th of her career.

* The team spent its first night in Toronto, the hometown of Hylton. Her mother and grandmother
prepared a heartfelt home-cooked meal for everyone. That evening, a former Wright State player
of Coach Merriweather, now working with the Toronto Raptors, surprised her with a visit at the
hotel. The players had a special opportunity to connect with local girls’ basketball players during
the three-day event, even surprising a group at their pregame pizza party.

FAB FIVE
Head coach Katrina Merriweather has announced the signing of five players on National Signing
Day. The class is currently ranked No. 7 by ASGR Hoops, marking the highest-ranked class
in program history. Dee Alexander, Caliyah DeVillasee, Kali Barrett, Joya Crawford and Paige
Whitted will suit up for the Bearcats as freshmen beginning in the 2025-26 campaign.

HAYES TAKES CENTER STAGE WITH WEEKLY HONORS

+ Star forward lillian Hayes was named Big 12 Player of the Week
for the first week of the season, the conference announced on
Monday, Nov. 11. She became the first Bearcat to win a weekly Big
12 women’s basketball honor in program history.

* Hayes averaged a double-double across two wins, recording 20.5
points and 11.0 rebounds per game while shooting 61.5% from
the field. She was one of two Big 12 players to record multiple
double-doubles during the first week of the season, tied for the
most among all players nationally.

* The Cincinnati native posted her 25th career double-double vs.
Delaware State on Sunday. She dropped a career-high 30 points
to go along with 11 rebounds while shooting 70.6% from the field
(12-17 FG). She became the first Bearcat to post a 30-point game
since llmar'l Thomas did so on March 8, 2021, and is one of four
Big 12 players to reach the 30-point mark this season.

» She added an 11-point, 11-rebound double-double in UC'’s season
opener at UIC.

FOUNDATION SET

* Merriweather made an immediate impact last season, leading the
Bearcats to a 14-18 overall record and a 5-13 mark in their debut
Big 12 season. The 14 wins were the team’'s most since 2019 and
marked a five-win improvement from the prior season.

* Merriweather also returned her alma mater to postseason play
for the first time since 2019, adding to her career total of six
postseason qualifications in seven eligible seasons (excluding 2020
due to COVID).

* The Bearcats went 9-3 in non-conference play in 2023-24,
achieving their best non-conference win percentage (72.7%) in 15
years. They also had a six-game winning streak, the longest since
2019-20.

* Cincinnati pulled down 1,269 rebounds — the program’s third-
highest single-season total and its most since 2017-18. They
finished the season with a positive rebounding margin (+5.0) for
the first time since 2018-19 and the best margin since 2006-

07. The Bearcats led the Big 12 and ranked 23rd nationally in
offensive rebounds per game (14.5).

» Cincinnati led the Big 12 and ranked 15th nationally in free
throws made per game (15.9) in 2023-24. Hayes reached the line
frequently, ranking inside the top 15 nationally in free throws made
(159) and attempts (217), both third-best for a single season in
UC history.

LEADER OF THE PACK

» Forward lillian Hayes has chosen to use her fifth year of eligibility
to finish her career at Cincinnati. Hayes has led the team in starts,
minutes, points, rebounds, and steals for three consecutive seasons.

* She averaged nearly a double-double with 12.9 points and 8.4
rebounds while shooting 42.0% from the field last season. She
ranked fourth in the Big 12 and 78th nationally in rebounding
(8.4). She recorded 26 double-digit scoring performances,
including a trio of 20-point outings.

* She posted 10 double-doubles last season, becoming the first
Bearcat since Doris Scott (1997-99) to record back-to-back
double-digit double-double seasons.

* Over the course of the season, she led the team in numerous
categories: scoring (18 games), rebounding (21 games), steals (13
games) and blocks (14 games).

* Hayes has seen her scoring average rise from 7.6 points per
game in 2020-21 to 12.9 points in 2023-24, with her shooting
percentage increasing from .311 to .420 over the same span.

* Hayes has led Cincinnati in scoring, rebounding and steals for
three straight seasons — a first in program history. She has made
90-plus free throws each of the last three seasons.

MORE OF (A'RIEL) JACKSON TO COME

* Junior Ariel Jackson returns as the team’s second-leading scorer
from last season, averaging 9.4 points per game. Her scoring rose
from 4.1 in 2022-23, and she averaged 10.7 points in league
games. Jackson also led the team in assists (49) and showed
across-the-board improvements in her shooting: field goal (.313 to
.330), three-point field goal (.250 to .286) and free throw (.686 to
.796). She led the Bearcats in scoring in five games, steals in nine,
and assists in 15.

