THE RUNDOWN

» Cincinnati has won three of the last four meetings in the Crosstown Shootout, including a 69-47 victory at

home last season. The Bearcats lead the all-time series 27-18, making this rivalry the fourth-longest in UC
program history by total meetings.

Head coach Katrina Merriweather is undefeated (6-0) in Crosstown Shootout games while at Cincinnati, with
four wins as a player, one as a graduate assistant and one as head coach. She is 10-0 against Xavier in her
career overall.

Cincinnati is coming off its second consecutive win, scoring a season-high 95 points in a 95-52 victory over
Western lllinois on Dec. 6. It marked the team’s highest scoring output since 2022, when the Bearcats tallied
99 points against Southern Indiana.

UC made 31 free throws for the second straight game, shooting 83.8% from the line. The 31 made free throws
are the most in the Big 12 for a single game this season and tied for 10th nationally.

Sophomore Reagan Jackson erupted for a career-high 29 points vs. Western lllinois. She finished with career
bests in field goals made (10-13 FG) and 3-pointers made (5-8). She added four rebounds and three assists.
Senior Tineya Hylton scored 20 points, highlighted by a 14-of-17 performance from the free throw line. The

14 made free throws tied the Fifth Third Arena record and lead the Big 12 for the most in a single game this
season.

Hylton has set and matched her career high in scoring (20) in four of the first eight games. She has six double-
digit scoring performances and has led the team in the category three times this season.

Hylton is averaging 14.8 points, while also ranking sixth in the Big 12 in free throw percentage (.833), seventh
in steals (2.3) and 14th in assists (4.1). Against Western lllinois, she posted season highs in rebounds (6),
assists (7) and steals (5). She has led the team in assists in seven games and steals in five this season.

Fifth year forward Jillian Hayes is averaging nearly a double-double with 19.5 points and 9.8 rebounds while
shooting 41.9% from the field. Her five double-doubles in eight games rank second in the Big 12 and 14th
nationally.

Hayes has reached the 20-point mark in four games this season, setting a new career high for 20-point games
in a single season.

Nationally, Hayes ranks 31st in scoring, 21st in free throws made and 34th in rebounding.

Defensively, Cincinnati has forced 48 turnovers in the last two games. UC leads the Big 12 in fewest turnovers
per game (11.4) and ranks second in turnover margin (+8.6). The Bearcats have forced 20 or more turnovers
in five games and are 5-0 when committing fewer turnovers than their opponents.

Redshirt junior Alliance Ndiba ranks 10th in the conference in blocking (1.3) and 11th in rebounding (6.9). She
has led the team in rebounds twice and blocking four times.

Among active career leaders in Division |, Hayes is third in FT made (451), 17th in rebounds (922) and 29th in
doubles-doubles (28).

Cincinnati leads the Big 12 in free throw percentage, shooting 79.3% from the charity stripe. The Bearcats are
6-1 when outshooting opponents at the line. UC is averaging 18 free throw attempts per game, leading the
Big 12 and ranking seventh nationally. Hayes paces the team with eight attempts per game.

The team’s turnover margin highlights a key trend: 8.3 turnovers per game in wins, but 20.5 turnovers per
game in losses.

Head coach Katrina Merriweather recently signed a historic 2025 recruiting class, ranked No. 7 nationally by
ASGR Hoops—the highest in program history.

FROM THE QUEEN CITY TO PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND
Jillian Hayes and Tineya Hylton earned All-Tournament Team honors at the inaugural Atlantic
Slam W, held in Charlottetown, Prince Edward Island, Canada from Nov. 22-24.

* Hayes averaged 20.0 points, 9.7 rebounds and shot 43.6%, while Hylton contributed 12.0
points, 3.3 rebounds and shot 40.6% during the event.

* Hylton notched her third career 20-point game in the finale vs. FGCU, scoring 20 on 7-of-

14 shooting against FGCU. Hayes shined with a 28-point, 11-rebound performance against
Georgetown, marking her fourth double-double of the season and 27th of her career.

