INDIVIDUAL QUICK HITS ...

• ECU opened up its 87th season of collegiate baseball (1932-42, 1946-present) with a three-game sweep 
of Rhode Island (Feb. 19-21).

• The Pirates have made a regional appearance in 16 of the last 21 seasons, including four of five under 
Godwin (2015, ‘16, ‘18,  ‘19) - no post-season in 2020 due to COVID-19 pandemic.

• Heading into this weeks action, ECU has been ranked or received votes in at least one national poll for 
55-straight weeks (began in 2018 preseason).

• Twice this season the Pirates were a consensus Top 10 team (March 15 and March 22) and have been 
ranked in the Top 15 in eight of 12 weekly rankings during the regular season.

• The Pirates led the nation (2020) in fielding percentage (.990) and sac bunts (23) ... They also finished 
in the Top 10 in batting average (.317) and hits (183).

• Heading into this weekend’s action, ECU ranks among the nationals leaders (Top 25) in 10 categories 
including win percentage (8th/76.7), K to BB ratio (9th/3.36), batting average (11th/.307), HRs per game 
(12th/1.47), slugging percentage (14th/.492), HRs (15th), Ks per 9 innings (17th/10.6), BBs per 9 innings 
(20th/3.15), hits (22nd/445) and WHIP (25th/1.26).

• This season the Pirates have fanned 447 batters in 43 games (10.4 kpg) and last year averaged 10.1 
per contest (171 Ks in 17 games).

• Heading into the season, ECU has five two-way players on its roster ... Dubbed #2WayU by Godwin, the 
five players are Zach Agnos, Skylar Brooks, Cam Clonch, Ryder Giles and Austin St. Laurent.

• Seventh-year head coach Cliff Godwin stands third on ECU’s all-time wins list with 247 victories ... He 
passed his college coach and ECU Hall of Famer Keith LeClair (212) on March 8, 2020 with a 4-1 win 
at Charlotte in the series finale.

• Freshman Carson Whisenhunt returned to the mound vs. Tulane tossing three scoreless innings in a 
predetermined start ... Owns a 5-0 record in eight starts with a 2.97 ERA ... Struck out 54 while walk-
ing 11 in 39.1 innings ... Named AAC Pitcher-of-the-Week (March 15) and is a two-time AAC Honor Roll 
member ... Became the first pitcher since Brooks Jernigan (1998) to record double-digit strikeouts in 
consecutive games ... Named a Collegiate Baseball National Player-of-the-Week on Feb. 22 and picked 
up NCBWA National Pitcher-of-the-Month accolades on March 3.

• Junior Gavin Williams earned consecutive AAC Pitcher-of-the-Week honors (March 29, April 5) ... Since 
moving into a starters role, he has allowed six runs (five earned) over 40.1 innings ... He has 68 strikeouts 
to 12 walks ... Fanned 10-plus batters in three of those starts and sports a 6-0 record with a 1.12 ERA ... 
Ranks among Top 10 in ERA (6th/1.29) and Ks per 9 innings (8th/14.51) and wins (26th.7).

• Tyler Smith, a 2018 all-conference performer, owns an 20-5 career record (80.0 win pct.) with one save 
in 72 games (40 starts) ... Tallied seven career quality starts and combined on five career shutouts.

• Seth Caddell leads the team in RBI (40) and sac flies (4), while sharing team lead in HRs (12).
• Connor Norby owns the nations longest on-base streak (50 games) which started in 2020 ... Named 

AAC Player-of-the-Week (March 15) and is a two-time AAC Honor Roll selection ... Collected at least 
one hit in 37 of 43 games this season, which includes a 20-game hit streak ... Currently second in the 
nation in hits (73), sixth in hits per game (1.70), seventh in total bases (121), eighth in average (.415), 
30th in runs (48) and 36th in HRs (12) ... Named to Golden Spikes Midseason Watch List (April 14).

• C.J. Mayhue has six saves on the season which stands 51st nationally ... Earned his sixth save in game 2 
of doubleheader vs. Memphis ... Owns a 2-1 record in 21 outings (29th nationally) with 52 strikeouts to 
nine walks in 34.0 innings ... Named to NCBWA Midseason Stopper of the Year Watch List (April 28).

