CINCINNATI — The University of Cincinnati volleyball team hosts Arizona on Thursday and ninth-ranked
Arizona State on Saturday, with both matches streaming on ESPN+.

THE RUNDOWN
Cincinnati split its matches last week, sweeping West Virginia at home on Thursday before falling to
Colorado on the road on Saturday.

+ The Bearcats defeated WVU in straight sets, completing a season sweep of the Mountaineers. Cincinnati
packed 2,532 fans into Fifth Third Arena for Education Day—the second-largest crowd in program history.
Head coach Molly Alvey reached a career milestone with the win over WVU, notching her 200th victory at
Cincinnati. She holds the second-most wins in Bearcats coaching history.

Cincinnati's offense was on fire against WVU, posting its best hitting percentage of Big 12 play at .407, led
by setter Katelyn Lefler's 35 assists. The .407 clip is the third-best by any team in league play this season.

+ Sophomore Sydney Nolan registered a team-high 12 kills at a .550 clip with only one error on 20 attempts.
Abby Walker (9 kills, .615), Carly Glendinning (9 kills, .375), Fallon Stewart (8 kills, .211), and Zeta
Washington (6 kills, .500) also delivered standout performances against WVU.

+ The Bearcats will face their fourth ranked opponent this season, No. 9 Arizona State, aiming to break a
15-match losing streak against ranked teams. The Bearcats are looking for their first ranked win since Dec.
7, 2019, when they took down No. 2-ranked Pitt in the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

+ Senior Abby Walker ranks eighth in the Big 12 in blocks per set (1.10) and ninth in hitting percentage (.343).
She has led the team in blocks in 17 matches and has five or more blocks in seven contests. She’s 12 kills
away from 1,000 and two aces shy of 100 in her career.

Freshman libero Faith Frame has tallied double-digit digs in 16 matches this season, averaging 3.93 digs
per set (ninth in the Big 12) and earning Big 12 Rookie of the Week honors twice.

Defensive specialists Julie Wittekind and Lilly Gillespie are averaging 2.17 and 1.53 digs per set, respectively,
in conference play.

+ Setter Katelyn Lefler has recorded nine double-doubles this season and ranks ninth in the league in assists
per set (8.97). She posted her latest double-double against Colorado with 21 assists and 16 digs (tying
her season high).

+ Junior Carly Glendinning leads the team in kills (3.66), points (4.22), and aces (0.24) per set, ranking
seventh in the Big 12 for both kills and points. She has recorded double-digit kills in 15 matches, with five
matches featuring 20 or more Kkills.

+ Sophomore Sydney Nolan is second on the team in kills (2.73) and third in digs (1.99). She has reached
double-digit kills in 13 matches and boasts five double-doubles on the season.

Cincinnati ranks fifth in the conference with 2.26 blocks per set, and its 15-block performance against
Bowling Green remains the league’s top showing for a three-set match.
+ The Bearcats boast a 13-1 record when outhitting their opponents.

SERIES HISTORY
Cincinnati will face Arizona for the first time in program history.

+ Arizona State leads the all-time series, 3-0. The last meeting came in 2009 at the Utah Classic, where ASU
edged out Cincinnati in five sets.

SEASON SWEPT ‘EM
Cincinnati took down UCF in straight sets on Oct. 5 in Orlando. The win marked Cincinnati’s first season
sweep of the Knights since 2019. Cincinnati hit .274 and received a match-high 16 kills from outside hitter
Carly Glendinning in the victory.
Defensively, Faith Frame and Lilly Gillespie accounted for 25 of Cincinnati's 43 digs.

+ The Bearcats only committed two service errors, after committing 26 the two matches prior. Conversely, UCF
had 15 service errors in the match.

+ Zeta Washington and Fallon Stewart also made contributions in their Florida homecoming, combining for
seven kills.

THE FUTURE IS BRIGHT
Faith Frame has been recognized as one of eight standout freshmen on NCAA correspondent Michella
Chester's mid-season top freshman list, released on October 20. The list highlighted freshmen who are
having breakout seasons in 2024.
Notably, Frame is the only Big 12 volleyball player included, as well as the sole libero on the list. She has
also earned the title of Big 12 Rookie of the Week twice this season.

+ She totaled 30 digs on the week for a 4.29 digs per

set average. She recorded a match-high 17 digs in
UC'’s sweep of UCF. The total helped the Bearcats
be plus-12 in the category (59-47).

FLIPPED THE SCRIPT

Cincinnati launched its Big 12 home slate with
a commanding sweep over UCF on Oct. 5. The
Bearcats picked up their first win over UCF since
2019, snapping a nine-match losing skid to the
Knights. The victory was significant for the senior
class, as it represented their first win against their
former AAC rivals.

