It was a banner Saturday night in a sold-out Fifth Third Arena as Cincinnati rallied from a 3-point halftime
deficit to open the second on a 22-2 run and win, 84-66. The Cougars’ shooting prowess pulled them within
66-58 with eight minutes left, but the Bearcats locked in to hold BYU to only five points over the next seven.
Jizzle James, who was 4-for-32 from deep in Big 12 play, went 6-for-8 against BYU. He is averaging 19.5 ppg
over the last two wins on 66.7 percent shooting. His 24 points on Saturday marked his and the team’s season-
high, as well as his third 20-plus point outing (25 vs. Bradley and 21 at Indiana State to finish last year).

Day Day Thomas, in his first three starts of the year, is averaging 15.0 ppg on 52.6 percent shooting. Over his
first nine Big 12 contests, he averaged 6.4 ppg on 35.8 percent.

Josh Reed turned in the best game of his UC career, posting a career-high 12 points and helping shut down
BYU’s prolific offense, from breakaway steals for slams, 3-pointers and fadeaway jumpers. It was only the
second double-figure scoring game of his career, previously in December 2022 against Bryant as a freshman.
The Bearcats went 10-of-20 from beyond the arc against BYU, their fifth game with double-digit makes and
first since Thanksgiving Eve. C) Fredrick’s 3-pointer in the first half made UC 6-0 when he scores this year,
including three Big 12 wins.

Aziz Bandaogo followed his 16-point game at UCF with nine against BYU, shooting 11-of-13 over that stretch.
He had 26 points over the prior seven games. UC is 13-2 in his two years, and 7-1 this year, when he scores
in double-figures.

While there weren't many rebounds in such an offensive game, UC crushed the Cougars on the glass, 32-17,
including 11 offensive boards (four by Dan Skillings Jr.) while allowing zero second-chance points. Both UC's
first half of the Jan. 25 game and second half of Feb. 8 mark BYU'’s fewest points scored in any half on the year.
The Bearcats are shooting 58.5 percent on 88.5 ppg the last two games, up from 39.0 percent and 59.6 ppg
in the first 10 Big 12 contests.

UC is third in the Big 12 and 19th nationally in allowing 64.0 ppg, all while ranking first and 11th, respectively,
with only 13.6 fouls per contest. Offensively, the squad is second in the league and 28th overall with only 10.0

turnovers per game.
Cincinnati has trailed only 19:12 out of its four Big 12 wins, leading by double-digits in all three.

CINCINNATI TRADITION

Cincinnati, ranked the No. 9 basketball program all-time by CBS’ Matt Norlander in 2019, boasts 1,911 all-time wins, good for No. 12 nationally (both entering the sea-
son), with this past season marking the 4lst of 20-plus wins. The Bearcats have produced 32 All-Americans (last: Jarron Cumberland’s Honorable Mention in 2019), 86
All-Conference selections, 57 NBA Draft picks (last: Jacob Evans lIl in 2018) and 56 members of the 1,000-Point Club. The program has spent 434 weeks ranked in the
AP Top 25 (not including any this season), 212 in the Top 10 and 45 at No. 1. Jack Twyman and Oscar Robertson are both members of the Basketball Hall of Fame, with
Robertson earning a spot on the NBA's 75th-Anniversary Team last falll.

DODGEBALL, ANYONE?

Wes Miller channeled his inner Patches O’'Houlihan
on Monday afternoon, taking the team from the
arena to the practice gym with unclear motives. The
players and coaches then spent around an hour
playing dodgeball to get away from the game while
keeping competition alive.

“The truth is this, it is simpler than dodgeball. We
played dodgeball at practice on Monday. It was
the first time they all smiled, having joy competing.
Heck, Even the coaches competed. We all fell in
love with basketball when there was no pressure
and expectations. It was good to get them back
to competitions and said you guys have to go play
basketball like you played dodgeball. At some point,
that is how you play basketball all the time and don't
really carry that extra weight on your shoulders. |
thought our guys practice that way yesterday and
played that way today. We have to continue and play
free and have fun.”

ON TOUGH STRETCHES...

Wes Miller's first UNC Greensboro team, which
included him being named the interim head coach
on Dec. 13, 2011 halfway through an ll-game losing
streak, saw the Spartans win 10 of 11 from Jan. 12 -
Feb. 15.

“When you are involved in college athletics and high-
level athletics, there is going to be some adversity and
some challenges. | have learned and experienced
that those moments are the most important to your
growth and the most important moments to the
success that follows if you handle them correctly.
This is the type of wisdom you try to instill in your
players, but they dont matter if you dont handle
them appropriately and learn from the mistakes and
grow from it.

