	• Cincinnati is 20th in the preseason AP poll, its first time entering the season ranked since 2017-18. Its last 

time ranked overall came in 2018-19, which was also the last year it made the NCAA Tournament.

	• Cincinnati enters the upcoming season with its deepest roster to date under Wes Miller, as the Bearcats 

returned six of its top eight scorers (66.9 percent of its points from last year).

	• The Bearcats posted four ranked wins (@ BYU, TCU, @ Texas Tech, vs. Kansas) and led the Big 12 in 

rebounding margin at 7.2, which ranked 16th nationally.

	• This is also the first fan-attended preseason game in Wes Miller’s four years at the helm.

	• Dan Skillings Jr. was UC’s leading scorer last year at 12.9 ppg, which included eight-straight double-figure 

games to close it out. His 25 in the blowout of Kansas at the Big 12 Tournament was his most in a league 

game, besting his 24 at Baylor and 21 against UCF, the latter on his 21st birthday.

	• Aziz Bandaogo, who like Skillings was Big 12 Honorable Mention, missed the first four games last year due 

to the NCAA transfer waiver process and averaged 6.6 ppg and 7.4 rpg. He even had four blocks against 

No. 14 Baylor in the Big 12 Quarterfinals as part of a three-game sequence that included 10 swats.

	• Day Day Thomas was the third-leading scorer at 10.4 ppg while posting team-highs of 3.3 apg and 1.7 

spg. His 61 steals overall were the most by a Bearcat since Cashmere Wright in 2011-12. He exploded for 

29 points on 7-of-10 three-point shooting against WVU to open Big 12 Tourney play, but suffered a season-

ending broken foot in overtime of the NIT opener. He recovered by the start of summer workouts.

	• Jizzle James took over in his absence at the starting point guard spot and scored 25 and 21 points in 

consecutive games to finish the season. His defense grew exponentially as the year progressed, and Wes 

Miller remarked in the preseason that in his 14 years as a head coach, he never saw a freshman with his 

daily work ethic than Jizzle showed.

	• Simas Lukosius battled numerous minor injuries in non-conference play but showcased his true form down 

the stretch, notching game-winners at No. 15 Texas Tech and against Kansas State and San Francisco. He 

was second to Skillings at 11.8 ppg, which included averaging 16.9 on 41.6 percent 3-point shooting in 

March, en route to scoring his 1,000th point in the finale.

	• The returners are complemented by a standout transfer class that includes Connor Hickman (senior, Bradley), 

Dillon Mitchell (junior, Texas) and Arrinten Page (sophomore, USC).

	• Hickman played for third-year Cincinnati assistant coach Drew Adams at Bradley as a freshman, and he 

averaged 14.5 ppg with 91 assists and a 40.2 percent clip from deep as a junior. He also boasts strong 

defense and athleticism.

	• Mitchell, a former McDonald’s All-American, started 71 games over his two years at Texas, a proven Big 12 

standout who had a career-high 21 points and eight rebounds against national champion UConn last year. 

He started the lone meeting between the Bearcats and Longhorns last year, going 4-for-6 from the field (10 

points) with four rebounds over 37 minutes.

	• Page was recruited as hard as anyone by the Cincinnati coaching staff as a high schooler in Atlanta, but he 

ultimately went to USC before choosing the Bearcats out of the portal. His freshman season saw him start 

four games (three in Pac-12 play), and he will complement Aziz Bandaogo well in the post.

Cincinnati, ranked the No. 9 basketball program all-time by CBS’ Matt Norlander in 2019, boasts 1,889 all-time wins, good for No. 12 nationally (both entering the sea-
son), with this past season marking the 40th of 20-plus wins. The Bearcats have produced 32 All-Americans (last: Jarron Cumberland’s Honorable Mention in 2019), 86 
All-Conference selections, 57 NBA Draft picks (last: Jacob Evans III in 2018) and 56 members of the 1,000-Point Club. The program has spent 434 weeks ranked in the AP 
Top 25, 212 in the Top 10 and 45 at No. 1. Jack Twyman and Oscar Robertson are both members of the Basketball Hall of Fame, with Robertson earning a spot on the 
NBA’s 75th-Anniversary Team last fall.

POSTSEASON RUNDOWN
Cincinnati has 33 NCAA appearances to its name in 
addition to 12 NITs and one CBI appearance (2008).
Last year saw Simas Lukosius drain the game-
winning trey in overtime against San Francisco, 
followed by a home victory over Connor Hickman’s 
Bradley team, before an 85-81 defeat at Indiana 
State.

