Cheryl Cook is Cincinnati’s top women's
basketball performer and one of the best
female student-athletes ever.

The Indianapolis, Ind., native set virtually
every Bearcat scoring record, tallying 2,367
points during her four-year career, the sev-
enth-highest total in NCAA women'’s basket-
ball history at the time she concluded her

“Cookie” was one of the nation’s top six

| scorers her junior and senior seasons. Af-

| ter earning honorable mention all-America
honors as a junior, she was selected for the
Olympic Trials, though an injury hampered her

efforts to earn a berth on the 1984 U.S. team.

Cook returned to garner second-team
all-America honors as a senior, and was the
nation’s second-leading scorer.

An all-around player, Cook not only tallied
the most assists by a UC performer by the
close of her career (her 360 currently ranks
fourth), the 5-9 guard also is sixth in rebound-
ing (688).

A two-time Metro Conference Player of the
Year selection, Cook landed a berth on the
1986 U.S. Pan American Games team.

She is the only player to have her jersey
number, 24, retired.
