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CINCINNATI – The University of Cincinnati volleyball team continues its homestand against No. 14 Kansas on 
Thursday at 6:30 p.m. and versus Houston on Saturday at 1 p.m. in Fifth Third Arena.

Both matches will be streamed on ESPN+. 

Last time out the Bearcats took down Utah on Wednesday, Oct. 22, as they won in four sets.  

Cincinnati continues to stand out among the nation’s top programs, ranking 20th in hitting percentage (.273 
– 2nd in the Big 12) and 31st in blocks per set (2.59 – 3rd in the Big 12). The Bearcats’ balance of offensive 
efficiency and defensive presence at the net has fueled their success this season. The Bearcats currently hold 
the No. 41 spot in the RPI rankings.

MILESTONES REACHED AND UPCOMING
	• Cincinnati head coach Danijela Tomić earned her 400th career victory as a head coach as she led the 

Bearcats to a 3-1 win over Illinois State on Sept. 13.
	• She joined an elite group of 47 Division I coaches who have 400 or more victories. 
	• Senior outside hitter Carly Glendinning surpassed 1,000 career kills thanks to a season-high 19 kills against 

No. 19 BYU on Oct. 1. Glendinning also eclipsed 150 career blocks versus Kansas State on Oct. 4. 
	• Junior outside hitter Sydney Nolan surpassed 700 career kills after a 17 kill performace vs No. 11 TCU on Oct. 15.
	• Graduate Student McKenzie Johnson is closing in on 1500 carrer digs. She currenlty sits with 1436, just 64 

shy of the landmark.

	• Kansas leads the all time series 2-0, having swept both matches.
	• In the most recent meeting on Oct. 12, 2024, the No. 8 Jayhawks controlled the match from start to finish, leading 

in kills (43-38), blocks (9-3), assists (39-34) and digs (44-39). Utah also outhit Cincinnati, .364 to .176.
	• Houston leads the all-time series 16-13. The first meeting between these two programs came in 1979, when 

Houston won 2-0.
	• The Cougars have won six matchs in a row against the Bearcats.
	• In the most recent meeting on Nov. 2, 2025, Houston took the match 3-1 on its home court. The Cougars 

led in kills (59-47), blocks (10-8) and assists (56-46).

NOLAN SPEARHEADING THE ATTACK
	• Junior outside hitter Sydney Nolan currently ranks 19th in the country in kills per set (4.57), 22nd in points 

per set (4.98) and 23rd for attacks per set (11.69).
	• Nolan ranks among the Big 12’s best in multiple statistical categories. She sits third in attacks per set and 

kills per set, while also ranking fourth in total attacks points per set and total attacks. She’s also fifth in the 
conference with 320 total kills.

	• Against No. 19 BYU, Nolan dominated as she put together 25 kills while hitting .481 on 52 attempts with no errors.
	• Nolan has notched 20 or more kills in seven matches this season.
	• She leads the Bearcats’ offense in kills with an impressive .307 hitting percentage.
	• Nolan earned Big 12 Offensive Player of the Week honors on Sept. 9 after notching 52 total kills against 

three opponents at the Chattanooga Classic.

	• Junior Sydney Nolan led the attack with 13 kills and a season-high five blocks, while senior Carly Glendinning 

and sophomore Gretchen Sigman (.476) each added 11 kills as three Bearcats finished in double figures.
	• Setter Andi Spies recorded a double-double with 35 assists and 10 digs, while Glendinning notched one of 

her own with 11 kills and a career-high 19 digs.
	• Freshman Tatjana Simeunovic matched Nolan with five blocks at the net, and senior Paige Pickering tied her 

career high with three service aces.
	• Cincinnati dominated the opening set 25-10, holding Utah to a .000 hitting percentage. The Utes evened 

the match with a 25-22 second-set victory before UC took control with 25-15 and 25-16 wins in sets three 
and four.

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University of Cincinnati Director of Athletics John Cunningham announced on Dec. 23, 2024 the hire of 
Danijela Tomić as the Bearcats’ head volleyball coach. Tomić will be the 13th head coach in program 
history.

Tomić comes to UC from Bowling Green, where she served as head coach for 13 seasons. She also spent 
seven seasons as head coach of Florida International. Her record as an NCAA head coach stands at 
394-222 (.640).

Overall, she has guided her teams to five NCAA Tournament appearances and seen her players collect 
nine All-America honors. Tomić is a six-time conference coach of the year.

In 13 seasons as head coach at BGSU, she led the Falcons to five MAC regular-season titles, three MAC 
Tournament championships and three NCAA Tournament appearances, including the program’s first 
NCAA Tournament win in 2012. She was named MAC Coach of the Year three times at Bowling Green, 
most recently winning the honor in 2024.

Under her leadership, the Falcons secured seven 20-win seasons, reached the MAC Tournament Champi-
onship match five consecutive years (2019-2023), and set program records for winning streaks and overall 
performance.

Tomić’s teams earned All-MAC recognition in each of her 13 seasons at Bowling Green, including at 
least one All-MAC First Team honoree in nine consecutive years, and posted five straight seasons with an 
All-Region member.

In 2024, Tomić led the Falcons to 25 victories, the highest single-season total during her tenure, and 
guided the team to an NIVC runner-up finish. Bowling Green also captured the MAC regular-season title 
with a 16-2 conference record, tied for the second-most MAC wins in program history during an 18-match 
schedule.

Under her guidance, Bowling Green produced two AVCA All-Americans—Lauryn Hovey, an Honorable 
Mention in 2024, and Petra Indrova, who earned Honorable Mention honors in both 2021 and 2022.
She led BGSU to back-to-back MAC regular-season titles in 2017 and 2018 as well as 2020-21 and 2022. 

During the 2020-21 season, the program saw an 18-0 start in MAC play, marking the best conference start 
in both MAC and BGSU Athletics history.

In 2012, she guided the Falcons to a MAC Tournament title and an NCAA appearance in her first season 
at BGSU. 

Prior to her arrival at Bowling Green, Tomić was a three-time Sun Belt Conference Coach of the Year at 
Florida International. In seven years as head coach at FIU, she compiled a record of 158-61 (.721).

A 1999 graduate of Arkansas-Little Rock, Tomić was named Sun Belt Conference Coach of the Year in 
2006, 2008, and 2009, guiding the Panthers to the NCAA Tournament in each of those last two seasons. 

Tomić took over at FIU in 2005 and made an immediate impact as her team improved by 12 wins over 
the previous season and reached the SBC Tournament as the No. 6 seed after missing out in two of the 
previous three years before her arrival.

Tomić played at UALR from 1995-97 as an outside hitter, right side hitter, and setter, helping to lead the 
team to the 1996 NCAA Tournament.

	• Nolan finished the three-match road stint with 
53 kills, 22 digs and a .328 hitting percentage. 
Glendinning recorded 39 kills, 18 digs and eight 
blocks.

	• Sophomore Andi Spies recorded a double-double 
vs. Alabama with 32 assists and 17 digs. She has 
tallied 30-plus assists in three consecutive matches.
