Cincinnati's freshman class was ranked No. 15

Big 12 Freshman of the Week honor on Monday, * Caliyah DeVillasee was named Big 12 Freshman

win the award twice. She has collected three Big
12 honors overall, including a Week 3 Starting
Five selection.

She averaged 21.5 points, 4.5 rebounds and 4.0
assists last week while shooting 86.7% (13-of-15)
from the free throw line. She was the only Big 12
player to record two 20-point games during the
week.

DeVillasee scored a career-high 23 points against
Miami (OH), adding five rebounds, four assists and
two steals. She followed with 20 points on 55.6%
shooting versus Xavier, along with four rebounds
and four assists.

She finished the week third in the Big 12 in
scoring, while leading the league in free throws
made and minutes played.

SUNSHINE STATE SWEEP

Over Thanksgiving break, Cincinnati swept the
Florida Gulf Classic with wins over Alabama A&M
(72-49) and New Mexico (63-60) in Naples, Fla.
Mya Perry was named Most Outstanding Player
of the Classic, while Reagan Jackson joined her
on the All-Tournament Team. Perry averaged 20.5
points, 5.0 rebounds and 2.0 steals, while Jackson
added 14.0 points per game across the two wins.
In UC’s win over Alabama A&M, Perry (25) and
DeVillasee (22) combined for 47 of the Bearcats’
72 points. The duo went 14-of-15 at the line.
Center Destiny Thomas averaged 8.5 points

and 7.5 rebounds at the Florida Gulf Classic,
highlighted by a 10-point, 7-rebound showing vs.
New Mexico.

BIG 12 STARTING FIVE FOR LIL BIT

DeVillasee was named to the Big 12 Starting

Five on Nov. 24 after earning Freshman of the
Week honors the previous week. She was joined
on the Week 3 Starting Five by TCU’s Marta
Suarez (Player of the Week), Houston's Jade Jones
(Freshman of the Week), Baylor’s Taliah Scott and
lowa State’s Audi Crooks.

DeVillasee averaged 16.5 points, 6.0 assists and
2.0 rebounds while shooting 52% from the field
and 50% from 3-point range for the week.

She opened the week with 21 points on 56.3%

of the Week on Nov. 17. She became the first
Bearcat to win the league's rookie honor.

She became UC's single-game assist record holder
in the Bearcats' 100-61 win over Georgetown
College, dishing out 15 assists to break a record
that had stood since 2006.

Her 15 assists are tied for the most by any
freshman in the nation this season and are the
second most in a game by any player. The mark
also ties the most by a major conference freshman
in the last 20 years (USC’s Minyon Moore, Dec. 3,

2016; Vanderbilt's Aubrey Galvan, Nov. 23, 2025).

She paired it with 14 points and six rebounds for
her first career double-double and the program’s
first point-assist double-double since 2022.

Her 14-point, 15-assist, 6-rebound game vs. the
Tigers is the only such stat line by a Big 12 player
this century.

She averaged 14.5 points, 10.0 assists and 5.5
rebounds per game while posting a 5.0 assist-to-
turnover ratio and leading the Big 12 in assists.

BIG 12 PRESEASON FRESHMAN OF THE YEAR

Big 12 women's basketball head coaches voted University of
Cincinnati freshman Dee Alexander the conference’s Preseason
Freshman of the Year.

The five-star guard is Cincinnati’s first Big 12 individual preseason
award honoree.

Alexander, a Cincinnati native, finished No. 11 in the final ESPN
rankings and was ranked the No. 1 player in Ohio by Prep Hoops.
She was just the second player ever to win Ohio Ms. Basketball
three straight years and earned back-to-back Ohio Gatorade
Player of the Year honors. She also led nearby Purcell Marian to
four consecutive state championships.

She is the first Bearcat signee to be named a McDonald’s All-
American and is the highest-ranked recruit in program history.
Alexander appeared in several national all-star showcases as a
senior, including the Nike Hoop Summit and Jordan Brand Classic.

