» Utah State (6-1, 3-0 MW) continues Mountain West play this weekend with a home game against
New Mexico (3-4, 1-2 MW) on Saturday, Oct. 27, at 2 p.m. USU is 11-13 all-time against the Lobos,
including a 6-4 home record, and has won three of the last five games played in the series.

* Following ifs 24-16 Mountain West road win at Wyoming last weekend, Utah State football
is receiving votes in both polls for the third-straight week as it garnered 50 votes in The Associ-
ated Press poll and 63 votes in the Coaches poll to rank tied for 27th in the nation in both polls,
respectively. The last fime USU received votes prior to this season was back in 2015.

« With its win at Wyoming last weekend, Utah State is bowl eligible for the seventh time in the
last eight years. USU played in five-straight bowl games from 2011-15 and won three-straight
bowls from 2012-14, both of which are school records. This is the earliest Utah State has ever
been bowl eligible. All-time, USU has played in 12 bowl games.

» Utah State’s 6-1 start to the season is its best since the 1974 team also won six of its first seven
games. The last time USU started a season with a 7-1 record was in 1965, when that feam won
its first seven games. USU is also 3-0 in Mountain West play for the second time in its six years in
the league, joining the 2015 team. The last time USU had a better conference start was in 2012
when that team posted a perfect 6-0 mark in its last year in the Western Athletic Conference.

» Utah State is 26-17 (.605) all-time in the Mountain West, including a 15-7 (.682) home record,
and has won 37 of its last 54 (.685) league games dating back to 2011.

« Utah State is 4-0 at Maverik Stadium this season and is 33-9 (.786) in its last 42 home games,
which includes a 25-9 (.735) record under head coach Matt Wells. Overall, USU has won five-
straight home games and is 145-105 (.580) in Maverik Stadium.

» Utah State ranks among the top 40 teams in the nation in 27 different statistical categories,
including fourth in scoring offense (47.7 points per game), second in non-offensive touchdowns
(7). third in kickoff returns (30.7 yards per return), fifth in defensive fouchdowns (3), 13th in tack-
les for loss (8.1 per game) and 14th in turnovers forced (16).

UTAH STATE RETURNS PLENTY OF EXPERIENCE IN 2018

« Utah State returns 18 starters (O-9, D-9) and 47 letterwinners (O-19, D-26, S-2) from last sea-
son, which is the third-most in the nation behind Florida (19) and Michigan State (19). When
you add in ifs two returning specialists, USU’s 20 returning starters is tied for the third-most in
the nation behind Baylor (22) and Michigan State (22), and tied with Florida (20), Michigan
(20) and UAB (20).

A LOOK AT UTAH STATE

« Utah State is 6-1 on the season and 3-0 in Mountain West play following its 24-16 confer-
ence road win at Wyoming last weekend. Offensively, USU is led by sophomore QB Jordan
Love, who is 137-0f-214 (.640) passing for 1,610 yards (230.0 ypg) with 14 touchdowns and
four interceptions. Junior RB Darwin Thompson leads the team in rushing with 535 yards on 73
carries (7.3 ypc/76.4 ypg) with nine touchdowns, and senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver has a
team-best 30 receptions for 305 yards (10.2 ypr/43.6 ypQg) with four touchdowns. Defensive-
ly, sophomore LB David Woodward leads the team with 74 tackles, which includes 4.0 sacks
and 5.5 tackles for loss, while senior LB Chase Christiansen has 54 tackles, which includes 0.5
sacks and 2.5 tackles for loss. As a team, Utah State is averaging 47.7 points and 438.0 yards
of total offense (247.6 passing, 190.4 rushing), and allowing 22.7 points and 360.6 yards of
total offense (193.3 passing, 167.3 rushing).

A LOOK AT UTAH STATE DURING ITS SIX-GAME WINNING STREAK

» During its current six-game winning streak, Utah State is averaging 50.5 points and 453.7
yards per game (235.7 passing, 218.0 rushing), while converting 41.6 percent of its third downs
(32-77) and committing just eight tfurnovers (6 fumbles, 2 interceptions). Defensively, USU is
allowing 20.2 points and 345.3 yards (177.7 passing, 167.7 rushing), while limiting its opponents
to just 35-0f-109 (.321) on third downs and forcing 14 turnovers (7 fumbles, 7 interceptions).

« Utah State’s current six-game winning streak is the longest under head coach Matt Wells,
and the longest winning streak for USU since the 2012 team ended the season by winning ifs
final seven games. Furthermore, it is the third time USU has won at least five games in a row
under Wells (2013, 2014, 2018).

« Utah State’s current six-game winning streak is tied for the seventh-longest active winning
streak in the nation behind UCF (20), Alabama (10), Notre Dame (8), South Florida (8), Clemson
(7) and Michigan (7), and tied with San Diego State (6), Texas (6) and Western Michigan (6).

» Furthermore, Utah State’s current six-game winning streak is tied for the seventh-longest
in school history as the 1960 team holds the school record with nine-straight wins, while the
1907, 1912, 1963, 1965 and 2012 teams all won seven games in a row, and the 1953, 1961,
1993 and 2018 teams all won six games in a row.

UTAH STATE’S OFFENSE LIGHTING UP THE SCOREBOARD UNDER WELLS

» Under head coach Matt Wells, Utah State has scored 50-plus points 11 fimes and 60 or more
points four times, both of which are school records. Prior to Wells, E. Lowell ‘Dick’ Romney
(1919-48) held the school record with six 50-point games in 29 seasons, while John Ralston
(1959-62) and Tony Knap (1963-66) shared the school record for most 60-point games with
two each, as both coaches spent four seasons at USU. Utah State also scored 60-plus points
in back-to-back games for the first time in school history this year. Overall, the Aggies have
scored 50-plus points in back-to-back games three times in school history, all under Wells.
Utah State also set a school record last year under Wells by scoring 50-plus points in three
games, and this year’s team has already tied that mark.

» Utah State began the 2018 season by scoring 30-plus points in each of its first six games and
scored 40-plus points in five straight games, both of which were school records.

DID YOU KNOW?

» Utah State has now won at least six games seven times in the last eight seasons and for the
36th time in 121 years of Aggie football. Furthermore, there have only been 24 Aggie teams
that have won seven or more games in a single season.
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UTAH STATE SECOND IN THE NATION WITH SEVEN NON-OFFENSIVE TOUCHDOWNS
» Utah State has scored seven non-offensive touchdowns this season to rank second in the
nation behind Temple (8) as the Aggies have four special tfeams touchdowns and three de-
fensive fouchdowns. USU’s first non-offensive touchdown this year came at No. 11 Michigan
State as senior S Gaje Ferguson returned an interception 40 yards for a fouchdown. USU
then had two non-offensive touchdowns against New Mexico State as senior CB Deante
Fortenberry returned an interception 75 yards for a touchdown and sophomore WR Savon
Scarver returned a kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown. Sophomore WR Jordan Nathan then
returned a punt 59 yards for a touchdown against Tennessee Tech, junior LB Tipa Galeai
returned an interception 56 yards for a touchdown at BYU, and sophomore S Baron Ga-
jkowski returned a blocked punt 16 yards for a touchdown against UNLV. USU added its
seventh non-offensive touchdown last weekend as Scarver returned a kickoff 99 yards for
a touchdown at Wyoming.

AGGIES BLOCK SECOND KICK OF THE SEASON IN UNLV GAME

» Utah State blocked its second kick of the 2018 season against UNLV two weekends ago as
freshman WR Deven Thompkins blocked a punt that was picked up by sophomore S Baron
Gajkowski and returned 16 yards for a touchdown. For USU, it was its first blocked punt since
the 2017 season when senior WR DJ Nelson blocked a Colorado State punt and returned it
20 yards for the score. USU’s first blocked kick this season was against Air Force as junior LB
Tipa Galeai blocked a 40-yard field goal.

» Overall, USU has now blocked 16 kicks under head coach Matt Wells, including four
blocked punts last season to rank fourth in the nation. The single-season school record for
blocked kicks is six setin 2012 (3 FGs, 2 punts, 1 PAT).

» Utah State is currently tied for first in the Mountain West and tied for 15th in the nation with
its fwo blocked kicks this season, including being tied for first in the conference and tied for
11th in the nation with its one blocked punt.

INSIDE THE NUMBERS WITH UTAH STATE’S OFFENSE

» Utah State has already scored 43 touchdowns this season and only allowed 17. The school
record for touchdowns scored in a season is 60 set in 2011 and the 43 touchdowns scored this
year is already tied for the 11th-most in school history. In fact, since 1957 (a span of 61 years),
there have been 47 Aggie teams that did not score 40 touchdowns the entire season. Further-
more, USU has already scored 334 points this year and the school record is 454 points scored
in 2012, while the school record for points scored per game is 38.7 set in 1961. USU is currently
fourth in the nation with an average of 47.7 points per game.

» Utah State has 22 rushing fouchdowns in its first seven games this season as compared to
24 rushing touchdowns all of last season. The school record for rushing touchdowns is 39 set in
1961. Along with its 22 rushing tfouchdowns this year, USU has five touchdown runs of at least
50 yards.

» Utah State has had 18 different players score a fouchdown this season, including nine play-
ers with multiple touchdowns.

» Utah State has led at the end of the first quarter in all seven of its games this year and has an
82-26 scoring advantage on the season in the first quarter. USU also has a 186-67 scoring ad-
vantage in the first half in games this season and has out-scored its opponents in every quarter
thus far this year. On average, USU has held a 26.6 to 9.6 scoring advantage at halftime.

