NEWS AND NOTES (through games of Jan. 25)
	f Fresh off a school-record breaking 21st consecutive victory to open the season, 
San Diego State, which set program bests on Saturday for most consecutive wins 
and best start in the 99-season history of the program, plays at New Mexico on 
Wednesday.
	f This is the second of three games in three locations in seven days for SDSU. On 
Saturday in Las Vegas, the Aztecs opened the busy week by defeating UNLV, 71-67, 
for the 16th time in the last 17 meetings.
	f Saturday night, the Aztecs complete the busy 7-day stretch with a home game 
against preseason conference favorite Utah State. Kawhi Leonard will be in atten-
dance and have his jersey retired at halftime of the game.
	fWin streaks on the line Wednesday: 21-game win streak overall (longest in the nation, longest in school history), 10-game confer-
ence win streak (3rd longest win streak in the nation, T-2nd longest win streak in school history), 10-game road/neutral win streak 
(tied for second-longest win streak in school history), 8-game road winning streak (2nd longest win streak in the nation).
	f San Diego State is the lone remaining undefeated team in the nation at 21-0 and broke the school record for best start in school his-
tory last Sunday. The Aztecs opened the 2010-11 campaign 20-0 led by Leonard (the team finished the season 34-3 and advanced 
to the NCAA Sweet 16).
	f SDSU also broke the school record for consecutive wins (was 20, now 21), set by the aforementioned 2010-11 team and equaled by 
the 2013-14 team led by Xavier Thames that also advanced to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA tournament.
	f This is the 89th meeting between the teams, with the Lobos owning a 48-40 series lead. The Aztecs are 11-30 lifetime against the 
Lobos in Albuquerque. The Aztecs are looking for their first victory in The Pit since March 1, 2016.
	f San Diego State is looking to become the first program in the Mountain West Conference era (since 1999-2000), to win at UNLV and 
at New Mexico, regardless of the order of games, in consecutive regular-season contests. In fact, the 11 previous teams that played 
these teams in consecutive road games all lost the first game of the series (0-11) and went 3-19 overall.
	f San Diego State is 4-0 in NET Quadrant 1 games and 7-0 in NET Quadrant 1 and 2 games. Both records are tops in the country.
	f The Aztecs are a perfect 10-0 in road/neutral games this season. SDSU is the only unbeaten team in road/neutral wins and the 10 
victories in the category are tied for the most in the nation. Seven of the 10 road wins fall into either the NET Q1 or Q2 category.
	f San Diego State is the eighth team to open a season 21-0 since the start of the 2010-11 campaign. Of the previous seven teams, all 
seven reached the NCAA tournament and won at least one game, one won a national championship, two made the Final Four, three 
made the Elite Eight and four made the Sweet 16.
	f SDSU’s 21-game unbeaten streak to open the season is the longest by an NCAA team since Gonzaga started the 2016-17 campaign 
29-0 (advanced to the national championship game). 
	f San Diego State remained at No. 4 in the AP Poll for a second consecutive week. Now nationally-ranked for an eighth consecutive 
week, this ties the highest ranking in school history, originally set on Jan. 24, 2011.

LAS VEGAS -- While remaining the country’s only unbeaten team was important to the San Diego State Aztecs, they had another 
milestone on their minds Sunday.
	 “It was important because we wanted to hit 21-0 and make (school) history,” junior Trey Pulliam said.
	 Mission accomplished.
	 Malachi Flynn scored 21 points, Pulliam added a career-high 18 points and the fourth-ranked Aztecs (21-0, 10-0 Mountain West) 
staved off UNLV’s second-half rally to win 71-67 and break the school records for best start and longest winning streak in the program’s 99 
seasons.
	 Jordan Schakel contributed 11 points for the Aztecs. San Diego State had won 20 straight games twice before -- during the 2010-11 
and 2013-14 seasons. The latter team made the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament and finished 31-5.
	 Bryce Hamilton scored 29 points to lead UNLV (11-11, 6-3). Reigning Mountain West Player of the Week Marvin Coleman chipped in 
with 11 points.
	 “We knew they played hard, they been playing great to start conference play,” Flynn said of the Runnin’ Rebels. “We knew it was 
gonna be a good test. They fought hard for sure. We know when we come out everybody is going to give us their best shot. It’s gonna help 
us in the long run. We know they’re gonna come in and try to beat a top-four team.”
	 Which UNLV certainly did, using a 12-4 run to open the second half. The Runnin’ Rebels took the lead -- their first since the game’s first 
basket -- with 13:28 left when Cheikh Mbacke Diong’s bucket made it 40-38. That seemed to awaken the Aztecs, who went on a 15-7 run 
to lead 55-47 with 4:54 left.

