West losing streak. Thankfully the football gods were
kind to Gonzales and made things easy for him to end
that streak.

Did you seriously believe that? NOTHING was easy. UNM opened the 2020 season without the benefit of any real practice (the team
could only practice in pods of five, which made life tricky to say the least). The team than couldn’t play the opener, and then had it’s
home game with San Jose State moved five days prior to the game to San Jose. Then while sitting on the Tarmac to go the San Jose, it
was announced that UNM would relocate to Las Vegas for an indefinite amount of time (which turned out to a very definite 43 days).

The team lost five more conference games to have a 20 game conference losing streak. Since then? The Lobos under Danny Gonzales are
3-3in conference games. That 3-3 mark is the same or better than every team in the division except Air Force and Boise State, which are
both 4-2.

Even better, Gonzales has won three conference games in the last six. Prior to his arrival, UNM had won three conference games from
November 19, 2016 to November 30, 2019, a span of 26 games (meaning UNM was 3-23 in that time frame and 3-28 until winning the
final two of the 2020 season).

The Legend of QBS
It’s at this point we should explain why Isaiah Chavez has the nickname of “QB5”, especially since he wore 13 last year and then changed
his number to 6 this year.

At the start of the 2020 season, the Lobos had three quarterbacks back that had started at least one football game in 2019: Brandt
Hughes, Tevaka Tuioti and Trae Hall. Hughes was the 2019 opening day starter, but he was injured before we ever got going for 2020. For
arguments sake, he and Tevaka were QB1 and QB2. Tevaka got hurt in game two, so that meant Trae Hall was up (QB3). Hall got hurt

in game 5, putting the ball in Connor Genal’s hands (QB4). Genal got hurt in game 6, and Isaiah Chavez, the lone hombre left that was a
quarterback on the roster, was in as QB5. He led UNM to its first win of the year with a 44-yard touchdown pass, and then he started the
finale, and won that one as well.

This year, he missed about six weeks with an injury, and in that time, Terry Wilson started six games and Trae Hall moved to receiver.

Also note that he is listed as a sophomore
while Louisiana Tech and Oregon list their guys as freshmen even though they lettered last year and they really are sophomores (thanks
everyone for not being able to agree on anything).

The movie Short Circuit was cute, but it has a lot of problems (such as a robot trying to watch Ally Sheedy undress and Fisher Stevens
playing a very bad stereotype of a scientist from India), but that movie centers on a bunch of robots, the last of which, the fifth one,
comes alive.

When it comes to punt returns, you probably never want to use five different returners, but that’s what UNM has done, with Mannie
Logan-Greene, Chad Alexander and Luke Wysong returning punts and Andrew Erickson and Joah Flores also doing so (although they have
only fair caught punts to this point).

Despite using five men on punt returns, the Lobos are now fourth nationally in punt return average as a team, averaging 17.64 yards

per return on 11 returns. The big highlight was the 63-yard punt return for a touchdown by Luke Wysong, a heck of a way to get a first
collegiate touchdown.

The 2018 team, which incidentally is the only other team to return a punt for a touchdown since the 2002 season for the Lobos, finished
fourth nationally with an average of 19.41 yards per punt return (that was bolstered by an 86-yard touchdown return). That mark is the
best in school history.

The 63-yard punt return by Wysong was more punt return yards than the entire Lobos picked up as a team in 2020 (32), 2015 (58), 2014
(60) or 2013 (60).

Defensive Improvements
The Lobos were ranked 116th out of 127 in passing defense in 2020, and currently UNM is 31st (out of 130) in passing defense.

An Odd Stat

The Lobos have allowed just 22 touchdowns this season over eight games (tied for 39th overall and better than Pittsburgh, Oregon,
Virginia Tech, Miami, Florida, Mississippi State, Wake Forest, Utah and BYU among others) but UNM has allowed 16 field goals, and that’s
the fourth most in the nation. Only Texas (17), San Jose State (17) and Toledo (21) have allowed more.

After a perfect year in 2020 from UNM’s opponents, Lobo opposing kickers have gone 16-for-21 on the season, a 76.2% mark. UNM is
7-for-10 on the year.

And A Freshman Shall Lead Them
For the seventh time in eight games, a freshman led the Lobos in rushing. Aaron Dumas turned the trick in six games (all but New Mexi-
co State and Wyoming), and Isaiah Chavez led the team in rushing against Wyoming.

Dumas is on the way to leading the Lobos in rushing, and he would be the first freshman to do so since Crusoe Gongbay led the team in
rushing in 2011 with 500 yards. Dumas is averaging 4.7 yards per carry, which also leads the team.

