LOBOS CONCLUDE TWO-GAME ROAD TRIP AT UTAH STATE 
• New Mexico concludes a two-game road trip on Tuesday at Utah State
• The Lobos are making their first trip to Logan in three seasons
• New Mexico is looking for its second conference road win of the season, which would be its 
most since 2017-18 (four MW road wins)
• With a win, the Lobos would double its win total from last season (six), the first time UNM would 
double its previous season’s win total since 1963 (16 wins after six in 1962)

SERIES HISTORY 
• Utah State leads the series 30-12
• The Aggies lead 15-2 in Logan, including 4-2 at the Dee Glen Smith
Spectrum
• Utah State has won the last four meetings, including an overtime win
in Albuquerque earlier this season
• New Mexico’s last win in Logan was a 66-60 victory in 2015

THE FIRST MEETING 
• Utah State rallied from 17 down to edge the Lobos 90-87 in overtime on Jan. 8 at The Pit
• Jamal Mashburn, Jr. scored a career-high 29 points to lead UNM, while Javonte Johnson had a 
career-high 23 points on 7-9 shooting from deep

WIN TOTAL ECLIPSED 
• The Lobos have already had a five-win improvement this season from last (11 wins after six)
• Richard Pitino has eclipsed the previous year’s win total in his first season at each school of his 
career (FIU, Minnesota, UNM)
• At FIU, he led a 10-win improvement in his first season as a head coach
• At Minnesota, he led a four-win improvement in his first season at the school

2021-22 LOBO BASKETBALL
STATISTICAL IMPROVEMENT 
• New Mexico has not only improved its record this season, it has 
improved its NET, KenPom Adjusted Offensive Rating and most other 
offensive categories, including all three shooting percentages 
(FG, 3FG, FT) and its turnover margin
• UNM only had one player average double figure scoring last season
in conference play (Makuach Maluach - 15.6 ppg), but have four this 
season (Jaelen House - 18.0 ppg; Jamal Mashburn, Jr. - 17.1 ppg; 
KJ Jenkins - 10.3 ppg, Jay Allen-Tovar - 10.3 ppg)

LAST TIME OUT 
• The Lobos suffered a 71-55 loss at San Jose State on Sunday afternoon
• The Spartans shot 74% in the second half to take control of the game, the highest half by a 
UNM opponent since 2011 (at Alabama in the NIT)
• Jamal Mashburn, Jr. led New Mexico with 17 points
 
FIVE FOR 20 
• The Lobos have five players (Allen-Tovar, House, Jenkins, Johnson, Mashburn) that have 
posted a 20-point game in Mountain West play this season
• UNM is tied with Boise State for the most players to accomplish the feat this season

MOVING ON UP! 
• The Lobos enter the game ranked No. 152 in KenPom, up 135 spots 
from their preseason rank of No. 287
• New Mexico is the sixth highest mover in KenPom from the 
preseason ranking to current ranking
• The Lobos have moved up 72 spots (from 224) since the start of 
Mountain West play
• In the NET, the Lobos are No. 155 after finishing last season at No. 
303 in the NET

LOBOS FROM DEEP 
• In Mountain West play, the Lobos lead the conference by making 8.92 3-pointers per game and 
shooting 37.8 percent from deep in Mountain West games
• The Lobos have made at least 10 3-pointers in five of their 13 Mountain West games after 
reaching that mark just twice in 14 non-conference games
• New Mexico made double-digit threes in three straight games (Boise State, at Colorado State, 
at Wyoming) for the first time since 2018-19
• UNM has shot at least 40 percent from deep in 11 games this season (only twice last season)
• Against Utah State on Jan. 8, UNM shot 17-of-34 from 3-point range, T-5th most threes in a 
game in program history
• Last season Makuach Maluach led UNM with 24 3-pointers, but five Lobos have already eclipsed 
that mark this season (Jenkins-53, Mashburn-43, House-43, Johnson-39, Allen-Tovar-25)

LIFE IN THE FAST LANE 
• New Mexico ranks 26th in the nation in adjusted tempo per KenPom at 71.4 possesions per 
game
• UNM has had at least 70 possessions in 18 of 27 games this season
• The Lobos’ have had at least 75 possessions in 10 games this season

2021-22 LOBO BASKETBALL
MASHBURN’S 25 GAMES 
• Jamal Mashburn, Jr. had four 25-point games in non-conference
play, becoming the fifth Lobo in the last 40 years to post at least
four 25-point games in a season in non-conference play
• His five 25-point games this season overall are the most by a 
Lobo since Elijah Brown had seven in 2016-17

MASHBURN LEADING BY EXAMPLE 
• Jamal Mashburn, Jr. leads the team in scoring at 17.9 points per game and has scored in dou-
ble-figures in 26 of 27 games this season 
• Mashburn has 11 20-point games this season, the most by a Lobo since Elijah Brown had 13 in 
2016-17
• He was the first Lobo to score double figures in each of the first 10 games of the season since 
Kendall Williams in 2013-14

