« After a 26-point effort at San Diego State, senior Stephanie Schmid has leapt into the top 10 in scoring in the MW (14.8 ppg).
« Nevada boasts the 34th-best free throw percentage in the nation (76.0), which is second in the conference.

« Junior T Moe needs just eight points for 600 and 21 assists for 200 in her Wolf Pack career.

SERIES HISTORY

It's been a fairly short lived history between Nevada and New Mexico as Saturday will be just the ninth meeting all-time. The Lobos
have the slight edge in the all-time series, winning five of the eight previous contests. New Mexico has won the last three in a row
as well after sweeping the Wolf Pack last season. The last time Nevada won was in Albuquerque during its 18-win season in 2013-
14 when it topped the Lobos 60-55 in the Pit.

CAREER ACHIEVEMENTS

Senior Stephanie Schmid and junior T Moe have quietly been moving up
the Nevada record book this season. Moe, who ranks seventh in the nation
in free throw percentage, is now fifth all-time at Nevada with 267 free
throws made. She needs 39 to pass leesha Donadelle for fourth. Schmid on
the other hand has made 96 three-pointers in her short time with the Wolf
Pack, which breaks her into the top 10. Schmid needs 19 more to pass Kelli
Dufficy for ninth.

BRIGGS BREAKING OUT

Sophomore Terae Briggs shot out of a cannon during the team'’s game
against Fresno State. Briggs scored a career-best 22 points, the first
20-point game of her career, and added 11 rebounds to post her third dou-
ble-double of the season. Briggs, who normally shoots under 50 percent
from the free throw line, connected on 10-of-11 from the charity stripe. Her
three double-doubles ranks tied for third in the Mountain West. She fell two
points shy of her second consecutive double-double during the last game
at San Diego State, where she also got her first career start. She ranks sixth
in the MW in rebounding (8.1 rpg) and is second in offensive rebounds (4.0
per game).

FREE THROWS FORT MOE

Junior guard T Moe has always been one of Nevada’s most consistent
shooters from the free throw line and this season is no different. Moe’s 52
made free throws through 14 games is third in the Mountain West. She
has missed just four foul shots total, giving her 56 attempts on the season,
which ranks second in the Mountain West. Moe is shooting 92.9 percent
from the line, which ranks seventh in the nation.

TRIP, TRIP, TRIPLE

The final game of the nonconference schedule for Nevada went into triple
overtime and ended in the Wolf Pack’s favor, 67-59. It was the first triple
overtime game in program history. Nevada had previously played in 29
overtime games and four double overtime contests, but never a triple.

SEEING DOUBLE

Sophomore AJ Cephas is playing some of the best basketball of her career
as of late, posting double-doubles in back-to-back games against Holy
Names and Hawai'i. Cephas now has three double-doubles this season,
which is tied for third-most in the Mountain West. She fell one point and
one rebound short of her fourth double-double in the team’s game against
Fresno State. In her last five games, Cephas is averaging 9.6 points and

10.0 rebounds per game, along with 12 blocked shots. She collected a new
career-high when she pulled down 14 boards in the win over Holy Names.

POINTS, POINTS, POINTS

Nevada'’s offense posted 99 points during its road win over Sacramento State.
That is the most points in a single game by the Wolf Pack since it scored 99
against San Jose State on Feb. 19, 2014. Nevada has scored 70 points or more
in nearly half of its games so far this season. Nevada’s 71.6 points per game
average through 14 games is second in the Mountain West behind only Boise
State (71.8).

ALBRIGHT RETURNS FOR NINTH SEASON

Nevada head coach Jane Albright is back for her ninth season at the helm of the
program and her 33rd season as a Division | head coach. Last season with a 70-
64 road victory at San Diego State, Albright earned career win No. 500. She has
507 career wins and 110 wins in nine seasons at Nevada. She ranks in the top 35
among active Division | women’s coaches in wins.

SUMILONG SIGNS WITH THE PACK

With the first day of the signing period last Wednesday, head coach Jane Al-
bright announced the signing of Janelle Sumilong, a 5-7 combo guard. Sum-
ilong hails from Hanford, Calif. and played at Hanford High School. Entering
her senior year she has scored just over 1,600 points and averaged 20.6 points,
6.8 rebounds and 5.8 assists as a junior. She will join the team for the 2017-18
season.

HISTORICAL TEAM INFORMATION

The University of Nevada women'’s basketball program began in
the year 1899, when the team, coached by Ada Edwards, earned
its first win over a varsity opponent, Stanford. Since its inception
in 1899, records of the program’s history have not accurately been
kept up to date. For the purposes of all records, wins and losses
and other statistical information related to the Nevada women'’s
basketball program, the 1981-82 season will be considered the
first for the program, the first year women'’s basketball was recog-
nized by the NCAA.

WOLF PACK ORIGIN

In the 1921-22 athletic season, a local writer described the
spirited play of a Nevada team as a ‘pack of wolves. The name
stuck and soon almost every reference to the athletic teams was
the Nevada Wolves. In 1923, the students officially designated
‘Wolves' as the school’s mascot.

Since all teams are a group of players, the word pack followed
quickly. In 1928-29, the Nevada student handbook referred to the
athletic teams as Wolf Pack and two school songs were adopted,
entitled ‘The Wolf Pack’ and ‘Here Comes the Wolf Pack!
