In last year’s road contest, former Lobo Khadijah Shumpert led UNM with 20 
points followed by junior Cherise Beynon who posted 13 points and four assists.

ABOUT THE MATCHUP: The Lobos enter Sunday’s game coming off of a close loss 
to Minnesota at home on Tuesday, 69-65. New Mexico outscored the Golden 
Gophers in the first quarter, 19-14 but slowly fell behind throughout the second 
and third. In the fourth quarter, UNM went on an 11-1 run in the final 3:59, 
nearly making a successful comeback to end the exciting match. Three players 
scored in double figures for UNM including senior Richelle van der Keijl (16), 
junior Cherise Beynon (12) and junior Jayda Bovero (10).

The Miners are coming into Sunday’s game well-rested after an 11-day break. 
The last time UTEP was in action was on Nov. 30 when they claimed a 75-45 win 
over Houston Baptist at home. Prior to the win, the Miners were on a three-loss 
streak including losses to LSU (78-45), NC State (71-55) and Kansas State (61-40).

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new mexico game notes
Scouting UTEP
UTEP enters Sunday’s game well-rested after a 75-45 win over Houston Baptist 
on Nov. 30. The Miners are led by Sparkle Taylor who averages 14.9 points 
per game and 7.7 rebounds. Taylor is one of just two Miners who have started 
all seven game so far this season, she is joined by Lulu McKinney as the only 
other member of the squad to start all seven games. McKinney is averaging 
4.3 points and 1.7 rebounds per game. 

Two of UTEP’s probable starters are freshman, two are juniors and just one is a 
senior. As a team, UTEP has been outscored on average 65.0-61.0.

Loud Crowds
The Pit has been described as one of the most intimidating venues in the 
nation for an opponent and averages 4,465 fans this season (16th in the na-
tion). While the Lobos usually have the advantage of being accustomed to the 
energetic UNM crowd, UTEP is no stranger to large crowds either. Head coach 
Keitha Adams’ squads are 28-9 when playing in front of 4,000+ fans (25-3 
home, 3-6 on the road) including 1-2 in the situation at UNM. 

Beynon Blowout
In the Lobos’ contest vs. SMU at home on Saturday, December 3, junior Cher-
ise Beynon racked up an outstanding 32 points. Her 32 points ranks her fourth 
all-time in UNM history for points in a single game. The last time a Lobo scored 
30 points was on Dec. 15, 2002 when Jordan Adams scored 30 vs. Memphis.

The Lobo Big D
The Lobos have boasted strong defensive numbers so far this season, holding 
regular-season opponents to an average of 35.3 percent shooting from the 
floor. In addition, UNM opponents have shot just 29.5 percent behind the 
three-point arc. Not only can the Lobos stop the shot, UNM is also out-re-
bounding its opponents 48.5-44.4, a +4.1 rebounding margin. 

It’s all about the rebound
A key focus of Coach Bradbury’s offense is the ability to get the rebound, and 
it’s clear why. UNM is 0-4 this season when they are outrebounded by their 
opponent. Conversely, the Lobos are 3-1 when they secure the most boards. 
So far this season, UNM has pulled in over 45 rebounds in six of its eight 
games - 57 vs. FDU, 57 vs. NMSU (11/15), 46 at Texas Tech, 57 vs. Tulsa, 47 vs. 
SMU and 47 vs. Minnesota.

Lobos in the Nation
As a team, the Lobos currently rank second in the country in defensive re-
bounds per game (35) and sixth in rebounds per game (48.5). Individually, 
junior Cherise Beynon  ranks in the top 10 in two categories including assists 
per game (3rd, 8.1) and assists (7th, 65).

The Mountain west stack up
While UNM’s current eighth-place spot in the Mountain West rankings may 
look less than ideal, the Lobos are right on target when it comes to the de-
fensive stats. The Lobos rank first in the conference in defensive rebounds 
with 34.5 per game. They are followed by UNLV with 29.7. In addition, UNM 
is ranked second in defensive field goal percentage in allowing opponents to 
shoot just 35.3 percent.

Beynon’s double-doubles
In Tuesday’s game against Minnesota, junior Cherise Beynon registered her 
third double-double of the season tallying 12 points and 14 assists on the 
night. The last time a Lobo notched a double-double in points and assists was 
on January 18, 2003 when Mandi Moore put up 16 points and 12 assists vs. Air 
Force. Beynon now ranks second in the league for most double-doubles this 
season.

Van der keijl’s big Impact
Senior Richelle van der Keijl is averaging a team-high 15.8 points per game 
and 10.6 rebounds per contest in her first season as a Lobo. She also leads 
the team in shooting percentage, 60.0. In six of her last eight games, van der 
Keijl has registered double figures including 20-, 19-, 21-, 15-, 21- and 16-point 
games, respectively. 

Not only does she lead the Lobos, but she is third in the Mountain West in 
scoring (15.8 ppg), second in rebounding (10.6 rpg), second in field goal per-

Record for beynon 
Junior Cherise Beynon tied the all-time New Mexico record 
for assists in a single game with 15 on Nov. 15 against NM 
State. Beynon tied former Lobo player - and current Lobo 
administrator - Janice Ruggiero (Branch) who set the re-
cord on Jan. 23, 1987 against Adams State.

Regular 20s 
The Lobos have had at least one player rack up 20 points 
in six of their first eight games of the 2016-17 season. In 
the season opener vs. Fairleigh Dickinson, it was Richelle 
van der Keijl (20) and Alex Lapeyrolerie (21), in the second 
game against NM State it was Lapeyrolerie (22), in the Lo-
bos’ outing at Texas Tech it was Mykiel Burleson (22), van 
der Keijl did it again against Tulsa on Nov. 25 (21). Despite 
a four-game slump, two more Lobos tallied double figures 
against NMSU on Nov. 30: Beynon (22) and van der Keijl

It is still identified as “The Pit” but has 
a few more letters added to it, as the name of the arena 
is now WisePies Arena aka The Pit. “The Pit” is nationally 
recognized as one of the top basketball venues. Need more 
evidence? How about Sports Illustrated ranking it as one 
of the top 20 sporting venues, of any sport, in the world 
for the 20th century. The Pit is truly a special place, and 
it has created an unparalleled environment for the New 
Mexico women’s basketball program. The Lobos have led 
the Mountain West in attendance every year of the con-
ference’s existence since the 1999-00 season. During that 
same span, the program has ranked in the top 20 national-
ly in attendance in each of those years.

Student-athlete spirit
Academic excellence has become the norm for the New 
Mexico women’s basketball. The Lobos are regularly taking 
home Mountain West Academic all-conference and Schol-
ar-Athlete awards, but they shine in national academic 
rankings as well. For six of the last eight seasons, and eight 
of the last 11 seasons, UNM has finished in the WBCA’s 
Academic Top 25 rankings.
