ABOUT NEW INERICO STATE: The Aggies are currently 8-2 on the season and are coming
off a 75-66 win over Mountain West foe San José State. Senior guard Sasha Weber led
the squad with 20 points, going 6-for-11 from the three. Junior forward Brianna Freeman
picked up a double-double of 12 points and 10 rebounds with a team-leading four assists
after missing out on the Easter New Mexico win.

The Aggies are 3-2 in their last five games, suffering their only two losses of the season
to Arizona and UTEP. They are shooting 41 percent from the field and 31 percent from
the three-point line. They are averaging 74.3 points per game and 41.2 rebounds per
game. Weber is the top scorer for the Aggies, averaging 13.2 ppg. She is second on the
squad in shooting at 45 percent. Freeman is second on the team at 11.9 ppg and 7.9 rpg,
shooting a team-high 53 percent from the field.

LOBOS Ol THREE-GAINE Win STREAK

New Mexico claimed a dominating 72-43 win over Big Ten Min-
nesota on Wednesday to move to 7-3 in the season. The Lobos
have now won the last three contests and will look to go into
conference play on a four-game win streak on Sunday after the
second Rio Grande Rivalry match up.

SHINING Ih HER HOINE STATE

Senior forward Khadijah Shumpert has been the rock of the Lobo
squad this season. She had a dominating performance against
Minnesota on Wednesday in her home state, going off for a ca-
reer-tying 27 points. That is her second game in a row with 20 or
more points and her fourth for the season. Shumpert is leading
the team with 15.4 ppg and 7.0 rpg. She is shooting a team-best
58 percent from the field and 72 percent from the free throw
line.

INCHING CLOSER TO 1,000 POINTS/500 REBOUNDS

The Lobos have one senior inching close to the 1,000 points/500
rebounds club and another senior looking to join the 1,000
points club. Khadijah Shumpert has a total of 913 career points
and 491 career rebounds. She is 87 points away from 1,000 and
just nine rebounds away from 500. Shumpert will be the 14th
player in Lobo history to get to 1,,000 points and 500 rebounds
and the 20th player to reach 1,000 career points. The last Lobo
to join that list of 1,000/500 was Sara Halasz (2008-14). Halasz
finished with 1,061 points and 557 rebounds. Bryce Owens is the
other senior that is inching closer towards the 1,000 point club.
After Wednesday, she now has 748 points in her career which is
252 points away from joining the list. The last Lobo to join the
1,000 point club was Antiesha Brown (2012-15). Brown finished
her career with 1,120 points.

BEYION GETS SEASON-HIGH

Sophomore guard Cherise Beynon had one of her best games
this season in the win over Minnesota. She put together a sea-
son-high 14 points to go along with six assists. Beynon is second
on the team in scoring at 10.8 ppg. She is shooting 33 percent
from three-point range and is leading the squad with 4.1 assists
per game.

LOBOS AGAINST OPPONENTS

UNM is outscoring their opponents by 7.9 points. The Lobos are
averaging 68.7 points per game to their oppponents 60.8. They
are also shooting better from the field. The Lobos have a 41
shooting percentage to their opponents 35 percent. Another cat-
egory the Lobos are above their opponents is rebounding. The
Lobos are averaging 42.1 rebounds per game to their opponents
36.3 which is a +5.8 rebounding margin. The Lobos also have a
1.0 assist to turnover ratio to their opponents 0.7.

Kianna Keller is known for her size and blocking skills. Before the
season she was ninth on the all-time list in career blocks with 79.

LOBOS FIRST ROAD Wih o SANCHEZ’S BIRTHDAY
On Dec. 5, New Mexico claimed its fifth victory of the season,
defeating SMU 63-58 on head coach Yvonne Sanchez’s birthday.
The Lobos are now 3-1 on her birthday since she became a part
of the UNM women’s basketball program. It was the Lobos’ first
road win of the season and it was the first nonconference road
win of the season since the 2012-13 season when they beat New
Mexico State in Pan American Center on Dec. 18, 2012 68-44.

SHUINPERT GETS SECOID DOUBLE-DOUBLE

For the second time this season, senior forward Khadijah
Shumpert recorded a double-double, collecting 20 points and 10
rebounds in the 70-62 loss against UTEP on Wednesday. She was
7-for-10 from the field and 6-for-8 from the free throw line. She
brought down five offensive and five defensive boards. Her first
double-double came on Nov. 21 against Sac State. She had 21
points and 10 rebounds. Last season, the Lobos only had three
double-doubles and Shumpert had two of those three.

