LAST TIME OUT FOR UNM ... The Lobos scored in each
of the first four innings and UNM jumped out to an 11-0
lead on the way to a convincing 11-2 victory over Air Force,
giving UNM the No. 2 seed in the upcoming Mountain West
Tournament, hosted by New Mexico May 25-29 at Santa Ana
Star Field.

The win was great for UNM in that the Lobos got a great
starting pitching performance from Carson Schneider, who
bounced out of a small slump with six solid innings, allowing
two runs and just five hits, striking out two. It wasn’t so
great in the ninth inning when Jared Holley, trying to beat
out a double play, hurt his right leg in an injury that looked
completely different from his quad injury earlier in the season.
Holley had to be carried off the field by both trainers.

UNM got on the board in the first inning when Carl Stajduhar
turned on a pitch and hammered it over the fence in left for a
long solo home run. After getting a second run in the second
inning on a double play grounder, the Lobos scored three
times in the third and the fourth.

In the third, with two on, Jack Zoellner obliterated a Nick
Biancalana fastball for a three-run home run that nearly
made it to the football practice field beyond the right field
fence. In the fourth, Luis Gonzalez doubled home a pair of
runs and then scored on a Staduhar ground out.

Gonzalez’' three-run home run in the sixth completed the
offense for UNM as he deposited one just over the fence
and just inside the foul pole in left some 355-feet away.

That was more than enough for Schneider, who at one point
retired eight in row. He threw just 77 pitches before giving
way to Alex Estrella, who pitched three scoreless innings for
his seventh save of the season.

The Lobos for the weekend allowed just five runs to Air
Force, which was 8-4 at home before the series started.
UNM’s bullpen was outstanding over the weekend, throwing
7.2 innings of scoreless baseball.

Sophomore
Carl Stajduhar is the favorite to be
named MW Player of the Year after a
stellar year in conference. During MW
play, the third basemen earned the
league’s version of the triple crown with
a MW-best .421 batting average, 39
RBI and nine home runs.

Stajduhar also leads the MW in league
play in slugging percentage at .746 and
total bases at 94.

Jared Holley has also had a standout
season in MW play, with a league-best
38 runs scored and a .492 on base
percentage, beating out Stajduhar by
.002.

2016 FRESHMEN... In order for the
team to accomplish its goals this week,
the current freshman class will have to
make a major impact.

“Playing here as a freshman is tough,”
said head coach Ray Birmingham.
“There are a whole bunch of games in
a short period of time. The travel alone
this year has been hard on them. And
the home work, weightlifting, study
hall...everything. It's really hard on
freshman. On top of everything, they
have to learn to compete. It's amazing
what some of these kids have done.”

Over the course of the conference
season, coach Birmingham has put
several freshmen on the field and relied
on them to perform. He has routinely
put as much as seven freshmen on the
field.

Birmingham, who has routinely put
young players in position to succeed.
The Lobos have had a freshman All-
American every year since 2011, with
seven over a five year span. Current
players Danny Collier, Carl Stajduhar
and Tyler Stevens are among them.
Needless to say, the bar is set high for
first year players at New Mexico.

‘“Its hard being a freshman here
because they play a lot. The pro door
takes players out so quickly that a lot
of pressure is put on the freshmen,
and they have to step up. So you see
the growth. | am proud of (Andrew)
Pratt, | am proud of (Jared) Mang and
| am proud of (Austin) Bell and (Erick)
Migueles, and (Christian) Tripp.”

During conference play, Jared Mang,
Austin Bell, Andrew Pratt and Erick
Migueles have all played a key role in
the team’s ascension to the top spot
in the conference. Over the course
24 MW games played, Bell holds a
373 average. Mang is hitting .316
in conference with 10 RBI. Migueles
is hitting .286 and slugging .411 in
conference. Pratt has had to make an
immediate impact in the wake of recent
injuries. He came in to catch on April
29 at Arizona State and has been the
team’s starting catcher ever since.

Arguably the most impressive
development of any freshman has been
on the mound from Christian Tripp. The
6-7 right hander holds a 1.80 ERA and
a .212 opponent batting average over
15 innings pitched against MW teams.

“They have to play at freshman All-
American status for us to (finish
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successful) because of some of the
injuries. Danny Collier being gone is a
huge deal that impacts everything. The
injury to DeVito has put a lot of stress
on Pratt, who's caught well enough
defensively. But they are going to need
to step up offensively too.”

DUREE-ABLE... Taylor Duree made
two appearances against Arizona State,
giving him a program-record of career
appearances as a Lobo. He is the
second pitcher to reach 70 appearances
at New Mexico and has passed Joe
Coleman for the school record

LOBOS TABBED CO-FAVORITES BY
MW COACHES ... The University of
New Mexico baseball team was picked
as co-favorites in the Mountain West by
the conference’s coaches. The Lobos
received three first-place votes and 32
points overall to tie atop the standings
with San Diego State. Junior outfielder
Danny Collier, sophomore third
baseman Carl Stajduhar and junior first
baseman Jack Zoellner were named
to the preseason All-Mountain West
Team.

This is the fourth straight season
the Lobos have been picked as at least
co-favorites in the conference.

‘It shows you the quality of our
program and where we're going,” UNM
head coach Ray Birmingham said. “In
the end, though, it's meaningless. You
still have to play the games.”

Air Force and Fresno State finished
tied for third with 24 points, and the
Bulldogs received the final first-place
vote. UNLV (15) was picked fifth, just
ahead of last year’s regular season
champion, Nevada (14). San José
State finished seventh with six points.

Collier is one of just three players
to repeat on the Preseason All-
Conference Team, joined by junior
outfielder Tyler Jones of Air Force and
junior utility player Trenton Brooks
of Nevada. Collier, who was the MW
2014 Freshman of the Year and a First
Team All-MW performer last season, is
a career .349 hitter.

Stajduhar is one of just two
sophomores on the preseason team.
A 2015 Second Team All-MW player,
he set a new UNM freshman record
for RBIs with 53 on his way to a pair
of Freshman All-America honors. He
led the Lobos in hits (75), doubles
(21), home runs (nine) and total bases
(127). This year he has already been
named a Preseason All-American by
both College Sports Madness and
Collegiate Baseball Newspaper.

Zoellner is UNM’s leading returning
hitter after posting a .352 average last
season en route to Second Team All-
