Hol iday  Reminders :  

University of New Mexico Compliance Newsletter 
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 Greeting Cards: It is not permissi-

ble to send holiday greeting cards 

to prospects, their relatives, or 

their coaches.  The only permissi-

ble cards are plain postal service 

cards and UNM note cards.  It is 

permissible to use colored ink if 

you want to include a holiday mes-

sage inside a UNM note card.  How-

ever, please remember that the 

greeting must be handwritten. 

 Holiday Meals: All “Occasional 

Meal” rules still apply for any 

UNM staff member who wishes to 

provide a student-athlete or an 

entire team with a holiday meal, 

which includes team holiday par-

ties.  Each student-athlete has a 

limited number of occasional 

meals, and anyone wishing to pro-

vide a meal must get approval from 

compliance. 

 Holiday Gifts: All “extra benefits” 

rules still apply during the holi-

day season; therefore, it is not 

permissible to give holiday gifts to 

student-athletes or their rela-

tives. 

 Outside Competition: during the 

winter break, it is permissible for 

student-athletes to participate in 

a non-collegiate, amateur outside 

competition, provided the competi-

tion is outside of the team’s play-

ing and practice season (20 hours 

per week).  All student-athletes 

must wait until after the UNM fi-

nals period has ended. 

 Employment: it is permissible for 

student-athletes to work during a 

vacation period, provided they are 

paid for the work performed and at 

a going rate in the area for similar 

services.

 Gifts  and Greeting Cards: It is 

not permissible for boosters to 

give current or prospective stu-

dent-athletes gifts during the hol-

idays or send holiday greeting 

cards to prospective student-

athletes.  

 Extra Benefits over Holiday Break: 

It is not permissible for boosters 

to provide current or prospective 

student-athletes with meals, hous-

ing, transportation or entertain-

ment during the holiday break, or 

provide mid-year enrollees with 

transportation to campus. 

 Extra Benefits during Postseason 

Competition: It is not permissible 

for boosters to provide student-

athletes or their parents any ex-

tra benefits such as, meals, lodg-

ing and transportation during 

postseason competition.  

 Events Associated with Postsea-

son Competition: It is permissible 

for parents to attend events asso-

ciated with the postseason compe-

tition (e.g., pep rally), provided the 

parents pay any costs associated 

with attending the event.

Vacation Period Expenses (16.5.2) recruiting 
UNM may provide the cost of room and board to student-athletes not liv-
ing at home during official UNM vacation periods in the following circum-
stances: 

1. required to remain on campus for practice or competition during the 
vacation period, and don’t live at home. 

2. upon return to campus from competition during a UNM official vaca-
tion period occurring during the regular academic year (e.g. fall, 
Thanksgiving, and Spring Break). Room and board may be provided from 
the student-athlete’s return to campus until UNM’s regular dining 
and dormitory facilities reopen. (May not be provided to student-
athletes who live at home.) 

3. upon return to campus from competition during a UNM official vaca-
tion period occurring between regular academic terms (e.g. summer va-
cation) at the end of the playing and practice season may receive room 
and board for up to 48 hours beginning with the student-athlete's re-
turn to campus. (May not be provided to student-athletes who live at 
home.) 

NOTE: If UNM does not provide meals to our student-athletes under these circumstances, a 
cash allowance for meals may be provided. The cash allowance cannot exceed the amount pro-
vided by UNM to staff members on away trips.

Official (Paid) Visit 

 Student-athlete hosts may receive a 
maximum of $40 per day to cover all 
costs of entertaining the recruit on 
his or her visit. All entertainment 
must take place within a 30-mile ra-
dius of UNM’s campus. 

 Student-athlete hosts may receive 
free meals from UNM and free admis-
sions to UNM athletic events when 
accompanying the recruit.  

 Only 1 student-athlete host per 
recruit may be given free meals and 
free admissions to UNM athletic 
events.  

Unofficial (Nonpaid) Visit 

 Student-athletes may host recruits 
on unofficial visits and the recruit 
is allowed to stay in a student-
athlete host’s dorm (excludes Lobo 
Village and Casa del Rio). All other 
expenses must be paid for by the re-
cruit.  

 Any entertainment involving a stu-
dent host must occur on UNM’s main 
campus 

 Complimentary admissions (3) may be 
provided within a 30 mile radius of 
UNM’s main campus.
