On the outcome of the game:

“Every time we seemed like we were on the verge of something, somebody on their team stepped up
and made a big shot. You have to give them credit for being able to go on the road and shoot that way
and make those big shots.”

On the state of the team:

It's been a hard couple
of months for a lot of different reasons, but all we can do right now is take what we have and play as
best as we can.”

They had one of the greatest
stretches in Lobo basketball. They've set the bar incredibly high for themselves and now for me coming
afterwards. | think we should all appreciate and respect that, but when the ball goes up it becomes
about the logos.”

KEITH MCGEE
On struggling on offense:

“To be honest, nothing was really working for me tonight. | missed a lot of shots. I'm a little upset about
it but we just have to go back and work on it. | feel like that's where | struggled because being one of the
shooters on the team is definitely my job.”

On the state of the team:

“We’re just trying get better honestly. We know there are only a few weeks left but with the
tournament you just have to win three games. Anything can happen. We definitely aren’t giving up,
we're going to keep fighting, that's for sure.”

NEUADA HEAD COACH STEVE ALFORD:
On being back at The Pit:
