Jeff Nelson is entering his third season as the 
Director of  Beach Volleyball for the UNM Lo-
bos.

He led the Red Raiders to five 
20 win seasons and 5 NCAA appearances during 
his tenure. In 2009 and 2010 Nelson led the 
Lobos in back to back  NCAA Tournament 

appearances!  Coach Nelson has coached 11 All-American Hon-
orees, 20 All-Region, and 33 All-Conference student-athletes at 
the collegiate level. Following the 2010 Season Nelson was 
named MWC Coach of the Year.  As a prep coach, twenty-one 
of his former club athletes received Division I scholarships, while 
eight were selected as Junior National Team members and five 
were named High School All-Americans. 

 
 
Pauline Manser enters her second season as the 
assistant indoor volleyball and beach volleyball 
coach at UNM. Pauline has an extensive history 
in Beach Volleyball, including representing Aus-
tralia in the Sydney Olympics in 2000. Her fifth 

place finish added to 30 top 10 FIVB World Tour 
finishes, including 3 Silver Medals. Pauline has 
also coached at Australian National and Interna-
tional level, leading Australian Youth and Junior 

Beach teams to World Championships. 
 
Daniel Foo enters his third season as the volun-

teer assistant for the UNM beach volleyball pro-

gram. Daniel has been training and playing com-

petitive beach volleyball for eight years. His best 

professional beach volleyball finish is 5th.
