Streaks and Trends 

 The Lobos’ 73 percent from 3-point range in the 1st half is the highest of any half this season.  

 UNM improves to 5-0 on the season when leading at the half, and 4-0 on the season in The Pit.  

 This is the first time since 3/13/14 against Boise State that the Lobos scored more than 90 
points.  

 Lobos had a season-best 22 assists.  
  
In-Game Notes 

 This was the first time since UNM faced Air Force on 3/11/15 that an opponent shot 75 percent 
or better from the free throw line.  

 The 25 points by Oral Roberts’ Obi Emegano is the highest total scoring effort by a New Mexico 
individual opponent this year.  

 UNM scored 50 or more points in the first half for the first time since facing Texas Southern on 
11/13/15.  

 Oral Roberts allowed two opposing players to score 20+ points for the first time since 2/1/14 
against McNeese.
