« Utah State continues Mountain West play this weekend at New Mexico on Saturday, Nov.
4, at 3:30 p.m. USU is 10-13 all-time against the Lobos, including a 4-9 road record.

» Utah State is 21-16 (.568) all-time in the Mountain West, including a 9-9 (.5600) road record,
and has won 32 of its last 48 (.667) league games dating back to 2011.

« Utah State is 16-11 (.593) under head coach Matt Wells following a loss, including a 3-1
record this season, and has lost back-to-back-to-back games twice in five seasons under
Wells.

» Utah State has won each of its last two Mountain West road games and is averaging 56.5
points and 588.5 yards of total offense (291.5 rushing, 297.0 passing). Defensively, USU is al-
lowing just 19.0 points and 311.0 yards of total offense (241.5 rushing, 69.5 passing), and has
forced eight turnovers in its last two road games.

« Utah State’s defense has forced 20 turnovers (10 fumbles, 10 interceptions) this year, which
ranks second in the Mountain West and fourth in the nation, trailing Wyoming (24), California
(22) and Memphis (21), and tied with Florida Atlantic (20), Penn State (20) and South Florida
(20). Last year, USU forced just 10 turnovers the entire season.

» Utah State ranks second in the Mountain West and tied for fifth in the nation with its 10 fumble
recoveries, frailing Bowling Green (12), Memphis (12), UNLV (11) and Penn State (11), and tied
with Notre Dame (10), South Alabama (10), Washington State (10) and Wyoming (10). USU
also ranks second in the MW and 20th in the nation with its 10 interceptions on the season.

« Utah State has scored five non-offensive touchdowns this year with three interception
returns, one fumble return and one blocked punt returned for a touchdown. Last year, USU
had just one non-offensive touchdown.

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UTAH STATE CONTINUES MOUNTAIN WEST PLAY AT NEW MEXICO

« Utah State (4-5, 2-3 MW) continues Mountain West play this weekend at New Mexico
(3-5, -4 MW) on Saturday, Nov. 4, at 3:30 p.m. The game will be televised regionally on
AT&T SportsNet (Comcast Ch. 52/693HD, Dish Network Ch. 414, DirecTV Ch. 683) with Drew
Goodman (play-by-play), Sed Bonner (analyst) and Brad Thompson (reporter) on the call.
Live audio of the game is available at www.UtahStateAggies.com.

A LOOK AT UTAH STATE

» Utah State is 4-5 on the season and 2-3 in conference play following its 41-14 Mountain West
home loss to Boise State last weekend. Offensively, USU is led by redshirt freshman QB Jordan
Love, who is 64-0f-121 (.529) passing for 869 yards (108.6 ypg) with five fouchdowns and four
interceptions. Senior RB LaJuan Hunt leads the team in rushing with 435 yards on 111 carries (3.9
ypc/48.3 ypg) with six touchdowns, and junior WR Ron’quavion Tarver has 32 receptions for 332
yards (10.4 ypr/36.9 ypg) with four touchdowns. Defensively, junior LB Suli Tamaivena leads the
team with 88 tackles, which includes 3.0 sacks and 5.5 tackles for loss, to go along with two
fumble recoveries, while junior BS Gaje Ferguson has 64 tackles, which includes 1.0 tackles for
loss. As a team, USU is averaging 30.6 points and 387.3 yards of total offense (235.8 passing, 151.6
rushing), and allowing 30.7 points and 413.6 yards of total offense (199.4 rushing, 214.1 passing).

UTAH STATE HAS RALLIED FROM TWO DOUBLE-DIGIT DEFICITS THIS SEASON
» Utah State rallied from a double-digit deficit for the second time this season in its 52-28
Mountain West road win at UNLV two weeks ago. Against the Rebels, USU trailed by 14
points three different times in the game (14-0, 21-7, 28-14) before closing the contest with
38 unanswered points. USU also trailed by 14 points (21-7) against BYU earlier this season,
before closing the game on a 33-3 run.

» During the 2011 season, Utah State rallied from a double-digit deficit three times as it
trailed Wyoming 12-0 before winning 63-19, trailed at Hawai’i 28-7 before winning 35-31,
and frailed against San Jos  State 20-7 before winning 34-33.

UTAH STATE SCORES 50-PLUS POINTS EIGHT TIME UNDER WELLS

» With its 52-28 Mountain West road win at UNLV two weeks ago, Utah State tied the single-
season school record for 50-point games in a season with three, also doing so in 2015 under
head coach Matt Wells, and in 1961. In fact, it was the eighth time under Wells that USU has
scored 50-plus pointsin a game, which is the most under any Aggie head coach asE. Lowell
Romney ranks second all-time with six games scoring 50-plus points. Under Wells, USU has
scored 50-plus points four times at home and four times on the road, and this season marks
the first time in school history that Utah State has scored 50-plus points twice on the road.

UTAH STATE HAS OVER 585 YARDS OF OFFENSE THREE TIMES THIS YEAR

» Utah State produced 588 yards of total offense (323 passing, 265 rushing) two weeks
ago at UNLV, which ranks as the third-most this season and 17th-most in school history. USU
also had 596 yards against Idaho State and 589 yards at San Jos  State earlier this season,
marking the first fime in school history that Utah State has had three games with at least 585
yards of total offense in the same year.

UTAH STATE MILESTONES THAT EQUAL SUCCESS

» Utah State has won 20 of its last 23 games when it has a 100-yard rusher, including a 2-0
record this season, and 26 of its last 28 contests when rushing at least 40 times in a game,
including a 4-0 record this season.

» Utah State has won 39 of its last 40 games dating back to 2011 when scoring at least 30
points, including a 4-0 record this season. In fact, USU had won 35 straight games when
scoring at least 30 points before losing at Nevada, 38-37, last season.

Utah State has four wins
against Associated Press
top-25 teams in the past
five seasons with victories
at No. 19 Louisiana Tech in
2012, versus No. 24 Northern
llinois in 2013, at No. 18 BYU
in 2014, and versus No. 21
Boise State in 2015. In its
previous 114 seasons of foot-
ball, USU had just one win
against an AP top-25 team,
defeating No. 25 Fresno
State at home in 1991.

Utah State is one of 28 FBS programs that
has at least nine bowl teams from the
2016 season on its 2017 schedule. Notre
Dame and Syracuse have a nation’s best
11 bowl teams on this year's schedule,
while Duke, Ole Miss and South Carolina
have 10. Alabama, Central Florida, Clem-
son, Colorado State, Florida, Georgia,
Georgia Tech, llinois, Kentucky, LSU, Mas-
sachusetts, Michigan State, Miami, Missis-
sippi State, Pittsburgh, Purdue, Tennessee,
Texas A&M, Tulsa, Utah State, Vanderbilt,
Virginia and Virginia Tech all have nine
bowl teams on its schedule from 2016.

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* Through the first nine games of the season, Utah State is averaging 30.6 points per game to rank
third in the Mountain West and 51stin the nation. USU also ranks fifth in the MW and 58th nationally in
passing offense (235.8 ypQ). fifth in the MW and 66th in the nation in completion percentage (.590),
eighth in the conference and 79th in the nation in total offense (387.3 ypQ), eighth in the MW and
79th in the nation in rushing offense (151.6 ypg), ninth in the MW and 97th in the nation in passing
efficiency (121.8), and 11th in the conference in sacks allowed (2.70 pg).

AGGIES RANK SIXTH IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST IN PASSING DEFENSE

» Utah State’s defense is allowing 214.1 passing yards per game to rank sixth in the Mountain West
and 61st in the nation. USU also ranks sixth in the conference and 83rd in the nation in passing ef-
ficiency defense (134.3), seventh in the MW and 71st nationally in sacks (1.90 pg), seventh in the
MW and 88th in the nation in fotal defense (413.6 ypg), seventh in the conference and 91st in the
nation in scoring defense (30.7 ppQ)., and seventh in the MW in rushing defense (199.4 ypg).

UTAH STATE’S DEFENSE RANKS FOURTH NATIONALLY IN TURNOVERS FORCED

» With its 20 turnovers thus far this year, which ranks fourth nationally, Utah State has now forced
130 turnovers in its last 71 games, including at least one turnover in 54 of its last 71 games. USU has
also recorded 63 interceptions in its last 58 games, including at least one pick in 31 of its last 58
games and multiple interceptions in 19 of its last 58 games. Overall, USU has forced three or more
turnovers in 15 of its last 46 games.

UTAH STATE SECOND IN THE NATION WITH ITS FOUR DEFENSIVE TOUCHDOWNS

» Utah State’s defense has scored four touchdowns this year to rank second in the nation, frailing
Texas (5) and tied with Duke (4) and Wisconsin (4). Senior CB Jalen Davis has scored three of those
touchdowns as he had a 30- and a 50-yard interception return against BYU, and a 25-yard intercep-
fion return against Idaho State, while freshman LB Maika Magalei returned a fumble 38 yards for a
score against San Jos State. Overall, USU has scored 15 defensive touchdowns in its last 55 games.

UTAH STATE RANKS SECOND IN THE NATION WITH ITS FOUR BLOCKED KICKS

» Utah State ranks second in the nation with four blocked kicks this year, trailing Hawai’i which has
blocked five, as the Aggies have blocked punts against Idaho State, Wake Forest, San Jos  State
and Colorado State, returning the one against CSU for a touchdown. USU’s four blocked punts
rank first in the nation. The school record for blocks is six set in 2012 (3 FGs, 2 punts, 1 PAT). Overall,
USU has blocked 14 kicks under head coach Matt Wells.

UTAH STATE RANKS FOURTH IN THE NATION IN KICKOFF RETURN DEFENSE

» Utah State ranks second in the Mountain West and fourth in the nation in kickoff return defense
(14.9 ypr), first in the conference and 15th in the nation in punt returns (13.0 ypr), sixth in the confer-
ence and 62nd in the nation in kickoff returns (21.3 ypr), and seventh in the MW and 82nd in the
nation in net punting (37.3 ypp).

