BEYNON ACADEMIC ALL-RINERICAN/ALL-DISTRICT

Junior Cherise Beynon was named just the second Academic All-American in
program history on Thursday, March 2, as she is one of just five players in the
nation to make the CoSIDA Academic All-American First Team. She joins two
other Lobo student-athletes this academic year to earn the accomplishment of
All-America status including Niko Hansen of men’s soccer and Garrett Adcock
of football.

Beynon earned the CoSIDA Academic All-District honor, the qualifier for
All-America, for her outstanding performance both in the classroom and on
the court less than 24 hours after registering her first, historic triple-double on
Feb. 8. She is just the fifth Lobo in program history to earn the award.

Beynon earned the honors with her 4.07 grade point average along with her
athletic accomplishments this season.

DOUBLE TRIPLE-DDUBLE

After 38 years of the Lobos going without a triple-double, junior Cherise
Beynon tallied two in three games. Beynon posted 15 points, 15 rebounds and
10 assists on Saturday, Feb. 18 against Fresno State after notching her first on
Feb. 8 against Air Force. In that game, Beynon put up 20 points, 12 assists and
12 rebounds. Beynon also finished just three assists short of her third tri-
ple-double on Feb. 22 at Colorado State.

Beynon is one of just 23 players in the NCAA to have recorded a triple-double
this season and is tied for second in the nation with most triple-doubles at
two. Just one player has tallied more, Sabrina lonescu of Oregon (4). Only two
players have registered two triple-doubles this season in the NCAA.

In addition, two triple-doubles ties the most in program history for a Lobo in a
career - and Beynon did it in 10 days!

CLOSE GAIME SLIDE

The Lobos enter the 2017 Mountain West Championships on a 1-4 slump, but
lost three of those four games by a combined seven points. UNM has come
out on the wrong end of all of its close games this season with an 0-5 record in
games decided by four points or less, 0-3 in the league.

EW IERICO CONFERENCE TOURNAINENT NOTES

LOBOS I THE hAaTION

Junior Cherise Beynon ranks 14th in total assists and 13th in assists per game
in the NCAA while senior Richelle van der Keijl is 18th in the country in field
goal percentage (59.0).

As a team, the Lobos continue to rank second in the NCAA in defensive re-
bounds per game.

MOouUnTAIN WEST STACK UP

-In the Lobos’ second game of the season, senior Richelle van der Keijl col-
lected an outstanding 20 rebounds against New Mexico State. She remains
the only player in the Mountain West to tally 20 boards in a single game this
season.

-Heading into tournament play, van der Keijl is first in the Mountain West in
field goal percentage on the season (59.0) and also ranks 2nd in the league in
blocked shots per game (2.1).

-Fellow senior Kianna Keller also ranks among the top players in the league
on the boards. She heads into the tournament 5th in the Mountain West in
blocked shots per game (1.3).

-Junior Cherise Beynon leads the league in 10-assist games this season (5)
heading into the tournament and went 13 straight games scoring 10 points or
more over UNM’s final 14 regular-season matchups. She leads the MW in both
assists per game and total assists and is also 4th in defensive rebounds (6.4).

BRYAN STEPPING UP

Since the season-ending injury of freshman starter Mykiel Burleson against

Air Force on Feb. 8, junior Laneah Bryan’s number has been called - and she
has answered. In the last six games of the regular season, Bryan averaged 8.0
points and 34.2 minutes per game compared to 14.8 minutes and 2.5 ppg in the
Lobos’ first 24 games this season.

THE REBOUND BREAKDOWN

Heading into tournament play, the Lobos continue to rank among the top pro-
grams in the country when it comes to bringing down rebounds as UNM is still
second in the NCAA in defensive rebounds per game (33) and fourth in total
rebounds per game (45.59).

UNM is 13-4 on the season when collecting the most rebounds including an
8-3 mark in conference play.

LOBOS LEAD ATTENDAINCE

The Lobos continue to lead the Mountain West in total attendance (80,230)
and average attendance per game (4,719). The Lobos are currently 15th in the
NCAA in total attendance and 16th in average attendance this season.

KELLER K-LoSInG In

Senior Kianna Keller has been a blocking force to be reckoned with since her
arrival at UNM in the 2013-14 season. As a freshman she earned second- and
third- place spots on the all-time freshman blocking list with six blocks against
Texas (2nd) and five blocks against Fresno State (T-3rd).

Now, in her final season as a Lobo, Keller is closing in on the top of the chart
for career blocks. She currently ranks third all-time in Lobo history with 147
blocks and, while she may not eclipse first place (344), she is just 11 blocks
away from completing her career second all-time. The current second spot is
held by Porche Torrance who posted 158 from 2007-12.

URAN DER KEIJL BLOCK PARTY

Despite joining the Lobos for just her final season playing college basketball,

Wwwuw.coLoBos.com
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senior Richelle van der Keijl will still leave her mark. van
der Keijl currently ranks sixth all-time in single-season
blocks with 60. She is just one behind fifth place and 18
behind fourth. In the 2014-15 season at Wright State, van
der Keijl collected 37 blocks, followed by 80 in 2015-16
with the Raiders.

RACKING UP THE ASSISTS

In UNM’s game against Fresno State on Saturday, Feb. 18,
junior Cherise Beynon posted 10 assists to tie for eighth
all-time in Lobo single-game assists. Entering the Mountain
West tournament, Beynon has tallied 192 this season to
rank third all-time in single-season assists and is just eight
behind second place (200) and 20 from first (212).

