NEW IERICO LOOKS TO BUILD ON
MomenTuin vs. 5JsuU, NEVADA

Back in Albuquerque, New Mexico volleyball is
looking to build on its momentum this week as it
hosts a pair of Mountain West foes in San Jose
State and Nevada.

The Lobos (13-12 overall, 5-7 MW) are coming
off a successful two-match road trip and can
continue to improve when the face off against
the Spartans (15-8, 7-5) and Wolf Pack (7-17,
5-7) inside Johnson Center.

Playing some of their best volleyball of the
season, the Lobos are in position to finish the
season strongly as they vie with seven matches
over the final two weeks of the season.

But, after winning two conference road matches
last week — the team’s first such performance
since 2014 — UNM has undeniable momentum.

This week, New Mexico has designs on
avenging a couple of losses from early in the
conference season.

Although the Lobos fell on the road to both SJSU
and Nevada in October, they are arguably a
much different team than during those matches.

With reigning Mountain West Offensive Player
of the Week Sarah Lobo driving the team’s
attack, New Mexico has gone from a sometimes
dysfunctional if talented team to a much more
steady and diverse team.

Lobo’s setting has helped UNM gain some
balance — both in its offense and in its season.

Lauren Twitty, who continues to perform as one

of the conference’s top pinhitters, has also been
a key component during New Mexico’s recent
run. She’s posted seven straight matches with
double-digit kills.

Add in middle blockers Victoria Spragg and
Mariessa Carrasco and outside hitters Hailey
Rubino, Yasmin Tan and Carly Beddingfield
and New Mexico has its offense clicking.

Defensively, Ashley Kelsey has provided both
strong back-row play and leadership, earning
herself MW Defensive Player of the Week
honors on Monday.

NELSON CLAIMS win
N10. 200 AT NEW MERICO

11th-year head coach Jeff Nelson picked up
his 200 win with the Lobos on October 26 as
New Mexico earned a 3-0 road win over Utah
State. He currently owns a 201-129 record with
the UNM volleyball team.

With New Mexico's win over Utah State,
Nelson is just the second coach in program
history to reach the No. 200 win milestone.
Laurel Brassey Iversen (1983-86, 1988-2000)
compiled a 290-210 record over her 17-year
career in Albugquerque.

Like Brassey Iversen, Nelson reached 200
career wins in his 11th season as the UNM head
coach. Brassey Iversen earned win No. 200 in
her 303rd match.

Over his 23-year career, Nelson is 443-276.

KELSEY, LOBO SWEEP Inountain
WEST PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS

The Mountain West honored Sarah Lobo as
Offensive Player of the Week and Ashley
Kelsey as Defensive Player of the Week on
October 30.

The honors are the first such accolades for
both players, who helped lead the Lobos to
two conference road wins over Utah State and
Boise State for the team’s first week with two
conference road wins since 2014.

Lobo averaged 13.86 assists per set in the
Lobos’ two wins, with 97 combined assists. She
posted 39 assists in the team’s sweep of Utah
State and a career-best 58 assists in a 3-1 win
over Boise State.

Her 58 assists vs. Boise State are the most
by any New Mexico player in a four-set match
since Monica Meihack had 65 in 2003 and the
most by any Mountain West player in a four-set
match this season.

She is the first UNM freshman with at least 58
assists in a match since Sarah Kwasigroch had
63 vs. San Diego State in 2005. Additionally,
Lobo’s 58 assists are also the fifth-most by any
Lobo (and most by a UNM freshman) during the
25-point, rally-scoring era (2008-present).

She also helped New Mexico hit .276 on the
week, with a .352 hitting Fercenta e and 67 kills
vs. Boise State. Lobo also distributed the ball
well in that match, as four players had double-
digit kills for the first time this season.

She is the first UNM setter to earn player of the
week honors since Hannah Johnson in 2015.

Kelsey paced New Mexico’s defensive efforts
with a team-best 43 digs on the week, averaging
6.14 digs per set.

Kelsey posted the game high in digs in both
matches, with 21 vs. Utah State and 22 vs.
Boise State. She’s posted at least 20 digs in
four straight matches, the longest streak in her
career and the longest streak by any Lobo since
Julia Warren in 2014.

