Streaks, Trends and In-Game Notes 

 UNM has trailed for a total of 3:43 in MW play so far this season.  

 The Lobos have been tied with their opponents for a total of 4:16 in MW play so far this season.  

 This was the first game since the Lobos played Loyola-Chicago on 11/18/15 that an opponent 
scored less than 20 points in the first half.   

 The Lobos are now 10-1 on the season when leading at the half.  

 When the Lobos outrebound their opponent they are 9-2 on the season.  

 At home the Lobos are now 8-1 on the season.   

 This was the second time in three games that the Lobos recorded more than ten steals.  

 The Lobos had their second consecutive 20+ scorer in MW play tonight.  

 A Lobo opponent shot less than 35% in a game for the first time since facing Nicholls State on 

11/25/15.  

 The Lobos improve to 6-1 on the season when scoring 70-80 points.  

 

RS-Junior Tim Williams  

 This was Williams’ sixth 20+ point game this season, the Lobos improve to 4-2 when Williams 

scores 20 or more (21).  

 Lead the Lobos in rebounding for the seventh time this season.  

 Played for 34 minutes, a team high.  

 

RS-Sophomore Cullen Neal   

 Set a career high in steals with four.  

 This was Neal’s 13th double digit scoring effort on the season and 24th of his career.  

 

RS-Sophomore Elijah Brown  

 This was his 15th double-digit scoring effort on the year, the Lobos are 9-6 in that span.  

 

Freshman Jordan Hunter
