Continuint\;/\}heir strong play from last Saturday’s
match at Wyoming is the key for New Mexico
this week.

Against the Cowgirls, UNM dominated virtually
every facet of the game, leaving Laramie with a
sweep for the first time since 2010.

Lauren Twitty was instrumental to the Lobos’
efforts, racking up 25 kills over the three sets.
Over her last three matches, Twitty is hitting
.366 with 59 kills.

She ranks third in the MW in both kills/set and
points/set, behind Boise State’s Sierra Nobley,
the conference leader in both categories, and
Utah State’s Lauren Anderson, the league’s No.
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2 in both.

More strong play from other veteran players will
be key as the Lobos look to make an early run
in the MW.

Redshirt junior middle blockers Victoria Spragg
and Mariessa Carrasco have both put together
strong performances, while junior setter Carson
Heilborn and redshirt senior libero Ashley
Kelsey have been largely consistent.

The return of freshman outside hitter Hailey
Rubino is also important for UNM. Rubino
returned vs. Wyoming after missing four straight
matches with injury.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS

For the second straight week, the Mountain
West has named New Mexico volleyball player
as MW Volleyball Offensive Player of the Week,
with Lauren Twitty earning on September 25
the distinction for matches played through
September 23.

Twitty, a sophomore outside hitter from
Broadlands, Virginia, helped guide the Lobos
(9-5 overall, 1-1 MW) to a 1-1 record last
weekend as the team opened conference
play on the road at No. 23 Colorado State and
Wyoming.

Twitty posted 39 kills over six sets last week,
with just five errors on 87 total attempts for a
hitting percentage of .391.

Twitty’s 25 kills were noteworthy for a number of
different reasons:

«  25kills in a three-set match are the most in
the MW since Boise State’s Sierra Nobley
had 25 vs. Utah State in 2015. 25 Kkills
are also tied for the third-most in any MW
match this season.

«  25kills are the most in any match for New
Mexico since Julia Warren had 28 in a 3-2
loss to Utah State last November.

« 25 kills are tied for the sixth-most in an
match for the Lobos during the 25-point,
rally-scoring era.

« 25 Kkills make Twitty the first UNM
sophomore with at least 25 kills since Kelly
Therkelsen had 25 vs. George Washington
on September 10, 2004.

Twitty ended up with her stellar statline via
su?erb erformances in the first and second
sets, notching 10 kills in both sets. She equaled
her previous career best (set on September
16 in a 3-1 win over Tennessee Tech) by
intermission.

She’s hit 20 kills twice this season, including
a masterful 25-kill showing vs. Wyoming on
September 23.

In the Lobos’ 3-1 win over Tennessee Tech,
Carrasco tallied a career high-tying 12 Kkills,
hitting a career-best .571 (12-0-21). That match
was her first errorless match since November 3,
2016 at Wyoming (5-0-11) and the first errorless
match in her career with at least 10 kills.

Her .571 success rate is also the fourth-best in
the Mountain West this season, and the only
errorless statline among the league’s top 10
performances.

She scored the set-winning kills in both sets
three and four as UNM won both sets 25-17.

Against Youngstown State, she added 10 kills
on another .571 (10-2-14) hitting percentage.

For her efforts on the week, she named to the
Blue/Gold Invitational All-Tournament Team, the
first such honor of her career.

This is Carrasco’s first career MW player of the
week honor and the team’s first since Devanne
Sours was selected on Oct. 31, 2016.

Carrasco is the first Lobo middle blocker to earn
Offensive Player of the Week since the MW
changed the system in 2015 to honor both an
offensive and defensive player.

Skye Gullatt was Defensive Player of the Week
in 2015, while Ashley Rhoades earned what was
then just Player of the Week honors in 2011.

LOBOS GO 2-1 AT BLUE/GOLD INVITE,
CARRASCO AND TWITTY ALL-TOURNEY

New Mexico capped the tournament portion of
its non-conference schedule with a 2-1 showing
at the Blue/Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio
from September 15-16.

It was the Lobos’ fourth 2-1 weekend to open
the season.

To open the weekend, UNM faced off against
Youngstown State for the second time In as
many weeks. Winning 25-21, 25-19, 25-18, the
Lobos virtuallz duplicated their performance
from two weeks prior when they swept by the
Penguins to open the Glory Road Invitational in
El Paso, Texas.

