hired, skill development, the importance of knowing the rules, and how to balance work and life. 

 

Qualified candidates must have exhausted their final year of basketball eligibility at a four-year 

institution or have graduated within the past year. In addition, the candidate’s head coach has to 

nominate them and must be an active WBCA member. Each participant is selected based on her 

academics, contributions to women’s basketball on and off the court, professional resume and a 

written recommendation from her head coach.
