The Lobos are coming off an 8-2
victory over Rio Grande rivals New Mexico State on Tuesday at
Southwest University Park in El Paso, Texas.

UNM used eight pitchers (including three making their Lobo
and collegiate debut) to hold the Aggies, who entered the game
leading the nation in hitting at .366, to two runs.

At the plate, the Lobos were led by another strong effort from Jack
Zoellner as the senior went 3-for-4 with a home run and two RBI.
The out he recorded in that game (in the eighth inning) ended a
streak of nine consecutive at-bats with a hit and 12-straight plate
appearances reaching base.

Prior to Tuesday’s midweek game, the Lobos had an offensive
explosion against Air Force in which they swept the Falcons while
scoring a combined 59 runs on 68 hits in the three-game set in
Colorado.

The Lobos opened the series Friday with a 19-5 victory over Air
Force. Six UNM players had multiple hits in a contest where the
Lobos scored in eight of the nine innings. Zoellner led the way by
going 4-for-6 with a home run, double and three RBI while Andre
Gregory was 3-for-6 with two doubles and four RBI. Tyler Stevens
got the win, going 7.2 innings and giving up five runs on eight hits
with nine strikeouts and one walk (he shut out Air Force through
the first six innings as the Lobos built a 14-0 advantage).

The second game of the series Saturday was a wild contest that
saw a combined 27 runs scored in the first three innings (Air Force
led 15-12) before Justin Slaten entered in relief for the Lobos and
limited the Falcons to just one run over the final 4.2 innings to pick
up his first collegiate win. The freshman got the victory thanks to
the Lobos exploding for eight runs in the ninth inning to pull away
for a 24-16 victory. Eight of the nine Lobo starters had multiple hits
with Stajduhar tying a career high with five RBI as he went 4-for-6
with a home run and two doubles. Danny Collier set a career high
with five runs scored for New Mexico.

Drew Gillespie picked
up his first career victory in relief for the
Lobos.

Overall for the series, the Lobos hit .496 in
the series as Gonzalez (.786), Mang (.700),
Zoellner (.588) and Stajduhar (.563) all hit
above .500 in the three-game set.

SCOUTING SAN JOSE STATE ... The Spartans
enter this weekend’s series led by their
pitching staff as SJSU sports a 3.36 ERA,
ranked 52nd in the nation and tops in the
Mountain West.

The Spartan staff has been led by Josh
Nashed as he’s 0-0 with 1.59 ERA - including
16 strikeouts in 17 innings of work. The
SJSU bullpen has also shined as five pitchers
with 3.2 or more innings of work have an
ERA of 1.35 or lower.

Where SJSU has struggled is at the plate
as they are hitting .236, 232nd in the
nation and last in the Mountain West.
The Spartans have three players hitting
above .300 in Joseph Stefanki (.417), Aaron
Pleschner (.359) and Kellen Strahm (.359).
No other SJSU player is hitting above .237,
however.

LOBOS COME IN AT NO. 2 IN LATEST RPI
RELEASED ... UNM boasts one of the
toughest non-conference schedules in the
country and an 8-3 start with that schedule
has the Lobos at No. 2 in the latest RPI
rankings.

UNM sits only behind Arizona in the
national rankings and are ahead of No.
3 Baylor, No. 4 Michigan State and No. 5
Louisiana Tech.

JACK ATTACK - A HIT STREAK TO
REMEMBER ... UNM’s Jack Zoellner might
have felt a little left out when he was sitting
at 0-for-5 late in the game Saturday as the
Lobos racked up 24 runs and 28 hits at Air
Force.

The senior hit a single in his second-to-
last at-bat (he walked in his final plate
appearance of the day) in that contest to
keep from getting the collar - but little did
anyone know it would start an impressive
hit streak.

Zoellner went 5-for-5 Sunday at Air Force
and got a hit in his first three at-bats against
New Mexico State on Tuesday for nine
consecutive at-bats with a base hit before
being retired in his final at-bat Tuesday night.

Zoellner also walked three times during
that span, meaning he reached base an
eye-popping 12 straight plate appearances.
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STAJDUHAR MAKES IT 3-FOR-3 FOR LOBOS
IN MW PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS
(Feb. 27-March 5) ... Carl Stajduhar gave
the Lobos three Mountain West Player of
the Week honors in the first three weeks
of the season as the junior was selected
for the award after hitting .550 (11-for-20)
with three home runs, four doubles, nine
runs and nine RBI in helping UNM go 3-1,
including a three-game sweep at Air Force
where the Lobos put up 59 runs and 68 hits.

In the Lobos’ lone loss of the week at No.
6 Texas Tech (a 7-2 defeat) on Feb. 28,
Stajduhar went 2-for-4 with a two-run home
run and a double. The Lobo third baseman
had multiple hits in each game during the
week and hit a homer in three of the four
games. Stajduhar matched a career high
with five RBI on Saturday after going 4-for-
6 with a home run and two doubles during
the Lobos’ 24-16 win over Air Force.

RUNS & HITS GALORE ... UNM'’s big
weekend at Air Force included a 24-16 win
over that saw rarified numbers produced -
even for the Lobos.

The 24 runs were the most for the Lobos
since defeating Coppin State 29-3 on April
18, 2010, and their 28 hits was the most
since racking up 29 in that same game.

The Lobos were still seven runs off their
program record of 31 set against Air Force
on April 17, 2004, and four hits off their
program record of 32 set against Fresno
State on April 1, 1999.

NOT ONE, NOT TWO, NOT THREE, NOT
FOUR, BUT ... UNM junior Danny Collier
did something a Lobo hasn’t done in nearly
seven years as he scored five runs during
Saturday’s 24-16 victory over Air Force.

He’s the first Lobo to score five runs in a
game since Justin Howard scored six against
Coppin State on April 18, 2010.

GONZALEZ’S BIG WEEK LEADS TO MW
PLAYER OF THE WEEK (Feb. 20-26) ... For
the second week in a row to start the season
the Lobos have earned the Mountain West
Player of the Week as Luis Gonzalez was

selected for the honor.

The junior outfielder hit .727 (8-for-11) with
a home run, two doubles, two RBI, two
stolen bases and three runs on the road
against No. 23 Dallas Baptist. He also drew
five walks and reached base 13 of his 16
plate appearances, including reaching base
in 11 of his final 12.

RUN SCORING STREAK FOR VIGIL ... Andre
Vigil started a nice streak for himself to start
the 2017 campaign as the senior scored a
run in each of the Lobos’ first six games.

Overall, he has scored 14 runs and already
has doubled his career home run total
entering the season with two blasts early in
2017.

ZOELLNER TABBED MW PLAYER OF THE
WEEK (Feb. 13-19) ... Jack Zoellner was the
story of the weekend against Binghamton
for the Lobos at the plate as the senior went
6-for-12 with three home runs, a double,
eight RBI and five runs to earn Mountain
West Player of the Week honors.

Zoellner’s three home runs and six RBI in
the Feb. 18 win over Binghamton were both
career highs. This is the first time Zoellner
has been selected for this honor.

INNING TO REMEMBER ... Freshman Beau
Capanna had an inning to remember against
Binghamton in his collegiate debut Feb. 19.

In his first plate appearance as a Lobo in the
third inning, Capanna singled, stole second
base and eventually scored. As the Lobos
kept putting together hits for what would
be a seven-run inning, Capanna came up
again and hit an RBI single - and stole
another base.

When the damage was done in the third
inning, Capanna went 2-for-2 with two
stolen bases, a run and an RBI. Not a bad
debut to say the least.
