This series will be played at Dixie State in St. George, Utah which will be classified as a “neutra
by the NCAA. The Lobos are 2-0 over the Spartans in neutral competition.

The teams’ last meeting was on March 4, 2020 as UNM claimed a 79-66 victory in the first round of the
2020 Mountain West Tournament.

UNM is 2-2 over the last four matchups including the last two straight victories. The Lobos are 5-2 over
the last seven games between the teams.

The Lobos are led on the season by senior Makuach Maluach who posts 13.2 points and 5.7 rebounds
per game.

In Mountain West play, Maluach leads all scorers with 11.4 points per game while redshirt-freshman
Bayron Matos leads in rebounds with 4.4 per contest.

San José State is led by two players scoring in double figures including senior Richard Washington
(22.2) and junior Jalen Dalcourt (12.0). SISU’s leading rebounder, Seneca Knight (7.3) has opted out for
the remainder of the season.

In conference competition, Washington boasts a 21.3 scoring average followed by Dalcourt with 10.8.

While senior Makuach Maluach is
now a member of the exclusive UNM
1,000-point club, he is also on the
verge of entering into an even more
exclusive club, that of the 1,000-point
scorers and 500-rebounders.

Only 18 players in UNM program
history have achieved the feat. Maluach
currently posts 413 career rebounds
and is just 87 away from 500. He has
racked up 68 so far this limited season.

Senior Makuach Maluach has started
68 straight games heading into the SJSU
series. He has also surpassed 100 career
games and has now playedin 111 games.

ABOUT THE 2020-21 LOBOS

The 2020-21 Lobos return six
letterwinners including just one starter
in senior Makuach Maluach. Maluach,
the only four-year Lobo on the squad,
has been a prominent feature for UNM
since Head Coach Paul Weir’s arrival
four seasons ago and finished the 2019-
20 season with his 56th consecutive
start. The remaining five letterwinners
combineforjustfivestartsandanaverage
of 11.0 points throughout last season.

In addition to the six returners, the
Lobos welcome 12 newcomers, half of
which are transfers. Transfers include
sophomore point guard Jeremiah Francis
I who comes to UNM out of North
Carolina where he played in 16 games
and scored in double figures three times.
Francis will be eligible to play this season
after an NCAA waiver was approved.

Another newcomer expected to make
an immediate impact is redshirt-
freshman Bayron Matos, who arrived
last spring and sat at the end of the
bench throughout the remainder of
the 2019-20 season in preparation

UNM is one of just two teams in NCAA
Division | that have relocated indefinitely
due to Covid-19 restrictions. Both New
Mexico and New Mexico State, due to
local health guidelinesin the State of New
Mexico, have relocated to allow for the
teams to conduct full practice. The Lobos
found Levelland, Texas as their home-
away-from-home prior to the start of the
season where they resided and practiced
leading up to the 2020-21 opener.

UNM was only able to hold a handful
of practices in Albuquerque as local
guidelines continued to change prior
to moving to Texas on Nov. 13, which
means the Lobos got a much later
start than usual in 5-on-5 practice.

A DIVERSE ROSTER
This year, the Lobos are tied for second
in the nation for most foreign countries
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and states represented with 15 (9
states and 6 countries, excluding the
US). UT Martin leads the country with
17 while the Lobos tie Penn with 15.

The six countries represented by the
2020-21 Lobo squad include Angola,
Australia, Canada, Central African
Republic, Dominican Republic and
Senegal.

Maluach Double-Double Paces Lobos Past Undefeated Rice

HOUSTON, TEXAS — Overcoming early nerves and as much as a five-point
deficit in the first half, The University of New Mexico men’s basketball team
topped the previously-undefeated Rice University Owls on Sunday afternoon
by a score of 72-61.

The Lobos open the 2020-21 season 1-0 while Rice falls to 4-1.

Senior Makuach Maluach, who is the lone returning starter for the Lobos

and started his 57th consecutive contest on Sunday, kicked off his senior year
with his third career double-double. He led the Lobos with 23 points and 12
rebounds including six offensive boards. Sunday also marked his 100th career
contest.

Rebounding was the story of the game as New Mexico pulled down 49
rebounds compared to 30 for Rice, including 19 offensive. The last time the
Lobos had 20 or more offensive rebounds was in the 2018-19 season.

