2012), twice falling in overtime. In his five years at ISU, Jankovich was
named IBCA District Coach of the Year four times (2008, 2009, 2010, 2012).

Before arriving at lllinois State, he spent five years as an assistant for
Kansas coach Bill Self (one at lllinois and four at Kansas). During that stretch,
their teams made five straight NCAA Tournaments, two trips to the Elite Eight
and laid the foundation for Kansas' National Title in 2008.

In Jankovich's four years at Kansas, the Jayhawks compiled a 105-29
(.784) record, won three Big 12 regular season titles (2005, 2006, 2007), a pair
of Big 12 tournaments (2006, 2007) and advanced to the NCAA Tournament in
each campaign. In his final season at Kansas (2006-07), the Jayhawks went
33-5, and advanced to the Elite Eight for the second time in four years. The
Jayhawks finished the season ranked No. 2 in both the final Associated Press
and ESPN/USA Today polls. KU finished each season of his tenure ranked No.
16 or better.

In his one year as an assistant at lllinois (2002-03), the team finished 25-
7, won the Big Ten Tournament and advanced to the second round of the NCAA
Tournament. lllinois was No. 11 in the final AP poll.

For the past 30-plus years, Jankovich has played a key role in recruiting
and player development. He is responsible for having attracted and coached
some of the most accomplished recruiting classes in college basketball and has
coached 27 current or former NBA players.

In addition to working under Self, Jankovich has served as an assistant
coach for Eddie Sutton, Jack Hartman, Lon Kruger, Boyd Grant, Gene Iba, Bob
Weltlich and Kevin Stallings. Other than Kansas and lllinois, he also served on
the coaching staffs at UTPA, Kansas State, Texas, Colorado State, Baylor,

Oklahoma State and Vanderbilt. In addition, he served as a head coach for four
years at the University of North Texas (1993-97) and two seasons at
Hutchinson Community College (1997-99).

Jankovich guided Hutchinson Community College from 1997-99, going 50-
14, posting back-to-back 20-win campaigns and national rankings both sea-
sons. At Vanderbilt (1999-2002), he played a key role that helped lead the
Commodores to two NIT appearances in three years (2000, 2002). The core of
Jankovich's recruited players at Vanderbilt advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 in
2004.

One of the winningest players in Kansas State history, he was a four-year
starter at point guard (one at Washington State and three years for legendary
coach Jack Hartman at KSU). In each of his seasons at KSU, the Wildcats
ranked in the top-20 and advanced to the NCAA Tournament. Jankovich played
in nine NCAA Tournament games, advancing to the 1981 Elite Eight and the
1982 Sweet 16.

A three-time academic All-American and honorable mention All-Big Eight
player, he finished at Kansas State in the school's top-10 in nine categories,
including first in season FT pct. (.917) and eighth in career FG pct. (.510). He
set the Big Eight Tournament record for single-game assists (14).

Jankovich graduated from Kansas State cum laude in 1982 with a 3.63
GPA in business finance and received his master's degree in radio/television in
1985. He and his wife, Cindy, have a son, Michael.

The Mustangs are leading The American in 3-pointers made (9.2) and 3-
point percentage (38.7%) while scoring 78.2 points per game (2nd AAC).
Three Mustangs are averaging at least 2.0 threes per game with Kendric
Davis making 2.4 (7th AAC), Emmanuel Bandoumel at 2.3 per outing (7th
AAC) and Zach Nutall at 2.0 (10th AAC). SMU ranks third in the AAC for
blocked shots (5.0) with four players in the top 15: Michael Weathers (1.3,
7th AAC), Isiah Jasey (1.3, 8th AAC), Jahmar Young (1.0, 10th AAC) and
Marcus Weathers (0.9, 13th AAC).

Kendric Davis is leading the AAC in scoring (20.2, 18th NCAA) and assists
(5.5, 21st NCAA) as well as ranking in the top three for field-goal percent-
age (50.0%, 2nd AAC), free-throw percentage (86.5%, 3rd AAC) and assist-
to-turnover ratio (2.0, 3rd AAC). Marcus Weathers leads SMU in rebounding
(6.5, 5th AAC).

SMU is 59-15 in regular-season non-conference games under Tim
Jankovich. The Mustangs are 49-4 at Moody Coliseum in those games, 3-6
in neutral-site games and 7-5 in true road games. The Mustangs havs won
12 straight non-conference home games. The Mustangs are 8-0 at home
this season, and have won 29 of the last 33 games at Moody Coliseum.

