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THE PIT - HOME OF THE LOBOS

	 One of college basketball’s most famous and recognizable buildings, 
The Pit is the home of New Mexico basketball. 
	 The 2024-25 season marks the 58th year that The Pit has served as 
home for Lobo hoops. The first game was played on Dec. 1, 1966, with New 
Mexico beating Abilene Christian 62-53. The Lobos celebrated the 50th 
anniversary in 2016-17 with a game against Abilene Christian on Nov. 30, 
2016. UNM won 64-55. A total of 991 games have been played overall. The 
Lobos have come away the victor in 796 of them – good for a stunning .803 
winning percentage. 
	 What is even more impressive about UNM’s home court is that over 
14 million fans have flocked into this sunken edifice to see their beloved 
Lobos play basketball. The exact figure stands at 14,714,739. The Lobos 
have averaged an astounding 14,848 fans the past 57 years. 
	 The Lobos have finished second in the nation in attendance five times, 
third on four occasions and fourth six times. 
	 The Pit is built in a 37-foot hole on Albuquerque’s southeast mesa. First 
the roof was constructed, then the hole was dug and the Arena built. That 
all happened in 1966. The unique Behlen roof (338 by 300 feet) was set up 
by contractors and then 55,000 cubic yards of earth were removed. About 
28,000 yards of concrete were poured in the initial construction, which 
allowed a seating capacity of 14,831. The cost - an incredibly economical 
$1.4 million. 
	 The Pit underwent a $60 million renovation that has updated the 
facility. Modern amenities include 40 club suites, 365 club seats, new end 
zone video boards and ribbon boards, expanded concourses with additional 
restrooms and concessions stands, new ticket office and Lobo store, digital 
signage and interactive kiosks and a UNM Letterman’s Lounge. For the teams, 
new locker rooms for both men’s and women’s squads, a state-of-the-art 
strength and conditioning center, and new training facilities will allow the 
Lobos to continue their commitment to excellence.

Each season, he has led UNM to greater 
success. His first season at New Mexico, in 2021-22, saw a seven-win 
improvement from the previous year. That was followed by a nine-win 
improvement in his second season, a 2022-23 campaign that featured 
the program’s first 20-win season and postseason appearance in nine 
years. Last year, UNM took another step, posting 26 victories, winning 
the Mountain West Tournament and returning to March Madness, all 
accomplishments that the Lobos hadn’t done in a decade.
	 Pitino enters his 13th season as a head coach having won over 
200 games, a NIT Championship and making three NCAA Tournament 
appearances, all by age 41. That success came after seven years as an 
assistant coach that included five NCAA appearances, including one 
Final Four appearance and four trips to the Elite Eight, three conference 
titles and two 30-win seasons.
	 The success of the Lobos under Pitino’s leadership has been evident 
in the excitement of the New Mexico fanbase. The 2023-24 season saw 
New Mexico average over 13,000 fans per game at The Pit, ranking 23rd 
nationally in average attendance, its highest ranking in nine years. The 
crowd of 15,437 that attended the 88-70 victory over reigning NCAA 
runner-up San Diego State on Jan. 13 was the largest at The Pit since the 
2008-09 season, prior to renovations that decreased the capacity. A year 
earlier, over 228,000 fans came to The Pit in 2022-23, ranking UNM 15th 
nationally in overall attendance, its first top 15 national ranking 2004-05.

	 Last season, Pitino led New Mexico to a 26-10 record, winning the 
Mountain West Championship and returning to the NCAA Tournament 
for the first time since 2014. The Lobos downed Air Force, and three 
NCAA Tournament teams, Boise State, Colorado State and San Diego 
State, on consecutive days in Las Vegas to become the first team in 
Mountain West history to win the conference tournament by winning 
four games. UNM had its first winning season in the Mountain West

