e The teams first played in 1957 in Colorado
Springs. Air Force won the game, 31-0.

LAST MEETING IN FALCON STADIUM
(Nov. 12, 2022) Air Force defeated New
Mexico, 35-3, in Falcon Stadium to win its
fifth straight in the series and 10th straight

at home vs. the Lobos. Senior quarterback
Haaziq Daniels opened the scoring on Air
Force’s first drive with a 65-yard touchdown
run to give the Falcons a 7-0 lead. John Lee
Eldridge Il added a 10 yard scoring run to
push the lead to 14-0. Daniels hit David Corm-
ier with a 33-yard touchdown pass to open
the third quarter to make it 21-0. Following a
New Mexico field goal, Daniels added his sec-
ond touchdown run of the day to increase the
lead to 28-3. Jensen Jones closed the scoring
with a short touchdown run in the final min-
utes to make up the final margin. Air Force
rushed for 428 yards and had 470 total yards.
Brad Roberts led the way with 163 yards on
29 carries. Daniels chipped in with 113 yards
and two touchdowns on nine carries. He also
hit 2-2 passes for 33 yards and a score. The
defense held New Mexico to 172 total yards
and eight first downs. The unit had 7.0 tackles
for loss, 5.0 sacks and two pass breakups.
Jayden Goodwin led the defense with six tack-
les. The Falcons held a 37:49-22:11 advantage
in time of possession.

LAST SEASON

(Oct. 12, 2024) New Mexico defeated Air
Force, 52-37, to snap a five-game losing
streak in the series. Air Force forced a three-
and-out on New Mexico’s first possession,
then added a Matthew Dapore 43-yard field
goal to take a 3-0 lead. The Lobos then scored
on seven consecutive possessions to roll to
the win. Devon Dampier opened the scoring
with a seven-yard touchdown run to give the
Lobos the lead for good, 7-3, with 14 seconds
remaining in the first quarter. The Lobos
added a 79-yard punt return by Luke Wysong,
the first allowed by Air Force since 2017. New
Mexico finished with 434 total yards, includ-
ing 255 rushing and 179 passing. Dampier
rushed for 50 yards and two scores and hit
14-19 passes for 179 yards and a touchdown.
Air Force had its best day of the year offen-
sively, recording season highs in every cat-
egory with 474 total yards, 325 rushing and
149 passing. Sophomore quarterback Quentin
Hayes rushed for a career-high 103 yards

and a touchdown in his first-career start. He
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also hit 4-7 passes for 79 yards. Terrence Gist
added 54 yards on 13 carries. Backup quarter-
back Josh Johnson rushed for 49 yards and hit
2-4 passes for 70 yards and a touchdown.

LOOKING AT NEW MEXICO

® New Mexico is 7-3 overall and in a five-way
tie for second in the Mountain West with a
4-2 mark. The Lobos have won four straight,
the longest active streak in the MW.

e The Lobos are led by Jason Eck, who is in

his first season. He was head coach at Idaho
from 2022-24, leading the program to a 26-13
record and three straight FCS playoff appear-
ances. Eck is the only coach in New Mexico
history to lead his team to a bowl game in his
first year, as the Lobos are bowl-eligible. Eck is
one of just seven coaches this season that has
led his team to bowl-eligibility in its first nine
games or less.

® New Mexico has four FCS All-Americans that
joined the team this season: defensive end
Keyshawn James-Newby; linebacker; Jaxton
Eck; running back Scottre Humphrey; defen-
sive back/returner Abraham Williams.

® The Lobos are 7-0 this season when rushing
for at least 100 yards, and 0-3 when not.

New Mexico is 7-0 this season when they
don’t throw two or more interceptions, and
0-3 when they do.

e New Mexico averages 29.2 points per game.
The Lobos are averaging 385.0 total yards per
game while allowing 367.7. Damon Bankston
leads the team in rushing with 461 yards and
four touchdowns. D.J. McKinney has added
365 yards and a team-best six rushing TDs.
Jack Layne has hit 175-262 passes for 2,166
yards with 12 touchdowns and nine INTs.
Jaxton Eck, the coach’s son, leads the team

in tackles with 106, including 6.0 TFL for 21
yards and 1.5 sacks for 15 yards. Eck leads the
MW and ranks fifth nationally in solo tackles
with 5.30 per game. He is second in the MW
and sixth nationally in total tackles with a 10.6
average.

