• In the comeback against Alabama State, the Lobos trailed by 15 with 16:45 left to play, the second-latest 
in a game UNM has trailed by 15 points and rallied for a win (trailed Boise State 76-61 with 6:00 to go in an

• New Mexico has a roster that includes no returning players for the first time
in program history
• The Lobos are one of nine teams nationally to return no players from last
season, while also being one of 10 to return no minutes and one of 14 to

to not return a single player, coach or basketball staff member from last year
