IN THE GOODYEAR COTTON BOWL

•	 OPENING KICK: Penn State returns to the Goodyear Cotton Bowl Classic for the first 
time since the 1974 season when the Nittany Lions take on American Athletic Conference 
(AAC) foe Memphis at AT&T Stadium in Arlington, Texas, on Saturday, Dec. 28 at noon 
(ET). The game will air on ESPN.

•	 RETURN TO THE COTTON BOWL: Penn State is making its fourth Cotton Bowl 
appearance with the last coming in the 1974 season with a 41-20 win over Baylor. 
The Nittany Lions are 2-0-1 all-time in the Cotton Bowl. The Lions’ first Cotton Bowl 
appearance ended with a 13-13 tie against SMU in the 1948 game. Penn State also topped 
Texas, 30-6, in the 1972 contest.

•	 BOWLING AGAIN: The Nittany Lions are playing in a bowl game for the sixth consecutive 
year and in their third New Year’s Six bowl under Franklin. Previously, Penn State topped 
No. 11 Washington in the 2017 PlayStation Fiesta Bowl and faced USC in the 2017 
Rose Bowl after winning the 2016 Big Ten Championship. The Lions are tied for fourth 
nationally with 29 bowl victories and No. 6 in bowl winning percentage with a 29-18-2 
post-season record (61.2) among schools with at least 20 postseason appearances.

•	 THIS DEFENSE: Led by first-team All-American Micah Parsons, Penn State (14.1 ppg) 
ranks seventh nationally in scoring defense and boasts a stingy rushing defense allowing 
just 97.7 yards per game (5th FBS). Penn State has 39 sacks to average 3.25 sacks per 
game (10th in FBS), putting it on pace for its fifth consecutive season with 40 or more 
sacks. Additionally, the Nittany Lions lead the country with 20 forced fumbles.

•	 THE OPPOSITION: Memphis carries a 12-1 overall record and won the American Athletic 
Conference Championship Game to earn its Goodyear Cotton Bowl Classic berth. 
Season highlights included a season-opening win over Ole Miss, spoiling then No. 15/14 
SMU’s 8-0, undefeated season with a 54-48 primetime win in November, and back-to-
back wins over a ranked Cincinnati team to conclude the regular season and claim the 
conference crown.

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CAREER AT A GLANCE
•	 Franklin was named the 16th head football coach of the Nittany Lion program on January 11, 2014.
•	 Franklin is in his ninth year as a collegiate head coach, leading his first nine squads to bowl games. 
•	 Franklin is one of five current FBS head coaches to lead his teams to a bowl game in each of his first nine seasons 

as a head coach.
•	 Franklin is one of four current Big Ten coaches (Mark Dantonio, Ryan Day, Kirk Ferentz) to have won a Big Ten 

Championship.
•	 He owns a 79-38 career record, with eight consecutive winning seasons.
•	 Franklin has led his teams to two Top 10 finishes (2 at Penn State) and five Top 25 finishes (2 at Vanderbilt; 3 at Penn 

State).
•	 Under Franklin, Penn State is one of four teams (Clemson, Ohio State, Oklahoma) to rank in the Top 12 of the CFP final 

rankings in each of the last four seasons.
•	 Franklin has led the Nittany Lions to three New Year’s Six bowls within a four-year span (2016 Rose; 2017 Fiesta; 2019 

Cotton) for the first time since going to three straight following the 1980-82 seasons (1980 Fiesta; 1981 Fiesta; 1982 
Sugar).

•	 Franklin has 24 years of coaching experience at the collegiate and NFL levels.
•	 In his first eight years as a head coach, Franklin mentored 65 players who have gone on to the NFL ranks.
•	 Franklin has secured top-25 recruiting classes each of his last seven seasons (2012-18), including a top-5 class at Penn 

State in 2018.

NITTANY LIONS ON THE FIELD
•	 In 2018, the Nittany Lions posted their third-straight season with at least nine wins with a 9-4 overall record, earning a 

berth in the VRBO Citrus Bowl. Penn State finished No. 12 in the final CFP rankings and No. 17 in the Associated Press 
and Amway Coaches polls. Penn State has finished in the AP Top 25 in the last three consecutive seasons for the first 
time since a seven-year stint from 1993-99.

•	 Penn State continued to be among the nation’s elite in 2017, climbing as high as No. 2 in the rankings and appearing 
in a second-straight New Year’s Six bowl, earning a 35-28 win over No. 11 Washington in the PlayStation Fiesta Bowl.  
The Nittany Lions earned back-to-back 11-win seasons for the fifth time in program history and first time since 2008 
and 2009 with an 11-2 record. Penn State finished the season No. 8 in the Associated Press and Amway Coaches polls 
and No. 9 in the final CFP rankings. 

•	 Penn State surged in 2016, winning nine consecutive games en route to the Big Ten Championship, a Rose Bowl berth 
and an 11-3 overall record. Penn State finished the season ranked No. 5 in the College Football Playoff rankings and 
No. 7 in the Associated Press and Amway Coaches polls. It was Penn State’s highest finish in the polls since 2005.
The Lions claimed their fourth overall Big Ten Championship and first outright title since 1994 with a thrilling 38-31 
comeback win over Wisconsin in the Big Ten Championship Game. Franklin was honored as Sporting News National 
Coach of the Year and the Woody Hayes National Coach of the Year, as well as the Dave McLain Big Ten Coach of the 
Year and Associated Press Big Ten Coach of the Year. 

•	 Franklin guided the Nittany Lions to a 7-6 record in 2015 and a berth in the TaxSlayer Bowl. 
•	 Franklin’s first season in 2014 was bookended with a pair of thrilling victories for the Nittany Lions. His inaugural 

season began with a final-play 26-24 victory over UCF in Dublin, Ireland, in Penn State’s first-ever international game 
and ended with a comeback, a 31-30 overtime win over Boston College in the New Era Pinstripe Bowl in Yankee 
Stadium. Franklin became just the third Penn State coach to lead the team to at least seven wins in his first season, 
joining Dick Harlow (1915) and Bill O’Brien (2012), and he guided the Nittany Lions to a 4-0 start, joining Harlow as 
the only first-year Penn State coaches to win their initial four games.

NITTANY LIONS IN THE CLASSROOM
•	 Quarterback Trace McSorley was selected as a 2018 National Football Foundation (NFF) Scholar-Athlete and a finalist 

for the Campbell Trophy, known as the “Academic Heisman.” He was the 18th Nittany Lion to be selected as an NFF 
Scholar-Athlete.

•	 Two Nittany Lions have garnered CoSIDA Academic All-America recognition. Punter Blake Gillikin earned first-team 
honors in 2018 & 2019 and long snapper Tyler Yazujian collected a berth on the CoSIDA Academic All-America first 
team in 2016 after an appearance on the second team in 2015. Penn State has 67 Academic All-America honorees 
all-time, which ranks second in Division I football history (FBS and FCS).

•	 The Nittany Lions had a program-record 35 student-athletes claim Academic All-Big Ten honors in the fall of 2017.
•	 The 2015 fall semester saw the Nittany Lions post a record 56 squad members with at least a 3.0 grade-point average 

(GPA).
•	 During Franklin’s first fall semester on campus, the football student-athletes set program records with 25 student-

athletes earning Dean’s List recognition (3.5 GPA) and 57 players owning a cumulative 3.0 GPA or higher after the 
2014 fall semester. The spring of 2015 saw continued success in the classroom with 51 student-athletes compiling at 
least a 3.0 GPA, marking the first time in program history with 50 or more 3.0s in a spring semester. 

NITTANY LIONS IN THE COMMUNITY
•	 The Nittany Lions are active in the community, participating in activities such as Uplifting Athletes, THON, Pennsylvania 

Special Olympics Summer Games, State College Area Food Bank and Penn State Hershey Children’s Hospital visits.
•	 Two Nittany Lions have been named to the Allstate AFCA Good Works team during Franklin’s tenure - linebackers 

Ben Kline (2015) and Brandon Smith (2017). Kline and Smith were recognized for their selflessness and community 
service, and both were one of 11 FBS honorees in their respective years. 

RECRUITING SUCCESS
•	 Franklin’s recruiting classes in the last four years have been ranked an average of 13.1 nationally, which is a significant 

jump from the 40.8 average from 2012-14.
•	 Penn State is one of nine programs to sign a top-15 class in each of the last three years and one of 12 schools to claim 

a top-20 class in each of the last five seasons.
•	 Seven of the 15 highest-ranked 247Sports Composite recruits at Penn State since 2000 have been signed by Franklin.
•	 The 3.83 average star ranking for the 2019 class was the highest in program history since the inception of the 

247Sports Composite in 2000.
•	 The 2018 recruiting class was ranked No. 4 among by ESPN.com, the highest finish in program history. The class was 

also ranked No. 5 by Rivals and No. 6 by 247Sports.

CAREER RECORD
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HELPING THE COMMODORES GET THEIR WINGS

•	 Franklin directed Vanderbilt to consecutive Top 25 finishes for the first time in the 124-
year history of the program (No. 23/24 – 2013 & No. 23/20 – 2012). 

