THE RESUME
Penn State owns three Quad 1 wins, two of
which have been double-digit victories.

The Nittany Lions earned a regular-season
sweep of lllinois (currently 32 in NET
rankings), first beating the lllini 74-59 on
Dec. 10 in Champaign. Penn State handed
Indiana (currently 20 in NET rankings) its
largest loss of the season on Jan. 11, an 85-
66 thumping for the Nittany Lions’ largest
win over the Hoosiers in program history.
The Nittany Lions earned their most recent
Quad 1 victory Thursday night with a 75-71
road win at Ohio State (currently 71 in NET
rankings).

The Nittany Lions also own four Quad 2
wins in home victories over lllinois, lowa and
Michigan, in addition to a neutral site win
against Furman.

Penn State is 10-0 in Quad 3/4 games. The
Nittany Lions have only lost one game to a
team outside of the NET top 90, with that
loss coming on the road at Nebraska (88 in
NET) on Feb. 5.

OPPORTUNITIES AHEAD

Penn State has opportunities ahead to grab
more quality wins, as two of Penn State’s
three remaining regular-season games are
currently Quad 1 opportunities.

THREE STRAIGHT

Penn State’s offense has fueled its current
three-game winning streak as the Nittany
Lions are averaging 81.3 ppg while shooting
52.7% from the field and 43.8% from 3-point
range in the last three games combined.

Reigning National and Big Ten Player of the
Week Jalen Pickett has been the catalyst
and is averaging 32.0 ppg, 6.7 apg and 4.7
rog during the stretch. He is shooting 66.7%
(34-51) from the field, 57.9% (11-19) from
3-point range and 94.4% (17-18) from the
FT line in the last three games. His last three
have included a 41-point game, a 32-point
game and a 23-point game. The 23-point
game at Ohio State included Penn State’s
final 14 points.

HOME COOKIN’

Penn State is 12-2 when playing inside
the Bryce Jordan Center this season. The
Nittany Lions’ only two losses in Happy
Valley this season were the Big Ten opener
against Michigan State (58-67) on Dec. 7
and an overtime loss to Wisconsin (74-79,
OT) on Feb. 8.

Jalen Pickett is the only player in the
country averaging at least 18 points (18.8)
per game, seven rebounds (7.3) per game
and seven assists (6.9) per game.

Only two men’s college basketball players
in the last 30 years (since 1992-93 season)
have finished the season averaging 18/7/6
or better: Michigan State’s Denzel Valentine
(19.2 ppg, 7.5 rpg, 7.8 apg - 2015-16) and
Memphis’ Penny Hardaway (22.8 ppg, 8.5
rpg, 6.4 apg - 1992-93).

THE MAESTRO

Point guard Jalen Pickett is the engine that
makes Penn State go. Pickett ranks in the
top five nationally in both assists per game
(6.9) and assist-to-turnover ratio (3.22)
while engineering a Penn State offense that
leads the nation in fewest turnovers per
game (8.6) and ranks 10th in effective field
goal percentage (.563).

Pickett and Indiana’s Trayce Jackson-Davis
are the only two Big Ten players that rank
in the top 10 of the conference statistical
standings in scoring, rebounding and
assists. Pickett ranks fourth in scoring,
eighth in rebounding and first in assists.

The six-foot-four guard has played his
best in Big Ten play, averaging 20.5 points
per game, 7.8 rebounds per game and 6.4
assists per game.

TheRochester,NY. native’s season highlights
include a 41-point game, a 32-point game,
12 20-point games, six double-doubles and
one triple-double. Pickett put together
the second triple-double and first points-
rebounds-assists triple-double in  Penn
State history Nov. 14 against Butler with his
15 points, 10 rebounds and 11 assists.

Pickett was named the National Player of
the Week by every major award service
this week. He also has picked up several
mid/late season honors including Naismith
Player of the Year Midseason Team, Wooden
Award Late Season Top 20 Watch List, Top
10 candidate for the Bob Cousy Point Guard
of the Year Award and Oscar Robertson
Trophy Midseason Watch List.

TEAM REAM

Penn State will raise awareness for Team Ream during Sunday’s game
against Rutgers. The Team Ream Foundation is a not-for-profit
organization established to preserve the memory, to grow the legacy,
and to carry on the fight, the will and determination of Brandon
Ream for future generations. A lifelong resident of Happy Valley and
Penn State graduate, Brandon Ream played football at Penn State
where he met his wife, Samantha, a Penn State volleyball player. In
November, 2011, Brandon was diagnosed with osteosarcoma, a rare
form of bone cancer. Through his life and his journey with cancer,
Brandon recognized the value and the importance of a solid support
system and the availability of quality resources.

The mission of the Team Ream Foundation is to assist the everyday
lives of financially disadvantaged individuals in State College and
surrounding areas who have been affected by cancer and serious
medical conditions.

THE THREE IS KEY

The 2022-23 Penn State team (28 games played) has already set the
program single-season team record for 3-pointers made in a season
(currently at 303). The previous school record stood with the 2017-
18 team’s 294 treys (39 games played, NIT Champions). The Big Ten
record for 3-pointers in a season is 365, which was set by Purdue
in 2018-19 (36 games, Elite 8) while Penn State head coach Micah
Shrewsberry was an assistant coach on Purdue’s staff.

Penn State ranks fourth in the nation with 10.9 3-pointers made per
game. The Nittany Lions are shooting the long ball at a 39.2 percent
(303-773) clip, a mark that ranks eighth in the nation.

Penn State has made double-digit 3-pointers in 18 games this season,
including a program-record 18 triples in two games. Penn State’s
worst shooting night of the season was at Rutgers on Jan. 24, as the
Nittany Lions shot a season-low 15.4% (4-for-26) from downtown.

