MARYLAND SERIES HISTORY
Penn State leads 21-15-1 all-time in their series with the Terrapins dating back to 
1975. Penn State is currently on a one-game winning-streak vs. Maryland, downing 
the Terps 2-1 last year to pick up Coach Charlene Morett-Curtiss’ 500th career win 
and the Big Ten Championship Tournament title last November.

SCOUTING MARYLAND
The Terrapins sit at 9-5 on the year currently riding a three-game win streak that 
includes a wins over Michigan State, Liberty, and Ohio State.

Lein Holsboer is tied for the team lead in goals (8) with teammate Bodil Keus as well 
as contributing nine assist and a game winner during the 2017 season.

Penn State checked in at the No. 6 spot in the latest National Field Hockey Coaches 
Association (NFHCA) poll, as released Tuesday morning.

Connecticut posted two more wins last week and the undefeated Huskies remained the No. 
1 team in the Penn Monto/National Field Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Division I 
Coaches Poll on Tuesday.

Connecticut totaled 1,144 points and 43 first-place votes to remain the No. 1 team again. 
The rest of the top five included No. 2 Duke, No. 3 Michigan, No. 4 Virginia and No. 5 North 
Carolina.

The bottom half of the top ten included No. 6 Penn State, No. 7 Syracuse, No. 8 Delaware, No. 
9 Northwestern and No. 10 Boston College.

CHEERING ON THE BLUE & WHITE
Penn State finished the 2016 season ranked No. 1 in average attendance in the nation. Penn 
State broke the Field Hockey Complex record with a total of 967 in attendance for a conference 
game against Maryland and was a part of the most attended game during the 2016 season 
as the Nittany Lions captured the Big Ten Tournament title against the very same Terrapins in 
College Park that was played in front of 969 fans.
