FIRST SERVE

» Penn State is set for a home-and-away series this week, traveling to Ohio State Wednesday,
Feb. 11 for a midweek matchup against the Buckeyes at 7 p.m. before returning home to host
EIVA conference opponent George Mason Saturday, Feb. 14 at 7 p.m. in south gym.

» PSU will welcome fans to south gym at Rec Hall on Valentine’s Day with free conversation
candy hearts at the door while supplies last.

» Penn State went 1-O at home last weekend, defeating non-conference Erskine in straight
sets. With the win, the Nittany Lions stretch their winning streak to three straight, having
knocked off all three teams in straight sets.

» Penn State and Ohio State will square off for the first of two meetings slated for the 2015
regular season. Last year, PSU went 2-1 against the Buckeyes, capturing one win on the road
at the Outrigger Invitational and one at home before dropping a 3-1 decision on the road in
Columbus. Overall, Penn State owns a 70-28 mark in the all-time series against Ohio State.

» The Nittany Lions captured wins in all three outings against George Mason in 2014. After
defeating the Patriots in both regular-season outings, PSU topped GMU in the EIVA semifinals
before moving on to win Penn State’s 16th straight EIVA conference crown. In the all-time
series, Penn State holds a 95-14 advantage in the all-time series, having won the last 16
consecutive matches.

» After helping the team to a pair of wins against Mount Olive and Saint Francis, senior Aaron
Russell earned EIVA Offensive Player of the Week honors. The award is the first of the season
for Russell, who previously earned EIVA Offensive Player of the Week accolades four times in
2014.

» Head coach Mark Pavlik helped raise awareness for the EIVA’'s “EIVA Rallies!” campaign by
wearing a fedora in the Nittany Lions’ EIVA opener against travel partner, Saint Francis. Each
year, Penn State men’s volleyball participates in the annual campaign, which benefits the Me-
morial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center. During the EIVA Rallies! silent auction, PSU raised nearly
$700 to donate to the cause on behalf of the Nittany Lions.

» Redshirt senior Nick Goodell highlighted the first EIVA Weekly Awards release with EIVA De-
fensive Player of the Week honors for his performances in the first two weeks of the 2015
season. Goodell recorded at least seven digs in three of the first four matches of the season,
while also posting double figure kills in each match.

» Penn State received six votes in this week’s AVCA Poll, since slipping out of the top 15 two
weeks ago. Presently, the Nittany Lions have now seen or will see a total of 11 teams from the
top 15 at some point during the regular season.

» Following a 2014 season that featured Penn State men’s volleyball’s 16th consecutive trip
the NCAA national semifinals, the Nittany Lions return a core group of nine letterwinners and
five starters this year, while welcoming four freshmen to the roster.

» PSU returns almost all of its starters from a year ago, with graduating senior and 2014 All-EI-
VA second team honoree, Peter Russell as the only departure. Senior Aaron Russell highlights
the group of returners as he closed out the 2014 season atop the team standings in almost
every category. The 2014 First Team AVCA All-American also earned his second consecutive
Uvaldo Acosta Memorial EIVA Player of the Year award.

» The 26-time defending EIVA champion Penn State men’s volleyball team was selected as this
year’s EIVA preseason favorite. The Nittany Lions were voted to capture this year’'s champion-
ship crown by the league’s seven head coaches, receiving six of a possible seven first place
votes in the preseason poll.

» First team AVCA All-American senior Aaron Russell and redshirt senior Nick Goodell, both
picked up 2015 Off the Block/Springbak Preseason All-America honors. Russell was selected
as a First Team All-American, while Goodell earned Second Team honors.

CAREER DAY ON THE COURT FOR RUSSELL

At Ball State, senior Aaron Russell led all hitters with a career-high 32 kills on .439
hitting on the road against the Cardinals. Despite the close 3-2 loss, Russell added
a team-high three aces to go along with five digs and three blocks. His performance
marks the first career 30-plus Kill outing for Russell, while also making him the first
Nittany Lion since 2011 (Joe Sunder vs. Hawaii) to put down 30 kills in a single match.

GOODELL EARNS EIVA DEFENSIVE HONOR

Redshirt senior Nick Goodell highlighted the first EIVA Weekly Awards release of the
season with EIVA Defensive Player of the week honors for his performances in the
first two weeks of the 2015 slate. Goodell recorded at least seven digs in three of the
first four matches of the season, while also posting double figure kills in each match.
Through four matches, he’s tied for second on the team in blocks per set (0.53) and
second on the squad in digs per set (1.76). In the Outrigger Invitational, he kicked off
the season with 10 kills and seven digs against No. 8 UC Irvine, before returning the
next night to lead the team with 14 kills against No. 10 Hawaii. Goodell highlighted
last weekend with his first double-double of the season, posting 15 kills and 14 digs

at Ball State.
