After helping the team to a pair of wins against Mount Olive and Saint Francis, senior Aar-
on Russell earned EIVA Offensive Player of the Week honors. The award is the first of the
season for Russell, who previously earned EIVA Offensive Player of the Week accolades
four times in 2014. The award also marked the second consecutive week the Nittany Lions
earned one of the two EIVA Weekly honors.

Russell led the team with 4.17 kills per set during the 2-0 week, averaging a squad-best .513
hitting percentage.

Penn State received a pair of votes in this week’s AVCA Poll, since slipping out of the top 15
a month ago. Presently, the Nittany Lions have now seen or will see a total of 11 teams from
the top 15 at some point during the regular season.

PAVLIK APPROACHING CAREER MARK
In his 21st year at the helm of the program, head coach Mark Pavlik has amassed 486 career
victories. His all-time mark puts him just 14 shy of the milestone 500 career-wins plateau.

CAREER DAY ON THE COURT FOR RUSSELL

At Ball State, senior Aaron Russell led all hitters with a career-high 32 kills on .439 hitting on
the road against the Cardinals. Despite the close 3-2 loss, Russell added a team-high three
aces to go along with five digs and three blocks. His performance marks the first career
30-plus Kill outing for Russell, while also making him the first Nittany Lion since 2011 (Joe
Sunder vs. Hawaii) to put down 30 kills in a single match.

Redshirt senior Nick Goodell highlighted the first EIVA Weekly Awards release of the season
with EIVA Defensive Player of the week honors for his performances in the first two weeks
of the 2015 slate.
