FIRST SERVE	
» Penn State returns home from the road this week to kick of the 2015 home slate. The Nit-
tany Lions welcome top-ranked Loyola Friday, Jan. 23 at 7 p.m. ET in the home opener, before 
hosting No. 2 Lewis Saturday, Jan. 24 at 7 p.m. ET in the Rec Hall south gym. 
» Squaring off against ranked teams in three of the first four matches this season, the Nittany 
Lions are looking to bounce back from a pair of losses on the road last weekend. PSU lost a 
close five setter at Ball State before falling short at No. 13 IPFW in four sets.
» Redshirt senior Nick Goodell highlighted the first EIVA Weekly Awards release with EIVA De-
fensive Player of the Week honors for his performances in the first two weeks of the 2015 
season. Goodell recorded at least seven digs in three of the first four matches of the season, 
while also posting double figure kills in each match.
» Last weekend senior Aaron Russell led all hitters with a career-high 32 kills on .439 hitting 
at Ball State. Despite the close 3-2 loss, Russell added a team-high three aces to go along 
with five digs and three blocks. His performance marks the first career 30-plus kill outing for 
Russell, while also making him the first Nittany Lion since 2011 (Joe Sunder vs. Hawaii) to put 
down 30 kills in a single match. 
» The Nittany Lions own an 11-8 mark in the all-time series against the top-ranked Ramblers, 
despite falling short in both matches during the 2014 season. In the most recent outing be-
tween Penn State and Loyola, the Ramblers edged the Nittany Lions in a close five-setter in the 
NCAA national semifinals last year.
» Penn State leads the all-time series against No. 2 Lewis 19-8, having claimed wins against 
the Flyers in both meetings during the 2014 season. Penn State and Lewis most recently met 
in the first ever NCAA Play-In match last year, where the Nittany Lions earned a 3-1 victory to 
advance to the NCAA national semifinals.
» PSU slid to No. 15 in the AVCA DI-II Coaches Poll, after spending a week ranked No. 10. Pres-
ently, the Nittany Lions are set to square off a total of 12 teams featured in the poll including 
10 teams ranked within the top 15 and two receiving votes.
» Following a 2014 season that featured Penn State men’s volleyball’s 16th consecutive trip 
the NCAA national semifinals, the Nittany Lions return a core group of nine letterwinners and 
five starters this year, while welcoming four freshmen to the roster.
» PSU returns almost all of its starters from a year ago, with graduating senior and 2014 All-EI-
VA second team honoree, Peter Russell as the only departure. Senior Aaron Russell highlights 
the group of returners as he closed out the 2014 season atop the team standings in almost 
every category. The 2014 First Team AVCA All-American also earned his second consecutive 
Uvaldo Acosta Memorial EIVA Player of the Year award, making him the first Nittany Lion since 
Joe Sunder (2011-12) to earn back-to-back conference player of the year honors.
» The 26-time defending EIVA champion Penn State men’s volleyball team was selected as this 
year’s EIVA preseason favorite. The Nittany Lions were voted to capture this year’s champion-
ship crown by the league’s seven head coaches, receiving six of a possible seven first place 
votes in the preseason poll. 
» Penn State was the only EIVA school to earn a spot on this year’s AVCA DI-II Men’s Volleyball 
Preseason Poll, coming in a No. 3. 
» First team AVCA All-American senior Aaron Russell and redshirt senior Nick Goodell, both 
picked up 2015 Off the Block/Springbak Preseason All-America honors. Russell was selected 
as a First Team All-American, while Goodell earned Second Team honors. The duo are just two 
of 22 student-athletes to earn the honor, which is selected by a nationwide voting committee 
comprised of coaches from around the country.
» Senior Aaron Russell and redshirt junior Matt Seifert have been voted as the two team cap-
tains for the 2015 season.

NITTANY LIONS PICKED THIRD IN AVCA PRESEASON POLL

sition, picking up eight first place votes. UC Santa Barbara and UCLA rounded out the 
top five at No. 4 and No. 5, respectively.

PSU TO HOST 2016 NCAA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP
University Park will be the site of the 2016 National Collegiate Men’s Volleyball Cham-
pionship, marking the sixth time in school history that Rec Hall has hosted the event.

The Off the Block Preseason All-American teams recognizes the NCAA Division I-II 
men’s volleyball players predicted to perform best in the country during the upcoming 
season. 

PAVLIK APPROACHING CAREER MARK 
In his 21st year at the helm of the program, head coach Mark Pavlik has amassed 
482 career victories. His all-time mark puts him just 18 shy of the milestone 500 
career-wins plateau.
