SERIES HISTORY WITH OPPONENTS

Penn State leads both series against Nebraska and lowa, having defeated the
Cornhuskers earlier in the 2017 campaign at the West Point Open. The Nitta-
ny Lions hold an 11-4 advantage over Nebraska and a 14-9-1 advantage over
lowa. In last season’s tri-meet the Blue and White came in second overall with
lowa taking the top score, notching a 431.150, while Penn State recorded a
424.000 and Nebraska earned a 423.300.

FRESHMAN DOMINATION

The Nittany Lion freshmen have dominated competition in their first season
of collegiate competition, earning Big Ten Freshman of the Week honors all
seven weeks of the season. Favian Valdez leads the pack with four B1G hon-
ors, earning three first-place finishes and 14 podium finishes so far this year,
while Sam Zakutney has won three B1G honors, six first-place finishes and 13
podium finishes. Stephen Nedoroscik has also found his place on the pommel
horse, winning the event twice and holding a team-high 14.800 this season.
Finally, Isaac Hammett has earned two second-place finishes on the still rings
and Brayden Borromeo has earned one second-place finish on the vault.

Penn State has proved to be one of the best teams in the nation on the pommel
horse, ranking third with a season average of 68.867 on the apparatus. The Nittany
Lions have scored a season-high 71.300 in the event this season and have seen
six victories in the 2017 campaign from four different gymnasts. Furthermore, the
team has seen 18 podium finishes in the event in the 2017 campaign on the pommel
horse.

RANKING IN THE TOP FIVE

[The Nittany Lions rank in the top five in the nation in three events, coming in third
on the pommel horse and fourth on both the still rings and the parallel bars. The
Blue and White posted a season-high 70.500 on the still rings this past weekend
at Navy and are averaging a 69.183 in the event.

All-arounder and senior captain
Dominic DiFulvio notched his first all-around title of the 2017
campaign with an 82.600, while Favian Valdez placed third
overall in the all-around with a 79.800. Penn State saw three
season-bestteam scores and one tie as it put up a season-high
69.650 on the floor exercise, a 68.950 on the still rings and a
70.150 on the vault, while tying a season-best 67.300 on the
high bar.

The Blue and White won five out of six events with Wyatt
Tyndall taking the floor exercise, Valdez earning the pommel
horse title, DiFulvio notching the still rings win and tying on
the vault and Franz Card taking home the parallel bars title.

Big Ten Conference foe Nebraska placed second overall with
a 410.600 and Army rounded out the top three with a 393.500.
The Blue and White used a strong parallel bars routine in its
sixth rotation of the day to propel itself to the victory in West
Point.

Freshman Favian Valdez picked up his first victory donning
the Blue and White, notching a 14.500 on the floor exercise,
while Christian McSwain placed second with a 14.400.

22.

Oklahoma was picked to finish first in the nation for the
third-straight season with 17 first-place votes, while Stanford
was picked to finish second with one first-place vote and Ohio
State was projected to round out the top three with one first-
place vote.

JEPSON KICKS OFF 26TH SEASON AT THE HELM OF MEN’S

The 2017 campaign marks the 26th season for Head Coach
Randy Jepson as the program leader of the Nittany Lions.
Jepson came to Penn State in 1982 as a senior gymnast, earn-
ing All-America honors on the rings and being a Nissen-Em-
ery Award nominee. From there, he went on to be the grad-
uate assistant for two seasons before becoming an assistant
coach from 1985-1991. In 1992, Jepson served as the acting
head coach and was promoted to head coach in 1993 and since
has led the Nittany Lions to three national championships and
three Big Ten titles.

Jepson has been the National Coach of the Year on three
occasions (2000, 2004 and 2007) and garnered the prestigious
CGA Honor Coach Award in 2011, which is given to the coach-
es who have 25 years of service or more to the sport of gym-
nastics. Additionally, Jepson is a two-time Big Ten Coach of
the Year honoree and has coached 43 All-Americans on 100
occasions, 30 First Team All-Big Ten selection and 11 NCAA
Individual Event Champions.

CLARKE RETURNS FOR FINAL SEASON AFTER
ALL-AMERICAN FINISH IN 2016

The 2017 men’s gymnastics team sees the return of se-
nior Leroy Clarke, Jr., who is the lone All-American re-
turner for the Blue and White. Clarke capped off the 2016
season with an All-American finish on the still rings,
placing eighth overall. The redshirt-senior from Maple-
wood, N.J. will be in search of his third All-American title
in the his final season with Penn State as he earned the
honor on the parallel bars in the 2015 season.

Seven Penn State men’s gymnasts earned College Gym-
nastics Association (CGA) Academic All-America Schol-
ar-Athlete honors, while the 2016 team ranked in the top
10 with a 3.123 team grade point average in the 2015-
16 academic year. Five Nittany Lions earned first team
All-America Scholar-Athlete honors with sophomore
Noah Roberson leading the way with a 4.0 grade point
average. Also earning first team honors for the Blue and
White were Michael Burns, Wyatt Tyndall and Chris
Sands.

Along with the four first team honorees, three Nitta-
ny Lions notched second team honors with Franz Card,
Benjamin Cooperman and Dominic DiFulvio all earning
grade point averages between 3.399-3.30.

As a team, Penn State ranked 10th nationally with a
3.123 grade point average, while William and Mary paced
the nation with a 3.512 team GPA and Stanford came in
second with a 3.427 team grade point average.
