THE 2022-23 SEASON BY THE NUMBERS

Texas has a 27-8 overall record (12-6 Big 12, second) and is
No. 5 in KenPom and No. 7 in the NCAAs NET ranking.

UT earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA Tournament. This
marked the highest seed for the Longhorns in the Big Dance
since 2008 (also a 2 seed and the last time Texas advanced to
at least the Sweet 16).

Texas is 6-3 against AP Top 11 opponents with wins over
No. 2 Gonzaga, No. 3 Kansas (twice), No. 7 Creighton, No. 11
Baylor and at No. 7 K-State.

UT is 9-6 this year against AP Top 25 foes, setting the school
single-season record for most wins against AP-ranked
teams. Texas went 8-5 against AP Top 25 teams in 2003-04.
Through games of March 16, Texas is one of four schools to
rank in the Top 20 in KenPom in BOTH adjusted offensive
AND defensive efficiency. The Longhorns (17 offense, 11
defense) are joined by Houston (12/4), Alabama (19/3) and
UConn (5/19).

The Longhorns reached the 25-win mark for the first time
since the 2010-11 season (28-8).

Since the Big 12 moved to an 18-game round-robin schedule
starting in the 2011-12 season, Texas reached the 12-win mark
for the FIRST time in league play (12-6 record).

Sixteen of UT’s 27 victories have been by at least 10 points.

THE TERRY EFFECT

Since moving into the role of Interim Head Coach (beginning
with a home OT win against Rice on Dec. 12), Rodney Terry
has guided the Longhorns to a 20-7 record.

Terry hasled UT to SEVEN wins against AP Top 25 opponents
(vs. No. 17 TCU, vs. No. 11 Baylor, at No. 7 K-State, vs. No. 23
Towa State, vs. No. 3 Kansas twice and vs. No. 22 TCU).

Texas is 7-1 under Terry this season in games decided by five
points or less OR in overtime.

Terry was tabbed Sporting News National Coach of the Year
(Mar. 8), becoming the first coach in Texas program hstory to
earn the prestigious honor.

He is one of 10 semifinalists for the Werner Ladder Naismith
Men’s College Coach of the Year. Terry is one of 20 finalists for

TEXAS IN THE BIG DANCE

o This marks the 37th overall appearance by the Longhorns in
the NCAA Tournament (37-39 record).

o Texas has advanced to the NCAA Tournament in 21 of the
last 24 seasons (not including the 2020 postseason which was
canceled due to COVID-19). UT is one of seven schools to
appear in at least 21 of the last 24 NCAA tourneys.

o Texas has advanced to the NCAA Tournament in 29 of the
last 34 seasons (not including the 2020 postseason which
was canceled due to COVID-19). UT is one of six schools to
appear in at least 29 of the last 34 NCAA tourneys.

o The Longhorns are ranked No. 5 in the final AP poll (Mar.

13) and No. 7 in the latest USA TODAY Sports coaches” poll
(Mar. 13).

The No. 5 spot marks a tie for the highest ranking in the final
AP poll by the Longhorns. UT also was No. 5 in the final poll
during the 2002-03 Final Four season.

Texas climbed to as high as No. 2 in both polls earlier this
year (Nov. 28 and Dec. 5). This marked the highest ranking in
The AP poll for the Longhorns since UT was ranked No. 1 in
consecutive polls on Jan. 11 and Jan. 18, 2010.

The Longhorns have now been ranked in the top 10 of The
AP poll for 17 consecutive weeks. This marks the longest such
stretch since Texas was in the top 10 for all 19 polls during the
2002-03 Final Four season.



PENN STATE SERIES INFO

Saturday’s contest marks the first meeting between Texas and
Penn State.

COLGATE RECAP

The 20-point margin of victory (81-61) marked the largest
margin of victory by Texas in a NCAA Tournament game since
the 2008 tourney. The Longhorns recorded a pair of 20-point
wins in 2008 (74-54 vs. Austin Peay in First Round; 82-62 vs.
Stanford in Sweet 16).

