SCOUTING THE RAIDERS

Following its month-long break, Colgate (4-13-
2, 2-8-0 ECAC Hockey) split its away week-
end at Yale (6-4 loss) and Brown (3-2 win). The
Raiders dominated the stat sheet both nights,
out-shooting Yale and Brown by totals of 36-
20 and 31-16, respectively along with five
power-play goals. The power-play clicked as
it went 5-for-12 (.416) after starting the season
6-for-90 (.067). The penalty kill was effective
turning aside all eight opposing advantages.
The Raiders haven’t allowed a power-play goal
since Nov. 30 against Vermont, a span of 11
opportunities and 209 minutes, 12 seconds.

Colgate scores at a clip of 1.5 goals a game,
while allowing 2.9 goals per game. Offensive-
ly, Miriam Drubel leads the team in goals (6),
points (14) and is tied for the team lead in as-
sists (8). Nicole Gass is second on the squad
with nine points on a goal and eight assists.
Taylor Craig is second on the squad with four
tallies. In net, three goaltenders have split the
1,156 minutes played this season with Brittney
Brooks earning eight starts and 476 minutes
played between the pipes. Brooks leads the
team with a 2-5-1 record and a 2.39 GAA.
Susan Allen is second on the team in minutes
(349), GAA (2.41) and save percentage (91.36)
just ahead of Brooks (91.40). Ashlynne Ran-
do has started seven games and earned 316
minutes in net with a 3.80 GAA and 87.7 save
percentage.

The Nittany Lions opened its new $90 million
home, Pegula Ice Arena, on Oct. 18 against
Union in a 2-1 loss. The next day, PSU would
earn a 2-1 victory for the program’s first win at
Pegula. In all, Penn State will host 17 games
in the state-of-the-art arena that seats 5,782.
The team’s first season at PIA began with an
eight-game home stand over 23 days. The Nit-
tany Lions host eight contests in 2014 begin-
ning with this week’s two-game series against
Colgate Friday and Saturday.

YOUTH SUPPLIES THE OFFENSE

HOENSHELL, SEWARD EARN CHA AWARDS
Penn State forward Hannah Hoenshell and
defender Kelly Seward were named College
Hockey America’s Player and Rookie of the
Week, respectively, on Monday, Oct. 7.

A crafty forward with incredible stick skills,
Hoenshell propelled Penn State to an unde-
feated weekend at Vermont, supplying three
points and a game-high plus-four rating in
Saturday’s 4-2 win. Hoenshell was involved in
three of Penn State’s four goals, tallying a goal
and two assists. Her goal was her second ca-
reer game-winning goal.

Seward was fantastic on both sides of the ice
this weekend as she tallied two goals, which
ties for the team high after two games. Seward
posted a plus-two rating and seven blocked
shots for the weekend as well. In both games,
Seward scored Penn State’s first goal. On Fri-
day it was a power-play tally and Saturday it
was a game-tying goal in the first period.

BRING ‘EM BACK

Penn State brings back 24 of its 27 members
from last year’s team. In those 24 student-
athletes, Penn State returns its top 14 scorers
and almost 99 percent of its offense along with
every member of its stout goaltending corps.

YOXHEIMER MAKES HER MARK

Leading the team in scoring last season was
Shannon Yoxheimer, a left-handed forward.
Yoxheimer buried 14 goals with 17 assists for
a grand total of 31 points, all team highs. She
led College Hockey America in shots (169) and
put away three power play goals as well as a
team-high three game-winning goals. Yoxhei-
mer’s numbers ranked her in the top 10 na-
tionally in goals, points and assists for rookies.
The CHA coaches named Yoxheimer to the
All-Rookie team.

THE PANICCIA WALL

Senior goaltender Nicole Paniccia excelled
between the pipes for the Blue and White last
year, stopping 1,028 shots with a 92.8 save
percentage. Paniccia’s save tally was second
in all of NCAA Division |, topped only by fellow
CHA upstart Lindenwood’s Nicole Hensley.
Paniccia was in net for six of PSU’s seven vic-
tories last year as well as both of Penn State’s
ties.

POWER-PLAY HOLDCROFT

Sophomore forward Jill Holdcroft was lethal
on the power play last season, scoring six of
her 10 goals last year on the advantage. De-
spite missing the CHA playoffs at RIT, Hold-
croft still ranked second on the team in scor-
ing (10 goals) and added two assists for good
measure.

A
four-year hockey player at PSU, Brandwene
brings 20 years of coaching experience to
Happy Valley.

Seven members of the current varsity team
played for the women’s club team at some
point. Graduate student Lindsay Reihl along
with juniors Cara Mendelson, Katie Murphy,
Madison Smiddy and Tess Weaver played all
of the 2011-12 season for head coach Josh
Brandwene in Penn State’s last year at the
club level.
