legiate debuts. Midfielder Jenna Mosketti 
tallied three goals, attack Madison Cyr 
recorded two points (1g, 1a) and midfielder 
Ally Heavens added a free-position goal.

• Sophomore midfielder Tatum Coffey was 
named to the Tewaaraton Award Watch List 
Feb. 22.
• The Tewaaraton Award annually honors 
the top men’s and women’s U.S. college 
lacrosse player.

LIONS ENTER SEASON IN TOP 10 
• Penn State entered the 2013 season 
ranked in the top 10 in a pair of polls 
(IWLCA - No. 10, debeer - No. 9).

DUO TABBED ALL-AMERICANS
• Sophomore midfielder Tatum Coffey and 
junior midfielder Lizzy Carney were tabbed 
Inside Lacrosse Preseason All-Americans.
• Last season, Coffey was the nation’s only 
freshman to be named to an All-America 
team (third).

OFFENSIVE PUNCH
• With the graduation of only three starting 
seniors, the Nittany Lions returned 79.9% of 
their scoring from a season ago.
• Sophomore Maggie McCormick led the 
Nittany Lions with 59 points and 30 assists, 
while senior Molly Fernandez paced the 
squad with 35 goals.
