LUCAS CLIMBS SCORING CHART: Sophomore
guard Maggie Lucas jumped two places on Penn
State’s career scoring list with 11 markers against
Northwestern Feb. 12. Lucas is 32nd on the career
list after passing Rashana Barnes (1,024; 1999-02)
and Helen Holloway (1,022; 1991-94) with her effort
against the Wildcats. With 1,029 career points, Lucas
needs 32 points to tie Nancy Kuhl (1,061; 1975-79)
for 31st spot.

In a comparison of the
first 25 games of her rookie campaign and 25 games
this year, Lucas has scored 59 more points (477-418)
despite making 26 less three-pointers than a year
ago (61-87). Additionally, Lucas has been more of
a threat off the dribble, making twice as many free
throws as she did last season through 25 games

LUCAS LENDS HELPING HAND: Sophomore
guard Maggie Lucas was in a giving mood to start
the New Year with a career-high seven assists in the
win at Wisconsin Jan. 2. The seven helpers pass her
previous career high of five set against Nevada and
Middle Tennessee State earlier this year.

DOUBLE TROUBLE FOR MIA: In just her second
game back after missing six games due to a mild
concussion, junior Mia Nickson posted her first
double-double of the season and seventh of her
career with 10 points and 14 rebounds at Wisconsin
Jan. 2. Nickson dominated the offensive glass,
hauling in eight caroms. After struggling from the field
early in the season, Nickson was efficient against the
Badgers, going 5-for-6 from the floor.

A THIEF NAMED ALEX: Junior guard Alex Bentley
registered a career-high eight steals in the Big Ten
opener against Nebraska Dec. 30. Her eight thefts
are the most by a Lady Lion since Kelly Mazzante
had eight steals against Fairfield on Dec. 2, 2001 and
were just two shy of the school’s single-game record
set three times by Suzie McConnell.

NICKSON RETURNS: After missing the six games
with a concussion, junior Mia Nickson returned to
the Lady Lion lineup against Nebraska Dec. 30. She
accounted for four points, seven rebounds and a steal
against the Cornhuskers. Nickson also missed a pair
of games earlier in the season with concussion-like
symptoms.

STRUGGLES FROM THE FIELD: The Lady Lions
were held to just seven points in the final 12:50 in
the loss to Nebraska in the Big Ten opener Dec. 30.
Penn State shot just 29.4% from the field, including
a 23.3% effort in the second half. It was the worst
shooting percentage since the Lady Lions connected
on just 27.3% of their shots against Wisconsin on
Feb. 25, 2010.

LUCAS NOTCHES ANOTHER 3S RECORD:
Maggie Lucas added her name to another Penn
State three-pointers record with a perfect 4-for-4
effort from long range against Bucknell Dec. 21 to tie
the school record for three-point field goal percentage
(min. 4 att.). It was the first perfect performance from
downtown (min. 4 att.) for the Lady Lions since Jess
Brungo was 5-for-5 at Clemson on Dec. 7, 2002.
Lucas shares the record with Brungo’s Clemson
performance and a 4-for-4 mark versus lllinois
(2/115/01) and Lisa Faloon'’s 4-for-4 day versus Rhode
Island (2/28/87).

PERFECT HOME NON-CON SLATE: The Lady Lions
completed a perfect home non-conference schedule
with a dominating 103-42 win over Wagner Dec.
18. Penn State was victorious in all six home non-
conference games for the first time since going 7-0
in the 2007-08 campaign, Coquese Washington’s
first season.

SOLID NON-CON SEASON: The Lady Lions posted
their second consecutive double-digit non-conference
win total with a victory at Bucknell Dec. 21. Penn
State finished 10-2 in the non-conference slate to
post just their third non-conference double figure win
total since joining the Big Ten in 1992-93 (10 - 2002-
03; 11-2010-11).

CENTURY MARK TIMES THREE: The Lady Lions
reach the 100-point mark for the third time this
season with a 103-42 victory over Wagner Dec.
18. Penn State also posted 103 tallies in wins over
North Carolina (103-84) and Nevada (103-65). The
three 100-point games are tied for the fourth-most
100-point games in a season in school history. The
record for 100-point contests is six by the 1984-85
squad. The 1992-93, 1980-81 and 1978-79 teams
each reached the century mark three times.

WALDNER WALES ON BOARDS: Freshman
post player Tori Waldner posted the first double-
digit rebounding performance of her career with 10
caroms against Wagner Dec. 18. The rookie hauled
in three offensive boards and seven defensive caroms
to lead all players. Her previous personal best was
nine rebounds against UMES.