GAME NOTES | 3
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MORE OF (REAGAN) JACKSON TO COME
* Reagan Jackson is primed to take her game
to new heights after averaging 8.2 points, 2.6
rebounds, 0.8 assists, and 1.1 three-pointers per
game in 2023-24. Jackson posted 12 double-digit
scoring games, including seven in Big 12 play,
with a season-high 18 points against Tennessee
State on December 1, 2023. She led the team
in three-pointers made (36) and was fourth in
scoring. Jackson started 26 of her 32 games last
season.

RETURNING PRODUCTION
Cincinnati returns nine players from 2023-24,
including four starters. The Bearcats bring back
three of their top four scorers from last season,
including double-digit scorer in lillian Hayes
(12.9). In terms of returning percentages from
2023-24, Cincinnati returns 63.0 percent of its
points (1259/1997), 61.9 percent of its rebounds
(700/1131) and 50.2 percent of its assists
(148/295).

NEWCOMERS TO NOTE
The Bearcats welcome four newcomers to the
2024-25 roster: Tineya Hylton (senior, transfer
from Texas A&M), Daylee Dunn (fifth-year, transfer
from Loyola Marymount), Alliance Ndiba (redshirt
junior, transfer from Arizona Western), and
freshman Chloe Mann from Fort Worth, Texas.

TSTAR POINT GUARD.

* Tineya Hylton, a 5-foot-7 guard, joins Cincinnati
from Texas A&M, where she contributed to the
Aggies’ 2024 NCAA Tournament appearance.
This season, she'll step into the point guard role,
allowing Reagan Jackson and Atriel Jackson to
play their natural positions.

* Merriweather emphasized the impact of Hylton's
addition at Big 12 Media Days, “We are thrilled
to have Tineya. Last year, we had a point guard.
She was just injured; she played seven games. It
was hard because it took a committee to break
presses, to bring the ball up the floor. Now we
have someone who wants that pressure; she wants
to facilitate. | love the way she’s committed to
playing defense.”

* During her junior season in 2023-24, Hylton led
Texas A&M in assists in five games and achieved
three double-digit scoring performances. She
played the first semester of her college career at
the University of Georgia after reclassifying due to
the COVID-19 pandemic.

* Freshman Chloe Mann holds a special place in
Cincinnati's new era under head coach Katrina
Merriweather as her very first recruit to join the
program.

* Mann made her mark at Duncanville High School,
where she was a dual-sport standout, winning
state championships in both basketball and track
and field. A skilled playmaker, she'll join senior
Tineya Hylton in handling the ball this season.

* In her senior year, Mann averaged an impressive
13.2 points, 3.6 assists, 3.8 rebounds and 2.2
steals per game. She was also nominated for the
prestigious 47th annual McDonald’s All-American
Games, one of only 40 players recognized from
Texas. Prior to her time at Duncanville, she played
two standout seasons at Boswell High School,
where she earned Newcomer of the Year honors in
2020-21.

ALLIANCE IS A JUCO ALL-AMERICAN

» Redshirt junior Alliance Ndiba, a 6-foot-3 standout
from Arizona Western College, joins Cincinnati
as a two-time NJCAA All-American. Averaging
a double-double with 14.0 points and 11.8
rebounds across 57 games, she earned First Team
All-ACCAC and All-Region honors. She earned
both ACCAC Player of the Year and Freshman of
the Year honors in 2021-22.

* A native of Lubumbashi, Congo, Ndiba has
formed a close bond with teammate Aicha Diq,
who is also fluent in French and has helped her
adjust to life in Cincinnati.

OH, CANADA!

* The Bearcats will compete in the inaugural
Atlantic Slam W in Charlottetown, Canada,
from November 22-24, where they will face
Georgetown and FGCU. The Hoyas went 23-12
last season and advanced the WBIT Second
Round. FGCU, who went 29-5, won its seventh
straight ASUN Tournament to earn a berth to the
2024 NCAA Tournament.

* This event marks a special homecoming for
Canadian players Tineya Hylton (Toronto, Ontario)
and Aicha Dia (Montreal, Quebec). Both have
represented Canada on the international stage:
Hylton showcased her skills with the U23 National
Team, while Dia competed at the 2021 U19 FIBA

Katrina Merriweather hired her younger
sister Kabrina to help lead the Tigers to a 38-23
record and a postseason appearance in the WNIT
Sweet 16 in 2023.