* The team spent its first night in Toronto, the hometown of Hylton. Her mother and grandmother
prepared a heartfelt home-cooked meal for everyone. That evening, a former Wright State player
of Coach Merriweather, now working with the Toronto Raptors, surprised her with a visit at the
hotel.

* The players had a special opportunity to connect with local girls’ basketball players during the
three-day event, even surprising a group at their pregame pizza party.

FAB FIVE
Head coach Katrina Merriweather has announced the signing of five players on National Signing
Day. The class is currently ranked No. 7 by ASGR Hoops, marking the highest-ranked class
in program history. Dee Alexander, Caliyah DeVillasee, Kali Barrett, Joya Crawford and Paige
Whitted will suit up for the Bearcats as freshmen beginning in the 2025-26 campaign.

HAYES TAKES CENTER STAGE WITH WEEKLY HONORS
Star forward Jillian Hayes was named Big 12 Player of the Week for the first week of the season,
the conference announced on Monday, Nov. 11. She became the first Bearcat to win a weekly
Big 12 women's basketball honor in program history.

* Hayes averaged a double-double across two wins, recording 20.5 points and 11.0 rebounds
per game while shooting 61.5% from the field. She was one of two Big 12 players to record
multiple double-doubles during the first week of the season, tied for the most among all players
nationally.

* The Cincinnati native posted her 25th career double-double vs. Delaware State on Sunday. She
dropped a career-high 30 points to go along with 11 rebounds while shooting 70.6% from the
field (12-17 FG). She became the first Bearcat to post a 30-point game since limar’l Thomas did
so on March 8, 2021, and is one of four Big 12 players to reach the 30-point mark this season.

* She added an 11-point, 11-rebound double-double in UC’s season opener at UIC.

FOUNDATION SET
Merriweather made an immediate impact last season, leading the Bearcats to a 14-18 overall
record and a 5-13 mark in their debut Big 12 season. The 14 wins were the team’s most since
2019 and marked a five-win improvement from the prior season.

* Merriweather also returned her alma mater to postseason play for the first time since 2019,
adding to her career total of six postseason qualifications in seven eligible seasons (excluding
2020 due to COVID).

* The Bearcats went 9-3 in non-conference play in 2023-24, achieving their best non-conference
win percentage (72.7%) in 15 years. They also had a six-game winning streak, the longest since
2019-20.

* Cincinnati pulled down 1,269 rebounds — the program's third-highest single-season total and its
most since 2017-18. They finished the season with a positive rebounding margin (+5.0) for the
first time since 2018-19 and the best margin since 2006-07. The Bearcats led the Big 12 and
ranked 23rd nationally in offensive rebounds per game (14.5).

+ Cincinnati led the Big 12 and ranked 15th nationally in free throws made per game (15.9) in
2023-24. Hayes reached the line frequently, ranking inside the top 15 nationally in free throws
made (159) and attempts (217), both third-best for a single season in UC history.

Cincinnati is one of only nine programs in the
Power Four, and the only program in the Big 12,
with an all-female coaching staff.

* Every year, Merriweather has had a former player
on staff. Seven total. At least one from every head
coaching stop.

* Merriweather has had a staff member selected to
the WBCA Thirty Under 30 List for seven straight
years.

MORE ON MERRIWEATHER
Head coach Katrina Merriweather made an
immediate impact last season, leading the
Bearcats to a 14-18 overall record and a 5-13
mark in their debut Big 12 season. The 14 wins
were the team’s most since 2019 and marked a
five-win improvement from the prior season.

* Merriweather also returned her alma mater to
postseason play for the first time since 2019,
adding to her career total of six postseason
qualifications in seven eligible seasons (excluding
2020 due to COVID).

* Merriweather was hired as the 10th women's
basketball head coach at Cincinnati, her
alma mater, on March 25, 2023. A four-year
letterwinner for Hall of Fame head coach Laurie
Pirtle from 1997-01, Merriweather was the
program’s first women'’s basketball player to make
four consecutive postseason tournaments and
posted an 83-41 record as a player.