• Thomas Francisco ranks fifth nationally in hits (70) and 23rd in average (.395) ... Had 31-game on-
base streak snapped at WSU ... Seven of his career-high 10 home runs have come in AAC play ... Hit 
two runs in a game twice this season (Illinois State/March 19, Tulane/May 9) ...Named to AAC Weekly 
Honor Roll on March 22.

• Seniors Matt Bridges and Cam Colmore return for their sixth year ... Combined, they have appeared in 
163 games, with a 17-4 record, 10 saves with 227 Ks and 90 BBs in 218.1 IPs ... Colmore was named AAC 
Pitcher-of-the-Week on May 10.

Since Cliff Godwin returned to ECU, his teams have 
excelled in the classroom by registering a 3.05 or higher 
grade point average in 12 of 13 semesters, including a 
team-best 3.61 in the Spring of 2020, which bested the 
previous mark of 3.52 (Fall 2017). Under Godwin, a two-time 
Academic All-America selection, his teams have combined 
to have over 300 members on the ECU Director of Athletics 
Honor Roll (3.0 or higher), while 87 Pirates have earned 
inclusion on The American All-Academic Team maintaining 
a minimum 3.00 GPA.

Following the 2020 season, the Pirates earned their 
fifth-straight AAC Team Academic and American Baseball 
Coaches Association (ABCA) Excellence Awards (2016-20). 
Four players have earned CoSIDA Academic All-America 
honors since 2016 (Travis Watkins/2016 first team, Charlie 
Yorgen/2016 third team, Jake Agnos/2019 first team, Alec 
Burleson/2019 third team and 2020 first team). Burleson 
became the third player in program history to be named a 
two-time Academic All-America selection joining Godwin 
and Sam Narron.

Sophomore Connor Norby is one of 45 players 
named to the midseason Golden Spikes Award watch 
list, moving closer to naming the top amateur baseball 
player (high school or college) in the country USA 
Baseball announced Wednesday.

 Norby becomes the fifth Pirate and first positional 
player in program history to be named to the 
midseason list following Jeff Hoffman (2013), Evan 
Kruczynski (2016), Chris Holba (2018) and Jake 
Agnos (2019). ECU has had four players named to 
the preseason watch list in Kyle Roller (2010), Jeff 
Hoffman (2014), Bryant Packard (2019) and Alec 
Burleson (2020), while Corey Kemp is the lone Pirate 
to be named a semifinalist in 2008.

 The Kernersville, N.C. native leads the Pirates and 
American Athletic Conference in batting average 
(.442), hits (57), on-base percentage (.482) and 
total bases (92). He also stands as the team leader 
in doubles (eight), runs (31), slugging percentage 
(.713) and stolen bases (eight), while ranking second 
in home runs (nine) and RBI (31). On a national scale, 
Norby is second in hits, third in total bases, fifth in 
hits per game (1.84), seventh in batting average and 
29th in home runs.

 Heading into this weekend’s series at Houston, 
Norby is currently riding an 18-game hitting streak 
and has reached base in 38 consecutive contests 
dating back to the 2020 season. He has registered 
at least one hit in 30 of 31 games thus far, leads the 
program with 19 multi-hit and eight multi-RBI games 
and has scored at least one run in 23 contests (multiple 
seven times).

Freshman C.J. Mayhue is one of 65 players named 
to the midseason watch list for the 16th Annual 
National Collegiate Baseball Writers Association 
(NCBWA) Stopper-of-the-Year Award, given to 
the top relief pitcher in NCAA Division I Baseball.

 Mayhue leads the Pirates and ranks second in 
the American Athletic Conference in saves (six) 
and appearances (19). The left-hander, who owns 
a 2-1 record on the season, has allowed 13 runs (12 
earned) on 25 hits and sports a 3.48 ERA. In his 19 
outings, he has struck out 47 batters while walking 
nine in 31.0 innings.