» The defensive duo of Faith Frame and Julie Wittekind

shined in the straight-set victory. They combined for
30 of UC's 59 digs and helped the Bearcats be
plus-12 in the category (59-47). Frame posted a
match-high 17 digs while Wittekind finished with a
career-high 13.

A LONG-AWAITED RETURN

Fifth year right side Irbe Lazda made her much-
anticipated season debut vs. lowa State after
missing the first 12 matches due to injury. She came
off the bench in the second set and finished with six
kills and four blocks.

Sophomore middle blocker Zeta Washington, who
also faced injury challenges early in the season,
added a match-high six blocks in three sets vs. ISU.

BIG 12-OPENING SWEEP

Cincinnati kicked off its Big 12 campaign with a
sweep over West Virginia on September 25 in
Morgantown. The victory marked the Bearcats’
second consecutive win in a league road opener.
UC improved to 10-3 in conference openers under
head coach Molly Alvey.

Cincinnati extended their win streak to seven in
row, their longest since 2019, when the Bearcats
won 11 consecutive victories.

+ Senior Molly Harrison'’s serving was a game changer

for the Bearcats. She ignited two key scoring runs,
starting with a 6-0 spurt in the first set. When UC
was trailing by three in the second set, Harrison
stepped up again with a 4-0 run that featured two
aces.

NON-CON NUGGETS

+ The Bearcats concluded non-conference play with
a 9-2 record, their most non-conference wins since
the 2018 season. The .818 winning percentage
was the fifth-best among Big 12 teams.

+ The non-conference winning percentage is also the
Bearcats’ best since the 2003 season (.867, 13-2).

+ The Bearcats earned five sweeps, their most in non-
conference play since 2019.

+ Abby Walker and Katelyn Lefler were named
to the Best Western Invitational All-Tournament
Team while Walker and Sydney Nolan earned All-
Tournament accolades at the Bellarmine Classic.

FRAME NAMED BIG 12 ROOKIE OF THE
WEEK

+ Freshman libero Faith Frame has been named Big
12 Rookie of the Week, the conference announced
on Tuesday. Frame averaged a conference-leading
5.14 digs per set in a 2-0 week for the Bearcats.

+ She posted a career-high 27 digs in the Bearcats’
four-set win over crosstown rival Xavier. The 27
digs were the most in a match by a Conference
player during the week. Frame is Cincinnati’s
second weekly Big 12 award winner, joining Zeta
Washington (rookie) from Sept. 5, 2023.

INJURY BUG BITES BEARCATS

+ The team has dealt with significant injury challenges
over the past two seasons. The 2024 campaign
was no different with Zeta Washington and Irbe
Lazda both sidelined with injuries to start the year.

+ Washington, who was out with a thumb injury,
made her return to the court vs. Kent State (Sept.
14). Lazda made her season debut at lowa State
(Oct. 2).
In 2023, the Bearcats lost their two starting outside
hitters prior to Big 12 play. In total, six Bearcats
missed at least one match due to injury.

+ Two seasons ago, the team was without its starting
setter, and Ligia Williams suffered a season-ending
injury after just six matches.

250 FOR ALVEY

Head coach Molly Alvey earned her 250th career
win with a three-set victory over Chicago State
on Aug. 31. She took Cincinnati to the NCAA
Tournament in 2016 and 2018 before leading
the Bearcats to one of the greatest seasons in
school history in 2019. She guided the Bearcats
to a first-ever Sweet 16 appearance in the NCAA
Tournament and an American Athletic Conference
regular season championship.

RETURNING TALENT

+ Cincinnati returns 12 letterwinners, including four
starters, from a season ago. The Bearcats bring
back four of their top six point scorers, including
Zeta Washington (3.44 pts/s) and Abby Walker
(3.01 pts/s).

+ Setter Katelyn Lefler returns at the setter position
after dishing out 1,011 assists last season. She was
the first Bearcat since 2019 to eclipse 1,000 assists
in a single season.

+ Cincinnati returns 78.8% of its blocking, 72.7% of
its point-scoring and 70.8% of its kill production.

NEW ‘CATZ ON THE BLOCK
Cincinnati welcomes eight newcomers to the 2024
roster, including six true freshmen and two transfers.

+ UC’s freshman class features Janelle Green, Faith
Frame, Fallon Stewart, Gretchen Sigman, Amanda
Mack and Lilly Gillespie. The Class of 2024 was
ranked No. 37 by Prep Dig, marking the second
consecutive year with a top-40 recruiting class for
the Bearcats.

+ Transfers Sydney Nolan (UNC) and Irbe Lazda