“I would love to take the whole month of January and
throw it away, there’s no doubt about that, because
| want to win every game. | want our players to have
success, and | want this program to perform at the
level we all expect it to. This is an opportunity with
what we have gone through here to really learn and
grow and find the competitive character and edge
that we expect in this program. You have to dig in
and learn from it and that is what we are trying to
do as a program.”

UNPLUGGED, IF YOU CAN HELP IT

Miller has long discussed not using any social

media during the season with the disclaimer that
his generation didnt grow up with social media and
have as big a need for it now.

“Since 2006, | felt like | have been in a media and fan
base spotlight because | played at North Carolina
where there is a ton of eyes on you, and they do
the same thing. When you are a head coach even at
the mid major level there are still people that write
stories, have opinions and say things about you. This
is not an uncomfortable situation for me because |
am used to it. It is more of a challenge for players
with today’s social media culture, which | can't relate
to as a player.”

He even recalled that having a sidekick phone and
AOL Instant Messenger had the North Carolina team
thinking they were the coolest thing walking around
in Chapel Hill.

“We have to find a way to encourage our kids to not
listen when it is too good and not to listen when it is
negative. That is a real challenge, but | don't blame
our fans. | want passionate fans, and | want people to
want it. If we are being honest, the support here has
been tremendous and the support for our program
and for me and our players has been incredible. We
owe them a better fight and a better performance,
and we all know that.”

NOT AN IDEAL START, BUT...

Wes Miller addressed the elephant in the room after
UC opened 0-3 in Big 12 play, playing an excellent
second half against Arizona to fully erase a 19-point
deficit but not doing well in the other five halves of
league play.

“Everybody’s gotta raise their level, from myself to the
players and our staff. We played poorly, probably
the worst game all year. We did not feel like we
played great the previous two games (Kansas State
and Arizona), even though we had our chances. The
challenge isn't to point fingers, because it's not that
simple.

“By the way, you can play really well three games in
this league and not win any of them. That just hasn't
been the case and that's the hard pill to swallow. If
we did, we'd be discouraged and I'd be sitting here
saying we played great and we'll be alright.”

NEW MINDSET? NOT NECESSARILY
Cincinnati had been ranked all season, including for
its losses at Villanova, Kansas State and Arizona.

While this is the first season UC has been ranked
under Wes Miller, he offered his own insight in
between the K-State and Arizona games regarding a
question of how it changes the mindset of being the
hunted versus perhaps the hunter.

“I think at this level of basketball, youre gonna get
the best shot all the time. If you look at our league,
everyone’s good and hungry. What | challenge our
staff, myself and our team on a daily basis is to never
allow ourselves to believe we've figured it out and
arrived. You never have it figured out. You try to take
something you're doing well and master it.

“l think it's human nature, when you have some
relative success, to think you're good. To me, that's
the death of excellence and sustainable success.
That's the challenge with not just this team, but every
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team. That can be harder and harder in this social
media society with so much instant gratification...you
have to remain in the moment and be consumed and
obsessed with improving.”

NO POINTS, NO PROBLEM FOR JIZZLE
Despite an 0-for-11 performance against Xavier, Jizzle
James was locked in at all times, eventually sinking
two major free-throws with 13 seconds left to give UC
a 68-65 lead before Xavier's final possession.

Wes Miller was effusive in his praise of the sophomore,
noting that the two watched every possession of his
one-on-one together later.

“'m not worried about him; I'm proud of him.
Sometimes you have to think about this in a different
way. If you watch the tape, he didn't change the way
he played when he was 0-for-5 or 0-for-7 ... but when
he was O-for-1l and got to the free-throw stipe with
two big free-throws, could you tell he was 0-for-11?
That speaks about him as a winner and competitor
than whatever his shooting percentage was. Most
players, in a game like that, that have a night where
they can't buy one, it's going to affect the way they
defend, their mindset, leadership and approach. You
would not be able to tell a difference watching lizzle
play the game...I think that was one of the reasons
we won the game.”

SKILLINGS RETURNS VS. HOWARD
Fan favorite and last year's leading scorer Dan
Skillings Jr. (12.9 ppg, 6.4 rpg) suffered a knee injury in
the Nov. 4 season opener. Not only that, he excelled
the rest of the game (17 points, 11 rebounds) through it
and did not feel it till the following morning.

Skillings underwent a successful minor procedure
the following Monday morning, and based on the
procedure’s announced 4-6 weeks, he was playing in
a game 27 days later.