The 2022-23 team was also in the NIT, defeating 
Virginia Tech at home to start things off after 13 lead 
changes and 11 ties. 

It then went on the road for its next two, due to 
pre-determined court resurfacing ahead of the Big 
12, defeating CAA champ Hofstra and falling to Aziz 
Bandaogo’s Utah Valley team in the quarterfinals.

JIZZLE JAMES STARS IN FIRST START
Cincinnati was dealt a tough blow late in its overtime 
win over San Francisco as Day Day Thomas limped 
off the floor with a season-ending injury.

Enter Jizzle James, who earned his first-career start 
against Bradley and posted career-highs in points 
(25) and minutes (38). It marked the highest-scoring 
game for a Bearcat rookie since Jarron Cumberland 
in 2017 against South Florida. 

”It was just doing my job. I knew I had to play more. I 
wanted to get my guys in position to be at their best 
in creating for each other. I came in with a leader 
mindset in getting people going, and I knew it would 
open up for myself too.”

James also credited Thomas as someone he learned 
from all season, and how John Newman III “taught me 
how to be a professional and take care of business, 
as well as how to be a college athlete.”

JIZZLE’S STOCK RISING
Freshman guard Jizzle James knew he was going to 
play no matter what with only one other true point 
guard, Day Day Thomas, on the roster.

He had six turnovers over his first two games (32 
minutes), but came back Sunday against Eastern 
Washington and had none in 16 minutes. In the 
process, he collected 13 points for the second-straight 
game.

Even now, his best games have been on the biggest 
stages, with 25 against Bradley in his first start, 19 at 
Xavier, 16 against No. 10 Iowa State and 10 at No. 7 
Kansas, among other performances.

“He has the right mindset and work ethic, but he has 
not impressed me on the basketball court yet,” Wes 
Miller said. “That’s a compliment to him, because I 
think he has so much excellent basketball in front of 
him.”

ONE CALL, THAT’S ALL
Well, it took more than that to recruit Arrinten Page 
out of high school, as Wes Miller and other staff 
members made as many visits as they could to woo 
him, including watching his 5:30 AM workouts. 

As Page entered the portal, he recalled associate 
head coach Chad Dollar’s blunt approach.

“AP, you coming or not?” Page said. “I committed 
the next day. It was real simple the second time 
around.”

Page also described playing for Coach Miller as “it’s 
hard if you don’t love the game as much as he does. 
Some days, he will come with this fire and intensity, 
and if you’re not about it, it can get on your nerves. 
But if you come into work every day, you’ll be good.”

MILLER’S EXTENSION
Cincinnati announced on Dec. 14, 2022 that Wes 
Miller would receive a two-year contract extension, 
as well as an increased salary, through the 2028-29 
season.

LUKOSIUS: MR. CLUTCH IN 2024
The big year for the junior from Lithuania continued 
in the NIT first round, as Lukosius went 8-for-10 from 
deep for 28 points against San Francisco, including 
the game-winner trailing by 2 wih 3 seconds left in 
overtime.
Lukosius’ 26 second-half points, for a career-high 
31, against WVU in the opening round of the Big 
12 Tournament continued what’s been an amazing 
trend.

Three of UC’s Big 12 wins have come with Lukosius 
nailing the game-winner or an equally-impressive 

dagger in the final seconds.

His pull-up jumper with 21 seconds left at No. 15 
Texas Tech gave UC a 73-72 lead, and after a Red 
Raider miss, John Newman III was all alone in the 
backcourt to stall time before a dunk with 2 seconds 
left to close the 75-72 win.

At UCF, Lukosius drove baseline and hit a tough 
layup to make it a 3-point game in that eventual 
victory.

Finally, in a pivotal game for the Bearcats against 
K-State, he nailed an NBA-range, top-of-the-key 
triple over his defender with 9.9 seconds left to put 
UC ahead and win, 74-72. Even better, it came with 
his family in attendance.

EXTRA MILE IN RECRUITING SIMAS
Simas Lukosius is primed to be a fan favorite at UC, 
bringing a substantial Big East resume from his two 
years at Butler. 