WATCH LIST ALERT

Freshman Dee Alexander has been named to the preseason watch
list for the 2025-26 Tamika Catchings Award by the board of

the U.S. Basketball Writers Association. She is one of two Big 12
freshmen to make the list.

The USBWA has named a national freshman player of the year
since the 1991-92 season. In the 2020-21 season the award

was named for Tamika Catchings, the legendary Tennessee star
who was a three-time USBWA All-American and the association's
national freshman player of the year in the 1997-98 season.

REAGAN READY TO LEAD

Junior guard Reagan Jackson returns as a two-year starter and the
only Bearcat to start and play in every game last season. She is
one of the most experienced players on a roster that features eight
newcomers, including six freshmen.

On the court, Jackson has led Cincinnati in three-pointers made in
each of the last two seasons, including a career-best 46 in 2024-
25.

Off the court, she is the oldest of four, with one brother, Tanson,
and two sisters, Kenzie and Tinley.

Jackson comes from a basketball family with both of her parents
playing at Texas Wesleyan. She was coached in high school by her
mother Rhonda.

Freshman Caliyah DeVillasee, often referred to as “Lil Bit,” will run
point for the Bearcats.

DeVillasee, a four-star recruit, was ranked No. 1 in Maryland by
Prep Hoops and No. 62 nationally by ESPN.

The 5-foot-7 guard concluded her career at Our Lady of Good

* Both Merriweathers have been on the sidelines
together since 2021, and have continued that
sisterhood bond in Clifton.

2025-26 CINCINNATI WOMEN'S BASKETBALL

LAST TIME OUT

CINCINNATI - The University of Cincinnati women'’s
basketball team pulled away in the second half to defeat
UNLYV, 65-48, on Saturday afternoon inside Fifth Third
Arena.

Cincinnati (5-6) outscored the Lady Rebels 39-21 after
halftime, including a 22-10 advantage in the third quarter.

Alliance Ndiba delivered a career performance, leading
the Bearcats with career highs of 18 points and 13 rebounds
while adding four blocks. The redshirt senior recorded the
first double-double of her career and went 7-of-8 from the
field. Ndiba also became the first Cincinnati player to post
at least 18 points, 13 rebounds and four blocks in a game
since Debbie Merrill in 2003.

UC controlled the glass, outrebounding UNLV 48-33, with
Ndiba, Destiny Thomas (nine rebounds) and Kylie Torrence
(nine rebounds) leading the effort. The Bearcats shot 41%
from the field and 78.6% from the free throw line, while
holding the Lady Rebels to 28.8% shooting.

Perry scored all seven of the Bearcats’ points to open

the game. Ndiba followed with six straight points to give
Cincinnati a five-point edge (13-8). A Kali Barrett three-
pointer pushed UC into the first media timeout ahead 16-11
with 2:47 remaining in the quarter. Cincinnati carried a

20-16 lead after the opening 10 minutes.

Both teams went through scoring droughts in the second
quarter. UNLV broke the drought at the 4:03-mark to pull
within five (25-20). The Lady Rebels closed the half on a 7-0
run to take a 27-26 lead into the break.

Cincinnati responded coming out of halftime, opening the
third quarter on an 8-1 run. The Bearcats outscored UNLV
22-10 in the period to build an 11-point cushion heading into
the final quarter (48-37). UC's post players accounted for 14
of the 22 points.

The Bearcats put the game away in the fourth, using an
8-0 run over nearly three minutes to extend the lead to 16
before following with a 9-0 spurt. Cincinnati held the Lady
Rebels to just 11 points in the quarter to secure a 65-48

victory.

HEAD COACH KATRINA MERRIWEATHER

Director of Athletics John Cunningham announced the hire of former Bearcats’ captain Katrina Merriweather as the 10th
women'’s basketball head coach at the University of Cincinnati on March 25, 2023.

Merriweather quickly has become a rising star in the coaching profession, taking three programs to the postseason a
total of six times, including a pair of NCAA Tournament appearances. She has totaled 180 wins in nine seasons as bench
boss.