UTAH STATE MILESTONES THAT EQUAL SUCCESS

» Utah State has won 27 of its last 32 games when it has a 100-yard rusher, including a 5-0
record this year, and 29 of its last 32 contests when rushing at least 40 times in a game, includ-
ing a 3-0 record this year. USU has also won 45 of its last 48 games when scoring at least 30
points, including a 5-1 record this season.

» Utah State has had a 100-yard rusher in five of its last six games, in nine of its last 11 games,
and in 10 of its last 13 games dating back to last season. Between the 2014 and 2016 seasons,
USU had a total of nine 100-yard rushers over a 39-game span. USU ended the 2017 season by
having a 100-yard rusher in each of its final four games.

DID YOU KNOW?

» Utah State ranks second in the nation with 14 scoring drives on the season of less than 60
seconds, trailing only Alabama (20), but also has 10 scoring drives of 10-plus plays and 16
scoring drives that have covered at least 70 yards this season.

» Utah State is one of just 24 teams in the nation with one or fewer losses and one of 20 teams
that has not lost a conference game.

« Utah State has out-gained its opponent in six of its seven games it has played this season,
but has only led in time of possession twice (vs. New Mexico State and at BYU).

» Utah State ranks 12th in the Mountain West and 127th in the nation - out of 129 teams at the
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) level - in time of possession at just 25:30 per game.

+ Utah State ranks first in the Mountain West and fourth in the nation in scoring with an average of 47.7 points
per game, trailing only Alabama (54.1 ppg), Houston (48.7 ppg) and Oklahoma (48.6 ppg). USU also ranks
third in the MW and 13th in the nation in sacks allowed (1.0 ppQ). third in the MW and 25th in the nation in
completion percentage (.655), third in the MW and 39th in the nation in total offense (438.0 ypg), fourth in
the MW and 47th in the nation in rushing offense (190.4 ypg), fifth in the MW and 46th in the nation in pass-
ing efficiency (143.7), and seventh in the MW and 52nd in the nation in passing offense (247.6 ypg). USU
also ranks third in the MW and 33rd in the nation with a third down conversion percentage of 43.3 (39-90).

AGGIE DEFENSE RANKS 13TH NATIONALLY IN TACKLES FOR LOSS

+ Utah State ranks second in the Mountain West and 13th in the nation with an average of 8.1 tackles for loss
pergame. USU also ranks second in the MW and 21st in the nation in passing efficiency defense (110.4), sec-
ondin the MW and 33rd in the nation in passing defense (193.3 ypg). third in the MW and 29th in the nation in
sacks (2.86 pg), third in the MW and 39th in the nation in scoring defense (22.7 ppgQ), sixth in the MW and 4é6th
in the nation in total defense (360.6 ypg), and seventh in the MW and 77th in the nation in rushing defense
(167.3 ypg). USU's defense is also averaging 5.86 three-and-outs per game to rank fourth in the nation, and
it ranks fifth in the MW and 47th in the nation in third down conversion percentage allowed at 36.5 (46-126).

AGGIES RANK 14TH IN THE NATION WITH 16 FORCED TURNOVERS

 Utah State has forced 16 turnovers (8 fumbles, 8 interceptions) this year to rank second in the Moun-
tain West behind Fresno State (18) and tied for 14th in the nation. USU also ranks third in the MW and
tied for 13th in the nation with its eight fumble recoveries, fourth in the MW and 26th in the nation
with its eight interceptions, and second in the MW and 14th in the nation in furnover margin (+0.86).

» With its 16 turnovers this season, USU has now forced 157 turnovers in its last 82 games, including
at least one fturnover in 65 of its last 82 games. USU has also recorded 74 interceptions in its last 69
games, including at least one pickin 39 of its last 69 games and multiple interceptionsin 21 of its last 69
games. Overall, USU has forced three or more turnovers twice this year and in 19 of its last 57 games.

UTAH STATE FIFTH IN THE NATION WITH ITS THREE DEFENSIVE SCORES

« Utah State is second in the Mountain West and tied for fifth in the nation with its three defensive touchdowns
this year as senior S Gaje Ferguson returned an interception 40 yards for a touchdown at No. 11 Michigan
State, senior CB Deante Fortenberry returned an interception 75 yards for a touchdown against New Mexico
State and junior LB Tipa Galeai returned an interception 56 yards for a fouchdown at BYU. Overall, USU has
scored 19 defensive touchdowns in its last 66 games, including five last season to rank fourth in the nation.

UTAH STATE THIRD IN THE NATION IN KICKOFF RETURNS

« Utah State ranks first in the Mountain West and third in the nation in kickoff returns (30.7 ypr), secondin
the MW and 37th in the nation in net punting (39.71 ypp), third in the conference and 37th in the nation
in punt returns (12.2 ypr), and sixth in the MW and 72nd in the nation in kickoff return defense (21.2 ypr).

AGGIES IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST AND NCAA RANKINGS

» Sophomore WR Savon Scarver leads the nation in kickoff retumns (38.3 ypr) and is tied for first in the nation
with his two kickoff returns for touchdowns (0.29 pg). Senior DE Adewale Adeoye is tied for first in the nation
with three fumbles recovered (0.43 pg). Sophomore WR Jordan Nathan is fied for first in the Mountain West and
tied for third in the nation with one punt return for touchdown (0.14 pg), and is second in the MW and 16thin
the nation in punt returns (11.3 ypr). Sophomore S Baron Gajkowski is tied for first in the MW and tied for third
in the nation with one punt return for touchdown (0.14 pg). Junior PK Dominik Eberle leads the MW and ranks
seventh in the nation in scoring (10.4 ppQ), is second in the MW and 13th in the nation in field goals made
(1.57 pg), and fourth in the MW and 35th in the nation in field goal percentage (.786) as he is 11-0f-14 on the
season.

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SCOUTING NEW MEXICO

* New Mexico is 3-4 on the season and 1-2 in Mountain West play following its 38-7 home
loss to Fresno State last weekend. The Lobos are led by junior QB Sheriron Jones, who is
77-0f-137 (.662) passing for 1,087 yards (155.3 ypg) with 13 touchdowns and seven inter-
ceptions. Senior RB Tyrone Owens leads the team in rushing with 507 yards on 132 carries
(3.8 ypc/72.4 ypg) with six touchdowns, and senior WR Delane Hart-Johnson has caught
22 passes for 295 yards (13.4 ypr/42.1 ypg) with four touchdowns. Defensively, senior LB
Evahelotu Tohi has a team-best 48 tackles, which includes 1.0 sack and 6.0 tackles for
loss, while junior S Stanley Barnwell Jr. has 41 tackles, which includes 1.0 tackles for loss. As
a team, New Mexico is averaging 33.7 points and 411.0 yards of total offense per game
(219.7 passing, 191.3 rushing) and allowing 32.0 points and 441.7 yards of total offense
(272.6 passing, 169.1 rushing). New Mexico returns 13 starters (O-7, D-6) and 50 lettermen
(0-25, D-23, $-2) from last year’'s team that went 3-9 overall and 1-7 in Mountain West play
to finish sixth in the Mountain Division. Bob Davie is 33-49 in seven seasons as New Mexico’s
head coach and 68-74 in 12 seasons as a collegiate head coach.

AGGIES AND LOBOS SERIES HISTORY

« Utah State ftrails in the all-time series against New Mexico, 13-11, but holds a 6-4 advan-
tage at home. The first game played in the series was on Dec. 1, 1951, in Albuquerque with
UNM winning 17-13. USU won last year’s meeting in Albuguerque, 24-10, while UNM won
the last meeting between the two teams in Logan back in 2016, 24-21. Overall, USU is 3-2
against the Lobos since joining the Mountain West in 2013.

UTAH STATE AND NEW MEXICO AS CONFERENCE FOES

» Utah State and New Mexico have spent 17 years as league foes as both schools were
members of the Skyline Conference from 1951 to 1961, along with its current membership
in the Mountain West. The Lobos have been members of the Mountain West since its in-
ception in 1999, while USU joined the league prior to the 2013 season.

UTAH STATE VS. NEW MEXICO SERIES 14TH-MOST PLAYED IN SCHOOL HISTORY
» Utah State and New Mexico will be meeting for the 25th time this weekend in what is the
14th-most played series in school history.

WELLS VERSUS NEW MEXICO
» Matt Wells is 3-2 all-time against New Mexico as Utah State’s head coach and has never
faced the Lobos as an assistant coach.

UTAH STATE VERSUS THE STATE OF NEW MEXICO
« Utah State is 42-21 (.667) all-time against Division | feams from the state of New Mexico
with a 31-8 record against New Mexico State and an 11-13 record versus New Mexico.

UTAH STATE CONNECTIONS WITH NEW MEXICO

« Utah State head coach Matt Wells spent three years (2007-08, 2010) as an assistant
coach at New Mexico as he was the wide receivers coach and recruiting coordinator in
2007 and 2008, and the wide receivers and kickoff return coach in 2010. During the 2007
season, Wells helped guide the Lobos to a 9-4 record, including tying for third place in
the Mountain West with a 5-3 mark, followed by a 23-0 win against Nevada in the New
Mexico Bowl. In 2010, Wells coordinated a UNM kickoff return unit that finished 27th in the
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) with a 23.5 yards per return average. The kickoff return unit
established six school records, while tying one. Under Wells’ tutelage, his kickoff return
units broke or fied 16 school records, as well as breaking or tying four FBS records. In his
first coaching stint at New Mexico, Wells coached a pair of first-team all-Mountain West
receivers in Travis Brown and Marcus Smith in 2007. Smith led the MW in receiving, setting a
school record with 91 receptions for 1,125 yards and four touchdowns, while Brown tallied
76 catches for 1,031 yards with six scores. It was the first time in New Mexico history that
two different receivers had 1,000 receiving yards in the same season. Smith was a fourth-
round draft pick of the Baltimore Ravens in 2008.