But it didn’t take long for the nation’s fourth-best scoring 
defense to respond by stifling the Runnin’ Rebels and using a quick 6-0 run to open an 18-9 lead.

	f Since its initial rankings, the Aztecs, as of Jan. 12, 2020, have been No. 1 for 19 days (including 17 days in a row from 12/22/19-
to1/7/20), No. 2 for eight days, No. 3 for eight days and No. 4 four days.

	f In the 39 days the NET has been calculated (through Jan. 23, 2020), San Diego State has, by far, spent the most time at the top of the 
ranking (19 days).  Baylor has been No. 1 for 11 days (all in succession), Kansas for eight days, and Ohio State for one day.

	f The NET replaced RPI last year as the primary sorting tool for evaluating teams during the season. NET relies on game results, strength 
of schedule, location, scoring margin, net offensive and defensive efficiency, and the quality of wins and losses to create its rankings.

	f When the season started on Nov. 5, all 353 schools that compete at the Division I level were undefeated.

correct with Auburn’s 83-64 loss at Alabama (1/15).

	f Staying with the KenPom rankings, SDSU will be favored in every game for the rest of the regular season, with the smallest percentage 
chace of winning is 72 percent at Nevada on Feb. 29. 

	f SDSU’s 21-0 start is the best start to a season. The 2010-11 Aztecs opened that year 20-0.
	f San Diego State’s 21-game winning steak is the longest in the nation this year.

	f San Diego State has one players who is on the precipice of the 1,000 career-points plateau in Matt Mitchell.

	f If Mitchell continues to score at his career pace (10.6 points per game), he will pass 1,000-career points in the team’s regular-season home 
finale vs. Colorado State (Feb. 25).
	fWhen Mitchell reaches 1,000-career points, he will be the 34th Aztec in program history to reach quadruple digits. He will be the 
third player in as many years to reach 1,000-points in an Aztecs uniform (Jeremy Hemsley passed 1,000 points in 2018 and finished 
his career on The Mesa in 2019 with 1,392 points & Malik Pope reached 1,000 points, finishing with 1,111, in his senior season of

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE
	 San Diego State has advanced to the NCAA tournament seven of the last 10 seasons and has a NIT national semifinalist appearance as 
well during that span. One reason for the success is that Viejas Arena is a very tough place for opponents.  Since the start of the 2009-10 
campaign, and entering this season, San Diego State has the ninth-highest winning percentage in the country, amassing a 143-20 home 
record, winning 87.7 percent of its home games during that span.

week ending on Jan. 13. It is his second MW weekly award after being named the Player of the Week on Nov. 25, 2019.

	f Wetzell averaged 18.5 points, 4.5 rebounds, 3.0 assists and 1.0 steals in 28.5 minutes in two games last week.
	f He hit 16-of-19 (.842) attempts from the field and 5-of-6 (.833) attempts from the charity stripe in two games.
	f Against Boise State, he made 9-of-12 shots tying his career-best for field goals in a game and matched his career-high with four assists.  
He became the fourth Aztec since the 1996-97 season to record at least 20 points, 5 rebounds and 4 assists, while shooting 75-plus 
percent from the field in a game.

FLYNN CRUISES PASSED 1,000-CAREER POINTS
	f Junior guard Malachi Flynn began the game versus Fresno State (1/1) eight points away from reaching 1,000 for his career. 
	fWith a layup, which put the Aztecs up 37-27 at the 12:24 mark in the second half, Flynn reached 1,000 career points.  He added eight 
more in hte game to finish with 16 and enters the team’s game at Utah State with 1,008-career points.
	f Flynn scored 302 points as a freshman and 489 points as a sophomore at Washington State. He enters ther game against Utah Stat with 
217 points with the Aztecs this season.

	f Since the start of the 2010-11 season San Diego State has competed in 12 Multi-Team Events (MTE).
	f San Diego State has played 32 games in those events and has compiled a 27-5 record.