Here is the thing ... it’s not just rushing. Nope, anywhere you look on offense, there are freshmen contributing as over six categories
and 48 possible leaders on offense, a freshman has led in 20 of the categories. Here are the answers to the Jeopardy! category of “Did a
Freshman Lead Them?”

The Lobos and the Rebels have a weird streak going in that in the last four games Interestlng Stat

of the series, the road team has won all four times.

UNM won the last meeting in 2018 at Sam Boyd Stadium 50-14, but the year
before in 2017 in Albuquerque, it was a late Rebel drive that gave UNLV a 38-35
win on UNM'’s Senior Night.

The previous two-game series saw the same thing. UNM got a late touchdown
by Teriyon Gipson for a 31-28 win, barely surviving a last-gasp 55-yard field goal
attempt to tie that was barely short. In 2013, the two teams met in Albuquerque,
with UNLV winning a track meet 56-42.

UNM won 21-14, the only win of George Barlow’s interim coaching stint at UNM.
The Lobos won that one when forcing a late fumble and DeMarcus Rogers eventu-
ally scored the winning touchdown with 1:15 left.

Nobility

Joey Noble has been all over the field for the Lobos, and certainly he has made a living of hanging out in the opponent’s backfield. Ac-
cording to Pro Football Focus, Noble has 40 total pressures including 13 hits on the quarterback. Those 13 hits are second among all edge
rushers in the FBS, behind the 15 hits picked up by San Diego State’s Cameron Thomas. His 89.8 grade is 18th among all FBS edge rushers
with at least 100 snaps, and that grade is for everything, playing the run and the pass.

Noble had 18 tackles against Air Force, and that total is still good for a tie for the fifth-most in a single game this season.

Of UNM's 77 players that played in 2021, 24 have made their Lobo debuts, which is 31.2%. Last year, 10 true freshmen made their Lobo
debuts in the season opener and this season UNM cut that in half, using just five in the opener.

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Listen, Can We Talk About the Schedule?

Of course we can talk about the schedule, I'm the one writing about it. The Lobos are 3-5 on the season, but UNM'’s schedule has been
on both sides of the spectrum. On the one hand, UNM's three wins have come against two teams that are a combined 5-19 (Houston
Baptist is 0-8, New Mexico State is 1-7 and Wyoming is 4-4).

The five losses? Well, glad you asked. The Lobos have lost to five teams with
a combined record of 28-12. Yep. UNM has lost to San Diego State (7-1), UTEP m
(6-2), Air Force (6-2), Texas A&M (6-2) and Colorado State (3-5).

Who was on the sidelines for that 2008 season? Rocky Long and Danny Gonza-
les. In the 11 seasons between their departure and their return, the best defensive effort was in 2015, when UNM allowed 28.4 points
per game on the way to the New Mexico Bowl.

Last season’s 32.6 points per game allowed (reminder, UNM didn’t practice in the fall until the season started) was only bettered four
times since that 2008 season.  In the seasons that Long and Gonzales left UNM after 2008, the team allowed an average of 35.9 points
a game from 2009-2019, covering 135 games. The team also allowed 40 or more points 50 times in 135 games. Since Gonzales became
the coach, it's happened just once in the first 15 games, and barely once at that as Utah State scored 41 last year.

Quick Change

Quick change artists might be fun to see in Vegas or on Americas Got Talent, but Lobo fans love to see the quick change artists that is the
Lobo defense. UNM has suffered 12 turnovers all season including eight in Lobo territory. How has UNM's defense fared after a quick
change? All things being equal, pretty darn well.

Shelley Stays in Fourth
Andrew Shelley and George Steinkamp for the second year in a row waged a pretty good kicking competition, but after losing the
competition in 2020, Shelley served as the opening day place kicker, just as he had in 2018 and 2019.

Shelley didn’t attempt a field goal again, keeping him 7-for-9 on the year and leaving his career percentage at 76.5%. He stayed in fourth
place among all Lobo placekickers in terms of percentage.

Corey Hightower was signed to the New Mexico Lobos in the 2016 recruiting
class. He redshirted in 2016, and then played as a reserve in 2017, getting into all
12 games. In 2018, he played in just four games, none as a start, and in 2019, he
played in five games, again with no starts. For all three of those seasons, he was
mostly used on special teams.

In 2020, he played in the first five games, mostly on special teams, without a

start. And then December came, and Hightower was named a starter, after a
five-year wait. UNM won. He started the next week in the finale, and UNM won
again. Hightower has started four games in his career, and it’s the four games
that coincide with UNM’s four game winning streak. And in case you are thinking
“yeah, but is he doing anything?” He is doing plenty ... it's the receivers in his area
that aren’t doing anything.

This year opponents are just 7-20 for 116 yards against him. That’s a quarterback rating of 83.7 as he is turning in a terrific super senior

season.