30 FOR HOUSE 
• Jaelen House has four 30-point games this year, most by a Lobo since Elijah Brown had six in 
2015-16
• With 42 at Air Force (Feb. 5) and 34 vs. Wyoming (Feb. 15), he became the second Lobo in 
history to have at least 30 points in consecutive Mountain West games (Ruben Douglas - 2003) 
• His 76 points in those contests were the most by a Mountain West player in consecutive confer-
ence games since 2011 when BYU’s Jimmer Fredette had a combined 82 in the semifinals and 
finals of the conference tournament 
 
WHEN THE HOUSE IS ON FIRE 
• Jaelen House has had the Mountain West season-best performance
in four different categories this season
• His 42 points at Air Force on Feb. 5 is tied for the highest scoring
game in the MW this season, as he made a MW-high 15 FGs
• His 13 assists vs. San Jose State on Jan. 28 are the most by a MW player this year
• His eight steals vs. Grambling State on Nov. 15 are the most by a MW player this year

HOUSE SCORES ... HOUSE PASSES 
• Jaelen House is the only player in the nation this season with a 42-point scoring game and a 
13-assist game this season
• He is one of five players nationally to reach both those marks in the same season over the past 
decade (Jalen Pickett-Siena, 2018-19; Trae Young-Oklahoma, 2017-18; A.J. English-Iona, 2015-16; 
Russ Smith-Louisville, 2013-14)
• House had his first career double-double with 18 points and a career-high 13 assists vs. San 
Jose State on Jan. 28 (The first time in New Mexico history a player has had at least 18 points 
with 13 assists)

THAT’S HOW YOU MAKE AN ENTRANCE 
• Jaelen House made a statement in his first game as a Lobo, 
scoring 30 points in the season opener vs. FAU on Nov. 10
• House’s 30 points are tied for second most by a player in his
first game for the Lobos
• He becomes the seventh Lobo in history to score 30 points in 
a season opener, the first to accomplish the feat since Lamont 
Long had 31 points in the 1997-98 season-opening win over USC
• House shot 10-19 from the floor, including 3-5 from deep, and
was 7-10 from the line

• KJ Jenkins is averaging 9.9 points per game this season 
• He is the only player in the Mountain West this season to score at least 200 points off the bench
• Jenkins has three 20-point games off the bench (leads the Mountain West)
• His 26-point game at UNLV was the most points by a Lobo off the bench since Elijah Brown 
scored 33 off the bench at San Jose State in 2016
• He leads the Lobos with 53 3-pointers this season
 
JAVONTE EN FUEGO 
• Sophomore wing Javontè Johnson leads the Lobos in 3-point percentage (.459) this season 
• He is shooting 43.9 percent (18-41) from deep in Mountain West play
• Against Utah State on Jan. 8, he made 7-of-9 3-pointers, the most threes in a game by a Lobo 
since 2018-19 (Anthony Mathis vs. Colorado) and the most made in a conference game this year 
 
ALLEN-TOVAR FROM THE START 
• In the last 10 games since entering the starting lineup, Jay Allen-Tovar is averaging 12.4 points 
per game, shooting 58.1% (50-86) from the floor and 50.0% (15-30) from deep
• Allen-Tovar had a career-high 25 points at Wyoming on Jan. 22 and career-high four blocks at 
Air Force on Feb. 5

SINGLETON RETURNS 
• Senior guard Saquan Singleton, the Lobos’ top returning scorer/rebounder/assist leader, re-
turned to lineup on Nov. 25 against UAB after missing eight weeks when a heart abnormality was 
discovered in October upon returning from an illness
• Singleton was one of two Lobos to start every game last season, averaging 8.0 points and 4.5 
rebounds per game, while leading the team with 75 assists
• At Nevada, he scored a season-high 14 points on 6-7 FGs, matching his conference career high
• He missed three games with a toe injury before returning against San Jose State on Jan. 28

MAKE IT 80s NIGHT 
• 80 has been the magic number for the Lobos this season
• UNM is 8-2 this season when scoring at least 80 points (8-1 when scoring 80 in regulation) and 
3-14 this season when scoring less than 80 points

BLOCK PARTY 
• New Mexico is second in the Mountain West with 4.6 blocks per game
• Individually, Jay Allen-Tovar is third in the conference at 1.4 per game
• The school record for blocks/game for a season is 4.1, set in 2015-16

MISSING LOBOS 
• UNM has had 32 man-games lost due to injury/illness this season (Kuac-21, Singleton-8, 
Jenkins-2, House-1)
• Emmanuel Kuac suffered a season-ending leg injury on Jan. 8 against Utah State
• The Lobos have missed at least one player due to injury in all but four games this season
 
PITINO IN YEAR ONE 
• Richard Pitino has continued a trend of successful first seasons at a school
• In his first season at FIU in 2012-13, the Panthers had a 10-win improvement from the previous 
year and their first winning season in 12 years
• In his first season at Minnesota in 2013-14, the Golden Gophers won the NIT and posted their 
first 25-win season in 17 years
• Pitino has already led the Lobos to more five wins this season than the program had last year

THREE CAPTAINS FOR 2021-22 
• Three Lobos were voted tri-captains for the 2021-22 season: Saquan Singleton, Jamal Mash-
burn, Jr., and KJ Jenkins
• Singleton is the Lobos’ top-returning scorer and rebounder, while Mashburn and Jenkins are in 
their first season at UNM after transferring from Minnesota and Kilgore College, respectively