LOBOS FALL TO UTEP

On Wednesday, the Lobos struggled to guard the three-point line
against the Miners, falling 70-62 in El Paso. The Lobos and the
Miners were even on shooting at 42 percent but the Miners shot
50 percent (12-24) from the three which made the different in
the game. Besides Shumpert’s double-double, Cherise Beynon
scored 13 points which was second on the team. She also dished
out four assists. Laneah Bryan dished out a career-high five
assists.

GETTING BETTER AT THE LINE

At the start of the season, the Lobos struggled at the free throw
line, shooting under 70 percent. The Lobos goal is to shoot 75
percent or better. The last three of four games the Lobos have
done a better job at the line as they have been in the 70 percent
area. They are currently shooting 63 percent from the line with
Beynon leading the way with a 71 shooting percentage.

Unin FALLS In THANKSGIVING TOURNAIMENT

The Lobos played well on Friday, Nov. 27 against Southern Utah
to claim a 70-48 win over the Thunderbirds. That win gave the
Lobos the chance to win the tournament for the first time since
the 2008-09 season.

Prior to the
loss, the Lobos had won 16 straight games in WisePies Arena
which dated back to Dec. 18, 2014 when the Lobos beat Cal Poly
84-68.

SHUIMPERT EARINS ALL-TOURNEY HONORS

Senior forward Khadijah Shumpert led the Lobos in the UNM
Thanksgiving Tournament, averaging 18.5 ppg to earn all-tour-
nament honors. She recorded 14 points against Southern Utah,
shooting 5-for-10 from the field. On Saturday, she put together

a career performance, scoring a career-high 23 points. She was
7-for-15 from the field and 9-for-10 from the free throw line. She
brought down six rebounds to go along with two steals.

fiLI SHOW 0N ROOT SPORTS

ROOT Sports featured the women’s basketball NLI show. That
took place during the 30-minute break between the men’s and
women’s games Friday Nov. 13. Coach Sanchez and Lobo play-by-
play announcer Josh Suchon talked about the four signees and
previewed the 2015-16 season. The Lobos welcome in Brittany
Panetti from Katy, Texas, Hannah Sjerven from Rogers, Minn.,
Mykiel Burleson from Pflugerville, Texas and Sammie Woodward
from Racine, Wisc. This recruiting class was ranked the top class
in the Mountain West, which is the second year in a row the
Lobos have earned that ranking.

ABOUT THE 2015-16 LOBOS

The 2015-16 edition of the New Mexico women'’s

basketball team is an experienced group that adds three exciting
freshmen to the mix. The Lobos return 11 letterwinners to the
squad which includes the return of Whitney Johnson, who has
been away from the team on a Mormon Mission in Mexico. With
the loss of Antiesha Brown, the Lobos will look to four returning
starters with the leadership of three seniors, Alexa Chavez, Bryce
Owens and Khadijah Shumpert.

The Lobos have a nonconference schedule that starts out with
seven of their first eight games at home. The nonconference
schedule is highlighted by games with SMU, Minnesota, Nicholls
State, Sacramento State, UTEP, Pepperdine, Houston Baptist and
our home Thanksgiving tournament, welcoming in North Caroli-
na A&T, Southern Utah and Duquesne.

How about Sports
Illustrated ranking it as one of the top 20 sporting venues, of any
sport, in the world for the 20th century. The Pit is truly a special
place, and it has created an unparalleled environment for the
New Mexico women’s basketball program. The Lobos have led
the Mountain West in attendance every year of the conference’s
existence since the 1999-00 season. During that same span, the
program has ranked in the top 20 nationally in attendance in
each of those years.

ALBUDUERDUE’S own

When head coach Yvonne Sanchez calls Albuquerque her home,
she really means it. Sanchez enters her fifth season at the helm
of the Lobo program after spending the previous 11 seasons

as an assistant on staff under coach Don Flanagan. However,
Yvonne Sanchez and basketball in Albuguerque go back over a
quarter of a century. Sanchez was a prep stand-out for Flanagan
at Eldorado High School in Albuquerque in the 1980s. Sanchez
earned Mountain West Coach of the Year after finishing second
in the MW with a 14-4 record.

STUDENT-ATHLETE SPIRIT

Academic excellence has become the norm for the New Mexico
women’s basketball. The Lobos are regularly taking home Moun-
tain West Academic all-conference and Scholar-Athlete awards,
but they shine in national academic rankings as well.

Erskine played for the Lobos from 2009-13 and was a team
captain her senior year. Erskine was the team’s video coordinator
before she was promoted to director of operations.

Vera Jo Bustos took over the video coordinator position, who
was a standout New Mexico prep player at West Las Vegas High
School. She is the school’s all-time leader in points, rebounds,
assists, steals and games started.

Former All-America and Olympic athlete Carla Garrett became
the program’s strength coach in the summer of 2015. She is
originally from Santa Fe, New Mexico and played high school
basketball against head coach Yvonne Sanchez.