DAVIS SECOND IN THE NATION WITH HIS FIVE INTERCEPTIONS

« Senior CB Jalen Davis ranks second in the nation with his five interceptions, while his 12 passes de-
fended (7 pass breakups, 5 interceptions) ranks second in the Mountain West and 19th in the nation
(1.3 passes defended per game). Davis also ranks first nationally with his three defensive touchdowns.

EBERLE LEADING THE NATION IN FIELD GOAL PERCENTAGE

» Sophomore PK Dominik Eberle leads the nation in field goal percentage (.933), ranks second in
the Mountain West and 25th in the nation in field goals made (1.56 pg), and is fifth in the MW and
46th in the nation in scoring (8.2 ppg).

OTHER AGGIES IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST AND NCAA RANKINGS

« Junior LB Louy Compton and junior QB DJ Nelson both rank first nationally with their two blocked kicks,
while Nelson also ranks tied for second in the Mountain West and tied for eighth in the nation with his one
punt return for a fouchdown. Redshirt freshman WR Jordan Nathan ranks second in the MW and 16thin
the nation in punt returns (12.1 ypr). Junior LB Suli Tamaivena ranks tied for second in the MW and tied
for ninth nationally with his two fumble recoveries, and fourth in the MW and 16th in the nation in tackles
(9.8 pg). Senior QB Kent Myers ranks third in the MW and 35th in the nation in completion percentage
(.632), sixth in the MW and 80th in the nation in completions (13.6 pg), seventh in the MW and 98th in the
nation in total offense (165.0 ypg), eighth in the MW and 90th in the nation in passing efficiency (121.2),
and eighth in the MW and 97th in the nation in passing yards (136.0 ypg). Sophomore NG Mohelika
Uasike ranks tied for fourth in the MW and tied for 47th nationally with his two forced fumbles. Junior
LB Chase Christiansen ranks tied for fourth in the MW and tied for 47th in the nation with his two forced
fumbles, and tied for 27th in the conference in tackles (6.0 pQ). Freshman WR Savon Scarver ranks fifth
in the MW and 51st in the nation in kickoff returns (22.2 ypr). Senior BS Dallin Leavitt ranks fied for fifth in
the MW and tied for 61st in the nation with his three interceptions (0.38 pg), tied for eighth in the MW in
passes defended (0.78 pQ), and tfied for 27th in the MW in tackles (6.0 pQ). Senior RB LaJuan Hunt ranks
tied for sixth in the conference and tied for 68th in the nation with his six rushing touchdowns. Junior WR
Ron’quavion Tarver ranks eighth in the MW and 73rd in the nation with his four receiving touchdowns.
Redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond ranks ninth in the MW in receptions (3.9 pg). Redshirt freshman QB
Jordan Love ranks ninth in the MW and 91st in the nation in passing efficiency (120.2), and 10th in the
MW in passing (108.6 ypQ). Junior BS Gaje Ferguson ranks 16th in the MW in tackles (7.1 pg). And, junior
P Aaron Dalton ranks fourth in the MW and 66th in the nation in punting (41.6 ypp).
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SCOUTING NEW MEXICO

* New Mexico is 3-5 on the season and 1-4 in Mountain West play following its 42-3 road
loss at Wyoming last weekend. The Lobos are led by redshirt freshman QB Tekava Tuiofi,
who is 37-of-77 passing for 491 yards (98.2 ypg) with three touchdowns and four intercep-
tions. Junior RB Tyrone Owens leads the team in rushing with 477 yards on 86 carries (5.5
ypc/59.6 ypg) with three touchdowns, and senior WR Chris Davis has caught 21 passes for
242 yards (11.5 ypr/30.2 ypg) with one touchdown. Defensively, senior S Jake Rothschiller
has a team-best 49 tackles, which includes 2.0 sacks and 6.0 tackles for loss, while senior
S Jacob Girgle has 44 tackles, which includes 1.0 tackles for loss. As a team, New Mexico
is averaging 22.4 points and 387.4 yards of total offense per game (234.5 rushing, 152.9
passing) and allowing 28.8 points and 371.8 yards of total offense (233.1 passing, 138.6
rushing). New Mexico returns nine starters (O-6, D-3) and 34 lettermen (O-16, D-16, S-2)
from last year’'s team that went 9-4 overall and 6-2 in Mountain West play to finish tied for
first in the Mountain Division. UNM finished its season with a 23-20 win against UTSA in the
Gildan New Mexico Bowl. Bob Davie is 30-41 in six seasons as New Mexico’s head coach
and 65-66 in 11 seasons as a collegiate head coach.

AGGIES AND LOBOS SERIES HISTORY

» Utah State trails in the all-time series against New Mexico, 13-10, which includes a 4-9
road record. The first game played in the series was on Dec. 1, 1951, in Albuquerque with
UNM winning 17-13. New Mexico has won the last two meetings in the series with a 24-
21 road win in 2016 and a 14-13 home win in 2015. Prior to that, USU won back-to-back
games in the series with a 28-21 home win in 2014 and a 45-10 road win in 2013.

UTAH STATE AND NEW MEXICO AS CONFERENCE FOES

» Utah State and New Mexico have spent 16 years as league foes as both schools were
members of the Skyline Conference from 1951 to 1961, along with its current membership
in the Mountain West. The Lobos have been members of the Mountain West since its in-
ception in 1999, while USU joined the league prior to the 2013 season.

UTAH STATE VS. NEW MEXICO SERIES 14TH-MOST PLAYED IN SCHOOL HISTORY
» Utah State and New Mexico will be meeting for the 24th time this weekend in what is the
14th-most played series in school history.

WELLS VERSUS NEW MEXICO
* Matt Wells is 2-2 all-time against New Mexico as Utah State’s head coach and has never
faced the Lobos as an assistant coach.

UTAH STATE VERSUS THE STATE OF NEW MEXICO
» Utah State is 40-20 (.667) all-time against Division | teams from the state of New Mexico
with a 30-7 record against New Mexico State and a 10-13 record versus New Mexico.

UTAH STATE CONNECTIONS WITH NEW MEXICO

« Utah State head coach Matt Wells spent three years (2007-08, 2010) as an assistant
coach at New Mexico as he was the wide receivers coach and recruiting coordinator in
2007 and 2008, and the wide receivers and kickoff return coach in 2010. During the 2007
season, Wells helped guide the Lobos to a 9-4 record, including tying for third place in
the Mountain West with a 5-3 mark, followed by a 23-0 win against Nevada in the New
Mexico Bowl. In 2010, Wells coordinated a UNM kickoff return unit that finished 27th in the
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) with a 23.5 yards per return average. The kickoff return unit
established six school records, while tying one. Under Wells’ tutelage, his kickoff return
units broke or tied 16 school records, as well as breaking or tying four NCAA Football Bowl
Subdivision (FBS) records. In his first coaching stint at New Mexico, Wells coached a pair of
first-team all-Mountain West receivers in Travis Brown and Marcus Smith in 2007. Smith led
the MW in receiving, setting a school record with 91 receptions for 1,125 yards and four
touchdowns, while Brown tallied 76 catches for 1,031 yards with six scores. It was the first
fime in New Mexico history that two different receivers had 1,000 receiving yards in the
same season. Smith was a fourth-round draft pick of the Baltimore Ravens in 2008.

MORE UTAH STATE CONNECTIONS WITH NEW MEXICO

» Utah State special teams coordinator/running backs coach Mark Tommerdahl was the
special teams coordinator and tight ends coach at New Mexico in 1997. New Mexico
defensive line coach Stan Eggen was the inside linebackers coach and recruiting coordi-
nator at Utah State from 1986-90. Eggen also coached with Tommmerdahl at New Mexico
in 1997, at TCU from 1998-2000, at Alabama from 2001-02, at Texas A&M from 2003-07,
and at Louisiana Tech from 2009-12. New Mexico offensive coordinator/wide receivers
coach Bob DeBesse coached with Tommmerdahl as Texas A&M in 2006-07. New Mexico
safeties coach Jordan Peterson played defensive back at Texas A&M during the 2006-07
seasons, when Tommerdahl was an assistant coach for the Aggies. New Mexico’s Director
of Recruiting, Vince Natali, spent the 2012 season at Utah State as an offensive graduate
assistant.

Senior CB Jalen Davis has 11 tackles and
one pass breakup, to go along with one kickoff return for 20 yards, in two games. Senior TE
Damion Hobbs has 70 yards rushing on nine carries (7.8 ypc) in two games. Junior P Aaron
Dalton has 10 punts for 413 yards (41.3 ypp), including a long of 63, and five downed inside
the 20-yard line in fwo games. Junior RB Justen Hervey has one carry for minus five yards in
two games. Junior BS Aaron Wade has one tackle in two games.

« Utah State outside receivers coach Jovon Bouknight played against New Mexico from
2002-05 at Wyoming and had 23 catches for 312 yards, including nine receptions for 128
yards as a junior, and five receptions for 106 yards as a senior. USU offensive administrative
assistant Naufahu Tahi played against New Mexico as a junior in 2004 for BYU and had five
carries for 24 yards and a touchdown, and three receptions for 19 yards. USU Assistant AD
for Football Operations Wagqa Damuni played against New Mexico in 1997 and 1998 at
USU as a tight end, but did not record any stats.

AGGIES IN OVERTIME

» Utah State is 6-5 all-time in overtime, winning three of its last four. All-time, USU is 4-2 in
single-overtime games, 2-2 in double-overtime games, and 0-1 in triple-overtime games.
USU’s last overtime game was a 21-14 loss at Arkansas State on Sept. 20, 2014,

DID YOU KNOW?