In her career, Beynon is eighth all-time in career assists
with 366. Jean Rostermundt, who was the last Lobo tri-
ple-double before Beynon’s pair this season, is just ahead
in seventh with 387 assists in her career from 1976-80.
The career leader is Mandi Moore who collected 651 from
2001-05.

AIIOTHER POSSIBLE 1,000

Senior Richelle van der Keijl is nearing the big 1,000-point
milestone and whether or not she gets it is likely to come
down to the wire. van der Keijl needs 53 more points to hit
the mark. She totaled 541 points at Wright State and has
added 406 in her season as a Lobo. van der Keijl averages
14.0 points per game this season.

J0 FOR URN DER KEIJL

Senior Richelle van der Keijl joined the elite Mountain
West 30-point club in the Lobos’ contest at San José State
on Feb. 4. She is one of just seven players in the league
to hit over 30 points this season including junior Cherise
Beynon.

In addition, van der Keijl’s 31 points marks the first time

since 2000 that a Lobo has reached 30 points in a Moun-
tain West game. Thirty-one points also ranks tied for 8th
all-time in Lobo history for most points in a single game.

INORE INILESTONES FOR BEYNON

Junior Cherise Beynon became the 15th player in Lobo his-
tory to reach 1,000 points and 500 rebounds in the Lobos’

game against Nevada on Jan. 28. The Lobo is now the 21st
player in school history to join the 1,000 point club and
just the eighth player in history to do it in her first three
seasons.

Earlier this season, Beynon tied the all-time New Mexi-

co record for assists in a single game with 15 on Nov. 15
against NM State. Beynon tied former Lobo player - and
current Lobo administrator - Janice Ruggiero (Branch) who
set the record on Jan. 23, 1987 against Adams State.

In the Lobos’ contest vs. SMU at home on December 3,
Beynon racked up an outstanding 32 points. Her 32 points
ranks her fourth all-time in UNM history for points in a
single game. The last time a Lobo scored 30 points was on
Dec. 15, 2002 when Jordan Adams scored 30 vs. Memphis.
Beynon is one of just seven players in the Mountain West
to score 30+ points this season.

DOUBLE-FIGURE LOBDS

Three active Lobos are averaging in double figures head-
ing into the tournament including Cherise Beynon (15.6),
Richelle van der Keijl (14.0) and Alex Lapeyrolerie (11.2).

INW PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior Richelle van der Keijl earned the Lobos’ only Moun-
tain West Player of the Week honor of the season on Dec.
12 after her outstanding performances against Minnesota
and UTEP. She averaged 17.0 points, 10.5 rebounds and 3.0
blocks per game while shooting 53.3 percent from the field
for the week. She also registered her third double-double
of the season against UTEP when she scored 18 points and
grabbed 12 rebounds while shooting 72.7 percent from the
field.

20-PoINT CLUB

The Lobos have had at least one player rack up 20 points
in 17 games this season. This season’s Lobo 20-point club
consists of, Richelle van der Keijl, Alex Lapeyrolerie, Mykiel
Burleson, Cherise Beynon and Jaisa Nunn.

The Lobos and the Broncos remained evenly matched through the first half but the Lobos gained the advantage toward the end of the
second quarter with a 6-0 run, going into halftime up by 10, 31-21. At the conclusion of the third quarter, junior Jayda Bovero hit a
three from the bottom left corner to bring the Lobo lead back to 10 heading into the final frame, 51-41.

It all came down to the nail-biting fourth quarter when Boise State opened with a 9-2 run to make it a three-point game, 53-50. A pair
of Bovero free throws extended the UNM lead to five, 55-50 before BSU freshman Riley Lupfer drilled another three to cut the Lobo
lead to two, 55-53 with 5:54 remaining in the game.

van der Keijl and Bovero worked to get UNM back up by six, 59-53 with 4:51 on the clock before the Broncos’ Braydey Hodgins contin-
ued the string of threes to cut the deficit back to three, 59-56 with 4:14 left after which van der Keijl racked up her fifth foul, forcing her
to leave the game with 3:16 left.

Neither team was able to find the basket for nearly two minutes until Pahukoa hit a jumper to bring it within one point and a pair of
BSU free throws put Boise State on top for the first time since early in the first quarter with 1:24 left on the clock, 60-59.

Another Bronco jumper put the home team on top by three and Coach Bradbury called a timeout with 29 seconds on the clock to draft
a 3-point play. It took two seconds for the Lobos to run the play to perfection, allowing Lapeyrolerie to tie it up 62-62 with a three from
the top of the arc - 27 seconds left. Boise State reclaimed possession and made a short jumper on the right side with .7 seconds on the
clock to go up by two for the eventual 64-62 final.

The Lobos called another timeout with fractions of a second left and advanced the ball, once again drafting a play for Lapeyrolerie, but
time wasn't on UNM’s side. Lapeyrolerie broke free off of the inbound and put up a quick, one-footed three-point attempt that didn’t
quite hit the mark en route to the final score.

On the night, the Lobos outshot Boise State 36.4 to 34.2 percent from the floor but were outrebounded 49-40. UNM also held an
advantage in the paint, scoring 32 points to 18 but BSU capitalized on turnovers, scoring 16 points to just eight for UNM off turnovers.
Boise State also capitalized on the boards, collecting 20 second-chance points to just six for the Lobos.