Kelsey also helped the Lobos out-dig both
opponents (61-45 vs. USU, 59-46 vs. BSU).

ew Mexico has out-dug their opponents in four
straight matches, the team’s first such streak
since last year.

Kelsey finished with just a single reception error
all weekend, Iogging a reception percentage of
.974 (1 error on 39 attemptsSJ.

Kelsey is the first libero or defensive specialist
in pro%ram history to earn MW Player of the
Week honors.

RACKING UP THE HONORS

As noted above, Sarah Lobo and Ashley
Kelsey swept the Mountain West Offensive
and Defensive Player of the Week honors on
October 30.

Their selections the third and fourth player of the
week honors for New Mexico this season, with

Mariessa Carrasco (Offensive, September 18
and Lauren Twitty (Offensive, September 25
also earning recognition.

It's the first time under the current two-player
system (2015-present) that UNM has earned
more than two player of the week honors in a
single season.

It also ties the program record for weekly MW
honors, with four matching the number the
Lobos earned in 2008.

DIGGING HER WAY UP
THE RECORD BOOKS

Heading into the final weeks of the season,
redshirt senior libero Ashley Kelsey continues
to move up the program’s all-time rankings for
career digs.

After posting four straight match with at least 20
digs, the Ewa Beach, Hawaii, native owns 1,417
career digs, good for fourth place in program
history.

During the Lobos’ 3-1 win over Boise State in
Boise, she passed former teammate Miquella
Lovato, who played from 2010-13 and finished
with 1,397 career digs.

During the Lobos’ mid-September trip to Toledo,
Ohio, for the Blue/Gold Invitational, Kelsey
moved past another former teammate in Julia
Warren, who posted 1,201 digs during her
career.

Allison Buck, who played at UNM from 2008-
11, owns the program record with 1,630 career
digs. Sharon Browning sits third all-time with
1,504 digs, while Gayle Tripp ranks second with
1,578 digs.

SITTING TWITTY

With four outside hitters graduated from the
Lobos’ 2016 team, sophomore Lauren Twitty
has taken over as one of the team’s primary
offensive weapons.

The Broadlands, Virginia, native currently
averages 3.83 kill/set for the Lobos, good for
third in the Mountain West.

She’s hit 20 kills three times this season,
including a masterful 25-kill showing vs.
Wyoming on September 23.

She also posted 20 kills vs. Tennessee Tech on
September 16 and at Boise State on October
28. She has reached 19 kills on four different
occasions (vs. Portland on Sept. 8; at Nevada
on Oct. 5; vs. Wyoming on Oct 19; and vs.
Colorado State on Oct. 21).

Twitty has logged the team high in kills on 19
different occasions in the team’s 25 matches.

Twitty is also ranked third in the conference
in points, averaging 4.35/set. She is the only
underclassman ranked within the top five of that
metric.

Of all the schools Sarah Lobo could have
attended, New Mexico certainly fits.

A Lobo playing for the Lobos has a nice ring to
it, doesn't it?

But, despite the onomastic beauty of this
ﬁairing, the true freshman setter from Miami
as provided UNM some stellar play in her first
four starts.

Assuming the role of starting setter in the stead
of departed Carson Heilborn, Lobo posted
back-to-back matches of 40-plus assists in New
Mexico’s contests vs. Wyoming and Colorado
State. She had 43 against the Cowgirls — nearly
tripling what she had so far (15) in the entire
season — before logging 46 against CSU.

Loboisjust the first freshman to post consecutive
matches of at least 40 assists since 2007, when
Jade Michaelsen did as a redshirt freshman.

But Lobo wasn't done, as she racked up a
whopging 58 helpers in the Lobos’ 3-1 road win
over Boise State.

Her 58 assists vs. Boise State are the most by
any New Mexico plaher in any match since Lise
Rugland had 67 vs. Utah State last November.

Lobos’ 58 assists are also the most by any UNM
ﬁla er in a four-set match since Monica Meihack

ad 65 at Wyoming on November 14, 2003 and
the most by any Mountain West ;I)Elayer in a four-
set match since Utah State’s Erica Moscoso
had 58 vs. Fresno State on November 16, 2016.