Mariessa Carrasco led the way with 10 kills.

However, New Mexico struggled in its following
match, dropping a four-set match to Toledo 21-
25, 25-23, 22-25, 15-25.

Despite a double-double from Lauren Twitty
and three glayers registerin? double-digit
digs, the Lobos struggled to find sustained
consistency with starting freshman outside
hitter Hailey Rubino sidelined due to injury

UNM did end the tournament on a positive,
capturing a four-set win over Tennessee
Tech behind stror(ljg 8Iay from Twitty (20 kills),
Carrasco (12) and Carly Beddingfield (10
The Lobos won 25-15, 24-26, 25-17, 21-17.

For their efforts, Carrasco and Twitty were
both named to the Blue/Gold Invitational All-
Tournament Team. Carrasco finished with 30
kills on a .453 hitting percentage, while Twitty
logged 43 kills on a .238 hitting percentage.

It was Carrasco’s first such honor in her career
and the second overall and in a row for Twitty.

NELSON In INOUNTAIN WEST OPENERS

New Mexico head coach Jeff Nelson has
pl%ed 10 Mountain West openers in his career
in Albuquerque, compiling a 4-6 record.

However, Nelson has gone 4-1 in league
openers since 2012 after opening 0-5 during his
first five season with the Lobos.

New Mexico registered a strong team
performance at the Lobo Classic on September
8-9, opening its home slate with a 2-1 record.

For their efforts, two Lobos earned superlative
awards at the tournament, with sophomore
outside hitter Lauren Twitty earning MVP
honors and senior libero Ashley Kelsey
claiming Outstanding Libero honors.

Twitty posted a team-best 40 kills on the week,
averaging 3.64 kills per set. She tallied a then-
career best of 19 kills in the Lobos’ five-set win
over Portland, adding a career-best 17 digs
for her third double-double of the season. She
logged her fourth double-double of the season
és. Northern Colorado, posting 13 kills with 11
igs.

It was the first all-tournament selection in her
career. She added a second the following week
at the Blue/Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio.

For Kelsey, she earned her second all-
tournament nod of the season and fourth of her
career after logging a team-best 43 digs (3.91
digs/set) on the week.

ome-and-home series every season.

However, when the Lobos faced Youngstown
State on September 15, it was the second time
this season that the two squads squared off.

On September 1 at the Glory Road Invitational
in El Paso, Texas, UNM opened the tournament
vs. the Penguins. Two weeks later at the Blue/
Gold Invitational in Toledo, Ohio, the Lobos
again opened a tournament against YSU.

It's the first time since 2012 that New Mexico
has played a non-conference foe twice in a
season. As it were, the Lobos did it three times
that season, playing Duguesne and Southern
twice each at the Lobo Classic before playing
a home-and-home series vs. CSU Bakersfield.

New Mexico will play another non-conference
foe twice this season, as well. UNM will host
UTEP in November, having already played the
Miners at the Glory Road Invitational.

FIVE FOR FIGHTING

After seven straight three-set matches to open
the season, the Lobos finally played a five-set
match when they defeated Portland 3-2 at the
Lobo Classic.

With the Portland match being UNM’s eighth of
the season, it's the latest the team has played
to five sets since 2014.

New Mexico won a pair of matches at the
Glory Road Invitational in El Paso, Texas,
last = weekend, toppircj;]_ Youngstown State
and tournament host UTEP.

Against Youngstown State, UNM swept by the
Penguins 25-19, 25-20, 25-16 behind a career-
high 13 kills from freshman Hailey Rubino.

It's the fewest number of matches the Lobos
have played at home over the beginning of the
season since 2008.

UNM didn't play at home a second time during
the 2008 season until October 2.

The Lobos opened their 2016 season with a
strong showing at the Cyclone Invitational in
Ames, lowa, winning two of their three matches
on the weekend.

New Mexico started with a sweep of Nebraska
Omaha, relying on strong defense from Ashley
Kelsey and veteran leadership en route to a
straight-set sweep.

It was the 11th-straight season-opening win for
the Lobos.

UNM continued to shine in its second contest
of the season, riding a strong offensive attack
to sweep Kent State. Five players had at least
seven Kkills, with sophomore Lauren Twitty
leading the youthful Lobos with a career high-
tying 14 putaways.