Maluach was one of three Lobos to score in double figures and was joined
by junior Rod Brown who posted 11 points and seven rebounds as well as
redshirt-freshman Bayron Matos who collected 10 points and five boards.

Both Matos and Brown were two of six players to make their Lobo debuts on
Sunday along with junior Saquan Singleton, junior Valdir Manuel, sophomore
Jeremiah Francis Il and freshman Javonté Johnson.

The Lobos, an almost entirely new squad battling first-game jitters against a
4-0 team, went down by five, 15-10 with 9:54 left in the first half after a 7-0
Owl run that was capped by back-to-back threes for the home team.

UNM tied it up on a layup from Singleton and a three from sophomore
Emmanuel Kuac, 15-15, before continuing on a 17-3 run over 7:06 to take a
nine-point lead, 27-18.

The Lobos’ run was an even scoring effort featuring two points each from
Singleton, Kuac, Brown, Francis Il and Maluach, capped by back-to-back
jumpers from Manuel.

Rice closed the gap to six, 31-25 at the half.

It was Manuel who put the Lobos up by double digits in the second half with
a triple with 13:16 left on the clock to put UNM up 45-35.

Rice worked to battle back with a free throw and a layup to make it a sev-
en-point game with 10:17 left, but Maluach quickly shut down any thought of
a comeback with a jumper followed by a three at the top of the circle just 24
seconds apart. With the play, UNM went back up by double digits, 50-38, and
Rice called a timeout to regroup.

The UNM defense held tough while its offense pushed forward as the Lobos
ultimately stretched the lead to 13 on a jumper by Francis Il at 3:45. UNM
was up by 13 with 21 seconds left before a three from Rice sophomore
Quincy Olivari knocked it down to 10.

Maluach and Olivari finished the game with free throws for the 72-61 final.
Additional standout moments for the Lobos include a career-tying eight
points from Kuac, nine points and six rebounds from Manuel and an early
appearance for junior walk-on Clay Patterson.

Rice was led by Olivari, who notched 21 points, followed by sophomore Travis
Evee who posted 15.

The Lobos are scheduled to return to action on Tuesday, Dec. 15 against Our
Lady of the Lake at 5 p.m. MT /6 p.m. CT in a neutral contest at Rice.

Lobos Down OLLU 104-65 Tuesday Night

HOUSTON, Texas — In the battle of Patterson Brother vs Patterson brother on
Tuesday night, Lobo junior Clay Patterson registered his first career 3-pointer
against his brother’s team as the UNM men’s basketball team routed NAIA
Our Lady of the Lake, 104-65. The Saints entered the game coming off of

an upset over NCAA DI Texas State and drained 10 from behind the arc as

a team, but they were no match for the Lobos’ 59.7 percent shooting from
the floor.

With the win, UNM is now 2-0 on the season while the Saints, which compet-
ed in exhibition play Tuesday, remain 1-1.

All 16 members of the Lobo squad in attendance entered the game on Tues-
day including UNM debuts for sophomore Logan Padgett, redshirt-freshman
Daniel Headdings and freshmen Isaiah Marin, Nolan Dorsey and Eloy Medina.

The Lobos hit 100 points for the eighth time in head coach Paul Weir’s tenure
and now average 88.0 points on the season, second in the Mountain West
behind Colorado State (90.0).

The Saints got out to their largest and only lead of the game two minutes in
with a 9-5 advantage on a three by junior Ruben Monzon. The Lobos followed
with a 13-0 run to make it a nine-point game, 18-9, and the Saints came
marching back to cut it to five, 28-23, with 8:37 left in the first half. UNM
immediately exploded for a 15-0 run to take a 20-point lead, 43-23, and never
looked back as the game never closed to less than double digits again.

Four Lobos scored in double figures on the night including senior Makuach
Maluach who led the squad with 17 points and finished just one point shy
of 1,000 career points. OLLU was led by Ethan White who scored 25 points
on 8-for-13 from the floor including three 3-pointers and also a 6-for-7 mark
from the line.

Lobo newcomer Saquan Singleton registered his first double-double as a Lobo
with 13 points and 10 rebounds while junior Rod Brown registered 16 points
and junior Valdir Manuel collected 11, both for their first double-digit game
as a Lobo.

The Lobos collected 48 rebounds on the night nearly matching their opening
total of 49 on Sunday. UNM outrebounded 48-21 including 14 offensive
boards and boasts the highest rebound average in the Mountain West with
48.5.