Kendric Davis was selected unanimous preseason All-American Athletic
Conference First Team, named to the Naismith Trophy Watch List, the
Wooden Award Preseason 50 Watch List, the Bob Cousy Point Guard of the
Year Watch List and the Lute Olson Player of the Year Award Watch List.
Last season, he was unanimous All-AAC First Team as well as USBWA All-
District and NABC All-District. Davis led the AAC in scoring (19.0) and
assists (7.6, 4th NCAA) last season, and was the only player to lead his
league in both.

QUICK HITS

« Emmanuel Bandoumel is averaging 10.6 points while hitting 36.9% on
3FGs (25-64) and making 2.3 threes per game (7th AAC). Had a career-
high 21 points in the win vs ULM on 11/28. In 2020-21, he averaged 10.2
points (24th AAC), 2.9 rebounds and 1.4 assists while shooting 36.4% from
three (14th AAC) and 73.3% on FTs. He had a then-career-high 19 points,
including the buzzer-beating game winner for a 66-64 victory at Dayton on
Dec. 5, 2020.

+ Tristan Clark (2019-20 Karl Malone Watch List) is averaging 7.0 points
and 4.0 rebounds while shooting 73.2% from the field (30-41).

As a head
coach, he is 266-179 (.598) [109-58 at SMU (.653), including 77-17 (.819) at Moody Coliseum (started 36-
0, second best in NCAA history)]. That includes a 104-64 mark at ISU where his teams recorded four top-
three finishes in the Missouri Valley, reached the conference tournament final three times and earned four NIT
bids. As an assistant or head coach, his teams are 628-375 (.626) with six regular season conference champi-
onships, four league tournament titles, nine NCAA Tournament appearances and nine NIT bids. This is his
12th season as the leader of a Division | program, including five as head coach at lllinois State (2007-12) and
four at North Texas (1993-97). The 2017-18 Mustangs started 13-6 with three wins over ranked opponents,
topping No. 2 Arizona in the Battle 4 Atlantis tournament, No. 14 USC at Moody Coliseum and No. 7 Wichita
State on the road. In 2016-17, SMU finished 30-5 and No. 11 in the AP poll after winning The American regular
season and tournament titles en route to the NCAA Tournament. In 2015-16, he coached the Mustangs to a 9-
0 start as SMU was eventually the last unbeaten team in the country at 18-0, and winning the Las Vegas
Classic title during the season-opening streak. The Mustangs went 25-5, finishing the season ranked No. 24
after reaching a high of No. 8. In 2014-15, the Mustangs claimed the AAC regular season and tournament
championships en route to the NCAA Tournament. SMU was the top seed in the 2014 NIT, reaching the title
game.

WIN STREAKS/START(S) IN PROGRAM HISTORY: SMU had winning streaks of 16 games and 10 games
in 2016-17 in a stretch where the Mustangs won 26 of 27. In 2015-16, SMU started 18-0, which was the
best start in program history, surpassing the 10-0 start by the 1997-98 team (Tim Jankovich directed the first
nine games of the 18-game streak). The 18-game winning streak was the second-longest streak in program
history (20 during 1955-56). The 7-0 start to the 2015-16 AAC schedule was the best league start since going
12-0 en route to the 1955-56 SWC title. SMU also had a 33-game home win streak from Feb. 13, 2016 until
Jan. 10 2018, which is the second-longest in program history. The current 32-game home non-conference win-
ning streak ranks second in the program (39 from 1952-1962).

FORT WORTH TO HOST 2020-22 AAC CHAMPIONSHIPS

PROVIDENCE, R.l. - American Athletic Conference
Commissioner Mike Aresco announced today that Dickies
Arena in Fort Worth, Texas, has been selected to host the
2020-22 American Athletic Conference Men's Basketball
Championships. The dates of the championships will be March
12-15, 2020; March 11-14, 2021; and March 10-13, 2022.

Dickies Arena is scheduled to open in 2019 and has already
been selected as the host for the 2022 NCAA Men's Basketball
Tournament first and second rounds in addition to the 2020-22
NCAA Women's Gymnastics Championship. The 14,000-seat
arena will include two premium club spaces, 40 suites, 10 loge
boxes and a warmup arena that can stage a full practice court.

Located in Fort Worth's Cultural District, Dickies Arena sits
among a thriving tourism area and just 10 minutes from down-
town Fort Worth. Six of The American's 12 members are locat-
ed within driving distance of Fort Worth, while the other six
members have direct flight options to the metropolitan area.

The successful bid was due to a partnership between MAFW
and the Fort Worth Convention & Visitor's Bureau. The
American Men's Basketball Championship joins an impressive
list of sporting events in the Fort Worth area, including the PGA
Tour, Fort Worth Stock Show and Rodeo, two NASCAR races
and a Verizon IndyCar Series race.