The Golden 
Gophers picked up five wins over nationally ranked opponents including 
No. 13 Purdue, No. 19 Iowa, No. 22 Wisconsin (on the road) and No. 24 
Nebraska before defeating No. 11 Purdue again in the quarterfinals of 
the Big Ten Tournament.
	 Minnesota was selected as an at-large into the 2019 NCAA Tourna-
ment, earning a 10-seed. The Golden Gophers defeated Pitino’s former 
school, Louisville, in the First Round before falling to No. 5 Michigan 
State.
	 The 2019-20 season was highlighted by the play of Daniel Oturu, 
who earned Third Team All-America honors from CBS and The Sporting 
News, becoming the first Golden Gopher named All-America since Kris 
Humphries was named Honorable Mention in 2004. Oturu was also the 
first to be as high as third team since Quincy Lewis was a third team pick 
in 1999.
	 In 2020-21, Minnesota climbed up to No. 16 in the rankings and 
picked up five more nationally ranked wins, including a pair in the top 
10. The team was ranked for five weeks over the course of the season 
and listed in the polls for nine consecutive weeks.
	 Overall at Minnesota, Pitino picked up 19 wins over ranked oppo-
nents, including five top-10 opponents. Daniel Oturu in 2020 was select-
ed in the second round of the NBA Draft by Minnesota, becoming the 
first Golden Gopher to be drafted into the NBA in 16 years. Additionally, 
five players were drafted into the NBA G League.
	 Under Pitino, Minnesota players were awarded All-Big Ten honors 
12 times including Nate Mason, who was named First Team All-Big Ten 
by the coaches and media in 2016-17. Twice Pitino had players named 
to the All-Big Ten Freshman Team and twice players were named to the 
All-Big Ten Defensive Team.
	 He has seen his players named Big Ten Player of the Week 16 
times and Big Ten Freshman of the Week nine times. Academically, 14 
student-athletes under Pitino earned Academic All-Big Ten honors over

Albuquerque - Jan. 11, 1956
	 Toby Roybal, a slick 6-foot-2 senior guard from Santa Fe, scored a 
school-record 45 points tonight to lead the New Mexico Lobos to a stunning 
92-79 Skyline Conference basketball win over Montana before 2,500 wild fans 
at Carlisle Gym. Roybal’s record performance followed the 37 points he scored 
against Wyoming in the 80-71 victory at Laramie four nights earlier. Ironically, 
Roybal committed his final personal foul with 2:30 remaining.  When Coach 
Bill Stockton walked out on the floor to shake Roybal’s hand, the crowd gave 
the guard a two-minute standing ovation. Roybal’s record totals:  13 FGs, 19 
of 25 FTs, 45 points, 38 minutes.
	 Albuquerque - Jan. 12, 1956 - Picking up where he left off 24 hours ear-
lier, Roybal scored 30 points to lead New Mexico to an easy 73-50 win over 
Montana. The Santa Fe product had scored a record 45 points the previous 
night. Grizzlies head coach Frosty Cox put two, sometimes three men, on the 
all-Skyline guard.  Roybal answered the challenge by either passing to wide-
open teammates or drawing a foul.  His 30 points came on seven field goals 
and 16 of 21 free throws. In a five-day span against Wyoming and Montana, 
Roybal scored 110 points in three games.
	 Albuquerque - March 21, 1984 - The late-Toby Roybal was inducted into 
the Albuquerque Sports Hall of Fame before an overflow crowd at the Hilton 
Hotel. Not only was the stellar athlete the 23rd H.O.F. inductee, but he was 
also the first UNM basketball player to have his jersey - No. 44 - retired.  
Previously, No. 44 had been worn by Lobo standouts Ira Harge, Mel Daniels 
and Rich Pokorski. UNM athletics director John Bridgers presented the jersey 
to Roybal’s widow, Dixie, at the banquet following the induction. Roybal died 
in 1962 at the age of 30 - a victim of a fast-spreading cancer.
	 Roybal was inducted into the University of New Mexico Athletic Hall of 
Honor in 1995.

THEY REMEMBERED TOBY ROYBAL...
“Toby was ungodly even as a freshman;  one of the best to ever play at UNM. 
A great leaper who could hit on any shot from 5-6 feet.  He was quick.  It took 
three guys to contain him.  He could have played on any team UNM ever 
had...’60s, ‘70s, ‘80s or ‘90s.”  —  Larry Tuttle, UNM 1950-52.

“Forty-seven years ago, Toby Roybal was the best home-grown athlete New 
Mexico has ever produced.  Things haven’t changed.  He is the greatest player 
in New Mexico’s basketball history, long before the 3-pointer and bonus free 
throws.”  —  Jim Hulsman, former Albuquerque High head basketball coach.

“I recruited Toby out of Santa Fe High.  He had tremendous physical talents and 
he improved on them after two years in service.  Despite the de-emphasis of 
sports at UNM in the early-1950s, Toby played a major role in keeping us com-
petitive.”  —  Woody Clements, UNM head basketball coach, 1944-51, 1952-55.

“He was something special.  A player’s player who could do everything.  A 
starter on any Lobo team...then and now.  He played in an era of no shot clock, 
no 3-pointer, no bonus free throw.  On a 1 to 10, he’s a 10, easily ranking with 
the likes of Michael Cooper.”  —  Dave Syme, UNM 1955-57.