LAST WEEK

UConn defeated Air Force, 26-16, in East Hart-
ford to improve to 8-3 on the season. UConn
opened the scoring with a 10-yard touchdown
run by quarterback Joe Fagnano to take a

6-0 lead. Dylan Carson scored the first of his
two touchdowns, and the extra point put the
Falcons in front 7-6. Chris Freeman kicked a
47-yard field goal to put UConn in front 9-7

at the half. Cam Edwards scored on an eight-
yard run to extend the UConn advantage to
16-7. Regan Tubbs kicked a 36-yard field goal
to cut the lead to 16-10. UConn got another
field goal from Freeman and another touch-
down run from Edwards to make it 26-10 with
5:28 remaining. Carson scored his second
touchdown with 2:29 remaining to make up
the final margin. Edwards finished with 165
yards and two scores on 24 carries to lead
UConn. Fagnano hit 15-23 passes for 155
yards and was intercepted for the first time
this season. The Huskies had 347 total yards.
Owen Allen led the Falcons with 122 yards on
22 carries. Carson added 58 yards and two
scores. Kemper Hodges, who came on in relief
of injured starting quarterback Liam Szarka,
finished with a career-best 62 yards on 10 car-
ries. Max Mustell led the defense with eight
tackles, an interception and a pass breakup.
Blake Fletcher added eight tackles and a PBU.

LAST WEEK’S GAME NOTES

Team Notes

e Air Force recorded the first interception this
season by UConn, as freshman safety Max
Mustell recorded the INT in the first quarter.
Quarterback Joe Fagnano had 379 consec-
utive passes without an interception dating
back to last year.

o Air Force extended the nation’s longest
active streak of consecutive 100-yard rush-
ing games to 95 with 290 rushing yards vs.
UConn. No other team in the country has a
streak half as long.

o Air Force posted a 19-play, 91-yard drive
between the first and second quarters. The 19
plays and 91 yards are the most this season.
The 19 plays match a 19-play drive vs. Boise
State. The previous long in terms of yards was
87 at Navy.

o Air Force has hit 68 straight extra points
dating back to the Colorado State in 2023.

¢ Air Force game captains were Cade Harris
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(WR), Coston Cooley (OC), Bruin Fleischmann
(TE) and Payton Zdroik (DL).

Individual Notes

e Senior TE Bruin Fleischmann recorded one
catch for 10 yards. He has a catch in all 10
games this season which is the longest active
streak on the team and longest by a tight end
in the Troy Calhoun era (2007).

e Freshman SS Max Mustell recorded his third
interception of the season, which leads the
team.

e Junior FB Owen Allen rushed for 122 yards
to record his fourth 100-yard game this sea-
son. The 100-yard game is his fourth in the
last five games and sixth of his career.

e Junior QB Kemper Hodges set new career
highs for rushes (10), rushing yards (62), com-
pletions (4) and passing attempts (8).

e Junior LB Blake Fletcher had eight tackles vs.

UConn and tied for the team lead with Max
Mustell. Fletcher has led the team in tackles
in six games this season.

¢ Senior FB Dylan Carson tied his career high
with two rushing touchdowns vs. UConn.

e Junior RB Rocco Conti recorded his first ca-
reer reception, a four-yarder.

STREAKS

¢ Air Force extended the nation’s longest
active streak of consecutive 100-yard rushing
games to 95 with 290 yards vs. UConn. No
other team in the country has a streak half as
long.

e Air Force has won the time of possession
battle in six straight games and nine of 10
games this season. The Falcons had a 35:25
mark last week at UConn. Air Force ranks
fourth nationally in TOP with a 33:39 mark.

o Air Force has held three of its last four op-
ponents to 21 points or less. The Falcons held
Wyoming to 21, Army 20 and San Jose State
16.

SEASON NOTES

¢ Air Force has had two players over 100
yards rushing in the same game three times
this season. Liam Szarka had 141 and Owen
Allen had 105 yards vs. Wyoming; Szarka had
136 and Allen had 192 at UNLV; Szarka had
111 and Dylan Carson 109 vs. Boise State.
The UNLV and Wyoming games mark the
first time the same two Falcons have gone
over 100 yards rushing in consecutive games
since 2021 vs. Colorado State (DeAndre
Hughes-108 and Brad Roberts-151) and Ne-
vada (Hughes-208 and Roberts-117).

o Air Force scored 30-plus points in the first
six games this season and seven straight
dating back to last season. The six straight

to open the season is the longest in the Troy
Calhoun era (2007) and most since doing it in
nine straight games to open 1998.