•	 The Commodores finished 23rd in the final 2012 Associated Press poll, marking their 
first AP final ranking since 1948. 

•	 Franklin led Vanderbilt to a bowl game in each of his three seasons in Nashville, with 
the last two years resulting in wins over NC State (Music City Bowl) and Houston (BBVA 
Compass Bowl). The Commodores had played in four bowl games all-time in the 121 
seasons prior to his arrival, none in consecutive years.

•	 Vanderbilt had posted four nine-win seasons in program history, with Franklin’s last two 
teams comprising half of the total. 

•	 Franklin guided the Commodores to a 6-6 regular-season record and earned a berth in 
the Liberty Bowl during his first season after inheriting a Vanderbilt team that finished 
2-10 in both 2009 and 2010, with a combined mark of 1-15 SEC play. The 2011 bowl berth 
was Vanderbilt’s second since 1983.

•	 The Commodores had a breakthrough campaign in 2012 under Franklin, finishing on 
a seven-game winning streak (longest since 1948) to post a 9-4 mark for Vanderbilt’s 
most wins in 97 years. Franklin was among five finalists for the Bear Bryant National 
Coach of the Year award. 

RISING UP THE RANKS
•	 Franklin began his coaching career as the wide receivers coach at Kutztown (Pa.) 

University (1995) and was a graduate assistant coach at his alma mater, East Stroudsburg 
(Pa.) University in 1996, working with the secondary. 

•	 He then was the wide receivers coach at James Madison (1997), a grad assistant (tight 
ends) at Washington State (1998) and the wide receivers coach at Idaho State (1999).

•	 In 2000, Franklin was named the wide receivers coach at Maryland under head coach 
Ron Vanderlinden, who would go on to coach the Penn State linebackers from 2001-13. 

•	 Franklin continued in that role under new head coach Ralph Friedgen in 2002 and 2003 
and helped the Terps to three consecutive 10-win seasons, including an appearance in 
the 2002 FedEx Orange Bowl. In 2003, Franklin added duties as recruiting coordinator 
and directed back-to-back recruiting classes ranked in the Top 25 nationally. Franklin 
and former Nittany Lion head coach Bill O’Brien (running backs) were Maryland 
assistant coaches in 2003 and 2004 under Friedgen.

•	 After five successful years at Maryland, Franklin was named wide receivers coach on 
Mike Sherman’s Green Bay Packers staff in 2005. During that season, Green Bay ranked 
third in the NFL in receptions (383) and seventh in receiving yards (3,766). Donald 
Driver was among the top receivers in the NFL, ranking second in receptions and eighth 
in receiving yards, with a then-career-high 86 catches for 1,221 yards.

•	 Franklin served as the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Kansas State 
during the 2006-07 seasons under head coach Ron Prince. In 2006, he helped the 
Wildcats to their first winning season in four years. Franklin coached quarterback Josh 
Freeman and oversaw an offense that produced a 3,000-yard passer (Freeman), 1,500-
yard receiver (All-American wide receiver Jordy Nelson) and 1,000-yard rusher (James 
Johnson) during the 2007 season, a first in school history. Freeman would go on to 
become the Wildcats’ highest NFL offensive draft pick since 1954 when the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers selected him 17th overall in the 2009 NFL Draft.

•	 Franklin returned to Maryland in 2008 as the Terps’ assistant head coach and offensive 
coordinator. He helped the Terrapins to victories in the 2008 Humanitarian Bowl and the 
2010 Military Bowl. The 2010 squad was among the national leaders in scoring offense 
at 32.2 points per game.

•	 In 1998, Franklin began his participation in the NFL’s Minority Coaching Fellowship 
Program, starting with a stint with the Miami Dolphins and working with Hall of Fame 
quarterback Dan Marino. Franklin also worked with Donovan McNabb of the Philadelphia 
Eagles (1999) and Minnesota Vikings (2008) in the NFL program.

PLAYING CAREER
•	 Franklin was a four-year letterman at quarterback and a two-time All-PSAC selection at 

East Stroudsburg. 
•	 Franklin graduated having broken or tied 23 school records. He set seven school records 

as a senior to earn team MVP honors and was a Harlon Hill Trophy nominee as the NCAA 
Division II Player of the Year. 

•	 Among the season records he set were for total offense (3,128 yards), passing yards 
(2,586) and touchdown passes (19). 

•	 Franklin was inducted into the East Stroudsburg Athletics Hall of Fame October 15, 2016.

•	 Memphis went 12-1 during the regular season with its 

lone loss at Temple, 28-30, on Oct. 12.
•	 Since Memphis’ loss at Temple, the Tigers have won 

seven-straight games including three against Top 25 
opponents.

•	 Memphis captured its first outright American 
Athletic Conference championship and first outright 
conference title since 1969 (Missouri Valley).

•	 Memphis ranks eighth in FBS in scoring offense (40.5 
ppg), 10th in total offense (480.7) and sixth in kick 
return average (26.53).

•	 Running back Kenneth Gainwell, kick returner Antonio 
Gibson and kicker Riley Patterson were named to the 
AAC All-Conference first team, while quarterback 
Brady White was one of six second-team selections 
and is a Manning Award finalist.

•	 Gainwell ranks ninth in FBS, averaging 150.64 all-
purpose yards per game and eighth in total rushing 
yards with 1,425.

•	 With Silverfield, Memphis has 38 wins the past four 
seasons, including two 10-plus win campaigns in 2017 
(10-3) and 2019 (12-1).

•	 Silverfield first came to Memphis in 2016 with more 
than 18 years of coaching experience at the high 
school, college and NFL levels.

•	 The Nittany Lions’ 29 bowl victories rank tied for fourth 
nationally and lead all Big Ten Conference institutions. 

•	 Penn State’s 61.2 winning percentage in bowl games 
(29-18-2 record) is No. 7 nationally among teams with 
at least 20 bowl appearances. 

•	 Penn State made its first postseason appearance in 
1923 when it traveled across the country to face USC in 
the Rose Bowl Game to cap off the 1922 season.

•	 The Cotton Bowl marked Penn State’s second 
postseason appearance on Jan. 1, 1948.

ANOTHER NY6 BOWL
•	 Penn State is playing in a “New Year’s Six” bowl game 

for the 24th time and the third time in the last four 
years (2016 Rose, 2017 Fiesta, 2019 Cotton).

•	 The last time Penn State had a similar stretch of 
postseason success was from 1980-82 when it went to 
back-to-back Fiesta Bowls following the 1980 and 1981 
seasons before reaching the Sugar Bowl following the 
1982 season.

ABOUT THE GOODYEAR COTTON BOWL
•	 The first Cotton Bowl Classic was founded by J. Curtis 

Sanford, a Dallas oilman and business executive. He 
financed the game and guaranteed each institution 
$10,000, matching TCU and Marquette on January 1, 
1937, at Fair Park’s Cotton Bowl Stadium before 17,000 
fans.

•	 In 1941, the bowl became affiliated with the Southwest 
Conference, and that relationship continued to 1996 
when the conference disbanded. The game then 
featured a Big 12 and SEC team before joining the 
College Football Playoff rotation in 2014.

•	 In 2010, the Cotton Bowl Classic moved from its 
namesake stadium in Dallas to AT&T Stadium in 
Arlington.

•	 Throughout the holiday season, AT&T Stadium will 
spotlight the artwork of the 23rd annual Cotton Bowl 
Art Contest. Each year, elementary students in North 
Texas submit thousands of illustrations for the contest. 

•	 The Cotton Bowl Athletic Association (CBAA) is a 
nonprofit organization incorporated under the laws 
of the state of Texas to promote, sponsor and stage 
an annual postseason intercollegiate football game in 
Arlington, Texas.

PENN STATE IN THE COTTON BOWL
•	 Penn State has a 2-0-1 record in three appearances in 

the Cotton Bowl.
•	 Penn State participated in the 12th (1948; SMU), 36th 

(1972; Texas) and 39th (1975; Baylor) editions of the 
game.

•	 Penn State’s fourth appearance in the game ranks it 
in a seven-way tie for 10th-most in the game’s history.

•	 In the 1948 Cotton Bowl, Penn State’s Wally Triplett and 
Dennie Hoggard became the first African-Americans to 
play in the game. The Nittany Lions stayed at a Naval 
Air Station 14 miles outside of town due to segregated 
hotels in Dallas.

•	 When asked to consider leaving Triplett and Hoggard 
at home due to segregation, their teammates, led 
by team captain Steve Suhey, quickly responded 
in solidarity: “We are Penn State, there will be no 
meetings,” referring to the 1946 Nittany Lion team 
having voted unanimously to cancel a game at the 
then-segregated University of Miami.

•	 Triplett, a halfback and kick returner for the Nittany 
Lions, was the first African-American to start for 
Penn State on Nov. 17, 1945, and was the first African-
American to be drafted and play in the NFL.

GOODYEAR COTTON BOWL HALL OF FAME
•	 Penn State greats Lydell Mitchell and Wally Triplett are 

both members of the Goodyear Cotton Bowl Classic  
Hall of Fame.

•	 The Hall of Fame honors the many extraordinary 
individuals who have played a significant role in 
developing the tradition, prestige and pageantry of 
one of America’s most historic post-season bowl 
games.