The Nittany Lions’ performance from behind the arc has proven to
be cruicial to their success:

THE BIG TEN’S BEST SHOOTING DUO

Penn State’s duo of Andrew Funk and Seth Lundy have provided a
lethal 1-2 punch on the perimeter as they both rank first and second
in the Big Ten in 3-pointers made per game and 3FG%.

Andrew Funk has made a Big Ten-best 2.93 3-pointers per contest at
a 41.2 percent clip. Seth Lundy leads the Big Ten and ranks eighth in
the nation with a 44.4% 3-point shooting percentage while ranking
second in the conference, behind only Funk, with 2.78 triples per
game.

ELITE EFFICIENCY FOR LUNDY

Senior Seth Lundy is producing at an elite level. Lundy is one of only
seven Division | players to be averaging double-digit points (14.6)
and six-plus (6.1) rebounds per game while shooting at least 55%
from two (55.7%), 40% from three (44.4%) and 75% from the free
throw line (77.9%).

Lundy is having his most consistent year in the Blue & White and
has scored in double figures in all but three games this season. In
addition to his offensive consistency, Lundy serves as one of the
team’s top defenders and is consistently tasked with guarding the
opposing team’s best players.

WYNTER IS COMING

Camren Wynter has kicked it up a notch over the last two games.
He's averaging 16.0 ppg while shooting 60% (12-20) from the field
and 85.7% (6-7) from 3-point range over the last two games.
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THE OPPOSITION

SCOUTING RUTGERS
The Scarlet Knights are 17-11 overall and 9-8 in Big Ten play.
Rutgers has lost four of its last five games, including a 45-58
home loss to Michigan Thursday night in its most recent
game.

. Rutgers owns the Big Ten'’s best scoring defense, allowing
just 60.6 points per game. The Scarlet Knights allow their
opponents to shoot just 32.3 percent from the field and 29.9
percent from 3-point range.

. Clifford Omoruyi leads Rutgers with 13.3 points and 9.8
rebounds per game, while Cam Spencer chips in 12.6 ppg.

AGAINST THE SCARLET KNIGHTS
The Nittany Lions and Scarlet Knights meet for the second
time this season, this time in Happy Valley where Penn State
owns a 29-10 all-time edge against the Scarlet Knights.

. The home team has won each of the last six meetings
between the two teams.

. Rutgers took advantage of a cold-shooting Penn State night
in the season’s first meeting on Jan. 24 in Piscataway as
the Scarlet Knights earned a 65-45 win. Penn State shot a
season-low 15.4% (4-26) from 3-point range in the loss.

. Jalen Pickett led Penn State with 15 points and eight
rebounds. Andrew Funk and Seth Lundy contributed 12
points apiece.

The Nittany Lions are one of six teams in
the country - also Missouri, Notre Dame, San
Diego, UAB and Youngstown State - with
five 1,000-point scorers on their 2022-23
roster: Jalen Pickett (2,077), Camren Wynter
(1.882), Andrew Funk (1,569), Seth Lundy
(1166) and Myles Dread (1,047).

Penn State is one of just three teams in the
country - also Gonzaga and Notre Dame -
with three 1,500-point scorers on its 2022-
23 roster - Andrew Funk, Jalen Pickett and
Camren Wynter.

BALL SECURITY

Penn State leads the nation in fewest
turnovers per game (8.6) and ranks third in
assist-to-turnover ratio (1.67).

Penn State’s current program record for
fewest turnovers in a season is 285 and was
set by the 2020-21 team in the Covid-19
shortened season (25 games). The Nittany
Lions have turned the ball over just 240
times through 28 games this season.

SHARING THE ROCK

The Nittany Lions have tallied 15 or more
assists in 13 games this season after reaching
the 15-assist mark just six times all of last
season.

NON-CONFERENCE WRAP UP
The Nittany Lions completed regular-season
non-conference play with a 9-2 record.

Penn State’s only two losses of non-
conference play were a two-point neutral
site defeat to Virginia Tech (59-61) and a
double-overtime road loss at Clemson (94-
101, 20T). Both Virginia Tech and Clemson
rank in the top 70 of the NET rankings.

BACK-TO-BACK TOP 30 CLASSES
Head Coach Micah Shrewsberry has signed
his second-straight top-30 recruiting class,
as three highly-touted signees inked their
National Letters of Intent on National
Signing Day Nov. 9.

Penn State’s three-member class currently
ranks 24th in the nation according to 247
sports and 27th according to ESPN. It marks
the first time in program history that the
Nittany Lions have signed back-to-back
top-30 recruiting classes, both of which
have come under Shrewsberry.

The three-member class is comprised of
Carey Booth (Englewood, Colo.), Logan Imes
(Zionsville, Ind.) and Braeden Shrewsberry
(State College, Pa.).

Booth is an ESPN Top 100 recruit (No. 75).
and ranked as the No. 15 power forward in
his class per 247 Sports. He is the second-
highest ranked recruit in program history
behind Tony Carr and the highest-ranked
recruit of Shrewsberry’s tenure. Booth is
Shrewsberry’s second ESPN Top 100 signee
(also Kebba Nijie).

Imes is an ESPN four-star prospect who
ranks as the No. 24 combo guard in the 2023
class and No. 6 overall player in the state of
Indiana per 247 Sports.

Braeden Shrewsberry, Micah's oldest son, is
an ESPN four-star prospect and ranked as
the No. 33 shooting guard in the 2023 class
and No. 4 player in the state of Pennsylvania
per 247 Sports.