Texas tied its NCAA Tournament single-game team record for
most three-pointers made in a contest (13-23). The Longhorns
had twice previously made 13 threes in a NCAA tourney game
(13 vs. Miami, Fla. on March 23, 2008; 13 vs. Iowa on March
19, 1992).

The 13 three-pointers made also tied a team season high for
the Longhorns (13 vs. Gonzaga on Nov. 16).

Colgate entered the game leading the nation in team three-
point FG percentage (.408). UT limited the Raiders to 3-of-
15 (.200) from beyond the arc.

Texas posted 20 assists (on 31 made field goals) against 13
turnovers. The Longhorns allowed six assists while forcing 11
turnovers by Colgate.

The Longhorns recorded a plus-10 rebound margin (34-24).
Texas tallied a 33-13 advantage in bench scoring and a 14-4
edge in second-chance points.

The Longhorns improved to 20-0 this year when leading at the
half.

UT converted 8-of-15 (.533) from three-point range while
holding Colgate to a 2-of-7 (.286) mark from beyond the arc
in the opening 20 minutes.

The Longhorns registered a 40-29 scoring margin in the
second half. Texas converted 59.3-percent (16-27) from the
floor, including a 5-0f-8 (.625) mark from three-point range,
in the final 20 minutes. UT held Colgate to 39.4-percent (13-
33) FG shooting, including a 1-of-8 (.125) mark from three-
point range, in the second half.

Timmy Allen returned to the starting lineup after missing
the previous three games (right lower leg injury) and posted a
team-best five assists in 20 minutes.

Marcus Carr reached double figures in scoring (17 points)
for the 31st time this year (35 games) and 116th time in his
career (161 games). He converted 6-0f-10 FG, including 4-of-
6 threes, and added four assists. Carr registered a team-best
plus-minus total of plus-24 in 34 minutes.

Dylan Disu recorded a double-double (17 points, 10
rebounds) for the second time this season (34 games) and 14th
time in his career (109 games). He reached double figures in
scoring for the 16th time this year and 45th time in his career.
Disu reached double digits in rebounds for the third time this
season and 18th time in his career. He converted 8-of-11 field
goals and added one assist and one steal in 22 minutes.
Tyrese Hunter reached double figures in scoring (10 points)
for the 19th time this season (35 games) and 39th time in his
career (70 games).

Sir’Jabari Rice set his collegiate career high in three-pointers
made (7-10). His seven 3-pointers were one shy of the Texas
NCAA Tournament single-game mark (A.]. Abrams went
8-0f-15 vs. Minnesota on March 19, 2009).

Rice topped the 20-point mark (game-high 23 points) for the
sixth time this year (35 games) and 18th time in his career
(146 games). His 23 points were one shy of his season high
(24, twice). He reached double figures in scoring for the 23rd
time this season and 81st time in his career. Rice tied his career
high in three-point FG made (5-6) in the opening 12:46 of
the contest. In 14 minutes of first-half action, he recorded 15
points (5-8 threes) and added four boards, two assists and one
steal.

CROWN THEM

Texas captured its second Phillips 66 Big 12 Championship
title in program history last weekend in Kansas City, as the
Longhorns previously won the crown in 2021.

This marked the fourth overall conference postseason
tourney title for UT, which also won Southwest Conference
Tournament championships in 1994 and 1995.

The Longhorns earned a 61-47 win against No. 7 seed
Oklahoma State in the quarterfinals, before claiming a 66-60
victory over No. 6 seed TCU in the semifinals. Texas posted
a convincing 76-56 win against No. 1 seed Kansas in the
championship game.

Dylan Disu was named the Phillips 66 Big 12 Championship
Most Outstanding Player. Marcus Carr and Sir’Jabari Rice
were also named to the six-person All-Tournament Team.

20 WINS, AGAIN

With the victory against WVU (Feb. 11), the Longhorns reached
the 20-win mark in their 25th contest of the year.