PERFECT FROM THE FIELD: Junior center Nikki
Greene made consecutive last 11 shots from the field
after going 5-for-5 in the second half against Virginia
Tech and 6-for-6 versus UMES. The performance
against the Lady Lions was just the second perfect
effort from the field by Greene. Her other perfect
outing was against Minnesota (1-1) her freshman
season (Dec. 6, 2009).

GRABBING BOARDS: Freshman Tori Waldner and
sophomore Ariel Edwards each snared a career-
high nine rebounds in the win over UMES Dec. 11.
In addition to her nine caroms, Waldner tied her
career-high two blocks and played a personal-best 21
minutes. Edwards also dished out a career-best three
assists in the win.
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BENTLEY JOINS 1,000-POINT CLUB: With 11
points versus Virginia Tech Dec. 6, junior guard Alex
Bentley became the 33rd player in school history
with 1,000 points. She is also the 15th junior to reach
the milestone and first Lady Lion to accomplish the
feat since Tyra Grant reached 1,000 points in 2008.

STIFLING D: The Lady Lions turned in a stellar
defensive performance in a 66-28 win over Virginia
Tech Dec. 6. The 28 points were the fewest scored
by the Hokies in program history, surpassing the 33
points scored against Tennessee during the 1995
campaign. It is also the fewest points scored by a
Penn State opponent since giving up 21 tallies to
Rider on Nov. 14, 2010.

STELLAR SHOOTING: The Lady Lions shot a
sizzling 71.4% (15-21) from the field in the second
half in the win over Virginia Tech Dec. 6. It is the first
time a Penn State team shot better than 70% in a half
since shooting 70.4% against Ohio State in the Big
Ten Tournament on March 4, 2007. It was also the
best shooting effort for the Lady Lions in a half since
connecting on 72.7% (16-22) in the first half against
Northwestern on Jan. 4, 2007.

BENTLEY NAMED TO TRIO OF WATCH LISTS:
Junior point guard Alex Bentley as been named to
a pair of watch lists for National Player of the Year.
Bentley is one of 25 players on the WBCAs Wade
Trophy Watch List, is among the 30 players on the
Wooden Award preseason chart and is on the
Naismith Award watch list. Additionally, Maggie Lucas
is also on the Naismith Award chart, making the Lady
Lions one of 11 schools with multiple players on the
list.

TOPPLING TOP 15 FOE: The Lady Lions shot 48.7%
from the field and 58.3% from three-point range en
route to a 103-84 win over #14/13 North Carolina in
the Big Ten/ACC Challenge Nov. 30. It was the first
win over a ranked opponent for Penn State since
topping No. 14/13 lowa (68-59) on Dec. 30, 2010.

CONSECUTIVE 100s: The Lady Lions reached 100
points for the second consecutive game with a 103-84
win over #14/13 North Carolina Nov. 30 and a 103-65
victory at Nevada Nov. 26. The last time Penn State
scored 100 points in back-to-back games was in 1993
when the Lady Lions defeated Nebraska, 102-66, on
Jan. 2 and lllinois, 101-71, on Jan. 7.

SCHOOL RECORD FROM DEEP: The Lady Lions
connected on a school record 14 three-pointers in the
103-84 win over North Carolina Nov. 30. Penn State
breaks the mark of 13 makes from beyond the arc,
which was accomplished twice (at Dayton, 11/21/10;
vs. St. Francis (12/2/99). The 14 threes by PSU also
tie for the most by a North Carolina opponent.

ESPN/HoopGurlz ~ 34th-ranked  recruit
Candice Agee signed a National Letter of Intent
(NLI) to play of the Lady Lions beginning in the
2012-13 season. The 6-6 center from Silverado
High School in Victorville, Calif. signed her NLI
in November in a ceremony at her high school.
The signing of Agee and addition of transfer
Dara Taylor, the Lady Lions have the 18th-ranked
recruiting class by Dan Olson’s Collegiate Girls
Basketball Report.

“We are so excited to have Candice join the
Penn State family,” Washington said. “She is a
very talented player and will complement our
current post players in a lot of ways. She adds
size, skill and athleticism to our front line, and
she has a competitive streak that you love to
see. She will definitely be an impact player for
us on the court. In addition, she comes from a
delightful family and her mom, dad and younger
brother will also be wonderful additions to Lady
Lion basketball.”

Agee is the first commit in the Lady Lions’
2012 recruiting class, averaged 17.0 points, 10.9
rebounds, 7.3 blocks and 2.7 steals per game for
the Hawks as a junior. The native of Victorville,
Calif. is a highly touted recruit, ranking 34th
by ESPN/HoopGurlz, 38th by Collegiate Girls
Report, 17th by Blue Star Basketball and 40th by
All-Star Girls Report and Peach State. The Hawks
finished the season with a 22-6 record with a
perfect conference record en route to the Desert
Sky title.