* Prior to Memphis, Kabrina worked as the Director
of Operations for New Mexico Lobos where she
made the jump to assistant coach in the 2021-22
season. She was also a forward for Florida A&M
and Georgia Southwestern State from 2011-15.

* Both Merriweathers have been on the sidelines
together since 2021, and have continued that
sisterhood bond in Clifton.

MORE ON MERRIWEATHER

* Head coach Katrina Merriweather made an
immediate impact last season, leading the
Bearcats to a 14-18 overall record and a 5-13
mark in their debut Big 12 season. The 14 wins
were the team’s most since 2019 and marked a
five-win improvement from the prior season.

* Merriweather also returned her alma mater to
postseason play for the first time since 2019,
adding to her career total of six postseason
qualifications in seven eligible seasons (excluding
2020 due to COVID).

* Merriweather was hired as the 10th women's
basketball head coach at Cincinnati, her
alma mater, on March 25, 2023. A four-year
letterwinner for Hall of Fame head coach Laurie
Pirtle from 1997-01, Merriweather was the
program’s first women'’s basketball player to make
four consecutive postseason tournaments and
posted an 83-41 record as a player.

* Additionally, she helped lead the program to its
first-ever NCAA Tournament win as a graduate
assistant in 2001-02.

* Merriweather spent five seasons at Wright State,
where she led the Raiders to a 113-47 record,
four postseason berths (2 NCAA, 2 WNIT) and
was named Horizon League Coach of the Year
three times. She led Wright State to the program’s
third appearance and first NCAA Tournament win
with an upset over four-seed Arkansas in 2021.

* Katrina Merriweather was a team captain in
2000-01 and made 27 starts in 107 games
played with 22 starts as a senior. She was a part
of four postseason tournament appearances in
her four seasons as a player and five postseason
berths in her five years with the Bearcats. (Player
- WNIT 1998, 2000, 2001, NCAA - 1999; GA
NCAA - 2002).

* With Wright State, she was a three-time Horizon
League Regular Season champion (2017, 2019,
2021) and two time Horizon League Regular
Season champion (2019, 2021).

CINCINNATI — The University of Cincinnati women's
basketball team closed out non-conference play with a
67-64 win over Marshall on Wednesday night in Fifth
Third Arena.

The Bearcats extended their win streak to four, improving
to 8-2 overall. It marks the program's best non-conference
winning percentage (.800) since the 2005-06 season
(.909, 10-1).

Cincinnati built a 17-point lead before fending off a
second-half comeback by the Herd. With less than

a minute to play and Marshall trailing by just one,
Brianna Byars delivered the game-sealing moment. The
sophomore forward came up with a steal on the Herd's
final possession and iced the game with two clutch free
throws.

The Bearcats shot 34.4% from the field and 18-0of-23
from the free throw line. While Marshall connected on
44% of its shots and drained 10 three-pointers, Cincinnati
dominated the glass, finishing with a +18 rebounding
margin (46-28) and converting 16 second-chance points.

Senior guard Tineya Hylton led the Bearcats with 16
points on 6-of-15 shooting, while freshman Chloe Mann
added 12 points on 5-of-10 from the floor. Redshirt
junior Alliance Ndiba contributed nine points and eight
rebounds, narrowly missing a double-double.

Cincinnati opened with a 10-5 lead, sparked by a Hylton
three-pointer, and closed the first quarter up 17-12. After
Marshall trimmed the deficit to two early in the second
quarter (17-15), the Bearcats held the Herd without

a field goal for four minutes during a 14-3 run that
stretched their halftime lead to 36-22.

The third quarter saw the Bearcats extend their lead to
44-29 following consecutive baskets by A'riel Jackson and
Ndiba. However, Marshall answered with back-to-back
threes to cut the margin to single digits. Hylton's driving
layup gave them a 55-43 advantage heading into the
fourth.

Marshall mounted its comeback in the final frame,
opening with a 9-2 run (57-52). Hylton responded with
an and-one play to push the lead back to eight (62-54).
The Herd staged one final charge, using a 7-0 run to pull
within one point (65-64) in the closing seconds. Byars
then delivered her defensive play, sealing the Bearcats'
eighth win of the season.