* Additionally, she helped lead the program to its
first-ever NCAA Tournament win as a graduate
assistant in 2001-02.

* Merriweather spent five seasons at Wright State,
where she led the Raiders to a 113-47 record,
four postseason berths (2 NCAA, 2 WNIT) and
was named Horizon League Coach of the Year
three times. She led Wright State to the program’s
third appearance and first NCAA Tournament win
with an upset over four-seed Arkansas in 2021.

* Katrina Merriweather was a team captain in
2000-01 and made 27 starts in 107 games
played with 22 starts as a senior. She was a part
of four postseason tournament appearances in
her four seasons as a player and five postseason
berths in her five years with the Bearcats. (Player
- WNIT 1998, 2000, 2001, NCAA - 1999; GA
NCAA - 2002).

* With Wright State, she was a three-time Horizon
League Regular Season champion (2017, 2019,
2021) and two time Horizon League Regular
Season champion (2019, 2021).

* Cincinnati has made the NCAA Tournament four
times in its history (1988-89, 1998-99, 2001-02,
2002-03), earning three at-large bids.

+ Cincinnati has won four conference titles in
its history. The Bearcats won the 2002 C-USA
Championships to advance to the NCAA
Tournament where the program earned its first-
ever NCAA Tournament win. Merrriweather was on
the staff as a graduate assistant that year.

* The 1988-89 Bearcats compiled a 21-9 ledger
under Laurie Pirtle and made the school’s first
appearance in the NCAA tournament.

» A four-year letterwinner for the Bearcats from
1997-01, Merriweather became the program’s
first women's basketball player to advance to four
consecutive postseason tournaments.

» Cincinnati has made 14 postseason appearances.

CINCINNATI — The University of Cincinnati women's
basketball team dominated Western lllinois, 95-52, on
Friday night inside Fifth Third Arena.

The Bearcats (6-2) scored a season-high 95 points and
drained eight three-pointers en route to a decisive victory
over Western lllinois.

Sophomore Reagan Jackson erupted for a career-high 29
points behind a career-high five three-pointers. She shot
10-0of-13 from the field overall and 5-of-8 from deep. She
added four rebounds and three assists.

Senior Tineya Hylton also shined with a career-high-tying
20 points, including a 14-of-17 effort from the free throw
line. She also registered season highs in rebounds (6),
assists (7) and steals (5), with the latter two being career
bests.

Nine Bearcats contributed to the offensive explosion, with
fifth year forward lillian Hayes and redshirt junior Alliance
Ndiba narrowly missing double-doubles. Hayes pulled
down a game-high 10 rebounds alongside nine points,
while Ndiba added 10 points and eight boards.

Defensively, Cincinnati forced 24 turnovers which resulted
in 35 points. They held Western lllinois to just 34%
shooting from the floor and 19% from three-point range.

UC sunk 31 free throws for the second straight game
(.838). The Bearcats are 5-1 this season when outscoring
opponents from the line.

Reagan Jackson scored eight of Cincinnati’s first 10 points,
while Hylton chipped in 10 points in the opening frame to
give UC a 24-14 lead. Back-to-back jumpers from Atiel
Jackson and Reagan Jackson stretched the lead to 28-14
early in the second quarter. A quick 6-0 run, highlighted
by consecutive baskets from Delaney Snyder, pushed

the margin to 16. The Bearcats entered halftime up 17
(39-22).

The Bearcats went on a 9-0 run in the third quarter and
extended their lead to as many as 33 points. Reagan
Jackson continued her offensive tear, pouring in 12 points
in the period, including three three-pointers.

Cincinnati kept its foot on the gas in the final frame,
connecting on three three-pointers—two from Daylee
Dunn and one from Abby Holtman. Western lllinois never
got closer than 31 points as Cincinnati cruised to its sixth
win of the season.