 The Shelby, N.C. native has recorded a pair of 
saves in league play (Cincinnati and Memphis), 
while four have come in non-conference action 
(Duke, Appalachian State, Charlotte and Illinois 
State). He set a new career-high in innings pitched 
against Duke (Feb. 23) and tied his personal-best 
in strikeouts on two occasions (6 vs. Duke/Feb. 23, 
6 vs. North Carolina/March 30). In all, he has tallied 
at least on punch out in 16 of 19 outings (multiple 
11 times) and has worked at full inning of relief 15 
times (multiple or more on eight occasions).

MAYHUE NAMED TO
MIDSEASON STOPPER
WATCH LIST (APRIL 18)
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 Freshman Carson Whisenhunt was one of seven 
players to earn Collegiate Baseball’s National Player-
of-the-Week honors on Feb. 22. Making his first 
collegiate start, the Mocksville, N.C. native stuck out 
a career-high 10 batters in four innings Sunday in a 
12-4 win over the Rams. He became the first freshman 
since Jake Agnos (2017) to record double-digit 
strikeouts in an outing, which included two separate 
stretches with five-straight punch outs. After the 
Rams leadoff hitter reached on an error in the first, he 
then fanned the side and the first two batters of the 
second inning. The lefty, then struck out the first two 
batters in the third stanza and the side in the fourth 
closing out the day with 10 total punch outs (seven 
swinging) to go along with a pair of groundouts. In 
all, he allowed two runs (both earned) on three hits 
with a walk and held Rhode Island to a .188 composite 
batting average.

Annually, for the past 18 seasons, East Carolina hosts 
the “Keith LeClair Classic” a tournament put together 
to bring awareness to ALS through the Jim “Catfish” 
Hunter chapter, which is located in Raleigh, N.C. 

The chapter finds the tournament as a way to 
continue awareness and fundraising in Coach LeClair’s 
honor. The goal is to use the Keith LeClair Classic 
as a starting point for our own fundraiser to help 
Strikeout ALS.

Now for the sixth consecutive year, the ECU baseball 
team will be growing mustaches to raise money 
and awareness for ALS research. The Pirates will be 
teaming up with the Memphis and Michigan baseball 
programs as well as CoopStrong for the second 
consecutive year. Erik Bakich (Michigan Head Coach) 
and Cliff Godwin (ECU Head Coach) were teammates 
under Keith LeClair.

CoopStrong is a non-profit organization formed 
to honor the memory of Nelson Cooper, a beloved 
husband, father, professor, and friend who passed 
away from ALS in May 2017. He has a special place 
in the ECU Baseball program being a professor to 
numerous of our players in his tenure as well as being 
close friends with Hall of Fame Head Coach Keith 
LeClair. CoopStrong keeps the memory and legacy 
of Dr. Nelson Cooper alive through scholarships 
awarded to Recreation Sciences students at East 
Carolina University.

This year, the Pirates along with the Tigers and 
Wolverines and CoopStrong raised $10,874 for ALS 
Research. In 2018, the ECU and Memphis baseball 
programs participated raised nearly $11,000 and in 
2019, ECU, Memphis and Michigan raised $10,836 with 
donations going towards funding, supporting families 
and research. Last year (2020) they raised $3,325.

The past three seasons, ECU Dowdy Student Stores 
has donated $10,500 from t-shirt sales during the year 
and has pushed ECU’s six-year total (including ‘21) to 
$57,691 in donations.

MOYLAN NAMED AAC 
PLAYER OF THE WEEK 

(MARCH 1)
 Freshman Josh Moylan batted a team-best .500 

(7-for-14) with a pair of home runs, three doubles, 
seven RBI and scored three times during the Pirates 
3-1 week. He hit his first collegiate home run against 
No. 25 Duke, a solo shot, in the Pirates 6-1 win. The 
Stoney Beach, Md. Native tallied multiple hits in three 
of four contest and is currently riding a four-game hit 
streak. In the weekend series in at Georgia Southern, 
Moylan was 5-for-11 with a home run, three doubles 
and six RBI. On the season, he leads the club in RBI 
(eight), tied for the team lead in doubles (three) and 
is second in home runs (two) and slugging percentage 
(.842).