Skillings played 14 minutes against Howard on
Sunday, then was held out of practice on Monday
for rest.

CINCINNATI'S DOUBLE-DOUBLES

The season-opening blowout of Arkansas-Pine Bluff
saw Dan Skillings and Jizzle James become the first
teammates with a double-double since David Delulius
and Landers Nolley Il in January 2023 against ECU.
There have been four instances since 2016.

distinction, but UC’s wins over Xavier and Dayton,
combined with one at neighboring NKU and in
charity exhibition play against Ohio State, served as
a nice validation.

UC had previously lost its last matchups to the
Musketeers, Flyers and Buckeyes, and last year
defeated NKU after falling to the Norse in 2022-23.

DAY DAY THOMAS RETURNS AT NKU
Senior guard Day Day Thomas started the first 35
games for UC last year before suffering a season-
ending broken foot in the NIT opener. He was injured
again on Oct. 22. He averaged 10.4 ppg and led the
team with 116 assists and 6l steals in 2023-24.

Thomas was a full participant in practice on Monday,
Nov. 11 (same day as Skillings’ procedure).

“He’s been doing workouts and jumping into some
things,” Miller said Wednesday, Nov. 13. “But he did
that for as long as | allowed it and then he'll probably
continue along that. It's the same thing | said about
Dan. He can practice, he’s been cleared medically, he
can play in the games. We will take it incredibly slow
and be incredibly conservative | think it's not out of
the question if he plays some minutes Friday night.”

Thomas did not play that Nicholls game, but instead
made his debut with 13 minutes in the road win at
NKU. He has begun 5-of-8 from deep (62.5 percent)
after shooting 28.0 percent there last season.

Thomas led UC in assists (116) and steals (61) last
season. He played a season-high 22 minutes at
Villanova, his fourth game back.

BEARCATS SIGN TWO FRESHMEN

The 2025-26 season is already off to a good start with
the additions of Keyshuan Tillery and Shon Abaev as
incoming freshmen.

Tillery is a point guard currently playing at Wes
Miller's alma mater, the New Hampton School in New
Hampshire. The Albany, N.Y. native is ranked as high
as No. 53 nationally and sixth among point guards
in his class.

Abaev, at 6-foot-8, is Cincinnati’'s second-highest
rated recruit of the 247Sports erq, trailing only NBA
veteran Lance Stephenson. The Fort Lauderdale
product and consensus top-30 prospect is currently
excelling with Fear of God Athletics in the Overtime
Elite league.

NINE-STRAIGHT WINS IN THE ACC
Cincinnati extended the streak the Saturday before
Thanksgiving with a never-in-doubt rout of Georgia
Tech. The run began in the 2009 Maui Invitational
against Maryland.

The last four have come under former North Carolina
star Wes Miller, whose first power-conference win as a
head coach came at Virginia Tech in 2013.

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TWYMAN-STOKES CLASSIC
Cincinnati's MTE against Nicholls and NKU were part
of the Twyman-Stokes Classic.

Friday's game will feature a halftime presentation
spotlighting the story that transcends the city and
basketball as a whole. Rising NBA star Maurice Stokes,
while playing for the Cincinnati Royals, suffered a life-
changing injury at the end of the 1958 season that left
him paralyzed and unable to speak. His teammate,
Bearcats legend Jack Twyman, became his legal
guardian at 23 to give him financial and physical
support.

After years of grassroots fundraising nationwide, NBA
stars held out at the 1964 All-Star Game to get the
players’ union recognized, largely in part after seeing
what Stokes had gone through. Stokes died in 1970,
and when Twyman passed in 2012, the Reverend Jesse
Jackson helped lead a call to the NBA to establish the
Twyman-Stokes Teammate of the Year award.

BIGGER THAN TEAMMATES

Cincinnati freshman forward Halvine Dzellat enrolled
in September with an expectation to redshirt, both
regarding his adjustment from France as well as
gelling with his new team that had worked together
all summer.

With freshman Tyler McKinley suffering a season-
ending injury that month, plans changed, and Dzellat
cleared his NCAA waiver, making his debut in the
season opener.

“He and | were laughing about it in the locker room
last week,” Miller said postgame. “When he got here,
he speaks no English and | speak no French, and that's
a bad combination when you started practice already.
| mean, that’s hard because | can't help him with the
French, and he can't understand what I'm saying. It's
not the summer when there’s time and we were right
in the middle of it. He’s starting to learn English. He's
starting to understand and practice a little bit better.
One of the neatest things is watching Aziz coach him.
Aziz will coach him in French in practice. When I'm
installing something or explaining something, Aziz will
be translating in his ear, which has been really cool.
It's cool to watch guys help each other on a team.
That's what it's about.”