Assistant coach Drew Adams, who has the most 
international ties (as well as the state of Indiana) 
on staff, was largely credited with bringing him to 
Clifton, and Lukosius described it as “major” that 
Adams flew to Lithuania to visit the family during 
the process.

“I put a lot of attention to how the coaching staff is 
going to treat my father or family in general. I feel 
like the way this coaching staff put a lot of focus on 
recruiting not just me, but the people around me, I 
really rely on my dad a lot for decision-making.”

It’s not the first time UC went above-and-beyond 
in the family circuit. Landers Nolley II, last year’s 
leading scorer, was treated to a zoo visit with his 
daughter as part of his pitch.

SEVEN-NATION SIMAS
Lukosius, by virtue of his father’s coaching career, 
has lived in seven countries: Lithuania, Russia, 
Kuwait, Lebanon, Germany, Bahrain and the United 
States.

SKILLINGS’ 20-PIECE SKILLSET
Dan Skillings Jr. scored 17 of his 20 points against 
Bradley in the second half, giving him six 20-point 
games in his career. Several have come in big stages, 
beginning with Temple in the 2023 AAC Tournament 
as a freshman.

Others have come at No. 14 Baylor and in the thrashing 
of No. 16 Kansas at the Big 12 Championship.

JOHNNY DAWKINS ON SKILLINGS
UCF head coach Johnny Dawkins had a lot to say 
about sophomore Dan Skillings Jr. following his 
21-point performance against the Knights on Jan. 27. 

SCOUTING THE BEARCATS
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”I have watched the young man get better and better 
over the last year. You see improvement, that is what 
you want to see, that is what we kind of grew up 
with as coaches and players, is watching a natural 
progression of a player like him. It is fun seeing him 
develop and blossom, I think his best basketball is 
still ahead of him.  I see a lot of things this young 
man will be able to do as he continues to improve his 
game. The Cincinnati coaching staff is doing a great 
job with his development, and you see that.”

JIZZLE: IT’S AN ALTER EGO
The age-old question made the airwaves, via a 
WCPO feature in the Cincinnati market.

“Jizzle is my on-court persona,” said the freshman 
point guard. “It means playing hard and being my-
self, especially having the same name as my dad. 
I use that to play with an extra edge on the court.”

“I was creating a monster with (the nickname Jizzle),” 
said his Pro Football Hall of Fame father. “We knew 
we had to create something special. I always tell him 
that’s his alter ego. He turns into a whole nother per-
son. Some people would call me Jizzle or E-Jizzle, or 
whatever, so I handed it down to him so he could take 
it to another level.

KELVIN SAMPSON ON JIZZLE JAMES
Houston head coach Kelvin Sampson, of 19 NCAA 
Tournaments and a pair of Final Fours over his 
illustrous career, spoke highly of the Bearcat rookie.

“He doesn’t look like a freshman, does he? He’s a big, 
strong guard with great quickness. I like his game a 
lot, and he’s only gonna get better. Jizzle James, I just 
like saying his name. I would never call him Edgerrin 
James, Jr. We’ve played against some real good 
guards here, and one of the best I ever went against 
was (former Cincinnati All-American) Steve Logan.”

HEALTH AND ELIGIBILITY
Cincinnati’s roster had 48 combined missed games 
amongst its rotation this season due to transfer 
waivers, injuries and illness. 

CJ Fredrick’s return against Houston marked the 
second game all year (Dayton, Dec. 16) in which UC 
had all of its scholarship players available. 

Bandaogo missed the first four games while Jamille 
Reynolds missed the first nine, each due to varying 
NCAA transfer rulings.

On the health front, Bandaogo missed 3 in a row 
before returning in a big way against BYU, Fredrick 11 
of 12 and Simas Lukosius on Dec. 3 and 22, primarily 
from getting hit by a car near campus. Bandaogo 
was a gameday scratch against Baylor as well in the 
3-point loss, while Viktor Lakhin was sick and missed 
UCF. Day Day Thomas broke his foot and missed the 
final two NIT games.

Lately, Dan Skillings Jr. became a gameday scratch 
(hip) in the K-State win, while Lakhin suffered an 
ankle injury late as well and misssed Oklahoma. Only 
John Newman III and Jizzle James played every game.

CARDIAC CATS’ COMEBACKS
The 16-point, second-half comeback against West 
Virginia in the Big 12 Tournament marked the eighth 
game under Wes Miller in which it came back from 
10-plus points to win. Three of those were against 
ranked teams, and five of the eight are this year.