In just her second season at Cincinnati, Merriweather continued the program’s upward trajectory, guiding the Bearcats
to their first winning season since 2019-20 and surpassing the previous year's win total. UC posted its best non-
conference winning percentage (.800, 8-2) since 2005-06 and secured its most conference wins (7) since 2019-20. The
Bearcats also led the Big 12 and ranked among the nation’s top five in made free throws per game.

Forward lillian Hayes cemented her legacy as the first player in program history to earn All-Big 12 honors, landing on
the All-Big 12 Third Team in 2024-25 after earning Honorable Mention recognition the previous season.

Merriweather’s impact was immediate, successfully navigating Cincinnati’s transition from the American Athletic
Conference to the Big 12 in her first season at the helm. The Bearcats saw a five-win improvement, posted their best
non-conference winning percentage (72.7%) in 15 years, and strung together a six-game win streak—their longest since
2019-20. That season also featured UC's first victory over an SEC opponent since 2004.

Merriweather once again proved her ability to build postseason contenders, leading Cincinnati to the 2024 WNIT—
marking the program’s 14th postseason appearance and first since 2019.

A four-year letterwinner for the Bearcats’ Hall of Fame head coach Laurie Pirtle from 1997-01, Merriweather became
the program’s first women's basketball player to advance to four consecutive postseason tournaments. Additionally, she
helped lead the program to its first-ever NCAA Tournament win as a graduate assistant coach in 2001-02.

Merriweather and USA Basketball earned a silver medal podium finish at the 2023 FIBA Women's AmeriCup in Ledn,
Mexico. She was elevated to her first bench coach assignment for the event after previously serving as a court coach for
the 2021 USA Women'’s U19 National Team Trails.

Merriweather led Memphis to a 22-11 season in 2022-23, the program'’s first 20-win season in more than a decade, and
an appearance in the 2023 WNIT Sweet 16.

Merriweather took over a four-win Memphis team and immediately produced 16 wins in 2021-22 before the 22-win
campaign this season in which the Tigers clinched the two seed in the 2022 AAC Championships, the program’s highest-
ever AAC regular season finish, and advanced to a postseason tournament for the first time since 2015-16.

In her two seasons at the helm, the Tigers compiled a 38-23 record and earned three All-Conference selections.

The search was led by Maggie McKinley, Deputy Athletic Director and Senior Woman Administrator, who worked with
Cunningham to bring Merriweather back home.

Prior to her tenure at Memphis, Merriweather spent five seasons as the head coach at Wright State, where she took the
Raiders to two NCAA Tournaments and was named Horizon League Coach of the Year three times. Merriweather led
Wright State to the program’s third appearance and first NCAA Tournament win with an upset over four-seed Arkansas
in 2021.

In 2018-19, she guided the Raiders to a school-record 27 wins and its first-ever outright Horizon League regular season
championship, securing the conference tournament title and reaching the NCAA Tournament for the second time in
program history.

While at the helm, Merriweather led the Raiders to a 113-47 (.706) record, finishing with the best winning percentage in
program history. She was a part of all three of the program's Horizon League tournament titles and NCAA Tournament
appearances, twice as a head coach in 2019 and 2021 and once as an assistant in 2014. The Raiders also earned 16 All-
Conference selections in her tenure.

Merriweather was an assistant under Mike Bradbury for six seasons at Wright State from 2010-16 before becoming head
coach.

Prior to Wright State, she was an assistant at Purdue from 2003-06, and at UIC for the 2002-03 season.

With the Bearcats, Merriweather made 27 career starts, including 22 in her senior season, and played in 107 games. She
helped lead the program to an 83-41 record in her four seasons.

“I'm beyond proud for Katrina,” said Pirtle, who won 310 games over 21 seasons at Cincinnati. “She was a tremendous
player in terms of how she handled herself, but most importantly she was a coach and leader on and off the floor. She
constantly pulled our team together. This hire should come as no surprise. | speak for all of the UC basketball family
when | say we are extremely proud of her and excited to see her come back to lead this program.”

The Indianapolis native graduated from Cincinnati in 2001 with a bachelor’s degree in English literature and earned a
second bachelor in secondary education in 2002.