« Utah State running backs coach DeAndre Smith spent the 2012 season on staff at New
Mexico as the running backs coach under current UNM head coach Bob Davie. Other
current UNM coaches who were on staff in 2012 include defensive coordinator and line-
backers coach Kevin Cosgrove, tight ends coach Clay Davie and outside linebackers
coach Archie McDaniel.

* New Mexico defensive line coach Stan Eggen was the inside linebackers coach and
recruiting coordinator at Utah State from 1986-90.

Junior RB Gerold Bright has sev-
en yards rushing on two carries (3.5 ypc), to go along with two receptions for 13 yards (6.5
ypc), in two games. Junior CB Cameron Haney has five tackles, one fumble recovery and
one pass breakup in two games. Junior TE Dax Raymond has two catches for 16 yards (8.0
ypc) in two games. Junior LB Justus Te’i has three tackles, two forced fumbles and a fumble
recovery in two games. Junior NG Mohelika Uasike has five tackles, including 0.5 tackles
forloss, in two games. Junior NG Christopher Unga has six tackles, including 1.0 tackles for
loss, in fwo games.

AGGIE COACHES WHO PLAYED AGAINST NEW MEXICO

» Utah State outside receivers coach Jovon Bouknight played against New Mexico from
2002-05 at Wyoming and had 23 catches for 312 yards, including nine receptions for 128
yards as a junior, and five receptions for 106 yards as a senior. USU Assistant AD for Football
Operations Waqa Damuni played against New Mexico in 1997 and 1998 at USU as a tight
end, but did not record any stats.

« Utah State is 153-179-8 (.462) all-time against current members of the Mountain West with
a 39-26-4 record vs. Wyoming, a 33-39-2 record vs. Colorado State, a 17-7 record vs. UNLV, a
17-20-1 record vs. San Jos State, a 12-17-1 record vs. Fresno State, an 11-13 record vs. New
Mexico, a 9-6 record vs. Hawai'i, a 6-18 record vs. Nevada, a 5-17 record vs. Boise State, a
3-4 record vs. Air Force, and a 1-12 record vs. San Diego State.

UTAH STATE IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST

« Utah State is in its sixth year as a member of the Mountain West in 2018 and has been a
Division I-A/Bowl Championship Series football playing school in each of its 119 seasons of
competition. USU joined the Mountain States/Skyline Conference in 1938 until 1961. USU then
played as a football independent from 1962-77 when the Aggies became members of the
Pacific Coast Athletic Association in 1978. The PCAA changed its name to the Big West Con-
ference in 1988. Following the 2000 season, when the Big West no longer sponsored football,
USU spent two years as an independent (2001-02) and two years in the Sun Belt Conference
(2003-04), before joining the Western Athletic Conference for eight seasons from 2005-12.

HOMEGROWN PLAYERS
» Utah State has 36 players in its program from the state of Utah, while New Mexico has 21
players on its roster from the Land of Enchantment.

AGGIES IN OVERTIME

» Utah State is 6-6 all-time in overtime, winning three of its last five. All-time, USU is 4-3 in single-
overtime games, 2-2 in double-overtime games, and 0-1 in triple-overtime games. USU’s last
overtime game was a 26-20 loss against New Mexico State in the NOVA Home Loans Arizona
Bowl on Dec. 29, 2017. USU is also 1-1 all-time against New Mexico in overtime games and
UNM is the only tfeam USU has played multiple overtime games against.

The following are series notables between Utah State and New Mexico.

« Utah State has held New Mexico to less than 30 points in each of the last five meetings and in
21 games in series history. USU has been held to less than 30 points in each of the last four meet-
ings and in 18 games in series history.

* Three of the last four games in the series have been decided by one score and by a total of
25 points as neither team has scored 30 points. Overall, 11 of the previous 24 games (.458) in the
series have been decided by one score.

+ Seven of Utah State’s last nine wins in the series have been by double digits, while five of New
Mexico’s last seven wins have been by single digits.

* New Mexico has conftrolled the time of possession in each of the last eight meetings.

* New Mexico has rushed for more yards in seven of the previous nine meetings, while Utah State
has passed for more yards in seven of the last nine meetings.

* The team with the most rushing yards has won seven of the last nine meetings, with the only
exception being Utah State’s win last year and in 2002.

* The team with fewer turnovers has won seven of the last nine meetings, and there have been
fewer then three turnovers by both teams in six of the last nine meetings.

* In the last nine meetings, Utah State is 3-2 when scoring first and leading at the half, while New
Mexico is 3-1 when scoring first and 2-1 when leading at the half.

* The team that scores first and leads at the half has won five of the last six games.

* New Mexico has had four 100-yard receivers and three 100-yard rushers in the past nine meet-
ings, but no 300-yard passers, while Utah State has had three 100-yard rushers and one 100-yard
receiver in the last nine meetings, to go along with two 300-yard passers

* In 24 previous meetings with New Mexico, Utah State has had eight 100-yard rushers, one 100-
yard receiver and two 300-yard passers.

* There have been four shutouts in series history, three by Utah State’s defense and one by New
Mexico’s defense. USU has also held UNM to 10 or fewer points seven times and is 7-0 in those
games.

Here is a look at some of the top Utah State team
and individual statistical performances against New
Mexico over the years.

* Despite trailing in the all-time series with New
Mexico, 13-11, Utah State has out-scored the Lobos
by 71 points (502-431).

 Utah State’s 39-36 loss at New Mexico in 1998 isits
only friple-overtime game in school history and the
Aggies have never played in an overtime game
that went longer than three periods. In fact, USU
has played just 12 overtime games in school history
and two have been against New Mexico as the
Aggies posted a 45-44 overtime home win against
UNM in 2002.

* New Mexico is Utah State’s only opponent that it
has played multiple overtime games against.

+ Utah State’s eight forced turnovers vs. New
Mexico in 1961 is tied for the most in school history,
along with the eight turnovers it forced against Boi-
se State in 2015, and Idaho in 1971 and 1969. USU’s
seven recovered fumbles against UNM in 1961 is a
school record.

» Utah State allowed just two first downs against
New Mexico in 1953, which is tied for the school
record, also doing so against Idaho in 1961.

» Utah State’s 470 rushing yards against New Mex-
ico in 1960 are the second-most in school history,
while its 337 rushing yards against UNM in 2013 rank
as the 24th-most.

* Utah State allowed New Mexico zero passing
yards and no completions in 1954, both of which
are tied for single-game school records.

* Jose Fuentes’ 80-yard pass to Kevin Curtis against
New Mexico in 2002 is tied for the 16th-longest pass
play in school history, while Travis Cox’s 79-yard pass
to Barry Tolli against UNM in 2003 is tied for the 23rd-
longest pass play in school history.

* Brad Bohn set a then-school record for points
scored by a kicker with 18 against New Mexico in
1998, a record that was broken by Dominik Eberle
last season and again this season. Bohn also tied
the then-school record for field goals made in that
game against the Lobos as he was 5-of-5 on field
goals (37, 23, 23, 41, 33) and 3-for-3 on extra points.

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Senior RB LaJuan Hunt (21) rushed for 117 yards on 14 carries and scored two touchdowns, including
one on a career-long 65-yard run, in Utah State’s 24-10 Mountain West road win at New Mexico. Hunt
also had two receptions in the game for two yards.

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. - Senior RB LaJuan Hunt rushed for 117 yards and two touch-
downs, and Utah State’s defense forced four furnovers, as the Aggies captured an-
other double-digit Mountain West victory on the road, 24-10, against New Mexico on
Saturday, Nov. 4, 2017, in front of 19,293 fans at Dreamstyle Stadium.

The Aggies (5-5, 3-3 MW) have won three consecutive games on the road by an
average of 29.7 points per game. It is the first time since the 2012 season that Utah
State has won three straight road games by double digits.

Hunt eclipsed the 100-yard plateau for the third time in his career and second time
this season, doing so on just 14 carries against the Lobos (3-6, 1-5 MW). He averaged
8.4 yards per rush.

For the second consecutive game, Utah State did not allow a sack.

The Aggies held the ball for just 20:53, gaining 243 yards of total offense. Conversely,
New Mexico had 340 yards of offense and crossed midfield on 10 of their 13 possessions,
including four trips info the red zone, but did not score any points inside the 20-yard
line.

Defensively, junior BS Gaje Ferguson led the way with a game-high eight tackles,
including his first career sack. Redshirt freshman LB Kevin Meitzenheimer added a
career-best seven stops.

Utah State’s defense forced four fumblesin the first half - two each by sophomore DE
Devon Anderson and sophomore LB Justus Te’i. The Aggies recovered three of them,
including one by Anderson and Te'i, and the other by sophomore CB Cameron Haney.

Anderson finished with a career-best seven tackles, while Te'i’s two forced fumbles
were both inside the 10-yard line.

The Aggies led 14-3 at halftime courtesy of Hunt’s two touchdowns.

The native of Fort Lauderdale, Fla., gave Utah State a 7-0 advantage when he scored
on a 1-yard run with 10 seconds left in the first quarter. Following a 42-yard field goal by
New Mexico’s Jason Sanders, Hunt hit paydirt again from 65 yards out - a career-long
run - making it 14-3 with 1:44 remaining in the opening half.

Sophomore PK Dominik Eberle gave Utah State a 17-3 third-quarterlead after nailing
a 28-yard field goal. The nation’s leader in field goal percentage is now 15-of-16 on
the year (93.8 percent).

Utah State’sdefense put the exclamation point on the victory when redshirt freshman
LB David Woodward recovered a fumble and returned it 70 yards for a touchdown to
give the visitors a 24-3 lead with 8:56
to go in the game. It was the fifth
defensive score of the season for
Utah State anditssixth non-offensive
touchdown. Woodward ended his
day with a career-high five tackles.