	 Brian Dutcher, a long-time San Diego State men’s basketball assistant coach, begins his third season as head 
coach. Dutcher completed his first year at the helm in 2017-18, following Steve Fisher’s retirement announcement 
on April 11, 2017. Dutcher, who was on Montezuma Mesa for all of Fisher’s 18 seasons, held the title of associate 
head coach/head coach in waiting the previous six years and is the program’s 15th head coach.
	 Last season, Dutcher guided San Diego State to a 21-13 record which included multiple victories over 
nationally ranked Nevada.  He is the only head coach in program history to record 20+ wins in each of his first 
two seasons and for the second year in a row directed his squad to the championship game of the Mountain West 
Championship tournament.
	 In his first season, Dutcher led the Aztecs to the 2018 Mountain West tournament title and the NCAA 
tournament, the program’s first appearance in three seasons. He was the only first-year head coach in the NCAA 
tournament and SDSU ultimately finished the year with a 22-11 record.
	 Over the course of his 20-year career at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aztecs reach the post-
season 14 times, including nine trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 11 Mountain West titles and 
record 14 seasons of at least 20 victories.
	 Since 2008-09, Dutcher and SDSU twice advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 (2011, 2014) and NIT semifinal 
round (2009, 2016), won at least 25 games seven times and captured eight MW championships (five regular 
season, three tournament).
	 Dutcher arrived at SDSU shortly after Fisher was hired on March 26, 1999. In his first year in “America’s 
Finest City,” the Aztecs won only five games, but improved upon their win total from the season before. After that, 
San Diego State posted a 14-14 record in 2000-01, before winning the 2002 MW Championship, earning an NCAA 
tournament bid and finishing with a 21-12 record. The 2002-03 campaign saw SDSU receive an NIT invitation, 
which culminated in the program’s first Division I postseason victory.
	 After helping attract the first McDonald’s All-American to the 2002-03 squad, Dutcher assisted in securing 
the signatures of future starters and all-league performers Brandon Heath and Marcus Slaughter. The duo started 
their first two seasons on The Mesa, leading to the 2005-06 season that produced the school’s first Mountain West 
regular-season and tournament title sweep.
	 The Aztecs advanced to the NCAA tournament and ultimately won a then-school-record 24 games. That 
appearance led to a string of 10 consecutive postseason berths.
	 From the 2006-07 campaign through 2008-09, San Diego State registered 20 or more wins and went to 
three straight NITs. In 2009, the Aztecs advanced to the NIT semifinals and broke the previous school record with 
26 victories.
	 The run to the NIT semifinals was a springboard to the most successful run in SDSU basketball history. Led 
by future NBA first-round draft pick and NBA champion Kawhi Leonard, the 2009-10 Aztecs won the MW Cham-
pionship, advanced to the NCAA tournament and fell four points shy of moving on to the second round before 
finishing with a 25-9 record.
	 The NCAA experience from the 2009-10 squad proved fruitful in 2010-11 when it returned all five starters, 
including Leonard, and a freshman named Jamaal Franklin, who would turn out to be a future MW Player of 
the Year and NBA draft selection. With Dutcher on staff, SDSU won its first 20 games of the year, shared the MW 
regular-season title and captured the MW tournament crown. The Aztecs moved on to the NCAA tournament as a 
No. 2 seed and won the program’s first Division I NCAA tournament game. San Diego State, which was ranked as 
high as No. 4 and received first-place votes at one point in the season, advanced to the Sweet 16 and fell to the 
eventual national champion, finishing with a school-record 34 wins, a mark that still stands today. The Aztecs’ also 
found themselves in the final top-25 polls, ranking sixth in the AP and 11th in the USA Today Coaches Poll.
	 Five months after SDSU’s record-setting 2010-11 campaign, the University elevated Dutcher from associate 
head coach to associate head coach/head coach in waiting.
	 In his first season with his new title, Dutcher and the Aztecs advanced to the 2012 NCAA tournament as an 
at-large team and recorded 26 wins. The next year, SDSU was an at-large selection to the 2013 NCAA tourney, 
moved on to the round of 32 for the second time in three years and finished with 23 victories.
	 Another NCAA Sweet 16 run was in the cards in Dutcher’s third season as the head coach in waiting. The 
Aztecs opened the season by winning 21 of their first 22 games, including 20 in a row at one point, and were led 
by seniors Xavier Thames, who would become an NBA draft pick, and Josh Davis. SDSU won the program’s second 
outright Mountain West regular-season title and later swept through two games in Spokane, Washington, to secure 
its second Sweet 16 appearance in four seasons. San Diego State compiled 31 wins and finished the season ranked 
13th in the AP and 12th in the Coaches after rising to as high as fifth nationally in both polls.
	 The 2014-15 campaign saw the Aztecs spend their fifth straight season in the top 25. In the process of 
winning 27 games, San Diego State grabbed its second straight MW regular-season crown and earned an at-large 
invitation to the NCAA tournament where they defeated St. John’s in the round of 64. One season later, the Aztecs 
found themselves in the NIT after winning the MW by three games with a 16-2 record. Nevertheless, SDSU won 
three games and qualified for the NIT semifinals, eventually logging 28 victories.
	 In his final season as associate head coach/head coach in waiting (2016-17), San Diego State posted a 
19-14 record despite experiencing a rash of injuries. 
	 Before Dutcher arrived at San Diego State, he served as assistant coach and later associate head coach at 
Michigan under Fisher. He spent 10 seasons on the Wolverine staff, establishing himself as one of the nation’s top 
assistant coaches. His first year in Ann Arbor was 1989 and resulted in a national title for Michigan as he assisted 
then-interim head coach Fisher on the bench.
	 The Bloomington, Minn., native led UM’s recruiting efforts in 1990-91 when the Wolverines inked Juwan 