Hightower is one of 14 super seniors on the team, that are using their extra year granted from the 2020 COVID season, but of those 14,
Hightower is the only one who has already earned four varsity letters, meaning Hightower will be the first Lobo Football player in 127
years to earn a fifth varsity letter. He certainly persevered for it. Hightower’s also sporting a new number, 96. That number isnt typical
of a defensive back, but he wore it in the Spring Game due to his regular No. 24 being unavailable. He liked it and will wear it in 2021.
It also doesn’t hurt that Danny Gonzales coached Frankie Solomon, a former defensive back who wore 96 and played with a hard-nosed

style that Gonzales hopes for Hightower to emulate.

Honoring Santiago and Urlacher

When you don’t have a home game in forever, you can think up a lot of cool things. That’s exactly what Danny Gonzales did one day while
looking out his office window at the five jersey numbers on the stadium facade, four of which were retired. That’s past tense. In a nod to

the traditions of the past, and a bridge between that past and the present, Gonzales talked with the owners (or in one case, family) of those

retired numbers, and came up with a brilliant idea.

Two of those numbers are now officially “unretired”, and those are 42, worn by
Bobby Santiago, and 44, worn by Brian Urlacher. Santiago, someone Gonzales looked
up to (and who still comes around to practices) was perhaps the greatest football
player to come out of the metro area. So, each season, one metro area player will
be selected to wear Santiago’s 42. This year, Dion Hunter of Rio Rancho will switch
from 41 to 42 and wear the Santiago jersey. Urlacher, the best football player to
come out of UNM and a native of Lovington, was a ferocious defender who did it

#NeverForget (Because we know we won’t...)

The story of the 2020 season wasn’t UNM'’s record, quarterback injuries or anything else. It was about doing something that no college
football team had ever been asked to do, and the team has been doing it while under the tutelage of an entirely new coaching staff in a
world-wide epidemic. That might seem a bit dramatic, but honestly, what UNM did was unprecedented.

UNM lived at the Hilton Lake Las Vegas from November 2 through December 13, Interestmg Stat

spending 43 days there in the same hotel where the Jersey Shore Reunion was
held.

health ordinances, so the team ate in waves). The team performed walk-throughs
in the fourth floor of the adjacent parking garage. There was also hydro-therapy
with the training staff in the pool at times reserved for such things, and even head
coach Danny Gonzales' TV Show was been taped in various parts of the hotel
from his room to a hallway, where a visiting family and their dog made a cameo
appearance in the background.

4,575

That's the number of days since UNM'’s last
blocked punt (October 31, 2009 to Saturday’s
upcoming game). The Lobos have the llongest

streak in the FBS. Navy blocked a punt on Octo-
ber 2 against UCF, its first since October 4, 2008
against Air Force.

UNM’s “meeting room” was the grand ballroom, that has three projectors in three of the different corners and sides of it. What there
wasn't was a partition or divider, which made simultaneous meetings both interesting and loud. UNM didn’t play all seven games last
year on the road as they played four on the road and three neutral games, so all seven were played outside of its home state. When was
the last time a team played at least a seven-game schedule with no home games and no games in its home state?

Never. It had never happened. No one had been asked to do it, probably because no teams in their right mind would have willingly said
yes to that proposition. Now, when was the last team a team played at least a seven-game schedule with no home games? Well, the

answers are nearly 100 years apart.

In 2005 due to Hurricane Katrina, the Tulane Green Wave couldn’t play in New Orleans, and they had their six home games moved to,
in order, Shreveport (Mississippi State), Baton Rouge (SE Louisiana), Lafayette (Houston), Ruston (UTEP), Mobile, Ala. (Marshall) and
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Monroe (Tulsa). Those all counted as home games for the Green Wave however and five of those were still home games in Louisiana,
and they were at worst, neutral games although Tulane sold tickets and received ticket revenue. Also, technically Idaho played its entire
1999 season outside of its state, but the school at the time moved its home games eight miles away to Washington State’s Martin Stadi-
um, but that’s where the school sold its season tickets and it was planned out in advance, so that one is just a technicality. Both of those
teams at least practiced at home, went to school at home and just traveled for the game, most of those via bus.

The real answer is in Clemson in 1914. That year the Tigers went 5-3-1, playing nine true road games, although three were in the state of
South Carolina (at Furman, at South Carolina and at The Citadel).

So it was 106 years ago that a team played an entire schedule of at least seven games all on the road, but no team to this point has ever
played that large a schedule completely outside of its own state, as New Mexico did. Sadly, the hashtag #Roadbos didn’t catch on, as it
should have.