« Of Utah State’s seven Mountain West losses in 2016, five were by a combined 29 points
(5.8 ppg) as USU lost at home to Air Force by seven points (27-20), at No. 24 Boise State
by 11 points (21-10), at Colorado State by seven points (31-24), to New Mexico by three
points (24-21), and at Nevada by one point (38-37). Furthermore, USU surrendered three
double-digit leads in the second half of the 2016 season at Colorado State (14 points),
against New Mexico at home (15 points), and at Nevada (13 points), not to mention a
seven-point second-quarter lead at home against Air Force.

/Il SERIES NOTABLES BETWEEN UTAH STATE AND NEW MEXICO ///

The following are series notables between Utah State and New Mexico dating back to 1997 and
encompassing the last eight meetfings.

+ Utah State has held New Mexico to less than 30 points in each of the last four meetings and in
20 games in series history. USU has been held to less than 30 points in each of the last three meet-
ings and in 17 games in series history.

» Each of the last three games in the series has been decided by one score and by a total of
11 points as neither team has scored 30 points. Overall, 11 of the previous 23 games (.478) in the
series has been decided by one score.

« Six of Utah State’s last eight wins in the series have been by double digits, while five of New
Mexico’s last seven wins have been by single digits.

* New Mexico has conftrolled the time of possession in each of the last seven meetings.

» New Mexico has rushed for more yards in six of the previous eight meetings, while Utah State
has passed for more yards in six of the last eight meetings.

* The team with the most rushing yards has won seven of the last eight meetings, with the only
exception being Utah State’s win in 2002.

* The team with fewer turnovers has won six of the last eight meetings, and there have been
fewer then three turnovers by both tfeams in six of the last eight meetings.

* In the last eight meetings, Utah State is 2-2 when scoring first and leading at the half, while New
Mexico is 3-1 when scoring first and 2-1 when leading at the hallf.

* The team that scores first and leads at the half has won four of the last five games.

* New Mexico has had four 100-yard receivers and three 100-yard rushers in the past eight meet-
ings, but no 300-yard passers, while Utah State has had two 100-yard rushers and one 100-yard
receiver in the last eight meetings, to go along with two 300-yard passers

* In 23 previous meetings with New Mexico, Utah State has had seven 100-yard rushers, one 100-
yard receiver and two 300-yard passers.

* There have been four shutouts in series history, three by Utah State’s defense and one by New

Mexico’s defense. USU has also held UNM to less than 10 points six times and is 6-0 in those games.

UTAH STATE VERSUS THE MOUNTAIN WEST

» Utah State is 148-178-8 (.455) all-time against current members of the Mountain West with
a 38-26-4 record vs. Wyoming, a 33-39-2 record vs. Colorado State, a 16-7 record vs. UNLV,
a 17-20-1 record vs. San Jos State, a 12-17-1 record vs. Fresno State, a 10-13 record vs.
New Mexico, an 8-6 record vs. Hawai'i, a 6-18 record vs. Nevada, a 5-17 record vs. Boise
State, a 2-3 record vs. Air Force, and a 1-12 record vs. San Diego State.

UTAH STATE ENTERING FIFTH SEASON IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST

» Utah State is entering its fifth year as a member of the Mountain West and has been a
Division I-A/Bowl Championship Series football playing school in each of its 119 seasons of
competition. USU joined the Mountain States/Skyline Conference in 1938 until 1961. USU
then played as a football independent from 1962-77 when the Aggies became members
of the Pacific Coast Athletic Association in 1978. The PCAA changed its name to the Big
West Conference in 1988. Following the 2000 season, when the Big West no longer spon-
sored football, USU spent two years as an independent (2001-02) and two years in the
Sun Belt Conference (2003-04), before joining the Western Athletic Conference for eight
seasons from 2005-12.

DID YOU KNOW?

» All five of Utah State’s starting offensive linemen — OC Quin Ficklin, RT Sean Taylor, LG
Moroni Iniguez, RG Rob Castaneda, LT Roman Andrus — played in their first career games
at USU in the first three weeks of the season. In fact, Taylor is the only member of this
group who was on the team last year, as he redshirted. This is the first time in school history
that it has started five offensive linemen who had never played a game at USU, minus
the Aggies’ first-ever tfeam in 1892. Furthermore, Andrus and Ficklin did not even play of-
fensive line at their previous schools, as Andrus was a defensive end at Snow (Utah) JC

and Ficklin was a fullback at BYU.

* Despite trailing in the all-time series with New
Mexico, 13-10, Utah State has out-scored the Lobos
by 57 points (478-421).

» Utah State’s 39-36 loss at New Mexico in 1998 is its
only friple-overtime game in school history and the
Aggies have never played in an overtime game
that went longer than three periods. In fact, USU
has played just 11 overtime games in school history
and two have been against New Mexico as the
Aggies posted a 45-44 overtime home win against
UNM in 2002.

* New Mexico is Utah State’s only opponent that it
has played multiple overtime games against.

« Utah State’s eight forced tfurnovers vs. New
Mexico in 1961 is tied for the most in school history,
along with the eight turnovers it forced against Boi-
se State in 2015 and Idaho in 1971 and 1969. USU’s
seven recovered fumbles against UNM in 1961 is a
school record.

» Utah State allowed just two first downs against
New Mexico in 1953, which is tied for the school
record, also doing so against Idaho in 1961.

» Utah State’s 470 rushing yards against New Mex-
ico in 1960 are the second-most in school history,
while its 337 rushing yards against UNM in 2013 rank
as the 24th-most.

» Utah State allowed New Mexico zero passing
yards and no completions in 1954, both of which
are tied for single-game school records.

* Jose Fuentes’ 80-yard pass to Kevin Curtis against
New Mexico in 2002 ranks tied for the 16th-longest
pass play in school history, while Travis Cox’s 79-yard
pass to Barry Tolli against UNM in 2003 ranks tied for
the 21st-longest pass play in school history.

* Brad Bohn set a then-school record for points
scored by a kicker with 18 against New Mexico in
1998, a record that was broken by Dominik Eberle
this season with 19 points at San Jos State. Bohn
also tied the school record for field goals made
and attempted in that game against the Lobos as
he was 5-of-5 on field goals (37, 23, 23, 41, 33) and
3-for-3 on extra points.

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Junior @B Kent Myers (2) was 21-of-27 passing for 263 yards with one touchdown and one interception
in Utah State’s 24-21 home loss to New Mexico. Myers also carried the ball four times for 18 yards.

LOGAN, Utah - New Mexico’s Jason Sanders kicked three field goals, including the
game-winner from 40 yards out with 1:06 to go, to give the Lobos a 24-21 victory against
Utah State on Saturday, Nov. 12, 2016, on Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium.

Sanders’ third field goal of the night capped an 11-play, 76-yard drive that began
inside the Lobos’ 1-yard line after a goal-line stand by the New Mexico defense.

With the win, the Lobos (7-3, 5-1 Mountain West) won their fifth straight game. The Ag-
gies dropped to 3-7 overall and 1-6 in league play.

Junior QB Kent Myers was 21-0f-27 passing for 263 yards with one touchdown and
one interception. Midway through the fourth quarter, his 41-yard pass to sophomore WR
Ron’quavion Tarver gave the Aggies a first-and-goal at the Lobos’ 9-yard line with the
game tied at 21-all. A 7-yard run by redshirt freshman WR Gerold Bright gave Utah State
a second-and-goal at the 2. Consecutive runs by junior RB Tonny Lindsey, Jr. moved the
ball down to the 1, where the Aggies elected to go for it. Lindsey’s number was called
again, but New Mexico LB Dakota Cox made the touchdown-saving tackle inside the 1.

On the ensuing possession, the Lobos drove to the Aggies’ 23-yard line, where Sanders
made good from 40 yards out for the winning score.

It looked asif Utah State was going to answer on the very next possession, driving down
to the New Mexico 19-yard line, where the Aggies faced first-and-10. USU appeared to
have scored the go-ahead touchdown as Myers found Tarver in the left corner of the
end zone, but an offensive pass interference penalty negated the score.

With the ball pushed back to the 34, Myers ran for 9 yards and Utah State tried to rush
its field-goal unit team onto the field, but time ran out before the Aggies could try a
game-tying field goal.

Tarver finished with six catches for 84 yards — both game highs — and a touchdown.
Ten different Aggies caught at least one pass, including senior TE Wyatt Houston, who has
now caught a pass in 16 straight games.

Defensively, Utah State limited the top rushing feam in the nation to 249 yards — almost
110 yards below the Lobos’ season average of 358.8. Senior LB Anthony Williams fied his
career high with 13 tackles, including 1.0 tackles for loss, while redshirt sophomore BS Gaje
Ferguson added a career-best 11 stops.

The Aggies opened up a 21-6 lead with 12:35 to go in the third quarter following a
4-yard touchdown run by Lindsey, who finished with 26 yards rushing and two scores on
12 carries. However, UNM scored the final 18 points to spoil USU’s Senior Night.

For the first time since the season opener against Weber State, Utah State scored
touchdowns on its first two drives of the game.

Lindsey gave the Aggies a 7-0 lead with a 13-yard touchdown run with 5:56 left in the
first quarter. Just over three minutes
later, Myershooked up with Tarverfor
a 22-yard touchdown pass, making
it 14-0.

Sanders booted a pair of second-
quarter field goals from 36 and 37
yards out, respectively, to pare the
deficit to 14-6 by halffime.

The Lobos dominated the time
of possession in the opening half as
they controlled the ballformore than %
21 minutes. Despite that, the Aggies -
kept the visitors out of the end zone,
marking the first time since Game 4 of |
the 2015 campaign that New Mexico
has not scored a fouchdown during
the first 30 minutes of play.

Sophomore QB Kent Myers (2) was 13-of-24 passing for 213 yards with one fouchdown in Utah State’s
14-13 loss at New Mexico. Myers also rushed for five yards on 10 carries against the Lobos.