Lobo is also the first UNM freshman with at least
58 assists in a match since Sarah Kwasigroch
had 63 vs. San Diego State in 2005.

DOUBLE, DOUBLE TOIL AND TROUBLE

A quote from Shakespeare’s “Macbeth”, the
above quip is equal|¥_ applicable to the Lobos’
standout Lauren Twitty. The sophomore
outside hitter has racked up 11 double-doubles
this season, tops in the Mountain West.

In fact, Twitty is the only player in the league
with more than 10 such games with double
figures in two statistical categories, and one of
just nine active players with more than 10.

Twitty’s compiled all of her double-doubles via
her all-around prowess, as she’s posted 18
matches with double-figure kills and 12 matches
of double-figure digs.

This season, Twitty has posted 337 total kills
and 233 total digs. She is the only player in the
Mountain West to have more than 300 kills and
200 digs this season.

Throughout this season, redshirt junior middle
blocker Mariessa Carrasco has been a big
highlight for the Lobos on offense.

Heading into the seventh week of Mountain

West play, Carrasco is fifth in the league in
hitting percentage, converting at a .315 clip with
210 kills and 61 errors on 473 total attempts.

She is one of just two players among the 10
plaa/ers leading the MW in hitting to have over
200 kills and under 65 errors.

Carrasco has also been putting ug a solid
number of kills, registering a career-best three
straight matches with double-digit putaways
from October 7-14.

Carrasco had a career-best 15 kills at San Jose

State on Oct. 7 before Io%ging 12 vs. San Diego

CAn YoU biG IT?

New Mexico’s lone senior, Ashley Kelsey, is
currently anchoring the team’s defense in the
back row, collecting 4.24 digs/set this season.

Her average places her fifth in the Mountain
West this season.

Kelsey logged 25 digs in the Lobos’ season-
opening sweep of Nebraska Omaha. Those 25
digs are the most by a Lobo in a three-set match
since 2013, when Miquella Lovato equaled that
2u210b1e3r in a sweep of Utah State on October

Within the Mountain West, Kelsey’s 25 digs vs.
Omaha are tied for the most digs in a three-set
match this season.

She also posted solid numbers against Portland
(21 digs), Youngstown State (20), Toledo (20),
Wyoming (20), Colorado State (25), Utah State
(21) and Boise State (22).

Starting with UNM’'s match vs. Wyoming on
October 19, Kelsey has posted four straight
matches with at least 20 digs for the first time
in her career.

She is the only Lobo to achieve that feat since
Julia Warren did it during the 2014 season.

RIDE, HAILEY, RIDE

Freshman Hailey Rubino showed her worth
to the Lobos in the early goings of the season,
racking up 69 kills — tied for second-best on the
team — and 77 digs — third-best — through the
first three weeks of action.

During that opening stretch of the season,
Rubino was the only Lobo with three straight
matches of at least 10 kills.

However, in New Mexico’s 3-2 win over Portland
on September 8, Rubino broke a bone in her
right foot, sidelining her for four matches and
relegating her to just back-row duty for another
five matches.

But the Leesburg, Virginia, product returned to
the front row in the Lobos’ October 12 match vs.
San Diego State and player full rotation in the
following match vs. Fresno State.

The Melbourne, Australia, native had a strong
stretch to close September and open October,
either matching or setting a new career high in
kills in four straight matches.

Tan started with a six-kill performance in the
Lobos’ sweep of Utah State on September
30 before setting a new PR with eight kills on
October 5 at Nevada.

The following match on October 7 at San Jose
State, Tan equaled that mark, notching eight
putaways on a then-career best .300 hitting
percentage.

However, Tan put up her best offensive
performance against San Diego State on
October 12, registering a career-high nine kills
on a career-best 400 rate.

She also added back-to-back eight-kill showings
against Wyoming and Colorado State, giving
her five matches with at least eight kills in her
last seven matches.

DAY AND NIGHT

Some statistical splits make sense for a
volleyball team. If you hit more than your
opponent, you'll probab}y win most of the those
games. If you win the first set, you'll probably
manage to score two more for a victory.

But one split for the Lobos doesn't necessarily
meet expectation.

Through the first 10 weeks of action, New
Mexico is 10-4 in day matches, while only 3-8
in night matches.