However, the youthful Lobos suffered their first
loss of the season in the finale of the Cyclone
Invite, falling in straight sets to tournament host
lowa State.

Ashley Kelsey and Victoria Spragg both
earned a spot on the Cyclone Invitational All-
Tournament Team after guiding the Lobos to a
2-1 performance at the event.

Kelsey, a redshirt senior from Ewa Beach,
Hawali, helmed the Lobos’ defense in Ames,
lowa, logging 45 digs over three matches for an
average of 5.00 digs/set. She had 25 in UNM’s
season-opening sweep of Nebraska Omaha, the
most by a Lobo in a three-set match since 2013.

This selection was the third such for Kelsey in
her career. She was also named to the UNM
Invitational and USF Invitational All-Tournament
teams last season.

Spragg, a redshirt junior from Belen, N.M., also
had a strong showing, hitting a team-best .385
with 21 kills and six errors on 39 attempts.

HAMINERING HAILEY

After a modest, if not very productive, opening
weekend, the potential of freshman Hailey
Rubino was obvious as she averaged 2.44 kill/
set and 3.00 digs/set.

But it wasn’t until the Lobos’ second weekend
of the season that Rubino began to take over.

At the Glory Road Invitational on September
1-2, the Leesburg, Virginia, native averaged
nearly four kills/set, knocking home a team-best
3.89 putaways per frame.

She started with a career-best 13 Kkills vs.
Youngstown State and added 12 vs. UTEP
and 10 vs. North Dakota. Through three weeks
of the season, she is the only Lobo with three
straight matches of at least 10 kills.

NELSON Ih SEASOI OPENERS

The Lobos have never lost a season opener
during head coach Jeff Nelson’s 11 seasons
in Albuquerque. In fact, New Mexico has lost
a total of two sets in the 11 season openers
Nelson has coached (2007 vs. Florida Atlantic
and 2011 vs. South Florida).

This season, the Lobos opened their 2017
season with a sweep of Nebraska Omaha,.
That straight-sets win extended UNM'’s streak
of season-opening sweeps to six years in a row.

Season-opening tournaments have also been
successes during Nelson'’s tenure. Every year,
including 2017, the Lobos have won at least a
maijority of their matches.

This year, New Mexico went 2-1 in its season-
opening road trip, sweeping Omaha and Kent
State before falling to lowa State.

However, despite its success, UNM has posted
at least one loss during its season-opening
swing each of the last eight season (from 2010-
17) after opening the Nelson era with three
undefeated opening weekends (from 2007-09).

ROAD WARRIORS

Over the 11 seasons with head coach Jeff
Nelson at the helm, the Lobos have opened
their season on the road just three times.

This year was one of those times, as New
Mexico ventured to Ames, lowa, to play at lowa
State for their season debut.

However, as of late, Nelson has alternated the
Lobos’ pattern of opening at home and on the
road. In 2013, 2015 and now 2017, UNM has
opened on the road, while 2014 and 2016 saw
the Lobos opening in Johnson Center.

Nelson scheduled his season opener at home
for his first six years in Albuquerque.

With nine freshmen on the roster, the 2017
edition of New Mexico volleyball is quite young.

But how young is “quite young"?

The Lobos’ nine freshmen is tied for the sixth-
most in Division | volleyball, which comprises
334 teams. 12 teams have at least nine
freshmen, with seven of those teams — Air
Force, Louisiana-Lafayette, Wake Forest, TCU,
lllinois, Arkansas and UNM — belonging to
Power Five/Group of Five conferences.

However, when UNM’s entire roster composition
is taken into account, the Lobos’ nine freshmen
on a 16-player roster ranks as the fifth-highest
percentage of freshmen in Division |.

(37), Fresno State (29) and Air Force (14).

Ol THE 2017 SCHEDULE

The Lobos, who posted a 16-16 record in 2016,
have put together a challenging schedule for
the 2017 season that provides a number of
opportunities to help develop a roster that will
include eight newcomers.

New Mexico will take on a schedule that
includes seven matches against teams
that made the 2016 NCAA Tournament and
features three competitive non-conference road
tournaments to go with the annual Lobo Classic

in Albuquerque.

The schedule is highlighted by its matches
against postseason teams, as the Lobos face
lowa State and North Dakota during non-
conference play and Boise State, Colorado
State and UNLV during Mountain West play.