The Lobos scored 52 points in each half for their 104-point total. The last time
UNM scored 50 points in the first half was on Dec. 30, 2018 against University
of the Southwest and on Feb. 8, 2020, UNM registered 57 points in the
second half against Wyoming.

The last time UNM scored 100 points was on Dec. 22, 2019 against Houston
Baptist.

The Lobos dominated in the paint with 54 points to OLLU’s 20 while 53 points
came off of the UNM bench. New Mexico led for 36:15.

UNM is set to return to action on Thursday, Dec. 17 against LeTourneau
University in neutral competition at Rice. LeTourneau also competed Tuesday
and came away with a 100-63 victory over Howard Payne University.

Maluach Hits 1,000; Lobos Break Program Rebound Record

HOUSTON, Texas — The University of New Mexico men’s basketball team
outrebounded the LeTourneau YellowJackets 79-32 on Thursday, setting

a new program record for rebounds in a game and improving to 3-0 on

the season. UNM claimed a 90-58 final with senior Makuach Maluach and
redshirt-freshman Bayron Matos leading the Lobos with double-doubles on
the day.

The 79 rebounds breaks the UNM program-record 78 that was set against Cal
State-Los Angeles on Dec. 15, 1962.

Maluach scored his 1,000th career point with the first bucket of the game at
the 19:40 mark. He went on to register his fourth career double-double with
15 points and a team-high 12 rebounds. The double-double marks his second
of the season, as well as his third straight double-figure scoring game.

Matos led the Lobos with 16 points and contributed 10 rebounds for his first
career double-double. Junior Rod Brown helped pace UNM with 13 points
and eight boards.

The Lobos won the tip and came out of the gate strong, holding LeTourneau
scoreless over the first four minutes and jumping out to a 9-0 lead over the
first 3:10. Despite several early Lobo turnovers, UNM pressed on and went up
by 13, 34-21, with 2:34 left in the first half.

The Lobos closed the first half on a 6-0 run for a 40-21 score at halftime, the
largest lead of the first half (19).

At the break, UNM was outrebounding 42-15 and outshooting 42.9-24.3
percent from the floor. Brown racked up 10 of his eventual 13 points to lead
UNM through the first half.

The YellowJackets racked up eight team fouls in the first three and a half
minutes of the second half, putting the Lobos in the bonus for 16:30. UNM
shot 13 free throws in the second half, making eight, including 3-for-4 from
Maluach who struggled from the line on Tuesday.

New Mexico went on its longest run of the game, 10-0, over 2:55 midway
through the half that included eight points from Maluach to put UNM up by
23, 59-36. Maluach started the run with a pair of free throws followed by a
jumper from sophomore Emmanuel Kuac before Maluach finished it with
three straight buckets.

UNM increased the lead to 30 at the 5:34 mark on a second-chance layup by
sophomore Kurt Wegscheider and pushed it to a 33-point lead, 79-46, on a
Padgett jumper. Padgett scored seven points on the day.

As the clock ticked down, redshirt-sophomore Daniel Headdings registered
his first points as a Lobo at the 1:38 mark with a layup and an and-one. The
Lobos finished outscoring the YellowJackets 9-5 over the final minutes includ-
ing back-to-back threes from Padgett and freshman Isaiah Marin.

The Lobos will kick off conference play on Monday, Dec. 21 at Boise State at
7:30 p.m. on FS1. UNM will play game two against the Broncos on Dec. 23 on
CBS Sports Network.

Lobos Drop MW Opener at Boise State

BOISE, Idaho — The University of New Mexico men’s basketball
team dropped its first Mountain West contest of the season on
Monday night by a score of 77-53 against Boise State, the team
picked in the league’s preseason poll to finish second in the MW.
The contest marks the first of a two-game series played across
three days.

The Lobos (3-1, 0-1 MW), who have now played four games over
a span of nine days, will get a second shot at the Broncos (5-1, 1-0
MW) on Wednesday night at 8 p.m. MT on CBS Sports Network.

Overall, UNM was outshot 57.7-33.9 percent despite an even
33.3 percent (5-15) shooting from behind the arc for both teams.
The Lobos, who entered the contest averaging 58.7 rebounds per
game, were also outrebounded 35-29 on the night.

The Lobos opened the game on a three from Maluach just 40
seconds in, but the Broncos quickly tied it up, took control and
never looked back.