“Easy-going, could jump like crazy, lead the fast break and dead-eye on shots 
around the key.  He would be in the NBA today with all of their opportunities.  
He died too soon.”  —  Gene Golden, UNM 1953-55.

“We grew up together in Santa Fe and were recruited by Coach Woody Clem-
ents.  Toby was a ‘natural’ at basketball, track, football and baseball.  His moves, 
like floating through the air on a jumper, were his own;  no TV to watch and 
to copy a Michael Jordan.  Toby learned from scratch and hours of practice.”

A TRIBUTE TO TOBY ROYBAL
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NAISMITH BASKETBALL HALL OF FAME

MEL DANIELS
Class of 2012

Mel Daniels became the first Lobo inducted into the Naismith Basket-
ball Hall of Fame in 2012. After his collegiate career at UNM, Daniels 
played eight seasons in the ABA. He is the ABA’s all-time leader in 
rebounds and ranks fourth in scoring, but his greatest contributions to 
Hoosier Hysteria are the three ABA championships he won with the 
Indiana Pacers. In two of the three title runs, Daniels was the postsea-
son leader in total rebounds. The seven-time ABA All Star averaged a 
double-double for his career and was also named to the All-ABA First 
Team four times in a row starting in 1968. After concluding his playing 
career with a season in the NBA with the New York Nets, he began a 
coaching career at Indiana State, where he coached Larry Bird as the 
Sycamores reached the1979 NCAA Championship Game. He later 
served as an assistant coach with the Indiana Pacers before moving 
into the NBA team’s front office, serving as the Pacers’ Director of 
Player Personnel. 

MICHAEL COOPER
Class of 2024

Michael Cooper became the second Lobo inducted into the Naismith 
Basketball Hall of Fame in 2024. Following his graduation from New 
Mexico in 1978, he was drafted by the Los Angeles Lakers in the third 
round of the NBA Draft. Cooper played 11 seasons with the Lakers 
from 1978-90, winning five NBA Championships during the Showtime 
Lakers era with fellow Hall of Famers Magic Johnson, Kareem 
Abdul-Jabbar and James Worthy. An eight-time NBA All-Defensive 
Team honoree, he was the NBA Defensive Player of the Year in 1986-
87. Cooper finished his career with over 1,000 steals and 500 blocks 
over his 11 seasons in the NBA. Following his retirement in 1991, 
Cooper has coached for over three decades. He was the head coach 
of the WNBA Los Angeles Sparks for two separate tenures, including 
leading the team to back-to-back WNBA titles in 2001 and 2002 and 
earning 2000 WNBA Coach of the Year honors. He also had a stint 
as the head coach of the WNBA’s Atlanta Dream from 2014-17. 
Cooper was an assistant coach in the NBA with the Lakers in the late 
1990s and with the Denver Nuggets in 2004-05, serving as interim 
head coach for 14 games that season. For three seasons (2005-07), 
Cooper was the head coach of the Albuquerque Thunderbirds in the 
NBA D-League (now G-League), guiding them to the 2006 league 
title. He was also the head coach of the USC women’s basketball 
program from 2009-13. 

Two New Mexico alumni have been inducted in the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in Springfield, 
Mass. Mel Daniels was inducted in 2012 and Michael Cooper was inducted in 2024.

	 Greg Brown, 5-foot-7 Greg Brown, proved to all the naysayers that there is room for the little 
man in the game of basketball. Without Brown, New Mexico doesn’t come close to winning a WAC 
title in 1994, the school’s first in 16 years.
	 Praise rang from all over the country as Brown, a 1990 graduate of Albuquerque High School, 
progressed through his senior year. Four times he scored 30 or more. Brown tossed in 42 -- in 34 
minutes -- against Texas-El Paso. He poured in 34 against New Mexico State. However, he saved 
his biggest games for BYU.
	 Brown had 35 in the Lobos’ win in Albuquerque. In the title-clinching victory at Provo, the next-
to-last-game of the season, Brown was awesome. He had 34 with 28 of those coming in the second 
half and overtime of the 84-82 triumph. Brown scored 20 of the Lobos’ final 28 points, including 
12 straight at one point. His three free throws -- after drawing a 3-point foul with six seconds left in 
regulation -- sent the game into overtime.
	 For all his efforts, Brown was named Western Athletic Conference and District 7 Player of the 
Year.  He garnered honorable mention All-America recognition from the United States Basketball 
Writers and The Sporting News.  
	 The crowning moment of Brown’s collegiate career came when he was honored with the Fran-
ces Pomeroy Naismith Award, given to the nation’s top senior in college basketball under 6-feet.