e Air Force set a Mountain West record by
recording at least 250 rushing yards and three
touchdowns in seven straight games. The Fal-
cons did it the last four games of last season,
then had 267 yards and four touchdowns vs.
Bucknell, 266 yards and four touchdowns

at Utah State and 269 yards and three TDs

vs. Boise State this season before the streak
ended vs. Hawaii. The Falcons broke their
own record of five straight they shared with
San Diego State and New Mexico. Air Force
accomplished it twice, doing so in 2009 and
2010. San Diego State did it in 2017 and New
Mexico in 2012.

o Air Force posted its first game since 2022
with a different 100-yard passer, 100-yard
rusher and 100-yard receiver in the Boise
State game (Liam Szarka passed for 246,
Dylan Carson rushed for 109 and Cade Harris
had 177 receiving). The last time came against
Navy in 2022 when Brad Roberts rushed for
108, David Cormier had 120 receiving yards
and Haaziq Daniels passed for 156.

e Air Force improved to 49-19-2 in season
openers following a 49-13 win over Bucknell,
including a 43-8 mark at home. The Falcons
have won 19 straight and 20 of the last 22
overall.

e Air Force extended the nation’s second-lon-
gest active season opener winning streak to
19 games with a 49-13 win over Bucknell. The
Falcons trail only Ohio State (25).

o Air Force improved to 29-0 all-time vs. FCS
teams, including a 19-0 mark under head
coach Troy Calhoun, with a 49-13 win over
Bucknell. All 29 matchups have been at Falcon
Stadium.

* The Falcons improved to 13-0 all-time in the
month of August, including a 6-0 mark under
head coach Troy Calhoun.

¢ Air Force leads the Mountain West in rush-
ing (271.1), passing efficiency (165.51), yards
per completion (17.83), fewest penalties per
game (4.30) and fewest penalty yards per
game (37.50).

e Air Force leads the nation in yards per
completion with a, 17.83 mark. YPC is a solid
indicator of how balanced is measured in the
passing game.

e Air Force has scored in 34 of 40 quarters
this season (first quarter at Utah State, sec-
ond quarter vs. Hawaii, second quarter vs.
Army, first and third quarter at San Jose State,
second quarter at UConn).

o Air Force has hit all 34 extra point attempts
this season. Jacob Medina is 26-26 and
Reagan Tubbs is 8-8. The Falcons have hit 68
straight dating back to the Colorado State
game in 2023.

e Senior Reagan Tubbs took over the place
kicking duties for the Wyoming game, hitting
a PAT and a career-best three field goals. His
40-yard field goal provided the final margin in
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the win. Tubbs added a career-long 52 yard
field goal vs. Army. He has 5-6 this season and
had another big kick at San Jose State, hitting
a 33-yarder to secure the win with 31 seconds
left.

THE DIESEL STORY

e The Air Force offensive line is nicknamed
the Diesel. The background dates to 2018
when center Christopher Mitchell happened
to be walking through the locker room and
bumped into tight end Lesley Dalger, who
referred to Mitchell as a diesel. The lineman
took it and ran with it. The group developed
a motto of “It starts with us” meaning that if
the offensive line doesn’t have a solid game
it will be difficult to win. The group takes that
mentality to practice every day. They have

a blue-collar, bring-your-lunch-pail-to-work
mentality. The linemen have hats with a
diesel pump and a drop of fuel on the front.
Legend has it that they found the hats at a
truck stop. The mother of a former Falcon,
Wolfgang Rehbock, helped secure 20-25 hats
to get it started. Offensive linemen have to
earn the hat, but they also give them out to
other position players that they feel take on
their mentality. There is an official ceremony
when a player earns the hat, which is voted
on by seniors on the offensive line. The cere-
mony is shrouded in secrecy, as the members
do not discuss it.

¢ The Falcons lead the MW and rank second
nationally in rushing (269.0). The Falcons lead
the MW and ranked fifth nationally in time of
possession (33:27). The line as only allowed
1.22 sacks per game, second best in the MW
and 23rd nationally.

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Troy Calhoun is in his 19th season as head coach at Air Force,

where he has a 138-96 overall record and 82-62 mark in Moun-

tain West play. He has led Air Force to 13 bowl games, including a

school-record six straight from 2007-12.

Calhoun has led the program to an 11-win season (2019), four

10-win seasons (2014, 2016, 2021, 2022), three nine-win seasons

(2007, 2010, 2023) and three with eight wins (2008, 2009 and

2015). He has led the Falcons to the Commander-in-Chief’s Trophy

five times, including 2022. Calhoun led the Falcons to an 8-6 overall

record in 2015 and the Mountain Division championship and first-

ever MW title game appearance. The 2019 Falcons posted an 11-2

overall record, the third-most wins in program history, and finished

second in the MW Mountain Division with a school-record-tying 7-1

record.