•	 A voting committee comprised of state and national 
media representatives and select members of the 
CBAA Board of Directors are appointed every other 
year to elect the Hall of Fame class.

•	 Mitchell was inducted in 2005 for his 1972 performance  
against Texas, in which he rushed for 146 yards 
and a touchdown to lead the Nittany Lions past the 
Longhorns.

•	 Triplett was inducted in 2018 for not only scoring the 
game-tying touchdown in the 1948 Classic, but for 
breaking down racial barriers as he and teammate 
Dennie Hoggard became to the first African-Americans 
to play in the Cotton Bowl.

BIG TEN IN THE COTTON BOWL
•	 A Big Ten team has competed in the Goodyear Cotton 

Bowl in five out of the last six seasons, as the Nittany 
Lions (2019) will join Michigan State (2014, 2015), 
Wisconsin (2016) and Ohio State (2017).

•	 Prior to the Cotton Bowl joining the College Football 
Playoff rotation for the 2014 season, Ohio State was 
the only school to compete in the game as a Big Ten 
member, doing so in the 1987 edition.

•	 Institutions playing as Big Ten members are 4-1 all-time 
in the game.

•	 Penn State (2-0-1), Maryland (0-1) and Nebraska (1-4) 
have all played in the Cotton Bowl, but did so before 
joining the Big Ten Conference.

•	 The current alignment of the Big Ten is 7-6-1 all-time in 
the Cotton Bowl.

PENN STATE IN DECEMBER BOWL GAMES
•	 Penn State will be playing in the program’s 19th 

December bowl game and owns a 12-5-1 record in the 
month.

•	 This is Penn State’s third time playing on Dec. 28.
•	 PSU is 1-1 on Dec. 28, losing the 1990 Blockbuster Bowl 

to Florida State and defeating Texas A&M in the 1999 
Alamo Bowl.

•	 Penn State will be playing in a Saturday bowl game for 

the 15th time in 50 bowl appearances.

•	 Penn State is playing in the state of Texas and DFW 
region for the first time since the 2012 TicketCity Bowl, 
which was played in the Cotton Bowl in Dallas.

•	 Penn State is playing its seventh bowl game in Texas, 
marking its fourth Cotton Bowl appearance in addition 
to Alamo Bowl (San Antonio) appearances in 1999 and 
2007 and the TicketCity Bowl in 2012.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS
•	 Under James Franklin (since 2014), Penn State is 20-5 

against non-conference opposition.
•	 Dating back to a win over Temple in 2016, Penn State 

is 11-2 in non-conference games with its lone losses 
coming against USC in the 2017 Rose Bowl and 
Kentucky in the 2019 Citrus Bowl. During that stretch, 
Penn State has won 10 consecutive games over non-
conference opponents during the regular season.

•	 The Nittany Lions have won 16-straight non-conference 
regular-season home games, dating back to a win over 
Kent State on Sept. 21, 2013.

•	 Penn State has won 11-straight games against teams  
that are not members of a Power Five conference. 
Penn State’s last loss to a team outside the Power Five 
was at Temple to open the 2015 season.

NITTANY LIONS IN NFL VENUES
•	 Penn State will be playing in AT&T Stadium, the home 

of the NFL’s Dallas Cowboys, for the first time.
•	 It will be the 12th current NFL venue that Penn State 

has played in.
•	 The last time Penn State played in an NFL venue was 

for the 2017 Fiesta Bowl, which was played in State 
Farm Stadium (then known as University of Phoenix 
Stadium), home of the Arizona Cardinals.

•	 The Nittany Lions have also played in the current 
homes of the Baltimore Ravens (M&T Bank Stadium), 
Indianapolis Colts (Lucas Oil Stadium), Jacksonville 
Jaguars (TIAA Bank Field), Miami Dolphins (Hard 
Rock Stadium), New Orleans Saints (Mercedes-
Benz Superdome), New York Giants/New York Jets 
(MetLife Stadium), Pittsburgh Steelers (Heinz Field), 
Philadelphia Eagles (Lincoln Financial Field), Tampa 
Bay Buccaneers (Raymond James Stadium) and 
Washington Redskins (FedEx Field).

•	 The Lions have played 21 bowl games in 11 different 
venues that housed NFL teams at the time, posting a 
13-8 record.

INDOOR NITTANY LIONS
•	 If the AT&T Stadium roof is closed for the Cotton Bowl, 

it will be the first time Penn State has played indoors 
since the 2017 Fiesta Bowl in the Arizona Cardinals’ 
State Farm Stadium.

•	 AT&T will become the third retractable roof stadium 
that Penn State has played in. The Nittany Lions’ first 
was Lucas Oil Stadium in Indianapolis for the 2016 
Big Ten Championship Game and the second was 
University of Phoenix (now State Farm) Stadium in 
Glendale, Arizona, (Cardinals) for the 2017 Fiesta Bowl.

•	 Penn State is 11-3 all-time indoors, including a 5-1 
record in the Carrier Dome, 1-0 records in Lucas Oil 
Stadium, the RCA Dome and State Farm Stadium, a 
1-2 record in the 1975, 1979 and 1983 Sugar Bowls in 
the Mercedes-Benz Superdome and a 2-0 record in the 
1999 and 2007 Alamo Bowls in the Alamodome.

•	 Of Penn State’s 12 regular season opponents, eight 

earned bowl invitations: Buffalo, Indiana, Iowa, 
Michigan, Michigan State, Minnesota, Ohio State and

•	 Ohio State (Fiesta Bowl) led Penn State opponents 
with a No. 2 ranking in the final College Football 
Playoff rankings to earn a semifinal berth, while No. 8 
Wisconsin (Rose Bowl) joins the Buckeyes and Nittany 
Lions in a “New Year’s Six” bowl.

•	 There are 16 Nittany Lion seniors who will suit up for 

the final time.
•	 The 2019 seniors have been instrumental in the Nittany 

Lions earning a 41-11 record the past four years with 
four winning seasons, starting with the 2016 Big Ten 
Championship, a Rose Bowl appearance, Penn State’s 
highest ranking since 1999 (No. 2), a Fiesta Bowl 
Championship and now a Goodyear Cotton Bowl 
appearance.

•	 Penn State’s Week 11 game at Minnesota drew 6.7 
million viewers, marking ABC’s largest noon audience 
in nearly three seasons.

•	 ABC’s Saturday Night Football featuring Michigan at 
Penn State was the most watched game of Week 8 
with an average audience of 6.7 million tuning in.

•	 All three games rank in the Top 16 of the most-watched 
regular-season games this season.

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TEN AGAIN
•	 Penn State finished the regular season 10-2, marking 

the 24th 10-win season in program history and 10th  
since joining the Big Ten in 1993.

•	 The Nittany Lions reached the 10-win mark in the 
regular season for the 19th time in program history.

•	 Penn State reached the 10-win plateau for the third 
time in four years. The last time the Nittany Lions had 
three 10-win seasons in a four-year span was 1993-96 
(10, 1993; 12, 1994; 11, 1996).

•	 Penn State is 41-11 over the past four seasons (2016-19), 

which is the seventh-best record in FBS.
•	 Dating back to 2015, Penn State has won 31 of its last 

34 home games.
•	 Penn State’s 48 wins over the last five years (2015-19) 

rank tied for 10th in FBS and tied for third in the Big Ten 
(Ohio State, 61; Wisconsin, 52; Michigan, 48).

•	 Penn State ranks second in FBS with an average 

attendance of 105,678.
•	 Three Big Ten teams lead the nation, with Michigan 

ranking first (111,459) and Ohio State (103,383) trailing 
the Nittany Lions in third.

•	 The attendance total of 110,669 for the Michigan game 
was the fourth largest in Beaver Stadium history and 
the most since 110,889 packed Beaver Stadium in 2018 
vs. Ohio State. It also marks the 10th-largest crowd to 
watch Penn State in any stadium.

•	 Penn State’s Michigan game ranked as the seventh-
most attended game in FBS during the regular season.

•	 All six of Penn State’s home games rank in the top 20 
single-game attendance figures this season.

•	 The Penn State Student Section has consistently sold 
out for four decades, showing the unwavering passion 
and dedication of Penn State students. 

•	 The Penn State Student Section was named the Taco 
Bell Live Más Student Section of the Year.

•	 The Nittany Lions went undefeated at home for the 
third time in the last four years (2016, 2017), marking 
the first time in Big Ten era (since 1993) they have 
posted an undefeated home record in three of four 
years. The last time Penn State went unbeaten at home 
in three of four seasons was 1972-75.

•	 The Nittany Lions have won 10 consecutive home 
games.

•	 Recognized as one the nation’s premier game day 
atmospheres, the passionate and loyal students, 
alumni and fans filling Beaver Stadium have Penn State 
bucking the negative attendance trends among FBS 
games nationally.

•	 In 2018, Gillikin became the first Penn State punter to 
be named Academic All-American.

•	 Overall, Penn State has 207 Academic All-Americans, 
which ranks fifth among all schools at all levels and 
fourth among Division I institutions.