YEAR TWO

Penn State is in its second season under
head coach Micah Shrewsberry in 2022-
23. Shrewsberry came to Penn State with
a wealth of experience and success at
both the collegiate and NBA levels, having
coached in six NCAA Tournaments, two
NCAA Final Fours, five NBA Playoffs and
two NBA Conference Finals.

Shrewsberry immediately put his stamp
on the Nittany Lion program during his
first season at the helm. He engineered
the Big Ten's best scoring defense in 2021-
22 and guided the Nittany Lions to their
best defensive season (65.0 points allowed
per game) in 11 years. The Nittany Lions
advanced to the quarterfinal round of the
Big Ten Tournament after winning two
postseason games, making Shrewsberry
one of just two first-year Big Ten coaches
since 2008 to win two Big Ten Tournament
games. The regular season saw Penn State
earn a number of statement wins, including
victories over 19th-ranked Michigan State,
Big Ten Tournament champion lowa, and
NCAA Tournament participants Indiana and
Rutgers.
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THE CAPTAINS
Four Nittany Lions were elected as captains
for the 2022-23 season. Jalen Pickett, Seth
Lundy, Myles Dread and Andrew Funk will
each hold the captain title this season.

Coach Shrewsberry had this to say about
his four captains: “Jalen, Seth, Andrew and
Myles have each been great leaders for
our program throughout the summer and
fall. Not only have they served as on-court
leaders for their teammates, but each of
them has also helped drive and enforce the
culture of our program. All four of them
play an important role for our team this
year and are very deserving of the captain
title.”

CORE RETURNEES

Anexperienced group of returnees headline
the 2022-23 roster as Penn State returns
four starters and eight letterwinners from
the 2021-22 campaign.

The Nittany Lions’ 2021-22 leading scorer
returns in Jalen Pickett. The guard led Penn
State in scoring (13.3 ppg), assists (135),
steals (35) and minutes played (37.2 mpg)
a season ago. Senior Seth Lundy is coming
off a 2021-22 season in which he finished
as the team’s second-leading scorer (11.9
ppg) and third-leading rebounder (4.9
ppg) while emerging as the team’s top
defender.

Myles Dread sits in the top five in program
history in career 3-pointers made and
returns to utilize the extra year of eligibility
granted by the NCAA due to the COVID-19
pandemic. Penn State also returns junior
Dallion Johnson who broke into the
starting lineup for the final 14 games of the
2021-22 season, in addition to classmate
Caleb Dorsey.

TRANSFER HAUL
The Nittany Lions added three highly-
accomplished graduate transfers this
spring who brought 3,666 career points,
1,236 career rebounds and 901 career
assists to Happy Valley.

Guards Andrew Funk (Bucknell) and
Camren Wynter (Drexel) each averaged
double-digit points in their final three
seasons at their respective previous
institutions and are primed to bolster an
already strong backcourt. Forward Mikey
Henn (Denver) will add experience to an
otherwise young frontcourt.
HIGHEST-RANKED CLASS IN
PROGRAM HISTORY

Penn State’s five-man freshman class,
Shrewsberry’s first recruiting class, is the
highest-ranked recruiting class in program
history and ranks as a consensus top-30
class in the nation by all major recruiting
services.

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MICAH SHREWSBERRY

Micah Shrewsberry was announced as the 14th
men’s basketball head coach in Penn State history
on March 15, 2021, and enters his second season
in Happy Valley in 2022-23. Shrewsberry came
to Penn State with a wealth of experience and
success at both the collegiate and NBA levels,
having coached in six NCAA Tournaments, two
NCAA Final Fours, five NBA Playoffs, and two NBA
Conference Finals.

Shrewsberry immediately put his stamp on the
Nittany Lion program during his first season
at the helm. He engineered the Big Ten's best
scoring defense in 2021-22 and guided the Nittany
Lions to their best defensive season (65.0 points
allowed per game) in 11 years. The Nittany Lions
advanced to the quarterfinal round of the Big Ten
Tournament after winning two postseason games,
making Shrewsberry one of just two first-year
Big Ten coaches since 2008 to win two Big Ten
Tournament games. The regular season saw Penn
State earn a number of statement wins, including
victories over 19th-ranked Michigan State, Big
Ten Tournament champion lowa, and NCAA
Tournament participants Indiana and Rutgers.

Shrewsberry’s efforts on the recruiting trail were
felt immediately as he and the Penn State staff
signed the highest ranked recruiting class in Penn
State men’s basketball history in November 2021,
less than eight months into his tenure in Happy
Valley. The 2022 signing class ranks as a consensus
top-30 class in the nation by all major recruiting
services.

Prior to Penn State, Shrewsberry spent the previous
two seasons with Big Ten foe Purdue as the
associate head coach. As the offensive coordinator,
Shrewsberry helped lead the Boilermakers to a
fourth-place finish with a 13-6 Big Ten record in
2020-21. Purdue finished with an 18-9 overall mark
and earned an NCAA Tournament berth in 2021.
Trevion Williams claimed first-team All-Big Ten
honors, while Zach Edey and Jaden Ivey were All-
Freshman Team selections.

Before his time at Purdue, Shrewsberry spent six
seasons (2013-19) with the NBA’s Boston Celtics as
an assistant coach. During his tenure, the Celtics
reached the playoffs in five consecutive seasons,
including back-to-back appearances in the
Eastern Conference Finals in 2017 and 2018. Under
Shrewsberry, Boston ranked sixth in the NBA in
3-pointers made and seventh in 3-point field goal
percentage in the 2018-19 season and was second
in 3-point field goal percentage in 2017-18, behind
the NBA champion Golden State Warriors.