Prior to last year (22-12 record), the Longhorns had not reached
the 20-win mark in the regular season since the 2015-16 season.
UT has now reached the 20-win plateau a total of 34 times in its
117 seasons of basketball.

INTERIM HEAD COACH RODNEY TERRY

Rodney Terry was named Acting Head Coach at The
University of Texas a few hours prior to the Dec. 12 home
game against Rice. He was named Interim Head Coach for the
remainder of the season on Jan. 5.

He has posted a 20-7 mark as Interim Head Coach this
season and now sports an overall career record of 183-163
(.529).

Terry, who has 27 years of collegiate coaching experience
including nine as an assistant previously with the Longhorns
from 2002-11, was in his second year as Associate Head Coach
at Texas prior to being named Interim Head Coach.

Terry was a former head coach at UTEP and Fresno State for
a combined 10 seasons, where he compiled an overall record
of 163-156 (.511).

He spent three years (2018-21) as head coach at UTEP and
posted a 37-48 (.435) mark, including a 29-27 record in his
final two seasons. In his second year in El Paso (2019-20), the
Miners went 17-15 to post their first winning season in four
years and claim nine more wins than the previous season.
Terry worked for seven years (2011-18) as the head coach at
Fresno State, guiding the Bulldogs to a 126-108 (.538) mark.
He posted 20-win seasons in four of his last five years and
double-digit win totals in Mountain West Conference play in
each of his last four years.



During the 2015-16 season, Terry led the Bulldogs to a 25-10
record and the MWC Tournament title. Fresno State advanced
to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2001, and the
25 wins marked the third-most in school history.

Terry spent nine seasons (2002-11) as an assistant coach under
Rick Barnes at The University of Texas. During those nine
years, the Longhorns posted an overall record of 232-80 (.744)
and made nine NCAA Tournament appearances, highlighted
by four trips to the Sweet 16 (2003, 2004, 2006 and 2008), three
Elite Eights (2003, 2006 and 2008) and one Final Four (2003).
A total of 10 McDonald’s All-Americans made their way to
the UT campus during Terry’s time. The two-person class of
Cory Joseph and Tristan Thompson was the No. 8 recruiting
class in the nation by ESPN. UT’s three-person freshman class
in 2009 was ranked No. 3 nationally by Rivals and No. 4 by
ESPNU. The seven-man freshman class in 2006 was tabbed as
the No. 3 class in the country by Rivals and Scout. Texas’ five-
man freshman class in 2004 featured three McDonald’s All-
Americans and was tabbed the No. 1 class in the nation by
Hoop Scoop.

The Longhorns claimed two National Player of the Year
winners (T.J. Ford in 2003 and Kevin Durant in 2007) and
13 players drafted by the NBA in the nine years under Terry,
including nine first-round selections and five lottery picks.

STAFF FULL OF HEAD COACHING EXPERIENCE

FOUR members of the Texas coaching staff have a combined
45 years of head coaching experience at the collegiate,
international and professional levels of basketball.

Interim Head Coach Rodney Terry has 10 years of Division I
head coaching experience. He served as head coach at UTEP
for three years (2018-21) and head coach at Fresno State for
seven seasons (2011-18).

Assistant Coach Bob Donewald Jr. has 18 years of head
coaching experience at the professional and international
levels. He was head coach of the PBC Lokomotiv Kuban in
Russia for one year (2018-19) and head coach for the Jilin
Northeast Tigers in the Chinese Basketball Association for
one season (2016-17). Donewald served as head coach of
the Towa Energy in the NBA D League for two years (2014-
16). He was head coach of the Chinese National Team for
three years (2010-12), leading the team at the 2010 World
Championships, the 2010 and 2011 Asian Games and the 2012
London Olympics. Donewald was head coach for the Xinjiang
Flying Tigers in the CBA for one year (2011) and the Shanghai
Sharks for two years (2009-11). He served as head coach of
Dnipro Dnepropetrovsk in Ukraine for one season (2008-
09) and Objetivo Sao Carlos in Brazil for two years (2005-
07). Donewald was head coach and general manager of the
Leicester Riders in the British Basketball League (BBL) for two
seasons (1996-98), head coach of the Derby Storm for one year
(1998-99) and head coach of the Greater London Leopards for
two seasons (1999-2001).