Agee is a three-time Desert Sky League
first team selection and was the league’s Most
Valuable Player as a junior.

Coquese Washington, who helped lead Notre Dame to
the 2001 NCAA Championship, was introduced as the fifth
head coach of the Penn State women'’s basketball program
on April 23, 2007. Washington is the first female African-
American head coach in Penn State history.

The Lady Lions returned to the national stage in
Washington's fourth year with a second-place finish in the Big
Ten regular season standings, a runner-up finish in the Big
Ten Tournament and a berth in the NCAA Tournament. Penn
State tallied its most victories since the 2003-04 campaign
and 23rd 20-win season with a 25-10 overall record and an
11-5 mark in conference play. The Lady Lions worked their
way back to the “Big Dance” for the first time since 2004-05
and advanced to the second round for the first time in seven
years with a win over Dayton in the first round in front of
a raucous Bryce Jordan Center crowd. After a remarkable
season in the books and steps toward returning the Lady
Lions to national prominence, Washington was selected as
the 2011 BCA Female Coach of the Year.

Penn State was a dominating force from the perimeter as
the Lady Lions tied the school record with 228 three-pointers
and led NCAA Division | from deep with a .415 three-point
field goal percentage. Pacing the Lady Lions from downtown
was Maggie Lucas, who broke the Big Ten three-pointers
record with 112 triples to go along with a .426 shooting
percentage. For her efforts, Lucas was selected as the
Big Ten Freshman of the Year and Big Ten Sixth Player of
the Year while breaking the Penn State freshman season
scoring record (552 pts.). Additionally with Washington's
guidance, Alex Bentley became the 11th different player in
school history to take home first team All-Big Ten accolades
after finishing second in the conference in assists. After
outstanding seasons, both Lucas and Bentley were invited
to the USA Basketball World University Games Trials.

Washington'’s third season saw the Lady Lions return to
the postseason for the first time since 2004-05 with a WNIT
berth. The Lions earned their most overall wins (17) and
conference wins (8) since the 2004-05 campaign en route
to a sixth-place finish in the Big Ten.

Washington led Tyra Grant to back-to-back first team All-
Big Ten honors and Associated Press Honorable Mention
All-America accolades in her senior season. Grant capped
off her career by being selected by the Phoenix Mercury

in the second round of the WNBA Draft. The four-time all-
conference pick left Penn State third in school history in
scoring with 2,044 points. Washington also guided Bentley
to third team All-Big Ten honors, as well as a unanimous
selection to the Big Ten All-Freshman team.

That year, Washington and the Lady Lions garnered one
of the top recruiting classes in the country, finishing 22nd
on the ESPN/HoopGurlz recruiting chart. The class included
just the second McDonald’s High School All-American
in Penn State history in Lucas, WBCA High School All-
American Ariel Edwards and All-State selection Talia East.

In Washington's second season, the Lady Lions moved up
three positions in the Big Ten standings, finishing in a tie
for seventh place. Under Washington’s guidance in 2008-09,
Grant became the 10th different player in school history to
earn first team All-Big Ten honors.

The Coquese Washington era started in style as the Lady
Lions won their first three games of the season, including a
win over #20/21 Pittsburgh, to claim the WBCA Classic title.
Just three weeks later, Washington guided the Lady Lions to
their first ever win over perennial contender and 10th-ranked
Duke in the inaugural Big Ten/ACC Challenge, a game that
was televised on ESPN2.

Washington came to Happy Valley after eight seasons
as an associate head coach and assistant coach under
Muffet McGraw at Notre Dame, her alma mater. During
Washington's eight years on the bench, Notre Dame
amassed a 188-69 record with eight NCAA Tournament
appearances, including four Sweet Sixteen runs and a
National Championship in 2001.

Washington was a four-year starting point guard for Notre
Dame under McGraw and was the team captain on Notre
Dame’s first-ever NCAA Tournament team. She was a two-
time All-Midwestern Collegiate Conference (MCC) selection
and led Notre Dame to three MCC Tournament titles.

The epitome of a student-athlete, Washington graduated
from Notre Dame in 1992, a full year ahead of schedule,
with a bachelor's degree in history. She went on to attain
“Double Domer” status in 1997 after earning her Juris
Doctorate from the Notre Dame Law School.

In addition to assisting with the efforts of the WBCA Pink
Zone at Penn State to raise money and awareness for
breast cancer, Washington created Coquese’s Drive for the