Junior Gavin Williams Was been named AAC Pitcher-
of-the-Week on March 29. Williams, who made his 
second start of the season at Elon on March 26, 
established career-highs in innings pitched (6.0) and 
strikeouts (11) helping the Pirates to a 15-0 victory over 
the Phoenix. He faced 24 batters recording 11 punch 
outs, one fly out and six ground outs, while allowing 
four hits and walking one. Williams improved to 2-0 
on the season after registering his first career quality 
start and lowered his ERA to 0.92. The Fayetteville, 
N.C. native had at least one strikeout in all six innings 
he worked including multiple in the first, fourth, fifth 
and sixth frames which included the side in the fifth. 
He became the third ECU pitcher this season to fan 
10-plus batters in a game joining Carson Whisenhunt 
(10 vs. Rhode Island, 11 at Georgia Southern) and Jake 
Kuchmaner (10 vs. Charlotte).

 Freshman Carson Whisenhunt took home AAC 
Pitcher-of-the-Week accolades on March 15. 
Whisenhunt struck out nine batters over a career-
best seven scoreless frames in the series win over 
Charlotte on Saturday improving to 3-0 on the 
season. In just his fourth start, he allowed three hits 
(all singles), walked two and pushed his seasonal 
strikeout total to 36. The Mocksville, N.C. native 
fanned multiple batters in the first, fifth, sixth and 
seventh frames while adding a solo punch out in 
the second. In all, he allowed just five runners to 
reach base and held the 49ers to a .136 composite 
batting average. Currently he sports a 1.19 ERA and 
has allowed three runs (all earned) on 12 hits in 22.2 
innings with six walks.

 Sophomore Connor Norby was named AAC 
Player-of-the-Week on March 15. Norby batted 
.412 (7-for-17) during the Pirates 4-0 week, which 
included a midweek win at Duke and a home 
weekend sweep of Charlotte. The Kernersville, 
N.C. native led the club in hits (seven), home runs 
(three), RBI (seven), total bases (16) and slugging 
(.941), while tying for second in runs scored (three). 
He tallied three multi-hit games, three game-
winning RBI and extended his current on-base 
streak to 22 games. His three-run home run in the 
sixth frame against the Blue Devils broke a five-all 
tie, while his two-run blast in the seventh versus 
the 49ers led to a series win. On Sunday, he capped 
off the week with another game-winning hit (solo 
home run) in the third pushing his season total to 
four game-winning RBI.

Junior Gavin Williams picked up his second-
straight pitching honor after establishing new 
career-highs in innings pitched (6.2) and strikeouts 
(13) in ECU’s 7-0 win over Cincinnati on Friday. 
The right-hander, who improved to 3-0 on the 
season, scattered four hits and walked three in his 
third start of the season which culminated in the 
Pirates’ second consecutive shutout when he took 
the mound. Williams fanned multiple batters in the 
first inning as well as the third through the seventh 
frames and recorded one punch out in the second. 
Over his last two starts, he has not allowed a run in 
12.2 innings, surrendered just seven hits and has 24 
strikeouts to just four walks. The Fayetteville, N.C. 
native was also named one of Collegiate Baseball’s 
National Players-of-the-Week for his performance 
Friday against the Bearcats.

 After capturing the Charlottesville Regional title, 
the ECU baseball team traveled to No. 5 National 
Seed Texas Tech for a three-game series in the 
Lubbock Super Regional in 2016.
 The Pirates, who entered the weekend set hav-
ing dropped all six previous super regional games, 
picked up their first win (8-6) on Friday, June 10 
behind a pair of home runs from Travis Watkins. 
Evan Kruczynski notched his eighth win and be-
came the first ECU pitcher to win a super regional 
contest.
 One win away from advancing to its first-ev-
er College World Series appearance, ECU came 
within 90-feet from going to Omaha leaving a 
runner stranded at third in both the 11th and 12th 
innings. TTU would win in 13 innings on a two-RBI 
single by Eric Gutierrez.