BANDAOGO'S ASSESSMENT OF

DZELLAT

Aziz Bandaogo began learning English at the NBA
Academy of Africa when he was 17-18, communicating
with partners to get better and gain eligibility for
college.

Halvine Dzellat is his roommate, and he rates the
freshman's English skillset at an 8 or 9, saying they
split their English and French 50/50 when hanging
out as Halvine wants to improve his.

Bandaogo also speaks Wolof and Serer, the latter
what his mom speaks. Wolof, he says, is more of the
natural language of Senegal.

JUMPMAN, JUMPMAN, JUMPMAN...
Cincinnati returned to familiar threads in 2023-24
with the Jordan brand. The Bearcats were one of the
three original schools rewarded with it in 1997, joining
St. John's and North Carolina A&T.

Michael Jordan himself helped present the uniforms
to the public on the Rosie O’'Donnell Show on Sept.
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9, 1997.

This year's Crosstown Shootout threads were focused
on the black, an adopted school color for 130 years,
the Cincy moniker that spotlights the city, fight song,
newspapers and how ESPN labeled the school on

its scorebugs in Big East games, as well as elephant
print on the sides as a nod to the Air Jordan 3, a
hallmark of the Jordan Brand aesthetic.

GIVE THE EQUIPMENT STAFF CREDIT
Cincinnati’s win over No. 22 Dayton featured the
elephant-print black uniforms from the Xavier win for
the second-straight game. Head coach Wes Miller,
while saying he loves talking about jerseys, shoes
and gear in the offseason, gave Director of Olympic
Sports Equipment Andy Frigge a shoutout after the
Dayton game.

“Andy handles the equipment for our program and a
lot of others. He asked me this morning which black
uniforms we wanted to wear. | told him | don't care, |
just want to win the game. You pick and you surprise
me, but you better pick the one that wins. So, Frigge
is in good shape with me now. Shoutout to Frigge.”

MILLER DEFEATS FORMER PLAYER
Cincinnati’s Nov. 15 victory over Nicholls saw Miller
coach against his former prized recruit and two-year
star Tevon Saddler, the youngest coach in Division |,
which includes that Miller was also the youngest in
the nation when he coached Saddler.

Saddler was the SoCon Freshman of the Year and an
All-Conference player the following season before
transferring.

“Coaching is so special because you get to watch
kids come in, you get to build relationships with kids
when they're kids, and then you get to watch them
turn into young men while they're in college, and
then you get to follow him. And | had one of my
former players, James Dickey, he was here tonight.
He walked in the office and made my day, because
he wanted to be up here to see this. So | say all that
because that was really special for me. And I'm really,
really proud of Tevon Saddler. He’s going to be a
star in college basketball, and he won 20 games last
year, in his first year, goes to the conference finals,
and they won a big game in Northern Kentucky last
night. | mean, they won at LSU last year. They almost
won at Maryland last year. They have a really nice
basketball team, and I'm proud of him, and after
tonight, I'll be pulling like hell for him. | wasn't pulling
for him going into tonight, but other than that, I'll be
pulling for him so that that was really neat.”

REVISITING JIZZLE’S EARLY
FRESHMAN SEASON

Freshman guard Jizzle James knew he was going to
play no matter what with only one other true point
guard, Day Day Thomas, on the roster.

He had six turnovers over his first two games (32
minutes), but came back two days later against
Eastern Washington and had none in 16 minutes. In
the process, he collected 13 points for the second-
straight game.

Eventually, his best games came on the biggest
stages, with 25 against Bradley in his first start, 19 at
Xavier, 16 against No. 10 lowa State and 10 at No. 7
Kansas, among other performances.

“He has the right mindset and work ethic, but he has
not impressed me on the basketball court yet,” Wes

Miller said. “That's a compliment to him, because |
think he has so much excellent basketball in front of
him.”

ONE CALL, THAT'S ALL

Well, it took more than that to recruit Arrinten Page
out of high school, as Wes Miller and other staff
members made as many visits as they could to woo
him, including watching his 5:30 AM workouts.

As Page entered the portal, he recalled associate
head coach Chad Dollar’s blunt approach.

“AP, you coming or not?” Page said. “l committed the
next day. It was real simple the second time around.”
Page also described playing for Coach Miller as “it's
hard if you don't love the game as much as he does.
Some days, he will come with this fire and intensity,

and if you're not about it, it can get on your nerves.