In the WVU game at the Big 12 Championships, 
Cincinnati wiped out its 16-point deficit in only 4:21. 
It even came in the same arena as the Illinois game.

With Iowa State reaching No. 10 in the AP poll, the 
game against the Cyclones marked the first time UC 
has played consecutive top-10 opponents since 2009-
10, and it was the first time with back-to-back top-10 
teams at home since 1988-89, the Bearcats’ final year 
at the now-demolished Cincinnati Gardens.

SKILLINGS: OFFENSIVE X-FACTOR
Sophomore Dan Skillings Jr. showed impressive flashes 
on his knack for acrobatic layups and rebounds last 
season. 

Cincinnati is now 21-8 (and 17-8 last year) when he 
scores in double-figures, highlighted by 29 points off 
the bench against Stetson, the most by a UC reserve 
since 2002. He made his first start at the hostile 
Marriott Center against No. 12 BYU and scored UC’s 
first points on an and-one.

“Last year I struggled a lot with playing (the game 
of basketball). It’s still hard, but I was playing the 
game thinking a lot because I never wanted to 
mess up or didn’t know how to do things. This year, 
being a sophomore and learning from Coach Wes, 
I can play without thinking as much.

RARE AIR: BEARCATS’ OFFENSE
Cincinnati scored 85 or more points in six straight 
games early in the season, its most since 1959-60, 
Oscar Robertson’s senior year. That team averaged 
98.0 ppg over its season-opening run, eventually 
finishing third in the nation before winning the next 
two national titles.

AZIZ’S AMAZING DEBUT, NOV. 22
Senior forward Aziz Bandaogo made his UC debut 
off the bench against Georgia Tech on Nov. 22, and 
calling it jaw-dropping would be an understatement.
Bandaogo’s first three minutes featured, in order, a 
blocked shot, alley-oop slam and a team turnover in 
forcing a shot-clock violation.

The 2022-23 WAC Defensive Player of the Year 

finished with eight points and nine rebounds over 21 
minutes, all while receiving a thunderous ovation as 
soon as he made his way to the scorer’s table.

SOME PERSPECTIVE ON BANDAOGO
Aziz Bandaogo averaged 2.9 ppg over his first two 
years of college (Akron), before moving on to Utah 
Valley and a year later emerging as ESPN’s 16th-rated 
transfer.

Wes Miller has taken note of his tall tasks of getting 
out of his comfort zone between the lines, including 
the first times Bandaogo has been asked to guard a 
non-center.

“This time last year was the first time he had ever 
had success at any level of basketball. He was 
having some games at Utah Valley, the year before 
he didn’t play, he wouldn’t even get in the games. So, 
his development is still early and new ... What’s neat 
when you’re working with young people is you can see 
them improving right in front of your eyes over a short 
period of time.”

SKILLINGS IN ELITE COMPANY
Dan Skillings’ career-high 25 points against NKU in 
2023-24 marked the third UC performance of 25 or 
more off the bench since 2010. The full listing is below, 
with the other two players eventually making the NBA.

His 29 in a double-double performance over Stetson 
marked the most by a Bearcat reserve since Tony 
Bobbitt in 2002, as well as the most in a double-
double since Troy Caupain in 2016.

SKILLINGS SEEKS DEFENSIVE BOOST
Dan Skillings Jr. produced as many highlight reels for 
14.6 minutes per game as anyone could embrace. 
This preseason, he looked to the other side of his 
game.

“I think I jumped the most on defense, and that’s 
where I needed to jump the most in order to go 
places I want to go and help the team as much as 
I can. Working on defense will help our team, its 
success and our coaches the most.”

“We need some guys to emerge,” Miller said after 
Skillings’ Stetson brekaout. “We all know Dan’s 
capable of it. His talent’s obvious. It has to start with 
him defensively. He’s got to go in the game and be 
really energized to make an impact defensively. He 
usually makes an impact on the offensive board 
which is something I think is a standard he needs to 
stay with. He just needs to play the right way and 
I thought he did that tonight for the first time in a 
really long time. What happens? The ball just finds 
him.”

Former assistant coaches Jake Loeffler and Jake 
Thelen left for head coaching jobs at Loyola (Md.) 
and Covington Catholic HS, respectively, with Thelen 
going back to his alma mater.