Junior @B Kent Myers (2) was 21-of-27 passing for 263 yards with one touchdown and one interception
in Utah State’s 24-21 home loss to New Mexico. Myers also carried the ball four times for 18 yards.

LOGAN, Utah - New Mexico’s Jason Sanders kicked three field goals, including the
game-winner from 40 yards out with 1:06 to go, to give the Lobos a 24-21 victory against
Utah State on Saturday, Nov. 12, 2016, on Mertlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium.

Sanders’ third field goal of the night capped an 11-play, 76-yard drive that began
inside the Lobos’ 1-yard line after a goal-line stand by the New Mexico defense.

With the win, the Lobos (7-3, 5-1 Mountain West) won their fifth straight game. The Ag-
gies dropped to 3-7 overall and 1-6 in league play.

Junior QB Kent Myers was 21-of-27 passing for 263 yards with one touchdown and
one interception. Midway through the fourth quarter, his 41-yard pass to sophomore WR
Ron’quavion Tarver gave the Aggies a first-and-goal at the Lobos’ 9-yard line with the
game tfied at 21-all. A 7-yard run by redshirt freshman WR Gerold Bright gave Utah State
a second-and-goal at the 2. Consecutive runs by junior RB Tonny Lindsey, Jr. moved the
ball down to the 1, where the Aggies elected to go for it. Lindsey’s number was called
again, but New Mexico LB Dakota Cox made the touchdown-saving tackle inside the 1.

On the ensuing possession, the Lobos drove to the Aggies’ 23-yard line, where Sanders
made good from 40 yards out for the winning score.

Itlooked as if Utah State was going to answer on the very next possession, driving down
to the New Mexico 19-yard line, where the Aggies faced first-and-10. USU appeared to
have scored the go-ahead touchdown as Myers found Tarver in the left corner of the
end zone, but an offensive pass interference penalty negated the score.

With the ball pushed back to the 34, Myers ran for 9 yards and Utah State tried to rush
its field-goal unit team onto the field, but fime ran out before the Aggies could try a
game-tying field goal.

Tarver finished with six catches for 84 yards — both game highs — and a touchdown.
Ten different Aggies caught at least one pass, including senior TE Wyatt Houston, who has
now caught a pass in 16 straight games.

Defensively, Utah State limited the top rushing team in the nation to 249 yards — almost

Junior RB Darwin Thompson (5) carried the ball 17 fimes for 109 yards and two fouchdowns, tying career-highs in
each category, in Utah State’s 24-16 Mountain West road win at Wyoming.

LARAMIE, Wyo. - Junior RB Darwin Thompson rushed for 109 yards and two touchdowns
as Utah State held on for a 24-16 victory over Wyoming in its annual Bridger’s Battle on
Saturday, Oct, 20, 2018, at War Memorial Stadium.

Sophomore WR Savon Scarver added a 99-yard kickoff return for a touchdown as the
Aggies (6-1, 3-0 Mountain West) won their sixth straight game and became bowl eligible
for the seventh fime in the last eight years.

With the victory, Utah State matched its best start since the 1974 campaign, when that
team also started the year by winning six of its first seven games.

Reigning Mountain West Offensive Player of the Week, sophomore QB Jordan Love,
completed just 12-0f-28 passes for 53 yards and an interception as Utah State’s offense
struggled on the day, gaining just 194 total yards. USU also had just 11 first downs in the
game, as compared to 15 for UW, while the Cowboys won the time of possession battle,
37:39 to 22;21. The Aggies were also just 4-of-15 on third downs during the day, while
Wyoming was 7-0f-19.

Fortunately for the Aggies, the defense was more than up to the challenge against
Wyoming (2-6,0-4). The Cowboys gained 331 yards of total offense on the day (231 rushing,
100 passing), but turned it over twice — an interception by senior S Jontrell Rocquemore
and fumble recovery by senior DE Adewale Adeoye.

Senior LB David Woodward led the Aggies with a game- and career-high-tying 16 tackles
to go along with a forced fumble and pass breakup near the goal line. Overall, it was
Woodward’s fifth double-digit tackle outing this season and the sixth of his career. Senior
LB Chase Christiansen added a career-high 14 stops, including 1.0 tackles for loss, and
one pass breakup for USU. It marked just the second time in his career he has recorded
double-digit tackles. Junior CB DJ Williams added a career-high-tying six tackles for the
Aggies, who finished the game with 7.0 tackles for loss as a feam.

Utah State, who rushed for 141 yards overall, scored on just the third play of the game, a
56-yard touchdown run by Thompson that gave the Aggies a 7-0lead. Thompson finished
the day carrying the ball 17 times, which tied his career high. He also tied his career highs
with his 109 rushing yards and two touchdown runs.

The two teams then fraded field goals the rest of the half. Wyoming’s Cooper Rothe
kicked a 27-yard field goal and Utah State junior PK Dominik Eberle booted a 45-yarder
as the Aggies took a 10-3 lead into halftime.

Utah State opened the second half on defense, but wasted little time getting the ball
back to the offense. Rocquemore intercepted a pass by Wyomlng s Tyler Vander Waal
onthe Cowboys’ first play of the drive, return- —
ing it 20 yards to the Cowboys’ 3-yard line.

AfterRothe kicked hissecond field goal of
the day, this time from 47 yards out, Scarver
returned the ensuing kickoff 99 yards for a
touchdown, making it 24-6 with 4:11 left in
the third.

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THOMPSON POSTS THIRD 100-YARD RUSHING GAME OF THE YEAR

» Junior RB Darwin Thompson posted his third 100-yard rushing game of the season last week-
end as he carried the ball 17 times for 109 yards and scored two touchdowns in USU’s 24-16
Mountain West road win at Wyoming. All of those numbers for Thompson tied his career highs.

» After carrying the ball just 28 times in his first four games this year, Thompson has had double-
digit carries in each of his last three games as he has rushed for 270 yards on 45 carries (6.0
ypc/90.0 ypg) and three touchdowns.

» Thompson leads the team with nine rushing touchdowns on the season, which includes three
touchdown runs of at least 50 yards, while six of his fouchdown runs this season have been
from at least 29 yards out. Furthermore, Thompson has scored at least one rushing touchdown
in six of his seven games this year, including multiple touchdown runs in three of those games.

SCARVER RETURNS THIRD CAREER KICKOFF FOR TOUCHDOWN IN WYOMING GAME
* Sophomore WR Savon Scarver returned a kickoff 99 yards for a touchdown in Utah State’s 24-16
Mountain West road win at Wyoming last weekend. Scarver’s return came in the third quarter to
make the score 24-6, and turned out to be the winning score in the game for the Aggies. Overall,
Scarver returned three kickoffs for 157 yards (52.3 ypr) against the Cowboys. That 99-yard return
by Scarver is tied for the fourth-longest in school history.

» Overall, Scarver now has two kickoff returns for touchdowns this season and three in his career as
he had a 100-yard return against New Mexico State earlier this season and a 96-yard return against
NMSU last year in the NOVA Home Loans Arizona Bowl. Kevin Robinson (2004-07) holds the school
records for kickoff returns for touchdowns in a season with three setin 2007 and in a career with four.

WOODWARD TIES CAREER HIGH WITH 16 TACKLES IN WYOMING GAME

» Sophomore LB David Woodward was named the College Sports Madness Mountain West De-
fensive Player of the Week for the first time in his career following his performance in Utah State’s
24-16 Mountain West road win at Wyoming last weekend. Against the Cowboys, Woodward tied
his career high with 16 tackles, while adding a forced fumble in the first quarter and a pass breakup
near the goal line in the fourth quarter, that forced UW to settle for a field goal. For Woodward, it
is his fifth double-digit fackle outing of the season and the sixth of his career.

» During his last two games, Woodward has recorded 28 tackles, which has included 3.0 sacks
and 3.5 tackles for loss, to go along with a forced fumble and a pass breakup.

CHRISTIANSEN RECORDS CAREER-HIGH 14 TACKLES AGAINST WYOMING

« Senior LB Chase Christiansen recorded a career-high 14 tackles last weekend against Wyoming,
while adding 1.0 tackles for loss and one pass breakup. Overall, it was just his second-career
double-digit tackle outing.

ROCQUEMORE FORCES TURNOVER IN EACH OF HIS LAST THREE GAMES

 Senior S Jontrell Rocquemore has forced a turnover in each of his last three games as he has
intercepted passes in each of his last two games against Wyoming and UNLV, while forcing and
recovering a fumble on his own sack against BYU. Overall, he now has two interceptions this season
and four in his career, while adding three career forced fumbles and two career fumble recoveries.

HINTZE PUNTS CAREER HIGH NINE TIMES IN WYOMING GAME

« Junior P Taylor Hintze punted a career high nine times last weekend at Wyoming for an average
of 42.9 yards per punt. He also had three punts downed inside the 20-yard line to give him nine
on the season.

UTAH STATE STREAKS THAT ENDED IN WYOMING WIN

» Utah State had scored 40-plus pointsin each of its previous five games and 30-plus pointsin each
of its first six games of the season, both of which were school records, before scoring a season-low
24 points at Wyoming.

» Utah State had produced more yards of total offense in each of its first six games this season,
before Wyoming out-gained USU, 331-194.

» Utah State had not allowed a 100-yard rusher this season and its longest run play allowed was 26
yards by Michigan State in the season opener prior to its game against Wyoming, as the Cowboys
had two players rush for 100 yards, which included a 53-yard touchdown run.

» Utah State had posted five-straight double-digit wins, which were its most since the 1965 team
won its first seven games by double digits.