Howard, Ray Jackson, Jimmy King, Jalen Rose and Chris Webber. The “Fab Five” is considered perhaps the best 
recruiting class in NCAA history. Dutcher helped lead that group to nearly 100 wins, two berths in the NCAA 
championship game and a regional final over a four-year period. He was also on the Michigan staff for an NIT 
championship (1997).
	 Dutcher’s recruiting prowess, however, was demonstrated by more than just the “Fab Five” haul. Michigan 
had the nation’s top-ranked recruiting class in 1993-94 and in 1994-95, with a group that included Maurice 
Taylor and Jerod Ward. The accomplishment marked the first time that a university had the nation’s top class in 
consecutive years, according to recruiting analyst Bob Gibbons.
	 Dutcher was born Oct. 30, 1959, in Alpena, Mich. He attended Jefferson High School in Bloomington, Minn., 
and went on to earn a bachelor’s degree in physical education from Minnesota in 1982. While an undergraduate, 
he worked for his father, then-Gopher head coach Jim Dutcher. He then spent one season in the prep ranks at 
Apple Valley (Minn.) High School before becoming a graduate assistant at Illinois, where he earned his master’s 
degree in physical education and athletic administration.
	 While in Champaign, Dutcher helped Lou Henson lead the Illini to a Big Ten championship, two appearances 
in the Sweet 16 and one regional final.
	 Dutcher’s first full-time coaching job came at South Dakota State, where he spent three seasons helping turn 
around the Division II program before departing in 1988 for Michigan.
	 His final season in Ann Arbor ended with the Wolverines claiming the first-ever Big Ten Tournament 
championship.

	 “I was just that much more extra aggressive,” said Wetzell, a graduate 
transfer from Vanderbilt. “We were down a couple at half and I knew that as a 
fifth-year senior I had to step up and try to lead these guys a little. I was just 
trying to be as aggressive as I can on the boards.”
	 Wetzell’s only mistake, it seemed, was an inadvertent tip-in that gave 
Nevada its only points during a 17-2 Aztecs run in the second half.
	 Malachi Flynn scored 14 points for San Diego State (19-0, 8-0 Mountain 
West), and Jordan Schakel had 12. Matt Mitchell added 11 points.
	 Trailing 35-33 at halftime, SDSU changed up its ball-screen defense and 
staggered Nevada to send a charge through Viejas Arena.
	 Jalen Harris, the Mountain West’s second-leading scorer, had 16 of his 19 
points in the first half for Nevada (11-8, 4-3), which withered offensively in the 
second half. Jazz Johnson scored 13.