The Buckler Did It

Trace Bruckler caught a touchdown pass on a fourth-down play against Wyoming, but it wasn’t just any touchdown pass. Nope, it was
his SECOND touchdown of the season. Amazingly, that broke an 11-way tie for first on the team in touchdowns, as Bruckler and 10
others all had one. Now it’s an 11-way tie for second as Aaron Dumas added his first Lobo touchdown in the second quarter.

Tackling the Issue ... it’s Actually Not the Issue

The one thing UNM has done really well is tackle. The Lobos have been led this season by Tavian Combs with 63 tackles and Jerrick Reed
with 62 tackles. Three times this year Combs and Reed have hit double figures in tackles. Brandon Shook last season hit double figures
three times, and the last time a Lobo had four such games in the same season was in 2016, when Dakota Cox did it four times, including
in the New Mexico Bowl.

Combs is on pace for 95 tackles, and Reed for 93 tackles on the season. If either can get to 100, they would be the first Lobos to eclipse
the century mark for tackles since Cox did it in the 2014 season when he had 116 as he led the nation in tackles per game that season.

Don’t Think Negative, Unless It’s Your Rushing Defense

Negativity bias is “our tendency not only to register negative stimuli more readily but also to dwell on these events”. Negativity bias when
it coming to your rushing defense is also something to dwell on. Against Houston Baptist, UNM allowed -6 yards rushing, and that was the
best single-game in the NCAA this season until Minnesota beat Colorado on September 18. Still UNM’s -6 is the fifth-best single game mark
in the FBS this season.

Danny Gonzales, a native of Albuquerque who played football at Valley High School
before playing for UNM and then serving as an assistant coach, has come home.

Gonzales, who has taken part in bowl games in 14 of the past 16 seasons, enters his
first season as the head coach of The University of New Mexico. Gonzales was hired on
December 17, 2019. The announcement was made by Director of Athletics Eddie Nufiez
at halftime of a Lobo men’s basketball game, and then he was formally introduced at a
press conference the next day at University Arena.

The new Lobo head coach is certainly familiar with UNM, as a player, staff member
and as a Lobo assistant coach, as well as through his time coaching against UNM. He joined
his mentor and former coach Rocky Long as Lobo football players returning to coach their
alma mater. In a 2006 article in the Albuquerque Journal, Long predicted that Gonzales
would one day be the head coach of the Lobos.

Gonzales came to UNM after spending the past two seasons at Arizona State as
defensive coordinator, and the previous seven before that as safeties coach and defensive
coordinator at San Diego State. In 2018, he was a nominee for the Broyles Award, given to the most outstanding assistant
coach in college football.

Gonzales came to UNM as a walk-on safety and punter after playing for the Valley Vikings. Gonzales lettered three
times with the Lobos and was the 1998 winner of the Chuck Cummings Memorial Award, which is given for morale and spirit,
and was the Lobo Club First Team Award winner for unselfish devotion to the team. At UNM, Gonzales played under Dennis
Franchione and the aforementioned Long. Gonzales was a part of UNM'’s 1997 WAC division championship team that went
9-4 and played in the 1997 Insight.com Bowl against Arizona.

After his playing career, he served as a graduate assistant for Long, helping UNM start a school-record seven consecutive
bowl eligible seasons from 2001-07. In 2003, Gonzales moved over a few offices to become video coordinator, a role he held
from 2003-05. From 2006-08, he coached safeties and special teams, and he was a part of the coaching staff for UNM’s 2007
squad that went 9-4 and won the New Mexico Bowl 23-0 over the Colin Kaepernick-led Nevada Wolf Pack. That win ended
a 46-year bowl victory drought for the university.

Under Gonzales’ watch in 2007, former walk-on placekicker John Sullivan became UNM'’s third consensus All-America
selection, hitting a school-record 29 field goals. Sullivan did that despite a torn ACL. Sullivan was just one of many specialists
that excelled under the tutelage of Gonzales, a former punter and defensive back. In addition, placekicker Kenny Byrd was a
first team All-MW pick, punter Jordan Scott was honorable mention, and kicker James Aho was named a Freshman All-America.

Future NFL draft picks Glover Quin (Houston Texans) and Quincy Black (Tampa Bay Buccaneers) also earned all-confer-
ence honors at safety under Gonzales.

Overall, Lobo safeties had 55 pass breakups over the 2007-08 seasons, and the 2007 New Mexico squad ranked 13th

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. — New Mexico jumped out to a 14-0 lead after two drives and then held steady and UNM'’s de-
fense held high-flying Houston Baptist to just 187 total yards, winning 27-17 in the 2021 season opener, UNM's first home
game in 642 days. The win pushed UNM'’s winning streak to three straight, the longest for the program in four years.

Terry Wilson was solid in his Lobo debut, going 20-for-26 passing for 174 yards and three touchdowns. He opened
the game after UNM ended HBU's opening drive with a Ray Leutele interception. Wilson, who actually caught a pass
on the opening play, hit a wide open Kyle Jarvis from 11 yards out for a quick touchdown just 2:10 into the game.