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. - Sophomore QB Kent Myers was 13-0f-24 passing for 213 yards
and a touchdown, but missed opportunities proved to be Utah State’s undoingin a 14-13
loss at New Mexico on Saturday, Nov. 7, 2015.

The Aggies (56-4, 4-2 Mountain West) had a golden opportunity to possibly win the
game at the end, but junior PK Brock Warren’s 41-yard field goal attempt was wide right
with less than a minute remaining in the fourth quarter. Earlier in the fourth, he had hit a
career-long 41-yarder to pull Utah State within 14-13.

LobosQB LamarJordan was 2-of-5 passing for97 yards, including an 86-yard touchdown
pass to Delane Hart-Johnson that gave New Mexico (5-4, 3-2) a 7-0 lead in the second
quarter.

The Aggies lost two fumbles that the Lobos turned into seven points. Utah State also
turned it over on downs two out of the first three times it touched the ball. On the game’s
opening possession, the Aggies had it second-and-goal from the New Mexico 2-yard line,
but managed to gain just one yard as Myers threw an incomplete pass on fourth down.

A penalty with less than five minutes remaining in the game also proved costly for Utah
State. Myers hit sophomore RB LaJuan Hunt out of the backfield on a screen pass that
turned it into a 61-yard gain. However, the play was nullified due to a holding call on the
Aggies, who eventually had to punt the ball away.

Hunt did finish with two catches for 67 yards, including a career-best 63-yard reception
on a first-quarter screen. Senior WR Hunter Sharp had five catches for 38 yards for Utah
State, which was held to 294 yards of offense, including a season-low 78 yards rushing.

Defensively, Utah State limited New Mexico to only 236 yards of offense and 10 first
downs, both season-lows for the Lobos. Junior LB Nick Vigil had nine tackles, including
1.0 tackles for loss, to lead the Aggies, who had won two straight against UNM.

Playing in his first game back since suffering a knee injury against Boise State three
games earlier, senior NG David Moala recorded two tackles for loss, a sack and a forced
fumble on back-to-back playsin the second quarter. Moala finished with five total tackles,
to go along with his first career pass breakup.

Following a scoreless first quarter, New Mexico cracked the scoreboard on the 86-yard
touchdown pass from Jordan to Hart-Johnson. It was the longest play from scrimmage
allowed by the Aggies since a 92-yard touchdown run by Oklahoma in 2007. Utah State
answered back on its ensuing possession courtesy of a 25-yard field goal by Warren.

The second half started promisingly for the Aggies as the defense forced the Lobos to
go three-and-out on their first pos-
session. However, junior WR Andrew
Rodriguez fumbled the ensuing punt
return and New Mexico recovered it
at the USU 3-yard line.

One play later, the Lobos cashed
in on the turnover when Richard Mc-
Quarley scored on a run right up the
middle to give the hosts a 14-3 lead
with 13:20 left in the third.

Utah State pulled within 14-10
with 5:55 remaining in the third when
Rodriguez made a spectacular div-
ing 24-yard touchdown catch in the
end zone. It was the first touchdown
reception of his career.

Following aninterception by junior

Redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love completed 17-0f-32 passes for 168 yards and one
touchdown, while senior RB LaJuan Hunt rushed for 31 yards and another score for Utah
State (4-5, 2-3 Mountain West).

Boise State (6-2, 4-0) held the Aggies fo just 279 yards of total offense — 186 through the
air and 93 on the ground.

Redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond led Utah State with five receptions for 30 yards.
Junior WR Ron’quavion Tarver added three catches for 77 yards, including a 2-yard
touchdown pass from Love that pulled the Aggies to within 14-7 with less than a minute
left in the first quarter. Redshirt freshman WR Jordan Nathan added two receptions for 45
yards, while six other Aggies caught at least one pass.

Boise State QB Brett Rypien completed 19-0f-27 passes for 260 yards and three touch-
downs. His backup, Montell Cozart, was 5-of-7 for 110 yards and two more scores for the
Broncos, who finished with 533 total yards.

State in 1996.

» Love’s touchdown passes of 70 and 75 yards marked the

first time since 2012 that the Aggies had multiple scoring plays from 70-plus yards, doing so
against New Mexico State that season. Furthermore, Love is the first Aggie to have three
touchdown passes of 70-plus yards in a season since Darrel Garretson in 2014.

» Thus farin 2017, Love is one of just three quarterbacks at the Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS)
level to have at least three touchdown passes of 70-plus yards, joining Baylor’s Zach Smith,
who has five, and Mississippi’s Shea Patterson, who has four.

UTAH STATE RANKS THIRD IN THE NATION IN FIRST-TIME STARTERS

 During the first nine weeks of the 2017 season, Utah State has had 23 first-time starters, which
ranks tied for third in the nation behind lllinois (27) and Baylor (25), and tied with Ball State (23).
USU had 12 players make their first career at No. 9 Wisconsin in senior TE Damion Hobbs, junior
OL Roman Andrus, junior OL Rob Castaneda, junior OL Quin Ficklin, redshirt junior OL Sean Taylor,
junior LB Suli Tamaivena, junior NG Gasetoto Schuster, junior BS Aaron Wade, sophomore OL
Moroni Iniguez, sophomore DE Jacoby Wildman, redshirt freshman DE Ritisoni Fata and redshirt
freshman WR Jordan Nathan. USU then had four more players get their first career start against
Idaho State in junior DE Adewale Adeoye, redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond, sophomore
LB Dalton Baker and redshirt freshman CB Ja’Marcus Ingram. Two more Aggies made their first
career start at San Jos  State in junior RB Eltoro Allen and freshman LB Maika Magalei. Redshirt
freshman OL Demytrick Ali'ifua made his first career start against Colorado State. Sophomore
NG Christopher ‘Unga made his first career start against Wyoming. Redshirt freshman QB Jordan
Love made his first career start at UNLV. And sophomore DE Devon Anderson and redshirt fresh-
man DE Logan Lee both made their first career starts against Boise State.

DAVIS NAMED CBSSPORTS.COM NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK

» Utah State senior CB Jalen Davis was named CBSSports.com’s National Player of the Week
and the Mountain West’s Defensive Player of the Week on Oct. 2, 2017, following his perfor-
mance in Utah State’s 40-24 home win against BYU. Against the Cougars, Davis intercepted
a career-high three passes and returned two of them for fouchdowns from 30 and 50 yards,
respectively. Davis also had a season-high five tackles, to go along with one pass breakup.
Davis was also named the MW Defensive Player of the Week by College Sports Madness.
For Davis, it is his first career Player of the Week honor from the conference.

* Those three interceptions for Davis are tied with New Mexico State’s Shamad Lomax for
the most in a game at the FBS level this year, and tied for a Mountain West record as it is
the 11th time in conference history a player has had three picks in a game. The last time an
FBS player had more than three interceptions in a game was in 2006 when Middle Tennes-
see’s Damon Nickson had four picks against Louisiana-Lafayette. Furthermore, Davis’ three
interceptions are the second-most in a game in school history, trailing Henry King, who had
four picks against Pacific in 1966.

» Davis’ two interception returns for touchdowns are a single-game school record and the
most at the FBS level this season, and tied with four other players for the most in Mountain
West history. In fact, it is just the 18th time in conference history that a team has had two
interceptions returned for a touchdown in a game.

* Davisis the first FBS player to have three interceptions and return two of them for fouchdowns
since 2012, when Fresno State’s Phillip Thomas accomplished the feat against Colorado.

Nelson,
who is playing on special teams for the first time this season, also blocked a punt at Wake
Forest. Overall, Nelson leads the nation with his two blocked punts, along with junior LB and
teammate Louy Compton.
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UTAH STATE COACHING CHANGES FOR 2017

« Utah State’s coaching staff had two changes during the offseason as fifth-year head
coach Matt Wells hired David Yost as the offensive coordinator working with the quar-
terbacks, and Mark Tommerdahl as the special teams coordinator and running backs
coach. Coaches who left the USU program following the 2016 season include assistant
head coach/running backs/tight ends coach Mike Canales, who went to Tennessee, and
linebackers coach David Kotulski, who went to Mercyhurst University.

UTAH STATE THE ONLY PROGRAM WITH NEW OFFENSIVE COORDINATORS
FOUR YEARS IN A ROW WITH SAME HEAD COACH

» Utah State is the only FBS program to have a new offensive coordinator in each of the
past four seasons under the same head coach. In 2014, Kevin McGiven was the offensive
coordinator. In 2015, Josh Heupel was the offensive coordinator. In 2016, Jovon Bouknight
and Luke Wells were co-offensive coordinators. And in 2017, David Yost is the offensive
coordinator. Kansas has had a new offensive coordinator in each of the past five seasons
under different head coaches and Pittsburgh has had new offensive coordinators in each
of the last four seasons under different head coaches.

WELLS’ 32 WINS FOURTH-MOST IN SCHOOL HISTORY

* Utah State head coach Matt Wells’ 32 wins rank as the fourth-most all-time in school his-
tory, while his 51.6 winning percentage (32-30) ranks seventh all-time with a minimum of 15
games coached.

MORE ON UTAH STATE’S HEAD COACH MATT WELLS

» Utah State head coach Matt Wells is in his fifth season in charge of the Aggie football
program and is the longest tenured head coach since Mick Dennehy (2000-04) also spent
five years at USU. In fact, Wells is tied with Dennehy and George P. Campbell (1902-06) as
the sixth-longest tenured head coaches in 120 seasons of Utah State football.

* Matt Wells coached in his third bowl game in 2015 to set the school record for most bowl
games by a head coach. E. Lowell ‘Dick’ Romney (1946, 1947), John Ralston (1960, 1961)
and Gary Andersen (2011, 2012) all coached the Aggies in two bowl games, while Charlie
Weatherbie (1993) and John L. Smith (1997) each coached one bowl game at USU.