During the da%/time, the Lobos have only lost
to North Dakota, Northern Colorado, San Jose
State and Colorado State —the latter two in five
sets — while only winning against Portland,
UTEP and Utah State during the night.

Youna auns

With nine freshmen on the roster, the 2017
edition of New Mexico volleyball is quite young.

But how young is “quite young™?

The Lobos’ nine freshmen is tied for the sixth-
most in Division | volleyball, which comprises
334 teams. 12 teams have at least nine
freshmen, with seven of those teams — Air
Force, Louisiana-Lafayette, Wake Forest, TCU,
llinois, Arkansas and UNM — belonging to
Power Five/Group of Five conferences.

However, when UNM'’s entire roster composition
is taken into account, the Lobos’ nine freshmen
on a 16-player roster ranks as the fifth-highest
percentage of freshmen in Division |.

Only Alcorn State (70 percent?, Southern Utah
(62 percent), Mountain West foe UNLV (62
percent) and Holg Cross (61 percent) have
more than UNM'’s 56 percent of freshmen.

STREAKING

Over the last couple of weeks, Lauren Twitty
has been putting together some good numbers
for the Lobos.

Over her last seven matches, she has posted
double-digit kills, setting a new career high in
consecutive matches with 10-plus kills. She is
the first Lobo to do that since Devanne Sours
finished the 2016 season with nine straight
matches of double-digit kills.

Twitt%had two stellar matches against Wyoming

PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS

For the second straight week, the Mountain
West has named New Mexico volleyball player
as MW Volleyball Offensive Player of the Week,
with Lauren Twitty earning on September 25
the distinction for matches played through
September 23.

Twitty, a sophomore outside hitter from
Broadlands, Virginia, helped guide the Lobos
(9-5 overall, 1-1 MW) to a 1-1 record as the
team opened conference play on the road at
No. 23 Colorado State and Wyoming.

Twitty posted 39 kills over six sets, with just
five errors on 87 total attempts for a hitting
percentage of .391. She averaged 6.50 kills per
set as New Mexico defeated Wyoming and fell
to Colorado State.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS

New Mexico volleyball player Mariessa
Carrasco was named the Mountain West

Volleyball Offensive Player of the Week on
September 18 for matches played through
September 16.

Carrasco, a redshirt junior middle blocker from
San Angelo, Texas, led the Lobos offensively{\as
they closed out the tournament portion of their
non-conference schedule with a 2-1 record at
the Blue/Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio.

Carrasco posted 30 kills in Toledo, hitting .456
over the team’s three matches with just four
errors on 57 total attempts. She avera?ed 2.73
kills/set as UNM beat Youngstown State and
Tennessee Tech.

In the Lobos’ 3-1 win over Tennessee Tech,
Carrasco tallied a career high-t in_P 12 Kkills,
hitting a career-best .571 (12- -21%. hat match
was her first errorless match since November 3,
2016 at Wyoming (5-0-11) and the first errorless
match in her career with at least 10 kills.

She scored the set-winning kills in both sets
three and four as UNM won both sets 25-17.

Against Youngstown State, she added 10 kills
on another .571 (10-2-14) hitting percentage.

For her efforts on the week, she named to the
Blue/Gold Invitational All-Tournament Team, the
first such honor of her career.

This is Carrasco’s first career MW player of the
week honor and the team’s first since Devanne
Sours was selected on Oct. 31, 2016.

Carrasco is the first Lobo middle blocker to earn
Offensive Player of the Week since the MW
changed the system in 2015 to honor both an
offensive and defensive player.

Mariessa Carrasco led the way with 10 kills.

However, New Mexico struggled in its following
match, dropping a four-set match to Toledo 21-
25, 25-23, 22-25, 15-25.

Despite a double-double from Lauren Twitty
and three Blayers registerinc}; double-digit
digs, the Lobos struggled to find sustained
consistency with starting freshman outside
hitter Hailey Rubino sidelined due to injury

UNM did end the tournament on a positive,
capturing a four-set win over Tennessee
Tech behind stror:jg glay from Twitty (20 killsg,
Carrasco (12) and Carly Beddingfield (10
The Lobos won 25-15, 24-26, 25-17, 21-17.