Boise State was up by 10 at the break, 36-26, after UNM had cut a
nine-point game back to six. The Broncos ended the half on a dunk
off of a fastbreak turnover at the 52-second mark followed by a
layup with four seconds left on the clock.

A bright spot for the Lobos in the first half was redshirt-senior
Keith McGee, who has been known as a 3-point specialist prior to
this season, registered a pair of triples for UNM after having gone
just 1-for-8 from behind the arc so far this season.

McGee’s fire was extinguished however when he left the game af-
ter just 11 minutes on the court due to injury. Maluach and McGee
led the Lobos through the first half. Maluach posted seven points
on 3-for-7 from the floor and a perfect 1-for-1 from three.

The Lobos tried to close the gap in the second half and even cut
the score back to six, 40-34, on a layup from sophomore Kurt
Wegscheider, who ultimately registered a career-high eight points
on the night.

Six points was as close as UNM would get as Boise State then
turned in a 25-5 run over 7:59 to take a commanding 65-39 lead
with 6:37 left to play en route to the 24-point final.

Boise State was led by four players to score in double figures
including 2020-21 Preseason All-MW Team selection and MW Pre-
season Player of the Year Alston who racked up 20 with six boards.

While Monday night marked the first game of the season that
UNM did not have a player reach a double-double, senior
Makuach Maluach did register his fourth straight game scoring in
double figures.

Maluach, who has led UNM in scoring in three of its four games
so far this season, also now posts 1,027 career points and ranks
30th in UNM program history. He surpassed former Lobo great Ira
Harge (1,016) on Monday night.

Broncos Sweep Lobos in First MW Series

BOISE, Idaho — The University of New Mexico men’s
basketball team endured a rough one on Wednesday
night as it fell by a score of 89-52 in game two of the
conference series against Boise State in Boise. Bronco and
MW Preseason Player of the Year Derrick Alston, Jr. was
one of two players to score 22 points against New Mexico
en route to the win.

The Lobos (3-2, 0-2 MW) were outshot 33.3-60.0 from
the floor and went just 11.1 percent from behind the arc,
going 1-for-7 from deep. Boise State (6-1, 2-0 MW) went
11-for-22 (50 percent) from 3-point range.

Not only did Alston collect 22 points, but the redshirt-se-
nior was unstoppable, going a perfect 9-for-9 from the
floor including 3-for-3 from three and 1-for-1 from the
stripe. The other scoring leader on the floor was Max Rice,
son of Boise State head coach Leon Rice, who registered
22 points and a game-high seven rebounds.

The Lobos were led by three players with eight points
apiece including senior Makuach Maluach, junior Saquan
Singleton and sophomore Jeremiah Francis Ill. The game
marked the fourth time in five games that Maluach has
led UNM in scoring while Francis, who did not score
against the Broncos in 26 minutes on Monday, registered
a new UNM career high.

The Lobos kicked off the matchup with energy, getting
out to a three-point lead, 5-2, on a 5-0 run that included
a jumper and a free throw from redshirt-freshman Bayron
Matos and a jumper by Francis. The home team tied it up,
however, and took off on a 28-5 run that never let up.

The Broncos led 52-28 at the break going 6-for-11 from
three compared to O-for-2 from behind the arc for UNM.
Boise State dominated in the paint 26-16 while forcing 11
Lobo turnovers, committing seven.

In the second half, Boise State continued to pile on the
points and increase its lead however, a disciplined UNM
posted just five fouls in the second half compared to 11
for the Broncos. UNM converted the fouls to seven points
going 7-for-11 from the stripe.

The Lobos are scheduled to resume conference play on
New Year’s Eve, Dec. 31, in a home contest hosted at Lub-
bock Christian University against Nevada. UNM will play
the Wolf Pack on Dec. 31 on FS1 at 7 p.m. MT followed by
Jan. 2 on CBS Sports Network at 8 p.m.

Brown Double-Double Not Enough as Lobos Fall vs Nevada

LUBBOCK, Texas — Free throw shooting ultimately
doomed the Lobos on New Year’s Eve Thursday as the
UNM men’s basketball team fell to Nevada 68-54 inside
Rip Griffin Center in Lubbock, Texas. Junior Rod Brown
registered his first double-double as a Lobo with 14 points
and 11 rebounds, but it wasn’t enough for a New Mexico
win.