Calhoun is the only coach in the 100-plus year history of service academy football to lead
teams to at least seven wins and a bowl game in each of his first five seasons. Calhoun has
been a semifinalist for the National Coach of the Year award three times (2007, 2010, 2019).
He came to his alma mater in 2007 and took over a program that had three straight losing
seasons. Air Force finished the 2007 season 9-4 overall and placed second in the Mountain
West Conference with a 6-2 mark in Calhoun’s first year. The Falcons earned their first bowl
bid in five seasons, advancing to the Armed Forces Bowl in Fort Worth, Texas. The five-game
turnaround from the previous season was the largest in the nation by a first-year head coach
and tied as the third largest overall in the nation.

Calhoun brought a wealth of experience and impressive resume at the collegiate and profes-
sional levels that is flooded with success at every stop. Calhoun came to the Academy after
serving as offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach for the Houston Texans in 2006.
The Texans were one of only two NFL teams to triple their number of wins from the previous
year.

Calhoun became a well-rounded NFL coach, working as a defensive assistant, special teams
assistant and offensive assistant with the Denver Broncos from 2003-05. He began his NFL
coaching career by serving as the defensive assistant under defensive coordinator Larry Coyer
in 2003.

Prior to the NFL, Calhoun was an offensive coordinator for six seasons on the collegiate level.
He began his coaching career at Air Force, where he worked as a graduate assistant from
1989-90. He started at quarterback for the Academy in 1986 and was one of only two fresh-
men to letter for the 1985 team that finished fifth in the final polls with a 12-1 record that
included wins over national powers Notre Dame and Texas.

Calhoun served his country from 1989-95 as an active-duty officer in the Air Force. He was
the Falcons’ recruiting coordinator and the junior varsity offensive coordinator in 1993-94.
He moved to Ohio University in 1995 where he served as the quarterbacks coach for two
seasons. Calhoun was promoted to offensive coordinator in 1997. Calhoun moved to Wake
Forest in 2001 and remained there prior to his stint with the Broncos.

Groomed on the basics of integrity and passion, Calhoun is a native of Roseburg, Ore., and
was raised in a home where both kids graduated from the Air Force Academy and were
varsity letter winners on nationally ranked teams. He and his wife, Amanda, live in Colorado
Springs and have two children, Tyler and Amelia.

2025 FRESHMAN SCHEDULE

¢ In-processing Day (June 25): Appointees are
dropped off by their parents and families and
are in-processed into the U.S. Air Force Acad-
emy. This involves a medical check, finalize
paperwork, haircuts, uniform issue, instruc-
tion on room standards and drill training as
they learn to march. After swearing in they
become basic cadets.

* Basic Cadet Training (June 25 — July 31):
This six-week program guides the transforma-
tion of basic cadets from civilians to military
academy cadets. BCT is split into two distinct
phases:

e First BCT: Takes place in the cadet
area under the instruction of upper-class
cadets. This phase begins with a Swear-
ing-In Ceremony. “Basics” receive classes on
military customs and courtesies, the cadet
Honor Code, and Air Force and Space Force
heritage. During this phase, basics must show
proficiency in drill, dress and appearance, and
reporting procedures. These activities, when
combined with daily physical conditioning,
prepare cadets to tackle the physical and
mental demands of the second phase of BCT,
the academic year and ultimately, life in the
Air Force or Space Force.

e Second BCT (July 15-26): Beginning
with a 5-mile march, a time-honored tradi-
tion, cadets complete two weeks of physically
intensive military training. Jacks Valley is a
3,300-acre rural training complex, where
basics train, eat and sleep for this phase of
BCT. Basic cadets are introduced to small-
unit tactics and firearms, expeditionary skills,
and military training courses such as assault,
obstacle, and leadership reaction.

e Acceptance Day (Aug 6): Marks the transi-
tion into the academic year and acceptance
of new cadets into the Cadet Wing. A parade
signals their transition from “basic cadet” to
“cadet”.

o First day of classes (Aug 7): After summer
training, the Cadet Wing returns to begin the
academic year. Upper-class cadets come back
with valuable experiences gained through
research projects, language immersions, and
airmanship programs, such as soaring, pow-
ered flight, parachuting.

¢ Parents Weekend (Aug 30): This event is
an exciting opportunity for cadets to connect
with their family and friends. Many activities
are designed to orient families and visitors to
their cadet’s life in the military. This weekend
gives many of the newly accepted cadets the
chance to leave the Academy and be with
family since In-Processing Day in June and
includes the first football game of the season.