•	 Gillikin joins John Runnells (1965, 1966), Harry Hamilton 
(1983, 1985), Lance Hamilton (1984, 1985), Jeff Hartings 
(1994, 1995), Paul Posluszny (2005, 2006), Gerald 
Cadogan (2007, 2008), Josh Hull (2008, 2009), 
Andrew Pitz (2008, 2009), Stefen Wisniewski (2009, 
2010), Pete Massaro (2010, 2012) and John Urschel 
(2012, 2013) as Nittany Lions to earn two career first-
team Academic All-American honors.

•	 The Smyrna, Georgia native owns a perfect 4.0 grade-
point average as a kinesiology major.

•	 To be eligible for the Hall of Fame ballot, players must 
have been named a first-team All-America by a major/
national selector as recognized and utilized by the 
NCAA for their consensus All-America teams; played 
their last year of intercollegiate football at least 10 
years prior to nomination; played within the last 50 
years and cannot be currently playing professional 
football. Once nominated for consideration, all player 
candidates are submitted to one of eight District 
Screening Committees, which conducts a vote to 
determine who will appear on the ballot and represent 
their respective districts.

•	 The pair of standouts were instrumental in helping 
Penn State post undefeated and championship 
seasons have an opportunity to join 19 former Nittany 
Lion players and five Penn State coaches who have 
been inducted into the Hall.

•	 Also on the ballot is former Nittany Lion student-
athlete Glenn Killinger, who is among the candidates 
for the divisional coach Class of 2019. Killinger was 
inducted into the Hall of Fame as a player in 1966.

•	 The announcement of the 2020 Class will be made in 
January 2020 in the days leading up to the College 
Football Playoff (CFP) National Championship in New 
Orleans.

season, which ranks tied for the second most in a 
season in Penn State history (2015). The team record 
of 25 was set in 1968.

•	 Penn State’s 12 fumble recoveries this season rank 
ninth in FBS and second in the Big Ten.

•	 S Lamont Wade tied a Big Ten record with three forced 
fumbles at Ohio State.

•	 Wade’s three forced fumbles are the most by an FBS 
player this season.

•	 Wade is the fifth player in Big Ten history to have three 
forced fumbles in a game, joining Michigan’s Jerry 
Hartman (vs. Indiana, 10/21/1967), Ohio State’s Antoine 
Winfield (at Pittsburgh, 9/23/1995), Iowa’s Bob Sanders 
(vs. Minnesota, 11/15/2003) and Northwestern’s Ifeadi 
Odenigbo (vs. Western Illinois, 9/20/2014).

•	 Wade is the third player to have three forced fumbles 
in a Big Ten game.

•	 Wade is the sixth player in FBS since 2000 to have 
three forced fumbles and one fumble recovery in a 
game. The last occurrence was Kansas State’s Jayd 
Kirby against Kansas in 2017.

•	 Wade is the second Big Ten player since 2000 to have 
three forced fumbles and one fumble recovery in a 
game. The last occurrence was Northwestern’s Ifeadi 
Odenigbo vs. Western Illinois in 2014.

•	 In the Ohio State game, Wade factored in on all four 
Buckeye fumbles, as he made his first career fumble 
recovery on a fumble forced by LB Micah Parsons.

•	 Wade is one of three Nittany Lions with three forced 
fumbles this season, joining freshman CBs Keaton Ellis 
and Marquis Wilson. The trio is a part of a group of 
58 FBS players with three or more forced fumbles this 
season.

•	 Since 2000, 15 Nittany Lions on 16 occasions have 
forced as many as three fumbles in a season.

•	 Penn State has held 12 of its last 16 opponents to 21 
points or less, and 11 of those opponents to 13 points 
or less.

•	 The Nittany Lions shut out Michigan State in the first 
half, marking the third time this year Penn State put 
up zeroes in the opening half this season (Idaho and 
Maryland).

•	 Penn State has held eight of its last nine regular-season 
non-conference opponents to 14 points or less, dating 
back to 2017.

•	 The 2019 Uplifting Athletes officers are: quarterback 
Sean Clifford, president; long snapper Chris Stoll, 
vice president; defensive tackle Evan Presta, 
treasurer; offensive lineman Mike Miranda, director 
of operations; safety Justin Neff, director of player 
logistics; long snapper Joe Calcagno, secretary.

•	 Penn State has held three opponents under 150 yards 

of total offense this season (145, Idaho; 128, Maryland; 
104, Purdue).

•	 It’s the first time since at least 1971 that the Nittany 
Lions have held three opponents to less than 150 
yards in a season. Penn State, Indiana, Wisconsin 
and Utah are the only four teams in FBS to have 
three games with less than 150 yards of total offense 
allowed this season. Since 2000, Michigan (2015) and 
Ohio State (2007) are the only other Big Ten teams to 
accomplish the feat.

•	 Penn State was the first team in FBS to have held 
three opponents to 150 total yards or less in a single 
season since Boston College did so against four 
opponents in 2016.

•	 Penn State is allowing just 97.7 yards rushing per 

game to rank fifth in FBS and lead the Big Ten.

•	 Penn State has held seven of 12 opponents this

•	 Penn State is one of nine teams (Utah - 10; San Diego

•	 Stout’s 57-yard field goal is tied for the 13th-longest in 
Big Ten history, and it is the longest by a Big Ten kicker 
since Marshall Koehn of Iowa had a 57-yard boot vs.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – Penn State cruised to a 
79-7 win over Idaho in its season opener. 

Penn State rolled for 673 total yards on offense – the 
third-most in program history - while holding Idaho to 
just five first downs and 145 total yards. The Nittany Lion 
ground game led the offensive charge with five different 
running backs combining for seven rushing touchdowns 
and a total of nine different rushers combining for 331 
yards on 45 attempts. Freshman Devyn Ford ran his 
second career carry for an 81-yard touchdown en route to 
a 107-yard day, while classmate Noah Cain and sophomore 
Journey Brown both added two scores each.

Making his first career start, sophomore quarterback 
Sean Clifford threw for 280 yards and two touchdowns on 
14-of-23 passing and rushed seven times for 57 yards in a 
little more than a half of action. KJ Hamler led the receivers 
with four catches for 115 yards and both of Clifford’s 
passing touchdowns.

The Vandals were limited to just four yards rushing as 
Penn State totaled seven sacks and 11 tackles for loss, led 
by 2.5 sacks by junior defensive end Yetur Gross-Matos.

How It Happened
Penn State jumped out to a 20-0 lead in the first 

quarter behind a pair of field goals by Jake Pinegar (28 
yards) and Jordan Stout (53 yards), respectively, and a 
rushing touchdown each from Brown and Ricky Slade.

The Nittany Lions added 24 points in the second 
quarter to take a 44-0 lead into halftime. Hamler caught 
a 36-yard pass from Clifford in the back of the end zone 
early in the frame, and then in the final five minutes, Ford 
broke free for 81 yards on his second career carry, Hamler 
hauled in a 21-yard touchdown, and a quick three-and-
out setup a successful 38-yard field goal conversion by 
Pinegar as time expired.

Brown and Cain added rushing touchdowns in the 
third quarter for a 58-0 lead. In the fourth, freshman 
quarterback Will Levis threw his first career touchdown 
pass to rookie tight end Brenton Strange to put the Nittany 
Lions up 65-0.

Idaho’s lone score came with 12:35 remaining, as a 
mishandled punt reception gave the Vandals a short 25-
yard field, and quarterback Mason Petrino eventually 
connected with fullback Logan Kendall from a yard out.

Penn State added a pair of rushing touchdowns from 
Cain and Nick Eury in the final eight minutes to cement 
the 79-7 victory.

•	 Penn State’s 673 yards of total offense were the most 
since 689 at Minnesota in 1994 and the third most for 
the Nittany Lions since 1947.

•	 Penn State’s 35 first downs were the most since it had 
35 against Minnesota in 2005.

•	 The Nittany Lion defense held Idaho to just 4 rushing 
yards, the fewest since allowing 3 yards to UMass in 
2014 and the second-fewest under James Franklin.

•	 Penn State gave up just 145 yards of total offense, 
which are the fewest since allowing 87 yards to 
Rutgers in 2016 and the second-lowest total under 
James Franklin.

•	 RB Devyn Ford became the first Nittany Lion freshman 
to run for more than 100 yards in a game since Saquon 
Barkley rushed for 103 yards against Michigan State 
on November 18, 2015. He is also the first Penn State 
freshman to run for 100 yards in a season opener since 
Curt Warner rushed for 100 yards on 12 carries against 
Rutgers on September 15, 1979.

•	 Ford scored on an 81-yard run in the second quarter. 
It was his first career touchdown and Penn State’s 
longest rushing touchdown since Saquon Barkley’s 
92-yard run in the Fiesta Bowl vs. Washington in 2017.

•	 CB John Reid notched the first full sack of his career 
in the opening stanza. He previously had a half-sack 
against Kent State in 2016. He also grabbed the sixth 
interception of his career early in the third quarter.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – No. 15/14 Penn State 
scored four touchdowns in the third quarter en route to a 
45-13 win over Buffalo in Beaver Stadium.