Shrewsberry played a key role in the development
of current NBA stars Jaylen Brown and Jayson
Tatum, who were the No. 3 picks in the 2016 and
2017 NBA Drafts, respectively. Tatum was an NBA
All-Rookie Team first-team selection, while Brown
earned second-team All-Rookie honors. Shrews-
berry was also an assistant coach in the 2017 NBA
All-Star Game.

Shrewsberry’s first stint as an assistant coach at
Purdue spanned the 2011-12 and 2012-13 seasons
where he helped the Boilers reach the second
round of the NCAA Tournament. He played an
integral role in helping Purdue’s offense lead the
country in fewest turnovers per game with 8.74 in
2011-12. Under Shrewsberry, Terone Johnson was
one of the most improved players in the Big Ten
in 2011-12, improving his field goal percentage by
nearly 13 percent and upping his scoring average
by more than five points per game from his
freshman to sophomore year.

The Indianapolis native spent four seasons at
Butler University under head coach Brad Stevens.
He started his time with the Bulldogs as the
coordinator of basketball operations before
serving as an assistant coach for three seasons.
With Shrewsberry on the bench, the Bulldogs
compiled an 87-21record, won two Horizon League
regular-season championships and two Horizon
League Tournament titles, and made three NCAA
Tournament appearances.

During Shrewsberry’s time at Butler, the Bulldogs
reached the 2010 and 2011 National Championship
games. He aided in the development of Gordon
Hayward, who was the 2009 Horizon League
Newcomer of the Year, 2010 Horizon League
Player of the Year in 2010 and on the Final Four All-
Tournament Team in 2010. Hayward was selected
as the ninth overall pick in the 2010 NBA Draft by
the Utah Jazz.

Shrewsberry was the head coach at Indiana
University-South Bend from 2005-07. He served
as the Chicagoland Collegiate Athletic Conference
(CCAC) Division | Men’s Basketball Chair in 2006-
O7. In his second season at the helm, the Titans
showed a nine-game improvement from his
inaugural season.

He was also the director of basketball operations
at Marshall University (2003-05) and an assistant
coach at DePauw University (2001-03) and Wabash
College (2000-01). At DePauw, Shrewsberry led the
Tigers to a 42-12 record with a pair of conference
championships. Shrewsberry started his coaching
career as a graduate assistant at the University of
Indianapolis in 1999-2000.

As player, Shrewsberry was a three-year starting
guard and team tri-captain at Hanover College. He
led the Heartland Collegiate Athletic Conference
in free throw shooting (.833) and assists (4.4) in
1998-99.

Shrewsberry earned his bachelor's degree in
physical education from Hanover College in 1999
and a master’s degree in sports management from
Indiana State in 2003. He and his wife, Molly, have
four children, Braeden, Nicholas, Caitlin and Grace.

PENN STATE DRILLS PROGRAM-RECORD 18 3-POINTERS
IN OPENING NIGHT WIN

Penn State drained a program-record 18 3-pointers en route to a
dominant 93-68 victory over Winthrop in the 2022-23 season open-
er at the Bryce Jordan Center.

Penn State put together a dominant offensive effort to the tune of
93 points, its most in a single game since putting up 95 against
Nebraska on Feb. 19, 2019. The Nittany Lions’ single-game record
18 3-pointers came on a blistering 47.4 percent (18-38) clip from
beyond the arc.

Guard Jalen Pickett led Penn State with 23 points on 9-of-13 shoot-
ing, five rebounds and five assists. Guard Andrew Funk drilled six
three points and shot 8-for-12 from the field to put up 22 points in
his Penn State debut. Myles Dread (12) and Seth Lundy (10) also
finished in double figures. A total of 10 Nittany Lions scored in the
balanced team effort.

The Nittany Lions had 24 assists on 33 made field goals, their most
since recording 24 against Central Connecticut State on Dec. 20,
2019.

The Nittany Lions shot 55.0 percent (33-for-60) from the field, their
best single-game field goal percentage since shooting 60.0 percent
against Bucknell on Nov. 19, 2019.

Penn State scored 28 points off 17 Winthrop turnovers. The Nittany
Lion defense collected eight steals and five blocks.

WELL-BALANCED TEAM EFFORT LEADS NITTANY LIONS
TO 90-65 WIN

Penn State got contributions from up and down the lineup in anoth-
er highly-efficient offensive performance as the Nittany Lions took
down Loyola University Maryland 90-65 inside the Bryce Jordan
Center.

Eleven different Nittany Lions scored as Penn State shot a blistering
57.9 percent (33-57) from the field and 53.5 percent (16-30) from
3-point range. The Penn State bench contributed 46 points in the
full-team effort.

Camren Wynter led the Nittany Lions with 18 points, while Myles
Dread and Kebba Njie each had 12 and Seth Lundy chipped in 10.
Jalen Pickett facilitated all night long, dishing 11 of Penn State’s 21
assists.

Penn State raced out to an early lead before the Greyhounds pulled
within two at 21-19 with 8:49 left in the first-half clock. A trio of Myles
Dread 3-pointers helped the Nittany Lions answer with a 14-4 streak
over the next 5:39 and Penn State never looked back as it cruised
to the 25-point win.

Penn State’s 90 points against Loyola Maryland and 93 points in the
season opener marks the first time since December 2016 that Penn
State has scored 90 points in back-to-back games (92 in win over
St. John’s on Dec. 18, 2016 and 96 in win over Morgan State on Dec.
21, 2016). Penn State shot 70.4 percent (19-27) from the field in the
second half. It marks the first time that the Nittany Lions have shot
over 70 percent in a half since Jan. 15, 2018 against Northwestern
(70.8%).

TIPOFF GAMES

Penn State earned a hard-fought 68-62 win over Butler in the Gavitt
Tipoff Games to move to 3-0 on the season inside the Bryce Jordan
Center.