Special Assistant to the Head Coach Steve McClain has 14
years of Division I head coaching experience. He served as
head coach at the University of Illinois at Chicago (UIC) for
five years (2010-15) and head coach at Wyoming for nine
seasons (1998-2007).

Assistant Coach Chris Ogden has three years of Division I
head coaching experience. Ogden served as the head coach at
the University of Texas at Arlington (UTA) for three seasons
(2018-21).

ALL-BIG 12 AWARDS

Three Longhorns claimed spots on the 2022-23 Phillips 66
All-Big 12 Men’s Basketball Award teams announced Mar. 5.
The official All-Big 12 awards are selected by the league’s head
coaches who are not allowed to vote for their own players.
Marcus Carr claimed All-Big 12 First Team honors, becoming
the first UT player to receive first-team All-Big 12 accolades
since Isaiah Taylor in 2015-16.

Sir’Jabari Rice earned the league’s Sixth Man Award, joining
Kai Jones (2020-21) as the lone Texas players to claim the
honor. Rice also was named to the All-Big 12 Third Team and
the five-person Big 12 All-Newcomer Team.

Timmy Allen was selected Honorable Mention All-Big 12.

GET OLD AND STAY OLD

The 2022-23 Texas roster includes SIX players who are either
graduate students, super seniors OR seniors: Timmy Allen
(super senior), Christian Bishop (super senior), Marcus Carr
(graduate student), Brock Cunningham (graduate student),
Dylan Disu (senior) and Sir’Jabari Rice (graduate student).
FOUR players have already surpassed the 1,000-career point
mark: Marcus Carr (2,305 points), Timmy Allen (2,064
points), Sir’Jabari Rice (1,556 points) and Christian Bishop
(1,183 points).

The SEVEN players who brought previous collegiate
experience to this year’s roster have combined career totals of
906 games played (621 starts).

When including freshman Dillon Mitchell’s 35 starts this
season, the Longhorns’ roster has accumulated a total of 656
career starts.

Per the NCAA, Texas is the ONLY school in the nation (across
ALL Divisions) to have TWO current roster players who have
eclipsed the 2,000-point mark in their careers: Marcus Carr
(2,305) and Timmy Allen (2,064).

Through games of March 16, a total of 25 Division I players
have topped the 2,000-career point milestone.

STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE

UT’s contest at No. 9/8 Kansas (Feb. 6) marked Texas” fourth-
straight game against an AP Top 11 opponent, with three of
the four contests coming on the road. This marked a first in
UT program history.



The four-game stretch included matchups at No. 4 Tennessee
(lost 82-71), home against No. 11 Baylor (won 76-71), at No. 7
K-State (won 69-66) and at No. 9 Kansas (lost 88-80).

The Longhorns closed the regular season by facing four-
straight AP Top 25 opponents: home vs. No. 23 Jowa State
(won 72-54), at No. 9 Baylor (lost 81-72), at No. 22/22 TCU
(lost 75-73) and home vs. No. 3 Kansas (won 75-59).

DOUBLE-DIGIT RALLY AT No. 7/6 K-STATE

During the 69-66 win at No. 7/6 Kansas State (Feb. 4), the
Longhorns trailed by as much as 14 points (36-22) with 30
seconds left in the first half and faced a 36-25 deficit at the half.
This marked the FOURTH double-digit comeback by the
Longhorns this season. Texas overcame a 10-point hole (33-
23) with 2:23 remaining in the first half against Rice in the
87-81 home overtime win (Dec. 12). The Longhorns faced an
18-point deficit (40-22) with 2:57 left in the first half in the 79-
75 home win against No. 17/17 TCU (Jan. 11). Texas overcame
a 12-point hole (34-22) with 1:12 remaining in the first half
against Texas Tech in the 72-70 home victory (Jan. 14).