But if you come into work every day, you'll be good.”

Wes Miller entered his third, and most challenging
season yet, as the Bearcats began their Big 12 tenure.

Former assistant coaches Jake Loeffler and Jake
Thelen left for head coaching jobs at Loyola (Md.)
and Covington Catholic HS, respectively, with Thelen
going back to his alma mater.

Miller this offseason added veteran assistant Tim
Buckley and former UNC Greensboro and Cincinnati
grad assistant Jaylen Stowe.

Buckley, previously at South Carolina for two

years, spent 10 years as a head coach at Ball State
(2000-06) and NCAA Division Ill Rockford in lllinois
(1989-93). He has more than 35 years of coaching
experience overall with recent assistant stops at
South Carolina, UNLV, Indiana, Marquette and lowa.
While at Ball State, he helped lead the team to upset
wins over No. 3 Kansas and No. 4 UCLA during the
2001 Maui Invitational. The Gamecocks, with his
help, went 26-8 last year for their best single-season
turnaround in program history.

Stowe was a GA under Miller for the staff’s first two
years at UC before landing his first full-time job as
an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator at
High Point. The Panthers, with 11 newcomers, won the
@GOBEARCATSMBB



Big South regular-season title and went 27-9, their
winningest season in their Division | history.

MILLER’S EXTENSION

Cincinnati announced on Dec. 14, 2022 that Wes
Miller would receive a two-year contract extension,
as well as an increased salary, through the 2028-29
season.

JIZZLE JAMES STARS IN FIRST START
Cincinnati was dealt a tough blow late in its overtime
win over San Francisco as Day Day Thomas limped
off the floor with a season-ending injury.

Enter Jizzle James, who earned his first-career start
against Bradley and posted career-highs in points (25)
and minutes (38). It marked the highest-scoring game
for a Bearcat rookie since Jarron Cumberland in 2017
against South Florida.

"It was just doing my job. | knew | had to play more. |
wanted to get my guys in position to be at their best
in creating for each other. | came in with a leader
mindset in getting people going, and | knew it would
open up for myself too.”

James also credited Thomas as someone he learned
from all season, and how John Newman lll “taught me
how to be a professional and take care of business, as
well as how to be a college athlete.”

MITCHELL SHINES EARLY IN HOME
EXHIBITION

Dillon Mitchell scored a team-high 12 points on
6-of-6 shooting, in addition to excellent defense that
included seven rebounds in 20 minutes, against Ohio
State in the home exhibition.

“When we recruited Dillon, one of the most important
things we looked for is someone who aligns with who
we are and what we are about and how we play. The
next thing we look at is how does that person fit in
with those returning core guys and we felt like Dillon
fit in so well because he can do so many different
things and his versatility allows him to play in so
many different spots on both sides of the ball. What
is neat is who Dillon [Mitchell] is the first couple of
weeks of the season will not be who he is in January,
February and March. There is still a process for
assimilating him and | think he can be terrific if he
stays at it like he has so far.”

NO BYES (LITERALLY) IN BIG 12

This year’s Big 12 slate, as part of its first year of 16
teams, has two games a week from pre-New Year's
Day till the tournament in Kansas City.

"We discussed this with our team this week because
our guys looked a little rundown for the first time,
and | tried to remind them that in January and
February we are going to have two games a week
and we are going to have to do that for 10 straight
weeks,” Miller said of the team’s expectations. “We
are going to have to push through this because we
are going to feel like this again. That is a different
experience from what we had a year ago and it will
be that way for everybody. This is why the work you
do now to prepare for that is going to matter. Your
physical condition, mental preparations and your
resilience as a team is going to be put to the test.
Finally, you hope your depth ends up being a factor
if you are deeper than some other teams.”

LUKOSIUS: MR. CLUTCH IN 2024

The big year for the junior from Lithuania continued
in the NIT first round, as Lukosius went 8-for-10 from
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deep for 28 points against San Francisco, including
the game-winner trailing by 2 wih 3 seconds left in
overtime.

Lukosius’ 26 second-half points, for a career-high
31, against WVU in the opening round of the Big
12 Tournament continued what's been an amazing
trend.

Three of UC’s Big 12 wins have come with Lukosius
nailing the game-winner or an equally-impressive
dagger in the final seconds.

His pull-up jumper with 21 seconds left at No. 15 Texas
Tech gave UC a 73-72 lead, and after a Red Raider
miss, John Newman Ill was all alone in the backcourt
to stall time before a dunk with 2 seconds left to
close the 75-72 win.