Miller this offseason added veteran assistant Tim 
Buckley and former UNC Greensboro and Cincinnati 
grad assistant Jaylen Stowe. 

Buckley, previously at South Carolina for two 
years, spent 10 years as a head coach at Ball State 
(2000-06) and NCAA Division III Rockford in Illinois 
(1989-93). He has more than 35 years of coaching 

experience overall with recent assistant stops at 
South Carolina, UNLV, Indiana, Marquette and Iowa. 
While at Ball State, he helped lead the team to upset 
wins over No. 3 Kansas and No. 4 UCLA during the 
2001 Maui Invitational. The Gamecocks, with his 
help, went 26-8 last year for their best single-season 
turnaround in program history.

Stowe was a GA under Miller for the staff’s first two 
years at UC before landing his first full-time job as 
an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator at 
High Point. The Panthers, with 11 newcomers, won the 
Big South regular-season title and went 27-9, their 
winningest season in their Division I history.

BEARCATS DIG THE LONG BALL
Cincinnati has broken school records in back-to-back 
seasons for both three-point makes and attempts.

The Bearcats were 314-894 in 2022-23 and 269-853 in 
2021-22.

Four of Cincinnati’s eight games with its most three-
pointers in school history have come in the Wes Miller 
era, highlighted by 17 (tied for third) against Arizona in 
Maui and in overtime at Tulane, with the 48 tries in the 
latter tying the school record. Other games include 16 
against Tulsa and Memphis last season.

The one wrinkle this year will be that Cincinnati is 
retaining only 10.2 percent of its made three-pointers, 
keyed by Landers Nolley II’s 96 that was fourth in 
school history and the most since Deonta Vaughn in 
2007-08. Nolley’s 41.7 percent clip was 12th nationally.

Cincinnati’s 7.1 3-pointers per game is the fewest by a 
Wes Miller team since UNCG in 2014-15.

DOUBLE-DUTY DAN HOARD
The Dayton game last year was yet another glorious 
chapter in Cincinnati radio voice Dan Hoard’s storied 
career, this time with his best proximity in some time.

Hoard carried the Bengals’ 1 p.m. game against the 
Minnesota Vikings, then trekked slightly down the 
banks to do the Bearcats-Flyers game at 7 p.m., all 
on 700 WLW.

Hoard is among a select few handling PxP duties 
within the college hoops and pro ranks nationally.

He was a two-time Conference USA Player of the 
Year winner and ranks third at UC with 1,985 points, 
including 22.0 ppg as a senior. He also helped the 
Bearcats to five NCAA Tournament wins over four 
appearances. Logan’s school records include the 
most wins (111), highest career free-throw percentage 
(86.1 percent) and most single-game assists (16) 
among many decorated achievements.

MONSTER FACTORY LEGACY
Mike Rehfeldt, UC’s Associate Athletic Director for 
Sports Performance, has become a beacon within 

the men’s basketball program. He first served 
the Bearcats from 2012-20 before joining Miller’s 
inaugural staff after a one-year stint at UConn.

Rehfeldt’s cutting-edge investments go beyond the 
plates and into the technology realm. He also helped 
hire Dillon Frees, the athletics department’s first-ever 
Director of Performance Nutrition.

Miller said. “I want him to have the confidence to 
know that I want him to speak up more, whether it’s 
with our players, whether it’s on the court, whether it’s 
in the locker room, or whether it’s in staff meetings, 
or whether it’s opening my door, when I need to 
hear something that maybe I don’t want to hear, I 
want him to know that I have the confidence and I’m 
putting him in a role that I expected to do that.”

UC tied fellow departed member Houston with 
125 wins in AAC play, more than any other league 
member since the conference formed prior to the 
2013-14 campaign. Cincinnati claimed three AAC 
regular-season crowns (2014, 2018, 2020) and two 
tournament titles (2018, 2019).

The UC men’s basketball program has been a 
member of nine leagues (not including three stints 
as an independent) during its 121-year history. The 
Bearcats have 100 or more conference wins in two 
other leagues: 128 in the Missouri Valley Conference 
(1957-58 through 1969-70) and 123 in Conference USA 
(1995-96 through 2004-05).

LAST TIME OUT
TERRE HAUTE, Ind. – Indiana State’s 3-pointer with 1:01 
left served as the game-winner, and the Cincinnati men’s 
basketball team fell 85-81 in the NIT Quarterfinals on 
Tuesday night.