» Utah State had not thrown an interception in its last four games, which was its longest streak since
2011, before throwing an interception in the first quarter against Wyoming.

» Utah State’s offensive line had not allowed a sack in its last two games and had only allowed
one sack in its last four games before allowing one sack against Wyoming.

» Utah State committed ifs first offensive turnover in four games and 185 snaps against Wyoming.

» Utah State’s 194 yards of total offense (141 rushing, 53 passing) were its fewest in a game
since it posted 191 yards (148 rushing, 43 passing) in a 13-0 home win against Colorado State
in 2013. Furthermore, its 53 passing yards against the Cowboys were its fewest in a game since
that contest against the Rams in 2013.

» Utah State has now won five of the last seven games played against Wyoming and im-
proved to 39-26-4 all-time against the Cowboys, including a 13-15-3 road record. Those 39
wins against UW are the most against any opponent in school history.

OTHER NOTABLES

» Utah State has scored touchdowns on eight of its last nine forced turnovers. On the season,
USU has 10 fouchdowns and two field goals after forcing a turnover, to go along with one
punt, one fumble and one missed field goal, and the half ending on the other.

« Utah State has only thrown four interceptions this season, which ranks third in the Mountain
West and 21st in the nation.

» Utah State’s offense is allowing just 5.0 tackles for loss per game, which ranks second in the
Mountain West and 27th in the nation.

AGGIES CONTINUE TO PLAY WELL ON THE ROAD IN MOUNTAIN WEST ACTION

* Following its 24-16 win at Wyoming last weekend, Utah State has now won four of its last
five Mountain West road games dating back to last season and is averaging 39.2 points and
427.0 yards of total offense (218.0 rushing, 209.0 passing) in those games. Defensively, USU is
allowing just 20.4 points and 346.8 yards of total offense (277.2 rushing, 69.4 passing), and has
forced 14 turnovers in its last five conference road games.

» Utah State has won 20 of its last 44 (.455) road games and is 13-26 (.333) in road games
under sixth-year head coach Matt Wells.

LOVE NAMED MOUNTAIN WEST PLAYER OF THE WEEK THREE TIMES THIS YEAR
* Sophomore QB Jordan Love has been named the Mountain West Offensive Player of the
Week three times this season and four times in his career.

* Love’s first Mountain West Offensive Player of the Week award came following his per-
formance in Utah State’s 42-32 conference home win against Air Force (9/22). Against the
Falcons, Love was 26-0f-38 (.684) passing for a career-high 356 yards and a then career-
high-tying two fouchdowns.

* Love’s second Mountain West Offensive Player of the Week award came following his
performance in Utah State’s 45-20 road win at BYU (10/5). Against the Cougars, he was
18-0f-28 (.643) passing for 165 yards and a then career-high four touchdowns, which were
the most by an Aggie in 34 games. He also carried the ball three times for eight yards and
scored on a 2-yard touchdown run as he led USU to back-to-back win against BYU for the
first time in 44 years.

» Love’s third Mountain West Offensive Player of the Week award came following his per-
formance in Utah State’s 59-28 Mountain West home win against UNLV (10/13). Against the
Rebels, Love was 17-0f-23 passing for 322 yards, which are the second-most in his career, and
aschool-record-tying and career-best five touchdowns. Love also carried the ball four times
for 39 yards, including a career-long rush of 21 yards on the first play of the game. Love, who
played less than three quarters, was 15-0f-20 passing for 287 yards and four touchdowns at
intermission as USU led 42-7 at the half.

» Love has thrown for 300 yards in a game three times this season and four times in his career.
He has thrown at least four touchdown passes in fwo games and at least two touchdown
passes in six games.

* For Love, he becomes the fifth quarterback in school history to throw five touchdowns
passes in a game for the ninth time joining Chuckie Keeton (2011-15), who did it three times;
Anthony Calvillo (1992-93), who did it twice; Tony Adams (1970-72), who did it twice; and

Brent Snyder (1987-88), who did it once.
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EBERLE NAMED MOUNTAIN WEST SPECIAL TEAMS PLAYER OF THE WEEK
« Junior PK Dominik Eberle was named the Mountain West
Special Teams Player of the Week and the College Football
Performance Awards Honorable Mention National Performer of
the Week on Sept. 10, 2018, following his performance against
New Mexico State as he tied two NCAA records, and set two
other Mountain West and school records. For Eberle, itis the first
time in his career he has garnered MW Special Teams Player of
the Week honors. Eberle was also recognized as a Lou Groza
Award Star of the Week.

EBERLE TIES TWO NCAA RECORDS

» Junior PK Dominik Eberle tied two NCAA records in Utah
State’s 60-13 home win against New Mexico State. First, Eberle
tied the NCAA record for points scored in game by a kicker
with 24, a record that was set by Western Michigan’s Mike Prindle in 1984. Eberle also tied an
NCAA record with his three 51-yard field goals, becoming just the sixth player ever to kick three
50-plus yard field goals in a game.

* Eberle also set school and Mountain West records with his six made field goals, while his six
field goal attempts ties his own school record that was set last season. In all, Eberle made field
goals from 44, 32,51, 21,51 and 51 yards, as those six made field goals are tied for the third-most
in a single-game in NCAA history.

* Eberle also kicked off 12 times for 754 yards (averaging 62.8 yards per kick) with nine touch-
backs in the game against New Mexico State.

EBERLE SETS SCHOOL RECORD FOR CONSECUTIVE EXTRA POINTS MADE

» Junior PK Dominik Eberle made all three of his extra points in his last game at Wyoming and
is now a perfect 87-for-87 on extra points in his career, which is a school record. The previous
record for consecutive PAT's made was 64 by Willie Beecher (1981-84). Overall, Eberle is one
of just three kickers in school history with a minimum of 30 PAT's made to have never missed an
extra point, joining Beecher, who was 64-of-64 all-time on extra points, and Russ Moody (1988-
89), who was 44-of-44 all-time on extra points. Eberle now ranks fourth all-time in school history
in both extra points made and attempted.

* Eberle is one of just seven kickers in school history to not miss an extra point for an entire season,
joining Nick Diaz (2012), Peter Caldwell (2010, 2007), Doug Beach (1990), Willie Beecher (1982),
Tom Mayes (1975) and Steve Steinke (1978).

EBERLE THIRD ALL-TIME IN FIELD GOAL PERCENTAGE

« Junior PK Dominik Eberle is 11-for-14 on field goal attempts this season and 32-0f-43 on field
goal attempts in his career, and his 74.4 conversion percentage ranks third all-time in school
history. Russ Moody (1988-89) holds the school record for field goal percentage at 84.6, as he
was 22-of-26 all-time on field goal attempts.

* Eberle is 2-0f-3 this year and 12-of-14 in his career from 20-29 yards, 2-of-3 this season and 7-of-
9 in his career from 30-39 yards, 4-of-4 this year and 9-of-15 in his career from 40-49 yards, and
3-0f-4 this year and 4-of-5 in his career from 50+ yards. His three 51-yard field goals against New
Mexico State are season-longs and tied for the 18th-longest in school history. In fact, Eberle is
the only kickerin school history to have four or more 50-yard field goals in a career as he made
a career-long 52-yarder last year.

 Eberle also ranks eighth all-time in school history in field goals made with 32 and eighth all-time
in field goals attempted with 43. Brad Bohn (1997-2000) was 59-of-89 on field goals in his career,
to rank first all-fime in school history in both categories..

EBERLE SECOND IN SINGLE-SEASON POINTS BY A KICKER

« Junior PK Dominik Eberle scored 101 points in 2017 with 47 extra points and 18 field goals, to
rank as the second-most points scored by a kicker in a single season in school history. Nick Diaz
set the school record for points scored by a kicker with 102 during the 2013 season with 17 field
goals and 51 extra points.

EBERLE NAMED ALL-AMERICAN AND FINALIST FOR LOU GROZA AWARD

» Utah State junior Dominik Eberle was named a third-team All-American by Phil Steele’s Maga-
zine and an honorable mention All-American by SB Nation in 2017, Eberle is the first-ever USU
placekicker named an All-American and just the second-ever specialist, joining Steve Mullins,
who was named an honorable mention All-American punter by Football News in 2001.

» Eberle was also named a finalist for the 2017 Lou Groza Collegiate Place-Kicker Award, pre-
sented by the Orange Bowl. Eberle was one of three finalists to land on the list, joining Daniel
Carlson of Auburn and Matt Gay of Utah, who won the award. Eberle and Gay are just the
second and third players from the Beehive State (Utah’s Louie Sakoda in 2008) to be named a
Lou Groza finalist, and Eberle is the fifth player from a current Mountain West institution.

» Other than Merlin Olsen winning the Outland Trophy in 1961, thisis the first time Utah State has
ever had a player named a finalist for a national award.

* Heading into 2018, Eberle is a preseason second-team All-American by Athlon Sports.

WHAT’S RETURNING IN 2018

» Utah State returns 18 starters (0-9, D-9) and 47 letterwinners (O-19, D-26, S-2) from last year's
team that tied for fourth place in the Mountain Division of the Mountain West with a 4-4 record
and finished the season at 6-7 after playing in the NOVA Home Loans Arizona Bowl. Highlighting
Utah State’s returners in 2018 are four players who earned various all-Mountain West honors a
season ago as junior PK Dominik Eberle earned third-team All-America honors from Phil Steele’s
Magazine and honorable mention All-America honors from SB Nation, along with being a first-
team all-MW selection and a finalist for the Lou Groza Award, while senior OT Roman Andrus,
senior OC Quin Ficklin and junior TE Dax Raymond all garnered honorable mention all-MW hon-
ors. Utah State returns six other starters on offense in senior OG Rob Castaneda, senior OT Sean
Taylor, senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver, junior OG Moroni Iniguez, sophomore QB Jordan Love
and sophomore WR Jordan Nathan. USU also returns nine starters on defense in senior DE Ad-
ewale Adeoye, senior LB Chase Christiansen, senior S Gaje Ferguson, senior LB Suli Tamaivena,
junior DE Devon Anderson, junior CB Cameron Haney, junior LB Justus Te’'i, junior NG Christopher
‘Unga and sophomore CB Ja’Marcus Ingram, to go along with one other specialists returning
in senior P Aaron Dalton.