After a three-and-out pitched by the Lobo defense, Wilson went to work again, this time driving UNM 74 yards in nine
plays. He opened with completions to Mannie Logan-Greene and Andrew Erickson. He found his favorite target Luke
Wysong three different times, for 15, 11 and 22 yards, the last of which put UNM on the 4-yard line. Wilson then hit
freshman tight end Trace Bruckler for a bruising four-yard score to make it 14-0.

UNM’s defense was stout, and didn’t give much of anything to Houston Baptist. Overall, the Huskies gained just 187
yards overall, and -9 on the ground. The Huskies used two brilliant special teams plays to get back in the game. First
punter Brady Buell hammered a 59-yard punt that went out of bounds at the 1-yard line. UNM couldn’t move the ball
for a first down, and Aaron Rodriguez’ punt was returned by Tyron Thompson 44 yards for a touchdown, makingit 14-7.

Afield goal moved it to 14-10, but Wilson and the Lobo offense struck quickly. Bobby Cole rushed three straight times
to move UNM into Husky territory after a 41-yard kickoff return by Logan-Greene. Wilson then faked a handoff and
launched a perfect bomb into the waiting hands of true freshman Keyonta Lanier for a 47-yard score, and a 21-10
lead that held at halftime.

In the second half, UNM's offense bogged down a bit, gaining just 104 yards in the half after 208 in the opening half.
However, UNM’s defense was terrific. Overall the Lobos recorded five sacks, three takeaways, 10 tackles for a loss and
six pass breakups. UNM extended the lead to 24-10 after three as Andrew Shelley hit a 30-yard field goal. Houston
Baptist got back within seven with another short drive set up by a good punt return. HBU went 40 yards in seven
plays, scoring on a 6-yard pass from Blaise Bentsen to Charles King with 4:03 left.

HBU then held UNM without a first down and got the ball back with 3:03 to go at its own 39-yard line, but on their
first play, a pitch to Xavier Ford went through his hands, and Devin Sanders recovered at the HBU 27. UNM couldn’t
get a first down, but Shelley put the game basically out of reach with a 37-yard field goal.

Houston Baptist had one more chance, but Combs completed his stellar evening with an interception at the UNM
20-yard line on third-and-10.

UNM, which played in front of 15,908 in its first home game since 2019, now have a couple of extra days before heading
into rivalry week against New Mexico State.

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ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. — Terry Wilson threw for 381 yards and three more touchdowns for the Lobos as UNM improved
to 2-0 for the first time since the 2005 season with a 34-25 victory over rival New Mexico State in front of 28,470 fans.
Wilson went 26-0f-37 for the game and it easily topped his previous career best of 267 yards set in 2018.

UNM also won its fourth straight game dating back to last season.

New Mexico never trailed in the game, but the Lobos could never quite put the Aggies away until the fourth quarter
when Mannie Logan-Greene hauled in a 58-yard touchdown pass with 12:01 to go to give UNM what amounted to
the final margin of 34-25. UNM had several opportunities to score and misfired, which allowed NMSU to stay in the
game. The Lobos missed two long field goals, and got stopped three times in inside Aggie territory on downs including
twice inside the 10-yard line. UNM also couldn’t capitalize on a 53-yard punt return by Logan-Greene that gave UNM
first-and-goal at the 8-yard line, getting only a field goal.

However, UNM was able to keep the Aggies at bay for most of the game, forcing two more turnovers on interceptions
by Jerrick Reed Il and Cody Moon. Offensively, UNM had its best day under Derek Warehime with 559 yards of offense
led by Wilson’s 381 passing yards. That total was the 13th best passing day in school history and was the most by a
Lobo quarterback since 2003.

Bobby Cole helped UNM establish the run game with 107 yards rushing on 20 carries including his first touchdown
of the season. That touchdown came on the opening drive that took just three plays and went 64 yards. That drive
started with a 51-yard bomb from Wilson to Zarak Scruggs, Jr. that set up UNM in the red zone.

After a field goal cut it to 7-3, UNM got on the board against when freshman Connor Witthoft scored his first career
touchdown from 15 yards out, making 14-3.

State got a second Ethan Albertson field goal and then scored on a trick play when wide receiver Isaiah Garcia- Castaneda
threw an 11-yard touchdown pass to Thomas Whitford to make it 14-13.

After a punt, Cody Moon picked off a pass at the Aggie 48 while lying on his back, giving UNM the ball and Wilson was
able to convert a fourth down pass to Andrew Erickson in the end zone for a touchdown to make it 21-13, but one
play later Garcia-Castaneda got loose on a slant and raced for a 75-yard score to cut it 21-20, but Andrew Shelley’s
45-yard field goal right before half made it 24-20.