* Matt Wells, the 2013 Mountain West Coach of the Year, is one of just 21 coaches to lead
his alma mater. He is also just the second Utah State graduate to be appointed its head
football coach, joining Chris Pella, who graduated from USU in 1965 and coached the Ag-
gies from 1983-85.

WELLS ONE OF 21 FBS HEAD COACHES AT ALMA MATER

» Utah State head coach Matt Wells is one of the 21 current FBS head coaches who are the
head coaches at their alma mater, joining John Bonamego (Central Michigan), Troy Calhoun
(Air Force), Paul Chryst (Wisconsin), Pat Fitzgerald (Northwestern), Mike Gundy (Oklahoma
State), Jim Harbaugh (Michigan), Bryan Harsin (Boise State), Paul Haynes (Kent State), Kiiff
Kingsbury (Texas Tech), Sean Kugler (UTEP), Tim Lester (Western Michigan), Mike Neu (Ball
State), Barry Odum (Missouri), Mark Richt (Miami), Nick Rolovich (Hawai’i), Scott Satterfield
(Appalachian State), David Shaw (Stanford), Kalani Sitake (BYU), Kirby Smart (Georiga) and
Jeff Tedford (Fresno State).

* Of the 21 head coaches listed above who are currently at their alma mater, the Mountain
West leads all conferences with five.

DID YOU KNOW?

» Utah State head coach Matt Wells is the first Aggie coach to win multiple games against
BYU since Bruce Snyder (1976-82) posted wins against the Cougarsin 1978 and 1982, which
is a span of 10 head coaches.

» Utah State entered the 2017 season with 14 returning starters from last year with six on
offense and eight on defense. Despite those high numbers, USU only started five of those 14
playersin its season opener at No. 9 Wisconsin, which is the lowest numberin the nation at
the FBS level. Those five returning starters from last season who started the season-opener
this year were senior CB Jalen Davis, senior BS Dallin Leavitt, senior QB Kent Myers, junior
BS Gaje Ferguson and junior WR Ron’quavion Tarver.

« Utah State entered the 2017 season with 18 seniors on its roster, but only seven of those
18 players started the season opener at No. 9 Wisconsin in WR Jaren Colston-Green, CB
Jalen Davis, TE Damion Hobbs, RB LaJuan Hunt, BS Dallin Leavitt, QB Kent Myers and DE
lan Togiai. In fact, only 14 of the 18 seniors on USU’s 2017 roster played in its game against
the Badgers as those other seven players were CB Wesley Bailey, WR Alex Byers, LB Alex
Huerta, OL Jarom loane, RB Tonny Lindsey Jr., LS Emmett Odegard and WR Braelon Roberts.

A FINAL LOOK AT UTAH STATE IN 2016
« Utah State ended its 2016 season with a 3-9 record and finished sixth in the Mountain
Division of the Mountain West with a 1-7 record. Offensively, USU was led by junior QB Kent
Myers, who was 211-0f-361 (.584) passing for 2,389 yards (199.1 ypg) with 10 fouchdowns
and eight interceptions. Junior RB Tonny Lindsey Jr. led the team in rushing with 763 yards
on 148 carries (5.2 ypc / 63.6 ypQ) with six touchdowns, while sophomore WR Ron’quavion
Tarver had a team-best 46 receptions for 602 yards (13.1 ypr / 50.2 ypg) with three touch-
downs. Defensively, redshirt senior LB Anthony Williams led the team with 96 tackles, which
included 2.0 sacks and 6.5 tackles for loss, while senior LB Brock Carmen had 64 tackles,
which included 3.0 sacks and 6.0 tackles forloss. As a team, Utah State averaged 23.9 points
and 376.2 yards of total offense (205.8 passing, 170.5 rushing), and allowed 29.3 points and
379.8 yards of total offense (203.3 rushing, 176.5 passing).

UTAH STATE STREAKS THAT ENDED IN 2016

» Utah State had several streaks that ended during the 2016 season, including missing out
on a bowl game for the first time since the 2010 campaign. From 2011 to 2015, USU played
in a school-record five-straight bowl games, winning three. USU had also won at least six
games in each of its previous five seasons, which was tied with the 1971-75 teams for the
longest streak in school history. And finally, USU had won at least five conference games in
each of its previous five seasons, which was a school record.

UTAH STATE HAS NINE BOWL TEAMS ON ITS 2017 SCHEDULE

» Utah State’s 2017 schedule features nine teams who played in bowl games a year ago as
Wisconsin played in the Cotton Bowl (W, 24-16 vs. Western Michigan); Wake Forest played
in the Military Bowl (W, 34-26 vs. Tempile); BYU played in the San Diego County Credit Union
Poinsettia Bowl (W, 24-21 vs. Wyoming); Colorado State played in the Famous Idaho Potato
Bowl (L, 61-50 vs. Idaho); Wyoming played in the San Diego County Credit Union Poinset-
fia Bowl (L, 24-21 vs. BYU); Boise State played in the Cactus Bowl (L, 31-12 vs. Baylor); New
Mexico played in the Gildan New Mexico Bowl (W, 23-20 vs. UTSA); Hawai'i played in the
Hawaii Bowl (W, 52-35 vs. Middle Tennessee); and Air Force played in the NOVA Home
Loans Arizona Bowl (W, 45-21 vs. South Alabama).

In
Cincinnati’s 24-23 win against the Indianapolis Colts, Vigil started at linebacker and had four
tackles, three of which were solo, including 1.0 tackles for loss. Vigial also had a pass defended
while playing in all 74 defensive snaps and contributing on nine special teams snaps. Vigil's four
passes defended on the year are tied for third in the league among linebackers.

» Zach Vigil (LB - Buffalo Bills) - Vigil is in his first year with the Bills and third year in the NFL. He is
currently on the practice squad.

* Bobby Wagner (LB - Seattle Seahawks) - Wagner isin his sixth yearin the NFL with the Seahawks.
In Seattle’s 41-38 win against the Houston Texans, Wagner started at linebacker and had 12
tackles, eight of which were solo, including 0.5 tackles for loss. Wagner played in all 71 defensive
snaps and saw action in six special teams plays.

» Kerwynn Williams (RB - Arizona Cardinals) - Williams is in his fourth year with the Cardinals and
his fifth year in the NFL. The Cardinals had a bye in week eight.

» Utah State’s football tfeam earned recognition from the American Football Coaches Asso-
ciation (AFCA) in 2016 as it was one of 78 institutions to receive the Academic Achievement
Award for graduating 75 percent or more of their student-athletes. Overall, it is the third con-
secutive year that USU’s football program has been recognized by the AFCA.

» USU has a Graduation Success Rate (GSR) of 87 percent to rank first in the Mountain West. The
Aggies also rank first among the other football programs in the Beehive State, ahead of Utah
(78). Weber State (69), Southern Utah (61) and BYU (48).

» Utah State had 19 football players earn academic all-conference honors in 2016.

» Over the past eight seasons, USU has had 166 players earn academic all-league honors and
156 players have graduated from Utah State.

» Entering the 2017 season, Utah State has one player on its roster who has already received a
degree in junior WR Zach Van Leeuwen (family, consumer and human development).

* Matt Wells has wasted little time putting his stamp on the Aggie football pro-
gram in his first five seasons as head coach, as USU is 32-30, including a 21-16
Mountain West record. USU also played in its fifth-straight bowl game in 2015.

* In his five years as head coach, Wells has led Utah State to three wins against
top 25 opponents, one more than USU had overall prior to his tenure.

» During the 2015 season, Wells mentored 12 players who earned all-Mountain
West honors, which were the third-most in the conference. Wells also coached
Kyler Fackrell, who was named a fourth-team All-American by Phil Steele.

* Wells coached three players who participated in the 2016 NFL Combine in
Fackrell, Hunter Sharp and Nick Vigil, while 10 players from the 2015 roster were
invited to NFL camps, including Vigil (Cincinnati Bengals) and Fackrell (Green
Bay Packers), who were both selected in the third round of the 2016 NFL Draft.

* Wells led Utah State fo 10 wins in 2014 o rank as the second-most in school
history behind the 2012 team that finished with an 11-2 record, including its third-
straight bowl win with a 21-6 victory against UTEP in the Gildan New Mexico Bowl.

» During the 2014 season, Wells mentored 15 players who earned 16 all-Mountain
West honors, which were the most in the league and tied for the third-most in
school history. Wells also coached two All-Americans as Zach Vigil was named a
second-team All-American by USA Today Sports, while Jalen Davis was named
a True Freshman All-American by 247S5ports. Vigil was also named the Mountain
West Defensive Player of the Year.

* Wells was named the 2013 Mountain West Coach of the Year as he set the
school record for wins by a first-year head coach as the Aggies went 9-5.

» Wells led Utah State to the inaugural Mountain West Championship game after
winning the Mountain Division with a 7-1 record in 2013. He also led USU to just its
third-ever bowl victory as it posted a 21-14 win against No. 24 Northern lllinois in
the 2013 San Diego County Credit Union Poinsettia Bowl.

» During his first year as USU’s head coach, Wells mentored 14 Aggies who
earned various all-Mountain West honors, including three All-Americans as Ty-
ler Larsen was named a second-team All-American by USA Today Sports, Nevin
Lawson was named a third-team All-American by College Sports Madness, and
Kyler Fackrell was named an honorable mention Sophomore All-American by
College Football News.

» Wells coached a school-record four players who participated in the 2014 NFL
Combine in Larsen, Lawson, Maurice Alexander and D.J. Tialavea, while 11 play-
ers from the 2013 roster were invited to NFL camps, including Alexander (Los

Angeles Rams) and Lawson (Detroit Lions), who were both selected in the fourth |

round of the 2014 NFL Draft.