For their efforts, Carrasco and Twitty were
both named to the Blue/Gold Invitational All-
Tournament Team. Carrasco finished with 30
kills on a .453 hitting percentage, while Twitty
logged 43 kills on a .238 hitting percentage.

It was Carrasco’s first such honor in her career
and the second overall and in a row for Twitty.

NELSON In INOUNTAIN WEST OPENERS

New Mexico head coach Jeff Nelson has
pl?ed 10 Mountain West openers in his career
in Albuquerque, compiling a 4-6 record.

However, Nelson has gone 4-1 in league
openers since 2012 after opening 0-5 during his
first five season with the Lobos.

UNM has won its last two conference openers on
the road, but the Lobos haven't kicked off league
play away from Johnson Center since 2014.

With New Mexico heading to Colorado State to
open the 2017 MW campaign, it's the first time
that Nelson and company have ventured to
Fort Collins for their league opener since 2007,
Nelson’s first year at UNM.

TWITTY NAIMED LOBO CLASSIC MUP,
KELSEY OUTSTAINDING LIBERD

New Mexico registered a strong team
erformance at the Lobo Classic on September
-9, opening its home slate with a 2-1 record.

For their efforts, two Lobos earned superlative
awards at the tournament, with sophomore
outside hitter Lauren Twitty earning MVP
honors and senior libero Ashley Kelsey
claiming Outstanding Libero honors.

Twitty posted a team-best 40 kills on the week,
averaging 3.64 kills per set. She tallied a then-
career best of 19 kills in the Lobos’ five-set win
over Portland, adding a career-best 17 digs
for her third double-double of the season. She
logged her fourth double-double of the year vs.
Northern Colorado, posting 13 kills with 11 digs.

It was the first all-tournament selection in her

career. She added a second the following week
at the Blue/Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio.

For Kelsey, she earned her second all-
tournament nod of the season and fourth of her
career after logging a team-best 43 digs (3.91
digs/set) on the week.

She posted 21 digs in the Lobos’ five-set win
vs Portland, and added 12 digs vs. UT Arlington
and 10 vs. Northern Colorado.

Kelsey finished with just one reception error all

New Mexico ﬁlays a single opponent twice

a year a bunch of times every season. That's

ﬁart of conference play in the Mountain West —
ome-and-home series every season.

However, when the Lobos faced Youngstown
State on September 15, it was the second time
this season that the two squads squared off.

On September 1 at the Glory Road Invitational
in El Paso, Texas, UNM opened the tournament
vs. the Penguins. Two weeks later at the Blue/
Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio, the Lobos
again opened a tournament against YSU.

It's the first time since 2012 that New Mexico
has played a non-conference foe twice in a
season. As it were, the Lobos did it three times
that season, playing Duquesne and Southern
twice each at the Lobo Classic before playing
a home-and-home series vs. CSU Bakersfield.

New Mexico will play another non-conference
foe twice this season, as well. UNM will host
UTEP in November, having already played the
Miners at the Glory Road Invitational.

FIVE FOR FIGHTING

After seven straight three-set matches to open
the season, the Lobos finally played a five-set
match when they defeated Portland 3-2 at the
Lobo Classic.

With the Portland match being UNM’s eighth of
the season, it’s the latest the team has played
to five sets since 2014. That year, New Mexico
went 11 matches before playing a five-setter vs.
SMU in its 12th match of the season.

The win vs. Portland also marked the first
time the Lobos won their first five-set match
of the season since 2009, when they beat
(coincidentally) Portland State in Albuquerque.

Again, Rubino led the way with 12 kills, while
Spragg had nine errorless kills on 10 attempts
and Twitty posted her second double-double of
the season.

However, the Lobos dropped their finale in
El Paso, falling 25-23, 25-15, 25-22. Rubino
posted double-digit kills for the third straight
match, finishing with 10 vs. the Fighting Hawks.

RUBING, HEILBORN NAIMED T0 GLORY
ROAD INVITE ALL-TOURNEY TEAIM

Freshman outside hitter Hailey Rubino and
junior setter Carson Heilborn both earned
a spot on the Glory Road Invitational All-
Tournament Team after guiding the Lobos to a
2-1 performance at the event.