UNM (3-3, 0-3 MW) shot just 42.9 percent from the stripe
(15-for-35) leaving 20 points on the floor in a 14-point
game. Nevada (7-3, 2-1 MW) went 24-for-31 from the
line (77.4 percent) but both defenses were on their game
on the night. Each team limited the other to less than 40
percent shooting from the floor as Nevada outshot the
Lobos 38.5-31.0 percent.

In addition to Brown’s 14 points, senior Makuach Maluach
led UNM in scoring for the fifth time in six games this
season with 15 points. Nevada was led by a pair of players
scoring 20+ points.

The Lobos started out with energy as Maluach hit a three
for the first basket of the game just 30 seconds into the
contest. It took 1:45 seconds and four turnovers before
the Wolf Pack put its first points on the board with a pair
of free throws at the 17:43 mark.

The UNM defense held tough and Nevada did not score
its first bucket until sophomore Warren Washington
slammed a dunk 6:55 into the contest. By that time, the
Lobos had amassed a seven-point lead, 9-2, on a 6-0 run.

Nevada tied it up quickly however on a 7-0 run that
leveled the game at 9-9. UNM got back out by five on a
3-pointer by senior Keith McGee to lead 14-9 with 10:24
left in the first half.

After a 2:02 scoring drought by both teams, Nevada went
on am 8-0 run to get ahead by three, 17-14 that the squad
never relinquished.

The Lobos ultimately fell behind by 10 at the half, 32-22,
marking the third straight game that UNM went into the
break down by double figures.

Nevada built on the lead and ran away with the game
through the second half.

The Lobos and the Wolf Pack will face off once more this
season after a day’s break. The teams will compete on
Saturday, Jan. 2 at 8 p.m. MT /9 p.m. CT on CBS Sports
Network in Lubbock, Texas.

Lobos Make it Close, Nevada Runs Away in Final Minutes

LUBBOCK, Texas — With a one-point lead with just 4:50 left to
play, the University of New Mexico men’s basketball team made it
a close one against the Nevada Wolf Pack on Saturday night, but a
15-4 final run by Nevada clinched its victory in an 84-74 final.

The Lobos (3-4, 0-4 MW) showed resilience, stringing together the
largest scoring run of the game, 14-0, in the second half, followed
later by a 10-0 run for yet another comeback, but Nevada (8-3, 3-1
MW) pulled away with 2:20 left for the win.

UNM had four players score in double figures on the night includ-
ing redshirt-senior Keith McGee (14), senior Makuach Maluach
(13), junior Saquan Singleton (10) and sophomore Jeremiah
Francis (10).

The Lobos built a seven-point lead early before Nevada chipped
away and took a commanding 13-point lead of its own (35-22)
with just 3:25 left in the first half. UNM however, fought back and
narrowed the 13-point gap to just three on a 12-2 run over 2:41.

The run was the first of many on the night and was sparked by
back-to-back threes from McGee and junior Valdir Manuel. Manu-
el’s triple was his third of the season.

Nevada opened the second half on a 7-1 run until the Wolf Pack’s
momentum was halted by a Maluach three. Maluach scored five
straight points to spark UNM’s longest run of the game, 14-0 and
the Lobos took a five-point lead (51-46) with 13:20 left. The run
included the three from Maluach as well as triples from McGee
and freshman Isaiah Marin and three points from junior Saquan
Singleton.

The overwhelming 14-0 Lobo run caused Nevada head coach (and
former Lobo head coach) Steve Alford to call a timeout.

Out of the huddle, the Wolf Pack’s Kane Milling hit back-to-back
threes over a span of 46 seconds to reclaim a one-point lead.

The teams battled over the next two and a half minutes with
neither getting a significant advantage but Nevada slowly built an-
other near-double figure lead, nine points (69-60) on yet another
Milling three at the 7:33 mark.

UNM once again battled back and went on a 10-0 run over 2:43 to
take a one-point lead with 4:50 left on the clock.

Nevada quickly responded with 11 straight points to make it
80-70 with 2:20 left and the Lobos were not able to overcome the
deficit.

Nevada just outshot the Lobos 49.0-45.1 percent from the floor
and narrowly outrebounded UNM 29-28. The Wolf Pack was led by
Grant Sherfield who posted 28 points on the night.

The Lobos remain in Lubbock and will be back in action on
Wednesday, Jan. 6 when they host Utah State at Rip Griffin Center
on CBS Sports Network at 7 p.m. MT / 8 p.m. CT.