 Penn State trailed Buffalo, 10-7 at the half, but 
cornerback John Reid returned an interception 36 yards 
for a touchdown early in the third quarter to swing the 
momentum in Penn State’s favor. Sean Clifford added a 
pair of touchdowns and Noah Cain rushed for one before 
the frame ended to establish a 35-13 lead.

 Clifford finished the game with four touchdown 
passes, connecting twice each with Jahan Dotson and Pat 
Freiermuth.

How It Happened
The Nittany Lions took advantage of a Buffalo fumble  

on its second offensive possession for their first score. 
Linebacker Cam Brown caused and forced it at the Bulls’ 
37-yard line, and then two plays later, Clifford found 
Dotson in the right corner of the end zone for a 28-yard 
touchdown.

 Buffalo got on the board with a field goal early in 
the second quarter by Alex McNulty. The 32-yard kick 
concluded a 19-play, 69-yard drive that consumed 8 
minutes, 34 seconds. Buffalo then found the end zone 
with 11 seconds remaining before the halftime break. A 40-
yard completion to Antonio Nunn at the 6-yard line from 
quarterback Matt Myers setup the score.

Penn State received the second-half kickoff and 
reached Buffalo 33, but a fumble gave the Bulls the ball 
back. However, on Buffalo’s third play of the drive, Reid 
jumped a route along the left sideline and went untouched 
into the end zone for a 36-yard score, his first career pick-
six.

 After the Nittany Lions forced a three-and-out and 
followed it with a 22-yard punt return by KJ Hamler, a 
personal foul penalty setup Penn State at the Bulls’ 23. 
On the first play of the drive, Clifford connected with 
Freiermuth for his first score of the quarter.

 Following a 25-yard field goal by Buffalo, the Nittany 
Lions answered with a 2-yard touchdown run by Cain. 
Cain’s run was setup by a career-long 58-yard rush along 
the sideline by Clifford.

 The next Penn State drive ended with a 28-yard 
touchdown reception by Freiermuth. On fourth-and-2, 
Clifford found Freiermuth on a short pass to the left of the 
line and the sophomore pulled it in with one hand and took 
it up the sideline and into the end zone.

 A 45-yard reception by Hamler setup Penn State’s next 
score, a 32-yard field goal by Jake Pinegar, early in the 
fourth quarter. Later in the frame, Clifford connected with 
Dotson on a 56-yard touchdown to complete the scoring.

•	 The Nittany Lions won their 15th straight non-

conference regular season home game.
•	 Penn State has scored 124 points (79 vs. Idaho; 45 

vs. Buffalo) in its first two games, the second-highest 
total in the first two games of the season in school 
history. In 1894, Penn State opened the season with a 
combined 132 points in the first two games, scoring 60 
against Gettysburg in the opener and 72 vs. Lafayette 
in the second game.

•	 Penn State improves to 27-3 against the 2019 football 
alignment of the Mid-American Conference.

•	 Penn State’s interception return for a touchdown in 
the third quarter was the first interception returned for 
a TD since Amani Oruwariye returned an interception

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – No. 13/11 Penn State used 
a 13-play, 88-yard touchdown drive in the third quarter and 
a goal line stand late in the fourth to secure a 17-10 victory 
over Pittsburgh in front of a “Stripe Out” crowd of 108,661.

 Penn State’s  third-quarter scoring drive was capped 
by a 13-yard touchdown run by freshman running back 
Noah Cain, which proved to be the game-deciding score. 
The Nittany Lion defense prevented Pittsburgh from 
tying it up late, denying the Panthers despite first-and-
goal at the 1-yard line. Linebacker Cam Brown forced Pitt 
quarterback Kenny Pickett to throw the ball away on first 
and third downs, and safety Garrett Taylor and linebacker 
Jesse Luketa stuffed Pickett on a rush on second down, 
leading to a failed 19-yard field goal attempt on fourth 
down with 4:54 remaining.

 Penn State quarterback Sean Clifford threw for 222 
yards and the Nittany Lions combined for 167 yards 
rushing, led by Journey Brown’s 109 yards – including 
an 85-yard run - on 10 carries, Cain’s 40 yards and one 
touchdown on six carries and a touchdown by freshman 
Devyn Ford.

 Pickett led Pitt’s offense, completing 35-of-51 passes 
for 372 yards. He primarily targeted Taysir Mack, who 
finished with a career-high 12 catches for 125 yards.

 The Penn State defense held Pitt to 24 yards rushing 
on 25 attempts, including minus-6 yards on 10 attempts in 
the second half. The Panthers managed just 8 yards on 12 
plays in the third quarter. Linebacker Micah Parsons led the 
way with nine tackles (seven solo), including two tackles 
for loss, while linebackers Brown and Jan Johnson and 
defensive end Shaka Toney each added second-half sacks.

How It Happened
Pitt started to gain momentum in the latter half of the 

first quarter, pinning Penn State at its own 2-yard line, 
but on third-and-9 from the 3, Brown broke through the 
middle, slipped through a tackle and ran 85 yards to the 
Pitt 12. After a penalty moved the Lions to the 4, Ford 
found the end zone after consecutive rushes, and Penn 
State took a 7-0 lead with 4:43 on the clock.

 Pitt answered to take the lead with an 18-play, 85-yard 
field goal drive for its first score with 6:43 remaining in 
the half, and followed that with an eight-play, 78-yard 
touchdown drive capped by a 3-yard A.J. Davis touchdown 
run with 2:08 remaining. However, Penn State tied the 
game at 10-10 in the closing seconds with a school-record 
57-yard field goal by Jordan Stout.

 The Nittany Lions retook the lead, 17-10, with 5:50 
remaining in the third quarter on Cain’s touchdown. Pitt 
threatened with a pair of late fourth quarter drives but was 
denied both times.

•	 In the 100th all-time meeting, Penn State improved to 

53-43-4 against Pitt.
•	 The Nittany Lions moved to 19-6 all-time at home 

against Pittsburgh.

conference regular-season home game.
•	 Penn State’s 17 points in victory were the fewest by the 

Nittany Lions in a win since a 13-7 win against Indiana 
in 2014.

•	 Penn State allowed 24 rushing yards, tied for the third-
fewest given up by the Nittany Lions under James 
Franklin with 24 given up to UCF in 2014. Two of the 
four lowest rushing yards allowed under Franklin have 
been established this season, with 4 yards allowed to 
Idaho previously.

•	 K Jordan Stout’s 57-yard field goal late in the second 
quarter is a Penn State school record. The old record 
was held by Chris Bahr, who booted three 55-yard field 
goals in 1975 at Temple, at Ohio State and at Syracuse.

•	 In his first career start, RB Journey Brown’s 85-yard 
run was the second-longest non-scoring run in school 
history. Blair Thomas had a 92-yard rush vs. Syracuse 
in 1986.

•	 Brown’s 85-yard rush was the longest rush by a 
Nittany Lion since Saquon Barkley had a 92-yard dash 
against Washington in the 2017 Fiesta Bowl.

•	 It was also Penn State’s second run of 80 or more 
yards this season, joining an 81-yard run by Devyn Ford 
against Idaho.

•	 Clifford threw for 222 yards for his third-straight 
200-yard game, which is tied for 18th on Penn State’s 
career list.

•	 Cain scored a touchdown for the third-straight game 
to open his collegiate career. He has four rushing 
scores this year.

•	 LB Jan Johnson recorded the first full sack of his career 
in the third quarter. He had a half-sack last season at 
Pittsburgh.

•	 S Garrett Taylor recorded seven tackles to reach the 
100-career tackle mark.  He now has 101 career stops.

•	 P Blake Gillikin landed a career-best six punts (out of 
seven attempts) inside the 20. He previously had three 
games with four punts landed inside the 20 with the 
last coming at Pitt in 2018.

COLLEGE PARK, Md. – Quarterback Sean Clifford threw 
for 398 yards and three touchdowns in less than three 
quarters of action to lead the No. 12/11 Nittany Lions past 
Maryland, 59-0.

It was a career night for Clifford as he set personal 
bests with 26 completions on 31 attempts for 398 yards, 
including a Penn State-record 287 yards in the first half. 
Three of his throws went for touchdowns and he earned 
his first career rushing touchdown on the Lions’ first play 
from scrimmage.

 Will Levis relieved Clifford with 5:45 remaining in the 
third quarter and added 23 passing yards to give Penn 
State 421 yards for the night, ranking as the second-most 
in program history (behind Christian Hackenberg’s 454 
passing yards against UCF in 2014) and the most in a Big 
Ten game in program history.

 Thirteen different Lions caught a pass, led by a career-
high six receptions by KJ Hamler, who finished with 108 
yards receiving and a 58-yard touchdown reception.

 In total, Penn State’s 619 yards of total offense were its 
third-most in a Big Ten game all-time.

 On defense, Penn State yielded just 128 yards, its 
second-fewest in a Big Ten game all-time. Jan Johnson 
and Tariq Casto-Fields both hauled in interceptions that 
led to Penn State touchdown drives and Ellis Brooks led 
the unit with six tackles and 2.5 sacks.

How It Happened
Johnson intercepted Maryland quarterback Josh 

Jackson on the Terps’ fifth play from scrimmage, returning 
it 17 yards to the Maryland 32, and penalties on the play 
and after the play gave the Nittany Lions the ball at the 
Maryland 8-yard line. Clifford called his own number on 
the first play and scampered untouched into the end zone 
for a quick 7-0 lead.