Senior+ guard Jalen Pickett recorded just the second triple-double
in Penn State history, finishing with 15 points, 10 rebounds and 11 as-
sists. It marks the first triple-double for a Nittany Lion since all-time
great Calvin Booth had 19 points, 10 rebounds and 10 blocks in the
NIT at Dayton on March 16, 1998.

Penn State’s defense set the tone for the victory as the Nittany Li-
ons held Butler to a 34.3 percent (23-for-67) mark from the field and
21.7 percent (5-for-23) clip from 3-point range. The Nittany Lions
out-rebounded the Bulldogs 40-36 and held a 30-24 edge in points
in the paint.

Jalen Pickett led Penn State with 18 points to go along with eight
assists and six rebounds. Seth Lundy tallied 15 points and seven
rebounds. Camren Wynter chipped in 11 points to round out the
double-digit scorers.

Penn State got off to a slow start, finding itself down 19-12 just under
eight minutes into the game before a Dallion Johnson 3-pointer at
the 12:35 mark sparked a 33-16 Nittany Lion run to close the first half.
The Nittany Lions shot 61.9 percent (13-21) from the field and 50
percent (5-10) from downtown in the final 12:35 of the half, while
the Penn State defense thwarted Lafayette’s hot start to limit the
Leopards to just 16 points in the final 12-plus minutes as Penn State
controlled a 42-32 lead heading into the locker room.

Penn State was red hot to open the second half as the Nittany Lions
spent the first 5:16 of the term on a 15-2 run to stretch their lead to
57-34. The PSU defense kept the Leopards scoreless for a 6-minute
stretch during the streak, while five different Nittany Lions scored
to put the game out of reach for Lafayette. The Leopards wouldn’t
get closer than 17 until there were less than four minutes to play and
Lafayette scored the game’s final 10 points, but Penn State walked

away with the 70-57 win.

Penn State rallied from a seven-point deficit in the final 51 seconds
of regulation and graduate student Andrew Funk banked in a game-
tying 3-pointer to force overtime, but the Nittany Lions eventually
fell 101-94 in double-overtime at Clemson in the ACC/Big Ten Men’s
Basketball Challenge presented by Continental Tire.

Graduate student Camren Wynter led Penn State with 26 points with
the help of an 11-for-12 effort from the free throw line. Jalen Pickett
finished with 23 points, eight assists and seven rebounds, while Seth
Lundy tallied a double-double with 23 points and 12 rebounds.

Penn State had three players (Wynter 26, Lundy 23, Pickett 23)
finish with 20-plus points for the first time since Dec. 20, 2006
against VMI (Claxton, Cornley, Hassell).

The double-overtime game was Penn State’s first since Jan. 31, 2022
when the Nittany Lions defeated lowa 90-86 in double-overtime at
the Bryce Jordan Center.

The Nittany Lions shot 86.2 percent (25-29) from the free throw line.
Clemson shot 50.8 percent (32-63) from the field and 52.4 percent
(M-21) from 3-point range compared to Penn State’s 40.8 FG% (29-
71) and 30.6 3FG% (11-36).

The Nittany Lions are now 11-11 all-time in the ACC/Big Ten Challenge.

NITTANY LIONS DROP BIG TEN OPENER TO MICHIGAN
STATE

A cold-shooting second half doomed the Penn State men’s
basketball team as the Nittany Lions fell 67-58 to RV/RV Michigan
State in the Big Ten opener at the Bryce Jordan Center.

The back-and-forth battle saw 12 lead changes and four tie scores
and was a one-possession contest until the final two minutes. Penn
State entered the game leading the nation in 3-pointers made per
game, but went cold in the second half, shooting just 1-for-9 from
deep in the final 20 minutes.

Seth Lundy finished with a team-best 16 points. Jalen Pickett
recorded 13 points, a career-best 17 rebounds and eight assists.
Camryn Wynter also finished in double figures with 10 points. away
with the 70-57 win.

Penn State broke open an early 4-4 tie with a 14-2 run to surge out
to an early 16-6 lead less than eight minutes into the game. The
Spartans slowly clawed back over the remainder of the opening half
as Penn State was just 6-for-15 from the field in the final 12:19. MSU
momentarily took the lead in the final minute before a Pickett layup
knotted the score at 35 heading into halftime.

The teams traded leads and neither team led by more than three in
the first 13 minutes of the second half until a Tyson Walker 3-point
capped a 7-2 Spartan stretch that put MSU ahead 56-52 with 6:51 to
play. Penn State was back within two at 56-54 and 58-56, but a Joey
Hauser layup sparked a 9-2 Spartan run in the game’s final 2:22.
Penn State went O-for-4 in the final two minutes and the Spartans
sealed the contest with a 7-for-9 showing at the charity stripe to
leave Happy Valley with the 67-58 victory.

NITTANY LIONS EARN GUTSY 74-59 ROAD WIN AT NO. 17
ILLINOIS

A gutsy team effort and strong three-point shooting performance
led the Penn State men’s basketball team to a 74-59 road win at
No. 17 Illinois. Penn State controlled a nine-point halftime lead and
held off several Illinois runs in the second half while shooting 50.0
percent (12-24) from 3-point range to earn the dominant road win.

Andrew Funk and Jalen Pickett scored 20 points apiece to lead
four Nittany Lions in double figures. Funk was 6-for-9 from deep
while Pickett added seven rebounds and six assists to round out his
strong overall performance. Seth Lundy finished with 16 points and
seven rebounds while Myles Dread nailed five triples for 15 points.

Penn State’s 15-point win at #17 Illinois marked its largest margin of
victory in a true road win against a ranked Big Ten team in program
history. Penn State’s previous largest margin of victory in a true road
win at a ranked Big Ten team came in 1999, a 78-70 victory at #17/18
Purdue.