EPIC COMEBACK AGAINST No. 17/17 TCU

In UT’s 79-75 home win against No. 17/17 TCU (Jan. 11), the
Longhorns trailed by as much as 18 points (40-22) with 2:57
left in the first half and faced a 12-point deficit (61-49) with
9:36 remaining in the contest.

This marked the largest comeback for Texas since the
Longhorns overcame a 22-point deficit (67-45) with 7:54
remaining in a 92-86 OT home win against Oklahoma on Feb.

HISTORY-MAKING WIN vs. No. 2/2 GONZAGA

Texas tied a program record for defeating the highest-ranked
AP opponent in school history with its 93-74 win over No. 2
Gonzaga (Nov. 16).

This marked the fourth time in school history that the
Longhorns have topped the No. 2 team in The AP poll.

Texas previously defeated No. 2 Louisville (74-70) on Nov. 30,
1986 in the seventh-place game at the Great Alaska Shootout
(Anchorage, Alaska). The Longhorns beat No. 2 UCLA (63-
61) on Dec. 2, 2007 at Pauley Pavilion. UT also topped No. 2
Oklahoma (73-68) on Feb. 21, 2009 in Austin.

DEFENSE WINS

The Longhorns have allowed 392 assists while forcing 562
turnovers (16.1 tpg) this year. UT has forced at least 15
turnovers in 24 of its first 35 contests.

Texas has recorded a 643-377 advantage in points off
turnovers this season.

Texas held Houston Christian to 31 points in the home win
(Nov. 10). The 31 points is tied for the second-fewest points
allowed by the Longhorns in program history.

The Longhorns held HCU to 21.7-percent FG shooting (13-60)
in the contest. This marked the fourth-lowest FG percentage
allowed by Texas since the 1960-61 season and lowest since
Texas State converted 21.6-percent (11-51) on Dec. 13, 2014.
UT held Creighton (Dec. 1) to 67 points on 40.9-percent (27-
66) FG shooting, including a 14.8-percent mark (4-27) from
three-point range. Creighton entered the game averaging 83.9
points per contest while converting 51.2-percent FG, including
a 38.2-percent mark from three-point range.

Texas limited No. 23/21 Iowa State (Feb. 21) to 54 points and
allowed just eight assists while forcing 16 turnovers. The 54
points were a season low in a Big 12 game for the Cyclones.
The Longhorns held No. 3/3 Kansas (Mar. 4) to 59 points on
36.2-percent (21-58) FG shooting.

During UT’s three wins in Kansas City at the Phillips 66 Big
12 Championship, Texas limited its opponents to an average of
54.3 ppg on a combined 34.9-percent (59-169) FG shooting,
including a 26.3-percent (15-57) mark from three-point range.

GETTING OFFENSIVE

The Longhorns are averaging 77.9 ppg and have converted
47.0-percent (990-2107) from the floor this season.

UT leads the Big 12 in the following offensive team categories:
scoring offense (77.9 ppg), scoring margin (+10.7), FT
percentage (.752), FG percentage (.470), TO margin (+4.31)
and assist-TO ratio (1.38).

Texas topped the century mark for the first time since the
2017-18 season opener with its 100-72 home victory against
Louisiana (Dec. 21). It marked the first 100-point effort for
the Longhorns since UT claimed a 105-59 home win over
Northwestern State on Nov. 10, 2017.

The Longhorns topped 100 points for the second time in a
four-game stretch during the 116-103 loss to K-State (Jan. 3).
Texas converted 50.9-percent (29-57) from the floor, including
a season-best 61.5-percent (8-13) from three-point range, in
the 89-75 home win against Oklahoma State (Jan. 24).

The Longhorns have posted a 439-244 advantage in fast-
break points this year.