At UCF, Lukosius drove baseline and hit a tough
layup to make it a 3-point game in that eventual
victory.

Finally, in a pivotal game for the Bearcats against
K-State, he nailed an NBA-range, top-of-the-key
triple over his defender with 9.9 seconds left to put
UC ahead and win, 74-72. Even better, it came with
his family in attendance.

EXTRA MILE IN RECRUITING SIMAS
Simas Lukosius is a fan favorite at UC, bringing a
substantial Big East resume from his two years at
Butler.

Assistant coach Drew Adams, who has the most
international ties (as well as the state of Indiana)

on staff, was largely credited with bringing him to
Clifton, and Lukosius described it as “major” that
Adams flew to Lithuania to visit the family during the
process.

“l put a lot of attention to how the coaching staff is
going to treat my father or family in general. | feel
like the way this coaching staff put a lot of focus on
recruiting not just me, but the people around me, |
really rely on my dad a lot for decision-making.”

It's not the first time UC went above-and-beyond in
the family circuit. Landers Nolley I, last year’s leading
scorer, was treated to a zoo visit with his daughter as
part of his pitch.

SEVEN-NATION SIMAS

Lukosius, by virtue of his father's coaching career, has
lived in seven countries: Lithuania, Russia, Kuwait,
Lebanon, Germany, Bahrain and the United States.

“A lot of those countries | lived in when | was a little
kid, like before | even turned eight,” he said. ‘I think
without even realizing it back then, it made me more
comfortable with changing my surroundings and
adapting quickly. I left to live in Germany when |
was 15 and came to America for the first time as a
freshman. | feel like there was never a time where |
thought coming to a new place was hard. I've always
been good at adapting to any situation.”

SKILLINGS’ 20-PIECE SKILLSET

Dan Skillings Jr. scored 17 of his 20 points against
Bradley in the second half, giving him six 20-point
games in his career. Several have come in big stages,
beginning with Temple in the 2023 AAC Tournament
as a freshman.

Others have come at No. 14 Baylor and in the thrashing
of No. 16 Kansas at the Big 12 Championship.

JOHNNY DAWKINS ON SKILLINGS

UCF head coach Johnny Dawkins had a lot to say
about sophomore Dan Skillings Jr. following his
2l-point performance against the Knights on Jan. 27,
2024.

"I have watched the young man get better and better
over the last year. You see improvement, that is what
you want to see, that is what we kind of grew up
with as coaches and players, is watching a natural
progression of a player like him. It is fun seeing him
develop and blossom, | think his best basketball is still
ahead of him. | see a lot of things this young man will
be able to do as he continues to improve his game.
The Cincinnati coaching staff is doing a great job with
his development, and you see that.”

JIZZLE: IT'S AN ALTER EGO
The age-old question made the airwaves, via a WCPO
feature in the Cincinnati market.

“lizzle is my on-court personq,” said the freshman
point guard. “It means playing hard and being myself,
especially having the same name as my dad. | use
that to play with an extra edge on the court.”

“I was creating a monster with (the nickname lizzle),”
said his Pro Football Hall of Fame father. “We knew
we had to create something special. | always tell him
that’s his alter ego. He turns into a whole nother per-
son. Some people would call me Jizzle or E-lizzle, or
whatever, so | handed it down to him so he could take
it to another level.

KELVIN SAMPSON ON JIZZLE JAMES
Houston head coach Kelvin Sampson, of 19 NCAA
Tournaments and a pair of Final Fours over his
illustrous career, spoke highly of the Bearcat rookie.

“He doesn't look like a freshman, does he? He's a big,
strong guard with great quickness. | like his game a
lot, and he’s only gonna get better. Jizzle James, | just
like saying his name. | would never call him Edgerrin
James, Jr. We've played against some real good
guards here, and one of the best | ever went against
was (former Cincinnati All-American) Steve Logan.”

CARDIAC CATS' COMEBACKS
The 16-point, second-half comeback against West
Virginia in the Big 12 Tournament marked the eighth
game under Wes Miller in which it came back from 10-
plus points to win. Three of those were against ranked
teams, and five of the eight are this year.

In the WVU game at the Big 12 Championships,
Cincinnati wiped out its 16-point deficit in only 4:21.
It even came in the same arena as the lllinois game.

AZIZ'S AMAZING DEBUT, 11/22/23
Senior forward Aziz Bandaogo made his UC debut
off the bench against Georgia Tech on Nov. 22, and
calling it jaw-dropping would be an understatement.
Bandaogo’s first three minutes featured, in order, a
blocked shot, alley-oop slam and a team turnover in
forcing a shot-clock violation.