Indiana State moved to 31-6, while the Bearcats finished 
22-15.

Simas Lukosius’ banked 3-pointer from the wing with 
nine seconds left not only pulled UC within 82-80 but 
also put him past the 1,000-career-point threshold. 
Following a 1-of-2 trip at the foul line by ISU, Lukosius 
was fouled in the backcourt as his shot hit the rim. It 
was called on the floor, and his intentional miss was not 
rebounded in time.

The UC defense forced a 1-for-8 stretch that allowed the 
Bearcats to tie it at 77 on Lukosius’ trey with 2:54 left.

Several major offensive bursts in the second half told the 
story of the game after UC led 36-32 at the half.

Cincinnati made its first five field goals (the last a Luko-
sius triple) and six free-throws over the first 5:42. While 
it gained its largest lead of the night at eight 48-40 and 
50-42, the Sycamores also started 7-for-10 and knocked 
down two deep balls to force a Cincinnati timeout at 
14:07, leading 53-49.

A sequence of five-straight made 3-pointers, with three 
by Indiana State, helped it to a 59-all draw at 11:04. 

Indiana State regained the lead at 9:41, its first since 
13:12 of the first half, but Jizzle James nailed a mid-range 
jumper to put UC back ahead.

Indiana State took a nine-point lead at 7:17 on an 8-0 
run, helped by a Wes Miller technical foul arguing a 
push on Aziz Bandaogo’s dunk attempt, but it fueled the 
Bearcats. They responded with an alley-oop and triple to 
pull within 74-70 at 5:47, and ISU called timeout.

James’ steal and subsequent pass and fastbreak dunk to 
Dan Skillings Jr. gave UC a 25-20 lead at 7:19 and forced 
an ISU timeout, the largest separation by either team.

FROM WES MILLER
“Congratulations to Indiana State. They’re a very good 
basketball team. I’m certainly disappointed in the 
outcome. We were in position to win the game. I was 
really proud with how our guys prepared and how they 
came ready to play. We just couldn’t close it out, and 
we’ve been in that situation a lot this year. It’s frustrating 
to end like that. Listen, we did some really good things, 
especially short-handed and some guys playing a lot 
of minutes, and I thought they handled that very well. I 
didn’t like the way we defended in the second half. We 
didn’t get back in transition as well as we should, some-
thing we did well in the first half. Indiana State shot the 
three well in the second half. I’m proud to be the coach 
of this team, I’m excited about the future of this program, 
and this group did a lot to set this foundation that I’ll 
remember forever.”

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	 Wes Miller was named the 28th University of Cincinnati men’s 
basketball head coach on April 14, 2021 after a decade as the 
head coach at UNC Greensboro.
	 Miller earned 217 wins by his 40th birthday, which ranked him 
15th all-time and seventh among head coaches after 1970. Five 
of the names ahead of him are Naismith Memorial Basketball 
Hall-of-Famers as well. His 41 over his first two years at UC trail 
only Ed Jucker, who won national titles in 1961 and 1962, for most 
at the school, and he has won 20-plus games in six of his last 
seven seasons.
	 Miller is also one of three Division I head coaches to have 
an All-Conference guard in every year they have been at the 
helm (10 years or more). Landers Nolley II produced career-highs 
in every category en route to First-Team honors, while David 
DeJulius made the Third-Team for the second-straight year as 
he finished third nationally in assist-turnover ratio and third in 
UC single-season history with 192 assists. Cincinnati also broke 
its three-point records in each of his first two seasons.
	 Cincinnati’s 2022-23 squad claimed its 40th, 20-win season 
while returning to the postseason with a trip to the NIT Quarter-
finals, highlighted by an 81-72 first-round win over Virginia Tech. 
Cincinnati also improved its league-win total by four games. 
Miller’s squad finished in the top-30 for turnovers for the sec-
ond-straight season after coming in below 267 the previous two. 
UC’s 77.1 ppg marked its highest since 2001-02 and up 7.7 from 
Miller’s first year.
	 The 2021-22 season saw Miller become the first UC coach to 
start his tenure 5-0, and the fifth win was a 71-51 dismantling 
of No. 14 Illinois in Kansas City. It marked the Bearcats’ largest 
margin-of-victory over a ranked opponent since 2011. David 
DeJulius earned Third-Team All-AAC honors as well. The team 
improved in many categories following its 12-11 campaign the 
year before, including its national rankings in turnovers per 
game (27 from 267) and field-goal defense (35 from 186) among 
many others. Not only that, UC set a program record in the fall 
semester with a 3.484 GPA, seeing nine student-athletes earn 
Dean’s List accolades as well.
	 “I am incredibly excited to welcome Wes into the Bear-
cats family,” Cunningham said upon Miller’s hiring. “He is an 
extremely dynamic coach and mentor who impressed me with 
his drive, focus and attention to detail. He’s a proven winner as 
a head coach and was able to rebuild a program and lead a 
remarkable turnaround at UNCG over the last decade. We cast 
a very wide net in this search and Wes emerged as the right 
coach to lead the Bearcats into the future.”
 	 Regarded as one of the top young coaches in college basket-
ball, Miller built UNC Greensboro into perennial championship 
and NCAA Tournament contenders, was named as ESPN.com’s 
No. 1 Coach Under 40 in May 2020 and also was tabbed for 
The Athletic’s 40 Under 40.
Miller’s collegiate head coach and mentor Roy Williams had 
high praise for his former player.
	 “Wes Miller is one of the most outstanding young coaches 
in our game and what he did at UNC Greensboro makes me 