COACHING CHANGES IN 2018

» Utah State’s coaching staff has two additions this season as Keith Patterson was hired as the
defensive coordinator and safeties coach, replacing Kendrick Shaver, while Uani ‘Unga was
hired as the new 10th assistant and will coach outside linebackers after serving as a defensive
administrative assistant for USU in 2017.

» Utah State enters the 2018 season with the same offensive coordinator, David Yost, for the first
time since the 2014 season when Kevin McGiven served in that role.

» Utah State will have all of its coaches working with the special teams during the 2018 season
and does not have a special teams coordinator. In fact, USU is one of just three FBS programs
that doesn’t have a special teams coordinator in 2018, joining Ole Miss and Texas A&M.

WHAT UTAH STATE MUST REPLACE FROM 2017

» Utah State must replace two players who earned all-Mountain West honors in 2017, includ-
ing CB Jalen Davis, who earned first-team honors, and S Dallin Leavitt, who was named to the
honorable mention team. Other starters lost include RB LaJuan Hunt and WR Braelon Roberis.
Along with being named first-team all-MW, Davis was also named a first-team All-American by
the Walter Camp Football Foundation and earned second-team All-America honors from both
The Associated Press and the Football Writers Association of America.

Bowl (New York City); defeated Ball State, 42-33, in the 1993 Las Vegas Bowl II; lost to Cincinnati,
35-19, in the 1997 Humanitarian Bowl; lost to Ohio, 24-23, in the 2011 Famous Idaho Potato Bowl;
defeated Toledo, 41-15, in the 2012 Famous Idaho Potato Bowl; defeated No. 24 Northern II-
linois, 21-14, in the 2013 San Diego County Credit Union Poinsettia Bowl; defeated UTEP, 21-6, in
the 2014 Gildan New Mexico Bowl; lost to Akron, 23-21, in the 2015 Famous Idaho Potato Bowl;

» According to College Football Home, Utah State is predicted to be the second-most im-
proved team in the nation in 2018, behind only Florida. Furthermore, USU’s special teams are
predicted to be the fourth-best units in the nation this fall, behind only Utah, Stanford and TCU.

» According to West Coast College Football, Utah State has the fourth-best chance at winning
the Mountain West championship in 2018, behind Boise State, San Diego State and Fresno State.

» According to NFL.com, Utah State junior RB Darwin Thompson is listed as the 17th-most
‘Freak-ish Athlete’ in college football heading info the 2018 season. Some of the reasoning
behind this ranking comes from his performances in the weight room as he has squatted 560
pounds, including seven reps at 515 pounds. Furthermore, Thompson has logged a vertical
jump of 40 inches.

» According to College Football Focus, Utah State junior Dax Raymond is ranked as the sixth-
best tight end in the nation heading into the 2018 season, behind Noah Fant (lowa), Caleb
Wilson (UCLA), Albert Okwuegbunam (Missouri), Hunter Bryant (Washington) and Kaden Smith
(Stanford).

» According to Athlon Sports, Utah State sophomore Jordan Love is ranked 25th in the nation

among quarterbacks that will have a breakout season in 2018. Other Mountain West quarter-
backs to make this list include UNLV’s Armani Rogers (20) and Nevada's Ty Gangi (15).

+ During his first year as USU’s head coach, Wells mentored 14 Aggies who earned various all-
Mountain West honors, including three All-Americans as Tyler Larsen was named a second-team
All-American by USA Today Sports, Nevin Lawson was named a third-team All-American by College
Sports Madness, and Kyler Fackrell was named an honorable mention Sophomore All-American by
College Football News.

* Wells coached a school-record four players who participated in the 2014 NFL Combine in Larsen,
Lawson, Maurice Alexander and D.J. Tialavea, while 11 players from the 2013 roster were invited
to NFL camps, including Alexander (Los Angeles Rams) and Lawson (Detroit Lions), who were both
selected in the fourth round of the 2014 NFL Draft.

+ Overall, Wells is the second USU coach and fifth in school history to gamer conference coach
of the year honors along with Bruce Snyder (1978), Chuck Shelton (1991), John L. Smith (1997) and
Gary Andersen (2012). Wells is also the fourth individual to earn MW Coach of the Year honors in his
first season, along with BYU's Gary Crowton (2001), Utah’s Urban Meyer (2003) and Air Force's Troy
Calhoun (2007).

» Wellsis one of just 22 FBS coaches to lead his aima mater and is just the second Utah State gradu-
ate to be appointed its head football coach, joining Chris Pella, who graduated from USU in 1965
and coached the Aggies from 1983-85.

* Prior to being named the head coach at his aima mater, Wells spent the previous two seasons as
an assistant at Utah State, including serving as the team'’s offensive coordinator and quarterbacks
coach in 2012. That year, USU concluded its most successful season in program history with a school-
best 11-2 record. USU also won its first outright conference championship since 1936.

Sophomore @B Jordan Love (10) was 17-o0f-23 passing for 322 yards and a school-record-tying five touchdowns
in Utah State’s 59-28 Mountain West home win against UNLV. Love also carried the ball four times for 39 yards.

LOGAN, Utah - Sophomore QB Jordan Love tied a school record by tossing a career-
high five touchdown passes to lead Utah State to a 59-28 Homecoming rout of UNLV on
Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium on Saturday, Oct. 13, 2018.

With the win, the Aggies improved to 5-1 overall (2-0 Mountain West), matching their
best start since the 1978 campaign, when that team also opened the season at 5-1.

The Aggies have now scored 40-plus points in each of their last five games and 30-plus
points in their first six games this season, both of which are school records. Prior to this
current run, USU had never scored 40-plus points in more than three straight games.

Playinginto the third quarter, Love completed 17-0f-23 passes for 322 yards. He teamed
up with four different receivers for the five scores: sophomore Jordan Nathan, senior Jalen
Greene, sophomore Savon Scarver and senior Ron’quavion Tarver, who hauled in two
touchdown passes on the day.

Sophomore LB David Woodward led Utah State’s defensive effort with a game-best
12 tackles, including 3.0 sacks and 3.5 tackles for loss — both career highs. Six different
Aggies recorded six stops apiece, while sophomore CB Ja’Marcus Ingram and senior CB
Deante Fortenberry each had two pass breakups.

The Aggies, who finished with 598 yards of total offense, blew the game open by scor-
ing 35 unanswered points in span of eight minutes and five seconds between the first
and second quarters. The Rebels (2-4, 0-2 MW) opened the game’s scoring with a 1-yard
touchdown run by Lexington Thomas with 5:38 left in the first quarter.

It was all Utah State after that, beginning with a 24-yard fouchdown pass from Love to
Nathan that tied it at 7-all with 3:17 remaining in the first. On the Aggies’ very next series,
Love found a wide open Greene down the west sideline for an 80-yard score that put
Utah State in front to stay at 14-7.

USU continued to pour it onin the second quarter as Scarver caught a 26-yard touch-
down pass from Love to make it 21-7. The score came after senior S Jontrell Rocquemore
intercepted a pass thrown by UNLV quarterback Max Gilliam.

The Aggies increased their lead to 28-7 with 11:35 remaining in the second quarter
when freshman WR Deven Thompkins blocked a UNLV punt, which was scooped up by
sophomore S Baron Gajkowski and returned 16 yards for a fouchdown. It was the sixth
non-offensive touchdown scored by Utah State this season.

Junior RB Darwin Thompson, who rushed for 52 yards on 11 carries, scored on a 7-yard
touchdown run to make it 35-7 for the hosts. With just 18 seconds remaining in the half,
Tarver hauled in the first of his two touchdown receptions, a 7-yarder from Love.

That duo hooked up again in the third
quarter, this time from 29 yards out, to make
it 49-14. Tarver finished with four catches for
52 yards, while Greene had a career-high-
tying five receptions for a career-best 132
yards.

Redshirt freshman QB Henry Colombi
replaced Love late in the third quarter and
led the Aggies to a pair of scoring drives in
the fourth. Junior PK Dominik Eberle kicked a
24-yard field goal with 3:15 left in the game
and Colombi put the exclamation point on
the win with a 37-yard touchdown run less
than two minutes later. Colombi was 5-0f-8
passing for55yards, to go along with 41 yards
rushing on just two carries. Junior RB Gerold
Bright led Utah State’s ground game with
72 yards on 11 carries. The Aggies rushed
for 221 yards on the afternoon.

Sophomore LB David Woodward (9) had career highs
with 3.0 sacks and 3.5 tackles for loss as part of his 12

Sophomore QB Jordan Love (10) was 18-of-28 passing for 165 yards and a career-high four touchdowns in Utah
State’s 45-20 road win at BYU. Love also carried the ball three times for eight yards and scored on a 2-yard run.

PROVO, Utah - Sophomore QB Jordan Love accounted for five total touchdowns and
Utah State’s defense scored its third fouchdown of the year as the Aggies dominated in-
state rival BYU from the get-go, beating the Cougars 45-20 on Friday, Oct. 5, 2018.