A safety call to open the second half gave New Mexico State two points. Wilson was flushed from the pocket while
in the end zone, but his pass didn’t get past the line of scrimmage. However, UNM’s defense was stout, allowing just
a field goal in the second half.

The teams traded field goals with Shelley hitting from 24 yards in the third quarter and Albertson from 37 in the fourth.
However, Logan-Greene’s touchdown was just 31 seconds after Albertson made it 27-25, making it a two-score game.
NMSU followed with a punt and UNM drove from its own 26 to the Aggie 1, and it looked like on third-and-goal from
the 2 that Bobby Cole scored, with one official signaling touchdown and the far official ruling him down. It moved
the fourth down and Cole lost two yards on the next play. Dino Maldonado, NMSU’s third string quarterback who
entered in the first quarter due to an injury to Justin Johnson, threw his second interception of the game, effectively
ending any chance of a comeback for State.

BRYAN/COLLEGE STATION, Texas --- Texas A&M scored touchdowns on its first two drives less than six minutes into
the game, and the Lobo offense could never get on track against one of the nation’s best defenses, and the No. 7/5
Texas A&M Aggies defeated UNM 34-0.

The Lobos were stunned in the first six minutes and never truly recovered. The Aggies scored two touchdowns on their
first four offensive plays. After a three-and-out by UNM to open the game, a long punt return set up the Aggies at the
Lobo 43-yard line. On the third play, Zach Calzada hit Davon Achane from 26 yards out for a 7-0 lead. After another
punt, Calzada took advantage of a blown coverage and hit Demond Demas for a 70-yard catch and run touchdown
and the Aggies led 14-0 just 5:22 into the game.

UNM'’s defense settled down after that, allowing just two field goals and a touchdown until late in the third quarter
when the Aggie starters punched in a fourth touchdown against a defense that had five players getting their first
snaps on defense.

Offensively, Terry Wilson was harassed into a 10-for-23 day for just 33 yards. UNM never got over the 100-yard mark
until the third quarter, but two sacks knocked UNM out of triple digits. Wilson also was sacked four times as the A&M
defense had seven tackles for loss in the game.

Where A&M really hurt UNM was on special teams, as returner Ainias Smith returned four punts for 78 yards. He had
much more than that but a penalty halted one long return and an elbow on the ground turned a 50-yard return into
a 1-yarder. Aaron Rodriguez punted a career-high 10 times for a 41.2-yard average.

UNM was led in the rushing department by Aaron Dumas, who rushed 10 times for 49 yards. Mannie Logan-Greene
led the way receiving with three catches for 16 yards.

Tavian Combs had a solid day with 11 tackles and an interception as both teams had one turnover each. Joey Noble
had four tackles, a sack and a pair of hurries as UNM did show an ability to get to the quarterback.

EL PASO, Texas --- UTEP used a big third quarter to wrest control, and ultimately the game as New Mexico's offense
struggled in the second half as UTEP won 17-13 at the Sun Bowl in El Paso. The Lobos dropped to 2-2 and now return
home to host Air Force in UNM'’s Mountain West opener. Game time is at 4:30 pm on FS2.

The Lobos played the game without six of its top eight receivers due to a positive COVID test and contract tracing
within the program, and while UNM moved the ball in the first half, the Lobos couldn’t get anything going offensively
in the second half.

UTEP took the lead with a third quarter that saw the Miners outgain UNM 178-9 and outscore the Lobos 14-0. The
Miners took the opening kickoff and it looked like they would be stopped when Joey Noble sacks Gavin Hardison for a
9-yard loss to force a third-and-21, but Hardison found Jacob Cowing for 34 yards. UTEP punched it in four plays later
when Deion Hankins scored from four yards out.

After a punt by UNM, UTEP scored again when Cowing took advantage of a Lobo defender running into a different
receiver, freeing him up for a 55-yard touchdown.

After a field goal with 2:20 left made it a 20-13 game, UNM got one last drive to try to tie things up. UNM started at its
own 25 and quickly faced a fourth-and-nine, but Terry Wilson hit Connor Witthoft for 18 yards and a first down. He hit
Witthoft against to get into UTEP territory but faced a fourth-and-one. On that Bobby Cole rushed up the middle for 13
yards to convert and get UNM to the 34, but UNM couldn’t convert from there. A pair of incompletions and a scramble
left UNM in another fourth down, and this time Wilson’s pass in the end zone to Luke Wysong was a touch too long.

The Lobos picked up the only touchdown of the first half when Wilson finished off an 8-play 67-yard drive with a
tough 12-yard touchdown run. The drive was highlighted by a third-and-10 conversion to Jace Taylor which went for
17 yards. It was the sophomore’s first career catch.