» Overall, Wells is the second USU coach and fifth in school history to garner
conference coach of the year honors along with Bruce Snyder (1978), Chuck
Shelton (1991), John L. Smith (1997) and Gary Andersen (2012). Wells is also the
fourth individual to earn MW Coach of the Year honors in his first season, along
with BYU’s Gary Crowton (2001), Utah’s Urban Meyer (2003) and Air Force's Troy
Calhoun (2007).

* Wells is one of just 19 FBS coaches to lead his alma mater and is just the second
Utah State graduate to be appointed its head football coach, joining Chris Pella,
who graduated from USU in 1965 and coached the Aggies from 1983-85.

« Prior to being named the head coach at his alma mater, Wells spent the pre-

vious two seasons as an assistant at Utah State, including serving as the team’s |/

offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach in 2012. In 2011, Wells coached
USU’s quarterbacks and was the team’s recruiting coordinator.

 During his six years at Utah State, Wells has been part of a USU program that
played in five straight bowl games for the first time in school history, and won
three-straight bowl games for the first time ever.

» As offensive coordinator in 2012, Utah State concluded its most successful sea-
son in program history with a school-best 11-2 record. USU also won its first out-
right conference championship since 1936.

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Senior @B Kent Myers (2) was 25-of-41 passing for 219 yards and three interceptions in Utah State’s
season-opening 59-10 loss at No. 9 Wisconsin. Myers also rushed for eight yards on five carries.

MADISON, Wis. - Utah State scored the first 10 points of the game against Wisconsin,
but the ninth-ranked Badgers overcame the early deficit and beat the Aggies 59-10 in
the season opener for both teams on Friday, Sept. 1, 2017, in front of 75,324 fans at Camp
Randall Stadium.

Senior RB LadJuan Hunt rushed for 27 yards on seven carries and scored on a 12-yard
touchdown run with 3:47 remaining in the first quarter to give Utah State (0-1, 0-0 Mountain
West) its 10-0 lead.

The eighth rushing touchdown of Hunt's career came after a fumble by Wisconsin QB
Alex Hornibrook. Utah State junior LB Suli Tamaivena recovered it and returned it 13 yards
down to the Badgers’ 16-yard line. Just fwo plays later, Hunt was in the end zone.

Utah State finished with 304 yards of total offense. Senior QB Kent Myers was 25-of-41 for
219 yards, to go along with three interceptions. Hunt led the Aggies with four receptions
for 14 yards, while redshirt freshman WR Jordan Nathan and sophomore WR Gerold Bright
each had three catches for 23 yards apiece. Senior RB Tonny Lindsey Jr. led Utah State
with 119 all-purpose yards as he rushed for 28 yards on six carries, to go along with two
receptions for 16 yards, and four kickoff returns for 75 yards. Overall, 12 different Aggies
caught at least one pass in the game.

Defensively, Tamaivena and senior BS Dallin Leavitt led the Aggies as both tallied seven
tackles. Leavitt also added two pass breakups to go along with 0.5 tackles for loss. Senior
CB Jalen Davis, junior LB Louy Compton and freshman LB Maika Magalei each notched
a sack as part of Utah State’s five tackles for loss. Compton also had a fumble recovery
that was forced by sophomore NG Mohelika Uasike in the third quarter. Sophomore LB
Mason Tobeck and junior BS Gaje Ferguson both added six stops in the game, as Tobeck
also had atackle forloss. Redshirt freshman LB David Woodward recorded the othertackle
for loss for the Aggies.

Hornibrook was 15-0f-23 for 244 yards and three touchdowns as the Badgers (1-0, 0-0
Big Ten) finished with 478 yards of total offense.

Sophomore PK Dominik Eberle gave the Aggies their first points of the season when he
connected on a 25-yard field goal with 4:56 remaining in the opening quarter. The chip
shot for Eberle capped an eight-play, 54-yard drive by Utah State.

Wisconsin finally cracked the scoreboard on a Bradrick Shaw three-yard touchdown
run with just 1:12 remaining in the opening half. The score capped a 15-play, 79-yard
drive by the Badgers that ate up 8:29 off the clock.

Utah State still appeared in good
shape to go into halftime with the |
lead, but the Badgers turned Myers’
firstinterception of the nightinto a 29-
yardfield goalbyRafael Gaglianone
as time expired.

Wisconsin scored 59 unanswered
points, including 28inthe third quarter
alone.

Junior P Aaron Dalton had a solid
game for Utah State as he punted
five timesforan average of 43.6 yards
with along of 55, while two of his punts
were downed inside the 20-yard line.

In all, Utah State had 12 players
make their first career start, while 24
Aggies saw action in their first-ever
game for USU. In fact, all five of USU’s
starting offensive linemen were play-
ing in their first career games for the
Aggies, a first in school history.

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Senior @B Kent Myers (2) was 24-of-26 passing for 323 yards with two touchdowns in Utah State’s
home-opening 51-13 win against Idaho State. Myers also rushed for 85 yards on eight carries with two
more touchdowns on runs of 23 and 36 yards.

LOGAN, Utah - Utah State senior QB Kent Myers and the Utah State Aggies bounced
back in a big way on Thursday, Sept. 7, 2017, in their home opener.

Myers completed 24-of-26 passes for 323 yards and two touchdowns, to go along
with 85 yards rushing and two more scores on just eight carries, leading the Aggies to a
dominating 51-13 victory over Idaho State on Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium.

Utah State (1-1, 0-0 Mountain West) racked up 596 yards of total offense against the
Bengals (1-1, 0-0 Big Sky).

Thirteen different Aggies caught a pass in the game as Utah State finished with 341
yards through the air. Junior WR Ron’quavion Tarver led the way with seven receptions
for 75 yards and a three-yard, first-quarter touchdown that gave the hosts a 17-0 lead.

Redshirt freshman WR Jordan Nathan added six receptions for 63 yards and his first
career touchdown, a 19-yarder in the third quarter that put Utah State up 45-6.

Redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond added a career-high three receptions for a
career-best 56 yards in his first career start.

Junior RB Eltoro Allen led the Aggies’ ground game with 103 yards rushing and his first
career touchdown on 19 carries. Utah State rushed the ball 49 times for 255 yards and
three scores, including the two by Myers. Senior RB LaJuan Hunt added 51 yards on 10
carries.

Senior CB Jalen Davis highlighted the Aggies’ defensive effort as he intercepted two
passes, returning one of them 25 yards for a touchdown to give Utah State a 31-6 lead
with 8:12 left in the second quarter. Davis also had two tackles to go along with one pass
breakup in the game.

Davis became the first Aggie since 2014 to record more than one interception in a
game. The last person to do it? None other than Davis. Against these same Bengals. As
a frue freshman in 2014, Davis snared two picks against Idaho State and returned one of
them 44 yards for a score in the Aggies’ 40-20 home victory.

Sophomore PK Dominik Eberle was a perfect 2-for-2 on field goal attempts as he was
good from40and 22 yards, respectively. Eberle also made all six of his extra point attempts
to finish the game with a careerhigh 12 pointsscored. Fellow sophomore PK Michael Smith
added a 42-yard field goal in the fourth quarter for his first career points as an Aggie.

Junior LB Chase Christiansen led Utah State with eight tackles, while senior LB Alex
Huerta and junior LB Suli Tamaivena _
added six stops apiece. Redshirt
freshman CB Cameron Haney added
five stops, while junior DE Adewale
Adeoye recorded a career high four
stops, which included his first career
sack, in his first-ever start. Junior LB
Ofa Latu also had four tackles.

Idaho State quarterback Tanner
Guellerwas 17-of-30for 190 yardsand
one touchdown. Running back Ty
Flanagan led all rushers in the game
with 106 yards and a touchdown on
25 carries. Defensively, Joe Martin
led the Bengals with a game-high 20
tackles.

Redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love (10) was 6-of-13 passing for 171 yards and one touchdown, all of
which are career highs, in Utah State’s 46-10 loss af Wake Forest. Love’s first career touchdown pass
was a 77-yard completion, which is tied for the 26th longest pass play in school history.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. - Redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love passed for a career-high 171
yards and one touchdown in Utah State’s 46-10 loss at Wake Forest on Saturday, Sept.
16, 2017, at BB&T Field.

Love, who entered the game in the third quarter, completed 6-0f-13 passes and threw
his first career fouchdown, a 77-yarder to sophomore WR Gerold Bright with 10:37 remain-
ing in the quarter — tied for the 26th longest pass play in school history.

That was Bright's lone catch of the day. Senior WR Ron’quavion Tarver led the Aggies
(1-2, 0-0 Mountain West) with five receptions for 35 yards, while junior WR Zach Van Leeu-
wen added two catches for a career-best 77 yards, including a career-long reception
of 64 yards.

Dominik Eberle accounted for Utah State’s only other points on a 30-yard field goal
with 53 seconds left in the third. The sophomore placekicker is now a perfect 4-for-4 on
the season in field goal attempts.

Wake Forest QB John Wolford was 12-0f-22 for 242 yards and two touchdowns as the
Demon Deacons (3-0, 1-0 ACC) scored the first 36 points of the game. Arkeem Byrd led
the ground attack for the hosts, amassing 120 yards and one touchdown on just 19 car-
ries.

As a team, Wake Forest produced 588 yards of total offense — 297 through the air and
291 on the ground.

For the second consecutive week, the Aggies blocked a punt. This time, junior QB DJ
Nelson was credited with the block in the fourth quarter. It proved to be the 12th blocked
kick under fifth-year head coach Matt Wells.

Aaron Dalton also had a nice day on special tfeams for the Aggies. The junior punter
tied his career high with four punts downed inside the 20-yard line. He punted nine times
on the day and had a long of 54 yards. Furthermore, sophomore DE Jacoby Wildman
rushed for 11 yards on a second quarter fake punt, picking up the first down for Utah
State. Wildman also recorded a career-high four tackles on defense.