Rubino, hailing from Leesburg, Virginia, finished
with a team-best 35 kills on the week, averaging
3.89 kills/set on a .244 hitting percentage. She
tallied a career-best 13 kills vs. Youngstown
State and finished with double-digit kills all three
matches on the week

This is the first all-tournament team selection of
her career.

Heilborn, a native of Auburn, Washington, also
f)osted a strong performance for New Mexico,
ogging 98 assists over the weekend for an
average of 10.89 assists/set.

She finished with at least 30 assists all three
matches in El Paso, includin% two matches with
34 — one off her season high.

This is Heilborn’s second all-tournament nod,
with her first coming at the USF Invitational last
September.

TIINE FOR SOIME HOME COOKING

Over the course of Jeff Nelson’s decade
of coaching at New Mexico, the Lobos have
enjoyed success hosting non-conference
tournaments at home.

Including the 2017 season, Nelson’s teams
have posted a 46-13 record (.780) during
non-conference home tournaments since his
arrival in 2007, with winning records at those
tournaments all 11 years.

The Lobos’ most successful slate of home
tournaments was in 2013, when they went
6-0. The past two seasons, UNM registered
4-2 records, while New Mexico went 2-1 this
season.

HOINE AT LAST

The Lobos finally got to play in Albuquerque as
they hosted the Lobo Classic in Johnson Center
on September 8-9.

That was the latest UNM has played its home
opener since 2002. That season, the Lobos
played at three straight road tournaments
before finally playing at home on September 20
as they hosted the UNM Invitational.

For what it's worth, New Mexico went
undefeated at its home-opening tournament in
2002, beating SMU, Temple and Auburn.

BUT DOI’'T GET TOO CLOIMFY

As noted above, the Lobos finally got to play
at home on September 8-9 after back-to-back
weeks on the road to open the season.

However, the Lobo Classic is the only time New
Mexico will be at home before conference play
kicks off, giving the team just one weekend at
home over the first month of the season.

After the Lobo Classic, UNM doesn't return
back to the friendly confines of Johnson Center
until September 28 as they host Boise State.

It's the fewest number of matches the Lobos
have played at home over the beginning of the
season since 2008. That season, New Mexico
played three matches at the MCM Elegante
Lobo Classic to open the season before playing
on the road for four straight weeks (three road
tournaments and the opening week of Mountain
West play).

UNM didn’t play at home a second time during
the 2008 season until October 2.

LOBOS GO 2-1 AT I0WA STATE
T0 OPEN 2017 CAMPAIGH

The Lobos opened their 2016 season with a
strong showing at the Cyclone Invitational in
Ames, lowa, winning two of their three matches
on the weekend.

New Mexico started with a sweep of Nebraska
Omaha, relying on strong defense from Ashley
Kelsey and veteran leadership en route to a
straight-set sweep.

It was the 11th-straight season-opening win for
the Lobos.

UNM continued to shine in its second contest
of the season, riding a strong offensive attack
to sweep Kent State. Five players had at least
seven Kills, with sophomore Lauren Twitty
leading the youthful Lobos with a career high-
tying 14 putaways.

However, the youthful Lobos suffered their first
loss of the season in the finale of the Cyclone
Invite, falling in straight sets to tournament host
lowa State.
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KELSEY, SPRAGG NAMED TO
CYCLONE INVITE ALL-TOURNEY TEAIM

Ashley Kelsey and Victoria Spragg both
earned a spot on the Cyclone Invitational All-
Tournament Team after guiding the Lobos to a
2-1 performance at the event.

Kelsey, a redshirt senior from Ewa Beach,
Hawalii, helmed the Lobos’ defense in Ames,
lowa, logging 45 digs over three matches for an
average of 5.00 digs/set. She had 25 in UNM'’s
season-opening sweep of Nebraska Omaha, the
most by a Lobo in a three-set match since 2013.

This selection was the third such for Kelsey in
her career. She was also named to the UNM
Invitational and USF Invitational All-Tournament
teams last season.

Spragg, a redshirt junior from Belen, N.M., also
had a strong showing, hitting a team-best .385
with 21 kills and six errors on 39 attempts. She
had nine kills vs. Kent State and posted seven
putaways vs. lowa State.