The Lobos and the Broncos will face off once more on Wednesday
at 8 p.m. MT on CBS Sports Network.

Lobos Overpowered by Utah State Wednesday

LUBBOCK, Texas — The University of New Mexico men’s basketball
team dropped its fifth straight game on Wednesday night as the
Utah State Aggies continued their win streak, putting together an
18-0 run in the final minutes of the game for a commanding 77-45
victory.

The Lobos (3-5, 0-5 MW) were led for the sixth time this season
in scoring by senior Makuach Maluach who was the only Lobo
to register double figures with 10 points. He also led UNM in
rebounds with five.

Utah State (8-3, 5-0 MW) collected its seventh straight victory
on the night and remained undefeated in Mountain West play.
The Aggies were led by three players in double figures including
Neemias Queta who scored 18 points, going 9-for-10 from the
field, while posting a team-best six boards.

Both teams started out strong on defense, neither allowing the
other to score until the 16:48 mark when Utah State registered

its first points for a 2-0 lead. The Aggies were up 4-0 before junior
Rod Brown scored the first Lobo points at the 15:45 mark on a pair
of free throws to again make it a two-point game.

UNM went on a 9-0 run shortly thereafter when sophomore Jere-
miah Francis Ill sparked back-to-back-to-back Lobo three pointers.
He was followed by a pair from behind the arc from senior Keith
McGee and the duo combined for nine points in just 1:38 to take
an 11-6 lead at the 13:15 mark.

The five-point lead marked the largest of the night for UNM as
Utah State immediately responded with a 5-0 run that tied the
score at 11-11. The Aggies didn’t stop there.

The 5-0 run evolved into a 35-7 run to close out the half with New
Mexico trailing by 23 points (41-18).

The Lobos matched the Aggies for three quarters of the second
half but could not make headway on the deficit as Utah State led
by 24 points with 5:11 left. Utah State finished with an 18-0 run,
ended by a pair of free throws by Lobo freshman Javonté Johnson
with 26 seconds left.

The Lobos were outshot on the night 49.1-26.8 percent from the
floor and a much more narrow 25.0-23.8 percent from behind the
arc. Utah State, which has outrebounded all of its opponents so
far this season, outrebounded the Lobos 41-29.

Utah State dominated the paint with 46 points to UNM'’s 12.
After a day of rest and some brief time to regroup, the teams are

scheduled to rematch on Friday, Jan. 8 in Lubbock, Texas at 7 p.m.
MT / 8 p.m. CT. Fans will be able to watch the game on FS1.

New Lobos Break Out in Loss to Utah State

LUBBOCK, Texas — Despite a disappointing performance in UNM
men’s basketball’s 82-46 loss to Utah State on Friday night, the
squad’s fifth straight, freshman Nolan Dorsey had a breakout night
with seven points in 15 minutes in the second half.

The Lobos (3-6, 0-6 MW) scored just nine points less than the
Aggies (9-3, 6-0 MW) in the second half as UNM started four
freshmen and a junior after heading into the locker room down by
a season-most 27 points.

Utah State jumped out to a 14-point lead in the first 5:38 of the
game as UNM went just 1-for-11 to from the floor to open the
contest. Utah State hit eight of its first nine shots, including a pair
of game-opening, back-to-back threes that set the tone en route
to a 20-5 lead at the 11:33 mark.

The Aggies led by 27 at the half (45-18) with redshirt-junior Marco
Anthony leading all scorers with 11 points. While the Lobos
struggled shooting from the floor (7-29), defensively they did hold
Aggie leading-scorer Neemias Queta to just three points in the first
half after Queta put up 18 points against the Lobos in game one.
He finished with 11 on the night.

The unexpected second-half Lobo starters, which included fresh-
men Dorsey, Isaiah Marin, Javonté Johnson and Bayron Matos as
well as redshirt-junior Rod Brown started the second half with a
bang as Dorsey nailed the first shot of the half, a three from the
corner, for his first career points.

UNM went 3-for-4 to open the second half but failed to stop the
Aggies on the other end as Utah State remained ahead by 23.

The brief flash of Lobo energy was not enough as the Aggies
finished the night shooting 50.8 percent (32-63) from the field

to UNM’s 31.1 percent (19-61). UNM was outrebounded 53-22
overall while Utah State also outperformed the Lobos from behind
the arc (43.8-23.8 percent) and in the paint (38-22 points).