The Penn State defense forced a three-and-out on 
Maryland’s next possession, and the Lions went up 14-0 
on an electrifying 58-yard touchdown reception by 
Hamler with 9:28 remaining in the first quarter. Maryland 
threatened on its next drive, but Castro-Fields intercepted 
Jackson at the goal line, setting up a 95-yard touchdown 
drive that stretched into the second quarter. Ricky Slade 
capped the drive with a 3-yard touchdown run for a 21-0 
lead.

 Nick Bowers caught a 15-yard touchdown pass with 
9:40 remaining in the half, Journey Brown  turned a check-
down pass into a 37-yard touchdown with 3:04 remaining 
and Jake Pinegar kicked a 21-yard field goal as time 
expired for a 38-0 halftime lead.

 Brown added a touchdown on the ground in the third 
quarter and Levis rushed for two touchdowns in the fourth 
quarter for the final margin.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – A fast start on offense and a 
voracious pass rush that totaled 10 sacks led Penn State to 
a 35-7 victory over Purdue.

In the game’s first 16 minutes, Penn State built a 28-0 
lead as Sean Clifford was responsible for four touchdowns, 
rushing for one and throwing three, while the defense held 
Purdue to just 1 yard. For the game, the Nittany Lions held 
the Boilers to 104 total yards and minus-19 rushing yards.

 Clifford completed 11-of-14 pass attempts for 205 yards 
three touchdowns and an interception in the first half and 
finished 20-for-29 with 264 passing yards. Noah Cain 
paced the Nittany Lions’ run game with 105 rushing yards 
on 12 carries and a touchdown.

 Penn State sacked Purdue quarterback Jack Plummer 
10 times, led by the defensive end duo of Shaka Toney with 
three and Yetur Gross-Matos adding two, and also limited 
him to 13-of-27 passing for 119 yards.

Additionally, safety Lamont Wade finished with a 
career-high 11 tackles, including a sack and a pass breakup.

 
How It Happened

A Toney sack secured a Purdue three-and-out to start 
the game, and the Nittany Lion offense responded with 
a six-play, 56-yard touchdown drive that concluded a 23-
yard touchdown reception by KJ Hamler.

Toney forced another three-and-out on Purdue’s next 
possession with a third-down sack, and Hamler returned 
the ensuing punt 26 yards to the Purdue 33 to set up 
another touchdown drive. Clifford rushed across the 
goal line from the 3-yard line on third-and-2 with 7:04 
remaining in the first quarter.

 After kicking off, Penn State forced its third-straight 
three-and-out and then needed just two plays to score 
again. Jahan Dotson scored on a 72-yard reception, 
catching the pass at midfield and weaving through the 
Boiler defense with the help of some downfield blocking.

 The Nittany Lions’ next offensive drive was keyed by a 
48-yard reception by Nick Bowers to the Purdue 9. After 
switching ends after the first quarter, Clifford connected 
with Pat Freiermuth on a 7-yard touchdown reception.

 Penn State’s touchdown streak was halted by an 
interception by Simeon Smiley with 10 minutes remaining 
in the second quarter, which was returned 15 yards to 
the Purdue 38. The return setup a touchdown drive as 
Plummer connected with Amad Anderson for a 15-yard 
touchdown catch. The drive featured Plummer’s first three 
completions of the game after starting 0-for-7.

 The third quarter was scoreless, as was the fourth 
quarter, until Cain’s rushing touchdown up the middle 
from 2 yards out with 5:41 remaining. Eighty-two of Cain’s 
105 yards on the ground came in the fourth quarter alone.

Penn State’s defense allowed just 55 total yards and 
held Purdue to 0-of-6 on third down in the second half.

IOWA CITY, Iowa – Relentless pressure from defensive 
tackle Robert Windsor, a pair of second-half takeaways 
and big fourth-quarter runs by freshman running back 
Noah Cain led No. 10/9 Penn State to a 17-12 win over No. 
17/18 Iowa in Kinnick Stadium.

It was the Nittany Lions’ first win over a ranked 
opponent in a true road game since 2013.

The Nittany Lions led 7-6 at halftime and secured the 
win by adding 10 points on a pair of scores following the 
two Iowa turnovers.

Windsor recorded six tackles, 2.5 tackles for loss and 1.5 
sacks with two quarterback pressures to lead the Nittany 
Lion defense. Fellow defensive tackle PJ Mustipher made 
a career-high seven tackles and forced a fumble that 
linebacker Jan Johnson recovered in the third quarter, 
leading to a field goal. In the fourth, safety Jaquan Brisker 
tallied his first interception as a Nittany Lion, leading to 
Cain’s game-clinching touchdown.

Cain posted his second 100-yard rushing effort in as 
many weeks, totaling 102 yards and a touchdown on 22 
carries, including 15 carries for 67 yards and the touchdown 
in the fourth quarter alone.

Quarterback Sean Clifford was limited to 12-of-24 
passing for 117 yards and one touchdown, but added 52 
rushing yards to help the Nittany Lions total 177 yards 
on the ground. Clifford’s top target was KJ Hamler who 
caught Clifford’s touchdown pass in the second quarter 
and finished with a career-high seven catches for 61 yards. 

How It Happened
Iowa scored first on a Keith Duncan 47-yard field goal 

with 2:12 remaining in the first quarter. However, the 
Nittany Lions found their offensive stride in the second 
quarter with a 15-play, 85-yard touchdown drive, taking 
a lead they would not relinquish. The Lions converted a 
trio of third downs on the drive, including a third-and-7 on 
Hamler’s 22-yard touchdown reception. Hamler ran down 
the right sideline and hurdled a defender for the score.

Iowa threatened to retake the lead before the halftime 
break, completing a 36-yard pass to Ihmir Smith-Marsette 
down to the Penn State 4-yard line, but Yetur Gross-Matos  
and Windsor moved the Hawkeyes back a yard on a 
running play, and then a pair of incompletions forced them 
to settle for a field goal.

An Iowa turnover in the third quarter allowed Penn 
State to extend its lead to 10-6 with 2:08 remaining in the 
third quarter with a field goal by Iowa-native Jake Pinegar. 

Penn State went ahead 17-6 in the fourth quarter 
following Brisker’s interception, as Cain scored on a 5-yard 
touchdown run with 5:17 remaining.

Iowa scored a touchdown with 2:31 remaining, but Penn 
State ran out the clock with five-straight rushes from Cain, 
including a 5-yard run on third-and-3.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – Quarterback Sean Clifford 
was responsible for all four Nittany Lion touchdowns and 
No. 7 Penn State held off a second-half Michigan charge to 
defeat the No. 16 Wolverines, 28-21.

Penn State built a 21-0 lead by the midpoint of the 
second quarter, but Michigan rallied back and threatened 
to tie the game in the final minutes. However, Nittany Lion 
safety Lamont Wade broke up a pass in the end zone on 
fourth-and-goal from the Penn State 3-yard line to end the 
threat with 2:01 remaining.

 KJ Hamler finished with two touchdowns and 108 
receiving yards on six receptions in the victory. Clifford 
finished with three passing touchdowns and 182 yards 
on 14-of-25 passing and also rushed for 17 yards and a 
touchdown.

 Linebacker Micah Parsons led the defensive charge 
with a career-high-tying 14 tackles, while linebacker Cam 
Brown followed with 10 and four other Nittany Lions 
finished with seven or more. Cornerback Tariq Castro-
Fields also tallied his second interception of the season.

 Michigan was led by running back Zach Charbonnet, 
who rushed for two touchdowns and 81 yards on 15 
carries, and quarterback Shea Patterson, who rushed for a 
touchdown and completed 24-of-41 passes for 276 yards.

How It Happened
Penn State’s first score came on back-to-back deep 

throws, as a 37-yard reception by Jahan Dotson down 
the left sideline was followed by a 17-yard touchdown 
reception by Pat Freiermuth on the very next play. On the 
Lions’ next offensive drive, a 44-yard run by Ricky Slade 
to the Michigan 20 led to a 2-yard Clifford touchdown run 
and a 14-0 lead four seconds into the second quarter.

 Penn State extended its lead to 21-0 following the 
Castro-Fields interception. Penn State started on the 
Michigan 49, and on third-and-3 from the 25, Clifford 
found Hamler in the end zone for a touchdown.

 Michigan answered with its first scoring drive, covering 
75 yards on eight plays with Charbonnet scoring on a 12-
yard touchdown run.

 The Wolverines kept Penn State in check in the third 
quarter, cutting their deficit to a touchdown on another 
12-yard touchdown run by Carbonnet.

 Penn State restored its two-touchdown lead early 
in the fourth quarter with a 53-yard touchdown pass to 
a wide-open Hamler. Michigan answered though with a 
nine-play, 75-yard drive capped by a fourth-and-inches 
quarterback sneak by Patterson.

 After a Penn State three-and-out, Michigan drove 44 
yards to the Penn State 3, but Wade’s breakup on fourth-
and-goal ended the Wolverines’ hopes. The Nittany Lions 
needed just one first down to run out the clock, and 
Hamler secured it with a 4-yard rush on third-and-3.