Penn State defeated a top-20 Big Ten team on the road for the
first time since Feb. 4, 2020 (75-70 at #16 Michigan State). Penn
State earned its first true road win since Jan. 5, 2022 (74-70 at
Northwestern).

The Penn State defense held lllinois (59) 22.3 points below its
season scoring average of 81.3 ppg. The Nittany Lions limited the
high-flying lllini to a 44.2 percent (23-52) mark from the field and
30.4 percent (7-23) clip from deep.

NITTANY LIONS ROAR PAST CANISIUS, 97-67

Penn State scored 55 second-half points and shot nearly 60 percent
from the floor in a dominant 97-67 win over Canisius in non-
conference action at the Bryce Jordan Center.

Thirteen Nittany Lions scored and all 16 rostered players saw action.
The Nittany Lions shot 58 percent (40-69) from the field, including
an impressive 59.1 percent (13-22) from beyond the arc. Penn State
dished 22 assists compared to just three turnovers.

Jalen Pickett led Penn State with 16 points and nine assists, while
Andrew Funk drilled five second-half 3-pointers to finish with
15 points. Seth Lundy tallied 10 points and six rebounds in just 13
minutes before leaving the game with an injury. Freshman Kanye
Clary rounded out the double-digit scorers with 10 points.

Penn State’s 97 points mark a season high. It’'s the Nittany Lions’
fourth 90-plus point game of the season.

The Nittany Lions dished 22 assists compared to just 3 turnovers. It's
Penn State’s third 20-plus assist game of the season.

Penn State’s 55-point second half marked its highest scoring half of
the season. Penn State’s 58.0 FG% (40-69) and 59.1 3FG% (13-22)
are both season highs.

The Nittany Lions shot 50% or better from beyond the arc for the
second-straight game.

Penn State secured its third-straight win with a 77-68 victory over
Quinnipiac at the Bryce Jordan Center.

Jalen Pickett was just one assist shy of his second triple-double,
finishing with game-high marks of 21 points, 12 rebounds and nine
assists. Andrew Funk tallied 16 points, Camren Wynter chipped in
12 points and nine rebounds, and Michael Henn rounded out the
double-digit scorers with 11 points.

Penn State shot just 2-of-16 from beyond the arc in the first half
but still managed to take a 33-23 lead into the break thanks to a
defensive effort that held Quinnipiac to 7-of-36 (19.4 percent)
shooting.

The Lions closed the first half with a 13-3 run after the Bobcats
knotted the score at 20-all with 6:39 on the clock. Pickett hit a
jumper to break the tie and give the Lions the lead for good. Wynter
had four points during that stretch, while Dread hit a 3-pointer with
34 seconds left in the half to make it a 10-point game.

After shooting 33 percent from the field and 13 percent from beyond
the arc in the first half, Penn State was much more efficient in the
second.

It was a tale of two halves, as Penn State shot over 46 percent from
the field and 50 percent (6-12) from deep in the first half to take a
37-31 halftime lead.

Senior Seth Lundy led the way as the Penn State men’s basketball team
drilled a school record-tying 18 3-pointers and earned its largest-ever
win over Indiana with an 85-66 victory over the Hoosiers inside the Bryce
Jordan Center.

The Nittany Lions never looked back after taking the lead at the 9:15 mark
of the first half. Penn State made 18 triples on a blistering 58.1 percent clip
from downtown, while the Nittany Lion defense limited Indiana to just a
4-for-14 mark from deep.

Lundy scored his 1,000th career point with a dunk at the 6:24 mark of
the second half to highlight his 25-point performance that also included
a career-best seven 3-pointers. Senior Andrew Funk also drilled seven
triples in Penn State’s 3-point barrage and finished with 23 points.
Freshman Evan Mahaffey was a massive spark off the bench once again,
tallying a career-best 12 points on a perfect 4-for-4 effort from the field.
Senior Jalen Pickett stuffed the stat sheet once again, finishing with 12
points, five rebounds and eight assists.

Penn State’s 19-point victory marks its largest-ever win over Indiana and
just the Nittany Lions’ third double-digit win over the Hoosiers. Penn
State’s previous largest margin of victory over Indiana was 15 in a 64-49
home win on Jan. 29, 2020.

The Nittany Lions 18 3-pointers ties a school record that was set earlier
this season against Winthrop (Nov. 7).

The Nittany Lions shot 581 percent (18-31) from 3-point range, marking
the fourth time this season Penn State has shot over 50 percent from
downtown.

The Nittany Lion defense held the Hoosiers 14.9 points below their
season scoring average of 80.9 points per game.

Seth Lundy became the 39th member of Penn State’s 1,000 career
points club with his dunk at the 6:24 mark of the second half.

NITTANY LIONS SUFFER ROAD LOSS AT RUTGERS

Penn State suffered a cold shooting night in a 65-45 road loss at Rutgers.

The Nittany Lions, one of the best 3-point shooting teams in the country,
shot a season-low 4-for-26 (15.4%) from 3-point range. Jalen Pickett led
Penn State with 15 points and eight rebounds. Andrew Funk and Seth
Lundy contributed 12 points apiece.

Seth Lundy scored eight of Penn State first 10 points as the Nittany Lions
started slow offensively and Rutgers held a 16-11 lead just over 10 minutes
into the game. The Scarlet Knights used a 9-4 run over a 4:18 stretch late
in the opening term to extend their advantage to 10 at 27-17 with just
over three minutes to play in the first half.