SHARING THE ROCK

Texas has averaged 16.2 assists per game and sports an
impressive 1.4 TEAM assist-to-turnover ratio (568 assists, 411
turnovers) this season.

The Longhorns registered a season-high 30 assists (on 37 made
field goals) against nine turnovers versus UAPB (Dec. 10).
UT posted 22 assists (on 28 made field goals) against eight
turnovers versus Stanford (Dec. 18).

Texas had 23 assists on 36 made field goals against Louisiana
(Dec. 21). Five different Longhorns posted at least three assists.
The Longhorns registered 28 assists (on 37 made field goals)
against 10 turnovers versus Texas A&M-Commerce (Dec. 27).
UT posted 19 assists (on 25 made field goals) against 11
turnovers at No. 22/22 TCU (Mar. 1).

Texas registered 19 assists (on 25 made field goals) against just
seven turnovers against No. 3/3 Kansas (Mar. 4).

SUCCESS AT THE STRIPE

Through its first 35 games, Texas has converted at a
75.2-percent (492-654) clip from the free throw line.

In the 27 games under Interim Head Coach Rodney Terry, the
Longhorns have hit 77.7-percent (400-515) as a team from the
free throw line.

In Big 12 play, Texas led the conference in team free throw
shooting percentage at 78.2-percent (287-367).



BREAKING RECORDS AT THE LINE

Texas hit its first 24 free throws in the win against WVU
(Feb. 11) and converted its last six free throws to end the
game at Kansas (Feb. 6). The 30-straight free throws made
set a program record for most consecutive free throws made
(records date back to 1965-66). The previous mark was 26 set
from Nov. 28, 1972 thru Dec. 2, 1972.

UT hit 16-0f-16 from the FT line in the first half against WVU
(Feb. 11). That tied the school record for most FT in a single
half without a miss (also hit 16-16 in the second half at Ole
Miss on Dec. 2, 1972).

It also set a school record for most free throws in a half without
a miss in a Big 12 Conference game (previous was 14-of-14 in
the first half at K-State on Jan. 28, 2012).

A LIGHTER, MORE EFFICIENT CARR

Graduate G Marcus Carr has played in 161 career games (154
starts) during his time at Minnesota, Pittsburgh and Texas. He
owns five-year collegiate totals of 2,305 points, 736 assists and 540
rebounds. Carr has reached double figures in scoring 116 times,
topped the 20-point mark 33 times, eclipsed the 30-point mark six
times and topped the 40-point mark twice in his career.

Through the first 35 games, he leads the team in scoring (15.9
ppg); assists (142), steals (61) and minutes (33.6 mpg).

Carr has posted an impressive 2.58 assist-to-turnover ratio
(142-55). Over the last 11 contests, he has recorded 47 assists
against 13 turnovers.

He has topped the 20-point mark six times in Big 12 play (18
games) and eight times this season (35 games) and has recorded
at least 27 points in a game four times this year.

Carr posted 17 points (6-10 FG, 4-6 threes) and four assists in 34
minutes against Colgate (Mar. 16).

He recorded 17 points (8-15 FG), three assists and three boards
in 37 minutes against No. 3/4 Kansas (Mar. 11).

Carr posted 10 points, four rebounds, three assists against one
turnover and set his collegiate career high with five steals in 37
minutes against No. 22/23 TCU (Mar. 10). The five steals tied
the UT single-game record in a Phillips 66 Big 12 Championship
contest (5 by A.J. Abrams vs. Colorado on March 11, 2009).

He registered 11 points, three assists against one turnover and
four steals in 40 minutes against Oklahoma State (Mar. 9).

Carr tallied 10 points, three assists against one turnover and two
steals in 32 minutes at No. 22/22 TCU (Mar. 1).

He recorded 11 points, six assists against one turnover and five
rebounds in 37 minutes at No. 9/10 Baylor (Feb. 25).

He recorded 10 points (4-10 FG, 2-2 FT) and four assists against
just one turnover in 39 minutes at No. 7/6 Kansas State (Feb. 4).