The 2022-23 WAC Defensive Player of the Year
finished with eight points and nine rebounds over 21
minutes, all while receiving a thunderous ovation as
soon as he made his way to the scorer’s table.

PERSPECTIVE ON AZIZ BANDAOGO
Aziz Bandaogo averaged 2.9 ppg over his first two
years of college (Akron), before moving on to Utah
Valley and a year later emerging as ESPN’s 16th-rated
transfer.

Wes Miller has taken note of his tall tasks of getting
out of his comfort zone between the lines, including
the first times Bandaogo has been asked to guard a
non-center.

“This time last year was the first time he had ever
had success at any level of basketball. He was
having some games at Utah Valley, the year before
he didn't play, he wouldn't even get in the games. So,
his development is still early and new ... What's neat
when you're working with young people is you can see
them improving right in front of your eyes over a short
period of time.”

SKILLINGS IN ELITE COMPANY

Dan Skillings’ career-high 25 points against NKU in
2023-24 marked the third UC performance of 25 or
more off the bench since 2010. The full listing is below,
with the other two players eventually making the NBA.

His 29 in a double-double performance over Stetson
marked the most by a Bearcat reserve since Tony
Bobbitt in 2002, as well as the most in a double-
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double since Troy Caupain in 2016.

LAST TIME OUT

CINCINNATI — Sophomore guard Jizzle James’ sea-
son-high 24 points and Josh Reed’s career-high 12 off the
bench, coupled with a smothering 45-24 second half,
helped Cincinnati to an 84-66 win over BYU on Saturday
night at Fifth Third Arena.

Cincinnati started 8-of-9 from the field, leading 22-13
at 12:17 to force a BYU timeout. That burst was capped
with six-straight points from Reed at the foul line and
on a corner trey. The Bearcats began 6-of-8 from deep,
including James knocking down his first four attempts.

BYU led 42-39 at the half after ending with an 8-0 run.

Cincinnati, however, responded in a big way with its

own 22-2 sprint out of the gate, highlighted by senior
forward Simas Lukosius nailing a triple for his first points
of the night, junior forward Dillon Mitchell swiping a pass
at midcourt for yet another breakaway slam and Reed
getting his own pick-six to force a Cougar timeout, with
the visitors trailing 61-44 at 12:47. The Cincinnati defense
in that stretch also forced a shot clock violation and
multiple 3-point airballs.

The Cougars’ bench came alive with three consecutive
3-pointers from reserves to pull within 66-58 at 8:04, their
first time down single-digits since 16:05. Senior guard
Day Day Thomas responded with a trey from the top of
the key to go back up 1, and it was all Bearcats from
there, holding BYU to only eight points the rest of the
night as well.

Thomas, on the heels of his 20 points in Wednesday'’s
road win at UCF, had 15 on 7-0f-9 shooting. It marks his
third-straight game in double figures, all marking his first
starts of the season as well.

FROM WES MILLER

“First off, | thought our guys played really well tonight.
They looked confident, and they were aggressive. |
thought Day Day [Thomas] and Jizzle [James] really set a
tone early in the game for that, making plays for them-
selves, making plays for others. | thought our movement
off the ball early in the game created some of those
opportunities for Day Day and lizzle. | thought that kind
of permeated throughout the team, those contributions
all over the place tonight. | thought Dillon [Mitchell],
defensively really gave us something, he was all over the
place, and he did a great job in his ball screen defense.
Aziz [Bandaogo] for the most part was like a presence in
the ball screen.

“We did a better job, especially in the second half of
guarding it with all five, not just with two or three. Josh
Reed, I'm not just saying it because he’s sitting right here
with me, that's the best game of his career today. As |
told him in the locker room, it won't be the best game

of his career soon because he's it’s not a fluke, he’s been
improving, and we've always known he was capable of
this. It was great to see it happen out there in a big-time
college basketball game.”

Despite 19 Utah turnovers and Cincinna-
ti's 14-0 run to take a 50-44 lead mid-

way through the second half, the Utes
responded with a 12-2 burst of their own to
eventually win, 69-66, on Jan. 28.

The highlight of this game is Gabe and
Mason Madsen returning to Cincinnati.
Gabe played only two games as a true
freshman in 2020-21 before opting out in
that COVID year, and Mason played 2020-
22, with the second being Wes Miller’s first
year as the head coach. Mason did not
make his UC debut until after Gabe had
departed.

Mason averaged 3.9 points per game as a
sophomore for UC, where his 36.3 percent
clip from beyond the arc leading the team.
He then played the next two years at
Boston College.