believe he is THE most outstanding,” Williams said. “As a player 
at North Carolina he came closer to reaching his full potential 
than any player I’ve ever coached. His energy, his determina-
tion, his intelligence and his care for young people convinces 
me that he will continue at that level. I am so happy for him 
and the University of Cincinnati Basketball program and I look 
forward to being in the stands!”

• The Spartans all-time winningest head coach, Miller totaled 
185 wins in 10 seasons with four Southern Conference Regu-
lar-Season Championships. Over the last five years, UNCG has 
five-straight 20-win seasons, two NCAA Tournament appear-
ances, two NIT appearances, two Southern Conference Tourna-
ment Championships, 125 wins and 70-20 record in conference 
play.
• UNCG won 21 games during the 2020-21 season along with 
the SoCon regular season and tournament championship and 
earned its second NCAA Tournament appearance in four years.
• The Spartans won 20 or more games in each of the last five 
seasons, including a program record 29 in 2018-19. Miller led 
UNCG to NCAA Tournament appearances in 2017-18 and 2020-

• He was team captain as a senior in 2006-07, leading UNC to 
31 wins and the NCAA Elite 8 as well as the ACC regular-season 
and tournament titles, and a final No. 3 national ranking.
• A fan favorite at UNC, Miller authored a book entitled The 
Road to Blue Heaven, which was published as a diary of his 
experiences as a North Carolina basketball player. 
• In addition to his success on the floor, Miller excelled off the 
court, earning ACC Academic Honor Roll recognition and the 
UNC Athletic Director’s Scholar Athlete-Award. He earned his 
degree in political science from North Carolina in 2007.
• Upon his graduation from North Carolina, Miller played one 
season of professional basketball for the London Capitals of the 
British Basketball League, where he averaged 19.6 points per 
game to rank eighth in the league.
• Miller was a prep standout at the New Hampton School in 
New Hampshire. He earned a scholarship to James Madison 
University, where he played one season before transferring to 
North Carolina to become a walk-on for Coach Williams’ squad.

TCU extended its ranked overtime win streak to 12, the 
longest streak in AP poll history by a wide margin. It 
began with a 2OT victory over No. 22 Marquette on 
Feb. 13, 1994.
• Cincinnati’s seven overtime games in 2019-20 were 
a school record (previous record was six during the 
1966-67 season), AAC record and are one shy of the 
NCAA record of eight overtime games set by Western 
Kentucky (1978), Portland (1984) and Valparaiso (1993). 
• Cincinnati’s four consecutive overtime games from 
Feb. 9, 2020 through Feb. 19, 2020 tied the NCAA 
record set by Jacksonville (1982), illinois State (1985) 
and Dayton (1988).   
• On Dec. 21, 1981 UC & Bradley played an NCAA-re-
cord 7OT game (UC won, 75-73)
• Cincinnati has been involved in two of the five 
NCAA tournament championship games to go into 
overtime.  The Bearcats defeated Ohio State, 70-65, in 
1961, but lost to Loyola (Ill.), 60-58, in 1963.
• In 1966-67, Cincinnati played six overtime games, 
winning five. The Bearcats were 5-0 at home in over-
time games that season, an NCAA record.