Love completed 18-0f-28 passes for 165 yards and a career-high four touchdowns for
Utah State (4-1, 1-0 Mountain West), which scored the first 21 points of the night and never
looked back. Love also scored on a 2-yard touchdown run early in the fourth quarter that
gave the Aggies a 42-13 lead.

With the win, Utah State retained possession of The Old Wagon Wheel — the fraveling
trophy between the two schools. The Wheel became part of the rivalry in 1948,

Love threw touchdown passes of 2, 6, 6 and 4 yards, respectively, to help Utah State win
back-to-back games against BYU (3-3) for the first time in 44 years. The 25-point margin of
victory is the fifth-largest in series history and largest since 1968.

Senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver caught two of Love’stouchdown passes, while fellow senior
WR Jalen Greene and junior RB Gerold Bright each caught one. Greene led the Aggies,
who finished with 388 total yards, with a career-best five catches for a career-high 53 yards.

Junior RB Darwin Thompson led all rushers in the game with a career-high 109 yards on
a career-best 17 carries. Bright added 61 yards on a career-high-tying 14 carries as Utah
State tallied 223 yards on the ground as a team.

BYU QB Tanner Mangum was 27-0f-46 passing for 270 yards and two touchdowns, to go
along with an interception. The pick was one of three turnovers the Aggies forced on the
night. Utah State’s defense limited the Cougars to just 39 yards rushing (2.4 yards per carry).

USU went for it and the decision paid off as
Love threw a 2-yard touchdown pass to Bright, making it 14-0 with 1:50 remaining in the
first.

On BYU’s next series, sophomore LB David Woodward forced a fumble by Dallin Holker
that senior LB Chase Christiansen recovered just before it bounced out of bounds.

The offense cashed in on the takeaway when Love connected with Tarver for a 6-yard
touchdown pass to give the visitors a commmanding 21-0 lead. BYU finally got on the board
with 4:52 remaining in the second quarter, F
but missed a 43-yard field goal wide right as |
fime expired on the half.

Utah State opened the second half with
the ball and marched 81 yards in 10 plays, [
capped by a 6-yard touchdown pass from
Love to Greene to help the Aggies open a |
28-7 lead.

Junior PKDominik Eberle cappedthescor-
ing for Utah State in the fourth quarter when
he drilled a 47-yard field goal fo give the
visitors their largest lead of the night, 45-13.

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Sophomore QB Jordan Love (10) was 26-of-38 for a career-high 356 yards and two touchdowns in Utah State’s
42-32 Mountain West home win against Air Force.

LOGAN, Utah - Sophomore QB Jordan Love passed for a career-high 356 yards and
two touchdowns as Utah State defeated Air Force 42-32 in the Mountain West opener
for both teams at Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium on Saturday, Sept. 22, 2018.

The first of Love’s career-high-tying two touchdown passes, a 43-yarder to senior WR
Aaren Vaughns with 1:02 left in the second quarter, put the Aggies ahead for good
and gave them a 21-14 lead at the break.

With the win, Utah State improved to 3-1, marking the first fime since 2012 the Aggies
have opened by winning three of their first four games. Furthermore, Utah State is 5-1
all-time in Mountain West openers. Air Force dropped to 1-2 overall.

After Utah State junior RB Darwin Thompson opened the game’s scoring on a 6-yard
touchdown run with 9:18 to go in the first quarter, the Falcons reeled off the next 14
points thanks to a 1-yard touchdown run from Isaiah Sanders and an 8-yard touchdown
run from Cole Fagan. Thompson finished the game with two rushing touchdowns.

Less than one minute after Fagan found the end zone, the Aggies answered with
a touchdown of their own, a 4-yard run by junior RB Gerold Bright to knot the score at
14-apiece with 6:18 left in the half. Bright end the game with 101 rushing yards on 11
carries and two touchdowns.

Beginning with Bright’s touchdown, Utah State scored 28 unanswered points to seem-
ingly seize control. Thompson added his second score of the night on a 1-yard run with
9:04 left in the third quarter and junior TE Dax Raymond caught a 30-yard fouchdown
pass from Love just 49 seconds later to make it 35-14.

Raymond’s touchdown came one play after senior S Gaje Ferguson recovered a
fumble by AirForce. Ferguson finished his night with a career- and game-high 15 tackles,
while fellow senior S Jontrell Rocquemore added a career-best 13 stops, including 2.0
tackles for loss.

Three other Aggies posted double-digit fackles on the nightin senior LB SuliTamaivena
(12), junior LB Tipa Galeai (career-high 11) and sophomore LB David Woodward (11).

The Falcons pulled to within 35-32 with exactly 13 minutes remaining in the fourth
quarter, but the Aggies sealed the victory on a 70-yard touchdown run by Bright with
6:52 to go.

On the ensuing possession, Air Force drove to the Aggies’ 16-yard line, where they
faced fourth-and-1 with just over two minutes remaining. The Falcons elected to go for
it, but Sanders was stuffed for no gain by USU senior DE Adewale Adeoye.

Utah State senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver
led the Aggies with nine receptions for 128
yards, while Raymond had four catchesfor
68 yards and senior WR Jalen Greene also
had four receptions for 42 yards. Greene
wasinstrumentalin Bright’sgame-clinching
touchdown as he threw a key block.

Utah State finished the night with 489
yards of total offense (356 passing, 133
rushing) as compared to 471 yards (323
rushing, 148 passing) for Air Force. The
Falcons dominated the ball as they ran
a school-record 107 plays and held it for
43:40. USU ran just 62 plays and had the
ball for just 16:20. However, four of USU’s
touchdown drives were less than a minute,
while the other two were 94 seconds and 2
minutes, 51 seconds. The Aggies also had

Sophomore @B Jordan Love (10) was 21-of-26 for 236 yards and two touchdowns in Utah State’s 73-12 home win
against Tennessee Tech. Love, who also scored on a 2-yard run, only played the first half of the game.

LOGAN, Utah - Sophomore QB Jordan Love passed for 236 yards and two touchdowns,
and junior RB Darwin Thompson rushed for a career-high 107 yards and a touchdown as
Utah State cruised to a 73-12 victory over Tennessee Tech on Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik
Stadium on Thursday, Sept. 13, 2018.

Love completed 21-0of-26 passes before heading to the bench in the third quarter. He
threw a 36-yard touchdown pass to sophomore WR Savon Scarver and a 2-yard touch-
down pass to senior WR Aaren Vaughns, both in the second quarter. Love also added a
2-yard touchdown run early in the second guarter.

A week after Scarver returned a kickoff 100 yards for a fouchdown, the Aggies (2-1)
again found the end zone on special teams. This time, sophomore WR Jordan Nathan
returned a punt 59 yards for a score, giving Utah State a 45-6 lead at the break.

Utah Statefinished with 621 yards of total offense, including 330 on the ground andseven
rushing fouchdowns. It is just the 12th time in school history the Aggies have eclipsed the
600-yard plateau and first time they have ever scored 60 points in back-to-back games.
The 73 points are the sixth-most in school history and most since it posted a 76-0 home
win against New Mexico State in 1964.

Defensively, the Aggies limited the Golden Eagles (0-3), a Football Championship
Subdivision (FCS) team fromn Cookeville, Tenn., to just 227 yards of total offense, including
just 75 passing yards and 152 yards on the ground. Tennessee Tech, which averaged 3.4
yards per play, managed just 12 first downs on the night and was 1-0f-15 on third-down
conversions.

All 12 of Tennessee Tech’s points came off the foot of PK Nick Madonia, who was 4-for-
5 on the night. He was good from 54, 20, 23 and 45 yards, but missed a 42-yarder in the
third quarter.

Utah State PK Dominik Eberle made his only field goal of the night, a 34-yarder in the
first quarter, and was 7-for-7 on extra points.

For the second consecutive week, Utah State’s defense racked up 12.0 tackles for
loss. Junior DE Fua Leilua led the way with a career-high 3.5 tackles for loss as 11 different
Aggies recorded a tackle for loss in the game. Sophomore S Chase Nelson had a feam-
and career-high six tackles, including 1.0 sacks.

Senior LB Ofa Latu recovered the Aggies’ only fumble of the game, returning it 25
yards to Tennessee Tech’s 1-yard line, while senior S Gaje Ferguson intercepted a pass
by Golden Eagles quarterback Bailey Fisher in the first half.

Eleven different Aggies rushed the ball at least once, averaging 7.6 yards per carry.
Junior RB Gerold Bright had the most car-
ries with 13 for 55 yards and a touchdown.
Sophomore RB Morian Walker Jr. had 28
yards on five carries, but scored twice from
one yard out. Sophomore RB Tre Miller
had a 4-yard touchdown run in the third
quarter and senior RB Justen Hervey rushed
three times for 52 yards, including a 15-yard
touchdown run in the fourth.

Senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver led Utah
State with five catches for 30 yards, while
senior WR Jalen Greene had a season-high
four receptions for 31 yards. Four other Ag-
gies caught three passes, including junior
TE Dax Raymond, who finished the game
with three receptions for 57 yards. In all, 15
different plays caught passes in the game. [

Utah State finished the night by playing 80
players, including 11 that saw their first-ever
collegiate action.

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Junior PK Dominik Eberle (62) tied two NCAA records in Utah State’s 60-13 home win against New Mexico State, as
he scored 24 points (6 FG’s, 6 PAT’s) and became just the sixth player ever to make three field goals of 50-plus yards.

LOGAN, Utah - Junior PK Dominik Eberle kicked six field goals and senior RB Gerold Bright
rushed for a career-high 134 yards and a fouchdown as Utah State opened the home por-
tion of its schedule with a dominating 60-13 victory against New Mexico State on Saturday,
Sept. 8, 2018, on Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium.