UNM had a chance to expound on that lead on the next drive, but on a fourth-and-2 from the 14-yard line, Wilson
kept and ran right, but he could only get one yard, not the needed two. UTEP turned that into its first points when
Gavin Baechle hit a 33-yard field goal.

UNM answered with a 43-yard field goal from Andrew Shelley, and it looked like the half would end at 10-3, but true
freshman Ronald Wilson picked off Gavin Hardison with 49 seconds left and UNM took over at its own 39-yard line.
Terry Wilson was able to drive UNM all the way to the UTEP 19-yard line, where Andrew Shelley hit a 36-yard field
goal to give UNM a 13-3 lead at the break. However, Wilson went from that drive until the fourth quarter without a
completion, missing 11 straight helping UTEP score 17 unanswered in the second half.

Terry Wilson drove UNM 80 yards, nearly all through
the air, connecting to Luke Wysong, Clay Boone and Mannie Logan-Greene, all for first downs. With the ball at the 21-yard
line, Wilson hit Trae Hall for a touchdown as Hall lined up at receiver. It marked Hall’s second career touchdown reception.

CARSON, Calif. --- New Mexico’s defense played solid, but the offense struggled for a fourth straight game, and in the
end that was the story as the Lobos lost to No. 25 San Diego State 31-7 at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, Calif.
The Aztecs remained undefeated and moved to 5-0 and 1-0 in the West Division, while UNM dropped to 2-4 overall
and 0-2 in the Mountain Division.

And adding injury to the insult, UNM might be without quarterback Terry Wilson, who injured his elbow in the fourth
quarter. C.J. Montes, playing not too far from home, made his collegiate debut in relief, bring the Lobos to the Aztec
33 before turning the ball over on downs.

The Aztecs scored on their opening drive, going 63 yards on six plays, with all the yardage coming from running back
Greg Bell, who made his return after missing the last two games. He opened with a 40-yard run and was able to
eventually get in the end zone from a yard out.

From there, UNM's defense was solid, allowing just 10 more points in the half. UNM’s defense also stiffened after a
fumble inside Lobo territory, getting a fourth down stop.

It was 10-0 San Diego State when UNM faced another fourth down opportunity, but UNM couldn’t get off the field
as Jordan Brookshire completed a 23-yard pass to Tyrell Shavers to convert. Brookshire eventually scampered in
from ayard out.

UNM finally put a drive together at the end of the half, keyed by back-to-back first down runs by Aaron Dumas of
16 and 14 yards, and then a 28-yard catch from Terry Wilson to Keyonta Lanier. After a penalty, UNM dug into their
bag of tricks, and a throw back pass was open for most likely a touchdown, but Trae Hall's pass was a little behind
Wilson. On the next play from the Aztec 21, Wilson threw an interception at the 1-yard line, ending the drive and
making it 17-0 at the break.

UNM got on the board with 4:41 left in the third quarter when Ray Leutele stripped Greg Bell at the 15-yard line. The
ball went straight up in the air and he scooped-and-scored to make it 17-7. The Aztecs were able to answer, covering
60 yards in five plays with Brookshire running one in from 11 yards out. On that drive 25 of SDSU’s 60 yards came on
penalties, including a taunting penalty that turned a second-and-10 into a first down in UNM territory.

SDSU iced the game in the fourth quarter when Chance Bell scored from nine yards out to make it 31-7.

UNM returns home to face Colorado State, a 32-14 winner over San Jose State on Saturday. Kick is at 5 pm, and the
game will feature plenty of Lobo legends, as DonTrell Moore will be inducted into the Ring of Honor, Teton Saltes will
be back on campus to receive his 2020 Wuerffel Trophy from Danny Wuerffel, and the UNM Hall of Honor Class will
also be honored during the game.

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. — Colorado State held New Mexico'’s offense to just 79 yards as true freshman quarter C..
Montes struggled in his first start and first real collegiate action as the Rams won their 11th straight over the Lobos
23-7. CSU improved to 3-3 overall and 2-0 in the Mountain West’s Mountain Division, while UNM fell to 2-5 overall
and 0-3 in the division. UNM has lost five straight.

The result put a damper on a fun night as UNM celebrated a bit of history in the program. Teton Saltes used his bye
week with the New York Jets to be presented his Wuerffel Trophy from Danny Wuerffel himself, who also flew in for
the occasion. UNM'’s Hall of Honor was feted at halftime, but the big story was DonTrell Moore having his name added
to the Ring of Honor, just the sixth player in school history to earn that honor.