Senior Kent Myers started the game at quarterback and completed 9-of-23 passes for
54 yards and one interception. As ateam, the Aggies recorded 267 yards of total offense,
including just 42 yards on the ground as junior RB Eltoro Allen had a season-best 13 carries
for 20 yards.

Defensively, junior BS Gaje Ferguson led the Aggies with a season-high 10 tackles,
his third career double-digit tackle
game. Senior CB Jalen Davis tied his
career high with three pass breakups,
including one in the end zone that
prevented a touchdown.

Senior BS Dallin Leavitt had a
season-high nine tackles, junior LB
Suli Tamaivena had a season-high
eighttackles andjunior NG Gasetoto
Schuster added a career-high six
tackles and his first career forced
fumble.

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Senior QB Kent Myers (2) accounted for 265 yards of total offense and a career-high-tying four touch-
downs in Utah State’s 61-10 road win at San Jos State. Myers was 18-of-24 passing for 181 yards and
two touchdowns, and rushed for 84 yards on 15 carries and two more scores.

SAN JOSE, Calif. - Senior QB Kent Myers accounted for 265 yards of total offense and
a career-high-tying four touchdowns as Utah State opened Mountain West play with a
dominating 61-10 win over San Jos State on Saturday, Sept. 23, 2017, at CEFCU Stadium.

With the victory, the Aggies (2-2, 1-0 Mountain West) extended their winning streak to
seven over the Spartans (1-4, 0-1 MW), including four in a row on the road.

Myers completed 18-0f-24 passes for 181 yards and two touchdowns, to go along with
84 rushing yards and two more scores. He scored on a career-long 68-yard run in the third
quarter to give the Aggies their largest lead of the game, 55-0.

Thirteen different Aggiescaught apassinthe game, led by junior WRRon’quavionTarver,
who had five receptions for 42 yards and a touchdown. Redshirt freshman WR Jordan
Nathan also caught five passes for 34 yards. Senior WR Braelon Roberts and sophomore
WR Gerold Bright were on the receiving end of Myers’ touchdown passes. Roberts hauled
in a 19-yarder, while Bright went for 43 yards on a fourth-and-3 play.

Junior RB Eltoro Allen led Utah State’s ground game with 89 yards and 18 carries. As
a team, the Aggies finished with 318 yards on 57 carries, averaging 5.6 yards per rush.
Senior RB LaJuan Hunt added 63 yards on 10 carries, including a 29-yard fouchdown run
fo open the game’s scoring with 9:26 to go in the first quarter.

Utah State racked up 589 yards of total offense, including 307 in the first half alone, on
an eye-popping 98 plays. The Aggies led 38-0 at intermission.

Even the defense got into the scoring act as senior CB Jalen Davis sacked Josh Love,
causing the Spartans’ quarterback to fumble. Freshman LB Maika Magalei scooped up
the ball and returned it 38 yards, making it 28-0 for the Aggies with 10:26 left in the second.

Onthe ensuing kickoff, SUSU fumbled a pooch kick by Utah State sophomore PK Dominik
Eberle and Tarver recovered it at the Spartans’ 28-yard line. Eight plays later, the Aggies
were in the end zone again as redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love threw a 23-yard touch-
down pass to Tarver, giving the visitors a 35-0 lead.

Another special teams play set up Utah State’s final score of the half as junior LB Louy
Compton blocked a punt, which junior QB DJ Nelson recovered. A week ago at Wake
Forest, Nelson blocked a punt of his own.

The Aggies cashed in on the block as Eberle connected on a 23-yard field goal. Later
in the third quarter, Eberle drilled a career-long 52-yarder that gave USU a 48-0 lead.

Eberle was a perfect 4-for-4 on field goals as he made good on a 20- and 27-yarder
in the fourth quarter. His 19 points set a school record for points in a game by a kicker.

Defensively, the Aggieslimited the
Spartans to just 162 yards of total of-
fense on 59 plays. All 10 of San Jos
State’s points came courtesy of two
Aggie turnovers, including a 68-yard
interception return for a touchdown
by Jermaine Kelly in the third quarter.

Junior LB Chase Christiansen led
Utah State with eight tackles, to go
along with a forced fumble. Redshirt
freshman S Baron Gajkowski had
three tackles, including 1.0 sacks, to
go along with one forced fumble, a
fumble recovery and aninterception.

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Senior CB Jalen Davis (13) had a career-high three interceptions and returned two of them for touch-
downs from 30 and 50 yards, respectively, in Utah State’s 40-24 home win against BYU. Davis added
five tackles and one pass breakup against the Cougars.

LOGAN, Utah - Utah State senior CB Jalen Davis intercepted a career-high three passes
and returned two of them for touchdowns as USU closed out the non-conference portion of
its schedule with a 40-24 home win over BYU on Friday, Sept. 29, 2017, at Maverik Stadium.

Davis, who set a school record with his two pick-sixes, now has five interceptions on the
season and 11 in his career, which is tied with three other players for the fourth-most in
school history. Furthermore, the three picks tied a Mountain West record.

Senior QB Kent Myers was 16-of-27 passing for 176 yards and two touchdowns, to go
along with 33 yards rushing, including a 19-yard touchdown run that gave the Aggies (3-2,
1-0 Mountain West) a 33-21 lead with 14:52 to go in the fourth quarter.

Utah State, which rallied from 14 points down, regained possession of the Old Wagon
Wheel, the traveling trophy between the two schools. That 14-point deficit overcome is
USU’s largest since rallying from 20 points down (27-7) against Nevada in 2015.

Davis’ threeinterceptions were a part of seven takeaways by the Aggies, including fumble
recoveries by juniorlinebackers Derek Larsen and SuliTamaivena, and redshirt freshman CB
Ja’Marcus Ingram. Additionally, senior BS Dallin Leavitt, who began his collegiate career
at BYU, had an interception, seven tackles and a pass breakup.

Freshman RB Ula Tolutao led BYU (1-4) with 102 yards rushing on 21 carries, while quar-
terbacks Koy Detmer Jr. and Beau Hoge combined to go 12-0f-29 for 186 yards and two
touchdowns, to go along with four interceptions.

Junior WR Ron’quavion Tarver led all receivers in the game with six receptions for 76
yards, including a 36-yard touchdown pass from Myers that tied the game at 21-all with
1:11 remaining in the first half.

Senior RB LaJuan Hunt led Utah State’s ground game with 65 yards on 18 carries.

Tamaivena recorded a career- and game-high 13 tackles for the Aggies, while fellow
junior LB Chase Christiansen added a career-best 10 stops, including 1.0 tackles for loss,
and a forced fumble.

Utah State took the opening kickoff and drove 75 yards in nine plays, scoring on a 32-
yard touchdown pass from Myers to redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond and the Aggies
led 7-0 with 11:40 left in the first quarter.

However, the tide turned in favor of the Cougars after Micah Hannemann intercepted
a pass by Myers and returned it 46 yards for a touchdown. BYU ended up reeling off 21
unanswered points to open a 21-7 lead with 13:30 left in the second quarter.

But, just as soon as the Cougars grabbed the momentum, the Aggies got it back - cour-
tesy of their own pick-six. Davis intercepted a pass by Hoge and returned it 30 yards for a
touchdown, brining USU to within 21-14
with 11:02 left in the second.

After Leavitt intercepted a pass by
Detmer, the Aggies turned the pick
info three more points. Sophomore
PK Dominik Eberle connected from
32 yards out to send Utah State into
the locker room with a 24-21 lead.

BYU turned it over again on its very
first drive of the second half. USU se-
nior DE lan Togiai forced the fumble
and Ingram recovered it. The Aggies
then scored on a 40-yard field goal
by Eberle to make it 27-21 with 12:56
to go in the third.

After BYU pulled within 33-24 fol-
lowing a 37-yard field goal with 12:28
to go, Davis sealed it for the Aggies
with 50-yard interception return for a
touchdown with 3:00 to go.

Senior RB LaJuan Hunt (21) had his first receiving touchdown of the season on a 22-yard catch in Utah
State’s 27-14 home loss to Colorado State. Hunt tied his career high with four receptions in the game
for 30 yards, while carrying the ball eight times for 19 yards.

LOGAN, Utah - Utah State LB Suli Tamaivena and BS Gaje Ferguson combined for 27
tackles, and backup QB DJ Nelson scored the first touchdown of his career on a blocked
punt, but it still wasn’t enough in the Aggies’ 27-14 Mountain West loss to Colorado State
on Saturday, Oct. 7, 2017, on Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium.

Tamaivena, a junior, recorded a career-best 14 tackles, while Ferguson, also a junior,
added a career-high 13 stops for Utah State (3-3, 1-1 MW), which had its fwo-game win-
ning streak snapped. Tamaivena also had two quarterback hurries and 0.5 tackles for
loss in the game. Sophomore DE Jacoby Wildman and sophomore LB Dalton Baker both
added a career high seven tackles, while senior CB Jalen Davis had a season-high six
stops to go along with one pass breakup.

In all, Utah State finished the game with six tackles forloss as sophomore NG Christopher
‘Unga had a career-high 1.5 TFL’s, while senior DE lan Togiai, junior NG Gasetoto Schuster,
junior LB Chase Christiansen and sophomore CB Cameron Haney each added 1.0 TFL.
Schuster also added a forced fumble in the contest.

Colorado State limited the Aggies to just 212 yards of total offense. Senior QB Kent
Myers was 17-0f-29 passing for 152 yards, including a 22-yard touchdown pass to senior
RB LaJuan Hunt that pulled the home team to within 27-14 with 1:37 to go in the game.

Following Hunt's first touchdown reception since the second game of the 2015 cam-
paign, Utah State successfully converted the ensuing on-side kick. Sophomore PK Dominik
Eberle got the perfect bounce on his kick and Hunt recovered it.