She also added six blocks on the week to
earn her second-career all-tournament team
selection. She was named to the UT Arlington
Invitational All-Tournament Team in 2016.

Ol THE ROAD AGAIN

For the second week of the 2017 season, the
Lobos found themselves back on the road for a
second straight weekend.

To open the season, New Mexico was at the
Cyclone Invitational in Ames, lowa, while week
two saw the team travel to El Paso for the Glory
Road Invitational.

And while that may seem like business as usual
for a collegiate sports team, back-to-back road
trips to start a season is rare for the Lobos.

It's just the first time since 2002 that New
Mexico volleyball has opened its season with
two straight road trips. That year, the Lobos
kicked off their campaign with a tournament
at Wichita State before playing at Arizona the
following week.

NELSON Ih SEASOIN OPENERS

The Lobos have never lost a season opener
during head coach Jeff Nelson’s 11 seasons
in Albuquerque. In fact, New Mexico has lost
a total of two sets in the 11 season openers
Nelson has coached (2007 vs. Florida Atlantic
and 2011 vs. South Florida).

This season, the Lobos opened their 2017
season with a sweep of Nebraska Omaha,.
That straight-sets win extended UNM'’s streak
of season-opening sweeps to six years in a row.

Season-opening tournaments have also been
successes during Nelson’s tenure. Every year,
including 2017, the Lobos have won at least a
majority of their matches.

This year, New Mexico went 2-1 in its season-
opening road trip, sweepmg Omaha and Kent
State before falling to lowa State.

However, despite its success, UNM has posted
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at least one loss durin
swing each of the last eight season (from 2010-
17) after opening the Nelson era with three
undefeated opening weekends (from 2007-09).

Nelson at the helm, the Lobos have opened
their season on the road just three times.

However, as of late, Nelson has alternated the
Lobos’ pattern of ogening at home and on the
road. In 2013, 2015 and now 2017, UNM has
opened on the road, while 2014 and 2016 saw
the Lobos opening in Johnson Center.

Nelson scheduled his season opener at home
for his first six years in Albuquerque.

WE ARE NEW INERICO

Out of the 16 players on New Mexico’s 2017
roster, four hail from the Land of Enchantment.

Three of those Lobos are from Albuquerque, with
junior defensive specialist Mercedes Pacheco,
Junior outside hitter Carly Beddingfield and
freshmen middle blocker Abbey Willison.

BUT WE'LL TAKE PLAYERS

The state that tied New Mexico for the most
Lobo volleyballers is Arizona, yielding four
players on the 2017 roster.

All four are freshmen, with Nicolette Clark
g)handleq_, Kayla LongNI (Tucsorg, Danica
owan (Thatcher) and Morgan Schreckler
(Phoenix).

Lobo head coach Jeff Nelson coached at
Arizona State during the mid-90s.

WHO’S BACK

Although New Mexico loses a majority of its
letterwinners from its 2016 roster, it does
bring back a solid nucleus of players. Seven
letterwinners return for head coach Jeff Nelson
and the Lobos, including three starters and
their libero.

Ashley Kelsey, who ranks 11th in program
history in digs, returns in the back row, where
she'll be joined by the team’s top defender off
the bench, Mercedes Pacheco.

Starter setter Carson Heilborn is also back after

a strong sophomore campaign, while redshirt

junior middle blockers Mariessa Carrasco and
ictoria Spragg return to the front row.

Rising sophomore outside hitter Lauren Twitty
is also back after starting a handful of matches
during 2016.

WHo'’S NEw

On a roster where there are significantly more
new faces than familiar faces, it seems like
everyone is new.

LOBOS PICKED IinTH In mw
PRESEASOI COACHES’ POLL

The Lobos were selected to finish ninth in the
Mountain West this season, as voted by the
league’s 11 coaches in the MW Preseason
Coaches’ Poll released August 16.

Colorado State narrowly claimed the top spot
in the coaches’ poll over Boise State, earning
eight of the 11 first-place votes and 98 total
points to Boise State’s haul of three first-place
votes and 93 total points.

San Diego State notched 79 total points for third
in the poll, ahead of fourth-place Wyoming’s
67-point tally. Nevada (57 points) and Utah
State (51) finished fifth and sixth in the poll.