Senior Makuach Malauch and Utah State junior Justin Bean led all
scorers on the night with 13 points. It marked the sixth time this
season that Maluach has led the Lobos in scoring and the seventh
time in nine games that he has scored in double figures.

A pair of Aggies posted double-doubles on the night as Bean
finished with 13 points and 13 rebounds while Queta finished with
11 points and 13 boards.

Sophomore Jeremiah Francis Ill was UNM'’s second-highest scorer
as he worked his way out of a shooting slump. Francis went a
perfect 2-for-2 from 3-point range and 3-for-7 from the floor for
eight points.

The Lobos are set to return to action on Jan. 16 when they travel
to UNLV. UNM will take on the Runnin’ Rebels at 3:30 p.m. MT on
CBS Sports Network.

Lobos Snap Streak With 72-63 Win at Dixie State

ST. GEORGE, Utah — The University of New Mexico men’s bas-
ketball team snapped a six-loss streak on Wednesday night with
a 72-63 victory over Dixie State on the road. The Lobos were led
by junior Saquan Singleton who racked up a UNM career-high 17
points to go along with six rebounds, four assists and four blocks.

Singleton led all scorers on the evening and was one of three
Lobos to score in double figures. Freshman Isaiah Marin posted a
career-high 13 points followed by senior Makuach Maluach who
collected 12. Redshirt-junior Rod Brown finished just two points
shy of his second double-double of the season with 12 boards, six
of which were offensive, and eight points.

UNM (4-6, 0-6 MW) shot 42.2 percent from the floor and went on
a 14-0 run with 10:44 left in the second half to help seal the win.
The largest Lobo lead, 16 points, came with 9:55 left after Dixie
State (4-3, 0-0 WAC) led for 11:55 early.

Despite making just a pair of threes on the night, the Lobos
dominated in the paint 46-22 points and outscored the Trailblazers
45-37 in the second half.

In a very defensive-minded first half, the Lobos and the Trailblazers
combined for just 20 points, 10-10, over nearly half of the first half
(8:49). Over the next two and a half minutes, Dixie State built an
eigbht-point lead, it’s largest of the night, with 6:03 left before the
Lobos went on an 8-0 run to tie it with four points from Maluach,
two from Brown and another two from Singleton on a fastbreak
layup to knot the score 24-24 with 3:01 left in the half.

With 59 seconds left on the clock, Maluach again tied the score
at 26 points apiece and the Lobos took a one-point lead just 26
seconds before halftime, 27-26, on a free throw from freshman
Javonté Johnson.

The game had seen 10 lead changes and three ties over the first
B?\Li/ilncluding 10:59 in the lead for Dixie State to just 5:56 for

Five minutes into the second half, the Lobos remained ahead

by just one, 33-32, when junior Valdir Manuel hit a jumper and
sparked a 14-0 run that was bookended by Manuel jumpers and
included four points from Singleton and back-to-back threes from
freshman Marin within 37 seconds.

TheILobos led by a more comfortable 15, 57-32, with 10:44 left
to play.

UNM kept the double-digit lead nearly the rest of the contest and
as the Trailblazers fouled and attempted to gain on the Lobos, New
Mexico hit 13 of their last 14 free throws over the final 4:32 to
finish with the nine-point victory.

On the night, the Lobos outshot the Trailblazers 42.2-33.3 percent
and outrebounded 50-39. New Mexico also accumulated a sea-
sor(\j»k/ilgh 11I blocks on the night including four each from Singleton
and Manuel.

The Lobos are scheduled to return to action on Saturday, Jan. 16

when they travel to Las Vegas, Nev. to resume conference play

with a pair of contests against UNLV at the Thomas & Mack Center.

Lobos Fall at UNLV Saturday

LAS VEGAS, Nev — As the tough 2020-21 season continues, The
University of New Mexico men’s basketball team dropped its
seventh conference game of the season on Saturday, a 77-54 final
to UNLV on the road.

The Lobos (4-7, 0-7 MW) were hoping for their first conference
win of the season over the Runnin’ Rebels (3-6, 1-2 MW) after a
victory at Dixie State on Wednesday, but 19- and 20-point scoring
efforts from key UNLV players squelched the hope for UNM.