•	 Penn State improved in the series with Michigan to 9-14 

and is 6-7 against the Wolverines in Beaver Stadium. 
The Nittany Lions are 5-1 against the Wolverines in the 
last six games played at Penn State.

•	 WR KJ Hamler notched his second career two 
touchdown receiving game.

•	 Hamler had 108 receiving yards, his fourth career 100-
yard receiving game and his first since he had 108 
receiving yards at Maryland earlier this season.

EAST LANSING, Mich. – Sean Clifford threw four 
touchdown passes and tight end Pat Freiermuth caught 
three of them as the No. 6 Nittany Lions defeated Michigan 
State, 28-7, on a rainy afternoon. With the win, Penn State 
improved to 8-0 overall for the first time since 2008 and 
5-0 in Big Ten play for the first time since 2011.

 Freiermuth’s three touchdown catches were a career 
best and enough to give the sophomore 15 for his career, 
tying Penn State’s tight end career touchdown reception 
record. He finished the day with five catches for 60 yards, 
while KJ Hamler added five catches for 57 yards and a 
touchdown. 

 Clifford threw four touchdown passes for the second 
time this season, tallying three in the first half. For the day, 
he completed 18-of-32 pass attempts for 189 yards and 
also rushed for a two-point conversion.

 On defense, Penn State earned two interceptions and a 
fumble recovery and broke up eight passes while holding 
the Spartans to just 265 yards of offense. Micah Parsons 
led the team with 12 tackles, Lamont Wade had 1.5 tackles 
for loss and two pass breakups, Jayson Oweh had a pair 
of strip-sacks and defensive backs Marquis Wilson and 
Jaquan Brisker each tallied an interception.

 The Nittany Lions also excelled on special teams with 
Blake Gillikin averaging 44.2 yards per punt on eight punts 
with a long of 58 yards and five inside the 20. Penn State 
also recovered a fumble in punt coverage, giving the team 
four takeaways for the game.

How It Happened
Penn State built a 21-0 lead in the first half on three 

touchdown passes from Clifford. Clifford found Freiermuth 
for the first of his three touchdown tosses, first floating 
a 16-yard pass to Freiermuth in the end zone with 6:54 
remaining in the first quarter, and then Freiermuth powered 
through a pair of defenders after making a catch inside 
the 5-yard line to complete a 19-yard touchdown catch 30 
seconds into the second quarter.  The Nittany Lions failed 
to convert the extra point kick after Freiermuth’s second 
touchdown and led 13-0. 

Michigan State threatened on its ensuing possession 
but Shaka Toney blocked a 46-yard field goal attempt 
and Keaton Ellis recovered it and returned it 8 yards to 
the Penn State 46. That led to an eight-play, 54-yard 
touchdown drive capped by a 27-yard touchdown 
reception by Hamler before halftime, and Clifford rushed 
for a two-point conversion.

Penn State went ahead 28-0 early in the second half, as 
Dan Chisena recovered a muffed punt at the 6 and Clifford 
found Freiermuth for a touchdown on the very next play.

Michigan State answered on its next offensive 
possession, cutting the deficit to 28-7, but it was the 
game’s final score.

MINNEAPOLIS – No. 4 Penn State threatened to score 
the go-ahead touchdown in the final minutes, but No. 17 
Minnesota was able to get a fourth-down stop to seal a 
31-26 victory in TCF Bank Stadium.

 Minnesota was led by quarterback Tanner Morgan, 
who completed 18-of-20 passes for 339 yards and three 
touchdowns, receivers Rashod Bateman (7 catches, 203 
yds, 1 TD) and Tyler Johnson (7 catches, 104 yds, 1 TD), and 
cornerback Antoine Winfield Jr., who had 11 tackles and 
two interceptions.

 For Penn State, Journey Brown rushed for 124 yards and 
a pair of touchdowns, Pat Freiermuth had a career-high 
101 receiving yards on seven receptions, while KJ Hamler 
had his fourth 100-yard game of the year with 119 yards on 
seven catches. Sean Clifford had his second career 300-
yard game, totaling 340 yards and a touchdown on 23-
of-43 passing.

 The Lions trailed by 12 early in the fourth quarter, but 
cut the deficit to five on a touchdown by Brown with 3:49 
to go and got the ball back after a three-and-out. A 49-
yard completion to Jahan Dotson gave Penn State first-
and-10 at the Minnesota 11 with 1:56 to go, but on second-
and-9, an offensive pass interference penalty moved the 
Lions back to the 25, and an incompletion followed by an 
interception in the end zone by Jordan Howden sealed the 
game.

How It Happened
Winfield Jr. intercepted a Clifford deep ball at the 

Minnesota 5 on the game’s first drive, and they then 
covered the 95 yards on just five plays as Bateman was 
left open down the right sideline for a 66-yard touchdown.

Penn State answered with a 45-yard touchdown run by 
Brown, tying the game at 7-7 with 10:51 remaining in the 
first quarter, but the Gophers went back ahead with an 87-
yard drive capped by a 21-yard touchdown reception by 
Chris Autman-Bell. Penn State cut the deficit to four with 
2:12 remaining on a 33-yard field goal by Jake Pinegar.

 In the second quarter, another Winfield Jr. interception 
setup a 38-yard touchdown reception by Tyler Johnson for 
a 21-10 lead. Both teams added field goals before halftime, 
and Minnesota led 24-13.

Penn State pulled within five in the third, taking 
advantage of a Minnesota fumble at midfield forced by 
Keaton Ellis and recovered by Shaka Toney. The Lions 
drove and Nick Bowers scored on a 10-yard touchdown 
reception, but their two-point conversion attempt failed.

 To start the fourth quarter, Minnesota’s Seth Green 
rushed into the end zone from a yard out for a 31-19 lead. 
Penn State reached the Minnesota 5 on its next possession, 
but was stopped on fourth down.

The Lions pulled back within five on a 6-yard touchdown 
by Brown, but were unable to get the go-ahead score.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – Quarterback Sean Clifford 
was responsible for three touchdowns and running back 
Journey Brown rushed for 100 yards and a touchdown to 
lead No. 9 Penn State to a 34-27 win over No. 24 Indiana.

 Clifford’s 1-yard touchdown run on fourth down with 
1:44 remaining capped an 18-play, 75-yard drive that 
consumed 9 minutes, 1 second in the fourth quarter to give 
Penn State a 10-point lead with 1:44 remaining. Indiana 
was only able to add a field goal before time expired.

Clifford finished with two rushing touchdowns and 
one passing, while totaling 174 yards through the air on 
11-of-23 passing and 55 more yards rushing on 10 attempts 
– including a 38-yard touchdown run in the first quarter. 
Brown rushed for 100 yards on 21 carries and scored on a 
35-yard touchdown run in the third quarter.

Indiana was led by quarterback Peyton Ramsey, who 
threw for 371 yards and a touchdown on 31-of-41 passing 
and also rushed for two touchdowns. Wide receiver Ty 
Fryfogle caught five passes for 131 yards and a touchdown.

Penn State and Indiana combined for 31 points in the 
first quarter and the Lions added a field goal for a 20-14 
halftime lead. After Brown’s touchdown and a Hoosier field 
goal in the third quarter, Indiana pulled within three points 
with a touchdown with 10:45 left in the fourth before Penn 
State’s lengthy drive closed out the game.

How It Happened
The Nittany Lions took the lead first after Jan Johnson 

recovered a muffed punt at the Indiana 27-yard line, 
leading to a 12-yard touchdown reception by tight end 
Nick Bowers.

 Indiana tied the game with a 38-yard touchdown throw 
from Ramsey to Fryfogel, but Penn State went back ahead, 
10-7, with a 47-yard field goal by Jake Pinegar.

 The Hoosiers took their only lead of the game on a 
1-yard touchdown plunge by Ramsey. It was short-lived 
though as Clifford was able to break free for a 38-yard 
touchdown run, and Pinegar added another field goal in 
the second quarter for a 20-14 Penn State lead at halftime.

 Penn State extended its lead early in the second half 
after Garrett Taylor and Antonio Shelton halted an Indiana 
fake punt attempt at the Indiana 40. Brown rushed for 5 
yards and then sprinted 35 yards into the end zone for 27-
14 lead.

 Indiana cut the deficit to three points with a 25-yard 
field goal late in the third quarter and a Ramsey touchdown 
run early in the fourth quarter.

 The ensuing Penn State drive sealed the game though, 
as the Nittany Lions used 9:01 of clock and converted two 
critical fourth downs to keep the drive alive. The second of 
those conversions was Clifford’s 1-yard score.

COLUMBUS, Ohio – No. 8 Penn State scored 17 points 
in less than four minutes in the third quarter, but it was not 
enough as No. 2 Ohio State hung on for a 28-17 victory.

Ohio State led 21-0 early in the third quarter, but Penn 
State scored the next 17 points. Journey Brown started the 
rally with a touchdown run that was followed by a pair of 
Penn State fumble recoveries, which led to a Will Levis 
touchdown run and a 42-yard field goal by Jake Pinegar.