Andrew Funk drilled a 3-pointer at the 2:37 mark and Kebba Njie followed
with a layup to quickly trim the Rutgers lead to five at 27-22 and force a
Scarlet Knights timeout. The Nittany Lion defense held Rutgers without
a field goal for the final 3:50 of the opening half, but the Scarlet Knights
added five points from the free throw line to take a 32-24 lead into the
locker room.

The Nittany Lions made five of their first seven shots of the second half
to put together a 10-5 run and pull within three at 37-34 just over five
minutes into the half.

NITTANY LIONS ROAR TO DOMINANT 83-61 WIN OVER
MICHIGAN

Penn State earned its largest win over Michigan in program history as

the Nittany Lions dominated the Wolverines in an 83-61 victory inside
the Bryce Jordan Center.

Penn State put together a 42-11 run over a 14:43 stretch that spanned
the last four minutes of the first half and first 10 minutes of the second
half as the Nittany Lions turned a one-point lead into a 32-point edge.
The game-defining stretch started with an 18-O Penn State streak in the
waning minutes of the first half as Michael Henn, Andrew Funk and Seth
Lundy combined to go 5-for-5 from deep during the streak.

Jalen Pickett put together another stellar performance, finishing with
a game-high 25 points, eight rebounds and eight assists. Seth Lundy
added 22 points and seven rebounds. Funk finished with 19 points while
Henn added 10 in his first start in a Penn State uniform.

The Nittany Lions are now 14-7 on the season, matching the season
total in wins from the 2021-22 season with at least 11 guaranteed games
remaining.

Penn State’s 22-point win is its largest ever over Michigan. The previous
largest margin of victory was an 18-point Penn State win (70-52) on Jan.
2,1999.

Penn State’s 49 points in the first half were its most in an opening frame
since December 20, 2019, when the Nittany Lions scored 51 in the first
half against Central Connecticut State.

Penn State held Michigan All-American center Hunter Dickinson to a
season-low six points and two rebounds. Dickinson was 3-for-9 from
the field.

Penn State finished the game with 20 assists, its fourth 20-assist game
of the season and first in Big Ten play.

Penn State fell victim to a hot-shooting Boilermaker squad in an 80-60
road loss at #1 Purdue inside Mackey Arena.

Seth Lundy led the Nittany Lions with 18 points and six rebounds. Jalen
Pickett contributed 12 points, seven assists and five rebounds, while
Michael Henn added 11 points.

The Boilermakers came into the game shooting just 33.2 percent from
3-point range on the season, but went off for 14 3-pointers on a 45.2%
clip from beyond the arc. Mason Gillis set a new Mackey Arena record
with nine 3-pointers.

Michael Henn made a trio of 3-pointers in the first six minutes to provide
early offense as the score was knotted at 11-11 at the first media timeout.
Penn State went cold for the next few minutes as the Boilermakers
strung together a 9-0 streak that gave them an early 23-13 edge midway
through the first half.

Purdue pulled ahead by as much as 12 at 32-20 at the 4:45 mark of
the first half, but Penn State answered back with a strong close to the
term. The Nittany Lions made five of their final seven shots from the
field and limited Purdue to just one field goal in the final 4:44 as Penn
State trimmed the Boilermaker lead down to six at 35-29 heading into
the locker room.

A Jalen Pickett layup opened the second half to pull the Nittany Lions
within four, but Purdue’s Mason Gillis promptly drilled three-straight
triples to put Penn State back in a double-digit hole at 44-31 and force a
Nittany Lion timeout just over two minutes into the second half. Purdue
stayed hot while Penn State struggled to convert its looks and the
Boilers worked their lead to 61-35 with 10:54 to play. Penn State fought
back with a 13-3 streak over a 2:13 stretch thanks to seven points from
Seth Lundy and six from Jalen Pickett to trim the Purdue lead to 64-48
with 8:41 left on the clock.

Senior Seth Lundy drilled eight 3-pointers to finish with a team-high 24
points. Jalen Pickett tallied 15 points, seven rebounds and seven assists,
while Andrew Funk finished with 14 points.

NITTANY LIONS DROP TIGHT ROAD BATTLE AT
MARYLAND

Penn State dropped a tough 74-68 road battle at Maryland Saturday
afternoon inside the Xfinity Center.

Penn State erased an early 11-point deficit to take a brief lead in the
second half, but the Terrapins used a 16-5 run in a late seven-minute
stretch to pull away.

Freshman Kanye Clary led five Nittany Lions in double figures with 17
points and didn’t turn the ball over in 23 minutes of action. Jalen Pickett
tallied 15 points, Andrew Funk had 14, and Seth Lundy and Myles Dread
finished with 11 points apiece.

The Nittany Lions started cold, making just one of their first 10 shots,
as Maryland was able to jump out to an 11-3 lead eight minutes into the
game. The Terp lead reached 21-9 at the 7:22 mark before a Clary fast-
break layup sparked Penn State’s half-closing run.

The Nittany Lions made eight of their final nine shots of the half, including

Pickett scored seven points in the first 1:53 of the second half as Penn

Maryland strung together a 13-2 run over the next 6:17 to pull ahead
64-52 with under three minutes to play. The Nittany Lions were ice cold
during the stretch, going 1-for-8 from the field and O-for-5 from 3-point
range, until Funk nailed another triple at the 2:06 mark. Penn State
fought all the way to the horn and ended the game on a 16-10 scoring
run, but was unable to overcome the Terrapins, falling 74-68.

PICKETT’S 41-POINT GAME POWERS PENN STATE TO 93-81
WIN OVER ILLINOIS

Point guard Jalen Pickett put together the first 40-point game by a Penn
State player since 1961 to lead the Nittany Lions to a 93-81 win over lllinois
and a regular-season sweep of the lllini inside the Bryce Jordan Center.