Carr tallied a game-high 21 points (7-11 FG, 2-2 threes, 5-7 FT),
five assists, four rebounds and three steals in 36 minutes against
Oklahoma State (Jan. 24).

He had a game-high 23 points (8-14 FG, 5-6 FT) and three steals
in 37 minutest at West Virginia (Jan. 21). Carr had 19 points (6-8
FG, 2-3 threes, 5-6 FT) in 19 minutes in the second half.

Carr registered 11 points, four assists and three boards in 36
minutes at No. 12/12 Iowa State (Jan. 17).

He posted a team-high 20 points, six rebounds and three assists
against one turnover in 33 minutes against Texas Tech (Jan. 14).
Carr recorded 11 points, five boards, seven assists against just
one turnover and two steals in 35 minutes against No. 17/17 TCU
(Jan. 11). His 3-pointer with 1:01 remaining gave the Longhorns
the lead for good at 76-73.

He posted a team-high 12 points (2-5 threes, 2-2 FT) and four
assists in 38 minutes at Oklahoma State (Jan. 7).

Carr tallied 27 points (10-17 FG, 4-10 threes, 3-3 FT), a season-
high six rebounds and a team-high six assists in 36 minutes
against K-State (Jan. 3).

He claimed his second Phillips 66 Big 12 Player of the Week
accolade (Jan. 2) in a three-week span for his performances
against Texas A&M-Commerce and Oklahoma. Carr averaged
27.0 ppg, 3.0 apg and 3.0 spg in 32.5 mpg while hitting 17-of-31
FG (.548), including 12-o0f-18 (.667) threes, and 8-of-9 FT and
posting six assists against two turnovers.

He recorded 13 points (2-3 threes, 3-3 FT) and four steals in 36
minutes at Oklahoma (Dec. 31). He hit a pair of free throws with
3.3 seconds left to seal the win.

Carr registered 17 points (5-9 FG, 3-3 threes, 4-4 FT) and four
assists in 24 minutes against Louisiana (Dec. 21).

He earned Phillips 66 Big 12 Player of the Week honors (Dec.
19) for his efforts in the wins against Rice (Dec. 12) and Stanford
(Dec. 18). Carr averaged 22.5 ppg, 4.0 apg and 3.0 rpg in 37.3
mpg while converting 15-0f-29 FG (.517), including 6-of-13
(.462) threes, and 9-of-12 FT (.750) in the two contests.

Carr had a team-high 17 points (6-13 FG, 3-4 FT), five assists
against one turnover and three boards in 33 minutes against
Stanford (Dec. 18). He had 15 of his 17 points in the second half
(5-7 FG, 2-4 threes, 3-4 FT) and five assists without a turnover.
He recorded 28 points (9-16 FG, 4-7 threes, 6-8 FT), three assists
and three rebounds in a season-high 42 minutes against Rice
(Dec. 12). In the overtime session, he posted a team-high eight
points (2-2 FG, 4-4 FT) and one assist without a turnover.

Carr tallied 19 points (7-20 FG, 2-5 threes, 3-3 FT), five boards
and five assists without a turnover in 34 minutes against No. 7/7
Creighton (Dec. 1).

He posted 18 points (6-11 FG, 4-8 threes, 2-2 FT), three boards
and two steals in 25 minutes against UTRGV (Nov. 26).
Carrrecorded 17 points (7-13 FG, 3-6 threes), four assists without
a turnover and three steals in 23 minutes against Northern
Arizona (Nov. 21).

He posted 16 points (4-9 threes) and added seven assists against
one turnover and four rebounds in 36 minutes against No. 2/2
Gonzaga (Nov. 16).

Carr tallied 11 points (5-9 FG) and four steals in 22 minutes
against Houston Christian (Nov. 10).

He posted 12 points (8-10 FT) and a team-high five assists in 30
minutes against UTEP (Nov. 7).

Carr dropped nearly 20 pounds during the offseason to improve
his quickness and conditioning.