It is the first game against a former
Bearcat since the 2021-22 season, when
Mamoudou Diarra and Tennessee Tech
came to Fifth Third Arena.

The last time these two teams played,
former letterwinner and national champion
assistant coach Tay Baker was in his first
year as the Cincinnati head coach. At 97,
he is believed to be the oldest living former
Division | basketball head coach.
Cincinnati defeated Utah in the 1961 Final
Four before taking down Ohio State for its
first of two-straight titles.

UC also competed in the Huntsman Center
in the 1995 and 2003 NCAA Tournaments.
The first was a win over Temple before
falling to UConn, followed by a first-round
defeat to Gonzaga.

The Bearcats last year faced Caleb Loener
at Baylor and Mike Sharavjamts at San
Francisco.

MILLER’S YEARLY COACHING RECORD

Wes Miller enters his fourth season as the University of
Cincinnati’'s men’s basketball head coach, poised to take the
Bearcats to the next level in their second year of the nation’s
best basketball conference, the Big 12.

The 4l-year-old Miller already boasts 13 years of head
coaching experience. He spent a decade at UNC Greensboro,
posting five-straight 20-win seasons and appearances in the
2018 and 2021 NCAA Tournaments before taking the helm of the
Bearcats.

Miller boasts seven 20-win seasons (two at Cincinnati) and a
248-178 overall record. He has mentored 24 All-Conference play-
ers as a head coach, including five over his first three seasons
at UC.

A former walk-on at North Carolina, Miller became a nation-
al champion and team captain for the Tar Heels. He is also one
of seven head coaches in 2024-25 to have won a national title
as a player. Miller has quickly molded the Bearcats in his own
image of toughness and resilience.

MILESTONE MAN

Miller earned 217 wins by his 40th birthday, which ranked him
15th all-time and seventh among head coaches after 1970. Five
of the names ahead of him are Naismith Memorial Basketball
Hall-of-Famers as well. His 41 over his first two years at UC trail
only Ed Jucker, who won national titles in 1961 and 1962, for most
at the school, and he has won 20-plus games in six of his last
seven sedasons.

CINCINNATI SEASON SUMMARIES

The 2023-24 season saw Cincinnati rattle off four ranked wins
out of 22 overall in its first Big 12 campaign. The last of those
was a 72-52 win over No. 16 Kansas in the Big 12 Tournament,
with the others against No. 12 BYU, No. 15 Texas Tech (both
on road) and No. 19 TCU. Dan Skillings Jr. and Aziz Bandaogo
gained All-Big 12 Honorable Mention accolades, while John
Newman Ill made the All-Defensive Team. Cincinnati advanced
to the NIT Quarterfinals and were 37th in the NET.

Cincinnati's 2022-23 squad claimed its 40th, 20-win season
while returning to the postseason with a trip to the NIT Quar-
terfinals, highlighted by an 81-72 first-round win over Virginia
Tech. Cincinnati also improved its league-win total by four
games. Miller’s squad finished in the top-30 for turnovers for the
second-straight season after coming in below 267 the previous
two. UC'’s 771 ppg marked its highest since 2001-02 and up 7.7
from Miller’s first year. Landers Nolley Il produced career-highs
in every category en route to First-Team honors, while David
Delulius made the Third-Team for the second-straight year as
he finished third nationally in assist-turnover ratio and third in
UC single-season history with 192 assists. Cincinnati also broke
its three-point records in each of his first two seasons.

The 2021-22 season saw Miller become the first UC coach to
start his tenure 5-0, and the fifth win was a 71-51 dismantling
of No. 14 lllinois in Kansas City. It marked the Bearcats’ largest
margin-of-victory over a ranked opponent since 2011. Delulius
earned Third-Team AllI-AAC honors as well. The team improved
in many categories following its 12-11 campaign the year before,
including its national rankings in turnovers per game (27 from
267) and field-goal defense (35 from 186) among many others.

Not only that, UC set a program record in the fall semester
with a 3.484 GPA, seeing nine student-athletes earn Dean’s List
accolades as well.

His 185-career wins
going into the 2021-22 season also put him in the national lead
for coaches under 40, ahead of LSU’s Will Wade (177) and New
Mexico’s Richard Pitino (159).

Miller’s collegiate head coach and mentor Roy Williams had
high praise for his former player.
“Wes Miller is one of the most outstanding young coaches in
our game and what he did at UNC Greensboro makes me be-
lieve he is THE most outstanding. As a player at North Carolina
he came closer to reaching his full potential than any player
I've ever coached.