The 60 points scored by Utah State are the second-most in series history, as is the 47-point
margin of victory, trailing only USU’s 76-0 home win against NMSU in 1964

Eberle, who was also a perfect 6-for-6 on extra points, tied the NCAA record for most points
scored by a kicker with 24, Furthermore, he became just the sixth playerin NCAA history —and
first in school history — to make three field goals of 50 yards or more (51, 51, 51).

Eberle’s six field goals of 44, 32, 51, 21, 51 and 51 yards, respectively, are tied for the third-
most in a game in NCAA history. The 2017 Lou Groza Award finalist also tied his own school
record with the six field goal attempts, and kicked off 12 times for 754 yards (averaging 62.8
yards per kick) with nine tfouchbacks.

Bright carried the ball 14 times on the night, helping Utah State (1-1) amass 260 total yards
onthe ground on 46 carries. His 51-yard touchdown run with 2:36 remaining in the third quarter
gave the hosts a 47-13 lead.

Utah State finished with 432 yards of total offense on the night. Sophomore QB Jordan Love
was 14-of-27 for 159 yards and one touchdown, a 14-yard completion to senior WR Jalen
Greene that gave USU a 33-10 lead at the half. Senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver was Love'’s
favorite target on the night as he had a game-best five receptions for 41 yards.

Utah State nearly had a pair of 100-yard rushers for the first time since 2012 as junior RB
Darwin Thompson rushed for 96 yards on six carriers, including a 68-yard touchdown run early
in the fourth quarter that upped the Aggies’ advantage to 54-13.

Forthe second-consecutive week, sophomore LB David Woodwardled Utah Stateintackles
with 13, including 1.0 sacks. Senior S Aaron Wade added a career-best 10 stops, to go along
with the first two interceptions of his career. Senior LB Chase Christiansen added eight stops,
while junior CB DJ Williams had six tackles, which included 1.0 sack and 3.0 tackles for loss.

Utah State senior DE Adewale Adeoye also recovered two fumbles and senior CB Deante
Fortenberry returned an interception 75 yards for a touchdown with 7:58 left in the third
quarter, giving the blue-clad Aggies a 40-10 lead.

New Mexico State QB Matt Romero was 18-0f-33 for 161 yards and one touchdown, to go
along with the three interceptions. He was sacked five times on the night, which included 1.5
sacks by USU junior LB Tipa Galeai, who also forced a fumble, as did sophomore LB Maika
Magalei. NMSU finished the game with just 280 yards of total offense (171-passing, 109-rush-
inQ).

Inall, Utah State’sdefense had 12.0tackles
for loss to go along with its five sacks, while
forcing five turnovers with three interceptions
and two fumble recoveries.

Romero threw an 18-yard touchdown pass
toJonathan Booneto give the white-cladded
Aggies their only advantage of the night, 7-6,
with 4:34 to go in the first quarter.

The lead lasted all of 15 seconds as USU
sophomore WR Savon Scarver returned the
ensuing kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown to
make it 13-7 in favor of the hosts. Utah State’s

Sophomore QB Jordan Love (10) was 29-of-44 passing for a career-high 319 yards in Utah State’s
season-opening 38-31 loss at No. 11 Michigan State.

EAST LANSING, Mich. - Sophomore QB Jordan Love passed for a career-high 319 yards
and junior RB Darwin Thompson scored the first two rushing touchdowns of his career to help
Utah State in its season-opening 38-31 loss at No. 11 Michigan State on Friday, Aug. 31, 2018.

Thompson’ssecond touchdown of the night, a 1-yard run with 5:06 remaining in the game,
gave Utah State a 31-30 lead.

However, the Spartans (1-0) took the ensuing kickoff and marched it down the field,
geftting a 13-yard touchdown run with 2:00 remaining, followed by a successful two-point
conversion to give the hosts their final margin of victory.

Utah State (0-1) then moved the ball across midfield to the MSU 46, but the Spartans’ Joe
Bachie sealed the game with an interception.

Utah State finished the game with 344 yards of offense (319-passing, 25-rushing) as com-
pared to 452 yards for MSU (287-passing, 165-rushing). Both teams had two turnovers in the
game and the Spartans controlled the fime of possession, 37:44 to 22:16.

Junior TE Dax Raymond finished the game with a game-high-tying seven receptions - also
a career best — for a career-high 76 yards. Love completed a career-high 29 passes (on a
career-high-tying 44 attempts) to 10 different receivers on the night.

Sophomore LB David Woodward led Utah State’s defensive effort with a career-high 16
tackles, to go along with two quarterback hurries. It is the most tackles by an Aggie since
Nick Vigil had 20 against Air Force in 2015.

Senior LB Chase Christiansen, senior S Jontrell Rocquemore and sophomore S Shaq Bond
all added nine stops apiece. The Aggies also forced two turnovers, including a 40-yard
interception return by senior S Gaje Ferguson that pulled USU to within 27-24 with 1:41 left in
the third quarter.

Redshirt junior LB Tipa Galeai caused the other turnover when he sacked Michigan State
QB Brian Lewerke and forced a fumble that was recovered by junior DE Devon Anderson.

Lewerke completed 22-0f-33 passes for 287 yards and two touchdowns. He was sacked
three times on the night, including twice by Galeai and once by Rocquemore.

Utah State took the opening kickoff and marched 75 yards, capped by a 1-yard touch-
down run from Love, to give the Aggies a 7-0 lead with 12:58 to go in the first quarter.

A couple of field goals by Michigan State’s Matt Coghlin pulled the hosts to within 7-6
before they took their first lead of the night af 13-7 on an 8-yard touchdown pass from
Lewerke to Cody White with 10:49 left in the opening half.

Utah State regained the lead on the ensuing possession after Thompson scored the first
of his two touchdowns, this one from two yards out. The Aggies marched 72 yords on nine
plays, highlighted by a pair of catches — an 5
18-yarder and a 25-yarder — from Raymond. g

The Spartansled 20-14 atthe break, though,
whentheyanswered Utah State’stouchdown
with one of theirown. Lewerke threw a 10-yard
touchdown passto Davis with just 28 seconds
remaining in the half.

Michigan State parlayed that touchdown
info another seven points as the Spartans
took the second-half kickoff and marched 81
yards in 10 plays, to open their largest lead
of the night at 27-14 courtesy of a 17-yard
touchdown run by Heyward.

The Aggies weren’t done, though, as they
scored 10 points in just a 14-second span.
Junior PK Dominik Eberle kicked a 40-yard [N
field goal to cut the deficit to 27-17. On the §
very first play of Michigan State’s ensuing
possession, Ferguson recorded his pick-six to
silence the crowd of 73,114.

Sophomore LB David Woodward (Y] posfed his
second-career double-digit tackle game with a
career-high 16 stops against the Spartans.

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UTAH STATE FACILITIES

/Il NEW FACILITIES AT UTAH STATE OVER THE LAST 10 YEARS ///

» Over the last 10 years, Utah State Athletics has focused on improving its infrastructure and now has some of the best facilities
not only in the Mountain West, but in the Western United States, with the additions of the Jim & Carol Laub Athletics-Academics
Complex, the ICON Sports Perfformance Center, the Wayne Estes Center and the West Stadium Center at Maverik Stadium.

WEST STADIUM CENTER AT MAVERIK STADIUM

Completed in August of 2016, the $36 million, 85,000 square-feet West Stadium Center is a new four-story premium seating and press box
structure inside Maverik Stadium. The structure includes a state-of-the-art media and game operations areaq, 20 luxury suites, 20 loge boxes,
over 700 covered club seats and a premium club area that will also be used to host a student-athlete training table. Renovations to Maverik
Stadium in 2016 also included new video boards on both the north and south ends of the stadium, and a new public address system.

WAYNE ESTES CENTER

Completed in May of 2014, the $9.7 million, 32,000 square-foot Wayne Estes Center is a basketball practice facility and volleyball competi-
tion venue that contains two regulation-size basketball courts and a regulation-size volleyball competition court with chair-back seating for
1,400 fans, along with a training room and in-season strength and conditioning area. Office space for both men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball is also included in the facility, as well as a locker room and film room for volleyball. Ticketing and concession services are also
available on Game Days. Located inside the foyer of The Wayne Estes Center is a visual tribute of the building’s namesake.

ICON SPORTS PERFORMANCE CENTER

Completed in June of 2013, Utah State’s $6.5 million, 26,329 square-foot ICON Sports Performance Center features areas for weight training,
cardiovascular workouts and speed and agility fraining, as well as offices for staff. Built on existing university property at the northwest corner
of Maverik Stadium, the state-of-the-art multi-level facility alleviated overcrowding in the previous 5,800 square-foot strength and condition-
ing center and accommodates over 400 student-athletes from 16 sports programs.

JIM & CAROL LAUB ATHLETICS-ACADEMICS COMPLEX

Completed in September of 2008, Utah State’s $12 million, three-story, 69,000 square-foot, Jim and Carol Laub Athletics-Academics Complex
is a state-of-the-art multi-purpose facility that meets all of the athletic and academic needs of Utah State’s 16 sports and 400-plus student-
athletes. Within the facility, is the 11,000 square-foot Dale Mildenberger Sports Medicine Complex and Dr. John Worley Sports Medicine Re-
search Center, the Steve Mothersell Athletics Hall of Honor and the 7,000 square-foot J. Ken "Kenny” Seamons Equipment Room. Also located
on the first floor are locker rooms for football. The second floor houses coaches’ offices and meeting rooms for football, including a 120-seat
auditorium, and the student-athlete academics center is located on the third floor, which includes numerous study hall and tutor areas, a
computer lab and the Dr. Randall and Julianne Stockham Student-Athlete Academics Hall of Honor.
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