The Lobos struggled to move the ball all night, as Montes went just 3-for-19 passing for 11 yards with a pair of inter-
ceptions and a lost fumble as well. The Lobos went just 2-for-12 on third down as well. Aaron Dumas continued his
strong running of the ball, gaining 68 yards on 14 carries, averaging 4.9 yards a tote.

Both teams didn’t score on its opening drives, and UNM moved the ball 33 yards on its second, taking advantage of
three CSU penalties. However, Montes threw an interception, and CSU then went 72 yards on 12 plays, getting a 2-yard
touchdown from David Bailey. The Rams added a field goal, one of three from Cayden Camper to take a 10-0 lead.

The Lobo defense played well, allowing just two touchdowns, one in each half. The defense was undone by a struggling
offense that had just 40 yards at the half and 57 through three quarters. Montes opened the game with two completions
on his first three passes, but he didn’t complete another pass until the fourth quarter on a shovel pass to Zarak Scruggs.

UNM did get back into the game in the second quarter when true freshman Luke Wysong received a punt at his own
37-yard line, cut right, then back left and danced down the sideline, diving into the end zone for a 67-yard touchdown.
CSU answered with a field goal, and then had an opportunity to tack on another at the end of the half, but Camper
missed from 36 yards out.

The Rams took the opening drive of the second half and, aided by a 41-yard completion from Todd Centeio to Ty
McCullough, scored on the end of a 75-yard drive as Bailey pounded it in for his second touchdown of the game.

That turned out to be more than enough as the Lobos were unable to muster anything offensively. The Lobos never
got inside the CSU 47-yard line during the game until the final drive when UNM got to the CSU 33, but back-to-back
sacks ended the drive.

LARAMIE, Wyo. - It was all about the freshmen. Freshmen Isaiah Chavez led UNM with a near perfect game throwing
the ball, a true freshmen Trace Bruckler and Aaron Dumas scored touchdowns. That was more than enough for a
Lobo defense that punished Wyoming as New Mexico picked up its first Mountain West win of the season, taking a
14-3 win in Laramie.

The win was not only UNM'’s first win in conference play, but it ended the nation’s longest road losing streak at 16
games. The Lobos, in a bit of perfect karma, have now happily passed that streak onto New Mexico State, which
entered their game at Hawai'i with a 15-game losing streak.

New Mexico implemented a ball control offense with Terry Wilson out for a second straight game. UNM was able to
control the ball, and the game, as UNM easily won the time of possession battle at 34:14. The Lobos limited Wyoming
to only 11 total drives, two of which started in the final minute of the half.

Neither team scored after halftime, with only UNM having a real scoring opportunity as Cody Moon, another fresh-
man, recovered a fumble in the Wyoming red zone, but the Lobos couldn’t capitalize. Isaiah Chavez threw his only
incompletion of the game on a throw away on third down and UNM missed a field goal into a tricky wind. It didn’t
matter as the Lobo defense was stout throughout, holding the Cowboys to just a field goal and only 255 yards on 66
plays, forcing two changes of quarterbacks during the game.

New Mexico opened a 14-3 lead after a first half which couldn’t have gone any better. The Lobos punted on their
opening possession, but Corey Hightower picked off Sean Chambers at the UNM 20-yard line to end Wyoming's opening
threat. UNM then drove the field and twice converted on fourth down. Aaron Dumas converted the first fourth down,
bowling over for a two-yard gain on fourth-and-one just inside Lobo territory.

Chavez then set up the second conversion, and that one went for a touchdown. On third-and-7, he somehow escaped
a couple of tackles and bullied his way to the Wyoming 43, setting up a fourth-and-three. Danny Gonzales chose to
go for it, and Chavez rolled right and then threw back left, where tight end Trace Bruckler was wide open. He caught
it and waltzed into the end zone for a 7-0 lead.

Wyoming had just 123 yards of offense in the first half, and 62 of those, just over half, came on its only scoring drive.
Levi Williams, who entered on the drive, engineered a drive from the Wyoming 28 into the UNM 10-yard line, with the
key play being Isaiah Neyor’s 38-yard catch. Neyor had an easy touchdown but couldn’t keep his feet, stumbling at the
Lobo 11-yard line, and it cost the 'Pokes. Neyor also was open because UNM'’s defender on the play stumbled as well.

Afalse start and a Tavian Combs pass breakup on third down forced a 27-yard Jon Hoyland field goal. UNM was able
to answer, chewing up the rest of the half in the process. UNM took over at its own 25-yard line, and Chavez hit Kyle
Jarvis for two big gains, one a 34-yarder to the Wyoming 35, and another to Wyoming’s 8-yard line, with a targeting
penalty tacked on afterwards. That and an offside set up UNM at the 2-yard line and Aaron Dumas barreled in for his
first career touchdown, making it 14-3 with 29 seconds left, and that was how the game went into the half.