However, Colorado State did not allow the Aggies to move the ball and Utah State
turned it over on downs with 1:09 remaining.

Rams QB Nick Stevens completed 22-of-31 passes for 293 yards and two touchdowns
to help Colorado State (4-2, 2-0 Mountain West) remain perfect in the Mountain Division
of the conference.

Colorado State scored the first 24 points of the game and it was a special teams play
that finally got Utah State on the board. Nelson took matters into his own hands as he
blocked a punt by the Rams’ Ryan
Stonehouse, scooped it up and re-
turned it 20 yards for a touchdown,
pulling the Aggies to within 24-7 with
6:08 left unfil halftime.

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Senior WR Braelon Roberts (88) had a career-high-tying four receptions for a career-best 50 yards
and caught a career-long 29-yard pass for his third-career touchdown in Utah State’s 28-23 home
loss to Wyoming.

LOGAN, Utah - Utah State junior QB DJ Nelson scored his second special teams touch-
down in as many weeks, giving the Aggies a 23-16 lead early in the fourth quarter, but
Wyoming scored the final 12 points to stun the hosts on Homecoming, 28-23, in front of
22,234 fans on Saturday, Oct. 14, 2017, on Merlin Olsen Field at Maverik Stadium.

Wyoming (4-2, 2-0 Mountain West) pulled within 23-19 with 8:51 left on a 29-yard field
goal by Cooper Rothe, then took the lead for good five minutes later on a 28-yard touch-
down pass from Josh Allen to C.J. Johnson.

Down 26-23 with 3:38 to go, Utah State (3-4, 1-2 MW) took over on its own 34-yard line
following a 34-yard kickoff return by freshman WR Savon Scarver. In two plays, the Aggies
had crossed midfield courtesy of 10- and 7-yard runs, respectively, by senior RB LaJuan
Hunt. However, Hunt fumbled the third play of the series and Wyoming’s Cassh Maluia
recovered it. The fumble was one of five turnovers the Aggies had on the day.

Utah State’s defense forced Wyoming to go three-and-out, but Cowboys punter Tim
Zaleski pinned the Aggies on their own 7-yard line with 49 seconds left. Two plays later,
Utah State senior QB Kent Myers was tackled in the end zone for a safety, giving Wyoming
its final margin of victory.

Myers and redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love split time under center, going a combined
19-0f-38 for 203 yards and three interceptions.

Redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond led the Aggies with five catches for a career-
best 72 yards, while senior WR Braelon Roberts fied his career high with four catches for
a career-best 50 yards and a touchdown.

Hunt led all rushers in the game with 73 yards on 18 carries. He also caught a career-
high-tying four passes for 19 yards.

For the third consecutive week, junior LB Suli Tamaivena recorded double-digit tackles
with a career-high-tying 14 stops. In the last three games alone, he has racked up 41
tackles.

Nelson’s touchdown came on a fake field goal. As the team’s holder, he kept the snap
from senior LS Emmett Odegard and ran four yards for the score, giving the hosts a 23-16
lead with 12:40 to go.

A week ago against Colorado State, Nelson returned his own blocked punt 43 yards
for his first career touchdown.

Following a 1-yard touchdown run by Allen on fourth-and-goal that gave Wyoming a
9-6 lead, Utah State went back in front on the very next possession as junior WR Aaren
Vaughnsthrew a29-yardtouchdown
passtoRobertson areverse. The score
gave Utah State a 13-9lead with 6:41
remaining in the first half.

Vaughns had a second quarter to | o
remember as he also had a 29-yard |,
receptionand 14-yardrun. He finished
the game with two catches for 46
yards.

Junior PK Dominik Eberle was a
perfect 3-for-3 onfield goalsin the first
half.

Redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love ( 10) was 19-of-27 passing for 316 yards and two touchdowns in his
first career start as Utah State posted a 52-28 Mountain West road win at UNLV. Love also rushed for 42
yards on eight carries and another score.

LAS VEGAS, Nev. - Redshirt freshman QB Jordan Love made hisfirst career start and passed
for 316 yards and two touchdowns to lead Utah State to a come-from-behind 52-28 victory
over UNLV on Saturday, Oct. 21, 2017, in front of 18,157 fans at Sam Boyd Stadium.

Love finished the game by completing 19-of-27 passes. He also had 42 yards rushing on
eight carries, including a 5-yard fouchdown run with 6:38 left in the third quarter to give
the Aggies the lead for good, 35-28.

Senior RB LaJuan Hunt rushed for 101 yards and three touchdowns as Utah State (4-4,
2-2 Mountain West) rallied back from three separate 14-point deficits in the first half. The
Aggies racked up 588 yards of total offense — the third-most this season and 17th-most in
school history.

Utah State, which scored 38 unanswered points, gained 323 yards through the air and
churned out 265 more on the ground, both of which are the second most in a game this
season. Redshirt sophomore TE Dax Raymond led USU with five receptions for 41 yards.

Love threw fouchdown passes of 70 and 75 yards, respectively, to become the first Aggie
signal caller to throw three touchdown passes of 70 or more yards in a season since 2014.
His other 70-plus-yarder this year was at Wake Forest. Furthermore, the last time the Aggies
had two 70-yard scoring plays in the same game was in 2012 against New Mexico State.

Freshman WR Savon Scarver, a native of Las Vegas, finished with 185 all-purpose yards,
including a 70-yard touchdown pass in the first quarter. He also returned three kickoffs for
108 yards, including a long of 68.

Redshirt freshman WR Jordan Nathan tallied 184 all-purpose yards — 92 receiving and 92
on a pair of punt returns, including a 70-yarder.

Defensively, junior LB Suli Tamaivena led the Aggies with 10 tackles, including 1.0 sacks. It
was his fourth consecutive double-digit tackle outing. Senior BS Dallin Leavitt added eight
stops and aninterception, while junior CB Deante Fortenberry had five tackles and a fumble
recovery. Sophomore CB Cameron Haney had a career-high three pass breakups, to go
along with three tackles, and junior LB Ofa Latu added an interception.

UNLV (2-5, 1-3), losers of three in a row, finished with 460 yards of total offense. Running
back Lexington Thomas had 161 yards rushing and two touchdowns on 19 carries, helping
the Rebels amass 375 yards on the ground.

Trailing 14-0 late in the first quarter, Scarver caught his first career touchdown on a 70-
yard pass from Love to cut the deficit in half. Hunt scored on a 13-yard run with 12:51 left
in the second, pulling the Aggies to within 21-14 with 12:51 remaining in the quarter.

UNLV went up by 14 again on a
7-yardtouchdown run by quarterback
Armani Rogers, but USU scored a pair
of fouchdowns less than four minutes
apart to pull even. Nathan hauled in
a 75-yard touchdown pass from Love
tomake it 28-21, while Hunt added his
second touchdown on a 1-yard run
as the Aggies pulled even at 28 with
2:28 left in the quarter.

After Love’s go-ahead touchdown
in the third quarter, Hunt scored on a
30-yard run early in the fourth for his
third andfinalscore, while sophomore

» Over the last 10 years, Utah State Athletics has focused on improving its infrastructure and now has some of the best facilities
not only in the Mountain West, but in the Western United States, with the additions of the Jim & Carol Laub Athletics-Academics
Complex, the ICON Sports Perfformance Center, the Wayne Estes Center and the West Stadium Center at Maverik Stadium.
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WEST STADIUM CENTER AT MAVERIK STADIUM

Completed in August of 2016, the $36 million, 85,000 square-feet West Stadium Center is a new four-story premium seating and press box
structure inside Maverik Stadium. The structure includes a state-of-the-art media and game operations areaq, 20 luxury suites, 20 loge boxes,
over 700 covered club seats and a premium club area that will also be used to host a student-athlete training table. Renovations to Maverik
Stadium in 2016 also included new video boards on both the north and south ends of the stadium, and a new public address system.

WAYNE ESTES CENTER

Completed in May of 2014, the $9.7 million, 32,000 square-foot Wayne Estes Center is a basketball practice facility and volleyball competi-
tion venue that contains two regulation-size basketball courts and a regulation-size volleyball competition court with chair-back seating for
1,400 fans, along with a training room and in-season strength and conditioning area. Office space for both men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball is also included in the facility, as well as a locker room and film room for volleyball. Ticketing and concession services are also

ICON SPORTS PERFORMANCE CENTER

Completed in June of 2013, Utah State’s $6.5 million, 26,329 square-foot ICON Sports Performance Center features areas for weight training,
cardiovascular workouts and speed and agility training, as well as offices for staff. Built on existing university property at the northwest corner
of Maverik Stadium, the state-of-the-art multi-level facility alleviated overcrowding in the previous 5,800 square-foot strength and condition-
ing center and accommodates over 400 student-athletes from 16 sports programs.

JIM & CAROL LAUB ATHLETICS-ACADEMICS COMPLEX

Completed in September of 2008, Utah State’s $12 million, three-story, 69,000 square-foot, Jim and Carol Laub Athletics-Academics Complex
is a state-of-the-art multi-purpose facility that meets all of the athletic and academic needs of Utah State’s 16 sports and 400-plus student-
athletes. Within the facility, is the 11,000 square-foot Dale Mildenberger Sports Medicine Complex and Dr. John Worley Sports Medicine Re-
search Center, the Steve Mothersell Athletics Hall of Honor and the 7,000 square-foot J. Ken "Kenny” Seamons Equipment Room. Also located
on the first floor are locker rooms for football. The second floor houses coaches’ offices and meeting rooms for football, including a 120-seat
auditorium, and the student-athlete academics center is located on the third floor, which includes numerous study hall and tutor areas, a
computer lab and the Dr. Randall and Julianne Stockham Student-Athlete Academics Hall of Honor.
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