Finishing seventh to 11th respectively were
UNLV (42), San José State (38), New Mexico
(37), Fresno State (29) and Air Force (14).

0N THE 2017 SCHEDULE

The Lobos, who posted a 16-16 record in 2016,
have put together a challenging schedule for
the 2017 season that provides a number of
opportunities to help develop a roster that will
include eight newcomers.

New Mexico will take on a schedule that
includes seven matches against teams
that made the 2016 NCAA Tournament and
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features three competitive non-conference road
tournaments to go with the annual Lobo Classic
in Albuquerque.

The schedule is highlighted by its matches
against postseason teams, as the Lobos face
lowa State and North Dakota during non-
conference play and Boise State, Colorado
State and UNLV during Mountain West play.

New Mexico opens the season at the Cyclone
Invitational, playing Nebraska Omaha, Kent
State and the Cyclones in Ames, lowa, on
August 25-26. The Lobos will remain on the
road the following weekend as they play
Youngstown State, North Dakota and UTEP in
El Paso, Texas, on September 1-2.

Nelson and company return to Albuquerque as
they host the Lobo Classic at Johnson Center
on September 8-9. New Mexico will take on
a strong slate of teams in Portland, Northern
Colorado and UT Arlington.

UNM closes out tournament play at the Blue/
Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio, as the Lobos
play Toledo, Tennessee Tech and Youngstown
State again.

New Mexico rounds out its non-conference
schedule with a road match at Rio Grande Rival
New Mexico State on October 16 and a return
trip from UTEP on November 12 in Albuquerque.

Mountain West play will start on September 21
when New Mexico travels to Colorado State. As
per the conference’s unbalanced scheduling
arrangement, the Lobos will play twice against
eight league opponents and just once against
UNLV (November 13 in Albuquerque) and Air
Force (November 16 in Colorado Springs).

New Mexico shined academically in 2016 as
Lobo volleyball collected a number of national-
and conference-level awards.

The AVCA announced that 145 Division |
indoor volleyball teams earned the AVCA Team
Academic Award for the 2016-17 season and
New Mexico earned a spot on the list.

ABOUT SAN JOSE STATE

San José State, picked eighth in the Mountain West preseason poll, continues to rank highly in the
league. Heading into the seventh week of conference action, the Spartans sit tied for third place in
the MW with a 7-5 record in conference play. SUSU had won three straight before falling in three
sets to San Diego State, which is also third in the MW.

The Spartans have three Iaa/ers averaging over three kills/set, with the Brazilian trio of Giulia Gavio
(3.68), Fernanda Vida (3.50) and Nandyala Gama (3.37) powering the team. Gama also ranks
sixth in the Mountain West in hitting percentage with a .314 rate out of the middle. San José State
ranks fourth in the MW in hitting percenta%e (.225), kills/set (13.33) and assists/set (12.39). Breann
Robinson averages 10.08 assists/set for the Spartans, good for third in the Mountain West.

SJSU is also second the conference in aces/set, tallying 1.47/set.

On the defensive end, Luiza Andrade posts 3.84 digs/set (good for eighth in the MW), with Vida
2.28/set), Jamie Hirai (2.17) and Gavio 82.08) also contributing. At the net, Gama (0.94 blocks/set),
obinson (0.79) and Thaliana Grajeda (0.78) lead the Spartans.

However, as a team, SJSU ranks last in the league in blocks/set, averaging just 1.95 per frame.

SERIES vs. SAN JOSE STATE

New Mexico and San José State have met up 18 times, with the Lobos leading the all-time series
13-5. However, UNM hasn't lost at home to the Spartans since 1998, a stretch of five home matches.
The Lobos have also swept the last two matches vs. SJSU in Albuquerque.

LAST TIME vs. SAN JOSE STATE

New Mexico received stron E/erformances from its middle blockers, including career highs in kills
from Mariessa Carrasco and Victoria Spragg, but it wasn't enough in a 3-2 loss to San José State
on Saturday, October 7. Despite 15 kills from Carrasco and 14 kills from S ra1g§, the Lobos couldn’t
hold off the Spartans, falling by set scores of 25-18, 16-25, 21-25, 25-18, 15-13.