Senior Cheikh Mbacke Diong and junior Bryce Hamilton combined
for 39 of UNLV’s 77 points on the night despite the Lobos’ best ef-
forts. Hamilton entered the game as one of UNLV’s leading scorers
with 20 points per game in conference play, joined by junior David
Jenkins, Jr. who posted 25.5 ppg in MW play heading into the con-
test. The Lobos limited Jenkins Jr. to just nine points on the night,
but were not able to contain Hamilton. In the first half however,
the pair combined for just nine points.

The Lobos were led by senior Makuach Maluach and junior Valdir
Manuel who scored 13 and 10 points, respectively. Redshirt-fresh-
man Bayron Matos nearly registered his second double-double of
the season with eight points and seven boards while junior Saquan
Singleton posted seven points, five rebounds and three assists.

UNLV got out to a fast 10-point lead, 12-2, in the first five minutes
and extended the lead to as much as 15, 22-7, but the run was
halted by a three from Lobo freshman Javonté Johnson.

Johnson's three sparked a 10-point Lobo run to put UNM back in
the game. Junior Rod Brown followed just 31 seconds later with a
layup and less than a minute after that, Johnson hit another triple
to knock the UNLV lead back to seven, 22-15. Maluach capped the
run with a jumper to make it a five-point game, 22-17.

UNLV took off again, however, and amassed an 11-point lead at
the half, 37-26.

The Lobos struck first in the second half with a layup from Matos
but the Runnin’ Rebels ran away with the game for the 23-point
final.

New Mexico and UNLV are set for a rematch on Monday, Jan. 18 at
7:30 p.m. MT / 6:30 p.m. PT on FS1.

Strong Defense Leads Lobos to Near Upset of Runnin’ Rebels

LAS VEGAS, Nev — After faIIing by 23 points in game one, the
University of New Mexico men’s basketball team nearly pulled off
the upset over UNLV on Monday night as the teams were tied with
5:43 |eft to play.

The Lobos (4-8, 0-8 MW) led for nearly 25 minutes compared to
9:33 for UNLV (4»6, 2-2 MW). New Mexico led by one point at
halftime, marking the first time UNM has led at the break against
a conference team this season. With the 53-46 win, UNLV sweeps
the series for the third straight season.

After allowing four double»di%!t scorers in game one including 20
points from UNLV senior Cheikh Mbacke Diong, the Lobo defense
stepped up Monday night. UNM limited the Runnin’ Rebels to just
two double-figure scorers as UNLV was led by junior Bryce Hamil-
ton with 14 points, 12 of which he scored in the second half.

The Lobos held Mbacke Diong to just six points on the night, all in
the final 10 minutes of the game, while also limiting freshman Nick
Blake to 10 points after he posted 18 Saturday.

New Mexico was also led by a pair of scorers in double figures
in juniors Saquan Singleton and Valdir Manuel. Singleton posted
his fourth double-digit game of the season with 11 points and
has done so in two of his last three games. He also racked up a
game-high and UNM career-most six assists to go along with six
rebounds, four steals and a block.

Manuel scored 10 points for his second straight game scoring in
double digits while adding five rebounds and two blocks.

In theiame that saw seven lead changes and three ties, UNM
started strong and built a 10-point lead on an 8-0 run with 12:23
on the clock in the first half.

UNM'’s run put the Lobos up 13-3 and included four points from
redshirt-freshman Bayron Matos.

The Lobos held the lead until UNLV tied it with 3:14 left, 19-19,
and the Runnin’ Rebels took a four-point lead over the next 2:34,
27-23, with 40 seconds left.

UNM scored the next five points starting with a layup from
Singleton.

With one second left on the clock, sophomore Emmanuel Kuac hit
a buzzer-beating three to take the narrow one-point advantage,
28-27 at the break.

After UNLV opened the second half with a jumper to reclaim a
one-point lead, Lobo senior Makuach Maluach and Manuel hit
back-to-back threes within 54 seconds to get ahead again by five,
which UNM would do just once more before the Runnin’ Rebels
finished the game on an 11-4 run for the win.

After the teams tied it 42-42 with 5:43 left, UNLV built its largest
lead of the game of five, 48-43, with just 2:43 left tofplay an
increased it to seven just less than a minute later before finishing
with the seven-point final advantage.

Both UNLV and UNM hit six threes on the night. The Runnin’
Rebels scored five in the first half before the Lobos held them to
just 1-for-10 from behind the arc in the second half.

The Lobos are set to return to action on Thursda_y Jan. 21 when
they take on San José State in St. George, Utah. he teams will tip
off at Dixie State at 1 p.m. on the Mountain West Network.