The Buckeyes managed to halt the Nittany Lions’ 
momentum though with a 28-yard touchdown pass to 
Chris Olave with 13:18 remaining and an interception at the 
Ohio State 20 with 10:16 remaining.

Levis entered the game at quarterback in the third 
quarter and rushed for 34 yards and a touchdown while 
completing 6-of-11 passes for 57 yards.

On defense, safety Lamont Wade forced a trio of 
fumbles, tying a Big Ten record, and recovered another, 
while linebacker Micah Parsons forced and recovered 
a fumble and Cam Brown recovered one. Safety Garrett 
Taylor recorded a career-high 13 tackles and defensive 
end Yetur Gross-Matos tallied two sacks and 3.5 tackles 
for loss.

J.K. Dobbins led the Ohio State offense with 36 carries 
for 157 yards and two touchdowns, while quarterback 
Justin Fields threw for two touchdowns and 188 yards 
on 16-of-22 passing and ran for 68 yards. Defensive end 
Chase Young tallied three sacks and four tackles for loss.

How It Happened
Dobbins put Ohio State ahead on a 4-yard rush midway 

through the first quarter. The Buckeyes nearly went ahead 
by two touchdowns later in the frame, Wade punched the 
ball loose from Fields and Brown recovered it in the end 
zone for a touchback. Dobbins was able to score again 
before the halftime break though to give Ohio State a 14-0 
lead at the midway point.

 Fields connected with K.J. Hill on a 24-yard touchdown 
pass to open the third quarter for a 21-0 advantage before 
Penn State scored the next 17 points.

 Brown broke free for an 18-yard touchdown run for 
Penn State’s first score with 8:19 remaining in the third 
quarter, and then Parsons forced a fumble on Ohio State’s 
next offensive play that Wade recovered on the Ohio 
State 12. Levis connected with Pat Freiermuth to move the 
Nittany Lions to the 1-yard line, and then Levis rushed for 
a score to pull within a touchdown with 7:54 remaining in 
the quarter. Wade forced another fumble on the Buckeyes’ 
next possession, which was recovered by Parsons, and 
Pinegar converted a 42-yard field goal attempt to make 
it a 21-17 game with 4:22 remaining in the third quarter.

However, Ohio State added another touchdown and 
kept Penn State from scoring again to seal the win.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. – A strong defensive effort and 
running game led No. 10 Penn State to a 27-6 win over 
Rutgers on Senior Day.

 Penn State concluded the regular season with a 10-2 
(7-2 Big Ten) record, securing an undefeated home slate, 
and also earning its third 10-win season in four years for 
the first time since 1993-96. The Nittany Lions also reached 
the 10-win mark for the 10th time since joining the Big Ten 
in 1993.

 Penn State’s offense was led by its ground game, 
as quarterback Will Levis rushed for 108 yards in his 
first career start, totaling the most rushing yards by a 
quarterback since Trace McSorley had 175 against Ohio 
State last season (Sept. 29, 2018), and running back 
Journey Brown added 103 yards and three touchdowns. 
It was the first time since 2005 (RB Tony Hunt, 151; QB 
Michael Robinson, 125) that Penn State had a quarterback 
and running back rush for 100 yards in the same game. 
Levis also threw for 81 yards and one touchdown.

 On defense, Penn State limited Rutgers to just two field 
goals. Micah Parsons led the unit with 10 tackles and one 
sack, while seniors Garrett Taylor, Cam Brown and Robert 
Windsor had big Beaver Stadium finales. Taylor had seven 
tackles, a forced fumble and assisted on a tackle for loss, 
Brown had seven tackles and a sack and Windsor had five 
tackles and assisted on a tackle for loss.

 Rutgers was led by running back Isaih Pacheco with 
102 yards on 18 carries.

How It Happened
Rutgers scored first with a field goal, but Penn State 

answered on its next offensive drive with a 2-yard Journey 
Brown touchdown run just before the quarter ended.

 Penn State then pulled away in the second half. It forced 
a Rutgers three-and-out to open the third quarter, and 
then Levis ran for 49 yards on Penn State’s first offensive 
play to key a touchdown drive, moving the Nittany Lions 
to the Rutgers 25. Brown followed with a 7-yard rush and 
then into the end zone on an 18-yard rush for a 13-3 lead, 
as the extra point was blocked.

 Rutgers pulled within a touchdown with a 38-yard field 
goal at the start of the fourth quarter, but Levis answered 
with a 44-yard touchdown throw to Jahan Dotson. Brown 
then scored his third touchdown of the day with 5:13 
remaining on a 1-yard rush to seal the final score, 27-6.

including a 16-2 mark at home and a 6-0 record since

 1948 COTTON: January 1, 1948
Penn State climaxed a 25-year climb back to 

national prominence with a 13-13 tie against SMU in 
the Cotton Bowl. Unheralded quarterback Elwood 
Petchel matched SMU All-American Doak Walker 
yard-for-yard as the Lions rallied from 13-0 back and 
had several chances to win the game.

Petchel threw for scores in the second and third 
quarters and nearly had a third at the end of the game, 
when a defender tipped away the ball at the last 
second. In the third quarter the Lions tied the game at 
13 and Ed Czekaj’s PAT kick appeared to be good, but 
was ruled no good by a hesitating referee. The Lions 
outgained SMU 258 to 206, but two lost fumbles hurt 
their chances. Petchel completed seven of 15 passes 
for 165 yards and two touchdowns. Fran Rogel gained 
95 yards on 25 carries, easily out-rushing Walker.

Because two Lions, Wally Triplett and Dennie 
Hoggard, were African-American, none of the Dallas 
hotels would allow the team to stay in their facilities, 
forcing the squad to stay at a Naval Air Station 14 
miles from Dallas.

Coach Bob Higgins’ squad finished 9-0-1, won its 
first Lambert Trophy and was No. 4 in the Associated 
Press poll.

 1972 COTTON: January 1, 1972
Stung by a season-ending loss at Tennessee, Penn 

State looked at the 1972 Cotton Bowl as an opportunity 
to redeem itself and make a statement to the college 
football nation. With the No. 1 snub of 1969 not far 
removed, the game with Texas would provide a great 
opportunity for the Nittany Lions to earn some national 
respect. In what some considered a “must” win for the 
rising national powerhouse, Penn State blitzed highly-
touted Texas, 30-6, for its third straight major bowl 
victory.

Neither team was able to do much in a sluggish 
first half that wound up with Texas holding a 6-3 edge. 
The Longhorns had moved the ball from their famed 
Wishbone offense early in the contest, but the Penn 
State defense began to take control as the game wore 
on. The second half was all Penn State. The Lions took 
the lead for the first time early in the third quarter 
after Charlie Zapiec recovered a fumble at the Texas 
41-yard line. A 19-yard run by Lydell Mitchell and a 19-
yard pass from John Hufnagel to tight end Bob Parsons 
helped the Lions reach the Texas 1. Mitchell followed a 
block by All-American Dave Joyner for the game’s first 
touchdown.

The game-breaker came the next time the Lions 
got the ball. On second down from their 35-yard line, 
Hufnagel faked to Mitchell and lofted a pass to split end 
Scott Skarzynski dashing alone down the right sideline 
for a 17-6 lead. Alberto Vitiello added two more field 
goals and Hufnagel scored on a four-yard run, as the 
Lions controlled the ball for 13 minutes in the fourth 
quarter.

Defensive end Bruce Bannon was voted the 
Outstanding Defensive Player of the Game, although 
it was a team effort that held the Longhorns to 242 
yards and without a touchdown for the first time in 
80 games. Mitchell was an overwhelming choice as 
the game’s Outstanding Offensive Player, as the All-
American capped his brilliant career with 146 yards in 
27 carries and one score.

“It is one of the greatest victories in Penn State 
history,” stated a joyous Joe Paterno. “I don’t think 
we’ve ever had a game that we had to win more than 
this one.”

 1975 COTTON: January 1, 1975
Penn State completed a 10-2 season with a record-

setting 41-20 victory over Southwest Conference 
champion Baylor in the Cotton Bowl. Joe Paterno’s 
Nittany Lions came from behind for the fifth time in its 
10 wins, erasing a 7-3 halftime deficit with a 38-point 
second-half explosion for a Cotton Bowl record 41 
points.

Quarterback Tom Shuman and fullback Tom 
Donchez, the mainstays of the offense all season, led 
the record-breaking efforts. Shuman completed 10 of 
20 passes for 226 yards and a touchdown and added 
14 yards and another score on the ground. Donchez 
carried 25 times for 116 yards and a touchdown and 
caught four passes for 50 yards. Freshman Jimmy 
Cefalo also contributed greatly to the victory, rushing 
for 55 yards, catching three passes for 102 yards and 
scoring two touchdowns.

It was a close game as the third quarter ended, 
with Penn State holding a 17-14 edge. Three straight 
scores — a 3-yard run by Cefalo, a 33-yard field goal 
by Chris Bahr and a 2-yard run by Shuman — gave the 
Lions an insurmountable 34-14 lead. Shuman earned 
his second-straight postseason award, grabbing the 
Outstanding Offensive Player award as he led Penn 
State with a then-school bowl record 491 yards of 
total offense.