Pickett scored 41 points on 15-0f-20 shooting while adding eight assists.
Pickett’s 41-point game is the sixth 40-point game in Penn State history
and the first since 1961. His 41 points set a Bryce Jordan Center record
and are the most points scored by a Big Ten player this season.

Pickett scored his 2,000th career point with his 19th point of the game
late in the first half. Pickett is the only active Division | player with 2,000+
career points, 600+ career rebounds and 700+ career assists.

The Nittany Lions had a well-rounded team effort to compliment
Pickett’s historic performance. Seth Lundy finished with 15 points and
seven rebounds. Kanye Clary tallied his second-straight double-digit
game with 12 points, while Andrew Funk added 10.

Penn State completed the regular-season sweep of the lllini. The Nittany
Lions defeated then-No. 17 lllinois 74-59 on Dec. 10 in Champaign, llI.

Jalen Pickett put together the sixth 40-point game in Penn State history
and the first since 1961. He is just the third player in program history to
have a 40-point game (Jesse Arnelle 4x, Gene Harris).

Pickett’s 41 points set a Bryce Jordan Center record. The previous BJC
record was 39 that was set by Campbell’s Chris Clemons on Nov. 10, 2017.
The previous record for a Penn State player in the BJC was D.J. Newbill’s
37 points in an overtime game vs. Purdue on Jan. 17, 2015.

Pickett scored his 2,000th career point with a 3-pointer at the 2:51 mark
of the first half.

Penn State scored 53 points in the first half, the first time it has scored
50-plus in the opening half since December 20, 2019, against Central
Connecticut State (51). Penn State finished the game shooting 57.9
percent (33-for-57) from the field, its highest mark in conference

competition this season.

NITTANY LIONS EARN 76-69 ROAD WIN AT MINNESOTA
Jalen Pickett dazzled once again to lead the Penn State men’s basketball
team to its second-straight win with a 76-69 road victory at Minnesota
Saturday night.

Pickett followed up his 41-point performance from Tuesday night with
another monster effort, finishing with 32 points, nine rebounds and eight
assists against the Gophers. Camren Wynter tallied 14 points, five assists
and four rebounds, while Andrew Funk chipped in 11 points including a
dagger of a 3-pointer in the final minutes.

The Nittany Lions worked their way to a 10-point halftime lead, 45-35.
The Nittany Lions started the second half O-for-11 from the field and
Minnesota strung together a 13-1 run to erase the Penn State lead and
pull in front at 48-46 just over six minutes into the term. The Gophers
were up 52-50 three minutes later before Pickett drilled a key 3-pointer
at the 11:28 mark that ignited an 11-O Nittany Lion run. Pickett scored
seven in the stretch while Seth Lundy added four and Penn State pulled
back ahead by nine 61-52 with 8:26 to play.

Minnesota worked its way back within three at 67-64, but Pickett
answered once again with a layup at the 3:32 mark that gave Penn State
a 69-64 edge at the final media timeout. Funk nailed a dagger at the 1:20
mark to all but seal the 76-69 win for the Nittany Lions.

Pickett collected his 700th career rebound with his second board of the
game midway through the first half and is now the first Division | men’s
college basketball player in at least the last 37 years to have career marks
of 2,000+ points, 700+ rebounds and 700+ assists.

Pickett is the first Nittany Lion to post back-to-back 30-point games
since Joe Crispin on Jan. 19 and 22, 2000.

Penn State scored 45 points in the first half, marking the fourth-straight
half the Nittany Lions have scored 40 or more points dating back to the
second half of the Feb. 11 game at Maryland.

The Nittany Lions defeated the Gophers in Minneapolis for just the fourth
time in program history and for the first time since 2015.

NITTANY LIONS WIN THIRD-STRAIGHT WITH 75-71 ROAD
VICTORY AT OHIO STATE

Penn State won its third-straight game with a gritty 75-71 road victory
at Ohio State.

Jalen Pickett scored 14 of his game-high 23 points in the final 7:15 as
Penn State closed the back-and-forth game on a 14-8 run and limited the
Buckeyes to just four field goals in the final 7:30.

Pickett finished with 23 points, 21 of which were scored in the second
half after battling first-half foul trouble. Seth Lundy tallied 19 points and
five rebounds in another efficient performance, while Camren Wynter
had a huge game with 18 points and six rebounds.

The score was knotted up at 37-37 heading into the locker room. A 10-5
Penn State run that was powered by seven Jalen Pickett points from the
16:42 to 13:59 mark of the second half gave the Nittany Lions a 55-49
edge six minutes into the stanza.

The Buckeyes responded with an 8-0 streak over the next two-plus
minutes before back-to-back Wynter buckets snapped the streak and
put the score at 59-57 with 10:05 to play. OSU was ahead 63-61 three
minutes later before Pickett scored all nine points of a 9-2 Penn State
streak and the Nittany Lions held the Buckeyes scoreless for a four-
minute stretch to grab a 70-65 lead with 2:59 left on the clock.

The Buckeyes scored the next two baskets to pull within one at 70-69
with 1:24 left. Pickett stepped up with a massive and-one at the 59 second
mark to give Penn State a four-point cushion at 73-69. The Buckeyes
made a jumper before Pickett hit two free throws with 28 seconds left.
The Nittany Lion defense held strong on the final possession despite a
flurry of Ohio State offensive rebounds to walk away with the 75-71 win.

The Nittany Lions tallied their Penn State single-season record 295th
3-pointer of the season with Camren Wynter’s triple at the 17:29 mark
of the first half. The previous program record stood with the 2017-18
team’s 294 treys through 39 games played (NIT Champions). The 2022-
23 Nittany Lions set the new benchmark in just their 28th game of the
season.
